Wayne people presented a  nurrenmRly 
signed petition to the board of aupei vi.s- 
orR Inst week asking th at a cement ioa»l 
bf cunstructed from Wayne running 
noiThtoU ie Plymouth road, striking 
this road at a  point four miles east of 
Plymouth village. Thiy petition came 
up for cum ide*ation a t h  meeting of the 
road and bridge committee of the board 
Iasi Friday morning.

mation given by President Hillmer, who 
had been to the rity  th at day. It wa.s 
the intention of the Wayneites to influ­
ence the supervisors to build this road 
insu-ad of one contemplated from Plym­
outh south to Michigan avenue.

Naturally enough Plymouth cili2ens 
were indignant over this move and on 
Friday morning more than twenty-five 
appeared before the committee to make 
a protest against this action, the num­
ber bi-ing further augmented by a  num­
ber of representative citizens fmm 
Northville. Chairman Hines of the 
good roads commission was also presi nt 
at the request of Plymouth citiz -ns. 
Both sides of the situation were pres- 
enii-d tu the committee by several gen­
tlemen, when Chairman Hines rea>] from 
a re p o r to f  the 1913 meeting of the 
t!K>>trd of supervisors the action then tak­
en by the board on recomendation of the 
commissioners in relation to roads to be 
constructed, in which the road from 
Plymouth was one of the number. Mr. 
Kines Rtill^favored the Plymouth road 
and the road and bridge committee 
agree with him, so that tbe 1913 action 
of the board will remain in force. Mr. 
Hines stated th is  road would have been 
built th isyear, had they been able to 
sell enough bonds to make the improve­
ment, the commissioners lacking some 
$135,000 of the amount authorized to be 
sold.

Indeed 
marches on Its stomach. At a  pinch 
It can make shift to do without tents 
or transport, while, as is well known, 
successful operations have a t times 
been carried out in a hostile area 
when not a single cartridge has been 
expended for weeks on end. Yet. 
though, bullets may be dispensed with, 
this is certainly not the  case with re­
gard to bread—o r its equivalent. This 
a t any rate, has always been the opin­
ion of the great military leader—Na>- 
poleoQ. for example, being reported 
on one occasion to have bad a  soldier 
shot for throwing away a bag of bis­
cuits, In order to  make room for some 
ammunition.

The scale on which the commissa­
riat airangm ents for a protracted 
campaign are conducted, la an exceed­
ingly large one. A fact that contrib­
utes materially to this Is that not 
only have rations and fodder to be 
Issued daily to every man and horse 
on duty, but also that a considerable 
reserve supply has to be maintained 
at the base of operations. In the re­
cent Boer war. for example, the 
amount of food thus stored was, — far 
as possible, that equaling a foar 
m on'hs' consumption. When It Is re­
membered that the number of troops 
drawing upon It was well over two 
hundred thousand a t  a  time during 
the greater portion of the war, It will 
readily be seen that such a supply 
□eceasarlly represented a very big 
stock Indeed. To go Into actual fig­
ures, It may be of Interest to learn 
that at the head of the various Items 
composing a  four months' supply for 
such a  body Is 24,000,000 pounds of 
b iscuit This enormons total is close­
ly approached by the “bully b e e r  one. 
as for every pound of the former com­
modity there Is a t l e u t  three-quarter 
.Ktunds of the latter. To render It 
more palaUble than It would be In 
itself, the  commissariat department 
Is required to keep In store 1.600,000 
pounds of compressed vegetables and
600.000 pounds of —It. As appropriate 
sccompaaiments to the beef and bis­
cuit. coffee and tea to the extent of
800.000 pounds, and 400,000 pounds -- 
spectlvely sre  also Included In the re­
serve supply.

In addition to such absolute neces­
sities as biscuit, beef, and vegetables, 
the four months’ tood —ppiy for an 
average corps fn the Add Inclodea 
many Items th at may a la o a t be de­
scribed as luxurlM.

Body of Dr. James Phillips 

Claimed by Daughter.

ANIMALS CAUGHT BY FIRE
Forest Flames on Glenn Ranch .in

California Overtook Thousands of 
Them In Flight.

Los Angeles, Cal.i—Thousands of 
dead rabbits, with here and there a 
deer caught by the whirl of flame, and 
trees full of roasted apples, on the 
Glenn ranch, were among the toll of 
the big forest flie that swept from 
Cajon to Lytel Creek, according to r e  
ports brought here by Supervisor R. 
H. Charlton, after almost a  week spent 
In the big woods fighting the flrn.

