XpernAy, Fnnce.~Tbere mn two 

prlBdpal cstegortet of foreign troops 
gfhttwg side by side with the French 
to defend this lorely land—the Brit* 
lah from across the channel and the 
Algerians, . Moore and Senegalese 
from acroes the Mediterranean In 
Africa. Dozens of correspondents 
bare followed the British expedition­
ary force to chant the heroism of 
Tommy A ttos. Bat though the exact 
Ognres are not arallable. I believe the 
French African troops now facing the 
Germans are about as numerous as 
the British—namely. In the neighbor­
hood of 200,000. Somebody ought to 
chronicle their glories, too—some 
strolling poet of the Atlas, some black 
Voodoo with an epic turn dt mind.. 
In the meantime I may' be permitted 
to tell the little I have learned about 
them, as I have seen them In these 
old French towns and marching 
among the vineyards Champagne.

You may read In the Old Testament 
how David, after stunning Goliath of 
Gath with a stone, cut off the giant’s 
head and carried it back to exhibit in 
camp; or, how Joshua and his Israel­
ites. on taking Jericho, “utterly de­
stroyed all that was in the city, both 
man and women, young and old. ox 
and sheep and ass with the edge of 
the  ewoi^." This was the ancient 
idea of warfare—not merely to defeat 
the enemy, but to exterminate him 
and carry off the heads of his ebam- 

‘ plons as trophies. It is the idea of 
the Tnrcos and Senegalese riflemen 
to this day.

Can’t Change Nature Habits.
These Africans have by no means 

been able to sboffle off tbelr native' 
hablta Just because they have been 
brought to fight In the white man’s 
battles. AH of their officers are 
French. One of these officers con­
fided to me that be often had “the 
greatest difficulty” In persuading the 
men to behave In a civilized manner 
toward prisoners and the enemy’s 
wounded. Indeed, I ebould say that 
“the greatest difficulty" Is a euphe­
mism. Somewhere up near the Belgian 
frontier the advancing Germans found 
a  bam wlQi 82 wounded Turcos In 
It. They barbed and dynamited the 
building Just as It stood.

Two Kinds of African Troops.
Roughly speaking, there are two 

Mala of French African troops—Tur­
cos and Senegalese. Tnrco Is a gen­
eral name, covering Moors, Berber 
cavalry and Algerians, but properly 
applying only to the last, so called 
In the Crimean war by the Russians, 
who mistook them for Turks. The 
Turcoe wear white or light blue bag­
gy trousers, light blue Jackets and red 
bats. They are recruited promiscu­
ously among the various peoples In­
habiting the North African coast, but 
all are Mobammedane, and In most 
of them Arab blood predbminates. 
They wage war with the same fanatic 
fury which. In their forefathers, the 
Saracens, aroused the wonder of the 
Crusaders, and their specialty Is the 
bayonet charge.

But the day of cold steel and the 
hand to band fight, though by no 
means past, is gradually passing, as 
the Turcoe hare found to tbelr cost. 
A division of them was In the rear 
guard which covered the French 
treat from Belglom. At Slgny-I’Ab- 
baye they made a stand. The pursu­
ing Germans halted In the fringe of a 
wood and presently the Turcoe, whom 
their officers were nnable longer to 
restrain, charged with the bayonet. 
Over the stnbble fields where the 
wheat still stood In the shock swept 
the long, brightly colored line—bine, 
red, white, brown—and the silver of 
sunlight on polished metal. As they 
drew nearer to the foe they redonbled 
their thrill yells and began discharg­
ing their gnna Pour hundred yards, 
800 yards, 200 yards! Where were 
the Germans? Had the visible fury 
of the onslaught already frozen their 
hearts? At 100 yards a  terrific fusil­
lade of rifles and quickflrers opened 
from the woods. The panting Tur- 
eoe, undaunted. Increased their speed, 
snre now of victory, when suddenly- 
barbed wire! The German bad 
meshed the field with barbed wire. 
The Turcos were caoght like flies In 
the^ cruel web. Half of them re­
tained. That, as far as I know, was 
the first and thus far the only great 
bayonet charge of the present war, 
thongh minor engagements of this 
nature have been frequent and effect­
ive.

