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CENTURY ago. the
celebration of Thanks-
giving day was con-
fined to New England.
Even had It been the
national holiday It ia
today, the struggling
young republic of the
United Shales In the
year of grace 1814 would have feasted
on turkey and trimmings without en-
thuslastlc thanks, for the nation was
In the gloomy midst of the second war
with Great Britain and It had mighty
little to be thankful for. The capital
had been captured by the Invaders
and the public buildings at Washing-
ton had been put to the torch. While
the little American navy bad won
wonderful victories against great odds
and wtltten a chapter In history that
our blood thrill with admira-
tion, yet Great Britalu, with its big
fleets, was still mistress of the seas
and American xommerce ceased to
exist On land the American army,
rent with diesentlons and generated by
political Incompetents, made a record
of humiliating defeats, the sting of
which was to be removed In 1815 by
the signal victory of Jackson and bis
backwoodsmen over the tried welerans
of Pakenham at New Orfeans. Pol-
itical animosities flamed at a white
heat unknown today. Sectional feel-
ing was high and bitter. The national
treasury was practically empty. Grass
grew In the streets of the cities and
shipping rotted at the wharves. Busi-
ness and industry were paralyzed and
the nation tottered on the verge of
bankruptcy. The collapse of the
young republic with its five or six
million people scattered over an Im-
mense territory, was freely predicted,
now that England's hands were loosed
hy the fall of Napoleon.

Only In New England in 1814 was
ThbanksglITIng day obserred, and eren
in the ancient birthplace of the holi-
day it Is safe to say that the celebra-
tion was far from™ being the Joyous
feast of the past 1" New England
as a whole had a big, bitter grooeb
and didn't care who knew It The
New England states were fiercely hos-
tile to the war uid had been hardest
hit by Its effects. Its commerce, the
chief eonree of its wealth, had been
eomplet*y destroyed by Jefferson's
embargo law and the blockade of ite
ports by the British fleet Its militia
were not permitted to serve beyond
the borders of New England, and the
leaden and a great part of the popu-
lace openly and warmly advocated
secession from the Union either as an
Independent republic <m as an Eng-
lish prorince or colony. Under such
eifcumstances. Thanksgiving in New
Bn”and In 1814 took a somber and
more religious cast while the Thanks-
giving sermons, once a significant fea-
tora of the day, were shadowed by
gloom and saturated with peeslmlsm.
It was under conditions as Inaus-
plelous as theee that the bomegather-
Ing feast of old New England was ush-
ered Im How profound the change
wrought by a century In the life of the
Republic? ~ Thanksgiving day, this
year, win be observed by almost If
not quite a hundred million people,
the <dttsens of a great and prosper-
ous nation, the richest in the world

the most itowerfal ever conceived

in the loins of time. A century ago,
iba day was observed by not quite a
ud bfttf New Englanders

alone amid gloom, uncertainty, appre-
hensioD and poverty following the
ravages of war. A century ago, the
Federal Union was an experiment in
government that, in the minds of
many, was foredoomed to failure.
There was no nation; rather a loose
confederation of hostile sections and
Jealous states. It was out of the
struggles aud Eufferlngs of this very
war that the American nation was
bom. Today, 100,000,000 Americans,
In identity of political and social
ideals, language and institutions, pre-
sent a picture of the most thoroughly
nationalized country of which history
has record.

But in a hundred other ways did
the Thanksgiving of 1814 differ from
the one to be celebrated this year.
Of course there were the funda-
mental essentials of turkey, pumpkin
pie and cranberry sauce; there were
the homegatheiing of relatives and
the reunion of the family around the
old hearthstone. But beyond that all
has changed with the passage of the
fleeting years, “ould a boy or a girl
of today, by some ledgerdemaln of
time, be transported back to one of
those old fashioned Thanksgiving day
of a century ago, he or she would
think they were being robbed of their
holiday rights.  Even the wealthiest
people of those old days could not
have on their Thanksgiving table
many of the things found today on
the tables of the humblest citizen.

