WOULD ABOUSH DEMURRERS

W arden  R useell o f M arq u ette  P rison  
In R ep o rt U rgee Purohaee  of 

M ore Land by S ta te  fo r 
F arm ing  P urpoeea.

Lansing—The law’s delays and re­

commendations whereby such delays 
can be avoided a re  contained in the 
report made Tbnrsday to  Qov. Ferris 
by Alva H. Cummins, of Lansing: J. 
Clyde W a tt  of te ran ac , and M ark W. 
Stevens, of F lin t comprising the oom- 
m lttee named by Qov. Ferris, under 
an ac t of the  las t legislature to ap­
point such a  committee to  revise and 
consolidate the laws oC the sUte, 
many of which have been so long on 
the sta tu te  books th at they have out­
grown tbeir usefulness

The report, consisting ot B81 pages 
In book form, ia the resu lt of several 
months’ work by the three men, who 
have been untiring in their efforts to 
complete It before the 1916 session of 
the legislature.

Accompanying the report Is the 
draft of a  bill which will be pre­
sented to the legislature providing for 
the proposed changes, which conslets 
of 81 chapters, containing 2,708 sec- 
tlons. The number of sections of the  
existing law whlck will be supplanted 
by this bill. If It is passed. Is con­
siderably larger, so th at the work 
done by the commission coveru ap ­
proximately one-flfth of the  statutory 
law of the state. The work of the 
commission Is not complete In this 
report, which pertains selely to  the 
revision and consolidation of the 
sta tu tes relating to  the organisation 
and jurisdiction of the  courts of the 
sU te. hu t will be followed by a  re­
port dealing with domestic rela tions

Dealing with the present delays of 
the law. the committee has this to 
say on the vital subject whlcli has 
been interesting the people ot the 
s ta te  for the las t two years:

"Under the existing pmctioa, a  de­
m urrer m ust be noticed tor tria l as 
a  calendar cause, and It is no t un­
usual for a  very simple legal question 
to be made the means o t from six 
months' to a  year’s delay In the lower 
court, by m eans of a  dem urrer or 
other dilatory pleading: then the 
sta tu tes give an appeal from an order 
overruling a  dem urrer In equity, a p  
plication to be made for p w rit ot 
certiorari In law cases.

"We think th at an appHcatlcm to 
the supreme court for leave to a p  
peal ought to be required io chancery 
cases, as Is now required for the w rit 
of certiorari In law casee. to  the  end 
that, while In cases where m eritorious 
questions were presented, a  review 
fore trial on the m erits would be per­
mitted, appeals for the  mere purpose 
of delay would be made Impossible.

"The supreme court of the  United 
S tates has abolished demurrers, and 
substituted therefor the proceeding 
we have proposed. I t  has also been 
adopted in England. In New Jersey 
and other Jurisdictions, and haa been 
recommended In New York.

"W e recommend the abolition of 
noilcaa of tilaL and th a t  all cases a t 
issue o n - th »  tea th  day before the 
first day of term  be placed- on the 
term  calehdar by the clerk without 
notice; th at a ll cases which have been 
on the calendar for four term s and 
Inactive during th a t period, be placed 
under a  separate heading, and, unleae 
cause Is ahovra to  the contrary on tho 
first day ot term , th a t such eaui 
be dismissed without a  prejudleo.

"W e further favor a  provlaloa th a t  
cases beoemtng a t  Issue a t  a  la te r  day 
than  the ten th  day bef<»a the  first 
day of the term  may be placed on 
the calendar for trial a t  the pftwHng 
term , a fter ten  days’ notko."

"W e often speak of InaUonable 
rights, among which are  'life, liberty 
and the pursuit of hhppineaa’ Lib­
erty  and happiness will follow If we 
put the  emphasla on life. F or cen­
turies man has sought happiness and 
ignored the essenttels of Uf^ attrib- 
uttng to Providence physical Buffering 
and death. Why not a ttribu te  phys­
ical vigor and the Joy ot good health  
to Providence?

"The ravages of the  ‘white plague* 
are  appalling. Hardly a  family in 
Michigan, hardly a  family In the  Uni­
ted States, th a t has not suffered di­
rectly or indirectly from this plagua

"CleanlineBg in birth, cleanliness in 
person, cleanliness in the  use of air, 
water, food, clothing, shelter, work, 
thought and purpose make for godli­
ness.

