$12,000.00  for repairs and additions to 
the Municipal Lighting Plant. 1 have 
taken the annual statem ent of the T il­
lage T reasurer as published In the 
Plymouth Mall and drawn off a sta te ­
m ent of receipts and expenditures 
since the sta rting  of the p lan t up to 
the present year and find th at .the 
total expenditures on the p lan t and 
Its operation amounts to $91,228.06 
and adding to this interest on the 
Investment over and above the first 
bond issue of $12,500.00 would make 
the total expenditure $98,462.70.

The reports show th at the total 
receipts from all sources for the 
game time amount to $44,321.33 so 
tliat the actual net cost of the plant 

the taxpayers Is $54,131.27 and 
there should be credited ag^alnst this 
amount the cost of lighting the 
streets for the same period using the 
famous “ Moonlight Schedule" and 
lights out a t one o'clock a. m.

Agiin 6e Used

Beginning last Tuesday, December 1, 
all legal documents will bsveto  bear a 
revenue stamp purchased of the U. S. 

Not only must all deeds, 
mortgages, contracts etc., bear stamp, 
but the person who takes out an insur­
ance policy of any kind will also have 
.to pay for a revenue stamp. Express 
receipts and bills of lading will all bear 
h stamp, the shipper or sender paying 
for the same in each instance. Then, 
too, all Western Union messages will be 
charged one cent extra for the same 
reason, the sender or the person paying 
for the message being obliged to pay 
for the stamp.

LaDSlog—According to  tb« provi­

sions of tbe constitution the legisla­
ture shall convene the first Wednes­
day In January, while tbe inaugura­
tion of tbe governor and tbe various 
state officers takes place tbe first day 
of tbe year.

Judge Flavius L. Brooke of Detroit 
will be chief Justice of tbe  supreme 
court next year and he will have the 
honor of administering tbe oath of 
office to Governor Ferris, LleuL Gov. 
Luren D. Dickinson, Secretary of 
S tate Coleman C. Vsaghan. Andltor- 
General O. B. Fuller, S tate Treasurer 
John W. Haarer and Attomey'^seneral 
Grant Fellows. This event will take 
place on Friday, January 1, and the 
opening session of the legislature will 
not be held until the foUowiog Wed­
nesday, which la the sixth of the 
month. Two years ago tbe first day 
of the year fell on W ednesday and 
the Inauguration and the opening of 
tbe legislature followed each other In 
rapid succession.

When the two branches of the  legis­
lature are  organized on tbe sixth day 
of next January, there will mauy 
new faces |n  the  assembly. Only 
th irty  legislators who were members 
of last bouse will return next year and 
only fifteen members of the 1913 sen­
ate will be back. Next year there will 
not be a  single bull moose In either 
branch of tbe legislature, although the 
third party men made quite a show­
ing two years ago. In the bouse there 
will be 95 republicans and 6 demo­
crats, and In tbe senate there  will be 
29 republicans and three democrats. 
Tbe republicans will have tbe biggest 
majority on Joint ballot since 1905 
when they were in absolute control 
of each house.

Rep. Edward Of Houghton. Rep. 
Jerome of Detroit, and Rep. Henry 
of Battle Creek will be the only fifth 
term ers In the bouse. There will be 
several who will be third and fourth 
termers. Senator George Scott of De­
troit will be tbe oldest senator In 
point of service as be baa seen three 
term s in the upper bouse. Senator- 
elect John Damon of ML Pleasant and 
Senator Ogg of Detroit are  the  only 
members of the legislature whose ex­
perience in law making dates back to 
1SS7. Doth Ogg and Damon were 
members of tbe bouse th at year.

Rep. Aaron Amon of Mecosta coun­
ty will head tbe bouse roll call next 
year. There Is always an abundance 
of Smiths in tbe legislature and the 
coming session Is not exceptional. 
There is one In the senate and four 
In the bouse.

IS IN THE EAST
Germans Turn Military Energies 

Against the Porces of 
the Czar.

KAISER WITH HIS . TROOPS

Emperor Is a t  Headquarters of Gen­
eral Von HIndenburg — Petrograd 
Reports Russisn Success. Which 
Lacks Verification—Austrian Official 
StatemenL

London, Dec. 1.—That the great 
battle between the Austro-German and 
Russian arm ies in Russian Poland 
has become of prime momeoL eclips­
ing Id Importance and Intensity the 
struggle in France and Belgium, Is 
the  coDsensuB of opinion of military 
men of all the belligerent powers.

