A Sane fw the Ghrtetomstroetooae

Ad oblong box 10 inches deep tt

leches wide and 26 Inches long wm
us3d for this base. Pig. 2 shows the
llrst step In Its construction—tho form-
ing of a pocket in tbe bottom of tbe
box to receive the end of the tree.
This Is made with two pair of boards
nailed toyether crosswise as in Fig-
3. Any boards of narrow widths will
do. (tot pair A exactly as long aa the
Inside width of tho box. and pair B
exactly as long as the inside length of
the box Fortbeend of a tree of me-
dium size, the poeket.sbould measure
two and onebalf or threo Inches
square. This means that the strips
should be placed two and on>b U or
three Inches apart. If the pocket
proves to be a bit too large, the end of
tho tree can be wrapped with a strip

of cloth or paper to make it flt tight.
This pocket frame does not require
fastening to tbe box If it is made to
tit SQagly.

The bottom pocket holds the end of
the tree In position. A similar pocket
In tbe top of tbe box is necessary to
keep the tree from toppling over, and
this is made by fastening one pair of
boards between tbe sides of the box
even with tbe top edge (C, Fig. 4),
then crossing them with a pair nailed
to tbe top of the box (D. Fig. 6).

The base can now be completed by
covering tt neatly with cloth, but it
will have a much more attractive ap-
pearance ITyou slant the sides as they

are slantad in Fig. L This Is done
by nailing a pair of boards to the bot-
tom of the box (B, B, Pig. 6) so they
project beyond the sides and ends as
shown, and then nailing strips F to

HOME-MADE TRtMMtNQg FOR THE
CHRirrM Ah TREE.

« It is lots of fun trimming the Christ-
mas tree with home-made omamenta
much more ton than with the kind you
bny in stores, and planning and mak-
ing tree ornaments that will be both
novel ud attractive provides Interest-
ing work f<aw sevMml days.

In the iUnstretlons telow are shown
several dever forms of ornaments
that are easily made. Thbe tip of the
tree should be crowned with a single
ornament, and a double five-pointed
star made after the foshlon of that
shown In Fig. 1 Is most appropriate.
The doable star Is prepared in two
pieces ent from a cardboard box (Figs
2 and 8). Mark them out alike with
ruler and pencil, making tbe distance
between opposite points 6 indies. Cut
thdm with a knife or sdssora.

Bach star mnst be slashed so one
win fit over tbe other. Slash one as
shown In Big. 2, from point A down to
B, which is one*half of the distance
from A to C; and slash the other as
shown In Pig. s, from C up to B. You
will see that by now crossing the pair
of stars, and dipping tbe slash made
In each over the uncut portion of the
other, the star omamenl will be put
together to look like the one in Fig. 1

Ceuzy, in Brittany, annually becomes
a center of attraction for mistletoe
pickers, and the poplars that line the
hillsides aroand about the village
show an abundance of the precious
evergreen, the sight of which would
fill the heart of many a Norman mls-
tletoa gatherer with envy.

Here, however the trees are lofty
and by no means so easy to despoil of
their white berried parasite aa the
apple trees In northern FVance, which
yield most of the harvest destined to
find its way to the British market.
Nevertbeless clambering up into the
tree tops sixty or seventy feet from
the ground is not so difficult a task as
it may appear to those who are un-
initiated into the modus operandl of
the mistletoe hunters.

There are vartoaa ways of mak)ng
pretty chains.

staining other kernels red. blue and
other colors with dress dyes, or any
coloring material that yoiffave at
band. Two cranberries stniw ~n the
thread between every five or sis ker-
nels of popcorn make a pleasing
rlatloD In the popcorn chain Idea. An-
other chain that Is of novel form Is
prepared by coaling .a piece of .string
with glue or mucilage, and the sprin-
kling bits of colored paper over the
glued surface. Cut up any colored pa-
per that you can find, or buy a small
roll of colored confetti. Use plenty of
mucilage or glue so the bits will stick.
FVults and nuts belong among the
Christmas tree's trimmings, and there
are many unique methods of hanging

these from the branches. None are
more popular, however, than stockings
cut and sewed up out of pieces of tarle-
tan (Fig. 6). and bung by. pieces of
ribbon; and cornucopias made of col-
ored paper and bung by meana of rib-
bon (Fig. 6). Figure 7 shows how to
cut a piece of paper for a cornucopia.
Coat one edge of the piece with mu-
cilage. then starting with that edge,
roll up tbe piece of paper Into the
form shown In Fig 6 and paste to the
outer edge.

