HARRY THAW MUST 
GO BACK TO ASYLUM
SUPREME COURT DECIDES THAT 

FAMOUS PRISONER MAY BE 
EXTRADITED.

OPINION IS UNANIMOUS

Court Holds That State of New York 
Must Decide Whether Insane 

Man Can Be Guilty of 
Crime-

Washington--Harry K. Thaw lost 
his fight Monday in the supreme court 
of the United Slates against being 
extradited from the stale of New 
Hampshire to the state of New York.

In a brief decision by Justice 
Holmes, which was the unanimous de­
cision of the court, it was held that 
the celebrated prisoner should bo turn 
ed over at once to the New York au­
thorities to answer an indictment 
coEsplrary to escape from Mattewan 
asylum for ihe criminal insane.

Whether his escape from the asy­
lum. while, as bis counsel contended, 
he was insane, constituted a crime, 
and other questions, the court dis- 
miss**d with the comment that they 
could not enter into a habeas corpus 
proceeding and that they were proper 
qiiestions for the stale of New York 
to decide.

Actually, the celebrated *Thaw case 
—the killing of Stanford While—was 
not before the supreme court. Merely 
the question of returning Thaw on the 
conspiracy indictment was up for de­
cision.

WOMAN CONFESSES MURDER

Awful Crime of Last Wednesaay Is 
Act of Befriended One.

Detroit—Mrs, Antoinette Recker. 58 
years old. Twentieth -sueet. con­
fessed .Sunday night, police say. that 
she killed Miss Frances Bomholt, the 
aged woman who was beaten to death 
in ber home at 27 Austin street last 
Wednesday morning.

Mrs. Becker is the woman who sold 
bread and pastry to Miss Bomholt 
The latter often had befriended her. 
giving her clothing and money.

Miss Bomholt was beaten to death 
with a piece of co.il. Mrs. Becker coti 
fessed. while she was kneeling at her 
bedside, praying forgiveness for Iter 
assailant. w:ho had attacked her first 
in the coal shed in the rear of her 
home.

Robbery waa the motive. .\ $10 
and a $5 bill, which Mrs. Becker said 
she took from ."a drawer" in the 
pantry in the aged woman's home 
after the killing, was found iti the toe 
of a shoe in Mrs. Becker's home, 
which Mis# Bonrholt had given Mrs. 
Becker two weeks ago for the latter's 
son.

Mrs. Becker confessed to Inspector 
John B. Downey, who has had per­
sonal charge of the investigation,

EUGENE ZIMMERMAN IS DEAD

Prominent Railroad Magnate Paaaea 
Away Suddenly in Cincinnati.

Cincinnati — Eugene Zimmerman, 
former president of the Cincinnati, 
Hamilton A Dayton railroad and weal­
thy financier of this city died sud­
denly at a club here late Sunday from 
bemor^bage of the lungs. Mr. Zim­
merman was the father of the Duch­
ess of Manchester.

When he was seized by the fatal at­
tack he waa engaged in soudylng re­
cords of the ClnclnLatl, Hamilton & 
Dayton railroad preparatory, it Is be­
lieved. to testifying before Commis­
sioner Halt, of the in testate  com­
merce commission, who is conducting 
an iDvestigatiOQ of the sale of that 
road and the Pere Marquette lo J. P. 
Morgan & Co.

Mr. Zimmerman was active in bring­
ing about the union of the two rail­
roads and was prominent in tbe sale 
of the C H & D. which for-the .’econd 
time is in (he bands of a receiver.

Shelled by German Warehlpa. Casual- 
tiea Are Put at 143 Persona.

London. Dec. 17.—Germany daringly 
attacked England herself early In the 
morning.

After a dash aciose the North sea 
on a misty night a German flotilla 
bombarded Hartlepool, Scarborough 
and Whitby, unfortified cities on the 
east coast of England, early in the 
morning.

It is announced that 143 women and 
men were killed. Churches were ru­
ined. hotels, dwellings and stores were 
destroyed by the bombardment, which 
endured 40 minutes, after which the 
Germans steamed northward from 
Scarborough and escaped pursuing 
British cruisers.

The gun flashes Indicated that four 
big warships were firing. One shell 
that has been picked up was 12 Inches 
In diameter and 83 inches long.

The exploding shells of the bold 
cruisers which slipped through the 
British fleet and the guard ships and 
dodged the mines thickly strevm in 
the North sea, dug holes in the streets 
of Scarborough so wide and deep that 
a railway truck could pass through

Berlin (by wireless) ̂  Dec. 21.—The 
following oIBclal statement was re­
ceived by wireless from Berlin:

"The fighting at Nleuport continues 
favorable, but no decision yet has 
been reached, h The French attacks 
between La Bassee ^ 'd  Arras and on 
both sides of the River Somme have 
resulted In failure, with severe losses 
to the enemy. On the Somme the 
French lost 1,200 men in prisoners 
and at least 1,800 in dead; our own 
losses were under 200.

