H ostess Can Previda Delightful Ente^
tslnm ent at Comparatively Small 

Cost In a Fashion That Is 
Som ew hat Unusual.

Why don’t you give a coffee? Have 
you ever beard of one? It is like 'a 
tea. excepting that coffee Instead of 
tea Is tbe chosen beverage, and In­
stead of sandwiches and cakes of the 
usual sort all the food seems to have 
come straight from a Gorman coffee 
abop.

This rather unusual form of enter­
tainment Is given in tbe morning. 
Cards are sent out with the words 
“Coffee.” and “FTom 11 to 1" written 
on them. Or. If-the "Coffee’’ Is to be 
very small, the invitations may he 
given by telephone. For oae of the 
charms of the ''Coffee" is that it la 
informal.

In the dining-room tbe table Is 
spread with a lace or embroidered 
luncheon cloth—something rather elab­
orate can-be used—and in the center. 
Instead of flowers, is a big silver tray 
heaped with fruits made,of marzipan. 
Half a dozen German cakts are placed 
on the table. There areLAmall German 
almond cakes on a plat^overed with 
a lace .dolly. There la a cake board on 
which a big coffee ring, with a wide- 
bladed silver knife beside It. There Is 
a cheese cake cut Into narrow, wedge- 
shaped pieces. And there are other 
German sweets of the sort that can be 
bought at a first-class German delica- 
tessen or bakery or made at home ac­
cording to recipes In a German cook­
ery book.

At each end of the table is an um 
or a percolating coffee pot over an al­
cohol flame, for coffee is tbe only bev- 
erage  ̂ served. It la served in large 
cups, breakfast size, and with it are 
passed cream and sugar.

German Doughnuts.— Here Is a reci­
pe for one German delicacy that may 
be served with tbe coffee. Scald a pint 
of milk, and while It Is scalding hot 
pour over It a pint of flour. Beat until 
smooth and then add half a teaspoon­
ful of salt, and cool. Add tbe beaten 
yolks of four eggs, a tablespoonful of 
melted butter, a half cupful of sugar, 
a cupful of flour, two teasponfuls of 
baking powder, a teaspoonful of al­
mond or other flavoring and the beat­
en whites of four eggs. Add more 
flour if necessary td • make a soft 
dough. Roll out and cut and fry gold 
brown. Drain on thick paper and roll 
in sugar.

German Apple Cake.—For Geraan 
apple cake, sift a pint of flour with one 
and a half teaapoonfuls of baking pow­
der and half a teaspoonful of salt. 
Add two tahlespoonfuls of butter, rub­
bing It in thoroughly, and then add a 
beaten egg and milk enough to make 
a thick batter. Spread the batter In 
a buttered tin to the thickness of an 
Inch. Over the top spread quarters 
or eighths of peeled and cored apples 
and sprinkle .with sugar and cinna­
mon. Bake in a hot oven.

Worth Knowing.
The following Is an excellent way to 

detect chicory In coffee:. Put the cof­
fee into cold water. Chicory gives a 
colored infusion in tbe water, whereas 
coffee does not, and hy the depth of 
the color the proportion of chicory 
may be guessed a t

If a cake sttpks In tbe pan, turn the 
pan upside down and- lay a cloth that, 
has been wet In cold water on tbe bot­
tom of After leaving It this way 
for five minutes tbe cake can be easily 
removed.

Before. roasting apples, if you take 
each one'and make a small slit all tbe 
way around with a knife you will find 
It prevents them from splitting when 
cooking.

It supplied the conception of 
virtue sung In Chaucer's Pilgrimage, 
Malory’* “Morts D’Arthur” and Spen­
ser’s "Faerie Queene.” In the world 
'of action chivalry animated the cm- 
cades, dispensed jusUoe throughout 
Europe for 400 years, purified court 
life and made much of tbe warfare of 
the middle ages peculiarly humane and 
noble.

There ape a number of holders oC' 
land In Western living to'ths
United State*, to whom the Canafllsa 
Government wUl *hortly make an a 
I>eal to place tl)e unoccupied *!*•■ p 
they are holding under cultlvatleE. 
The land* are highly productive, Mt 
In a *tate of idleneta they are net 
giving any revenue beyond the 'U* 
earned increment and are not of tha 
benefit to Canada that those lands 
could easily be made. It Is pointed 
out that the demand for grains ftir 
years to come will cause good prloos 
for all that can be produced. vNot 
only will the price of grains be af­
fected, hut also will that of cattle, 
hogs and horses, in fact everything 
that can be grown on tbe farms. When 
placed under proper cultivation, not 
the kind that Is often resorted to, 
which lesaena yield and land valnes, 
many farms will pay for themselves in  
two or three years. Careful and In­
tensive work Is required, and if this 
is given in the way it is given to the 
high-priced lands of older settled 
countries, surprising results will fol­
low.

There are those who are paying rent, 
who should not be doing so. They 
would-do better to purchase lands in 
Western Canada at the preaent low 
price at which they are being offered 
by land companies or private individ­
uals. These have been held for tbe 
high prices that many'* would have 
realized, but for the war and the finan­
cial stringency. Now is the time to 
buy; or If it is preferred advantage 
might be tdken of the offer of 168 
acres of land free that la made by the 
Dominion Government The man who 
owns hls farm has a life of tndepeo- 
dence. Then again there are those 
who are renting who might wish to 
continue as renters. They have some 
means as well as sufficient outfit to b^  
gin in a new country where all the 
advantages are favorable. Many of 
the owners of unoccupied lands wonM 
be willing Ce lease them on reasonable 
terme. Then again, attention Is drawn 
to the fact that Western Canada num­
bers amongst its most successful fann­
ers, artisans, business men, lawyer*, 
doctors and many other profession*.

Britaid. Reimbursement alone for car­
goes unlawfully detained or seized, It 
states, does not remedy-the evil, as th* 
chief difficulty is the moral effect of 
British practice on American exporb 
ers, who are restrained by it  from 
taking risks or hazards which in no 
case ought to surround legltlmat* 
trade between tbe United States and 
other neutral countries.
