Milliens Expended in the Campaign
Against Tuberculosis Will Surely 

Have its Effect.

More than 20,500,000 was spent last 
year to the campaign against tubercu­
losis in the United States. Of this 
sum 66.8 per cent was derived from 
public funds, either federal, state, 
county or municipal, and the remain­
der was contributed by private philan­
thropy. These are some of the In- 

-teresting figures cootaioed in the an­
nual statistical statement of the Na­
tional Association for the Study and 
Prevention-of Tuberculosis, made pub­
lic recently. The statement Is based 
largely on actual reports received 
from antituberculosis agencies lo­
cated throughout' the country, but 

, where reports are not available, the 
figures have been estimated. ■.

Institutional care and treatment of 
consumptives in hospitals and sana­
toria makes up the largest share of 
the total expenditure. More than 117,- 
300,000 was spent for this purpose, 
with an additional $925,000 for spe­
cial treatment of tuberculosis insane 
and prisoners. These figures include 
not only the cost of maintenance, but 
m some instances tbe cost of construc­
tion of institutions.' Antituberculosis 
associations spent the next largest 
sum. amounting to a little over $900.- 
000. Care of patients in dispensaries 
and by visiting nurses cost almost as 
much, approximately $860,000. Tbe 
growth of tbe open-air school move­
ment is shown in the fact that last 
year more than $300,000 was spent for 
this purpose, as against $10,000 ex­
pended five years ago. State and 
city boards of health spent $200,000 
directly on tuberculosis work,

The other evening, leaving the 
tjenches of tbe first line, we went 
about to press the hands of cur sol­
diers-through tbe shelters flanking the 
hill, where they came every three days 
to lie. And then, after 1 had seen a 
little teasing of the Prussians, I was 
led into a little wood, 300 meters dis­
tant from their line. One of them 
was stationed io-advance. standing be­
tween ty<T‘apple trees, ^ 'e looked 
at him. He gazed back at us. And 
no one on either side moved.

Twilight was descending. Between 
that man and us lay the bodies of dead 
men' wbich could not be gathered up. 
I shall never forget tbe sinister spot, 
and the harmony between living be­
ings and landscape. Is it possible that 
our rich plains have come to such 
dasolatlon; tbat'the best, morally and 
physically, of France, are hidden in 
these kennels of beasts, and that ideas 
of hate and of death alone occupy tbe 
mlpds of tbe millions of-individuals 
wbo face each other along this im- 
mez^e line of battle? Of what dreams 
tfijA* Prussian before me. as he 
vwhbes me through the mist of -eve- 
ni^i|? He thinks of anaibilating me. 
a j^  I.'In tbe same way, think of de- 
atroying him. These are circum­
stances In which the most particular 
spirit loses its identity in all the 
others, In wbich no soul Is kept apart. 
That du,ty is evident, certain.f But 
how deep do its' roots strike down into 
darknees!

Facta and Mysteries.
In vain did ifiy companion—no one 

better experienced in tbe affairs of 
this war—continue to give me interest­
ing details by the thousand. Behind 
the facts there raises Itself a barrier 
of mystery. And whHe we went back 
through the stretch of country- to 
which this campaign has come, 1 nev­
er ceased to ponder upon it.

From time to time we came upon 
people of our side, cooking in the lit­
tle hollows of the plain. They were 
laughing, chatting among themselves- 
Then we went on again into tbe si­
lence and into, the thickening night. 
That ending of our visit to 'the  ad­
vance posts resembled a return of 
late hunters In autumn, but mingled 
with It was an extraordinary disquiet 
of heart. Never have I known such 
a vital feeling of brotherhood as on 
that journey: never a more profound 
sense of the mystery in which our ex­
istence is bathed.

All around us now there reigned un- 
^Imaginahle silence, and one dlstin- 
f i s h e d  objects 50 paces away with 
nlfficulty. y

“Be careful!” said my companion 
to me. "You have the river on your 
left." [

We arrived finally at a point where 
tbe plain Is cut away abruptly into 
a deep valley, and leaning over, I saw 
far below me. at the foot of the cliff 
on which we stood, little pools still 
beneath tall poplars. Their waters 
shone with a sinister light through 
the rifts of a shroud of fog. Mournful 
vapors rose and grouped themselves 
in great moving masses.

"There,” I said, "is the kingdom of 
desolatiob."

Wounded Man on the Marshes.
During five days we had seen and 

bad listened to a woupded Oilman, 
whom DO one could relieve. He w a s  
one of a patrol upon which we fired. 
His comrades had saved themselves 
without a thought of carrying him 
with them. The poor devil lay there 
with a broken thigh. As yon can see. 
It was not easy to go bunting for him 
in those ravines and -concealed 
marshes. At last, on the fifth day, we 
were able to carry him, to our ambu­
lance, where be died, thanking ns.

You will be interested. ] believe, in 
the emotions which animated that Ger­
man, wounded and abandoned.

What emotjiions?
Very subtle and quite beautiful.
One hour afterward, wfae  ̂ we bad- 

arrived at <our quarters, an̂ d, before 
everything else, even befen-e I had rid 
myself of my uniform and of the 
mod which Italned me to the sboul- 
ders, I asked my friendly guide to 
mark our course for me on a chart, 
and then .to give me th% last message 
of the Prussian of the marshes.

