Courteous and Hospitable and WIU De

Belgium.—A Belgian officer return-
ing with his men from a week In the
trenches along the Yser was asked oy
one of his colleagues, whom be met
on the road from Nleuport to Fumes
bow things were going in front. “Ob,"
he replied, “all right, but it len't ex-
actly a picnic, you know." That la ex-
actly the answer | felt like giving
today when | returned from a few
days' gypsying In West Flanders. It
Is difficult to know where to start In
relating my Impressions. It seems as
if for four dayq | have sat In a huge
moving picture theater and watched
one film after another being reeled off.
at the same time listening to an ex-
tremely eloquent lecturer.

How and why | was able to wander
from village to trench, and ?rom
trench to village, or whatever Is left
of them. Is a story which, perhaps,
with many others, will be told later-
after the war. They are a courteous,
opien-bearted, hospitable lot, these Bel-
glans, and anybody who seems to .be
English, either in appearance or ac-
cent, can have anything they own
“Ah, England,” | hear fibm all sides,
“why they have certainly stood by us
Les Anglais sons, chic” (“chic" In this
Sense of the word refers fo character,
not to appearance).

The most Interesting place In the
line along the Tser these days has
been the village of Styuvekenskerke.
It lies on the left bank of the Yser.
The main road from Dixmude to Per-
vyse runs about half s mile to the
west of it. and the railroad about an-
other half mile.farther. Both lines
are held by the Belgians. On Tuesday
morning some of our advanced patrols
ventured close to the village, and not
seeing any life there, went in. The
Germans had retired to the other side
of the river. Promptly the village was
“retaken” by the Belgians. But of
what use is a practically razed village
anyhow? It would have taken a grdat
number of extra meu—to guard it at
night against surpriM attacks, so the
officer In charge retitediat sunset into
bis own lines along I”e railroad.

Enjoy Temporary Armistice

On Wednesday morning the Ger-
mans were occupying .th” village agalu
for the day, but this afternoon the
Belgians might have had their tea
there but for the sudden Interruption
of business of the only pailsserle.

LDCATE BULLET BY PHONE

Londoh Surgeons Have New Method
of Discovering Presence of
Foreign Body,

London. — One of the romantic
touches in modem surgery which the
exigencies ot the present war have
introduced is a method of detecting
bullets and fragments of shell in the
human body by means of a telephone.
This method is employed In special
cases in one of the large London hos-
pitals.

To a telephone receiver two short
lengths of wire axe attached. Qne of
these ends In a small piece of plati-
num; this Is placed upon any part of
the patient’s skin which has been
moistened with salt-"‘vater. The other
end of the wire terminates In a thread
of antiseptic silver, and this is bound
around the surgeon's probe or lancet
or other instrument. The surgeon then
places the receiver to bis ear and
makes the incision.

The Instant the instrument touches
the bullet a very distinct rattle is
heard, quite different from the faint
murmur audible as the instrument
merely cuts through the flesh, and in
this way wlien X-rays fall, as they
sometimes do, the foreign substance
is located.

FOR THE SUCCULENT CARROT

Six Ways of Serving-Vegetable That
Should *Be of More General -r
Consumptlon.

Creamed Carrots. — Scrape and
wash the carrots, cut in thiu slices
crosswise: boil in salted water until
tender, drain iff the-water. cover with
sweet milk, add salt to taste and a
small piece of butter. Thicken with
a spgonfuP of flour to the consistency
of good cream.

Carrot Croquettes.—Boil four targe
carrots until tender; drain and rub
tbroogb sieve, add one cupful of thick
white sauce, mix well and leason to
taste. When cold, shape Into cro-
quettes, and fry same as other cro-
quettes.

Carrot Soup.—One quart of thinly
sliced carrots, one head of' celery,
three or four quarts of water, boil
for two and onehalf houra; add one-
half capful of rice and boll for an hour
longer: season with salt and pepper
and a small c’pful of cream.

