Arrangement That May Be of Home
Construction Has Been
Recommended.

A device for the kitchen sink that
baa proved successful in keeping tbe
drain pipes clean is made of a wooden
frame and ordinary window screen.

Inches blgh. Just wide enough to fit
nicely into tbe sink, and not quite as
long as the inside of the sink. On
one end of this nail a board, covering
about half tbe length of the frame;

Reducing IMiteraey.

Only fifteen out of every one thou-
sand children from ten to fourteen
years of age in the United States are
unable to read and write.

These figures Just announced by the
federal bureau of education show a
striking decrease in child UUteracy
during the laat fourteen years. In 1900
the number of lIlliterate children be-
tween the ages of ten and fourteen
was forty-two In every thousand. In
1910 this number was reduced to twen-
ty-two. Pour years have further low-
ered It more than 33 1-3 per cent

Assuming only the latter rate of de-
crease, twenty years more may see
youthful illiteracy in this country al-
most cease to eztit save among newly
arrived Immigrant families. Nor can
the present rate of improvement fall
to produce In thfe same period a
marked change In ithe percentage of
Illiteracy in the ehtlre population of
ten years and over-j-wblch In 1910 was
7.7, or seventy-five Mliterates for every
thousand.

Moleskin 1s. Profitable.

Moleskins have been extensively
uaed to this country during the last
few years In making fur garments,
and pratically of the supply has
1>eeD Imported froin Europe. In the
belief that the common mole of east-
ern United States produces fur of
equal value, skins were submitted to
profestlOnr.1 furriers, who stated that
the quality Is superior to the foreign
product. A report on the economic
status of the eastern species wds pub-
lished during the year. The mole in-
habiting the northwestern coast is
larger than the common eastern spe-
cies, and a number of these have been
collected In order to obtain a“report
on the quality of the pelt If tex-
ture of the fur prov” to be as gi
that of the eastern animal, there
reason why trappers should not seci
a good income by capturing these aj-
mals, as the area they Inhabit is ex-
tAsive. In many localities an acre
of ground supports as many as a hun-
dred individuals. If this little animal
can be profiubly trapped for Its fur
the problem of freeing agricultural
areas from It will practically be
solved.

SENATOR KELLEY HAS MEASURE
TO REPEAL PRESENT
LAW.

RESTORES THE ENROLLMENT

Only Change From Present Law Is
Designed to Prevent Voters of
One Party Catting Baiiota
In Primary of Another.

Lsnsing—Senator Louie L. Kelley, of
Farwell. put In a bill Friday morning
to repe” the present primary law and
place upon tbe statute bckkB a prt-
mary law similar to tbe .one in use
two years ago, restoring tbe party en-
rollment and requiring voters- to de-
clare their political affiliation before
participating in any primary election..

Thbe 16 per cent clause which was a
part of the former primary bill until
declared unconstitutional by the su-
preme court, is not made a part of
Senator Kelley's neW bill, but in other
respects tbe new measure follows the
lines of tbe old primary law.

.Voters may enroll witb the county
or city clerk by affidavit at any time,
the same as under the provisions of
the oM law. In reality' -the only radi-
cal change from the present primary
law is the restoration of tbe ‘enroll-
ment:

Senator Kelley says tbat the enroll-
ment is necessary to insure the suc-
cess of the primary, as be points out
that in the last primary-election, many
democrats voted for republican candi-
dates and in some Instances republi-
.cacs deserted the ticket at the time
of making nominatltos in order to
vote for democratic' candidates.

“There can be no objection if a man
wants to vote for a candidate of an-
other party in tbe election® but the
primary is distinctly a party matter
and-the nominations on the G. O. P.
ticket should be made by members
of the republican party,” said Senator
Kelley.

MANUFACTURE OF MALT.

The more we investigate the causes
which have made each individuat what
he is today the more we become con-
vinced that every being has affilia*
tlons which link him with the whole
past; that there is a continuity of
germ plasm and ~so of protoplasm
which goee back to the very begin-
ning of life on this globe; apd that
if we could only know all the factors
which are ".oncemed in producing any
single organism, however simple it
might be. In all its relations and pro-
portions, we could explain the uoi-

to such of us as are not egotistc and do
not insist on learning in the most ex-
pensive of all schools—that of per-
sonal experience. Heice, t the open
minded tbe study of the manufacture
of malt should be,most suggestive and
instructive.

Any live seed or grain can be malt-
ed: and barley, oats, rice, wheat, rye
and maize are used, but because of its
flavor and other important qualities
barley is .tbe prime favorite for this
purpose- The average time required
to malt barley Is 12 daj's. The oper-
ation is started by “steeping” or soak-
ing the barley coma in tanks of water
for about forty-eight to seventy hours.

Steeping the grain does not consist
merely In the taking in of a certain
amount of water, but is necessary- in
order to bring about germination, and
to do this tbe water must remain with-
in the corns for a certain length of
time. It Is quite possible to force the
necessary amount of water Into tbe
grain in less time than the forty-eight
to seventy hours given to the steeping
process; but the grain is not “steep-
ripe” ‘until certain changes initiated
by the water have taken place, and it
requires a definite amount of time to
bring these changes to completion.
When “steep-ripe” the corns contain
about sixty per cent water; at tbe
same time about .S per cent of mat-
ter has been removed froit <be grain
in the water drawn ot* and the total
volume of the seeds has been in-
creased about twenty per cent as the
result of the water absorbed.

