Promise of Good Night's Rest Lsads
Him to Distinguish Himself In

Washington.—It tbe sbID purchase
bill which tbe administration desires
to have-.passed shall tall of passage,
tbe result will come from tbe killing
process known as talklfag a hill to
death. Now the senators who suc-
ceed in defeating a bill by debating it
at extreme length, thus preventing it
from coming to a vote, always say
that they simply are giving tbe pro-
posed legislation proper discussion-
It is the members favorable to tbe
measure who Insist that the bill which
they support Is being “talked to
death.”

The records of congress show that
both big parties have had a share In
the work of smothering bills to death
with words. There are some marked
Instances of this course of procedure
in the Dnited States senate. The
hpuse members cannot talk a Mil to
death, because there Is a day iset for
a vote and the vote must come: In the
senate, however, only by “nanlmoua
consent can * day he seyvr a vote-
So It is that unless tke “rulea are
changed, which la not at all likely, fu-
ture bills can be talked to death Jost
as bills of the past have met tbe same
fate.

Some years ago Senator Thomas H.
Carter of Montana, now deceased,
talked a river wnd harbor .Aappropria-
tion bill into Its graye™ It ft possible
to talk bills to death'in'-the senate,
both at the short and tha long seslons,
but the chances of do”g it of course:
are greater at tbe short sesion, when
congress must adjourn to March 4. At

long session Um date of adjourn-
ment can be set forward and the talk-
ing members can be tired out. but If
they show great strength of purpose
and of lungs they can worry tbe pro-
ponents of the bill by postponing the
day of adjournment, and so fregnently
a hfll's,frlend8 surrender and allow ad-
jemrnmeot to come and tbe bill which
they ftvor to die. .

XJINITEO STATES GOVERNMENT
OtSAPPROVES OF PRAC*
TICE.

MAKES NO FORMAL PROTEST

PrMidant Wilton Want* England to
Know Attitude of America
In Matter of Using Neutral
Flags.

WasbIDjfton—The United States
govemmeat will tabe up With Great
Britain the subject of the use by
British *7688618 of the ' American flag
without proper authority. A state*
meat of the rlewa of this government
has been prepared at the state depart-
ment for presentation to Great Brit-
ain.

The' coznmunication  will In no
sense merit the term of protest, but
will be a most temperate explana-
tion of the reasons why the United
States government cannot view with
entire complacency the prospect of a
general- use of the American flag by
British vessels to avoid destruction by
the naval forces of Germany.

At the White House It was made
clear that President Wilson recog-
nizes the tact that It Is and long has
been customary for a vessel, flying the
flag of a belligerent power, to assume
the flag of a neutral when menaced
by enemy ships. It Is also fully con-
ceded by the administration that there
Is nothing warranting any nation In a
protest to Great Britain, In the case
of the Luistania or other possible in-
Btancee in the future.

But the president does take the
view, however, that these facte do not
necesaarily constitute any bar to the
United States making representatione
.to Great Biitaln so that the British
government may understand Just how
the matter- is regarded by this gov-
ernment in all the existing extraordi-
nary circumstances.

The communication to Great Brit-
ain will therefore explain at some
length the reasons why It is felt the
American flag by belligerent vessels
will tend to endanger bona fide
American shipping by lessening the
value of the American flag, as out-
ward evidence of the character'of a
vessel.

It is pointed out that the gaestlon
of the misuse of the flag must be con-
sidered first. In connection with the
German charge that Great Britain has
instructed ber shipping to adopt this
practice, and second, in connectloa
with the German govemfneat's pro-
clamation of a new war zone, with the
hint of danger to neutral vessels.

TRUCE BY CANADIAN CHIEFS

Political Leaders Declare Fight Off

Until After the War.

pt*wa, Ont.—That Canada Is unan-
imously In favor of maintaining a po-
litical truce ~t home until the war to
Europe la hrengfat to a successful coo-
cluslOD, was declared Monday In par-
liament by Sir Robert Borden, the
Canadian prenyer, and by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, the opposition leader.

The first working day of parliament
saw .the debate on the address by the
governor-general commenced and con-
cluded. This is the first'time that
the opening debate has been finished
'so expeditiously.