The woods are as dry os tinder, and 
the flames made rapid headway in 
spite of the efforts of nearly two hun­
dred experienced firefighters, who 
were aim'>it worn out by their efforts.

The blaze was confined for the most 
part to leaves, needles and small 
brush. When it was confined to a cer­
tain area by the men, the Inside of the 
fire line was filled with wild game try­
ing to get away. The sweep of the fire 
was so quick that in hundreds of in­
stances they could not get out of the 
zone of danger.

The rabbits ran in droves to the 
center away from the fringe of the 
flames, only to be burned up when the 
fire a te  Its way Into their biding 
places. Several deer, one of them a 
big six-prong buck, ran right into the 
hottest blase.

SNAKE STRIKES FROM COVER

Copperhead Is Peeved When Student 
Site on Ite Pet Plank—Savee 

Life by Quick Action.

Philadelphia.—Applying bis own 
“first aid” when bitten by a  venom­
ous copperhead, a t McCalls Perry, 
Paul A. Relchle, a  S tate college stu­
dent. residing In York, probably 
saved his life.

Relchle s s t  on a  board, under which 
the snake lay hiding, and It crawled 
out and struck him on the left hand. 
Quickly slicing open the wound, he 
sucked out as much of the poison as

Bwollen, but now 
he Is out of danger.

Seldler-Phytleisn and Nephew of For­
mer Lord Mayer of London Bsroly 

Escapes Burial in Pot­
ter 's  Field.

New York.—Almost a t the last min­
ute the body of Dr. James Phillips, 
soldier and physician, nephew of an 
erstwhile lord mayor of London, and 
once wealthy, was rescued from a pau­
per's grave. He died In the city hos­
pital a t Blackwell's Island.

For days the body bad been In the 
morgue without inquiry by any one. 
and arrangements had b^en made for 
Its burial by a charitable society. Tae 
word that saved the body from the 
potter's field was sent by a daughter, 
who gave Instructions to have It for­
warded to Bridgeport. Conn. She had 
not heard from him before In 33 years.

Doctor Phillips was born In London, 
and was a nephew of Sir Fordell Phil­
lips, once lord mayor of his native 
city, and a  cousin of Sir Edward Law- 
son. When be was In bis twenties 
the  Crimean war began, and be was 
aujong those who went to the front as 
a surgeon. When the Civil war sta rt­
ed, after hts arrival here, be placed 
his experience a t the service of this 
country, and once met President Lin­
coln.

After the war ended Doctor Phillips 
was stationed for a  time with naval 
vessels at Norfolk, Va.. and later be 
was transferred to Washington. D. C.

Id Washington be was married. His 
wife was the daughter of General Wal- 
bridge, but the marriage was followed 
by a  divorce. Subsequently Mrs. Phil­
lips remarried. This time her husband 
was George B. C o^hlll, the district 
attorney who ohtmned the convic­
tion of Guiteau. the assassin of Presi­
dent Garfield.

After the separation from his wife 
Doctor Phillips got out of touch with 
bis children, though, according to his 
friends, be made attem pts to commu­
nicate with them again In recent 
years. Doctor Phillips was eighty- 
three years old.

Following in their wake 
come the merlin, the great gray shrike, 
the gnldcrest, the short-eared owl, and 
others, including the woodcocks, .

North sea, ana often so exhausted as 
to suffer themselves to be overtaken 
and plcked^up by hand.

Troops upon entering a small vil­
lage, held strenuously for several days 
by the  Presstana. came upon tbe body 
of Prince Max of Hesse. He had 
been dead three days. Tbe body bad 
been stripped of everything but tbe 
tunic and socks and waa marked with 
five revolver wounds made from be­
hind. The tale Is whispered that he 
was the victim of his own soldiers.

A rough coSu of real boards was 
made for the boy—he was little more 
than that—and then for three long 
days the body lay In an outbuilding 
of a  small farmhonse. Tbe body now 
has been sent Into the German Ilnea

Continual night fighting has been 
going on. The nights have been des­
perately cold, but the men and horses 
of the allies have a splendid supply 
of blankets and good, hot food la 
turned out smoking from the travel­
ing field kitchens.