*lt Wee Written He Should Die.”
It is curions bow the oriental fatal­

ism of the men soon spreads to their 
occidental leaders. Last night In a 
qnlei cafe of this town I was con- 
Terslng with a sergeant of the 
roccan fusUeen. He was a French- 
Diaa of Lyons who had served four 
years in Algeria and two In Morocco

Hie Moroccan campaigns, be said, 
were mere practical Jokes to the pres­
ent butchery, and he told me this 
story of the trenches, from which he 
bad Just returned;

"We have a hard time making the 
men stay down under cover They 
want to see what is going pn. They 
want to Jump out and wave their guns 
and shout Ktsuits at the enethy oc­
casionally as they used to in Mo­
rocco. Our captain, who was, of 
course, a Frenchman, was as bad as 
any. Except to sleep, lie absolutely 
refused to descend into the trenches. 
He would kneel fer hours on the 
ground a little to the rear watching 
the enemy through his glasses and di­
recting our fire. When we remon­
strated with him be merely said. like 
any Mohammedan, that a bullet would 
find him when his time came—neither 
sooner nor later. But so many of 
our men paid for their temerity with 
their lives that be. too. finally con­
sented to come down out of the hall 
of bullets which had never ceased 
about him. Yesterday was hta first 
day in the trenches. About three 
o'clock In the afternoon a shell burst 
overhead. A piece of It hit him on 
the crown and killed him instantly.”

"So you think it was because bis 
time had come?"

"W’hat else can one think? He had 
found safety in the midst of death, 
but death bad found him In what 
should have been the midst of safety. 
The capmin was right. It Is written.’’

Think "All’s Fair in War.”
1 do not know the origin of the 

proverb, “AU’s fair in love and war," 
but It has an ancient, oriental savor 
and I suspect the Turcos thoroughly 
su'bscribe /o It. These African fight­
ers are the only ones among the 
allies whom I have heard speak open­
ly in praise of German ruses. 
"They’re sly ones!" say the Turcos. 
and wag their brown heads and grin 
appreciation. They think it a very- 
good scheme of the Germans not to 
make any effort to bury tbelr dead 
before retreating from one position to 
another, for thus the pursuing enemy 
must either bother to do the Job him­
self or else run the risk of discomfort 
and even disease. They especially 
admire the German trick of standing 
up tbelr dead, helmet on and gun in 
hand, along a deserted trench, so that 
the French will think the trench -is 
still defended. And the wonder to 
them Is, not that the Germans have 
burned and shelled towns, but that 
they have not done so more frequent­
ly-

Senegalese Worship Fetishes.
The Senegalese tirailleurs, although 

resembling the Turcos In certain''of 
their military ethics, are beings of 
an altogether different order. "There 
is but one Allah, and Mohammed is 
his prophet." means nothing to them. 
They worship fetishes. They are 
black men of Tlmbuctno and the 
Ivory coast, where the fiery harmat- 
tan blows southwestward off the Sa­
hara toward the sea.

Knowing that the forefathers of 
many of our own good American ne­
groes had been captured by English 
and Portuguese slavers in precisely 
these regions, I expected to find some­
thing familiar In the aspect of the 
Senegalese riflemen. I was destined 
to disillusion. Three days ago on the 
road to Reims. I overtook an entire 
regiment. They stood or squatted or 
sprawled for several hundred yards 
along the grass at the edge of the 
winding road, resting under the pop­
lars, their rifles stacked, their white 
officers withdrawn Into groups, al­
ways at some distance from the men. 
Save for a red sash under their tu­
nics, they were uniformed entirely In 
dark blue, even to tbelr cloth caps 
and tbelr putties. I walked past 
them slowly, fascinated. Most wore 
shoes, some were barefooted in sand- 
dais, but I bad to look very closely 
at the dark feet to distinguish this 
difference. They seemed very tired 
under the weight of their haversacks. 
Their eyelids drooped like those of an 
exhausted animal or of a man who has 
been drugged.

Their Look Causes Shudder.
It may have been this, or It may 

have been the blodshot whites of 
their eyes which caused me to shud­
der slightly when one hioked at me. 
They scarcely spoke. Some sat star­
ing Into space, bent forward over 
tbelr long, thin legs, which extended 
like poles in front of them. A num­
ber were bearded—that Is to say. 
they had across tbelr upper lips and 
under their chins a circle of blark 
hair, the center of which was a pair 
of thick lips. When one of them took 
off his cap to mop his brow I was 
amazed to see a headdress like the en­
gravings In the anthropolgy text­
books—a shaved bead with a tuft on 
top from which descended on all 
sides little kinky strings. Some, too. 
had earrings.

London, Nov. 3.—Turkey Is making 
frantic efforts to keep out of the 
war.