In fact, there was a great poverty
of vegetable variety on the Thanks-
giving table a century ago. No as-
paragus, no sweet potatoes, no string
beans, no com, no green peas, and so
on down the attractive list that consti-
tutes the appetizing trimmings of the
Thanksgiving table of today. The tin
can era bad not yet dawned, and Its
possibilities of smashing seasonable
monotony were undreamed of even by
epicures.

And there was the ssone poverty In
Thanksgiving tmIt The”list practi-
cally started and ended with applea—
and of a kind that most farmers now
feed only to their hogs or leave to
rot on the ground. Grapefruit was a
word not yet invented; changes would
have been worth their weight In gold;
and the banana was to await many
years for Its Introdnetion to the
American housewife. Nor would U
have been possible tor the voracions
youngster of that day to gorge him-
self with lusdous grapes and delicate
raisins. Pineapple was another un-
known word. Of course there were
nuts, but only of native varletlea.
Almonds. Brazil nuts, pecans and the
English walnuts, witbout which no
Thanksgiving table of today would be
considered complete, were then un-
known luxuries.

The farmer of that day was a slave
of the season and the produce of his
toll was governed strictly by the cal-
eudar. There were no hothouses to
force fruit and vegetables out of sea-
son. The good people of those days
would have considered It almost sacri-
lege, an attempt to Improve on the
divine plan of things. A reqgnsst for
strawberries or cucumbers at Thanks-
giving would he equivalent to an aj*
plication for admission to an asylum
for the insane.

But the difference does notend with
a comparison of the eatables of the
feast a century ago and today. It Is
even more startling when wa com-

The good housewife of 1914, if
called upon to get up a Thanksgiving
feast with the utensils and under the
kitchen conditions of 1814, would
throw up her bands in despair, and If
the task was put up to the average
sertant of today would jump her Job
in an instant. The hardworking'
housewife of a century ago, had
neither range nor cook stove. They
had not yet been Invented. Her tur
key and her pies were baked in the
great fireplace, and her fuel was wood;
for coal was not yet used. |

If relatives were to be Invited to
Thanksgiving bomegatberings in those
old days, the Invitations would have
to be dispatched weeks and perhaps
months In advance of the event, for
it required the best part of a week
for a letter to travel from Boston to
New York, as long a time. In fact,
as it now takes to cross the conti-
nent. Were It addressed to Chicago,
a mere trading post at that time. It
would be sent the previous July. And
the Invitation Itself would be written
with a quill and blotted with sand,
for in those days there were no steel
pens, no typewriters, no blotters, no
gummed envelopes, no postage stamps.

And the son or daughter in the
city who wished to return to the old
homestead for Thanksgiving In 1814
faced an ordeal before which most of
us today would quail. For traveling
a century ago was a hazard and a
peril. The railroad was at that time
undreamed of, and all inland travel
was by river or road.

If a -man on his way to a Thanks-
giving feast at the old homestead in
the country was thrown from his
horse in the road, breaking a leg or
arm, his case was one to be pitied.
For most of the doctors of those days'
were ignorant and careless. If ampu-
tation was necessary, the victim was
generally held down by main strength
while saw and knife cut their agon-
izing way through the tortured flesh
and bone. For 1814 was before tha
days of anesthetics.  Ether, chloro
form, cocaine and morphine were as
yet unknown, and as for antiseptics,
the 'protection against germ infection
of the wound, that was to wait for
more than fifty years. There was
no qoiolne. .no strychnine, no tlne-
tnre of iron, no carlwUC add—In fact,
there were scarcely any of the com-
mon and familiar drugs of today.
There was no pepsin for that Thanks-
giving indigestion, and a cold or a
toothache was a thing to be dreaded.