"Teach and train  all of the people 
to th ink  less of physical sins; teach 
and train  all of the people to think 
more and know more of the laws ot 
health. The Industrial world te fast 
coining to  appreciate the  tremendous 
value of all sanitary agencies. The 
right of an Industry to  exist rests  on 
the necessity of conserving life, rests 
on the necessity ot enriching life 
physically, mentsilly aad morally. 
Physical righteousness exalteth a  nw 
tion.’’

State Insurance Commissioner Win- 
ship has received many inquiries rel­
ative to the collection of the federal 
stam p tax  upon fire Insurance poli­
cies. The departm ent Friday handed 
down the following ruling, which te 
of importance to the entire state.

"The altuation In Michigan i t  such 
th a t  a  company can not pass this tax 
as a  separate item on to the assured 
o r to  the a g en t If the  company seeks 
to have the assured pay the  tax, It 
will be in violation of act 286 of the 
public acts ot 1918, which prohibits 
the coUectlcm from the assured of any 
fee or charge in addition to the pre­
mium charge made by the company 
for aBBuming the  risk. If the com­
pany seeks to have the tax paid by 
the  agent, it will be in violation of 
act 127 ot tbe public acts of 1911, 
protaibitlng rebates on premiums of 
Are Insurance policies.

“The only method by which tbe 
company can pass tbe tax on to the 
assured would be by including i t  In 
the premium Itself, as written Is the 
policy, and i t  would have to be in­
cluded as a  part of the  premium, and 
not as a  separate item. Tbe com­
pany could do this, because we have 
no law regulating rates. The com­
pany could not, however, make a  pre­
mium rate  and a  revenue tax charge 
also, nor can the m atter be billed as 
two Items to the assured. The entire 
charge m ust appear as tbe  premium.

"Tbe above ruling te subject to an 
Investigation as to w hether In tbe 
past a  federal court has ever ruled 
than an insurance company may pass 
a  sim ilar federal tax on to  an as­
sured.
\ "If such is tbe ease," says Commis­
sioner Wlnsblp, *T do not believe 
our anti-policy tew would operate 
against the decision of the federal 
co u rt'

Ginger Bavarian cream is a  dessert 
with an almost elusive flavor. To 
m ake It chop half a  capful of pre­
served ginger Into small bits and mix 
It with half a cupful of sirup. Then 
add half a  i>ackage of gelatin, which 
has been soaked And dissolved in a 
cupful of water. T ^ p  a pint of cream 
stiff and add It to. the o ther ingredi- 
ente. If necessary add chili. Serve 
with whipped cream, garnished with 
bite of preserved ginger.

Chopped preserved ginger can be 
added to rice pudding before it te 
baked to give It an unusual flavor.

For a baked custard ginger sauce 
Is delicious. Make it by simmering 
a  cupful of sirup to which a quarter 
of a  cupful ^ f  chopped preserved gin­
ger has beeh added. Serve h o t 
• Ginger custard sauce is made by 
simmering the milk from which the 
custard Is to  be made with some 
chopped ginger In it for 16 minutes. 
Then stra in  and proceed with tbe 
custard sauce in the usual way.

For ginger w ater ice boil a quart of 
w ater and a pound and a  quarter of 
granulated sugar together for five 
m inutes with the rind from four lem­
ons and one orange. Cool and add the 
juice of tbe lemons and orange, strain  
and freexe. Pound tour ounces ot pre­
served ginger to a  i>aste and cut two' 
ounces into shreds and add to the Ice 
when i t  ia bard. Pack tor a cpuple of 
hours.

Ginger ice cream is m ade in this 
way: Pound six ounces of preserved 
ginger to a  paste and add slowly two 
tablespoonfuls of lemon juice. Mix a 
pint of cream with half a pound of 
granulated sugar and add slowly to 
the ginger mixture. PreM through a  
fine wire aieve and ^eese.

A message alao came from Captain 
Oman ot tba cruiser North Carolina at 
Beirut, the senior officer In Turkish 
waters, th a t be bad got the secretary's 
word to  **go slow.**

MEET IN NAVAL BATTLE.

Ruaalan and Turkish Warships 
Action Off Sebastopol. •  

London, Nov. 20.—Rnsslan and 
Turkisb sgnadroos have met in a  long­
distance dnel off Sebastopol, and both 
claim to  have bad the better of the 
MACoanter.

According to  the  Rnsslan report, the 
form er German cruiser Qoeben, now 
attached to the 7'nrklsh navy, was 
damaged, while the Turks assert that 
a  Russian battleship suffered severely 
and th at o ther Russian warships were 
compelled to retire.