Germany for the  tim e being has 
turned her greatest efforts against 
tbe Russians. W ith tbe advance on 
W arsaw halted and with the great 
Russian forces again advancing and 
threatenlug to .cut off the German In­
vading forces, the kaiser has called 
large bodies of first line troops from 
the western theater of war. For sev­
eral days dispatches from Holland 
have reported heavy movements of 
troops from Belgium.

Kaiser on Russian Front. 
Dispatches from Berlin Intiniate

S a t Em peror W illiam has turned his 
tentlon alm ost entirely to  the Rus­

sian situation and has gone to the 
headquarters of Field Marshal von 
HIndenburg on the eastern frontier.

In today’s ofilclal communications 
both Petrograd and Berlin m ake no 
claims of any m arked success. These 
reports Indicate th a t the  fighting con­
tinues briskly and th a t both combat­
ants have woo m inor local successes.

Petrograd reports the Germans in 
retreat, fighting desperately and los­
ing enormously. Berlin asserts th at 
the Russian advance has been checked 
by German counter-attacks and that 
the time Is ripe for a  resumption of 
active operations against the  Russians 
which tem porarily were hindered by 
the advance of Russian re-enforce­
ments. It is added th at farther south 
the Austrians are  co-operating with 
the Germans.

Russians Drive Germans Back.
Petrograd, Dec. 1.—Six hundred 

prisoners, seven guns, and many 
Wounded fell into Russian bands In 
yesterday's figbting to tbe west of 
Lowlcz, where tbe Russians took ten 
miles of German trenches between 
Glovuo and Sobota, according to in­
formation received today through 
trustw orthy sources. G lo ^ o  Is* 16 
miles northeast of Lodz and Sobota 
Is 12 miles north of Glovno. The 
trenches were protected by triple 
earthwork and wire defenses. ^  

I t Is semiofficially announced th at tbe 
Germans have received reinforcements 
in the shape of two Infantry divisions 
and one cavalry division.
Russian Advance Strengthens Line. 
The occupation of Glovno. Blelavy, 

and Sobota straightens and strength­
ens the Russian right wing, which al­
ready Is said to have widely outflamked 
the German lefL brlnglng^the Russtan 
right from tw e n ^  to tweny-flve miles 
in Its advance on Strykow, where a 
battle now 1s raging, and puts the 
German center under an a ttack  from 
Glovno and Lodz.

Tbe extent of the  Russian advance 
in East Prussia between the Mazur 
lakes and the River Angerapp Is offi­
cially stated to be one day's march. 

Germans Being Driven Back. 
“Fighting on tbe Russo-Prussian 

front is turning advantageously for 
our side." telegraphs a  correspond­
ent of the Army Messenger. "Our 
cavalry has dispersed the enemy, who, 
in retiring, is abandoning his muni­
tions of war. The energetic pursuit 
of our forces prevents tbe Germans 
from taking up  the positions which 
they bad prepared for their use In 
the  event of a  r e tre a t  

“All of our operations in Galicia 
are ending successfully for us. We 
continue to push the Austrian army 
in the  direction of Cracow. Several of 
our contlngeiRs already are  abreast of 
Cracow, the defenders of which are 
being turned on the south side.” 

Russian Official StatemenL 
The following official communication 

was Issued from general headquarters 
tonight:

“Stubborn engagements continue In 
the  direction of Lowlcz. An attem pt 
by tbe Germans to advance In the re­
gion of Rzeszow has been repulsed 
with great losses to the Germans.

“The Russian troops, afte r a fight 
lasting ten da^s, captured on Novem­
ber 28 the Austrian position which 
protected the passes In the Carpathi­
ans, extending about thirty-three miles 
from Koneezna, which Is situated 
north of Bartfeld. as far as Sezuko, sit­
uated south of Mezo Laborex The 
Russians in this d istrict captured can­
nons, machine gous, and many pris­
oners.

“During the first half of November 
we captured in all 50,000 Austro-Hun­
garian soldiers and 600 4>fficers.

*Tn East Prussia minor engagements 
continue.”

On the basis of reports received In 
Petrograd from Hungary, It is stated 
here today th at the  Austro-Hungarian 
casualties to date amount to 900,000 
men and 19,000 officers.

“The way the Germans hurled thorn- 
selves, against walls of Russians when 
they-discovered they were surrounded 
is  described a s  like nothing else than 
the struggle of maddened wlte anl- 
mala. The carnage was awful. Often 
the  Germans had to  climb over heaps 
of their own dead In the rush against 
Rusaian bayoneta. Often they had to 
cross a  tone of artillery fire where 
shraimel took terrible toll.