In  them both
we turn our backs upon hesita-
tion and makeshift and formulate
a genuine policy use and con-
servation, In the. best sense
of those words. Wp owe the one

measure not only to the people of that
great western country for whose free
and systematic development, as it
seems to me. our legislation has done
so little, but also to the people of the
nation as a whole; and we as clear-

And there Is another great piece of
Icgialatlon which awaits and should
receive the sanction of the senate:

I mean the bill which gives a larger
mOasure ot self-government to the peo-
ple of the Philippines. How better,
in this time of anxious questioning
and perplexing policy, could w« show
oar confidence In the principles of
liberty, as the source as well as the
expression of life, bow better could we
demonstrate our own self-possession
and steadfastness In the courses of
Justice and disinterestedness than by
thus going calmly forward to fulfill
our promises to a dependent people,
wbo will now look more anxiously
than ever to see whether we have in-
deed the liberality, the unselfishness,
the courage, the faith we have boast-
ed and professed. | cannot believe
that the senate will let this great
measure of constructive Justice await
the action of another congress. Its
passage would nobly crown the record
gf these two years of memorable la-
or.

An Important Duty.

But I think that you will agree
with me that this does not complete
the toll of our duty. How are we to
carry our goode to the empty markets
of which | have spoken if we have
not the certain and constant means
of transportation upon which all profit-
able and useful commerce depends?
And bow are we to get the ships If
we wait for the trade to develop with-
out them? To correct the many mle-
takes by which we have discouraged
and all but destroyed the merchant
marine of the country, to retrace the
steps by which we have, it seems al-
most deliberately, withdrawn our flag
from the seas, except where here and
there, a ship of war is bidden carry
it, or ~m e wandering yacht displays
it. would take a long time and In-
volves many detailed items of legisla-
tion. and the trade which we ought
Immediately to handle would disap-
pear or find other channels while we
debated the Items.

The case is not unlike that which
confronted us when our own conti-
nent was to be opened up to settle-
ment and industry, and we needed
Iemg lines of railway, extended means
of transportation prepared beforehand,
if development waa not to lag intoler-
ably~nd wait Interminably. We lav-
ishly subsidised the building of trane-'
continental railroads. We look back
upon that with regret now. because
the subsidie* led to many scandals
of which we are achamed; but we
know that the railroads bad to be
hnllt, and if we had It to do over again
we ~ould ot coarse build them, but
In another way. Therefore | propose
another way of providing the means
ot transportation which must precede,
not tardily follow, the development'
of our trade wltb our neighbor states
ot America. It may seem a reversal
ot the natural ordef of things, bnt It
Is true, that the routes of trade must
be actually opened—  many shtpe
and regular sailings and moderate
chaiic*—before streams of merchan-
dise will flow freely and profitably
through, them.

Charting of Our Coasts.

There is another matter of which
I must make special mention, if | am
to discharge my conscience, lest it
shonid escape your attention.

But many human Uvea and many
great enterprises hang upon it

It la the matter of twaWTig adequate
provision for the survey and chailing
of our coasts.

It 1s immediately pressing and exi-
gent in connection irith the immense
coast line of Alaska. A coast line
greater than that of the UnltdIl States
themselves, though It is also very
Important Indeed with regard to the
older coasts of the continent. We
cannot use our great domain,
ships will not ply thither. If'those
coasts and their many hidden dangers
are not thoroughly surveyed and
charted.