“Id the Argonne forest our success­
ful attack resulted In the capture of 
some 7,500 prisoners in addition to 
war material. There have been no 
Important developments elsewhere on 
the western front.’’

VOTE ON TREATY 18 NEAR.

Lansing—In a letter to each mem­
ber of the legislature Gov. Ferris says 
that every state in the union has suf­
fered from the consequences of faulty 
legislation and that bills of magnifi­
cent purpose but with faulty titles 
have been declared unconstitutional.

“Hurried and some times careless 
legislation has furnished the higher 
courts with many contradictions, In­
consistencies. errors and inaccura­
cies,” said Governor Ferris. “Let the 
coming legislature ‘reduce the quan­
tity and greatV improve the quality 
of our statutory laws.' Various means 
have been devised for accomplishing 
this desirable end and Archibald 
Bloomfield of Big Rapids, member of 
the Michigan commission for compila­
tion of the statutes, has outlined a 
plan that Is inexpensive and feasible.
I have already submitted this plan to 
experienced lawmakers and judges 
and everyone has heartily endorsed 
It.”

Governor Ferris is sending to ench 
legislator a copy of Bloomfield's -re­
port in which Bloomfield says that a 
system must be devised that ‘Will ac­
complish accuracy of siatemenL sim­
plicity of language, consistency, brevi­
ty. exclusive and inclusive averments, 
adequate machinerj' to enforce it. or­
derly arrangement, and constitutional­
ity. “That these ends are not attain­
ed under our present system must be 
obvious,” says Bloomfield.

Bloomfield proposes that the bouse 
and senate rules should be amended 
so as to create a joint committee on 
arrangement, phrasology and conform­
ity and that this committee should be 
selected from the ablest members of 
both branebea of the legislature. He 
suggests that every bill as it passes 
the committee of the whole in each i 
house be referred to this committee 
and be examined by them as to its 
validity, accuracy, consisteocy, consti­
tutionality. etc.

“This committee should have tbe 
power to propose amendnrents or even 
a substitute in case they found any of 
the foregoing Imperfections," says 
Bloomfield. “That should have no 
power to alter the general purpose of 
tbe bill. Every bill should again pass 
through the hands of this committee 
before it is placed on Us final passage. 
The primary value of this plan lies in 
the fact that we have here a com­
mittee of experts through whose bands 
every bill must pass before It be­
comes a law. A committee whose at­
tention Is directed to tbe discovery 
and correction of tbe defects indica­
ted.’’

Bloomfield says that an examination 
of tbe Michigan house and senate jour­
nals since 1837 shows that no such 
committee has ever existed and he 
s^ys that no such legislative commit- 
tee-exlsts in any state at the present 
time. He says the nearest approach 
to such a committee is in WiscoDBin 
where tbe legislature has created a 
Joint committee of five from each 
house which reviews each bill to as­
certain whether It complies with all 
tbe rules as to form. Bloomfield' re­
cites 'a list of bills which have failed 
to stand the test ot tbe courts be­
cause of legislative irregularities.

Tbe officers of each company are 
making an effort to get in tbe men 
required, and If citizens generally will 
adopt the attitude of recommending 
the service and treating fairly.those 
men wlio are in tbe Guard, we can 
present the required number of men 
for inspection.

Tbe supreme 6ourt has affirmed tbe 
conviction of Lawrence Damm, an Ann 
Arbor saloon man found guilty of sell­
ing liquor to undergraduates and It 
is believed that the conviction of 
■‘Larry," as Damm Is familiarly known 
to thousands of Michigan alumni, will 
serve as an object lesson to other 
liquor dealers in the University City 
who have heretofore enjoyed a big 
share of tbe student patronage.

In reviewing the case Justice Os­
trander. who wrote the opinion, says 
that Damm was not present when the 
liquor was sold and it does not ap­
pear from the record that the bar­
keeper knew that the boys who pur­
chased tbe liquor were students at the 
university,*and It was Damm’s con­
tention in the circuit court that the 
law should not be construed to make 
him responsible for the acts of bis 
employe, and that if such construc­
tion is inevitable, that tbe law is un­
constitutional.