The Letter of Farewell.
Here Is the page upon whidh are 

mingled, in startling- manner, the 
mista of Germany and of the French 
valley, which be with his companions 
came to desolate.. I have changed noth­
ing. I have transcribed exactly the 
final written pages of the little note­
book which he carried in b it pocket:

"If that ^  tile will of the AB-Powei^ 
fol, let this bd my last farewell A 
French ban scnick me while on patroL 
It wounded me in the right knee in 
such a  way that I can no longer walk. 
It is now five days that I hare been 
In this obscure forest I can no longer 
eadore my hunger, which up to now I 
have appeased with water. Often I 
have implored God send me aid. 
None haa come to this hour. Mean­
while, I rest realgned; I am not impa­
tient, because it ia not for long. Then 
I Shan be again in my Fatherland, at 
homa, with my brothairB, In that bea^ 
Ufnl country, where we may reach

"Farewell, farewell; here on earth

"Signed, Wilhelm Baumer.”
This is what be wrote, in tbe si­

lence of death, his eyes, bright with fe­
ver. turned to tbe heavens—the Prus­
sian soldier, Wilhelm Baumer. And 
at the moment,'as 1 transcribe that 
strange paper, -full of delirium and of 
religious fervor, I see again that sky 
without a moon which, the other eve­
ning. stretched solemnly above those 
marshes. What Germanic thought 
transported that Invader, upon fhe bor­
der of a French river!- Do the fairies 
of tbe Rhine accompany these barbari­
ans? Did the water-nymph weep be­
side him. when be was abandoned by 
bis brothers? Did she dry bis face 
with ber green tresses? One thing is 
certain, that be was picked up and 
cared for by the generosity of -the 
French.

Gods of Germans and French,
What is it that I wish to prove by 

this short quotation? Nothing pre­
cisely In tbe order of loglo. It Is an 
impression which occupies my mind 
and wbich I have retained from among 
a thousand impressions of the field of 
battle. Perhaps I shall not find, in tbe 
baste of my work of tbe day, the 
words to express all that It bolds of 
emotion. But it is manifest to me. 
that, among all tbe horrors which the 
Germans have come to create method­
ically in our country, we continue, on 
our side as well, tbe one and tho other, 
toi be accompanied by our gods, as a 
m ^  is followed by bis shadow.
' The profound Instinct which 
breathed in that rider of the North 
takes form, finds words. Near to death 
beneath the poplars of France, hie 
spirit already half-separated from his 
body, be returned to tbe vague poesy 
of the Germans.

LAUDS THE BANTAM SOLDIER

British Medical Journal Sayt the Little 
Fellows Are Good for Trench 

Work.

London^That little men have many 
advantages in war time over Iheit 
bigger brothers is an argument ad­
vanced in the British Medical Journal!

After expressing the view that 30,00(1 
have been lost to tbe army in tbe last 
few weeks owing to tbe present high 
standard, tha Journal says:

"Not a little is to be sai^ in favor 
of short infantry. Short men occupy 
less room in transport. They find 
cover more easily and offer a smaller 
mark to bullets and shrapnel. They 
are better sheltered In trenches and 
require to dig .less deep trenches to; 
protect themselves.

“It takes less khaki to clothe them 
and_ less leatbep to^boot them. The 
army blanket covers them more amply 
and they need much less food than 
tall, thin men to keep up their body 
heat and maintain their marching en­
ergy.

“Those who stand tbe rigors of cold 
climates are not always big men and 
the sailor, like tbe wind-swept tree on 
the coqst, may be a short man. 
Warmth and easy conditions of life 
rather tend to the development of tall 
men.

"The cavalry and artillerymen re­
quire to be big and powerful, but as 
to those who burrow in the trenches, 
how can it matter whether they are 
four feet nine or five feet six? 1\'e are 
not out for a show and a parade, but 
to win a war of sieges and attrition.”

SQUADRONS LOSE EVERY MAN

Russian Paper Praises Heroism of 
Hungarian Cavalry -fn Desperate 

Skirmish.

Petrograd.:—The Russkoye Slovo 
has an account of a skirmish, east of 
Luzk. between Russian hussars and 
Hungarian cavalry, in which two Hun­
garian sguadronq were cut dow-n to the 
last man. The'paper, In speaking of 
tbe marvelous bravery of tbe enemy, 
saj's: “The Magyars faced certain 
death, but fought like lions and wield­
ed their sabers as if they were axes.

Firing of Seventeen  G ant It Only 
Form ality At Governor Ferrit 

T aket Oath For Seco- 
ond l^erm.

LanslDg—OfBclal Lansing witnessed 

the quietest l&au^ratioa In the his­
tory of the state when Governor 
Woodbridge, N, Ferris took the oath of 
office and began his second term as 
Michigan's chief executive. All the 
I>omp and ceremony of other days 
was omitted and had it -not been 
for the salute of seventeen guns fired 
by the First Michigan Field Artillery 
as Chief Justice Flavius L. Brooke 

the supreme court finished the ad- 
•ItDlnlBtration of the oath of oSlce a 
stranger at the capitol would hardly 
have suspected that the biennial in- 
angural ceremony was taking place.