Carrot Pie.—Scrape and boll the
carrots until very tender, then mash
thoroughly, and to one cupful of car-
rot add one pint of milk, one-half tea-
spoonful each of salt, cinnamon and
ginger, one well-beaten egg, sugar to
sweeten to'laste. Bake slowly In one
crust like squash pie.

Carrot Preserve.—Boil the carrots
until tender; peel and slice them and
to each pound add one pound of gran-
ilated sugar and one-half cupful of
water; flavor with lemon. Simmer
slowly until rich and thick, thou seal.

carrot Marmalade.—Boil the carrots
until perfectly tender, then mash to a
fine smooth pulp, and to each -pound
allow one pound of sugar, six almonds,
the grated rind  one lemon and .the
juice of two and a few drops of al-
mond flavoring. Bring to a boil grad-
ually, and let boil, stirring constantly
for five minutes; then pour into
lars and seal.

DAINTY BASKET OF MACARONI

For the Luncheon Table or the After-
noon Tea This Is a Delicious
Confection.

Take two cupfuls sugar, one cupful
boiling water and one-eighth teaspoon-
ful cream of tartar. Put ingredients
In a smooth saucepan, stir, place on
range and heat to boiling point. Boil
without stirring until sirup begins to
dissolve. Remove from fire and place
in.larger pan of cold water to instant-
ly stop boiling. Remove from cold
water and place in a saucepan of hot
water. Now dip macaroni In sirup at
regular intervals close to edge and
put two together. When firm .add a
third macaroni and so on until a circle
is formed large enough for base of
basket.

Over these fit another layer of maca-
roni and over the second layer a
third one. Make a handle of stretched
candy twisted, k*d adjust same. Ar-
range basket on small plate, fill with
Ice cream, garnish with whipped
cream, flavored and sweetened, and
surround with holly.—Exchange.

Wash Chamois and Oceskin Gloves.

The secret of success in washing
chamois and doeskin' gloves lies in
using lukewarm or cool water—better
cool than even a few degrees too
warm.

That, at least, is one of the secrets;
the other is to use soapy water. The
soapier the water, providing It is of
lhe right temperature, the silkier an”
softer the gloves will be. They should
first be freed from all dirt in a soap
bath, and then put through another
soapy bath In order that they may be
rinsed from the dirt set free. They
should then be pressed and squeezed
to a thick towel until they are free
from soap and water as nearly as pos-
sible. Then they are ready to be
hung to dry In a cool, dry place. Nev-
er hang them near a fire, and never
bang them in the sunshine if you
would have them soft and pliable af-
ter laundering.

Individual Cocosnut Plea.

Beat together the yolks of two eggs,
one cupful sugar, three tablespoohfuls
flour and pinch of salt Add one pint
boiling milk and stir briskly until It
thickens smoothly.  Remove from
stove, flavor with vanilla and add
three-quarters cupful shredded cocoa-
nut Pour into individnal shells that
have been previously baked. Make a
meringue of whites of two eggs and
a tablespoonful of sugar and drop on
pies. Brown in quite hot oven. These
are truly delicious.

Heavsniy Hash.-

Beat yolks of four eggs until very
thick; beat Into them gradually one
cupful powdered sugar and one-halt
teaspoonful of salt Beat until sugar
18 dissolved. Add juice of two lemons
and beat again. Peel and slice thin
six bananas and four oranges, put in
a deep dish a layer of bananas, then a
layer of dressing, then of oranges, and
BOon. having the bananas on top, and
pour the remainder of dressing over
it Serve very cold.

Beef Scrap's With Tomato.

HIGH PRAISE FOR BELGIANS

Courteoue and Hospitable and Will Do
Anything for the Engileh->-Com.
fort in the Trencher—Cermane
Reply in Kind to Belgian
Fire.