After the barley is removed from tbe
steeping tanks it is made up into rec-
tangular heaps sixteen to twenty
inches deep known as posltioQ No. 1,
or the "couch,” tbe object of this be-
ing to enable it to gather heat and
start active germinating. It usually
remains In couch twelve to twenty-
four hours, or until the Interior of the
heap registers a temperature of 60
degrees Fahrenheit At this point the
barley .is moved to posltlon-No. 2, or
“young floor.” and there thinly and
evenly spread in order that it may be
ceutrolled. When germination begins
enzymes are secreted and these act on
the reserve material, starch and pro-
teins. of the endosperm, converting
them'Jnto simpler compounds, capable
of diffusing to various parts of the
growing germ.

But the limited germination which
constitutes Abe malting process re-
tains all the! ~Itible gpmpounds In the
finished malt. Starch and tbe proteins
are reformed, tbe former being de-
posited in the tissues of the germ and
the cells of thd scutellum which previ-
ously were almost free from starch;
the protein matter deposited in the
latter dlsappeaf® to a considerable
extent and tbe protoplasmic content
of the cells constituting tbe root
which protrudes from the base of the
grain.

After the first.rootlet has broken
through the ends of the sheath”it is
followed by otbors until there are per-
haps five or more. Tbe cotyledonary
sheath, or seed leaf) begins to elongate
on the third or fourth day of germina-
tion and ruptures'the true covering
of the grain; it then grows upward
between this and tbe husk and forms
the acrosplre or “spire” of the malt-
ster. Tbe temperature.ilurlng six or
seven days Is kept down to about fifty-
five degrees by turning or plowing the
grain about every six hours.

About the eighth day the grain Is
moved to position No. 3, known ss
“old floor.™ where it is spread thinly
and slowly allowed to dry for the par-
pose of withering its roots. At this
stage the adrosplra should be about
three-ftmrths the distance np the
com. Tbe treatment now requires
thickening the piece ap to about ten
laches. The rootlets now-having with-
ered and died off. the temperature Is-
crease resulting from thickening the
grain pile Is accompanied by little If
any Increase In .tbe growth of the
acroapire. the action being qonfined
chiefly to the mellowing of the grain
by 0)6 enzymes.

gastric juice, which ta SgoCsif iQf »
introduction of substances Into the
stomach. In a series of carefully coo-
trolled observatloE” it was proved that
tbe mere introduction of a neutral so-
lution into the stomach caused no se-
cretion of gastric Juice and that there
was no absorption of the solution, tbe
fluid removed at the end of an hour
having tbe same bulk and the same
neutral reaction as the solution orig-
inally introduced.

The Injection of peptone, of acid, of
broth, or of dextrin into the blood
stream produced no secretion of gas-
tric juice, but if 1a the course of the
hour during which the fluid was al-
lowed to remain in tbe stomach a so-
lution made by bolllog mucous mem-
brane from tbe pyloric end of a stom-
ach with wateiV or with acid, or with
peptone, was injected into tbe blood
stream at Intervals of about ten min-
utes, then the fluid withdrawn from
the stomach at the end of tbe hour
was found to be distinctly acid and to
have protein digestive powers—that
Is to say, it now contained hydro-
chloric acid and pepsin.

Similar soldtlons made from the car-
diac end of tbe stomach will not pro-
duce any secretion of acid and pepsin,
and tbis is held to prove that the
pyloric end of tbe stomach produces a
substance which is absorbed into the
blood stream and carried to all tbe
glands of-the stomach, where it acts
as a specific excitant of their secre-
tory activity. This substance has been
called the gastric emsecretin”—It Is
what Starling nained a "hormone.™
This substance is produced in that
portion of the stomach where the pro-
cess of absorption is most pronounced,
and It stimulates into activity that
portion of the stomach which Is under
direct ner%e control.

Normal gastric secretion appears to
be doe .to two co-operating factors.
The firsi and most important is the
secretion arising from nerve impulses
produced through the pneumogastrio
nerve and -originating in the idea of
food in tbe higher parts of the brain,
from the sight of food and by tbe
stimulating of the mucous membranes
of tbe mouth. The second factor pro-
vides for the continued secretion of
gastric Juice long after the !meotal
effects have disappeared. This is
chemical and depends on the produc-
tion in tbe cells at the pyloric end of
the stomach of a specific stimulabt or
hormone, which being absorbedf Into
the blood is carried to all parts <f tbe
body, where it acts by exciting all the
various glands concerned in the di-
gestive act.

The researches of Pnwlow and oth-
ers seem to indicate tfaat the quantity
and the properties of the secretions
vary with tbe character of the food
eaten. Tbe quantity of the secretion
varies also, other conditions being the
same, with tbe amount of food to be
digested.

On a given diet the secretion as-
sumes certain characteristics and
Pawlow Is convinced that farther
work will disclose that the secretion
of tbe stomach la not caased normally
by general stimuli affecting it all alike
but by specific stimuli contained eith-
er in tbe food or produced during dl
gtsUon from tbe food contents tbe
action of which is of snefa a kind as
to arouse reflexly the secretion best
adapted to the partlcnlar food In-
gested. Undoobtedly this Is dae to
tbe hormones in the general circula-
tion.

Another significant hint of this a
tioD is furnished by tbe experiments
of Starling and Lane-Claypon on the
mammary glands. These Investiga-
tors found that the extracts made
from the body of the fetus when In-
jected repeatedly into the blood
stream- of a virgin rabbit causm a
genuine development of the mammary
glands, closely simulating the growth
that normally occurs, during preg"
nancy. Similar extracts made from
ovaries, placental add uterine tUsues
had no.such effect: hence, tbey con-
clude that a specific chemical sub-
stance, a harmone. Is produced In the
fetus Itself which being absorbed Into