The address of thanks for the gov-
ernor-general’s speech was moved by
William Welcbel, a Qennsn-Canadlan,
and was seconded by Hoaore-Acblm,

FTench-Canadian NatlonaUsL It
was supported by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
who sent Canadian troops to Africa
at the time of the Boer-war, and by
Sir Robert Borden, who is sending
them to Europe now.

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THE THYROID GLAND.

Before the appearance of any cen-

tral nervooB system in the lowest or*
ganisms it la by chemical means, by
so called antomatic excitation through
the action of products of decomposi-
Uon by the organs In different parts
of the body, that any co-ordination of
function ia determined, either among
the different organs of..a colony or
among the various cells making up
a multicellular organism such as a
sponge.
. The mechanism which determines
the movement of phagocytic cells—a
phagocyte is any cell mossessing the
property of absorbing and digesting—
the chase of food, the escape -from
noxious environment or the approach
of sexual cells, has been given the
name of chemotaxls. The name sig-
nifies the attraction or repulsion ex-
hibited by certain chemicals to living
cells. Since the application of these
chemical stimnll depends on their dif-
fusion through the medium bathing
the cells, the process very obviously
must necessarily be both slow and
lasting.

The most Important and definite
knowledge concerning the actions of
these internal chemical secretions has
perhaps resulted from work done on
the thyroid glands, those shleldUke
veslcolar bodies flQed with colloid ma-
terial located on the aides of the
trachea (-windpipe), just below our
“Adam's apple” (the thyroid carti-
lage). Carried by the blood to all
parts of the body, the ipetabolie pro-
dneta of-the thyroid gland affect every
other gland and tissue and may act
either to heighten or to reduce the
activity of other organs, according to

.their specific fonctlon.

In 1866 Schlff showed that removal
of the thyroid In dogs Is followed usu-
ally by the death of the animals in
one to four weeks.

The disturbances appearing after
removal of the thyroid affect the most
widely different organic systems of the
body. The skin, especially thdt of the
head and face, becomes greatly swol-
len because of an accumulation of
mucin In the subcutaneous conueetlve
tissue. Subsequently the skin becomes
bard, rough and dry; its decretlon
ceases; the hairs change and fall out;
the visible mneous membranes be-
come swollen and the ”olce becomes
harsh and mouutonous. The Internal
organs exhibit marked , pathological
changes;
undetgo fatty and colloid degeneratloir
an$ the arterial walls take on a bya-
IKS' (crystalline) degeneration. Meta-
bolism is abnormally low; that is to
say, not only is the appetite poor, but
the ability to convert the food taken
Into the body, to. break down, and re-
lease the energy therein contained, is
decreased.

Disturbanees of the nervous- and
muscular system following removal of
the thyroid are profound; not infre-
quently functional disturbances such
ah epilepsy ensue. AU tho«e i>arts of
the brain which are active In the physi-
cal functions become functionally much
reduced, and in myxedematous cases
we meet with weak memory, extreme
Irritability, stupidity and the like; all
of which In turn find expression In a
marked decline of muscular tone and
In vigor of the body movements gener-
ally.

}Ild xDsn say material disturbance In
the ftmcUoD of tbe thyroid produces
derangement In the temperature and
heat regulating ability of the body;
the subnormal temperature Is one of
the most constant symptoms and tbe
patient feels cold constantly.

In the growing organism ..fter tap-
presiloD of the thyroid the Nmes fall
considerably behind In their develop-
ment and the oaslflcatlon of the carti-
lages connecting bone processes Is
materially delayeA' The physical dls-
tnrbanoes In the y~ung are generally
more pronounced than in grown per-
sons.