Troops Have Plenty.
The troops have more t h u  enough 

of eoffee, galore and cigarettes by 
tbe tens of thousands. Their spirit 
Is exceUent. their health good, thalr 
hearts high and they are  still ting­
ing. They are  looking forward eheeiv 
fully anough to a  tempestuous Christ­
mas day In the trenches.

Calais is taking It all placidly 
enough. The city Is filled with Bel­
gian refugees wandering a t win any­
where, anyhow, sleeping under the 
stars, amid stable litte r In byways, 
tn lllthY back streets, on steamboats 
and on fishing boats.

In tha  harbor, whare hundreds and 
hundreds of fishing boats from all 
along the coast He thick as their own 
packed fish after a  spell of great 
hauling, there  Is a  Hvlng population 
alm ost equal to the population of the 
town a t normal times.

Whole families are  herding In an 
Intolerable atmosphere. Thera are 
families In rags and ta tters  with all 
thalr riiarishad housahold goods, while 
elusteiing around them are families 

the  well-to-do, fist and well-fed, 
with fora to warm tham and Jewels 
to daoorata them.

Waiting fo r Boats.
Bvary day hundreds of them are  

m arshaled off to the quay, where they 
wait In long, dreary, patient lines. 
In rain or shlna. for an English boat 
to carry tham  away.

Battle In the Northwest Described by 
Correspondent of London P a p e r -  
Destruction W rought by Armored 
Tralna—Russian Claims Are That 
Germans. Have Been Forced Back 
From W arsaw—Italians Land in 
Aviona—Mine Slnka French Steamer.

London, O ct 27.—The official reports 
given out in Paris and Berlin tonight 
agree th at the Germane have been un­
able to break through the line of the 
allies drawn up in Belgium west of 
tbe Yser canaU between N l^ p o rt and 
Dixmude.

The French statem ent makes the 
further claim that the violent attacks 
of the Germans in the district be­
tween La Bassee and the Somme river 
also have failed, hut the German state­
m ent says th at southwest of Tpres 
and west and southwest of Lille the 
army of- the kaiser is going forward 
after having inflicted heavy losses on 
the British troops.

The Germans also assert th at t̂jtielr 
artillery has driven the British fleet 
away from tbe shore line between 
Nle.iywrt and Oetend, where the war­
ships have been bombarding the 
trenches of the  Germans. Three ves­
sels are said to have been hit by sbells 
from the shore batteries.

Nieupcrt Is Bombarded.
The big guns of the Germans bom­

barded Nieuport and tbe allies bad to 
w ithstand constant a ttacks of masses 
o f’ troops.

On the line from Solssons to Cra- 
onne the allies are  said tcf^ave  ob­
tained a slight advantage In today's 
fighting, while on the eastern wing the 
French are  credited with a gpln wbltb. 
it is claimed, placed tbe German lines 
of communication in dlfflcu^y. Tbe 
French here pushed well forward and 
left only a narrow outlet twelve miles 
wide for a  possible German 'iR lre- 
-ment

The FYencb are said to occupy 
every position of Importance In the 
Vosges.

The French have become more ac­
tive In the East along tbe Alsatian 
border and aro said to be making prep­
arations and securing advanced posi­
tions in view of possible a ttacks by 
tbe Germans with their big howitzers 
on the Belfort fortreas. It now seems 
to be realized th at no fortress has any 
chance of holding ont ^ h en  once these 
big German guns are  brought Into ac­
tion against i t

Germans Bring Great Quna.
I t Is reported from Amsterdam that

COMMISSIONER OF STATE BOARD 
OFFICE PREPARES REPORT 

FOR YEARS.

TO STRENGTHEN ARSON LAWS

Not a Single Conviction Hae Been 
Obtained By the State Out 

Of Twenty-Seven Arrests 
in Two Years.

[By GURD M. HAYES.]

Lansing—The seventy-second an­
nual report of the Commissioner of 
the  State Land Office, for tbe fiscal 
year ending June 30, 1914, is now 
ready for the slate printer.

This report reveals the fact that 
tbe total amount of state land of all 
classes is 606,037.50 acres, of .which 
amount 276,080.96 acres are  in a  per­
m anent forest reserve. The rest is 
scattering land which is being traded 
for the purpose of consolidating these 
forest reserves.

The great bulk of the land held by 
the s ta te  is tax homestekd land that 
has reverted to tbe state on account 
of non-payment of taxes.