It Is. stated In diplomatic circles 
that the grand vizier tendered to 
the powers on behalf of Turkey an 
apology for the acts of the Turkish 
battleships In their raid on Russia 
Black sea ports. Although no official 
statement has yet been made on the 
subject, the report Is given credence 
generally.

While negotiations for Turkish ex­
trication from her belligerent situa­
tion were proceeding, a combined 
British and French squadron in the 
Gulf of Tecbecbme hunted down and 
sank two Turkish warships.- They 
were the Turkish gunboat Dube 
Kreiss and the Turkish armed steam­
ship Kinallada.

Passports Held Back,
It was officially announced that the 

Turkish ambassador to London bad 
been given his passports. Shortly aft­
erward it was stated by the attaches 
of the office of Sir Edward Grey, min­
ister of foreign affairs, that the report 
was premature.

Then came a visit of the Turkish 
ambassador to the foreign ministry 
for a lengthy conference, after which 
It was said that Turkey would sever 
her German connection and would 
cease all hostile activity.

A Reuter dispatch from Constanti­
nople says that Turkey has already 
invaded British soil. Two thousand 
armed Bedouins are reported to have 
entered Egypt

Would Be Eleven Powers at War.
London, Nov. 2.—If 'Turkey throws 

Its lot with the triple alliance, and If 
Portugal Is counted there now are 11 
powers—Great Britain, France. Rnssia. 
Germany, Austria, Belgium. Servia. 
Montenegro, Portugal. Japan and Tur­
key—at war, with prospect# of four 
more—Greece. Bulgaria. Italy and 
Roumanla—being drawn in.

The note which Great Britain pre­
sented to Turkey on Friday, demand­
ing an explanation of the actions of 
the Turkish fleet in the.Black sea add 
the dismantling of the former German 
cruisers, the Goehen and the Breslau, 
was really an ultimatum to which Tur­
key was required to make a reply by 
Saturday evening.

So tar as Is known here, telegraph­
ic communication with Turkey be­
ing interrupted, no anwser was made, 
and the ambassadors at the Turkish 
capital. It is understpod, demanded and 
received their passports. ,

Neither Russia nor Great Britain 
was unprepared for this move by 
Turkey, which, government officials 
eay, was known to be under the Influ­
ence of Germany, and the allied pow­
ers have forces on handi ready to op­
pose a Turkish Invasion

Six hundred German officers have 
a rr iv e  in Turkey since the war be­
gan. They brought siege guns, field 
guns and ammunition with them.

It is computed that Turkey has 
from 600,000 to 700.000 men ready to 
take the field. The German offleen, 
put the number at 900,000.

The menace of Turkey’s actlcm lies 
In the poesibfiity of a "boly war” by 
Mohammedans against Christians. She 
undoubtedly will attempt to Incite to 
revolt the great mass of Mohammedan 
subjects of Great Britain In Asia and 
Africa

Italy to Enter War.
Italy's band Is expected socm to be

forced. France has looked to Italy 
to dominate the Balkans, and In the 
present crisis with Turkey’s army, 
numbering between 700.000 and 900.* 
000, thrown Into the confllcL sh« 
not do so by continuing her neutral po- 
eltion.

Greece Is also likely to enter the 
war at once. She will, of course, op­
pose her ancient enemy, the Turks. 
Roumanla probably will do likewise.

Turks to Recall Fleet.
It was disclosed in a statement Is­

sued by the French government that 
Turkey, In reply to a note presented 
by Russia, France and England on 
Friday last, agreed to recall her fleet 
from the Black sea. but refused to 
dismies the German officers from her 
ships, and that as It was believed she 
could not maintain a passive attitude 
without doing this the ambassadore of 
the entente powers demanded their 
passports and left Turkey.

From the impressions received from 
northern Africa It appears that the 
Mussulman world intends In no degree 
to throw in its lot with the Turks.

CLAIM ADVANCE IS HALTED

London Reports That German Attack 
Is Faltering—Berlin Claims to Be 

Satisfied With Situation.

London, Nov. 3-—The German drive 
upon Calais has been baited. During 
the day came the long awaited falter 
in the German attack.

WHAT THE VITAMINE8 TEACH U8.