In literally millions of homes on
Thursday, the Thanksgiving dinner
will be preliminary to a visit to a
football game or a theater, things
Impossible to the sturdy stock of
1814. In fact, the religious feast of
our grandslres has become to a large
and growing extent a part of a sport-
ing and amusement holiday In which
real Thanksgiving, in the sense of
the origin of the dA7> !m conspicuous
by its ‘absence. Nevertbeless. when
a person stops to think about It,
comparing the material comforts of
today with those of a century ago,
considering the marvelous growth of
the republic in wealth and prosperity,
the wonderful advancement of educa-
tion. science and knowledge—there
are many profound reasons why ihls

feast of ours should be pre-
ceded by a moment, at least, of sol-
emn and reverent thankfulness.

Lloyd George Says War WiH-
Cost England $2,250,000,000
In bne Year

BEER AND TEA WILL BE
CALLED ON FOR REVENUE

Bervia Appeals to Russia for Aid
Claiming That Great Reduction
of Army Renders Situation

Critical.

Loudon—David Lloyd George, chan-
cellor of the exchequer, in the house
of commons Tuesday estimated that,
the cost of one year of the war for
this country would be 32.260.000,000,
the largest amount England has ever
Bpent on a war, and more than twice
what was spent in the four years' con-
flict in South Africa.

To pay this enormouei bill the gov-
ernment bad decided, be said, to raise
a loan of 31,760,000,000, which would
be issued at 95, bearing interest at
the rate of 3 1-2 per cent and’be
deemable at par March 1, 1928.

The chancellor proposed and the
house unanimously supported him,
that the income tax should be doubled,
but only collected on one-third of the
income this year; that an extra cent
per half pint should be levied on beer,
and an extra six cents per pound on
tea.

It was explained that the expendi-
ture on the British troops would be
higher in proportion than that of any
other country in the world, as the
pay and the cost of the army and navy
were greater; there were separate al-
lowances to the men and their fam-
ilies, and pensions were on a larger
mcale. Already 2,000,000 were serving
and another 1,000,000 were in the
course of enlistment.

Situation In Servia Critical.

Petrograd—M. Tzemovitch, a special
envoy from Servia, has arrived here
to urge Russia to assist his country.

The Servian array has been reduced
from 300,000 to 100,000, with the con-
sequent danger of complete conquest
of the kingdom by Anstria. Great
anxiety is felt In Petrograd because
of the distresO of Servia, for its ab-

sorption by Austria would bring the '

latter into territorial contact with Bul-
garia, Rumania and Greece, thus caus-
ing the countries to be exposed direct-
ly to an Austro-German attack and
Making them hesitate about joining the
Allies.

Morover. through the possession of
Servian territory, Austria would be
able to offer Macedonia to Bulgaria,
a Wallachlan province to Rumania,
and other land to Greece for their
tive support. M. Tzemovitch com-
plains that Macedonian Insurgents, led
by Bulgarian officers, are attacking
the Servian rear.

The situation is critical, because the
Russian armies are needed in Poland.
Galicia and the CaucasuB.

Disarming German Cruiser.

Christiania, Norway—It was official-
ly announced here Tuesday that the
disarmament of the German converted
crujser Berlin, formerly a North Ger-
man Lloyd liner, which has put in at
Trondhjem, a seaport of Norway, has
been commenced.

The Berlin appeared at Trondhjem,
which is on the northwestern coast of
Norway and well outside ot the North
sea, Monday, It was then reportef
that she was endeavoring to escape
from the North sea to act as a com-
merce raider in the Atlantic, very
much as the cruiser Emden did in the
Indian ocedn.

Her commander was given the
choice of putting to sea within 24
hours or of submitting to disarmor
ment. “le chose the latter, apparent-
ly preferring to have his ship disarm-
ed rather than risk going out to sea.

The fact that her commander chose
not to come out of Trondhjem may
be taken to show that the enemy in
cMislderable force awaited him outside
the three-mile limit