P e trognd , Nov. 20.—The following 
official statem ent waa glveo out by 
the Rnsslan mlDlatry of marine, 
gardlng the naval battle In the Black 
sea between the Rnsslan and Turkish 
fleets:

K. dlTlslOD of the Black sea fleeL 
returning to Sebastopol from Its cruise 
near the coast of Anatolia, sighted 25 
mllee from the Chersonese llgAt, 
Turklab detachment, consisting of the 
Qoeben and the Breslau. The Russian 
fleet Immediately drew up In battle 
order, bringing the enamy to sta r­
board, and opened fire a t  a  distance of 
40 cable lengths. The first salvo of 
12-lnch guns from the flagship Admiral 
E^rBtaf^ysf^Mk the Qoeben and cansed 

explosion amldship. setting tbe 
ship on fire.

'ToUowlng tbe Bvstafry, tbe other 
Russian ships opened Are. the Rus­
sian gnns giving an excellent account 
of themselves."

Oennana Havs Lost 1,230,000.
London. Nov. 23.—The Evening 

News pnbtlsbea the following dis­
patch from Copenhagen:

A Berlin dispatch says that mili­
tary circles calcnlate tbe losses 
the whole of Germany to date at
1,230.000 killed, wounded and mlaelng. 
These figures do not include the sick 
officers and soldiers, the number ot 
whom Is reckoned a t nearly half 
mlUloii. These calculations seem to 
be proved by 80 official German lists 
carrying 580.000 names. These addi­
tional lists have also been glveu out 
Saxony. 67; W uerttemberg. 60; Ba­
varia, 63; navy. 12. These additional 
lists carry 400,000 names.

FIGHTING IS  RENEW ED IN 
WESTERN THEATRE DF WAR

Getvnant In Violent Attacks On Yprss 
and Soissons Bring Up Big Guna 

in Attempt to Break Unas.

Loodon—The secretary of the admir­
alty announces th a t the German sul^ 
marine boat U18. which was reported 
off tbe north coast of Scotland Mon­
day morning, jras mfomed by a British 
patrolling vessel and foundered.

Tbe submarine boat U18 of the Ger­
man navy was built la  1912. She had 
a  cruising radius of 2,000 and a  speed 
of 14 knots above water and 8 knots 
submerged.

The patrelllDg ship rammed the sub­
marine a t  12:30 o'clock Monday after­
noon. Tbe U18 was not seen again 
until 1:20, when she appeared on tbe 
'surface Sying s  white flag. Shortly af­
te r  th is  she foundered Just as the 
British destroyer Garry came along­
side. Tbe destroyer rescued three ot- 
fleers and 23 of tbe submarine'G crew, 
only one being drowned.

The names of the German officers 
captured are CapL-Lleut. von Hen­
ning, Englneer-LleuL Sprenger, aod 
Lieut. Neuerberg.

Fighting Resumed In West.
London—Violent fighting has been 

resumed In the western theatre  of 
war. with the Germans making des­
perate efforts to break through the 
Allies’ front a t Ypres, Belgium, and 
a t  SolssoDA Rhetms and in the Ar- 
gonne region in France.

Official and press reports received 
here indicate th a t the Germans have 
begun a  new general assault th a t Is 
rapidly D creaslng in scope.

Tbe Parts official s tatem ent of Mon­
day tells of violent fighting Sunday 
and the statem ent of Monday night 
says the conflict was kept up with 
cannonading a t Soissons and Rbelms 
and desperate a ttacks in the Argcmne 
region.

Germans Moving Big Guna
Newspaper correapMidents In Hol­

land report th a t tbe Germans are 
moving many big guns through Bel­
gium to the front and th at hundreds 
of engineers have been sent into the 
flooded region to devise means for 
d u r in g  th a t part of tbe country of 
water.

Eighty thousand fresh troops are 
said to have passed through one point 
la Belgium since Saturday, moving 
towards the Yser river.

Tbe renewed activity on tbe p art of 
the Germans is considered as a prelude 
to another m onster effort to crush the 
Allies at some one point and make 
a dash to tbe French coast at Calais. 
Just where the main attack  will be 
made is known, of course, only to tbe 
German general staff.

I t is believed here, however, that 
the. invaders will make ano ther effort 
to break through the allied front near 
Ypres or on the Yser canal, and at 
the same time try to force the line of 
French fortresses in tbe  Argonne reg­
ion.