“Thanks to  the  ability of the 
trapped divisions. German generals 
were able to avoid a  Sedan. Refus­
ing to consider surreuder as a possi­
bility and closing their eyes to  inevi­
table enormous losses, they ordered 
their troops to break a way ouL 

Germans Escape From Trap.
“The Russians fought magnificently, 

but they bad a vast ring to keep 
closed. And a t the point where the 
Germans concentrated their a ttack  In 
order to  connect with another force 
near Strykow the Russians were un­
able to pile up sufficient troops to 
hurl back tbe desperate onset made 
by tbe Germans.

“Although tbe German divisions 
th at were trapped south of Lodz 
have gnawed through tbe trap they 
are  not yet out of danger. They are 
retreating in a country where roads 
do not exist even in the best times 
and where there a re  nothing but 
tracks and paths. Tbe Russians op­
erating from Lods and tbe L ittle Mor- 
ga, which tbe Russians are  now bold­
ing In force, will m ake i t  very diffi­
cult for the Germans to extricate 
themselves.”

Kaiser on Russian Frontier.
Berlin. Nov. 30.—The presence of 

Emperor William a t  Field Marshal 
von Hlndenburg’s headquarters is  In­
terpreted here as Indicating th at ev­
erything Is thought to be going well. 
T h e ’ emperor has conferred tbe Or­
der of Merit on General Mackenzen 
for his victory a t Lowicx

Tbe following official statem ent was 
given out a t m ilitary headquarters to­
day:

“On tbe East Prussian frontier an 
a ttem pt by strong Rusaian forces to 
make surprise a ttack on the German 
fortifications east of Darkebmen 
failed with heavy losses to the en­
emy. from whom we captured a  few 
officers and 600 men.

"South of the Vistula river the coun­
te r  a ttacks which we mentioned yes­
terday led lb satisfactory results. 
Eighteen cannon and more than 4,600 
prisoners fell Into our bands."

Austrian Official StatemenL
Vienna, Nov. 30.—The following of­

ficial Austrian report was given out 
today:

“In the southern war theater Sun­
day we stormed Suvotor. between Val- 
Jevo and Cacak. after an obstinate de­
fense. We took 14 machine guns and
1,200 prisoners. We discovered in 
Uzice large quantities of arm s and 
ammunition.”

Siege of Cracow Reported On.
Milan, Italy, Nov. 80.—The siege Of 

Cracow has begun, according to a cor­
respondent of tbe newspaper Corrlere 
Della Serra. who Is with the Muscovite 
army. He wli4s that tbe Russians are 
bombarding tbe forts with their heavy 
siege guns and th a t one of the sub­
urbs of tbe city is reported to be in 
flames.

Relief for Belgium.
New York. Nov. 30.—Boxes of as­

sorted foods, prepared especially for 
babies and invalids In accordance with 
a  food lis t  Just made out by Dr. Har­
vey W. Wiley of W ashington, are to 
be sent to Belgium by tbe woman's 
section of the American commission 
for relief In Belgium, it was an­
nounced a t tbe New York headquar­
ters of the commission tonight. By 
means of these “baby boxes,” It Is 
thought, tbe lives of a million babies 
and children who are suffering from 
lack of proper food may be saved.

Nobel Prize to Belgians?
Copenhagen, via London, Nov. 80.— 

The Scandinavian press greatly fa­
vors the proposal to donate the Nobel 
peace prize to tbe Belgian refugees 
Tbe newspapers say this would be In 
accordance with tbe ideas of Dr. Al­
fred B. Nobel and that tbe money 
would thus be devoted to a thoroughly 
neutral objecL

Defenseless City Shelled.
Amsterdam, Holland, Nov. 30.—The 

Tijd states th at the chamber of com­
merce of Armentieres bas sent to the 
American consul at Dunkirk, with a 
request that be forward it to Wash­
ington, a protest against the bom­
bardment by tbe Germans of Armen­
tieres. in France.

Renew Attack on Zeebrugge.
London, Nov. 30.—Comparative quiet 

prevailed today along the battle line 
In Belgium and France. Tbe British 
squadron bas renewed the bombard­
ment of the German naval base a t  Zee­
brugge and tbe allied troops have 
made some slight advances. The Paris 
official s tatem ent says:

“In Belgium the enim y is remaining 
on tbe defensive. The artillery fire 

: been feeble and we have made 
Ift-ogress a t  ecrtaln points. In the v1- 
cinity of Fay v;e bold securely tbe po­
sitions we occupied November 28.

“In the region of Soissons there has 
been an in term ittent artillery fire di­
rected against tbe town.

Trim Visiting Dress of Panne Velvet

N o t  startlingly new in style, but de­
lightfully effective, this trim  after­

noon gown of panne velvet shows an 
adaptation of modes to m aterial that 
commends It to the woman of taste.