The work is incomplete at almost
every point. Ships and lives have
been lost In threading what were sui>
posed to be well-known main chan-
nels. We have not provided adequate
vessels or adequate machinery for the
survey and charting. We have used
old vessels that were not big enough
or strong enough and which were so
nearly nnseaworthy that our inspec-
tors would not have aDowed private
owners to send tbem to sea. This Is
a matter which, as | have said, seems
small, but is in reaUty very great Its
Importance has only to be looked into
to be appreciated.

Economy Is Urged.

Before | close, may | say a few
words upon two topics, much dis-
cussed out of doors, upon which It Is
highly Important that our Judgments
should be clear, definite and steadfast.
One of these Is economy in govern-
ment expenditures. The duty of econ-
omy is not debatable. It is manifest
and Imperative. In the appropriations'
we pass we are spending the money
of 4be great people whose servants
we are—not our own. We are trus-
tees and responsible stewards In the
spending. The only thing debatable
and npon which we shonid be careful
to make our thought and purpose
clear Is the kind of economy demand-
ed of us. | assert with the greatest
confidence that the people of the
United States are not Jealous .of the
amount their government costs If
they are sure that they get what they
need and desire for the ontlay. that
the money la being spent for objects
of which they approve, and that It Is
being applied with good business
sense and management

Governments grow, piecemeal, both
Id their tasks and In the means by
which those tasks are to be per-
formed. and very few governments are
organized. | venture to say, as wise
and experienced business men would
organize them if .they had a clean
sheet of paper,to write op<m.

The National Defense.

The other topic | shall take leave to
mention goes deeper Into the princi-
ples of our national life and policy.

It is the subject of national defense.
It cannot be dlIscnssed without first
answering some very searching ques-
tions.

It is said In some quarters that we
Ore not prepared for war. What Is
meant by being preparuA? Is It meant
that we are not ready upon brief no-
tice to put a nation In the field, a na-
tion of men trained to arms? Of
course we are not ready to do that;
and we shall Jtever be in time ot
peace so long as we retain our pres-
ent iK>lltlcal principles, and Institu-
tions. And what is It that it is sug-
gested we should be prepared to do?
To defend ourselves against attack?
We have always found means to do
that, and shall find them whenever It
Is necessary without calling our peo-
ple away from their neceasary tasks
to render compulsory military service
in times ot peace.

Allow me to speak with great plain-
ness and directness upon this great
matter and,to avow my convictions
with deep earneatness. | have tried
to know what America is, what her
people think, what they are. wtmt,
they moat cherish, and hold dear, |
hope that tome of their finer passions
are In my own heart eome of the,
great conceptions and desires which
gave birth to this government and
which have made the voice of this
people a voice of peace and hope and
liberty am.>ng the peoples of the
world, and that, speaking my own
thoughts. | shall, at least In part,
speak theirs also, boweveil faintly and
Inadequately, upon this vital matter.

Fear No Nation.

We are at peace with all the world.
No one who speaks counsel based
on fact or drawn from a just and
candid interpretation of realities
can say that th~e is reason for fear
that from any quarter our Indepen-
dence or the Integrity of our territory
is threatened. Dread of the power
of any other-nation we are incapable
of. We are not jealous of rivalry lo
tbe fields of commerce or of any other
peaceful achievement. We mean to
live onr lives as we will; but we mean
also to let live. W« are. Indeed, a
true friend to all the nations of the
world, because we threaten none,
covet the possession. of none, desire
tbe overthrow of none. Our friend-
ship can be accepted and is accepted
without reservation, because it Is of-
fered in a spirit and for a purpose
which no one need ever question or
suspect. Therein lies our greatness.
We are the champions of peace and
of ctmeord. And we should be very
jealous of this distinction which we
have sought to earn. Just now we
should be part'.culatly jealous of it.
because it is car dearest present hope
that this c'naracter and reputation
may presently. In God’s providence,
bring us an opporiunlty to counsel
and obtain peace in the world and
reconciliation and a healing settle-
ment of many a matter that baa cooled
and Interrupted the friendship of
nations, ‘'fhls Is e time above all
others when we should wish and re-
solve to keep our strength by self pos-
session, onr Influence by preserving
our ancient principles of action.