“The statute forbids the sale of U- 
suor to any student in attendance at 
any public or private Institution of 
learning in tbe state,” says Justice 
Ostrander. "It is said, and It is true, 
that the effect of this legislation is 
to deny to adult students privileges 
enjoyed by other citizens and to deny 
them during the school year rights 
and privilegfes they may enjoy during 
vacation. ^

So citizens living in a local option 
county may be, in tbe same way, strip­
ped of privileges which are enjoyed 
by their neighbors in an adjoining 
county.

“A law which makes It improbable, 
if not impossible, that students shall 
patronize drinking places is not so 
clearly beyond the:,police power that 
courts may declarg it invalid. The 
trial court shall p roce^  to Judg­
ment."

Teaching Kansas People How to Listen to Music
T o p e k a . KAN.—Kansas claims the Srst and only school In the country in 

which the general public Is taught how to listen to music intelligently. 
It Is a  school of music appreciation, run ny the state, not for musicians, but 
for those who love music, and Is In­
tended to give the laymen an under­
standing of music which is ordinarily 
confined to those of more or less mu­
sical experience.

A great many people do not at­
tend concerts and know little about 
the  good things of music because they 
do not understand i t  Kansas started 
cu t to change this con*bltlon and to 
ahow that Kansas wa^ooklng for an 
opportunity to iW h  something about 
music, nearly one hundred thousand 
persons studied the course in music appreciation the first year It was In 

 ̂ 'existence, and it Is expected that close to a quarter of a million- people will 
tgke the courses during the present wjnter.

Prof. Frank A. Beach, bead of the music department of the Kansas State 
Normal school. Is the miglnator of the plan. He asked the state to buy for 

. fall department a phonograph and the necessary records to form a complete 
music appreciation course, starting with the simplest melodies and gradually 
extending' Into the classics. But the state school authorities, having read 
the Jokes about the phonograph, refused, so Professor Beach bought it out 

^ of his own pocket and began giving regular graded lessons in music by the 
• ’‘ phonograph to the teachers.

In a tew weeks the value of the course was seen, and the state purchased 
the instrument and also a player-piano for the school and has purchased addi-

No one 
has kept account of the number of 
men^nilea used. At the end of the 
fiscal year the managers will present 
a bill, Inchidlng-the five-year average 
cost of upkeep and last year's net 
earnings. The government will pay It. 
The roads will not have lost any 
money through the war and the gov­
ernment will have been given a serv­
ice that couTd not have been so excel­
lent If bargained for on the piece 
plan.

On every road the soldiers and their 
goods have right of 'way. Whenever 
possible existing trains are not dis­
turbed.

What this means 
in England can hardly be appreciated 
by those who live In America. Some 
of these trains have becojne Institu­
tions.

Loud-Speaking Telephones.
Several railroads in this country 

now use the telephone In dispatching 
trains, Instead of tbe telegraph. Most 
of the operators wear a bead tele­
phone—an apparatus tlmt bolds tbe 
receiver constantly at tbe ear. The 
arrangelnent baa one serious draw­
back; When there are thunderstorms 
in the vicinity, the operator hears all 
sorts of annoying sounds, and even 
runs some risk of being injured by a 
sudden shock. To avoid the difficulty, 
the Delaware, Lackawanna & Western 
railroad has installed loud-speaking 
telephones on the train-dispatching 
lines. Tbe receiver of the loud-speaking 
instrument is more sensitive, that that 
of tbe ordinary telephone, and It haa 
a large horn, somewhat like a phono­
graph horn. The Instrument stands 
on or near the desk of tbe dispatcher. 
Tbe telephone transmitter also has a 
very large mouthpiece, Into which the 
operator.can speak when some dis­
tance a ^ y .  A message sent by tele­
phone from a main office is repeated 
by all the loud-speaking telephone 
transmlttei^ on tbe line, and can be 
heard distinctly by persons 15 feet 
from tbe instrument.—Youth's Com­
panion.

Inspector* Use Magnifying Glasses.
. An American railroad has adopted 

^ e  suggestion bronght forward by 
one of its engineers, that engine in­
spectors be given magnifying glasses, 
in order that they may the more read- 
fly detect such damage and Imperfec- 
fectibns ou axles and wheels as flaws 
and cracks. In this Is seen the prac­
tical value of tbe safety-first cam­
paign. In that tbe suggestion came 
from an employee, and It Is to be noted 
that the company suitably rewarded 
him by presenting him with an "honor 
button." and granting him a  month's 
leave of absence 'irlth pay.