It was the desire of Governor Fer­
ris that the ceremony be conducted 
as quietly as posible and the other 
state officials willingly concurred. Had 
Mrs. Ferris been able to be present 
none of tbe regular features ĉ f, the 
inaugural ceremony would have been 
left out. but for several months she 
has been In poor health and it was 
Impossible for her to be in Lansing 
Friday.

Therefore tbe band concert and tbe 
reception were not a p(urt of tbe pro­
gram. A few friends ot the state of­
ficials were present when Chief Jus­
tice Brooke administered the oath ot 
office to Governor Feiris who bears 
tbe distinction of being the first dem­
ocrat in the history of Michigan to 
fill the executive office for two suc­
cessive terms.'

Two years ago when Governor Fer­
ris was inaugurated for tbe first time 
the event was fittingly observed by 
loyal democrats from all sections of 
the state, but the faithful followers 
of the democratic party who came 
from distant points were here prin­
cipally in the hope of getting tbe ex­
ecutive ear on patronage matters. 
Some time soon after the opening of 
the session of tbe legislature there 
will be a public reception of some 
sort in which all the state officers 
and members of the house and senate 
will participate.

After Justice Brooke had sworn in 
the governor, Luren D. Dickinson was 
duly inaugurated as lieutenant gov­
ernor. The new presiding officer of 
the senate, whose home is in Char­
lotte, is by no means a stranger 
among state house habitues. For 
four years be represented the Cllnton- 
Eaton-Barry district in  the state sen­
ate and claims tbe distinction ot bav-r 
Ing fathered tbe original primary elec­
tion law'. Tbe new lieutenant gov­
ernor is one of the strongest adhef- 
ents of tbe anti-saloon cause in the 
state of Michigan and tbe senate com­
mittee on liquor affairs, which was 
dominated by tbe “wets" tw-o years 
ago. will be controlled absolutely by 
the "drys” during the coming ses­
sion.

Aside from Lieut Gov. Dickinson. 
Coleman Cl Vaughan of S t Johns was 
tbe only d ^ e r new state officer to 
be sworn In' Friday. Like Dickinson, 
Secretary of State Vaoghan has been 
serving in tbe legislature, having re­
presented tbe same senatorial dis- 
-trlct as the lieutenant governor. The 
new secretary of state has been prom­
inent In republican politics for many 
years and has served as chairman 
of the Clinton County Republican 
committee for more than a quarter of 
a century.

Slate Treasurer Jolm W. Haarer of 
Ann Arbor Friday began bis second 
term as custodian of the state’s 
strong box. Two years ago Haarer 
was elected state treasurer after be 
bad served as deputy for a number 
of years.- Intimate friends of the 
state treasurer address him as “Cap” 
as he served as an officer In the Ann 
Arbor coi^pany during the Spanish- 
American war.

Auditor-General O. B. Fuller was 
the veteran In the field of starters 
Friday. This is the fourth time that 
O. B. Fuller has stood before a justice 
of the supreme court 'and solemnly 
sworn (o carry out the functions of 
his office according to the constitu­
tional requirements. No other'auditor- 
general has ever served more than- 
three terms and no other auditor-gen­
eral has ever devoted his entire time 
to the duties of the office. In both 
respects O. B. Puller has established 
new records. Not only has he been 
successful In getting the office each 
time he has aspire^ to It, but he has 
remained In the office every day to 
lee that the work was properiy per­
formed.

Attorney-General Grant Fellows of 
Hudson, who received the largest 
plurality of any of tbe candidates on 
rite republican state ticket a t tbe 
November election began his second 
term Friday. During the past two 
yean Attorney-General Fellows has 
won a number of important cases for 
the state in the United States supreme 
coart and is regarded as one of the 
best lawyen' to ever be the chief la- 
sal adviser of tbe state. Attorney-

At a recent meeting of the state 
board of health a  ruling was made 
that no information concerning the 
records of the state laboratory should 
be given out unless such action Ig 
authorized by the secretary. Physi­
cians have complained that too much 
publicity has been given to certain 
cases sent to the state laboratory for 
analysis and the ruling by tbe state 
board resulted.

However, it Is believed that this 
order will he modified to some extent 
as complications may arise if the 
ruling Is carried out to the letter. 
In many criminal cases tbe state bac­
teriologist is called upon to furnish 
evidence for the prosecuting attorney 
and in many other cases members 
ot the state board of health rendered 
professional services to the defense.

There was a case not long ago 
when State Bacteriologist M. L. Holm 
testified for the prosecution as the 
result of a certain analysis made by 
him in a poisoning case. Dean. Vaughn 
of tbe University of Michigan, who 
is chairman of tbe state hoard of 
health, was a witness for the defense 
in tbe same case.

It is pointed out that it Is unfair 
for members of tbe board of health 
to be in possession of official record  
made for tbe prosteutlon when some 
member of the board may appear for 
the defense. Secretary Burkart said 
that this angle bad not been consid­
ered and it will iirobably be taken up 
at the next meeting.