Belgium.—X Belgian officer return-
ing with his men from a week in the
trenches along the Yser was asked oy
one of bis colleagues, whom be met
on the road from Nieupon to-Fumes
bow things were going Inrfront. "Ob,"
be replied, “all right, but It Isn’t ex-
actly a picnic, you know." « That is ex-
actly the answer | felt like giving
today when | returned- from a few
days' gypsying in West Flanders. It
is difficult to know where to start in
relating my Impressions. It seems as
if for four days | have sat in a huge
moving picture theater and watched
one film after another being reeled oft,
at the same time listening to an ex-
tremely eloquent lecturer.

How and why | was able to wander
from village to trench, and from
trench to village, or whatever la left
of them. Is a story which, perhaps,
with many others, will be told later—
after the war. They are a courteous,
open-bearted. hospitable lot, these Bel-
gians, and anybody who seems to be
English, either in appearance or ac-
cent, can have anything they own
“Ah, England,” | bear frbm all sides,
“why they have certainly stood by us
Les Anglais sons, chic" (“chic" in this
Sense of the word refers to character,
not to appearance).

The most interesting place in the
line along the Tser these days has
been the village of Styuvekenskerke.
It lies on the left bank of the ,Tser.
The main road from DIxmude to Per-
vyse runs about half a mile to the
west of it, and the railroad aboi” an-
other half' mile, farther. Both lines
are held'by the Belgians. On Tuesday
morning some of our advanced patbols
ventured close to the village, and not
seeing any'Hfe there, went in. The
Germans had retired to the other side
of the river. Promptly the village wan
‘retaken” by the Belgians. But of
what use is a practically razed village
anyhow? It.w'ould have taken a grdat
number of extra men to guard It at
night against surprise attacks, so the
officer in charge retired at sunset Into
bis own Unes along the railroad.

Enjoy'Temporary Armistice.

On Wednesday morning the Ger-
mans were occupying the village again
for the day. but this afternoon the
Belgians might have had their tea
there but for the sudden interruption
of businesti of the only patisserie. The
English sign, “Tea served at all hours,"
was still intact. We took It down, and
and now it is heading the entrance
to one of the sleeping trenches a mile
back. At certain points around this
village the advance lines are not fur-
ther than 1,200 feet from eactft other,
and | have seen soldiers on both sides
walk about unconcerned without a
shot being fired on either side. But
In the distance, one hears from time
to time the roar of the guns.

My wanderings\*_"ded me near a
lonely Belgian fle”®,gun, one the
“TS%s," In the neighborhood of Per-
vyse. | knew the officer In eharge.
and was promptly invited to stay, and
take i>ot luck, an Invitation which,
needless to say. | accepted. Somehow
one seems to be always hungry, yet
one eats more and oftener than at
any other time. His underground
dwelling had been made quite habit-
able. He Insisted that | should take
the “jasteufl" in the shape of the only
soapbon' present, while he balanced
himself on a one-legged piano stooL

Our meal was simple enough, bat
plentlfuL thr biscuits, sardines, ap-
ples and cold coffee. Fires of any
sort, either Inside or oetslde, are strict-
ly forbidden in the Unas. A smoking
chimney Is asking tor shrapnel. Quite
an amusing incident took place here
The lieutenant told me duli&g lunch-
eon thait every time he fired a shot,
the Germans answered him in kind; If
be sent a shrapnel, they promptly
sent a shtapnel hack; when he fired
a shell, a shell' whistled hack. After
Itnicheon he Illustrated his story.- and
Indeed the Germans seemed to be fa
a Joking mood. He fired a shrapnel
and a shell In turn; a few minutes
%ater a shrapnel and a .shell whistled

ack over our heads.

LOCATE BULLET BY PHONE

London Surgeons Have New Method
of Discovering Presence ef
Foreign Body.

London. — One of the romantic
touches in modem surgery which the
exigencies of the present war have
introduced Is a method of detecting
bullets and fragments of shell in the
human body by means of a telephone.
This method is eniployed in special
cases In one of the large London hos-
pitals

To a telephone receiver two short
lengths of wire are attached. pQe Of
these ends in a small piece of plati-
num; this is placed upon any part of
the patient's skin which has been
moistened with salt water. The other
end of the wire terminates in a thread
of antiseptic silver, and this Is bound
around the surgeon’ probe or lancet
or other instrument. The surgeon then
places the receiver to his ear s,ni
makes the incision.