Schiff and many otflers have found
that all these evil reeults of the com-
idete or partial destmetiem at the thy-
roid la dogs might be obviated by
grafting- pieces of the thyro” Into the
body, and this knowledge wss gnlekly
applied' with astoftlahlng reeults to
human belngB In eases of myxedema
and cretinism. Then, Instead of graft-
ing thyroid tissnec, it was found that
tnjeetioo of extracts under the sUn,
er, better still, the simple feeding of
U~rotd material, gave similarly CaTor*
able results—the tedivldnals recov-
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Other Virtues
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But Invention Si&ways better than
core- and' we are stowiy <coid® t to
understand that, anything that wiB
cause a depletion of tne th~Id gland
will cause thyroid troubles and*their
train of 1Us." The chief ~ctoY in pre-
‘ventioD Is simply sane lining. The de-
pleting factors are overeating im-
proper food, the excessive use of
spices, alcoboUc drinks, tobacco or
drugs; sexual excesses, too frequent
pregnancies, worry, anxiety or excite-
meoL  Normal fnncUoning of the
thyroid gland is maintained by a nab
oral diet containing what Fnnk
designated the vUamines, the mother
substance from which the gland col-
loids are prepared, and by equanim-
ity.

Obvionsly these sturdy Netherland-
er campaigners of that day, possessed
of toe stamina necessary to enable
them to defy and withstand the at-
tacks of-toe most powerful and brutal
of monarchs, could not justly
classed as weaklings, nearastbenlcs or
hysterics.

An investigation into the produc-
tloD, im j~ta and exports of jood prod-
udy Of various Countries indicates
that Eo”wd prcfduces about 53 per
cent of food requirements, and
Imports fiiet) about 47 per cent; Bel-
gium produces 57 per cent, and Im-
jwrts 43 per cent; Germany produces
88 per cent, and imports 12 per cent;
France produces 32 per cent, and im-
ports eight per cent; Austria-Hungary
produces  per cent, and imports two
I>er cent: Russia-produces 110 per
cent of her requirements, and exports
an equivalent of about 10 per cent;
Canada produces 23 per cent more
than she consumes; Argentina pro-
duces i8 per cent more than she con-
mnmes; the Uuited ~States produces
practically, no more than she cou-
mumes (1 e.. exports and Imports of
foodstuffs almost balance).

A N Incident extraordinary In
its curious significance oc-
fljiCA curred in the 'White House

00 April 14. 1865—Just 50
years ago.
On that ,day President
Lincoln told his personal
bodyguard, William H.
Crook, that he had
dreamed of bis impending
assassination during three successive
nights—those of April 11, April 12 and
AprU 13,

In recalling the occurrence Colonel
Crook said he had never forgotten the
shock which these words caused.

“After the first shock caused by Mr.

Lincoln's words.” said Colonel Crook,
“my natural impulse was to make light
of the affair. 1 was then a young man,
strong, accustomed to deal with prac-
tical matters and not inclined to place
much Importance on the Intangible and
mysterious. But now, 60 years after-
ward, | am willing to admit that Mr.
Lincoln’s remark made me very un-
easy. For one thins, the whole coun-
try was strained, anxious, distraught,
notwithstanding the belief that hostil-
ities soon were to end with a complete
rictory for the Union.
A “Much had been said and suggested
about the possibility of the president's
assassination. As his personal body-
guard this possibility was always in
my mind; and every moment when on
duty | was constantly on the lookout
for some sudden attack. It was my
business to see thafMr. Lincoln did
not expose himseU needlessly; and
especially to see that no stranger ap-
proached him with hands covered or
concealed in any way.

“When Mr. Lincoln told me that for
the third ' successive time he bad
dreamed of being assassinated 1 said
that In my Judgment further and un-
usual measures' should be undertaken
without an hour's delay for bis pro-
tection. He looked at me in silence
for a moment, a kindly smile in his
great, tired tyes, and' then slowly
shook his head.

‘No," he said. ‘1f anybody is wicked
enough to want to kill me we can do
nothing to prevent it.”

"'Possibly that Is true, Mr. Presi-
dent.' | made bold to answer with ail
respect, ‘still the very knowledge of
the fact makes me all the more anx-

““Well, Crook, “bat do you want to
dor be said, tolerantly, so aa not to
hurt my feelings.

‘The first thing 1 want you to do.

President, is to cancel your en-
gagement for this evening—to stay
away from Ford's theater.*

“‘l cant do that very well, he re-
pUed.

“Finally Turged him to let me stay
on duty and accompany him to the
theater, but he would not bear of this
either.