While only a  small acreage was dis­
posed of during the last year tbe aver­
age price per acre for the 121.72 acres 
was 7.55 per acre. This w-aa mostly 
for railroad right of ways across state 
lands, and for other small parcels 
necessary to work out local proposi­
tions.

Most of the money received was on 
account of sales of city and village 
property, although 811,000, up to  the 
first of July, was received from leases 
of St. Clair Flats property, and about 
14,000 for trespass.

The Public Domain commission has 
authority under the act to direct the 
commissioner of the state land office 
to  Issue deeds of state lands in ex­
change for lands Inside the boundar- 
lee of the several forest reserves. 
While 50.000 acres of state lands are 
under consideration for exchange, on­
ly 492.39 acres have been parted with 
up to July 1. It would seem from the 
amount received for the foregoing 
num ber of acres th at there must be 
some David Harums connected with 
the commission, because for the 492.37 
acres to which the state parted title, it 
received 803.62, or a little more than 
300 acres more than it disposed of.

Tbe sta te  land office has only three 
more months in which to live, and tt 
will then cease to be a  department of 
state, all work being turned over to 
the Public Domain commission.

From tbe report Just completed by 
Commissioner Carton, It would seem 
that be realized much could be gained 
from tbe abolishment of tbe state land 
department and the turaing of tbe 
work over to the Public Domain com- 
znlssion.

“ Michigan," said Mr. Carton, “has 
ceased to be a  land selling state. 
There Is no other good reason for tbe 
abolition of tbe office, .other than the 
fact th a t tbe work of the department 
la practicably done."

In all probability an effort will he 
made a t tbe  next sesstoa of tbe  legit- 
lature to strengthen tbe arson laws 
of tbe state, as It is practically impoa- 
tlble for tbe state fire m arthal’s  de­
partm ent to secure a conviction under 
the  existing ita tu tes  no m atter how 
strong the evidence.

In Bome casee persons a rrA ted  on 
a  charge of arson have been acquitted 
after they have confessed in tbe  pres­
ence of tbe proeecuttng attorney and 
tbe state fire m arshal's department 
feels discouraged.

It has cost tbe state considerable 
money to prosecute arson cases and 
tbe results have been anything but 
encouraging. Twenty-seven arrests  
have been made or arson charges 
during the past two yeara and thua far 
the department haa tailed to secure a 
tingle conviction.

Former Insurance Commiseloner 
Palmer always claimed th at there was 
an "arson trust"  operating in Michi­
gan and that an organized gang of 
fire bugs was o p e ra t ic  to beat the 
insurance companies. In n y  suspicious 
fires In restaurants and stores owned 
by foreigners tended to confirm Paliii- 
eris opinion, but be was no more suc­
cessful than tbe present fire marshal 
In convicting any one. "It Is not the 
fault of the officials, but it is due to 
the present statutes,'' said Commis­
sioner Wlusblp,

Proposed laws that the 1916 legis­
lature will be asked to pass were 
Saturday indorsed by the joint pen­
ology commission, composed of the 
boards of control and wardens 'of tbe 
I^enal Institutions, the pardon board, 
and tbe secretary of the state board of 
corrections and charities.

These laws. If passed, will make 
■weeping, changes In tbe  present 
government of the pardon board, in the 
paroling and aentenclng of prisoners 
and methods of purchasing property.

Chief among tbe laws advocated is 
one th at will completely change the 
method of selecting the pardon board. 
A t present tbe  governor has the power 
to  appoint all three members. Tbe 
proposed change would give tbe gov­
ernor power to appoint one member, 
to  be known as tbe member a t  large.

This Is asked to r la  
order th a t trusties and prisoners can 
be given credit for what they a re  a c t­
ually entitled to. Tbe present laws 
do not cover this point, according to  
the penology commission.

17 a t tile expense of the ratepayers, 
and they will become bright and in­
telligent boys, developed physically 
and mentally In a  satisfactory way."

This touches upon and brings sharp­
ly to the front the whole subject of 
sophisticated foods around which a 
commercial battle royal Is a t present 
raging in this country. Id no field of 
knowledge le there so general a  lack 
of personal Information founded on 
experience as In the  fundamental one 
Of food. *

Bating has become an a rt  which has 
to  be learned by rnan ^nd unfortu­
nately the  subject i s  considered so nn- 
im portant th at quite generally our 
foods a re  selected on the statem ent of 
peiwons whose only Interest Is in the 
profit to be derived from the mann- 
Caetnre and sale of the commodity, 
and  then  a fte r  the porchase In this 
aUpshod m anner i t  Is too frequently 
turned over to  some IncomiMtent 
kltoben drudge to be prepared tor eat- 
tnc.