The fondamental difference between 
;planti and animals is in their methods 
of feeding. Plants are essentially con- 
etmctlTe and work up tor themselves 
the simplest inorganic elements Into 
food. Animaia on the Other hand, are 
essentially destructive and can make 
Qse of these same elements only by de- 
stroytng the combinations arranged by 
the. plants and recombining and ex­
creting them in such forms as are ab­
solutely Dselees for animal food u i^ l 
they are once more worked up by the 
plants. All the carbohydrates, the 
dtarchea and sugars, all the nitrogen 
compounds' and the proteins, are ulti- 
niately provided for the whole animal 
world by the plant world. Obviously, 
we have here a cycle analogous to cy­
cles to be found everywhere through­
out nature, from which we may—but 
seemingly will not—learn. In this cy­
cle the animal Is found to be parasitic, 
and man Is abont the most hopelessly 
parasitic of all, because his sublime 
egotism blinds him to the' fact that he 
la but a single link in an Incompre­
hensible chain of universal life.

In our lgn<»ance we have presumed 
to interfere with nature’s plans, with 
dire results, and only very recently 
have we generally begun to suspect 
tha t the key to the solution of our 
serious Ills, both physical and social, 
and covering disease, poverty and 
crime, la to be fpund in a comprehen­
sion of the subject of nutrition. Very 
obviously, then, the study of nutrition 
Is worth while and must begin at the 
foundation, with the breeUhlng and 
drinking of plants and their reactions 
to light, heat and gravitation.

Eykeman In 1892 called attention to 
a  peculiar relationship between berl- 
hert and polished rice, and be followed 
It up from time to time for some four­
teen, years. Gryns joined in the quest 
in 1910, and In 1911 Fraser and Stan­
ton qnite deflnitely proved that the 
cortlcle layer- of rlee contains a  sub­
stance which cures berl-berl in man 
sad  the polyneuritis that is produced 
in birds by feeding them on polished 
rica  Then Casimlr Funk in 1911 iso­
lated from the material ground from 
the surface of rice In polishing it a def­
inite crystalline body with which he 
cured polyneuritis Induced In pigeons 
by feeding them on ordinary polished 
rlca-

Funk named this substance “vlta- 
mlne," because it constltuteB a subs­
tance in foods indispensable to llfa 
The vltamines are contained in the 
bard, colored shell that is ground off 
rice to produce a nice white product, 
and It is In the hard protective coat 
of the wheat berry which constitutes 
about 16 per cent of the grain. The 
bran of the milling process, as re­
moved by'the steel rolls, includes the 
aleurone layer, together-with the peri­
carp, the, testa and the germ; these 
are starcUess but rich In fats and min­
erals, and besides they contain the 
newly discovered vitamlnes.

The vltamines are nitrogenous bod­
ies of highly complex structqre and 
n o '^ ie t is complete without them.

Vltamines are found In plants, and 
especially in their seeda So far as is 
known at present, animals are incap­
able of making them and obtain them 
only by feeding on plants. Vltamines 
occur in meat, fresh milk and in the 
yolks of eggs. They are found in 
whole grains, potatoes, carrots, beans, 
peas, lentils and the like; also in lime 
and in other fresh fruit juices.

Wherever any cereal robbed of its 
colored aleurone or vltamine layer 
forms the chief food of a people, there 
a d^ciency disease appears. The 
chief increase of beri-beri, caused by 
eating polished rice and resulting in 
thousands of deaths annually in Japan 
and other countries, coincides wltb the 
replacement of the primitive stone 
grinding by the modem steel - roller 
prooesa The stone mills ground the 
entire grain; the modem rolls enable 
the miller to reject from the flour prac­
tically everything but the starch.

“We have done much to drive down 
the death rate In the 'way of bettering 

end such things, but in . 
spite of all this our death rate for 
persons over forty is increasing." 
writes Dr. Charles F. Bolduan, di­
rector of the New York health depart­
ment’s bnreau of public health. And 
attention Is called to the fact that 
overlndulgence In proteins (meats, 
eggs, flsb and the like) is a big factor 
in this increase In the death rate of 
persons over forty years of age.

Such statements are frequently 
seized with avidity by persons of more 
than average Intelligence and passed 
from individual to Individual, slightly 
embellished with each repetition, until 
they may become strong Indorse­
ments of .̂one or more of the many so- 
called diet systems that every so often 
sweep over the country leaving a trail 
of invalids In their wake. U must be 
remembered that any marked change 
In diet or In cooking is certain to pro­
duce some result, and change Itself 
is often a benefit; but a diet which ad­
mirably suits one person who lives In 
a certain location and does a certain 
kind of work may not be adapted to , 
another individual living under differ' , 
ent conditions and doing a different 
kind of work. The truth of the mat­
ter is that man's chances of health are 
best when he eats with moderation a 
diet made up of clean, wholesome, 
ordinary foods, well prepared in the 
usual ways. Such a diet should In­
clude some articles to be cqoked and 
others to be eaten raw, such as bread, 
cereals, fruits, vegetables, meat, Qsh, 
milk, butter, cheese and eggs. All 
these articles should be of good qual­
ity and free from all dirt, either visi­
ble or Invisible, should contain no 
adulterations.