Tbe Germane are  now violently bom­
barding Ypres, Soissons and Rbelois, 
while making attacks In force in tbe 
Argonne. Tbe Preach declare the as­
saults tn the last-named region have 
been repulsed while the Ger­
mans in direct contradiction say that 
thay have been gaining., ground stead­
ily-.

Germane Cheeked In Poland.
The battle which is~ being fought 

in tbe region between, the Vistula 
and W arthe rivers in Poiaad appears 
to have turned In favor of the  Rus­
sians. In fact, a  special dispatch from 
Petrograd to Paris says th at the Rus­
sian arm y already haa won a  decisive 
victory. While this may be an exag­
geration, both the Russian and tbe 
German official reports suggest that 
General von Hlndenburg's second 
th rust a t W arsaw haa been checked.

Grand Duke Nicholas, CMsmander- 
tn-chief of the Ruasfan forcM, for 
two days is  succession haa recorded 
partial successee In th is  great battle 
and Monday the  German general staff 
reported th a t the  arrival of Roasian 
reinforcements had postponed a  de­
cision.

Both sides have expressed the 
greateet confidence to the  Outcome of 
this battle. Onmd Duke NIchoUh and 
General von fiindenbnrg heretofore 
have been eo snceeesful in their s tra te ­
gy th a t  th eir  adherento loek upon 
them  as  alm ost unbeatable.

Next in frequency to the most prev­
alent human disease, carles, or tooth 
decay, cornea one very closely aaao- 
clated with It, known In d e n t^  liters 
ature as periodontitis, better known as 
pyorrhoea alveolorals. or Rigg's dis­
ease. This disease, characterized by 
a more or less general infection of 
the membranes within the tooth sock­
et. 1b indicated by a slight tenderness 
during mastication, looseness of the 
teeth  and pulp sensltlvenesa. or even 
pain on the Ingestion of hot or cold 
drinks because of the exposure of the 
cementum, the external shell of the 
ro o t The gum Is swollen and soft, 
the tooth may be raised 'In  Its socket, 
and pressure brings relief. There Is 
a discharge of pus from between the 
tooth and gum on pressure, the teeth 
become loose, and, In course of time 
as the disease progreasea and the al­
veolar procesB (the tooth socket) la 
destroyed, they fall o u t

Efficient mastication U, of coUrue, 
Impossible; hence not only Is food 
bolted partly chewed and more o r leaa 
mixed with pus, but the tissues In 
and around the teeth are  deprived of 
exercise necessary to give them  an 
adequate blood supply and they are 
thereby rendered less resistan t to at­
tack. Tooth after tooth is Involved 
and there Is eetabllshed another of 
those numerous vicious cycles that 
continually oiMrate to drag us down.

Pyorrhoea la not a  new disease; It 
was recognized by the early Investi­
gators, but it has become more prev­
alent during the last 50 years and It is 
the rule rather than  the exception t o : 
find patients with more or less perio­
dontitis. The disease is not confined 
to man, but Is also extremely preva* 
lent among domestic animals.

A class of serious disorders has long 
been known in which failure of nu­
trition could be named as the Imme­
diate antecedent In the case and In 
which It has vaguely been assamed 
th at th s  diet m ust be a t  fault. Prob­
ably tbs moat generally fam iliar of 
these diseases Is scurvy. Scurvy has 
always been associated with a  diet 
containing an exceaa of salted, smoked, > 
o r canned foodstnff, a  monotonous diet 
devoid of fresh vegetohles such sa cab­
bage. onlona. carrota, potatoes and 
the like. As the result of experlenoa,. 
these fresh vegetables have been cred­
ited with some power to ward oft o r at 
last Co mitigate the disease, and limes 
fend lemons are  universally recognised 

antl-scorbutlca (scurvy preven­
tives).

Victims of scurvy suffer from severe 
physical exhaustion, soreness of the  
gums and looseness of the teeth, and, 
of course, this opens the way to bacte­
rial invasion and periodontitis. When 
we note that, as all observers agree, 
improvement or intensification of the 
mouth diseases synchronizes with tha  ̂
rise and fall of generil health In th s  
Individual, it It reasonable to suspect 
that the disease Is not a  strictly-local 
Infection resulting from local Irrita­
tion or injury. It does not come from 
Injuries received In chewing grit, and 
sand or from eoft food accumnlatlng 
about the teeth ; it comes a s  the re­
sult of lowered vitality from tb s  lack 
of those organic compounds other 
the proteins which Cssimlr Punk and 
other iQvesUgators prove to be p re^  
eot in fresb vegetables and in Urns 
and other Jnlces, small quantities of 
which are  absolutely essential to nor­
mal growth and continued health. Tlte 
name given theae compounda by FUnk 
la well chosen In view of Its root 
meaning: Vltamlnes. An "amine" la 
a  nltrogenons compound of a  certain 
type, and a  vitam lne la obrloasly such 
a  nitrogenous compound absolutely 
necessary to vitality.