RADIANT ENERGY AND DISEASE.

So tenaciously do the legends of our 
forefathers cling to us that even yet 
It is the .common belief th at all our 
Ills are  of external origin, the result 
of some malignant power which takes 
possession of us by capture and can 
be overcome only by the introduction 
Into our bodies of the appropriate an­
tagonist in quantity sufBcient to neu­
tralize and beat down tbe  unbealthful 
conditions. Every,discovery seems to 
prove th at the tru th  is always simple, 
but because our powers of observation 
are  poorly trained and our knowledge 
of the universe is very slight we go 
blundering along, ever seeking some 
miracle for the relief of our ills, blind 
to tbe fact th at health Is simply a  m at­
ter of being in accord with the balance 
of the universe. The tru th  of this is 
proved by the fact that in the final 
aualysia all our diseases are  found to 
originate In some deficiency, because 
we ignore some simple natural re­
quirem ent which breaks the normal 
continuity of the vital chain binding 
every living unit Into a nicely balanced 
reciprocating machine.

"The scientific world has come to 
believe th at tbe. prim ary sources of 
natural energy by virtue of which the 
universe keeps going over immense 
periods of time are to be found not In 
tbe great masses of glowing m atter 
dotting the heavens, nor in any of tbe 
relations between energy and m atter 
in bulk, but in the reactions between 
tbe individual atoms out of which 
bulk is made up." Ju st so. too, our 
health, happiness and efficiency are 
tbe direct products of the natural op­
eration of the Individual cells ot which 
we are  composed. And anything 
which disturbs tbe  natural relations 
between these minute individuals is 
certain to  result in some form of vari­
ation which we usually call ill health.

We have noted th at variations in 
plant growth take place under differ­
en t colored lights because plants have 
the Inherited capacity to develop nor­
mally only under white light. But 
there has been very little  research 
work done along these lines for the 
purpose of determining why th 
variations occur. Probably the most 
significant facts In this connection are  
to be found in the  discoveries of E>r. 
J. R. Green, who in 1897 showed that 
light had an appreciable effect on the 
formation and action of the enzymes 
In plants and th a t the red and blue 
rays favored the formation of the 
enzymes, while tbe  green, the Indigo 
and tbe violet, and especially tbe  ultra- 
violet, rays destroyed them. He also 
made the striking suggestion that 
"vegetable structures have a power of 
absorbing radiant energy which is not 
connected with the presence and actiV' 
Ity of chlorophyll.”

W e know tuberculosis to be essenti­
ally & deficiency disease, tbe ultim ate 
result of Insufficient food and a ir and 
lig h t Tbe only known successful 
method of controlling the disease con­
sists in supplying the missing factors 
by a  simple substantial diet and living 
out of doors. Prevention, not cure, is 
the  modem weapon against this 
scourge, and prevention consists In 
sufficient food, a ir  and lig h t

If all living things ere  subject to the 
same laws then it would be reasonable 
to  Infer th at Doctor Green's h in t th at 
“vegetable structures have a  power of 
absorbing radiant energy which is not 
connected with the presence and activ­
ity  of chlorophyll'' may have a parallel 
In the human body, and perhaps we, 
too, may have a  power of absorbing 
radiant energy not connected with the 
presence and activity of bemolglobin, 
our oxygen carrying substance anal- 
agous to chlorophyll In the plant. This 
appears to  be true In a measure, if 
satisfactory improvements In tubercu­
lar conditions secured under direct sun 
rays are  noted.

A method o t treatm ent by means ot 
I>rolonged exposure the naked body 
to solar rays has been found particu­
larly helpful for tuberculosis of the 
bones, joints and ganglia. The new 
treatm ent is called heliotherapy and 
has been found not only particularly 
helpful In tubercular diseases, but has 
also met with m arked success In other 
diseases.

In  a  general sense the  healing vir­
tues of sunlight have been recognized 
from the dawn of hum an history and 
are  embodied In a  thousand myths and 
legends, but the facta nave been stead­
fastly Ignored, while the  whole world

SUNLIGHT AND TUBERCULOSIS.

Referring to  certain worms and jel­
ly-fish which contain chlorophyll, seek 
sunlight and give off oxygen in the 
light, but soon die If kept in the 
dark. Bunge writes: ‘.'It follows that, 
a  complete antithesis 'betw een inter­
change of force and m atter in animala 
and plants does not exist; and It will 
he henceforth Impoeslble to separate 
tbe physiological chemistry of the 
vegetable from th at of the  animal 
world. The more our knowledge of 
each section of science advances the 
more tbe two becomes fused to­
gether.” There Is a  fundamental law 
that prevails throughout all depart­
ments of nature th at nothing can 
come into being th at Is not demanded 
by tbe  conditions a t the time. There 
la, Id  other words, a  reason for every­
thing, and investigation to the  point 
of understanding invariably proves 
every phenomenon to be very simple.