Ready for Defense.

From the first we have had a clear
and settled policy with regard to
military establishments. We never
have had. and while we retain our
present principles and Ideals we never
shall bare, a large standing army.
If asked, ore you ready to defend
yonrselves? We reply, most assured-
ly, to the utmost; and yet we shall
not turn America into a military
camp. We will not ask our young
men to spend the best year* ot their
lives making soldiers of themselves.
There is onothw eort of energy in us.
It win know how to declare itself and
moke Itself effective should occasion
arise. And especially when half the
worifT is on fire we shaU be careful
to moke onr moral Intnrance against
the spread of th« conflagration very
definite and certain- and adequate in-
deed.

Let ns remind ourselves, therefore,
of the only thing we con do or will
do. We -nrost depend in every time
of national peril. In ~e future oa In
the post, aot npon a ttoading army,
nor yet upon a reserve anny. hot npon
a citizenry trained and accustomed
to arms. It will be right eaoa”, right
American policy, based upon our ac-
enstotned principles end practices, to
pravide a system by wliieh every
ettisea who will volnstav for

Elvery meant by which sneh
things can be stimulated Is legitimate,
and such a method smacks of true
American ideas. It is a right, too,
that the National Guard of the states
-should be developed and strengthened
by every means which is not Incon-
sistent with bur obligations to our
own people or with the established
policy of our government. And this,
also, not because the time or occasion
specially calls for such measures, bnt
because it should be bur constanrpol-
Icy to make these provisions for‘our
oatleual i>eace and safety.

More than this carries with It s re-
versal ot the whole history and char-
acter of our polity. More than this,
proposed at this time, permit me to
say. would mean merely that we had
lost onr self-poslesaloQ. that we had
been thrown off our balance by a war
with which we have nothing to do,
whose causes cannot touch us, whose
very existence affords us opportun-
ities of friendship and disinterested
service which should make
ashamed of any thought of hostility
or fearful preparation for trouble.
This is assuredly thp opportunity for
which-a people and a governmeot like
ours .were raised up, the opportunity
obt only to speak but actually to em-
body and' exemplify tbe counsels of
peace and amity and the lasting con-
cord which is based on justice and fair
and generous dealing.

Ships Our Natural Bulwarks.

A powerful navy we have always
regarded as our proper and natural
means ot defense; and it has always
been of defense that we have thought,
never of aggression or of conquest
But who Shan tell us now what sort
of navy to build? We shall take leave
to be strong upon tbe seas. In the
future as in tbe past; and there will
be no thought of offense or of provo-
cation in that. Our ships are our
natural bulwarks. When will the ex-
perts tell us Just what kind we should
construct—and when will they be
right for ten years together, if the
relative efficiency of craft of differ-
ent kinds and uses continues
change as we have seen It change
under over very eyes in these last
few months?

But | turn away from the subject.
It Is not new. There Is no new need
to discuss it. We sball net alter our
attitude toward it because some
amongst us are nervous and excited.
We shall easily and sensibly agree
upon a policy of defense. The ques-
tion has not changed its aspects be-
cause tbe times are not normal. Our
policy will not be for an occasion.
It will be conceived as a permanent
and settled thing, vbich we will pur-
sue at all seasons, without haste and
after a fashion* perfectly consistent
wltb the peace of the world, the abid-
ing friendship of states, and the un-
hampered freedom of all with whom

we deal. Let there be no misconcep-
tion. The country has been misin-
formed; We have not been negligent

of -natlcfnal defense. We are not un-
mindful of the great responsibility
resting upon us. We shall learn and
profit by tbe lesson of every exper-
ience and every new circumstance;
and what is needed will be adequately
done.
Great Duties of Peace.