Metal Railroad Ties.
Metal ties were first used In Switzer 

land in 1881, sltkce which time they 
have replaced to a large extent the 
wooden tie. About seventy per cent 
of tbe ties used by the'Federal Swiss 
railroad system are of metal. These ties 
are 9 feet by 9 ^  by 6 ^  inches, weigh­
ing 160 ponnds. and Belling for 92.30 
against $1.26 to 91-SO for oak ties. 
Qerman Iron foundries have formerly 
supplied'the metal tiea

The discovery of the X-ray by Pro­
fessor Roentgen In 1896 familiarized 
the minds of men with a type of radi­
ation invisible to the unaided eye but 
able to traverse opaque objects and 
affect a pbotograpMc plate behind 
them. It bad long been known that 
certain substances exposed to snn- 
shine afterwards glow In tbe dark, a 
property known as phosphorescence, 
apd it had been discovered that the 
X-ray developed these same qualltleB 
I d  these substancea This led to ex­
periments to see If similar types of 
rays were not produced. In other ways.

Like many other great discoveries, 
the culmination of the search owed 
something to luck or accident. Henri 
Becquerel In Paris In 1896 chanced to 
use a piece of nranium and discov­
ered In compounds of that element 
emanations c lo s ^  allied to the X-ray 
In their general nature, a property we 
now call radioactivity. These new 
radiations In varying extent pass 
through all matter quite independent 
of whether It Is opaque or transparent 
to light In addition to the proper­
ties possessed by light of acting on a 
photographic plate and of causing cer­
tain substances, like the platlno- 
cyanides, to fluoresce, the new rediar 
tlons resembled the X-rays ̂  also in 
“Ionizing” the air and other gases, 
rendering them for tbe time being 
partial condnetora of electricity.

Tbe pioneer In developments on the 
chemical side was Mme. Cnrle, who. 
with her husband, Isolated ndlum 
and polonium. Other Inves^^tora 
following these lines developed spme 
thirty Individual radio elementa As 
a result of experiments, observations 
and deductions, we are beginning to 
suspect that there exists In every 
form of matter tbe process of its own 
decay, and this suspicion Is gradually 
crystallizing into a belief, a new phil­
osophy, a pMlosopbyr destined pro­
foundly to Influence the tbongbts and 
actions of future generations of men.

Tbe emanations from radioactive 
elements have been efassed sts alpha, 
beta -and gamma rays, and are dis­
tinguished by enbrmoussdifferences in 
power of penetration. The alpha 
rays have been shown to be atoms 
of helium carrying an electrical 
charge, and shooting out from radioac­
tive materials In the course of their 
disintegration The alpha rays of 
radium are distinguishable in pene­
trating power from the alpha rays of 
Uranium and from Thorium, but the 
differences among alpha rays as a 
class are small and unimportant, rela­
tively compared to the enormous dif­
ferences between any alpha ray and a 
Bela or a gamma ray.

The most penetrating alpha ray 
known is not more than twice as pene­
trating as the least penetrating alpha 
ray known, but beta rays as a class 
are 100 times more penetrating than 
alpha rays and tbe gamma rays In 
turn are fully 100 times more pene­
trating than the bdta rays as a class. 
Alpb* rays «are completely absorbed 
by thin screens of paper or a few 
Inches of alr,^ while beta rays pass 
through a visiting card or ordinary 
tlnfolf with ease. But Soddy shows 
that a gamma ray will penetrate one- 
halt inch of steel or a stack of twelve 
pennies, six Inches of lead or one foot 
of solid Iron.

The compound microscope became 
an efficient weapon of scientific truth 
about 1830, and In 1839 Schwann dem­
onstrated that "all the higher animals 
are commonwealths of cella"

Every human individnal begins life 
as a single cell about a hundred and 
twentieth of an Inch In diameter and 
In the brief period of forty weeks at­
tains an average weight of approxi­
mately seven pounds. After birth 
there ensues a period of growth. 
Growth la not a simple augmentation 
of volume, but an alteration tn form 
and type.

For Instance, If we compare the 
skeleton of a new-boni child with that 
of an aduIL we discover vast differ­
ences between the relative proper^ 
tlons of tbe different parts. The 
child’s head is enormously larger than 
that of tbe adult in proportion,to 
stature and the chest measure 
Is markedly greater in the cMld. 
These facts Imply tbe presence of 
some check, a balance wheel 
growth regulator. It Is easy to under­
stand that anything that will throw 
these growth regulation factors oat of 
gear must produce grave r^u lts  and

He their pn^ 
ceeds to predict that a t the presenfi 
rate of Increase in another 26 yean 
cancer will cause more deaths than 
tuberculosis, typhoid fever and ma­
laria combined.