According to statistics complied by 
Secretary ot Statd Martlndale 2,$67 
deaths were caused by cancer In 
Michigan last year, as compared to 
1,460 deaths from the same cause in 
1$00. Thirteen years ago the popu­
lation was 2,420,682, while last year 
the population was 2,960.25L In the 
past thirteen years tbe death rate 
from cancer has jumped from 60.3 to 
80.2 according to Mattindale's flgure«.i

Some statisticiasB content that In 
reality there has beqn no marked In­
crease in deaths from cancer but that 
deaths fitmi .this source are more ac­
curately reported by physicians. How­
ever the statisticians of the s ta ^  de­
partment believe that cancer is on 
the Increase in Michigan. D etr^t r^  
ported $69 deaths from cancer last 
year, while 137 were reported from 
Grand Rapids and 41 from Saginaw. 
No figures are given on the other 
elUea of the state.

Cancer of the stomach and liver 
caused the most deaths, as these or-, 
gans were affected In 1080 cases. 
Nearly one-third if the deaths report­
ed from cancer o t tbe stomach and 
liver were reported from persons 
tween the ages of €0 and 69 yean. 
With respect to nativity 1,347 deaths 
from cancer were, of native birth.

THE FALL OF CERNAY IS
EXPECTED SHORTLY

The Fall of Steinbach Is of Strategical 
Importance As An Advantage to  

th e  Surrounding Country.

London—Both Paris and Berlin re­
port the capture by the French of the 
town of Steinbach, Alsace, where des- 

.perate fighting baa been in prepress 
|«or several days.

Berlin admitted the loss of -the 
town in its afternoon report, making 
it appear that the enemy had occu­
pied tbe place Monday night, but 
Paris did not report tbe complete cap­
ture of the disputed point until Tues­
day. saying it bad been occupied.

From these reports it would appear 
that tbe Germans knew they were 
beaten, and so reported, before the 
French realized the extent of their 
victory.

A lsace Now Center of InteresL

Although advices tell of vigorous 
fighting at other points on both (be 
eastern and western battle fronts. 
Alsace has become the immediate cen­
ter of interest because it Is tbe only 
point'in German territory, except East 
Prussia, where there has been any 
fighting at all, and tbe only point in 
the entire arena of war in which tbe 
Allies have, during recent days, gained 
any decisive result.

As has been stated In these dis­
patches, Steinbach Itself is of no great 
importance, but tbe positions sur­
rounding it are of tbe utmost advan­
tage to whatever troops hold then}. 
The desperate efforts of the Germans 
to retain the town,-and the fact that 
they are still fighting to regain it. lip- 
dlcates its importance as a strategic 
point.

The Paris communique also states 
that the German works west of Cer- 
nay. which were; captured by the 
French on Sunday and regained by 
tbe Germans a few hours later, w-ere 
again taken by the French after a vio­
lent engagement -■
Steinbach Taken After Hard Fighting.

In the taking of Steinbach the 
French fought desperately for four 
days, and Monday half of the town 
-was in their possession. Every foot 
of ground was so bitterly contested 
that the losses were extraordiqarlly 
severe. In the later fighting separate 
battles raged about each house, and 
for several hours tbe advantage rest­
ed first with one side and then with 
the other,.

It was the .capture ot the church in 
Steinbach that finally gave the victory 
to the French. This crucial position 
'W'as token from the Germans early 
Monday morning, but late Monday 
night it was lost again. Realising that 
it must be captured and held atroug- 
ly,: if the general movement was to 
succeed, a strong force of General 
Pau’s infantrymen executed a brilliant 
charge through the darkness.

At daybreak 'the last German bad 
been driven back and a few' hours 
later the remaining bouses were in 
possession of tbe French.

^  Prim ary Law and Short Ballot 
b ited  for A ttention—Budget B y -  

tern and Other Mattere of 
Special Interest.

Oeptlemen of the Legislature:
In addressing the Michigan Legisla­

ture or 1 9 ^  I naumed that the best 
interests of the State could.be con- 
■erred through co-operation. While 
th« three departments of government, 
thd  executive, the legislative andi the 
iocUclal are distinct, they are not In- 
dej^ndent; in other words they are so 
Intar-related that unity of purpose 
muat be observed. At the same time 
«a<di department has its own impera­
tive duties. Its own responsibilities. 
'Possibly there have been occasions in 
th e  past when members of the State 
l^egislatures have; against their own 
heat'Judgment, yielded to the wishes 
of their constituency, expecting ti)at 
the  Governor would correct through 
hla: veto power, errors they might be 
'.pewuaded te  make. That, precedent, 
tf  it ever was a precedent, Is unwise 

.«nd militates against efSciency In leg-
talative action. 

Ih tI the 1913 session of the Michigan 
liOgisIature, I used the veto pow-er 
aparingly. The Executive Office was 
ftlpaya open to every member of the 
X ^lsla tu re  and to every committee 

. for conference, in order that the best 
interests of. the State could be con­
served. efa the present session of 1915 
1 shall pursue the same plan, believ­
ing that the citizenship of the State 
vrlll hold the Legislature,, together 
wiih..the. Oovemor, responsible for the 
■acred performance their duties. 
These duties are so clearly defined 
tha t no public official can be excused 
for going wide of the mark. The ten- 
dencyj of the age is to expect alto­
gether too much of every teglslat|ve 
body, and under-estimate the perform­
ance of the homely every day duties 
of cltlzeosbip. As a result of this ten­
dency, too many laws are put uppn our 
atatuM-'books. The all-important ideal 
Is q u ^ ty ' not quantity. If by some 
procesa' M sifting this Legislature 
could concentrate Its forces upon a 
lew  Important measures, a legislative 
step would be taken in the right direc­
tion. By careful and consistent co­
operation the Legislative and Exec- 
n tlve 'A partm ents,' the frequency of 
the Governor's veto can be reduced 
Ito the minimum.