The instant the instrument touches
the bullet a very distinct rattle is
beard, quite different from the faint
murmur audible as the instrument
merely cuts through tbe flesh, and in
this way when X-rays fail, as they
sometimes do. the foreign substance
is- located.

FOR THE SUCCULENT CARROT

Six Waye'of Serving-Vegetable That
Shetiig Be of More General
Consumption.

Creamed Carrots.v— Scrape « and
wash tbe,carrots, cit in thin slices
crosswise; boii In salted -water until
tender, drain bff the water, cover with
sweet milk, add salt to taste and a
small piece of butter. Tbicken with
a spqoQful of flour to the consiatency”-
of good cream.

Carrot Croquettesv—Boll four large
carrots until tender; drain and rub
through sieve, add one cupful of thick
white sauce, mix well and 'teason to
tdste. when cold, sha'pe into cro-
quettes, and fry same ka other cro-
quettes,

Carrot Soup.—One quart of thinly
sliced carrots, one head;of celery,
three or four quarts of water, boll
for two and one-half hodrs; add one-
half cupful of ride and boil for an hour
longer; season with salt and pepper
and a small c"dful of eream.

Carrot Pie.—Scrape and boil the
carrots until very tender, then mesh
thoroughly, and to one cupful of car-
rot add one pint of milk, one-half tea-
spoonful each of salt, cinnamon and
ginger, one well-beaten egg, sugar to
sweeten to taste. Bake slowly in one
crust like squagh pie.

Carrot Preserve.—Boil the carrots
until tendeij; peel and slice them and
to each pound add one pound of gran-
ilated sugar timd one-half cupful of
water; flavorj with lemon. Simmer
slowly until n<4i and thick, then seal.

Carrot Marmalade-—Boil the carrots
until perfectly tender, then mash to a
Joe smooth pulp, and to each pound

t ode p(
the grated rind of one lemon and the
Juice of two and a few drops of al-
mond flajvoring. Bring to a boil grad-
ually. and let boil, stirring constantly
for minutes; then pour Into
Jars ai$ seal.

DAINTY BASKET OF MACARONI

For the Luncheon Table or the After-
noon.'Tea This Is a Delicious
Confection.

Take two cupfuls sugar, one cupful
boiling water and one-eighth teaspoon-
ful cream of tartar. Put ingredients
In a smooth saucepain, stir, place on
range and beat to boiling point. Boil
without stirring unlfi sirup begins to
dissolve. Remove from fire and place
in larger pan of cold' water to instant-
ly stop boiling. Remove from cold
water and place in a saucepan of hot
water. Now dip macaroni in sirup at
re%ular intervals close to edge and

two together. When firm add
third macaroni and so on until a circle
Is formed large enough for base of
basket.

Over these fit another layer of maca-
roni and over the .second layer a
third ,one.! Make a ha”*le of stretched
candy twisted, and adjust same. Ar-
range basket on small plate, fill with
ice cream, garnish with whipped
cream(’ flavored and sweetened, and
surround with holly.—Exchange.

Wash Chamois snd Doeskin Gloves.

The secret of success in washing
chamois and doeskin gloves lies in
using lukewarm or cool water—better
cool than even a few degrees too
warm.

That, at least, is one of the secrets;
the other is to use soapy water. The
soapier the water, providing it is of
the rlghti temperature, the silkier and
softer the gloves will be. They should
first be freed from all dirt in a soap
bath, and then pdt through another
soapy bath, in order that they may he
rtne” from the dirt set free. They
should then be pressed and squeexed
in a thick towel until they are free
from soap and water as nearly as pos-
sible. Then they are ready to be
bung to dry in a cool, dry place. Nev-
er hang them near a fire, and never
hang them In the sunshine if you
would have them soft and pliable af-
ter laundering.

SENATE VOTES TO ASK COVER-

LEGISLATION.