“‘No. Crook,' he said kindly but
firmly; *you have had a hard day's
work already and must go home to
sleep and resL 1 cannot afford to
have you get all tired out and ex-
baneted.'

could, 1wondered if Mr. Lincoln's final
words meant anything. By the time 1
had walked through the 'White House
grounds I tried to put them away as
being of no importance whatever. 1
tried to pull myself together, remem-
bering that for a long time there had
been widespread fears lost some mur-
derer should succeed Jo getting near
Mr. Lincoln. Of course, he knew of
such fears and possibly this knowl-
edge had In some way recurred to
him while asleep and bad caused the
thrice repeated dream.

“It was not long after | had left the
White House for my own home on that
fourteenth of April, 1865, when Mr.
Lincoln started for Ford's theater.
Within a few hours the world knew
of the awful deed accomplished there.
But the world did not know until aft-
erward, in fact, the world at large may
not know today, just bow Wilkes
Booth was enabled to rush into the
box where sat the president and shoot
him to death, although the incident is
mentioned In a volume of recollec-
tions which | have prepared with a
colleague.

WThe president's box, occupied by
Mr. Lincoln’s party that evening, was
not on a level with the stage. It was
w'hat would now be termed a box in
the second tier and on*a level with
the dress circle of the theater, Just
above the orchestra seats.

“When Mr. and &Irs. Lincoln apd
their party sat down In their box that
fateful night the guard who was act-
ing as my substitute took bla position
at the reetr of the box, close to an en-
trance leading Into the box from the
dresa circle of the theater. He was
fully armed. His orde” were to stand
there and to permit no unauthorized
person to pass into the box. His
orders were to stand there and protect
the president at all hazards.

“The bouse was practically In dark-
ness save the sts"e whereon the play
was being enacted. The bodyguard
knew why he was stationed Just out-
side of the president's box. He knew
of the fears that some assassin would
make an attempt on Lincoln's life at
the first opportunity. He knew bow
long and how eare”ly that precious
life had been protected in every pos-
sible way. He knew how much it
meant to the nsitloa, perl*ape to the
Inture of civilization. But as he stood

When the substitute
guard realized afterward bis own part
in the tragedy he was so overwhelmed
by remorse that he died of its effects-*'

He who has revealed this chapter ot
history connected with Lincoln's as-
sassination Is now a man of seventy-
si® who has occupied a responsible
position In the White House during all
the administrations that have come
and gone since he first was called
there to serve Lincoln nearly half a
century ago. He h A spent nearly all
his boyhood and youth In a small vil-
lage in Maryland and after serving
two years in the 'Ui*n army bad ob-
tained an appointment to the Wash-
ington police force, with ‘which he was
connected when called ui>on to act
as Lincolnls bodyguard.

It was on Thursday. January 5,1865,
that youp” Crook was in his home,
near First and M streets, N. W., off
Jduty and resting, when a fellow mem-
ber of the police force called and asked
to see him. Crook went to the door
and was told to report personally to
President Lincoln at the White House,
and to be there at precisely eight
o'clockitbat same evening.

“Of course | was surprised,” said
Golonel Crook, in speaking ot the oc-
currence.

“Shortly before eight o'clock that
evening 1walked from my home to the
White House, went directly upstairs to
the president’s office and told the door-
keeper Just outside that 1 had been
ordered to report to the president per-
sonally. He at once threw open the
door and I walked In. It was then ex-
actly eight o'clock, and there for the
. first time | saw Abraham Lincoln. He
Isat in a revolving chair on the farther
side of the room before an old-fash-
ioned desk, over which he was bending
while examining some papers.

“He looked up as lentered and said:

“‘Mr. President, my name Is W. H.
Crogk, 1 have been ordered to re-
port to you for duty as your personal
bodyguard.”

“All right. Crook.” the president re-
sponded. and turned to bis papers
again. | at once left the office end
went downstairB and sought Thomas
H. Pendell, who told me to stand near
the president as soon as he should ap-
pear for the regular Thursday evening
levee or public receptioil, which soon
was to commence. The president and
bis party appeared at precisely nine
o'clock, coming from the living rooms
of the president’s household to -the
main floor of the White House by.a
tAvate stairway at the western end
of the great building. From that night
until the night he was shot It was my
great privilege to look after the U
and safety of Abraham Lincoln.”