In o rder th a t  an  In telllfent choice 
of proper diet may be made It la ab- 
•ohitely neBeesary th a t  we should pos­
sess a  certain  em atterlng of scientific 
knowledge. This does not consist in 
the  memorising of a  tew term s suffl- 
olent to  enable us to babble about car­
bohydrates, proteins and fats, of ealo- 
rlsa and of balanced rations, but to 
have a  thorough understanding of the 
real m eaning o f the  closing paragraph 
of the  fourth article of this series, 
which we here again repeat for em­
phasis: "The now prevailing standard 
of fo o d -v a ln es 'w h ich  measurea the 
heat units produced from foods and 
com pleM j Ignores all other elements 
and factors Is not only woefully Inade­
quate In the light of modem splence, 
but ccmstltntea a  grave menace to the 
health , to the morals, to  the sanity 
and to  the  life of any people"

The chief reason tor the Improve­
m ent In Inmates of- well-governed 
asylums and Industrial schools over 
the  ra te  of development shown by 
children under home conditions nn- 
dcmbtedly lies In the fact th at food 
m atter is bought in bulk and largely

M  the horse-food basis, th a t I t  to say, 
the  whole grains are  bought, co o k ^  
and served, rather than the more ex­
pensive refined processed m atter. 01 
course we are  assured by “experts*' 
th a t the food Is “Improved’’ made 
“more dlgeatlble” by the elaborate 
process through wbteh U is passed, 
but any succeMful raiser of cattle, 
bogs, chickens, pigeons, dogs .or cats 
can tell of dlsM trous results follow­
ing the feeding of any of these ani­
mals tor any material period of time 
on “refined" food matter. And hu­
manity etill waits the coming of some 
Moses to free it from the bondage o ' 
the observance of universal law to 
which all living things are  subJecL

A recent magazine article written by 
an "expert’’ on food m attere misquotes 
the first line of the above and then 
gives particular point to the truth of 
the quotation by grossly m isinterpret­
ing a clean cut, sclehtlflc demonstra­
tion of a disease resulting from the use 
of sophisticated food matter.

The article in question reads ae fol­
lows; "We are told about biochemical 
properties of wheat offals and as proof 
we are referred to the ravages of beri­
beri from eating bulled rice. This Is 
■jugglery,’ something on the order of 
the magician Kellar. To be specific, 
beri-berl Is a disease that has no con­
nection with the whole wheat and 
white flour question. It Is as remote 
as it can be. Berl-berl le a form of I 
nervous disease that has affected the 
natives of Asia, who live mainly on ! 
rice, and of late years the introduction [ 
of bulled rice has Increased the dis­
ease. It has been found that when rice 
polish was used as food along with 
the rice the disease was lessened in In­
tensity. I

"From this it has been argued that 
the rice hulls contained nourishing 
substances which had been removed 
from the rice in polishing. This looked 
very plauBible. From these facts It was 
argued that wheat bran m ust also con- ' 
tain  nourishing substances and they 
should not bb removed from the wheat , 
in the manufacture of flouV. For-  ̂
tunately, however, the subject of beri- , 
berl has been worked out sclentiflcally, 
and Punk, of the Lister Institute, hsa 
shown th at the disease is caused by 
some toxic action of rice protein.

"This ahould show the danger of be­
ing Influenced by the exaggerated ao  ̂
counts of white bread and bulled rice 
starvation, statem ents which have no 
foundation in proved facts. WTxlte 
bread Is safe food. Polished rice Is 
safe food, as sclentlflc Investigation 
has proved."

The discerning reader will note that 
the m atter in the body of the article 
controverts the finding stated In the 
closing paragraph quoted. The whole 
tru th  Is as follows:

Caslmir Punk of the biochemical de­
partm ent. Lister Institute of Prevent­
ive Medicine, discovered th at a sub­
stance could be recovered from the 
m atter ground from the surface of rice 
In polishing it which would in a few 
hours cure a disease known as poly­
neuritis, or berl-berl.