Apart from overeating of proteins 
probably the greater part of our 
troubles comes from the loss of Im­
portant elements from our foods In 
preparing or preserving them. These 
loBsee have been due to the fact that 
either we do not know the elements 
are'present or we assume the very 
minute quantities to be of no conse­
quence. Wq are only Just beginning 
to grasp the real truth through a study 
of the enzymes, the catalyzers, the vlt­
amines, the hormones and the action 
of the ductless glands in the body.

This world is adjusted to operate un­
der the driving power of full sunlight. 
We have noted that Indian com, for 
example, grew within a certain period 
to 26 Inches under white glass and In 
the tame period of time only 18 Inches 
undtr red glass, eight inches under 
giV n glass and six Inches under blue 

The several glasses used In 
these experiments checked and held 
back part of the sun energy, as can 
eaally be demonstrated by holding a 
sheet of white and of colored glass In 
the hand out In sunlight—the colored 
glass will become sensibly warmer 
than the white glass. It la very evi­
dent that abstracting from white light 
a part of the waves produces material 
changes In plant life. We know that 
plants cannot thrive and grow without 
light, and that it is only In the light, 
with a supply of the atmospheric gases 
and of water, and with the green 
chlorophyl bodies in a healthy condi­
tion. that the manufacture of food can 
go on. We also know as the result 
of simple experiments that certain 
solutions of mineral matter must be 
present to enable the plant to manu­
facture food. Seedlings can be grown 
in glass jars, some in distilled water 
which Is devoid of any minerals, oth­
ers in distilled water with one or two 
or sJl of the necessary salts In solu­
tion. in order to prove the general 
facts of nutrition and draw very close 
analogies between life In that plane 
and life on our own plane.

Let us consider what Is perhaps the 
most fatal disease that can overtake a 
plant—chlorosis, or the lack of color­
ing matter. This disease In ail Its es­
sentials la very similar in anemia In 
the human being. Chlorosis Is an ob­
scure disease, but In most cases it ap­
pears to be caused by a lack of Iron. 
Without iron the human blood is not 
red nor are plant granules green. Gen­
erally the seedlings attacked by the 
disease die out very early, but some­
times sickly whitish leaved specimens 
struggle along for a little while. The 
disease la often local and In compound 
leaves one leaflet here and there may­
be entirely colorless. It Is this type 
that gives us the gardeners’ "varie­

The 
exposition will be the center for the 
distribution of Ideas and metJiods that 
will be effective for many years to 
come.”

Blythe Hendricks Henderson was 
born February 24.

For a good cabbage soup remove 
the outer leaves from two small cab­
bages and cut into shreds •with half a 
head of celery. Soak in boiling water 
for ten minutes, drain and cool In 
fresh boiling water for ten minutes. 
Once more drain and place In a pan 
with two pints of stock or water, one 
ounce of finely minced sweet herbs 
and pepper and salt to taste. Then 
bring to a boil and simme'r for fifteen 
or twenty minutes. Serve with grated 
c^ese.

P^ato soup 1b good and cheap, es­
pecially If made without meat, al­
though scraps of meat or gravy may 
be added If liked.

sized potatoes into thin slices, add .

REALLY FIRST-CLASS SOUP

’ngrcdlents and Directions for Making 
Vegetable Puree, Liked by 

Everybody.

Any vegetable puree can be pre­
pared as follows: Melt one ounce of 
well clarified dripping in a pan and 
cook in it till tender, but without 
coloring, four ounces of onions, two 
ounces of celery and a ' bunch of 
herbs; then in five minutes lay In one 
pound of potatoes, carrots, turnips, 
etc., according to what you wish to 
use, peeled and cut up; cover down 
the pan and let It continue to cook 
for twelve to flft^n  minutes longer, 
shaking the pan now and again to 
prevent the vegetables burning; then 
add a quart of liquid, with a few pep­
percorns and seasoning, and let It all 
simmer till tender (for about one and 
a half hours), then rub It through 
the sieve, reheat, add a mixture of 
flour and milk and use. For the mix­
ture rub a little flour, say a dessert­
spoonful, smooth with some cold milk, 
water or stock, then add this to the 
soup and let it all cook for five min­
utes longer.