The universal property of irritabil­
ity, which Is simply the power to re­
spond to stimuli, makes all organisms 
the result of the Interaction of two 
seta of factors—the factors of Inheri­
tance and the factors of environment.

The factors of Inheritance covc-r all 
the com plex association  of properties 
or capacities transm itted from the par- 
enfh which make up the specific Inheri­
tance characteristic of each individual; 
th e factor of envirODmeot on the other 
hand covers all those conditions which 
are capable of infiuenclng the differ­
entiation , growth and behavior, or. In 
other words, the general m etabolism , 
of the organism . The Inheritance may 
be compared to everyth ing that leads 
up to the production of a blank 
phonograph disk; the environm ent 
and stim uli m ay be compared to  every­
thing acting through the needle which  
cu ts the dots and dashes Into the sur­
face o f the disk. O bviously the final 
result, or the Individual, m ust be the  
product o f these tw o seta of factors 
and in exact accordance w ith  th e qual­
ity  and capacity of the disk, the hard­
n ess or so ftness of the needle and the 
am ount o f power behind I t

Since the germs of disease are liv­
ing organisms they also m ust be sub­
jec t to  the laws of evolution, and In 
this fact we have proof of the asser­
tion th at every man makes bis own 
disease; because no two can be exact­
ly alike, they m ust vary widely In 
space and time. Not only does e tch 
Individual human being vary, but each 
species of bacteria varies from time 
to time, so th at the well-known dis­
eases cannot be the same In different 
localities or in different generations. 
Proof of this has recently been fur­
nished In the work of Twort and Pen­
fold, who have "educated" the typhoid 
fever bacillus to ferm ent sugar, which 
ordinarily It does not do. Revls has 
obtained varieties of the bacillus coil 
■tmcturally and physiologically differ­
en t from the parent by prolonged cul­
ture In various media. Very recently 
Madam Victor Henri has produced 
m arked mutationis In a  particularly 
well defined and stable bacterial 
species, the  bacUlos anthraels.

The micro-organism, bacterium an- 
thracls. gives rise to an Infectious and 
osaally fatal bacterial disease in ani­
mals, especially in cattle and sheep, 
characterised by ulcerations of the 
skin, enlatyem ent of the spleen and 
general collapse, s  disease generally 
known as splenic fever. Man occa­
sionally contracts the disease by in­
oculation from the animal. Carbuncle, 
malignant pustule and wool sorters’ 
disease are caused by the anthrax bac­
teria. The normal bacterium Is a  long 
rod shaped micro-organism having 
marked and characteristic reactions. 
Mme. Henri has modified the organism 
with the  ultra-violet light. The meth­
od employed was to exfiose an aqueous 
(water) suspension of anthrax spores 
In a  quartz tnbe to u ltra  violet radia­
tions tor tim es rajy ln g  from one to 
forty minutes and afterw ard growing 
cultures from these mixtures.

'The majority of the  organisms were 
killed by this treatm ent because the 
ultra-violet rays were markedly bac­
tericidal, but a  few survived and ac­
cording to the conditions and the 
length of the exposure the  bacilos -un­
derwent modifications and showed 
characteristics decidedly different from 
the typical anthrax bacillus. The 
principal of these were a  coccold f(^m 
and a  thin fllamentons form. These 
two forms constitute two new types 
which Mme. Henri has  isolated, and 
they remain stable to r about three 
months. They produce anthrax which 
has charaeteiistlea d istinct from those 
of the  anthrax produced by the nor­
mal baelllua

A L’THOUQH the small ha t has tri­
umphed for four seasons It shows 

not the s l l ^ te s t  sign of losing ground. 
And for midwinter, with fur a furore 
and many brilliant trimm ing novelties 
a t the milliner’s band, the small hat 
cannot be outrivaled tor beauty. Vel­
vet and furs look unusually well with 
the many metallic trimm ings which 
will sparkle along with the frost ae 
long as winter la s ts  

Besides the endlesa number of tur­
ban shai>es there are small hats with 
straight brims, made of metallic nets