Ordinarily tbe sun is looked on by 
tbe average individual with in terest 
only when It is undergoing .eclipse, 
but tbe botanist who has reduced 
plant culture to ^ m o st a  science 
knows th at the sun t s  the most vital 
factor in life. The botanist knows by 
experience th a t If his plants do not 
receive sufficient sunlight they become 
weakened and readily acquire all sorts 
of fungous diseases. There Is no m y^ 
tery about It a t  all. Also he knows 
th at If the soil conditions are  not nor­
mal sunlight alone will not protect 
his plants from diseases. All the con­
ditions m ust be In harmony for nor­
mal results.

Possibly taking tbe b int from the 
botanist. Professor Poncet of Lyons— 
the first person system atically to  em­
ploy heliotherapy, a  method of treat­
ing surgical tuberculosis by means of 
direct sunlight—began to use the di­
rect sun rays In the treatm ent ot 
tubercular joint Infections in 1892 and 
not only used the method freely in his 
personal practice, but Impressed the 
value o t solar exposure upon all his 
pupils. In 1899 the definite statem ent 
was made th at Professor Poncet be­
lieved tbe  beneficial effects from the 
exposure of tubercular infections to 
solar rays extended not only to tuber­
cular bones, ganglia and the like, but 
also to tuberculosis of the intem ai 
organs. It is Interesting here to  note 
th a t Dr. Alexis Carrel began his sur­
gical studies as Interne under Professor 
Poncet and It is not unreasonable to 
infer th at tbe influence of Professor 
Poncefs Initiative may have spurred 
Doctor Carrel Into original work.

Doctor RolUer, a Swiss physician of 
Leyaln, became an ardent advocate 
of the  treatm ent and secured marvel­
ous results from tbe use of direct sua 
rays on tubercular Infections In par 
tients among the snow covered peaks 
of Switzerland.

Doctor Oelsnit of Nice reports the 
treatm ent useful in tuberculosis peri­
tonitis. Doctor Em mett of Philadel­
phia and Doctor Snequireff of Moscow 
report excellent results from sun rays 
tn acute muscular rheumatism. Di­
rect sunlight Is declared to be bene­
ficial In Infected wounds, and Doctor 
Aimes of Montpelier reports th at the 
treatm ent hastens the formation of 
scar skin on burns, which usually h< 
very slowly.

. Doctor Hinsdale, writing in the In­
ters ta te  Medical Journal, describes 
the  treatm ent as follows: "The pa- 
tien t Is clothed In linen or white flan­
nel, according to the season; he wears 
a  white hat and la protected from di­
rec t sunlight on the face by a screen 
and wears smoked or yellow glasses. 
And now comes the peculiar and in­
teresting method of the exposure. It 
makes no difference where the dis­
ease is located, whether In the  hip, 
the  spine or the  cervical glands, the 
Invariable ru le Is to begin with the 
feet. The next day the legs will ee 
exposed; tbe third day the  thighs. 
On the fourth day the abdomen la ex­
posed; the  fifth the thorax. Finally 
•n  the sixth or seventh day he ex­
poses the neck and head with careful 
supervision.”

The treatm ent Is reported to be 
very effective In tubercular hip. Joint 
and knee diseases, especially In tbe 
latter, because In such cases not only 
is the Infection destroyed and the 
wound healed, but tbe joint remains 
mobile, a  result always lacking 
where surgical interference Is resort­
ed to. Also It is reported effeetive In 
tubercular peritonitis, acute m uscu lu  
rheum atism  and trachoma, a very In­
fectious granular inflammation of the  
mucous lining of the eyelids and the 
outside of tbe eye.

But It is uot necessary to go to 
the m ountains for treatm ent, for the 
sun shines everywhere.

French Naval Officer.