I close, as 1 began, by reminding
you of the great .tasks and duties ot,
peace hblch challenge our best powers
and invite us to build what will last,
the tasks to which we can address
ourselves now and at all times tbe
free-hesrted zest and with all the fin-
est gifts of coustructlve wisdom we
possess. To develop our life and our
resources; to supply our own people,
affS the people of the world as their
need arises, from the abundant plenty
of our fields and our marts of trade;
to enrich the commerce of our oivn
states and of tbe world with the prod-
ucts of our mines, our farms, and our
factories, wltb tbe creations of our
thought and the fruits of our charac-
ter—this is what will hold our atten-
tioD and our eathuslasm steadily, now
and in the years to come, as we strive
to show in our life as a nation what
liberty ahd the Inspirations of an
emancipated spirit may do for men
and for societies, for individuals, for
states, and for mankind.

RUSSIAN STATEMENT MADE

Impoaalble at This Time to Eatimate
Loaaea or to Ascertain Number of
Prisoner*—German Victory la Con-
aldercd e Remarkable Feat

BerdIn, Dec. 8—The German official
statement given out in Berlin this af-
ternoon says that in northern Poland
German forces were successful In pro-
longed fighting aronnd Lodz in defeat-
ing strong 'Russian forces stationed to
the northwest and to the southwest of
the'city.  The text of the announce-
ment follows:

"In northern Poland we gained Im-
portant auccessee in prolonged fight-
ing around Lodz by defeating strong
Russian forces stationed to the north-
west and to the southwest of this city,
which is In our possession.

Russian Loss Reported Large.

“Details of the battle giving us
Lodz cannot yet be made public be-
cause of the extended field over which
the engagement was fought Tbe Rus-
sian losses were very large. An at-
tempt by the Russians to come to the
assistance of their threatened armies
In the North from southern Poland
was foiled by the activity of the Aus-
tro-Hungsrlan and German troops in
the district southwest of Plotrkow.

“No especial reports haVe been re-
ceived from the region to the east of
the plain of the Mazur lakes.”

German Victory Remarkable.

London, Dec. 7—After a long bat-
tle, fought with the greatest stubborn-
ness, the Germans have succeeded in
occnpylng Lodz, Poland, which is an
unfortified city.

This success of the Germans, large-
ly because of what preceded It. is con-
sidered by military experts a really
remarkable achievement. Less than a
fortnight ago the army to which this
victory has fallen was surrounded by
Russians and cut Its way out only at
the last moment, losing great numbers
of men and many guns. Yet It was
able witblu a few days to reorganize,
take tbe offensive, and defeat tbe Rus-
sians defending Lodz.

This was made possible by the net-
work of strategic railways on the Ger-
man side of the frontier, over which
re-enforcements ran be sent where
they are most needed.

Russian Army Hard to Move.

The Russians, on the other hand,
vigorously attacked on both wlt”s.
were unable to send fresh men to
stiffen their center to meet tbe Ger-
man wedge, and were compelled to fall
back.

Official Berlin Report.

Berlin, Dee. 7—It Is officially an-
nounced this morning that the Ger-
mans occupied Lodz. In Russian Po-
land, on Sunday. Lodz is the second
largest city of Russian Poland and
Is 75 miles southwest of Warsaw, the
Polish capital.

Thbe official communication Issued
yesterday merely stated that “the bat-
tle around Lodz is taking its course
as we expected.” and continued: -

"Nothing of note has taken place in
the war area east of the Mazurian
lakes, where the enemy remained
quiet. In southern Poland there is no
change In the situation.”

Another official statement -from the
German headquarters given out ear-
lier yesterday was as follows:

"The report given in the Russian
statement of November 29 that the
German attacks in the vicinity of
Czenstochowa. failed with many cas-
ualties .to tbe Germans is false, th”
truth being quite the contrary. The
attack of tbe Seventeenth Russian
corps, which approached to within aix-
ty-flve yards of our lInfls, was re-
pulsed, the Russians taking a position
farther back and leaving a large num-
ber of killed and wounded.”

News Confirmed in London.