Scientists throughout tbe world ar* 
diligently searching tor the cans* o2 
this fearful scourge of mankind. In 
order that a specific preventive and 
cure may be found. Meanwhile ev­
ery Individual should be Informed 
that cancer Is to a large degree pr» 
ventable if we will but apply the 
knowledge we already possess to 
guard against IL

There are many theories as to the 
cause of cancer, the most logical one 
being that advanced by a group of 
mlcroBcoplsts working along biologl' 
cal lines. The basis of this theory Is 
that cancer is a state of anarchy with­
in tbe body. To be able to grasp the 
theory and also to understand why tbe 
X-ray Is at all effective in cases of 
cancer it is i^ceesary to have a 
thorough comprehension of the prop­
osition advanced by Virchow In 1868, 
which I have noted In a previous ai  ̂
tlcLs; namely, that each one of the 
cells composing the human body is 
a distinct individual possessed of all 
the characterlsti^sB of life. That Is 
to say, every reader of this article 
is composed of many billions of indl- 
vidnals, esch having all tbe powers 
and faculties that the reader is con­
scious of possessing and differing In 
no way save In degree. Every living 
thing is constructed of these same in'* 
dividual cells, composed of tbe same 
protoplasm, and differs only in organ­
ization.

It Is during the first few years and 
more particularly during tbe first year 
of life that the highest human mor­
tality takes plaqe. The newly pro 
liferated cells are not thoroughly or 
ganlzed and the entire organism Is 
therefore weak and unstable. Ordi­
narily not think of working
young children or animals, beause we 
know that their tissues are soft and 
therefor/ that they may very easily 
be broken down and ruined: but at 
maturity- we know there is a more per 
feet organization, the cells are more 
fized  ̂ stable and adaptable and art 
therefore highly resistant.

But, depending on the statf 
of tbe Indivl^al cell vitality, tlssner 
react d lffe^ tly  to tbe same Influ­
ence; henC^ tissues having marked 
power of proliferation are necestarlly 
composed of maases of these young oi 
"Juvenile" cells and are of course vast 
ly more susceptible to any influenc* 
than are tbe more fully fpnned an< 
stable "adult" cells wMch may ofter 
remain unchanged for years.

An "anarchist cell” finds a favora 
hie location and proceeds to prolifer 
ate; that is to say, It multiplies by 
division, as all the somatlo cells dOt 
and these young and weak cells form 
what is technically known as "Juve- 
nlle” tissue within tbe more stable, 
older, or "adult' tissue of the organ 
in which the cancerous process Is ta  
king place. If now the "hard," vary 
penetrating rays of tbe X-ray ars 
turned upon this diseased area one

Life of a Flea.
Soerstes asked how far s flea conld 

Jump, but the length of bit life Is mors 
Important than the length of his Jump. 
It is Important because fleas are bear 
ers and disseminators of various para­
sites; thus, the rat-flea of India Is the 
bearer of the plague microbe. The 
British rat-flea usually'Tasses through 
Us development hyclo In two or three 
weeks; In ten days In warm, damp 
weather. Gautier and Raybaud kept 
one alive on human blood for 90 days 
Another lived for 41 days In an Ice 
chamber without feeding. Dr. Wil­
liam Nicoll finds that a rat-flea caa 
live on an average about a week apart 
froin Its host. The period of survival 
ti longer at low temperature and in 
the light; it is shortened by ezeess 
of dryness or by. ezeess of moisture. 
Very Important, however, is the die 
covery that the larvae and pupae may 
survive In Infected material tgraln, 
sawdust, bmshings and so on) for sc 
long as a year.

Value ef Trees.
Since the formation of roelu la ex­

ceedingly alow, the sou It a resource of 
priceless value. According to ProL J. 
Bowman, many gladal scratches that 
were made on rock during the laat gla- 
cUl period, between 60,000 and 76,000 
years ago, u e  still aa freah as if they 
had been made only yesterday. Tet. 
since the giaclers thus recorded them- 
aeJves, man has come up from the 
cave and the atone-hammer. Seventy 
thousand yeara la a very short time 
for the devolopmant of a  toll cover; 
for maa It meant a period eo great 
that the mind can hardly grasp It. 
'n a  cutting off of tho treea exposaa 
the soU so that the rain beats upon 
It. and since it has lost the proteetioa 
that the roots and litter on tho ground 
afforded, the soil Is soon washed away. 
In 6<hyears a  slngla lumber merchant 
can deprive the mee of soil that re­
quires 10,000 ysara to form. ‘

igan Fire ic Marine lusuraooe pQ., of 
Detroit, received a cablegram IsM weok 
from Joe Tabinaki, a fl’irmer employe, 
saying he had been lUTestcd as a in 
England and pleading that aid be given 
him.