If the people are to rule through 
the agency of the ballot at the elec­
tion primary, they must simplify pur 
election primary’ laws. Possibiy Ve 
are’ under the delusion that we have 
bad the Australian Ballot system for 
many years, but 'a s  a matter of fact 
such is not the case. It is claimed 
that the present party column ballot is 
easy .for the ignorant voter to vote the 
straight party ticket, but It is difficult 
•for the Independent voter to split the 
party ticket The double system of 
marking the ballot with a circle on 
the’ top and squares at the sides gives 
rise to endless confusion. Many voters 
mark the squares to the side of tbe 
first name on tbe ticket, believing that 
this .mark votes tbe whole ticket. Elec­
tion inspectors say that one voter In 
Leu falls to mark bis ballot proper­
ly. indicating that 50.000 Michigan 
voters are annually disfranchised in 
whole or in, part, by the present com­
plicated ballot. Our ballots should be 
changed to tbe genuine Australian 
Ballot similar to that provided by the 
Massachusetts law. Tbe advantage in 
this ballot is that there Is but one 

• to mark It. No complicated in­
structions afe necessary. In voting 
each candidate's name comes under 
the eyes of the voter, and he places 
a cross In front of the name of every 
man he wishes to vote for.

System  of ’Enacting Laws.

By 
the essentials of this plan, 

.glslature ireduce the quan­
tity  ̂ and jgrestly improve the quality 
o£_ pur statutory laws.

This proposal will ^ot require addi­
tional legislation In order to become 
operative. It can be accomplished by 
/the adoption of a  rule in tbe Senate 
/■ad House of Representatives! It has,
' however, the advantage of not creat­
ing any new offices nor requiring any 
additional appropriations. You will all 

‘agree that in the making of laws a 
■ystem should be devised which will 
accomplish, tbe following results. Ac­
curacy of statement; simplicity of 
language;' consistency; not contradic­
tory; brevity; exctusive and Inclusive 
■Toiments; orderly arrangements; 
cohstitutionaHty. These ends are hot 
Attained In our present system.

The maker of thfs plan suggests that 
the Legislature amend its rule so as 
to create a joint committee of arrange- 
menL phraseology - and conformity. 
Srery bill as It passes the commit­
tee of the whole In each bouse should 

referred to this committee and ex- 
jBealaed as to its validity, accuracy, con- 
■latency, simplicity, .brevity, orderly 
Arrangement, phraseo^logy, et cetera. 
Ttda committee would have the power 
to propose ameodments or even a sub- 

. atltnte in case they found any of the 
foregoing imperfections. They have 
no power to alter tbe general pur­
pose of the bill. Every bill would 
pass through the bands of this com­
mittee before it Is placed upon its 
final passage.

The primary value of this plan lies 
in the fact ttmt we have here a com­
mittee of experts through whose 
hands every bill must pass before, it 
haeomes a law—a committee whose 
■ole atcentibn Is directed to the dls- 
ooTery and the correction of tbe de- 
feeta Indicated.

I ̂ p e  that yon have examined this 
proposed plan’ with the utmost care. 
8ome of the very ablest lawyers and 
Judges, wRhout reference to their po- 
litieitl aShatlons, have pronounced 
this plan worthy of adoption.

. Tory great importance of giving this 
plan a trial at this session.

mendatioD of two years ago an^ re­
peated vhls year for the adoption of 
the Short Ballot, meets this demand 
admirably.

Several other debatable suggestions 
have been giyen publicity. Because 
a good workable primary law is of tbe 
greatest concern, it might be w'ell to 
make a most searching investigation 
through a competent commission be 
fore making radical changes In our 
present law. '

B allot Reform.

Short Ballot.
Many citizens think that the people 

are eaJled on to elect tcc’ many offi­
cials. An examination of our election 
returns for many years will disclose 
tbe fact that the people exercise much 
Independence In voting for Governor, 
some in selecting a Lieutenant Oov­
emor. but below that' office tbe can­
didates for the state offices receive 
practically thd same vote regardless 
of their individual merits. If. fot ex­
ample, anything goes wrong In' the 
State Treasurer's office, the blame 
Is prompaly laid on tbe Governor, al­
though be has no control over that 
office.

In the interest of better government' 
and a shorter ballot, why would it 
not be a good idea to submit a con­
stitutional amendment providing for 
the election of!i Governor and Lieuten­
ant Governor knd that the remainder 
of the elective' state officials be ap­
pointed by the Governor and to act as 
bis cabinet and advisors in State af­
fairs. Tbe ballot could also be short­
ened by abolishing the offices of Cir­
cuit Court Commissioners and Coro­
ners. and providing that Justices of 
the Peace may perform the duties of 
these officials.