WEEK VACATION FOR SENATE

Lower Home Only One in Semien

Owing to Senate Committeea"
Trip! to Institution* this
Week.

(By Gurd M. Haydj]

LaDBIng.—V/hen the senate conven-
ed Thursday afternoon  Senator
Samuel Odell of "Shebly presented a
resolution ceUlin® upon Gov. Ferris to
outline to the senate his views as to
liquor legislation needed in Michigan
at the present time. Many of the mem-
hers of the upper house have received
letters and petitions from their con-
stituents ashing for re(orm liquor
legislation and members of the senate
are of the opinion that before pro-
ceeding the chief executive should be
asked to enlighten the legislative body
somewbaL In this Inaugural messsige
the governor made no mention! of the
liquor question, while Lieut. Gov. Dick-
inson in his message mentioned it in
rather postive terms.

The resolution presented by Senator
Odell follows: “Since the communica-
tion of IJeut. Gov. Dickinson, given
to the senate last week, relative to the
liquor traffic, comment by journals
and citizens, as well as definite re-
quests from various sections, indicates
plainly that the legislature cannot es-
cape action on this subject.

“Desiring the utmost harmony be-
tween the legislative and executive
departments and believing Gov. Perris
can give valuable advice relative to
legislation on this subject, be ft there-
fore resolved, that the senate requests
Governor Ferris to convey to this body
at his earliest convenience his views
relative to the ~ needed and proper
legislation demanded'by the people of
the state on the "subject of the liquor
traffic”.

The Michigan anti-saloon league offi-
cials have declared that they would
not ask for the submission of state
wide prohibition at this session of the
legislature, but they demand a repeal
of the law creating the Michigan Bond-
ing company and the passage of a bill
making it unlawful to sell liquor with-
in five miles of any state institution.
Apparently these questions are the
ones In which the senators are Interes-
ter and It is expected that Governor
Ferris will touch on these Issues if
he complies with the senate's request.

Although there was a quorem of the
senate present Friday morning the
upper house wm in session just four
minutes and 'an adjournment “as
taken until .Monday afternoon at 6
o'clock. No bills were introduced and
no buBlInesB was transacted. As there
will not be a quorem of the senate
present again until January 25, atten-
tion will be focused on the house for
the next few days.

When the house convened Rep.
Hinkley of Emmet county introduced
a bill making an apprepiation of |220,-
001 for a state normal school at
Petoskey. Rep. Hlnkley says that the
Bite wlU be furnished for |1 by "e
people of Emmet county If the sthte
will make an apprepiation for (he
establishment of the schooL

While it Is not ‘dkely that the pres-
ent legislature will see fit to establish
another normal echoed Emmet county
will be in line when some sdcceediag
leglsisture acts on the matter.

The special committee appointed to
dissect the governor's Inaugural mess-
age and pick out the special features
and refer them to oommittecs best
suited to act o” the recommendations
of the chief executive, reported Friday
morning.

Rep. Newell Smith of Gratiot coun-
ty, chairman of the committee on pub-
lic health says that action will be
taken on the recommendation of the
governor that legislation be enacted
to regulate the sale of habit forming
drugs® At the present time It is al-
most Impossible to convict a person
for the sale of heroin and Rep. Neweil
Smith says that n bill to correct the
defect In the present law will be in-
troduced shortly.

Conservative EatTmate Puts the Num-
ber of Kllleidiat 30,00(L~InJured
Fill All Alvailable Hospitals—
Relief Work Proceeding
Steadily at All Points.

Rome. Jan. 20.—Detailed reports re-
ceived in Rome regarding Italy's earth-
quake disaster increase rather than
diminish fl*e appalling list of dead and
the enormous property loss. It Is an-
nounced Uhat the number of dead and'
Injured jn ‘the Abruzzl alone is 30,000,
without “including the Sora district.
The property loss is estimated at $60,-
000.000.

Eleven more earthquake shocks were
registered Sunday and today. They
occasioned a panic "among the sur-
vivors who are living in huts.