Underlying every happening in this 
universe is a law or principle, and the 
same principle will be found producing 
many widely separated results. The 
statem ent that berl-berl has no con­
nection with whole wheat and white 
flour is not strictly true, because the 
same principle applies. Berl-berl Is 
caused by a mineral starvation, and 
we know many diseases are caused by 
the mineral starvation resulting from 
the too free use of demineralized foods. 
Including flour. T he  writer personally 
knows of large flocks of chickens be­
ing killed by feeding them on demin­
e ra l iz e  grain, and of dogs killed by 
feeding them  on demineralized meat 
and white bread. Every physiologist 
of note states that the vitality of the 
Indlvldnal cell depends on a free sup­
ply of mineral m atter consisting of at 
least three elements. It would be rea­
sonable then to expect some definite 
deleterious result from a  diet com­
posed largely of mineral-free matter, 
and the fact that all white bread eat­
ing peoples are greatly troubled with 
constipation may be considered, evi­
dence to this belief. Further evidence 
th at white bread Is not healthful is 
given by Sberm ss, who sta tes that 
washed bran fed to cows was found to 
be constipating, indicating th a t the 
laxative property of ordinary bran and 
whole wheat products is dependent not 
simply upon mechanical irritation.

It would be ae logical to sta te  that 
while you might break your neck fall­
ing off a th irty  foot brick bouse, fall­
ing off a  thirty foot frame bouse over 
in the next block is safe becauee it has 
no connection with the brick bouse. 
“It is as remote as it can be.” That 
may be, but neverthelesB, the chances 
of breaking your neck are equal, b ^  
cause the principles are IdentlcsiL

The too free use of while flour, or of 
any other demineralized foodstuff, no 
m atter whether it be demineralized by 
being processed or by etupid cooking 
methods. Is detrimental to health.

A l t h o u g h  in many of the new

Many SugBestient Have Been Made,
Among Them That a  “Clearing 

Houee" Might Help to  Smooth 
Away Dlflteeltiea.

Tbe subject of car shortage has for 
rears latarested railway officials, but 
as yet no general policy baa been 
adopted. Every harvest season, and 
every season for the shipping of great 
quantities of winter fuel, finds tbe rail­
roads more or less unprepared be­
cause of a scarcity of cars. This con­
dition has led to many investigations 
and numerous recommendations. The 
in tersta te  commerce commission, sev­
eral years ago, endeavored to  correct 
the demurrage rules, but some rail­
road men felt th at thereby the  situa­
tion was made more difficult

J. R. Cavanaugh, an Indianapolis 
railroad msn, recommends, in the 
Traffic World, the pooling of freight 
cars, th at is th at a  freight car "clear­
ing house" should be formed to take 
over all the freight cars In the coun­
try. Ownership would remain the 
same, but management would be cen­
tralized. Tbe clearing association 
w-ould operate under tbe rules of the 
American Railway association, would 
receive reports from every part of the 
country and would be enabled to act 
nationally instead of locally. Tbe idea 
is to equalize car interchange. There 
are masy thousands of cars Idle in 
one place when they are needed in 
another. It would be the new as­
sociation's purpose to remedy this coQ- 
dition.

Tbe proposal Is In line with ideas 
expressed by o ther railroad men. It 
is said that for a t least two-thirds of 
tbe year 100,000 freight cars stand 
Idle on tbe sidings. These represent 
an Investment of perhaps 1150.000,000- 
The average dally journey of a freight 
car is estimated to be but twenty-five 
miles. Under tbe present complicated 
system of demurrage, it Is declared 
that, out of every nine days, a  car is 
in actual transportation service only 
two days. Tbe other seven days are 
taken up In loading, unloading or stor­
age.

One Investigator, writing In the 
Technical World Magazine last year, 
gave It as his opinion th at there are 
too many freight cars—th at Is, too 
much capital is Invested In this sort 
of equipment conslderlDg the returns- 
I t  is evident th at the railroads lose 
millions of dollars annually, because 
of the  lack of system In car handllng- 
Perbaps this loss has something to 
do with tbe “bard times” which the 
railroads are  experiencing.

LIG H T S WARN DAY TR AIN S

Tltanlum-Steel Ralla
Tltanlum-steel rails for railways 

were first made experimentally seven 
years ago. Tbe results then shown 
led to their manufacture by several 
steel companies, and about five years 
ago tbelr manufacture w-as undertaken 
upon a commercial scale.