Detroit—The main contest of state 
interest in the election Tuesday, the 
race for governor between Wood- 
bridge N. Ferris, democrat, p re se t 
incumbent, and Chase S. Osborn; re­
publican, resulted in a victory for the 
former by a substantial majority.

Of the 15 counties in the upper pen­
insula, Ferris has carried Luce. Macki­
nac, Menominee, Alger, Houghton, 
Ontonagon, and Osborn Marquette, 
Iron. Gogebic .Dickinson, Delta, Chip­
pewa and Baraga.

The republican candidates for con­
gress In' ten of the eleven districts 
outside of Wayne county appear to be 
elected. In the second district Beakes 
and Bacon were running close to­
gether, but In districts 3 to 12, inclu- 
swe. the republican candidates were 
successful by large majorities. The 
two present progressive congressmen. 
Woodruff in the tenth and McDcmald 
in the twelfth, are defeated, by George 
A. Loud and W. Frank James respec­
tively.

Invisible, But Supporting.
The most wonderful part of a plant 

is usually that which is not visible. 
The roots act not only as anchors to 
hold the plant firm in the ground, but 
as wandering mouths, picking up food 
and drink for their parent.

Roots travel amazing distances in 
search of their requirements. A tim­
ber merchant, excavating for a sewer 
In Gloucester, found an elm root one 
and a quarter inches'in diameter and 
63 feet long running .through a bed of 
sawdust from the tree to the nearest 
water, the Gloucester and Berkeley 
canal.

The aggregate length of root thrown 
out by some plants Is almost Incred­
ible. A cucumber will, within Its 
short life of about half a year, throw 
out from ten to fifteen miles of roots.

Clover roots will go straight down 
to a depth of six to nine feet In 
search of moisture, and coltsfoot, one 
of the most powerful and persistent 
of weeds, sends Its suckers down to 
an even greater depth.

"Toeing the Mark."
The phrase "toeing the mark” Is of 

fairly old and somewhat obscure ori­
gin. Several different opinions are 
held as to bow It originated, hut the 
derivation most generally accepted la 
that it comes from an old fashion 
among military men in drilling to draw 
a line upon the ground and make the 
company “dress" by toeing this mark. 
The phrase thus acquired the mean­
ing of “standing up" to something, and 
BO became used in quarrcle. when one 
of the parties would challenge the 
other to stand up to him. Even now­
adays in some of the country districts 
in Great Britain it Is customary for 
lads when quarreling to provoke their 
opponents finally to the encounter by 
drawing a line upon the ground and 
telling them to "toe the mark." The 
meaning of the phrase as now general­
ly used is to come right forward and 
“Btand up" to anything.

Complementary Aqltatera.
Both John Bright and Richard Cob- 

den, colleagnes ahd collaborators In 
the successful action against the com 
laws, knew what they wanted, and 
asked for it—but with a difference. 
Bright's eloquence, as his latest - bi­
ographer, Mr. George Macanlay Trev­
elyan.

Professor Baldwin, of the extension 
department, states at least forty-flve 
communities will take advantage of 
the one-week course this year. This 
means that an increase in the number 
of instructors as from eight to ten 
men will be needed. Any group of 
30 farmers can obtain a one-week 
school by organizing and making a 
payment of 50 cents each.

Adrian.—Problems attendant upon 
all phases of Sunday school work 
In all sections of Michigan will 
be thoroughly discussed at the fifty- 
fourth annual convention of the Michi­
gan State Sunday School association, 
which will be held here November 11. 
12 and 13. Several hundred delegates 
are expected to attend the gathering 
and preparations for their entertain­
ment are nearing completion, the lo­
cal committee havlng'^been busily en­
gaged for some time.

East Lansing.—The enrollment in 
the two-year short course at Mich­
igan Agricultural college closed 
with 145 students, as compared with 
111 last year, making an increase of 
S4.

Rosenberg have discovered a_way to 
take the blood out of the body, wash 
it and put It back again. In the 
Rouseky Vraitch the describe their ex­
periments upon animals. The idea, 
of course, is to rid the blood of poi- 
sonoue substances. They found they 
could remove half the blood, prevent 
Its coagulation by adding sodium cit­
rate, wash it with salt solution and 
return the purified red corpuscles Into 
the circulation. It was not necessary 
to return the white corpuscles.

The New York Medical Journal re­
marks that this, taken together with 
the transplantation of organs and the 
growth of tissues outside the body, 
forms an entirely new chapter In 
experimental medicine. Who can tell 
what the future has In store for us?"