Plcturea a Night of Tense Watching 
In the Dark—Is Broken by the 

Discovery and Destruction 
of a Torpedo BeaC

Paris.—There has come to  me. 
writes Paul Scott Mowrer in the Chi­
cago News, a rem arkable letter from 
a  naval officer, who is cruising with 
the  French fleet In the Adriatic, hunt­
ing the Austrian foe. I t gives a vivid 
picture of the solitary dram a of war 
a t sea. Here It Is:

“It is a  black n ig h t The wind Is 
terrible, the swell monstrous. All 
lights a re  o u t  Darker than the n ig h t 
without a  single noise aboard, the 
ships, one behind the other, watch 
upon the sea that nothing may pass. 
Ten miles to the north, ten miles to 
the  south, they are  holding their blind 
course. All seems to sleep.
' “Our lookouts a t bow and stem , lost 

In shadow, are rolling and pitching 
like pbantoms, while not a  single 
sound breaks the Incomprehensible 
silence. But the cannon are ready. 
There is a man behind each loaded 
piece, bis finger on the trigger, never 
closing bis eyes from the moment he 
goes Aon duty to the moment of hla 
relief. Aloft, the searchllghte. too. 
a re  ready at touch of a button to blaze 
forth, to seek out, to harass. And on 
the bridge, the officer on whom de- 
pOLds a  thousand lives, the officer of 
the watch, alone before God. his eyes 
on hla glass, peers for hours and 
hours out into the black night and the 
sweU. There must be no falling now 
of sight or mind or decision. That 
moment of falling might be the very 
one in which the enemy, crouching 
between two waves, launcned a tor­
pedo or sowed a  sinking mine.

‘T o r  an Instant in the unreal dis­
tance, great paint bnisbes of light 
appear. They grope across the sky 
and sea^ stop suddenly, and t^e w{pd 
brings the sound of a  storm of shells. 
Then no more. Lights and cannon 
cease, The night, the swell, the silence, 
^ t  the heart beats faster. Out there, 
‘they* are  roving. Perhaps presently 
It win be my turn. I want to smash 
the lenses of the glass and illuminate 
the whole stretch of ocean. Which 
way will they come? Suddenly some­
thing white shines on a crest, like the 
musTacbe of foam under a bow.

“ ‘On guard! Fifteen hundred 
yards’ Eighty degrees to starboard! 
Light searchlights! More to the left! 
Leeway fifty-eight! Fire!

“All the crouching shadowa leap 
asunder. In the bright sheaf of light 
Is a pallid specter with three or four 
smokestacks which plunges like a 
greyhound over the foiim. Fifteen 
cannon a t once are  spitting ceaseless­
ly. Our phantom ship has become a 
volcano.

“ 'More In the right! A thousand 
yards!'

“The hostile torpedo boat disappears 
in an aureole of blows, behind foun­
tains of water, very white under the 
livid electricity. But still on it comes, 
bringing death.

" 'E ight hundred yards!*
“The blows are  falling nearer to It. 

They m ake a  wall of water and iron. 
In the aureole of spray appears some­
thing red, black, yellow, like a bit in 
the eye. A shell has struck the belly 
of the torpedo boat and It has blown 
up.

“ '’Cease fire! Searchlights follow to 
the end!’

“We go to look, to pick up the dead 
and the  wouoded. Nothing is left— 
hardly a  few splinters of -wood.

“ ‘l ig h ts  out!’
“We return to our course, to the 

watch, the silence, the obscurity. The 
men who serve the guns lie down. 
The gunners stand and wait. The 
officer of the watch, who has saved a 
thousand lives, once more stares 
searcblngly Into the dangerous dark­
ness. The boat rolls and pitches. It 
la cold and gloomy. But the sea is a 
little  freer and France better pro­
tected.”

PENS VIVID CLASSIC
Unknown Stretcher Bearer De­

scribes Horror of Horrors.

Farmhouse, the Refuge of Wounded
and Dying, Is Bombarded by ArtiL 

lery — Ghastly the Scenes 
That Ensue.

I^ondon.—The Chronicle publishes 
the following account of the bombard- 
meot of a farmhouse, situated between 
the French and German lines and tem ­
porarily a refuge for the wounded- 
The article is a translation from the 
notes of a French corporal stretcher- 
bearer. The Paris Temps says the 
work of the unknown author may be 
compared with the most s triking pages 
of some Russian w riters;

"We now beard the whlz-x-s th at 
those who have once heard can never 
forget. The shell was coming straight 
toward us. We fell flat, in the twin­
kling of an eye, our noses to the 
ground. Happy be who finds a drain 
or ditch at such a  moment. Yet we 
had tim e to ask ourselves whether it 
would .pass over or catch us in this 
ridiculous position; and I saw the past 
and the future.

"We got up, muddy and peevish. A 
faint smell of dynamite filled the air. 
We passed through the gateway. The 
yard, surrounded on three sides by 
the farmhouse and servants’ quarters, 
was quiet and trim.

“W e entered the kitchen and three 
ground floor rooms were full of wound­
ed—French and German. Many of the 
unfortunates, lying on the blood- 
m arked straw , had horrible wounds. 
A soldier asks for a drink; as be rises, 
with hand stretched out for the glass 
of water, a bullet comes through the 
window and strikes him full In the 
heart. The poor fellow sinks without 
a sigh.