London, Dec. 7—Ac official tele-
gram from German main headquarter*
In Russian Poland, received at Berlin
and transmitted by way of Amsterdam
to Reuter's Telegraph company, aaya
that Lodz waa occupied by the Ger-
man troops on Sunday afternoon, the
Russlane beating a retreat after se-
vere losee*.

The German official announcement
Is given further aapport by delayed
diepatchee from Petrograd to the
Daily Telegraph. The correapondent
states that on FYiday, the date the
dispatches were filed, the sitnation at
Lodz was serious.

“For tbhe last three days,” says one
of these dispatches, "the Germans
in Rnsslan Poland aronnd Lodz have
been atrenuonaly aggressive.

Qermaps Heavily Re-enforced.

The deity newepepen recently pnb-
Uahed the toUowlInc peregrapb: *'At«
conference  the Aeaoelstioa* for the
Prevention of Conanmptloa et Leeds,
Htnglend. Sir WUUem Osier of Oxford,
formerly of Johns Hopkins onlverslty,
startled the andlence by the
meat that 90 per cent of all
probably have ‘a amall focus or area
of tabercnloala.”**

The andlence waa *‘startled” by the
assertion only becanse we habitually
give very little heed to any matter that

does not Immediately concern os indl-

b™an- ridoally, or that la not forced upon ua
by drcumstancea that compel our con-
centrated attention. The atatement has
been made by Oaler and by many other
authoiitlea In subatantlallK the same
words agalU and again In the past, but
it did not "'stick™ at the time solely for
the reason that few hakK>dned to be In
a receptive mood. It la an undeniable
fact that unlees one is In a receptive
mood the most obvious and sublime
truth falls on unheeding ears, and In
this fact we have a most Instructive
|Uustratlon of the beginning of tuber-
cular disease In oar bodies, the prin-
ciple Involved being Identical In either
case. For Juat aa the mind must be re-
ceptive to be able to receive, to hold
and to develop a truth, eo must onr
bodies be receptive in order to receive,
bold and develop tnbercle bacteria, or
any other bacteria. No life can pos-
sibly develop In an unfavorable en-
vironment

It Is perfectly well known among
the medical profession that Whatever
may have been the cause of death,
postmortem examinations usually show
a small area where tuberculosis haa
existed, but that has been "cured™ by
nature's method of fencing about and
Imprisoning any invading matter she
la strong enough to overwhelm. Any
Invading bacteria are either devoured
by the white corpuaclea or are fenced
about and *‘encysted” If the organism
tum sufficient vitality to fight; but If
there Is not sufficient vitality then the
Individual becomes one of the 160,000
that die annually in this country from
some form of tuberculosis.

We have noted that white sunlight
not only develops plant life, biit that
it also exerts an |nh|b|tory or restrain-
ing effect as well. * This is clearly
proved by the tact that certain planta
are fonnd to grow faster and taller
under red and %Iue light than they do
under white light, and that they are
stunted or even killed under green or
violet light.

We do not know why planta react in
this way. but we positive proof
that they do. And It ia equally certain
that bacteria generally are either
quickly killed or profoundly modified
by the rays at the violet end of the
spectrum. It should require no great
strength of the Imagination, then, to
und”~tand why we have epidemic out-
breaks of pinkeye, Influenza, diph-
theria. sore throat, measles, scarlet
fever, *"colds” and the like following
any profound disturbance in meteoro-
logical conditions that tend to inter-
fere with the normal amount of pore
sunlight reaching us. Because it mat-
ters not what it may be, whether It is
smoke, dust from ‘volcanoes, excess
moisture condensing Into clouda, col-
ored glass, or brick walla and tin
roofs, anything standing between any
living thing and the sun must mat®
rially modify that life. Its vitality la
in direct ratio to the amount of energy
received through its normal Une of
connection with the ann.

We prove this with planta by grow-
ing them in dark rooms, or under col-
ored glass, which is only a simple
means for shotting out such parts of
the epectmm aa we desire, and also
It Is proved by the extent to which
large areas of growing crops are in-
fested with disease during lcmg con-
tinued cloudy weather.