Publicity for Candidates.
It is necessary that each candidate 

should get his name and ideas on 
public questions before tbe public. 
Newspaper advertising is very expen­
sive. In this form of publicity the 
rich man has an advantage over- bis 
poorer brother. Small- fortunes are 
frequently spent to gain a single office 
that doesn't pay one-half of tbe 
amount in return salary. I suggest 
that the Oregon system Q publicity 
be carefully considere<L In that State 
an election pamphlet Is published by 
the State. Each candidate of every 
party paying a nominal sum can have 
a certain amount of space, give bis 
biography and views on public ques­
tions and If some proposition or en­
actment is submitted. It is printed in 
full in (his pamphlet, and an argument 
for aitd against by its most active ad­
vocate or enemy is also printed. This 
pamphlet is mailed at the State’s ex­
pense to every registered voter ninety 
days before election. As a result of 
this publicity pamphlet. Oregon has 
become a greart school for the study 
of political ^estloDS.

T he Budget System
Several states In making appropria­

tions have tried what is called tbe 
Budget System. This system requires 
the various departments and Institu­
tions to file the ir. estimates in ad­
vance of a le^slative session and pro­
vides for examination of these esti­
mates by a competent authority which 
shall have both the time and tbe fac­
ilities to check tbe estimates down to 
rock-bottom necessity; that will then 
carry the estimates and the recommen­
dations 'of the surveyors to the Legis­
lature;.and tbat will require the Leg­
islature te frame one single "budget" 
appropriation bill to cover the entire 
needs of the State. This system has 
from tliB^ to time been advocated in 
Michigan. While reports from the 
stales that have tried the syatem are
not uniformly favorable, it might be 
well fot- this Legislature to give this
proposed .plan consideration. If in 
this seEsion you haven’t  the time to 
perfect an adequate system. I suggest 
tha; the finance committee meet after 
the adjournment of the present, ses­
sion and sit as a special commlaalono 
to recommepd a suitable plan to a sub­
sequent legislature.

Al­
ready the effects of this teaching are 
memlfested.

If it Is the business of tbe State 
to educate the farmer to double bis 
production, it is also tbe business of 
tbe State to see that Increased pro­
duction is properly marketed and that 
It does not become a disaster Instead 
of a blessing. There is no sense in 
raiding two blades o't grass where 
one grew before, if no one else gets 
tbe extra blade. If tbe State is 'to 
continue encouraging an increasing 
production, it should likewise * by 
means of a Market Commission take 
part Id  disposing of tbat increased 
production. Early in 1914, New York 
established a "Department of Foods 
and ^Markets." which is worthy of 
yoUr careful study. Either a separate 
commission might be created or the 
scope of the Dairy and Food Depart­
ment might be enlarged along these 
lines. ' ^

Michigan cities whose population is 

5000 and upwards are not using their 
school equipment more than 50 per 
cent of tbe available time. During 
tbe vacalluna, long and short, during 
Saturdays and six nights of every 
week educational training should bo 
offered to those who are not -of 
school age." Many men and women 
who work during tbe day are eager 
for an opport,unity to acquire toore 
knowledge ahd skill along their occu­
pational lines. Tbe city or communi­
ty that uses its school equipment all, 
of tbe available time invests a..little 
more money only to realize magnifi­
cent dividends.- Possibly this Legis­
lature can see its way clear to en­
courage this extension of our public 
school work.

A W oman's Reformatory.

This law has been in operation a 
little more than two years; it has, 
therefore, bad a practical test. On tbe 
'A'bole, the results have been highly 
satisfactory. I make tbe following sug­
gestions with reference to amend­
ments;

First: There should be a provision 
added to tbe law covering under prop­
er restrictipus portions of work which 
are let or sublet on contract by manu­
facturers and guilders, so as to rea­
sonably insure the protection of the 
compensation law to all of tbe men 
engaged In such work, whether they 
are working directly for the principal 
or doing bis work through some con­
tract or sub-contract.

Second; Our Supreme Court has 
recently decided that the Michigan 
Compensation Law does not cover 
that class of Injuries known as occu­
pational diseases, such for instance 
aa lead poisoning, but is »limited 
strictly to injuries received by accl-

sources of our country are conserved dent. There can be no reasonable 
and passed on to future generations as 'ground for denying tbe same measure 
little impaired as possible. of compensation to the workman or

Conservation means the proper use bis dependents in case of the loss of
of things, and whene^fer the disush 
of a natural resource permits of waste, 
then such disuse is not true conser­
vation. The people of this generation 
are entitled to the use of the natural 
resources of the country, but no man 
should be allowed to destroy the seed 
which is to produce the harvest for 
tbe generations Co follow us.

The Public Domain Commission, 
has charge of matters pertaining to 
conservation in this State, is doing a 
great work along the line of reforesta­
tion of tbe ebt-over lands and the pro­
tection of growing timber from fire, 
and I would advise that some settled 
policy be adopted in regard to its 
work, and that a continuous and ac­
cumulating appropriation be made so 
that the results of the work now be­
ing done may be protected and perpet­
uated.