"The disaster seems to be Increasing
with every report | receive.” said Sig.
Ciufelli," minister of public works.
"Probably half the population of $0,-
000 in the Avezzano district are either
dead or injured. 1 do not like to put
the number of dead higher 20,000
for this- region. This, of course, does
not include Sora.”

Cracked Buildinga Razed.

Although the new shocks were light,
buildings which had been cracked and
were tottering from the effects of the
first disturbance were razed. In Avez-
zano and Sora. the towns which suf-
fered iqoBt from the disaster, the peo-
ple lefr the temporary shelters in
which thejf were living and took refuge
in open ,places.

Rain and extremely cold weather in
some parts of the district are hamper-
ing badly the work of rescue. This is
particularly true of Sora. In many of
the towns which \ere thrown down by
the earthquake 'ir*s feared there are
still living persons beneath the debris
and that unless they are extricated
soon they will perish.

The Italian government has' api>ro-
priated $1,000,000 for the relief work,
and King Victor Emmanuel has do-
nated $60,000 for the aid of children
abandoned by their parents or made
orphans by the disaster. Relief sup-
plies are pouring into the stricken dis-
trict, and It Is believed that shortly
there will be sufficient foot* supplies
everywhere to alleviate temporarU:*
the distress of the peopla Trainloads
of timber also™are being dispatched to
the destroyed towns for the erection of
huts.

‘Many Taken From Ruins Alive.

Upward of one hundred persons were
taken alive from the ruins of Avez-
zano. Most of them had been given up
by their friends and *latlves for dead.
More than half of these rescued were
children tinder twdve ySkre of age.

One thing ~st Is spurring: on the
reecue gangs U the fact that|during
the Mesflna disaster three persons
were foiAd alive in the ruths” of a
building 16 days after the earthquake.
To the casual obsenrer here the tuipe
that many persons can be rescued
from under the masses of stone seems
a faint one. but the workmen are
keeping the experiences at Messina
In mind and delving assiduously into
the wreckage.

Some of the rescues are regarded
as almost minicnlouB. One entire fam-
ily composed of father and mothisr,
three daughters and a son were ex-
tricated alive, from the ruins of their
home.

Conditions Improving.

The uninjured 'in the earthquake
zone ;are regaining tbelr composure
and lenAng their aid to the volunteer
workers In an endeavor to ameliorate
the,tei*ble -conditions In the ruined
towns.

Work In the ruins Is being carried
forward 'as speedily as possible. To-
day, many persons were reocoed alive
in numerouB towns from beneath the
debris of fallen buildinga.-where they
had lain without food or water for six
days. Hope Is expressed that many
others who are held prisoners may be
reached in time to- skve them. Nine-
teen were taken alive -from the ruins
ait Avezzano today, six of them an-

It still is im~slble to state with
accuracy tiie number of lives lost in
the- earthquake or do more than eetl-
mate the monetary damage.

MOTHER’S MILK.

It Is universally conceded that the
most carefully bottle-fed Infant has a
smaller chance of.esoapling trouble and
achieving health and life than a breast-
fed baby of the most ignorant and
slovenly mother.

Of course, when the child's artificial
food is prepared and given by en Intel-
ligent person under competent advice,
the baby may get through with a mini-
mum of discomfort and danger from
digestive disorders arising from bac-
terial contamination of its food from
unclean cans, bottles, spoons, nipples,
tubes and other utensils, devices and
attachments intervening between the
cow or the factory and its mouth; but
granting that all sources of bacterial
contamination are oyercome, there
still will remain the absence of an au-
tomatically adjusting physiological
food supply, which no other than the
human animal can furnish.

In composition milk is highly com-
plex and variable. The important con-
sUtuents are the fate, held In emul-
sion as minute oil droplets; casein, a
nucleo-albumen w-bich clots under the
Influence of reonin; milk albumen or
lactalbumen; a proteid resembling
serum albumen; lactoglobulln; lactose
or milk sugar; lecithin, cholesterin,
phospbocarnic acid, urea, citric acid,
enzymes and mineral salts. The min-
eral contents of milk comprise’ appre-
ciable quantities of sodium, calcium,
magneslu” iron, phosphorus and cho-
rine, besicfes'-peebably minute quanti-
ties of otwbr elements not yet deter-
mined.