Experim ents on the New York Cen­
tral have confirmed those made else­
where In showing th at these rails wear 
several times as long as those made of 
ordinary Bessemer steel. Titanium has 
a great affinity for nitrogen and this 
property makes it desirable for rail­
way purposes.—Popular Electricity.

Railroad Porters’ ComplalnL 
“M ister Porter" mxito be the form of 

address used by passengers on the 
Great W estern and the London and 
Northwestern companies in the W ar­
wick and Leamington district, when 
they address the railroad porters. The 
men are  of opinion th a t they are not 
treated with proper respect by the 
officials of the company, and oons^ 
quently have passed a  resolution ask­
ing the union to  ag itate th a t they 
should be addressed as “ Mister," sim­
ilarly to tbe  clerks, and not merely 
by their surnames.

Te Discover the  Deserving..
The Canadian Pacific railroad has 

added to its staff a  “scout," whose 
duty it will be to travel over the sys­
tem  and discover those employees who 
are  especially worthy of advancemenL 
Incidentally he will report those found 
wanting; but i t  is significant th at his 
function prim arily is  not to make com­
plaint, but to m ake doubly sure that 
the deserving s^e recognized.

A Veteran.
W. Hanley of Barlby, near Selby, 

England, a  signalman on tbe North­
eastern railroad, baa been forty years 
in one signal box, and has walked to 
and from his work a distance of 61,000 
milea.

Simple System Which Eminent Signal
Engineer Believes Will Be Found 

to Be Effective.

, With the recent developments In 
lenses for signal purposes, according 
to Thomas S. Stevens, signal engineer 
for tbe Atchison, Topeka and Santa 
Fe railroad, it is now practicable for 
the different colors to be readily dis­
tinguished in daylight a t a distance of 
2,000 feet.

All the complicated mechanism nec­
essary for tbe mechanical operation of 
signal arm s are eliminated and re­
placed by simple electrical circuits 
which are far more efficient and eco­
nomical to maintain.

In the majority of cases two 25-watt 
lamps are  used behind an eight-inch 
lens. Indeed, it appears th at tbe prob­
lem with this type of slgDallng is to 
provide a light signal sufficiently vis­
ible in blight sunlight which will not 
make the signal too prominent at 
night.

New Meter Plow.
An English firm Is putting out a new 

plow th a t is propelled by a  farm-horse 
power motor, th at is much like tbs 
horse-drawn implement, and can be 
used successfully for any of the  ordi­
nary agricultural tasks, such as plow­
ing, cultivating, scuffling, skinning, 
hoeing and drilling. As It is only three 
feet high and two feet four Inches 
wide, it can be used in places where 
horses cannot work, between fruit 
trees in orchards, in vineyards and bop 
gardens, and In rubber, tea  and coffee 
plantations. Unlike other motor 
plows, it has only two driven road 
wheels, and tbe attendant who walks 
behind i t  runs tbe engine and guides 
the  plow by means of sta^ wheels. 
W ith one wheel running in a furrow, 
the plow virtually steers itself, and 
needs little  attention except a t tbe end 
of the furnjws. The m akers assert that 
the machine, will do nearly twice 
much work a day as a horse-drawn 
plow, a t about one-half the cost an 
acre. The correctness of the assertion 
naturally depends somewhat upon the 
nature of the  land on which the  ma­
chine is se t to work.

Public Too CarelesB.
People are  incredibly careless In re­

gard to crossing railroad tracks. A 
statistical study of accidents state* 
th a t out of 33,079 cases only 298 per­
sons in vehicles or on foot fully obeyed 
the “Stop, Look and L isten" sign, o r 
waited for the watchman’s signal 
fore crossing the tracks; 8,776 persons 
looked both ways, but neltoer listened 
nor stopped. The “safety first” cam* 
paign is surely a  timely one in the face 
of such conditions.

Electro Magnets on Steam Cranea
An electro lifting m agnet would fre­

quently prove very aervlceable for use 
with railroad wrecking cranes of the 
usual steam operated variety, but the 
necessary electric current is lacking. 
In such cases it has been suggested 
th a t a small turbo-generator could be 
easily fitted, and would be a  valuable 
addition to the equipment.—Sclentlflo 
American.

Travel on Britlah LInea 
In the' year 1913 the railroads of 

Great Britain carried 1,228,316,000 
passengers. By ta r  the  greater num­
ber of these (933,498,000) traveled 
third class. The number of season 
ticket holders is estimated a t 595,000.