"Most of the wounded a re  taken 
away in a  lull of the combat. It is 
three o’clock In the afternoon. Firing 
recommences, more violent than ever. 
The shells whistle ceaselessly. ^  
adjutant, terribly wounded, begs to be- 
put Into the cart, which s ^ m s  to him 
a guaranty th at he will be among the 
next to be removed. Scarcely la he 
laid there than a shrapnel bursts over 
the cart, killing him. The firing sounds 
more clearly.

“A wounded man In the  kitchen 
calls me. Struck by a  ball In the 
chest, the poor fellow pants for 
breath. He Is supporting himself by 
one arm. which slips on the bloody 
straw. W ith the other hand he feels i 
In bis overcoat pocket, which Is glued 
up with congealed blood, for a letter 
which he hands to me, bis eyes full of 
tears. “My sw eetheart” he murmurs. 
And I see in his fingers a little  lock of 
black hair which be presses tenderly 
to bis lips.

“Raising my eyes to  the celling. 1 
see the plaster break Into a  huge 
star, and through a  gaping hole the 
end of a  great shell appears. The 
ceiling sinks funnel-wise; a t the same 
moment the.roof cracks and the shell 
explodes. Then -all Is dark . . . 
Presently I come to myself, half suffo­
cated with dust and the fumes of dy­
namite.

“The house Is riven from top to  bot­
tom. snd we can see the calm, blue 
sky through the broken root. The 
least Feriously wounded men disen­
gage their fellows. Nearly all o t us 
are  bleeding. The poor lover Is dead, 
disfigured. Shells have struck the 
bouse on two sides.

“They manage to get Into the cellar, 
and here the German wounded, hungry 
and desperate, burst out Into com­
plaints of this war of immeasurable 
agony Into which they -have been j 
driven. I

“ 'My poor wife! My poor children!’ | 
cries one of thorn, wounded In th e ' 
stomach by a  fragment of shell.

“At this moment, in a  dark comer, 
we beard a  sob sod a  woman’s voice 
rose out of tbe shadow. ’All of my

own children are  dead and my hus­
band was killed up there In the yard.' 
It was the farm er’s wife. She bad 
watched, helpless, the work of de­
struction. Children, husband, goods, 
she had lost everything. And t saw 
once more the emaciated dog up there 
baying in tbe yard before the clotted 
blood of his m aster.”

TELLS OF DEED OF DARING

English Sapper Describes Attempt to 
Blow Up Bridge in Face of 

Germana

London.—A thrilling incident In the 
wonderful re trea t of tbe British from 
Mo d s  Is  described by Sapper Wells of 
the Royal Engineers, who passes light­
ly over bis own p art in an extraordi­
nary act of heroism.

“Our officer asked for a  man to  go 
with him to blow up a bridge so that 
the Germans could not follow us, and 
I v e n l with him,” said Wells.

“Well, to blow up a’ bridge we use 
gun-cotton and a  wire fuse. I t Is safe 
enough if you take your wire well 
away, but this time i t  would not work. 
Our men In running back had stepped 
on the wire, and so we had to  go near­
er to the bridge and try  again. Even 
then It would not act. so tbe officer 
said to me: 'Get out of tbe way. Wells.' 
I said: 'No; I’ll go with you.’ We 
were tbe only two on tbe bridge and 
the Germans were shooting at us. but 
our luck was In.

“Well, we both lay down and I fired 
ten rounds a t tbe  gun-cotton with my 
rifle and be did the same with a pletol. 
but i t  wouldn't work. If it bad we 
should both have gone with it, so yon 
see what a  shave we had. We made a 
dive hack and got some more gun­
cotton and were making to have an­
other go when an officer ordered us 
hack, saying it was no use trying.”

HELPING THE WOUNDED

French colonials giving first aid to 
one of their number injured In the 
battle with the Germans outside Dlx­
mude.

Tt> GET BEST OUT OF COFFEE

Method of Preparation Hoe Much to  
Do W ith Bueceea In Thie fot- 

portent Matter*

There are  two points necessary in 
getting tbe best out of coffee. One 
Is. of course, to get all th at Is good. 
The other Is not to get what la bad 
The best preparation of oof je  ex­
tracts  the arom atic oils and eliminates 
coffee-tannin to practically nothing.

In the first place the housewife 
m ust see i t  th at h e r coffee is finely 
ground. But, having had It practical­
ly pulverized, she m ust be careful 
th a t It Is quickly used or confined In 
air-proof, moisture-proof Jars, other­
wise the oil will escape into the air 
and will absorb moisture.