It has be” conclusively proved that
the sum of the work executed by the
animal, and of the beat which It gives
out, Is exactly equivalent to the chem-
ical potential energy taken in with Ita
food, and this we know can be equal
only to the kinetic energy of the ann-
light stored up during the production
of the plant.

And today our Indlvidnal energy la
derived quite directly from that aama
source. Foot factors are necessary to
produce any plant crop aeod, sitih
moisture and dlrsct sunlight; and the

FRESH AIR AND TUBERCULOSIS.

That there was any tuberculosis
among the human race In the prehis-
toric days when men lived wild and
ragged lives without fixed habitation
in the mild climate where the species
first developed is highly improbable.
The disease undoubtedly made Its first
appearance only after men began to
herd together and Uve a communal
life; the evidence seems to prove that
It tends constantly to increase pro-
gressively with our advance in mater-
ial wealth and culture as the Indi-
vidual is more and more removed
from the fundamental source of ener-

In the writings of Hippocrates, the
father of medicine, who lived 460 to
369 B. C, are directions for the care
of a case suggestively familiar to us.
for he describes something snsplclous-
ly like modem tuberculosis, correctly
interpreting It as a fever and recom-
mending for it freeh sir, change of cli-
mate and hyglentc living.

From the fact -that Celcus, a Rom-
an medical writer who lived in the
first century A D., and Claudius Gal-
en. a Greek physician and medical
writer (A. D. 131 to 200), approve HIi®
pocrates’ advice in their writings. It is
reasonable to assume that the pray-
ers and Incantations customary among
the priests and iteople generally from
the dawn of history were still depend-
ed on in that day to combat the dis-
ease.’" Galen In hla writingp recog-
nized tuberculosis to be contagious.

In general from the birth of the
tribe down through the centuries when
the physician was half magician and
half priest, and to doubt bis skill was
an act of Impiety, the demand has
been for pure magic, and, of course,
strenuous efforts have been made to
supply the demand. This effort will
continue until an enlightened people
cease to ask the impossible. Invalids
have been bled to death and dosed
with poisonous elixirs of life to no
avail, but the people have held stead-
fastly to-their faith In magic.

Fresh air and hygienic living
the key which modem science ,bolds
‘out for the release of humanity from
the bondage of tuberculosis.

Just recently I have been asked by
the mother of a delicate girl If night
air was safe for her to breathe. The
resnlts secured among the snow cov-
ered peaks of the Alps In eases of sur-
gical tuberculosis of the bones furnish
the answer to this question. Cases of
undeniable tuberculosis have been
carried to the point of treatment be-
cause the Invalid was too weak to
walk, and heliotherapy has been tried
as the last reeort before the amputa-
tion that bad been recommended by
competent authority. In the course
of a few months the victim, with the
skin from head to foot tanned to the
color of a piece of rare mahogany, has
recovered suffielent vitality to “enjoy
going out In the cold, crisp air arrayed
in nothing but a breechclotb and {ilay-
Ing games In the snow. Good food,
fresh air, and the general tone ac-
quired from coming close to nature
are what Is responsible for the won-
derful results secured In those Instl-
tntlona

Very obviously the lesson to the
rest of us should be that it ia our in-
dividual duty to our family and the
community to make such good use
of this knowledge of nature’s work-
ings we shall not become infirm
and a burden. No one is immune un-
leee he lives a rational normal life and
none Is so strong that he may not
quickly become weak. It la In these
periods of weakness that infection
may seize us, to be subdued, only
through the reloIaIaA of vitality. But
the trouble la not *'cured;" it la'simply
latent and ready to flare up again the
instant we permit our vital powers to
drop below a certain point.

Losa of ambition and energy, a ca-
pricious ak>otite. dyspepsias of all
sorts are to be viewed with suspicion,
and a careful examlnatloa should be
made by one competent to locate any
tubercuar focus one may have tucked
away In some comer.