The taxailoQ system of Micbtgan. 
except as to property specifically 
taxed. Is based upon a general prop­
erty tax. Its operations for tbe most 
p jit arc satisfactory and in many re­
spects most admirable. It Is the only 
system of taxation with which the tax­
payers ofMlchigan are familiar. Rec­
ommendations of radical departures 
from this system, such as separation 
of State and local taxation, transfer 
of the-taxes paid by public service 
corporations from the primary school 
fund of tbe State, sutetltution of a 
progressive income tax for Intangible 
personal property taxes, should only 
be made after tbe most carefnl study 
of the constitutional. legislative and 
administrative changes that would be 
involved. I. therofore. suggest only 
suoh changes in. or additions to exist­
ing laws as will tend to produce 
"equality of burden” under the pres­
ent syatem and promote cash value 
asseesments and better admlnlatratlon

Blue Sky Law,
The last Legislature passed a law 

to regulate the sale of securities in 
this State and created tbe Michigan 
Securities Commission. Soon after 
the law took effect Its validity was 
assailed in both the Federal and Slate 
courts. The Federal court held it In­
valid by reason of certain of its pro­
visions, and the State court upheld 
it in all particulars, although an ap­
peal was taken from tbe latter de­
cision. Pending a final decision, the 
Commission has enforced the law ex­
cept as restrained by the Federal 
court. It has passed upon securities 
aggregating $45,000.0(70 and has col­
lected In fees nearly $14,000. It has 
prevented tbe sale of mlillons of dol­
lars of worthless securities and has 
carried out the purpose of tbe act. At 
the meeting of tbe Attorneys General 
held in Washington ip October a com­
mittee consisting of the Attorneys 
General of Michigan, Iowa and Arkan­
sas was appointed prepare and sub­
mit to the legislatures î of tbe various 
states of the natlcxx a new bin, which 
will, so far as possible, meet tbe ob­
jections to the validity of tbe present 
ac t This bill will be submitted to 
yon, and I earnestly recommend its 
enactment into law.

In this connection I call your atten­
tion to the corporatitm laws of the 
State and suggest their amendment 
as one of the means of preventbig 
fraud In the sale of stocks. UAder 
the present corporation laws only 10 
per cent of the aatborixed capital of 
tbe vBOrporation is required to be paid 
In. Parties turning ita property to a 
corporation fix their own values in

According to the report of the'Sec­
retary of the State Board of Health, 
the total expenditures of this depart­
ment have not exceeded $37,000 in the 
last year. Comparing Michigan with 
other states, the quality and quantity 
of health service rendered, .-this
amount is astonishingly low. -1 __
convinced tbat increased appropMa- 
tions for this department would twlng 
richer returns, measured in money,; 
than could be procured through .any' 
other department of the State. I 
wieh that Careful consideration be 
given to tbe importance of legislation 
whereby the State will be divided in­
to dlalricts and an efficient health offi­
cer preside over each district. These 
health officers should be paid out of 
the general fund of tbe State. ■

At tba State Sanatorium, Howejl, 
provisions should be made for a chil­
dren's pavilion. It ought not to be 
necessary for the Governor or any 
official or citizen to plead for tbe wel­
fare of children. I feel confident tbat 
ample provisions will be made for tbe 
tuberculor children who should be ta­
ken care of at Howell.

The State' should also establish, in 
tbe Upper Peninsula, a branch labor­
atory j^ d e r  the immediate direction 
of the^Sbyte' Board of ‘Health. I fur­
ther s u g g ^  that the State Board of 
Health receive sufficlentjidditloQal ap­
propriation to enable tbia board to 
provide a dental surgeon, whose duty 
it would be to visit each and every 
school in this State during the school 
term, and by lectures, lantern slides 
and other methods, teach the children 
the imfortance of dental bgylene.

Habit Forming Drugs.

A careful study of social conditions 
In Michigan as revealed through the 
industrial schools, tbe prisons, > the 
asylums Eind the homes of. epieptics 
and feeble minded is not altogether en­
couraging- Most of these institutions 
are growing larger.

In Michigan we have ho suitable r^  
formatory fo^-women. Ordinarily the 
treatment of women and children fur­
nishes a fair measure of the quality 

. state's civilization. I believe tbat 
this Legislature should lose 09 time 
in providing for a modem reforhiatory 
for women. This reformatory should 
not be made an annex to any of our 
present institutions. It sbofiid be con­
structed on the cottage plan whereby 
tbe principle of segregation can be 0^  
served. Furthermore, organized insus- 
try in reformatories under best san­
itary conditions indoors and out-of- 
doors should constitute the open road 
to reformation.

Such a reformatory, favorably lo­
cated, would relieve our jails, the De­
troit House of Correction and the In­
dustrial Home for Girls. 'When you 
have relieved tbe Industrial Home for 
Girls of those seriously defective men­
tally, and those who belong In a . wom­
an's reformatory, you have remain­
ing the girls tbe school was really In­
tended to serve, the girls who can be 
trained for lives of noble service; Un­
der these provisions no additional cot­
tage or cottages would be needed im­
mediately at tbe Industrial Home. 
Best of ell with these provisions the 
girls at this Home could be treated 
as the boys at the Industrial School 
for Boys are treated. Tbe peniten­
tiary features could be eliminated 
and through wholesome freedom, 
woblesome living and wholesome 
training the worth ‘ of womanhood 
could be recognized.

life or limb suffered through an occifr 
patlonal disease, as is given in case 
where such, loss is sustained by acci­
dent Both arise out of the employ- 
■ment and result from tbe hazards of 
the industry, and both are justly en­
titled to the same measure of com­
pensation.