By reason of the fact that casein
and milk *sugar do not exist in the
blood it is held that they are formed
by the secretory metabolism of the
gland cell under the action of a hor-
mone (stimulating property). And the
composition of the milk fat and the
histological appearance of the gland
cells during secretion leads to the
view that the fat Is also constructed
within the gland itself. Bunge has
called attention to the fact that the In-
organic salts of milk differ quantita-
tively from those in the blood plasma
and resemble closely the proportions
found in the body of the young animal,
thus indicating an adaptive secretion.
The casein of human milk Is smaller
in amount, curdles In looser Socks
than cow's milk and sgems to dissolve
more easily and completely in gastric
Juice. Human milk also contains rela-
tively more lecithin and less ash. while
cow’s milk, on the other band, con-
tains less sugar and fat. Human milk,
in short, is a complex compound no
factory can even approximate to any
appreciable degree.

Experience by poultiy raisers proves
artificial brooding to be lamentably In-
efficient; the best kerosene lamp, as-
sisted by the most earnest human ef-
fort. making but a pitiable showing
compared with the average results
achieved by a sturdy old hen—and bot-
tle fed babies are about at par with
brooder chicks.

The absence of normal building ma-
terial while the foundations of life are
being laid insures a handicap the or-
ganism must carry all through life;
hence every mother should recognize
the ethical and racial obligations she
is under to keep up a supply of milk
through the period of normal lactation:

This brings up the question of how
a poor or deficient supply of mother's
milk may be increased or bettered and
bow it may be maintained through the
period of lactation. Generally* the
physician ie not consulted about the
matter until a short time before the
baby is expected, and then the best he
can do is to recominend a nourishing
diet It Is highly, suggestive In this
connection to note that practically
every such recommendation Includes
some form Of malt extract and that
practically without exceptlofl all pro-
prietary compounds claiming to be
good for nursing mothers are fonnded
on malt Experience proves that noth-
ing appears more quickly to promote
the secretion of milk than good malt
extracts and many brands possessing
varloas degrees of merit and grades
of nutritive value are to be found in
the market

But at beet such emergency meas-
ures and the attempt to force things In
this manner are not likely.to give
eftbar satlalactory or lasting results
because it is not entirely a gneetioo
of food;vthere la a peyeholo~cal. a
i>arely mental side to it as welL

The experience of dairymen proves
that it "makes little difference what
food is given a cow; the quality of the
mDk,-SD far as the fat content Is con-
cerned, |will remain the same. Quality
Is inherent and essentially a matter of
type and of breeding, but quantity can
be developed. A oow wIH be bom to
give milk containing, for example, four
per cent butter and ahe c<m-
tinue to give four per cent milk under
-all conditions, be the quantity mneh j»
tittle. An abundance ot food and
ter conitled with kind treatment may
Increase the quantity ot milk glren,
but it will not Influence the quality;
that win remain. steadCastly at tour
per cent fiat

tual than the cow, mental irritation
and-anxiety may exert proportionately
even a greater influence on the hu-i
man milk aecretlon. Buthowever that
may be, obviously the tull action of
these two factors will not be attained
by telephone conversations or by
means of a written order on a drug
store; on the*contrary results can be
ejtpected only from a careful, compre
benslve preparation and training os
the part of the mother.

The absence of this training Is tlu
individual borne constitutes one of th«
fundamental weaknesses in our civUl'
cation and Is, to no small degree, re
sponsible for our weaklings and the
serious problems of intemperance and
social unrest now confronting ua

MALT AND MILK.