In the actual preparation of the 
beverage, however, the Important 
thing Is to brew the coffee. “Brewed” 
coffee Is not “cooked.” In tbe process 
of brewing tbe oils are  extracted 
from the fibrous tissue, whereas when 
coffee Is boiled or “cooked” the fiber 
is stewed In and the flavor and purity 
of tbe  liquid Is damaged. TLe water 
m ust be boiled; the coffee must n o t 
W ater a t the boiling point should bo 
poured on the coffee, but It should 
not stand too long, and it sb uld not 
get chilled.

The elimination of the coffee-tannin 
Is beet brought about in the filtration 
o r drip method of preparing coffee. 
W hen brewed In this way the coffee 
contains only .89 of a  grain of coffee- 
tannin per cup, SB against 2.90 grains 
by five minutes steeping In the perco­
lator method.

Household

To clean a  polished table that has

To overcome the annoyance of tbe 
bands perspiring when doing fine 
sewing bathe them  with strong alum 
water.

To lengthen tbe life of a  comb wash 
U In soapy water before using It. and 
when It Is dry rub It with a  little  
olive oil.

To restore th eir  natural color to 
ivory knife handles th at tumeC yel­
low rub them with turpentine.

To preserve clothespins and clothes­
lines and keep them flexible and dura­
ble boll them a  few minutes and then 
dry them  quickly. This should he 
done twice a month.

White Fruit Cake.
To make an especially delicious 

cake of the lasting variety cream 
together one cupful of butter and 
two cupfuls of sugar and add 
one cupful of milk. Sift three 
cupfuls of flour and one tea­
spoonful of baking powder three 
times and add to the m ixture and stir 
Well. Slice very thin one pound of 
citron, blanch one pound of almonds 
and chop fine and grate  one medium- 
sized fresh cocoanut and add to tbe 
mixture with one wineglassful of 
white wine, stirring enough to mix 
only. Last fold in the beaten whites 
of eight eggs. Bake In two loaves and 
cook In a moderate oven.

Dishwashing Wlsdem.
While spending the day with a 

friend on a  farm last summer, I no­
ticed a  clever little arrangem ent of 
hers in washing dishes. The water 
was piping hot, as it should he, and 
In the middle of the dlshpan she set 
a  small deep pitcher full of hot suds 
for the silver. This obviated the 
need of plunging her hand down to 
the bottom of the  dlshpan, as I have 
always done, and also kept the silver 
from collecting grease.—McCall's
Magazine.

Apple Slump.
Pare and slice your apples, sweeten 

to taste, add cinnamon and a  little 
s a l t  Prepare a  crust as follows: 
Two cupfuls flour, two level teaspoon- 
fuls baking powder, one teaspoonful 
salt, sifted together. Mix thoroughly 
with this two tablespoonfuls shorten­
ing, wet with milk or water until a 
soft dough. Place over apples. Make 
three or four cots In top, to  allow 
steam  to escape, and bake. Serve 
with molasses sauce o r  with sugar 
and cream.

Stuffed Celery.
Thoroughly clean perfect stalks of 

celery and cover with ice until crisp. 
Mix to a  cream one-quarter pound of 
roquefort cheese, one-half pound of 
creanf cheese, one tablespoonful ot 
butter, one teaspoonfnl of W orcester­
shire dressijig, oneelghth teaspoonfol 
o t paprika and one teaspoonfol of 
finely chopped olives. Stuff celery 
with this m ixture and serve ice cold 
cm lettuce leaves. After the celery is 
stuffed cut It Into two-lncb lengtba

Sausagettes and Tomato.
Take three small pork sausages and 

dip in cold w ater for a  few minutes. 
Now slip off the skin and form tbe 
m eat into flat cak^s. Pry in a small 
pan until nicely browned. Pour off 
the 6uri>lus fa t and add one-half cup­
ful of left-over tomatoes, a  little 
chopped peppers and, if m ixture is too 
thin, a  little  rolled cracker meal may 
be added. As soon as hot serve on s 
heated plate and press small toast 
points around edge.

For 
many years when there  were few 
consumers there was a deficit Only 
during the last four years has there 
been a surplus evident. When the 
value of the free lights is considered, 
however, the operation of the plant 
has always been advantageoua.

The original cost, of the system was 
$12,500. There were then forty (40). 
or less, consumers. To-day there 
are ten dO) times that many. To 
meet this heavy requirem ent the 
earnings have been put back into ' 
equipment. But the rapid develop­
ment has made this means of In­
creasing the equipment inadequate 
and the issue of the bonds has become 
necessary to the life of the system.