Third: The provision of tbe com­
pensation law requiring the employer 
to furnish the injured employe with 
medical and hospital service and medi­
cine for a period of three weeks fol­
lowing the injury is wholly inade­
quate. The first and greatest need 
of tbe workman, in case of injury is 
medical attention and care, and the 
amount of medical attention and care 
furnished should in all cases Ve pro­
portionate to the Injury, the same as 
tbe money compensation provided for.

Fourth; The provision of Sdctlon 
11 part 2 of the compensation law 
fixing the rate of compensation in sea­
sonable occupations, should be amend­
ed so that the earnings of the Injured 
workman in other like employments 
may be taken Into consideration In 
computing the rate of compensation. 
The real tesb.iebould be the earning 
capacity of the man In the general 
class of work in which he was em­
ployed at the time of the injury.

Beyond a reasonable doubt other 
amendments will occur to members of 
the Legislature. My attention has 

called to several other minor 
points, but I have, not deemed them 
of s'ufflcient importance to make spe­
cial mention of them In this message.

Since tbe last Legislature met It 
has developed tbat we practically 
have DO law regulating tbe sale of 
morphine and its derivatives. Our 
special law for cocaine with a few ad­
ditions could be made very effective. 
The Legislature should pass a law, 
based on our present Cocaine law em­
bracing Cocaine, Morphine, Heroin 
and all other habit forming drugs 
which should as near as possible be 
uniform with the Federal laws. Such 

law should prevent tbe sale and

Banking Regulation.
Experience proves tbat the welfare 

of tbe people In their relation to 
banking Institutions cannot be too 
carefully guarded! State banks and 
national banks are subject to state 
and national supervision there is a 
feeling that further steps should be 
taken to secure depositors. 'While I 
would not recommend extreme! legis­
lation for the further protection of 
the depositor. I do believe that this 
subject should receive' careful qonsld- 
eratloo at tbe bands of the Legisla­
ture. I can see no reason why private 
banks should not have the* state su­
pervision and be required on cgU to 
file statements. Under no clrcumi- 
steBces vj^ld I legislate so as to iin- 
pern the progress and develo^pment 
of small banks. There are communi­
ties where tbe needs of the people 
make the small banks a  necesBlty. 
The interests of the people In these

use of all these drugs at retail except 
on the' prescription of reputable
physician.

Housing Reform.
‘The bousing problem is the prob­

lem of enabling the great mass of tbe 
people who want to live In decent sur­
roundings and bring up their children 
under proper conditions to have such 
opportunities. It Is also to a very 
large extent tbe problem of prevent­
ing other people who either do not 
care for decent conditions or are un­
able to achieve them from ma'lntaln- 
in^ conditions which are a menace to 
their neighbors, to the community and 
clvlllcatiou."

The larger cities of Michigan are 
especially interesCed In the solution 
of this problem. Already tbe states 
of California, ConnecticuL Indiana, 
Kentucky, Massachusetts, New Jersey, 
New York, Pennsylvania and Wiscon­
sin have bousing laws. I suggest that 
this Legislature enact a bousing law 
of state wide application. "A Model 
Housing Law,” by Lawrence VplUer, 
Secretary National Hpuslng Assocla- 
tlcm. tiimishes a scientific basis fior 
this much needed law.

Sanitary Schoel Buildings.
For more than a~quarier of a cen­

tury I h.ave made a careful study of 
the school houses In Michigan, • Tbe 
majority of them are unsanitary and 
unfit for "live stock” to occupy. They' 
rarely furnish adequate light, never 
furnish a proper supply of pure air, 
and are not comfortably heated, and 
on the whole are destructive to tbe 
health of-school children.

It should be remembered that the- 
ordinary school room, unlike the ordi­
nary dwelling room. Is frequently oc­
cupied by a veiT large number of 
children. Probably no one reform 
would exert a greater iuftuence In re­
ducing the death rate of children than 
would the construction of sanll 
school houses. Ordinary school op9- 
oers' know very little about mod< 
sanitation. Et Is lai^oly ■ question !of 
bow laive a  "pen" Is r^olred  to pro­
tect the boys and girls from the In­
clement weather.

To illustrate: Tbe Michigan Rail­
road Commission bas records that 
have cost hundreds of thousands of 
dollars. These records involve valu­
ations. copies of which do not exist; 
in fact if they were destroyed they 
could not be duplicated for a quarter 
of a ihlllloD dollars, and many of 
them could not^^be duplicated at all. 
Beyond a reasonable doubt, other de­
partments have equally Important rec­
ords.

Tbe destruction of the records in 
the department of the Railroad .Com- 
nriseion would be a greater loss than 
tbe construction of a modern office 
building with ample room for sate 
storage for all. I most earnestly 
urge that this Legislature arrange for 
the construction of a  modern office 
building with ample room 'for safe 
storage of all records; or if this un- 
dertoklng is considered too expeDslve, 
by all means, make provision for tak­
ing care of all important records now' 
Jn possession of the various State de­
partments.

I do not hesitate to recommend the 
construction of a modern office bulld- 
inb whereby all of our. departments 
outside of the Capitol can be .boused 
under one roof, and their'records pre­
served against their possible destruc­
tion by fire. ' *' y •'