It is perfectly obvious that the ul-
timate source of milk In all mammals
must rest on the food intake. Conse-
quently, wherever a mother suffering
from a deficient milk supply seeks,
from those qualified to advise, Infor-
mation as to how she may correct the
unfortunate condition, she is Invarla-
ably recommended to use a more nu-
tritious diet In other words, she Is
informed indirectly that the food she
has habitually used is deficient in
some important particular.

Almost without exception, the die(
recommended to a mother includes
somo form of malt.

The word malt is believed to be de-
rived from a Sanscrit word meaning
soft, and having a reference to the
fact that malt Is raw grain made soft
or tender by a process in which, germ-
ination has been caused to proceed to
a certain stage and is then controlled
and checked by the gradual removal
of the water and finally completely ar-
rested by drying through the applica-
tion of beat in kilns.

During this limited ger”nination en-
zymes are developed and the constit-
uents of the grain are so modified that
the finished malt differs from the orig-
inal raw grain In that the greater
portion' is spilt into simpler com-
pounds that more easily dlsscfive. An
enzyjne Is a complex organic sub-
stance. or an unorganized or chemical
ferment, capable of. effecting by ca-
talytic action the traDSformation, split-
ting up or digestion of other com-
pounds.

The changes effected by the partial
germination and subsequent treatment
of the grain are chiefly the conversion
of the nitrogenous substances into di-
astase, the conversion of the starch
into grape sugar by the' action of the
diastase, and the Ix”parting of color
and flavor to the malt In the kHn.
Diastase is an enzyme of great' physi-
ological Importance In that It is capa-
ble of converting starch and glycogen

into sugar (principally maltose) and
dextrins. It occurs in germinkting
seeds, In the leaves and in other

parte of plants and also in various anl-
msT secretions, such as the saliva and
the pancreatic juice.

A very common medical preparation
in the form of a sirup of about the
consistency of a heavy molasses is
made by digesting sprouting malt in
water, expressing the solution, pre-
cipitating it with alcohol and drying
the precipitate. This precipitate is
simply an impure diastase, but.under
various proprietary* names and com-
binations it Is very generally used as
a tonic In case of malnutrition, and it
ie particularly effectis'e In those cases
marked with defective starch diges-
tion, genera”' known as “iDtestinal In-
digestion." 'V
. Two new words have recently been
added to our vocabulary—'‘horrooneB,”
by Starling in 1906, and "vltamines," by
Funk In 1912. Investigations conducted
since 1889 have fully demonstrated
that some of our ductless glands play
a role of vast Importance in general
nutrition, and this knowledge has
proved very useful In widening pur
conception of the nutritional relations
in the body. The conception that cer-
tain glandular o”ans may give rise
to chemical products which on enter-
ing tbe circulation influence the activ-
ity of one or more other organs is
finding application In the study ot
tbe digestive secretions.

The M tilc and pancreatic “secre-
tions" are regarded as examples of In-
ternal secretions. Chemical products
of this kind which stimulate the ac-
tivity ~ special organs are what Star>
ling designates hormones. These In-
ternal secretions from ten or twelve
kinds of ductless glands are known
to exert a profounid inflnence on our
body In generaL Starling advanced
the theory that ibis was the primt
live method by which the- complex
body was originally co-ordinated and
regulated, tbe nervous system being
of later development However this
may 'be. at the present time it is es-
tablished beybnd any question that
both methods are In torce In all mam-
mal bodies—the duetlesa glands are
the. “bosaes™ of our bodlea

Following a long series of Investiga-
ttons Into the causes of beri-berf and
similar dlsfasts, Funk In 1913 lacy
lated some highly complex nitrogen-
ous bodies from the grindings from
rice, from seeds, whole grains, raw
milk, fresh meat jeait fresh fruit
jnices. the yolk of egg and the like.
BecauM these componnds were nitro-
genous snd proved to be absolutely
esaentlal to orgsnic life—the absence
of them is demonstrated to be the
cause of death from polyneuritic—
Punk named them “vitamlnee.”

The vitamines are soluble in water
and are destroyed by exposure for tea
to twenty minotes to a temperature of
248 to 360 degziees Fahrenheit and by
extreme dryness.
