mouth loses one of her oldest and most 
highly respected cititens. Mr. Gates 
bad been in feeble health for some time. 
He was a man of sterling worth and 
character and will be missed in the 
community where he had lived for so 
many years.

Wm. Gates, S r., was bom near Ber­
lin, Germany^ Nov. 18, 1828, and de­
parted this life March 16, 1915, at the 
ripe age of 86 years, 3 months and 29 
days. On March 16, 1853, be was 
united in marriage to Miss Frederica 
Peters, near Berlin, Germany, and to 
this union nine children were born, six 
sons and three daughters, two sons sod 
one daughter having preceded .their 
father to th at better land. He is sur­
vived by his widow, four sons, William, 
James and A lbert of Plymouth; Theo­
dore of Eaton, Colorado, and  two 
daughters, Mrs. L. Schaal and Mrs. 
Albert Tiinkaus o f Plymouth, besides 
several grandcbildrm  and a  host of 
friends.

In March, 1913, Mr. and Mrs. Gates 
celebrated their 60tb wedding anniver­
sary. They came to America in 1857, 
crossing the ocean on a sailing vessel 
and were several weeks in m aking the 
passage. On landing a t New York they 
came directly to Plymouth. A fter re­
maining here six years, Mr. Gates pur­
chased a farm in Livonia township, 
where they resided for twelve years. 
They then removed so a farm in 
'Superior township, where they resided 
for thirty  years, coming to Plymouth 
about twelve years sgo.

The funeral services were held from 
bis late home, Wednesday afternoon, 
conducted by Rev. A. L. BelL Inter­
ment was made in Riverside cemetery.

T h e  re tu rn s  of th e  la s t  census show 
th a t  su g a r m aking  Is c a rrie d  on upon 
n early  > 65.000 farm s, and  re p re ­
se n ts  a  m oney value In th e  prod­
u cts  of upw ards of $3,000,000 In a  fa ir 
year. T he av e rag e  m aple su g ar crop 
is  placed a t  approxim ate ly  45,000,000 
pounds, although It fluctua tes consid­
e rab ly  w ith th e  season. T he la s t  cen­
su s  yea r, w hich w as an  unusually  poor 
one, owing to  th e  un favorab le w eather 
and  th e  p revalence of th e  fo rest te n t  
ca te rp illa r  w hich defo lia ted  th e  tree s , 
th e  crop  fe ll to  le ss  th a n  30,000,000 
pounds. I t  ia m ade p rincipally  In V er­
m ont.

E arly  In 
th e  season  th e  ground is covered  w ith  
snow w hich p ro tec ts  th e  coots. Now 
com e a  few typ ical sap  d ay s—freez­
in g  a t  n igh t followed by a  w arm  day. 
'The lim bs and tru n k  of th e  tre e  a re  
w arm ed, p re esu re  la produced, and  a  
goodly flow of sap  follows. T he roots 
and  po rtion  of th e  tru n k  below w here 
It is tapped  do no t b e a t up like the. 
u p p er p a r t  o f th e  t r e e : hence the 
p re ssu re  o f th e  sap  is  g re a te r  from 
above th an  from  below. T ow ards night 
th e  tre e  cools down again , and  the 
flow gradually  ceases. A freeze oo 
c u rs  an d  t h e ^  is found to  be no pres­
su re  from  w ith in , bu t Instead  a  sue

com es m ore uniform  and th e  ea rth  
w arm s up. T he ro o ts  now absorb  
m ore rap id ly  and  th e  u pper po rtion  of 
th e  tre e  com es Into a  s ta te  o f partia l 
equilibrium  as  re la ted  to  th e  low er 
p a r t  T he p re ssu re  d im inishes, w hat 
th e re  is com ing m ore from  below  th e  
tap  bole th a n  above; and  gradually  
th e  flow of sap  ceases. A location 
w hich re ta rd s  th e  developm ent o f buds 
is  favorable to  a  la te  ru n  of saps. 
Damp ground tak e s  longer to  w arm  
up th an  dry. w ell-drained lan d ; and 
th e  la te r  ru n s  in such loca tions a re  a t­
tr ib u ted  to  th e  m ore g rad u al changes 
in  tem p era tu re  of th e  soil su rround­
ing  th e  roots.

T he m ateria l from  w hich th e  su g a r 
Is m ade is e labora ted  by th e  leaves 
du rin g  th e  grow ing  segson, from th e  
ca rbon ic  acid of th e  a ir  w ith th e  aid 
of sun ligh t, and  is  s to red  up in  th e  
form  of s ta rc h . H ence th e  c h a ra c te r  
of th e  season  as  to  th e  am oun t of sun­
sh ine, th e  vigor of th e  tree . Its  leaf 
devlopm ent and  exposure to  th e  light, 
a re  im p o rtan t fa c to rs  in de te rm in ing  
th e  yield of su g a r the follow ing spring. 
T h e  sap  In J an u a ry  and  F eb ru a ry  Is 
qu ite  d iffe ren t from  th a t  In M arch and 
A pril. In  th e  la t te r  m onths m uch of 
th e  stored-up s ta rc h  is  changed  Into 
sugar, and th e  sap  In th e  o u te r con­
ducting  tissu e s  of th e  tre e  becom es an  
alm ost pure d ilu te  so lu tion  of sugar. 
T h is is  co thclden t w ith  th e  sugaring  
season , an d  Is th e  effo rt o f th e  tre e  to 
feed th e  g row ing  parts .

T h ere  h a s  been m uch specu la tion  as  
to  th e  w eaken ing  of th e  tre e  by ta p ­
ping, w hich Is a  so rt  o f b leeding  o p era­
tion  and  tak e s  aw ay a  po rtion  of th e  
stored-up n o u rish m en t oC th e  tree . 
T he a v e n g e  su g a r  m aple is  estim ated  
Co c a rry  approxim ate ly  35 pounds of 
su g ar In Its sap . T h re e  pounds of 
su g a r  to a  tr e e  Is looked upon as  a  
good yield, an d  th is  would re p rese n t 
lees th a n  a  te n th  of th e  to ta l su g a r  In 
th e  tre e , a n  am o u n t w hich th e  in v esti­
gations Indica te could easily  be spared  
u n d er o rd in ary  c ircum stances.

T be ru n  of s a p  w as found to  vary  
considerably  w ith d iffe ren t tree s , as 
did also  Its  su g ar c o n te n t  T he av e r­
ag e  su g ar co n ten t in  five d ifferen t 
o rc h ard s  varied  from  J .0 8  to  3.44 per 
c ^ t  T hese varia tions  tu-e due I n . 
p a r t to  differences in  location, ex ­
posure . ag e  and  size of tb e  tree s , bu t 
w hen se p a ra te  . tre e s  a r e  considered  
no tab le  in stancea of individual differ­
ences are  found. O ne tree , w hich  be­
cam e know n a s  tb e  "sw ee t tre e ,” gave 
a good flow of sap  vary ing  In ^ r e e  
seasons from  n ea rly  5 to  o v er 8 per 
ce n t in sugar. A no ther tre e  tapped  on 
all fou r sides produced 12 po ao d s of 
su g a r In a  sing le season.

As to  tb e  location and  n m n n er of 
tap p in g  th e  tre e s , t^ e  experim en ts 
w ere ex tensive and  e x p lic it T he re ­

su lts  w ere s lig h tly  In fav o r of ta p ­
ping  on tb e  sou th  side of tb e  tr e e  
over an y  o th e r po in ts of tb e  com paas, 
although  th e  ad v an tag e  w as eh lefly  
no ticeab le on b rig h t d i^ s . T h ere  waa 
li tt le  d ifference betw een  I b e  sou th  and  
e a s t sides, b u t th e  w est s id e  gave th e  
le a st flow. O n cloudy days, w hsn 
all sides  o f th e  tre e  w arm  up eQuaJIy 
fas t, th e  flow w as ab o n t th e  sam e all 
a round th e  tree . I t  Is c le a r  th a t  a ' 
t re e  should n o t he tapped  on a  side 
shaded  by o th e r tre e s , no tab ly  ever­
greens.

T he la rg e r th e  hole bored fo r th e  
spout, th e  m ore sap  and  su g a r  w ere 
obtained , bu t ow ning to  th e  d ra in ing  
of th e  tre e  and. tb e  difQculty of hea l­
ing over w here larg e  boles a re  used , it 
Is recom m ended to  tap  w ith a th ree- 
e ig h th s  to  flve-eighths Inch b i t  T b e  
la rg e s t yields o f sap  and  su g ar w ere 
invariab ly  derived  from  th e  tissu e s  
n e a re s t  th e  bark, th e  yield dec reasing  
as  tb e  d ep th  o f th e  hole increased , 
and in a  genera l way tb e  su g ar con­
te n t  likew ise. F o r la rg e r  tre e s  a  
depth  of th ree  inches was found suffi­
cien t, and  fo r sm aller second-grow th 
tre e s  an  inch  and  a half o r tw o inch 
tapp ings a re  recom m ended, accord ing  
to  tb e  size of th e  tree . M ore and  b et­
te r  quality  of sap  w as ob tained  by 
tapp ing  about fo u r fe e t high  th a n  a t  
tb e  ground  level o r h ig h er on  th e  
tree . T b e  spou ts h igh  up (14 fe e t) 
ceased  run n in g  f i r s t  T ap  boles placed 
one above ano ther, a s  is  frequen tly  
done, w ere found to  affec t each  o ther, 
even  though th ey  w ere severed feet 
ap a rt. T he la rg e r p a r t  o f th e  sap  and  
n ea rly  tw o-thirds of th e  su g a r w ere 
ob ta ined  in th e  forenoon's run.

It h as  been suggested  th a t  th e  tre e  
should be tapped  on tb e  side U'here 
th e re  a re  th e  m ost b ran ch es, when 
th e re  Is a  m arked  d ifference in th is  
re spect, on tb e  theo ry  th a t  th e  su g ar 
is e la b o ra ted  on tb e  side w here the 
leaves are. T h re e  y e a rs ’ experim en ts  
on th is  point, w ith  tre e s  th a t  had ap ­
p rox im ately  n ine-ten ths of th e ir 
b ra n ch es on one side, show ed th a t  In 
such tre e s  th e  su g ar is d is tribu ted  
th ro u g h o u t thjp tree s , and  could be 
tapped  o u t aw jy e ll from  one side as 
a n o th e r ."  ^  '

m aple sap . b rough t ou t fo r th e  first 
tim e Id th is  study, h av e  a  prac tica l 
b ea ring  In th e  m anagem en t of sugar 
o rchards . T h e  varia tio n  observed  in' 
th e  am o u n t of su g ar in  th e  sap  of dif­
fe re n t o rc h ard s  poin ts o u t why it costs 
som e su g a r m akers m ore  to  m ake a 
pound of su g a r  th a n  it does o thers. 
T h e  location of th e  tre e s  and  ex­
posure to  th e  lig h t a re  Im portan t 
item s. T re es  well exposed to  sun­
ligh t give m ore and r ic h e r  sap  th an  
th o se  w hich a re  crow ded and  shaded, 
fo r th e ir  leaf expansion is usually  
g re a te r , and  th ey  have m ore chance  to 
g e t th e  b righ t s u n lig h t H ence a  tree ' 
o f in fe r io r production  m igh t freq u en t­
ly be sacrificed  w ith  benefit to  those 
around IL T h e  typ ical t r e e  fo r a  large 
ru n  of rich  sap  is  described  as  one 
hav in g  a  sh o r t  cy lind rica l trunk , and 
a  la rg e  b ranch ing  system  beginning 
abou t ten  fe e t from  tb e  ground, which 
provides fo r ab u n d a n t foliage and 
la rg e  lea f a rea .

1. To one doten small oranges, take 
two lemona For large oranges take 
three lemons. If the oranges^are sour, 
no lemons will be necessary. Oranges 
are not so apt to  be bitter after the 
middle part of the season as those 
taken a t the first part of the season.

“cor LEADS BRITISH
Former Long Islander Is Fighting 

in Africa.

Overnight He Makes Soldiers of His
Policemen and Leads Them in Bat­

tle Against Trained German 
Soldlera.

New York.—At last accounts the 
British fighting the Germans in Ger­
man Bast Africa from Uganda were 
being led by a  Long Islander, "Reilly, 
the Cop.”

W. J. Reilly, formerly of New York, 
is the chief of police of Uganda, a  
British African possession adjoining 
German East Africa. Reilly turned hia 
native police into i soldiers and with 
them lirvaded the lenemy’s territory, 
fighting a 12-hour battle hi which the 
British lost seven and the Qennan 100 
dead and many wounded,, according to 
a  letter from Reilly received here by 
J. C. Hemment.

Here's what Reilly writes to bis 
friend;

"Just come through a 12 boors' 
light. Five machine guns and one can­
non playing on us all day. 1 bad only 
seven casualties, as I was beautifully 
Intrenched. The Germans attacked us 
a t  dawn and had twice our number. 
Our ammunition ran out (some of my 
tuen fired SOO rounds) and w% bad to 
retire when night set In. Tlie funny 
thing was th at the Germans also re­
tired and left a cannou behind them. 
As we were fighting in their country, 
the natives told them th a t we bad re­
tired and they came back next morn­
ing and occupied our position.

"I bad some narrow escapes, as I 
was In charge, and bad to  keep run­
ning around. It was my first inde­
pendent command and things turned 
ont well. We are  still in their territory 
and are  going to a ttack them In two 
days. We hope to give them a thorough 
licking, hut of course, we will be doing

A year 
ago last October Reilly came to New 
York to visit bis sister in Flushing, 
L. I.

A mighty man is Reilly. He fights 
Hons single-handed and gets away with 
them. When Theodore Roosevelt made 
his African hunting trip, be became a 
warm friend of the big Long Islander, 
whom the natives of bis province treat 
as If he were the real ruler of British 
Uganda.

Reilly’s letter was written on Janu­
ary 12. It's  a  long ivay from Uganda 
to New York. Hemment has not beard 
anything further from the chief. He is 
pretty sure th at If Reilly and bis men 
won the next skirmish mentioned in 
the letter, be will learn of It In due 
time through another le tter from bis 
friend. If be does not hear, says 
Hemment. it will be because another 
intrepid Irishman has earned the Vlc- 
toria'C ross without knowing It and the 
name of W. J. Reilly has been added 
to the long lists published weekly In 
London under the caption: "The Roll 
of Honor."

Paris.—A correspondent with the 
foreign legion wrihes as follows:

"Thla is the second day v e  have 
spent In Beaurieuix, which 1 mentioned 
In my las t letter. The captain UmeeK 
le<) US here by a  new route. The dis­
tance Is- not more than six miles. In 
fact I doubt If it is so much, yet It 
took us exactly six hours to cover It, 
from midnight to 6 a. m.. Just before 
the break u/ day.

"It gets light around 7 these days. 
At one tim e-w e'w ere  traveling over 
a  new road In the woods, up to our 
hips in a  loose mixture of mud and 
w ater fo'r ahont a  hundred yarda  You 
had to pull your leg out a t  eacb sUp, 
and as you succeeded there was a dull 
thud caused by the suction. One of 
the boys feO and he was a e ight But 
we are  all good soldiers now and can 
do six hours hard walking a t n ig h t 
with only one rest of ten mlnutea.

"Towle lost his watch and his cap 
on this march, but succeeded In get­
ting another cap. He was on sentinel 
duty the day we arrived and borrowed 
mine for his trfek. W ben'be came In 
be told us that he had noted a  grave 
with a  cap on It in the field on the' 
o ther side of the road and that be 
knew where be could get a  cover (the 
red cap is covered in w ar time by a 
blue linen cover). He could not go 
for the cap In the day time because 
It lay on an exposed spot between the 
lines. But after the flrsL night Towle 
was to be seen wearing a regulation 
kept.

"Patrol work Is very active Just now 
both by ourselves and the enemy, and 
much attention Is given to locating 
'petite postes' (the little outlook sta­
tions In front of the most advanced 
trenches) and picking off sentinels by 
the light of French and German lights. 
I t  Is a  game th at keeps everybody 
awake when they are  playing IL It la 
bard to say, a private knows so little, 
bat it appears to me th at we have 
gained on the enemy about a  hundred 
yrnds, and a re  bolding what we have 
gained.

"There is a  report around th a t we 
may be sent to Orleans for a  r e s t  If 
so you might send me a  few francs, 
as even If we do not go I can use the 
money in buying candles In the vil­
lage, when we are not In the trenches. 
Sometimes we can obtain Jam' and 
chocolates, very rarely such things 
as butter, wine or champagne, 
score or more families have generally 
returned to the devastated villages, 
and are  always eager to get some 
work to do.

"I saw a  woman cleaning up a shat­
tered honae eo that the men might 
use the rooms. Of course it was no 
home for peaceful folk, but for troops 
It was splendid. I have even seen 
men sweeping the streets In villages 
where every bouse seemed emasbed 
to ruins."

"Although she came to the exacting 
cares oflife witii a  frail body, care and 
suffering neither embittered nor cir- 
cumseribed her life. Her interest to 
aad ipwwledge of ouirent questions, 
her progressiTe and modern view-point, 
her judgment, her exactitude in express­
ing her thought, her knowledge and 
apiweeiation of tbe finest things in 
literature, were remarkable.

"There was an indefinable note of 
worth and beauty In her life acd char­
acter that defies analysis and statement. 
Tbe secret doubtless lay in her warm 
and vital faith 'in  Christ, and in the 
closeness of her walk irith God.*’

In size and gun power the Penn- 
aylvania fe greater even than the 
Queen Elizabeth of tbe British navy, 
which led the recent terrific assault of 
tbe Allies on tbe forts of the Darda­
nelles. While the British monster car­
ries larger guns, her main battery la 
onliy two-thirds tbe size of that of tbe 
Pennsylvania In number, and the Am­
erican battleship Is 3,000 tons greater 
in size.

The main battery of the Pennsyl­
vania will consist of 12 14-incb rifles, 
set In four turrets, three guns to a 
turret, the plan of big gun arrange­
ment adopted in the sister ships 
which preceded ber, tbe Nevada and 
Oklahoma. Her tonnage measurement 
is 31,400 against 27.500 for the Nevada 
and Oklahoma and the Queen Eliza­
beth. The latter, however, carries 
eight 15-locb rifles, se t two to a tur­
ret, while the Nevada and Oklahoma 
have 10 14-inoh rifles each in two 
three-gun and two two-gun turrets. In 
all these ships. Including the Penn­
sylvania. the tu rrets  are all on the 
center line to concentrate their fire 
on either broadside.

When completed the Pennsylvania 
will have cost the government more 
than 413,000,000. She will be ready 
for coramlssion. under- contract, by 
February 28. 1916. H er keel a'as laid 
October 27. 1913.

REP. PETERMAN HAS PREPARED 
BILL TO AMEND PRIMARY * 

LAW.

NEW IDEAS ARE EMBODIED

propoeed Measure Would Require 
Successful Candidate to Receive

Twenty-Five Fer Cent 
of Votea

[By Gurd M. H ayea]
Laaelhg—Little prpgreas ha* been 

made thus ta r  by the legislature in 
amending the primary law.' Accord­
ing to  Senator Corliss, chairman of 
the senate committee on elections, his 
committee is walling for a bill which 
Is being prepared by Senator, Wood 
before any of the measuree now be­
fore tbe committee a re  acted i^pon. 
Senator Kelley introduced a  bill sev­
eral weeks ago which restores the 
enrollment feature stricken out when 
the Jam es bill was passed two years 
ago.

Over In the house, however, a  bill 
la being drafted by Representative 
Peterm ann of Calumet which not only 
restores tbe enrollment feature, but 
contains a few new ideas as well. Un­
der the term s of the proposed PAer- 
mann bill a candidate at tbe  primary 
m ust receive a t  least twenty-five per 
cent of his party  vote in order to  have 
his name printed upon the ballot at 
tbe general election.

For instance. If Petermann''B bill 
should pass and there should be four 
candidates for tbe nomination for 
governor on the republican ticket at 
tbe next prim ary and 200,000 voters 
should vote a t the primary, the leading 
candidates would have to receive at 
least 60.000  votes. In tbe  event th at 
no candidate receives twenty-five per 
cent of hie party vote at the  primary. 
Pelerm ann’s bill provides th at a  con­
vention ahatl be held a t  which a  can­
didate shall be nominated. There Is 
also a  .clause in th^. bill making it 
impossible for a  candidate who has 
been defected for a nomination a t  a 
primary, to become a  candidate of 
another party a t tbe succeeding elec­
tion.

At the request of Attorney General 
Fellows, Senator Taylor of Kalamazoo 
Introduced a bill which provides th a t 
all appeals from decision of tbe sta te  
railroad commission shall be taken to 
the  Ingham county circuit court. 
Heretofore, when tbe railroad com­
mission has been made defendant in 
court proceedings in other circuits It 
has often been necessary to transport 
tbe  books and records of tbe depart­
ment to some d istant point in the 
state and the  passage of the bill will 
be a  great convenience to both the 
state railroad commission and the a t­
torney general's departnlent..

Senator Taylor also Introduced a 
bill making It a  misdemeanor for any 
person other than employes to tres­
pass on the tracks and rights of way 
of railroad companies. Senator Ver- 
dler introduced by request a  bill mak­
ing an appropriation of $250 to defray 
the expenses of one of the Justices of 
the supreme court to the annual con­
ference of Judges to  be held in W ash­
ington Tor the purpose of prescribing 
forms and rules, and regulating plead- 
ing, procedure and practice on the 
common law aide of the .federal 
courts.

Senator George Barnes of F lint put 
in a  bill requiring th a t all sleighs sold 
in this s ta te  after the act shall take 
effect, be four feet and six inches in 
wld^h. Barnes Bays th at there is a 
slnAlar law In effect In Wisconsin. Ac­
cording to  Barnes the narrow sleighs 
dfed. In winter make depressions In 
tfta road which resu lt to overturned 
c in la g e s  in the spring. The passage 
ot tbe bill would not effect any sleighs 
now in use in Michigan.

I d  committee of the whole tbe sen­
a te  agreed to Senator Woqdworth'a 
bUl Increasing the salaries of certain 
employes in tbe office of the s ta te  
treasurer and favorable consideration 
was given Senator Pltzgibbon provid­
ing for tbe  appointment of an assist­
ant to S tate Samltary Engineer Rich 
of the sta te  board ot health.

Lansing—Seventy Republicans 9  In 
the house Thursday afternoon closed 
ranks behind Senator Sam Odell's bill 
to transfer the appointment of the 
s ta te  game warden from Gie governed’ 
to the public domain commission, and 
afioved it throngh with a  isboop.

Representative WUlianK- H. Moore, 
of Lenawee, leader of the'anlnorlty in 
the bouse, attacked the m easure bit­
terly. tn aa  eloquent speech, which 
Indnbiably won Republican votes to 
his cause. He deplored the appear­
ance of partisan legislation In this 
session of the leg isla ture ,. a  feature 
which happily was; absent in the ses­
sions of 1912 and 1913, he said. He 
condemned tbe m easure as unjost, 
and charged th a t several Republicans 
In the house bad come to him and 
said:

T  hate this bOl: 2 detest It; It Is 
wrong—but I have to vote for it."

Mr. Moore hinted th at several ab 
tmnpta a t  deals had 'seen made, by 
Republicans who had gone to see the 
governor—th at the  projposition had 
been made th at if the' governor would 
promise not to appoint certain i«r^ 
sons the  bill would be killed. He men­
tioned ho nam ea

H ie  Odell bUl was one of five pas» 
ed by the boos* on th ird  reading 
Tuesday afternoon. The ftrst bill con­
s id e r ^  was Representative Culver’s 
amendm ent tc). clarify  the present law 
relative t o . the  qualifications of ejec­
to rs  voting on educational questions.

Senator P lanck 's bill to require 
plans, for all aehool buildings to be 
approved byjthe sta te  superintendent 
of public Instructions was passed. The 
bill also provides th a t the state auper- 

fintendent of i public instruction may 
condemn school buildings in certain 
instances. An amendment to permit 
school boards to bring action against 
ib i  superintendent of public Instruc­
tion In courta of ohaojcery for such 
condemnation, was adopted.

In 1911 tbe legielature passed an 
act framed with a view to  putting 
trading slam p companies out o f busi­
ness in Michigan. A majority of the 
companies doing business of this na­
tu re  ip Michigan are  foreign corpora­
tions. as one or two of tbe Michigan 
companies dissolved following the 
passage, of tbe act In 191L

However, sim ilar laws have been 
declared unconstitutional by the su­
preme court of a t ieaat twenty other 
states, and as foreign corporations are 
doing a  thriving business, in. trading 
stamp privileges In Michigan a t  tbe 
present time, Senator Odell, who vo­
ted for the.passage of the  bill four 
years ago, is of tbe opinion th a t any 
existing -legal barrier should be re­
moved. and he baa introduced a  bill 
to repeal the |aw  on tbe s ta tu te  
hooka a t the  present time, which has 
never been enforced.

Numerous complaints have been 
made th at It is impossible for a  per­
son interested in hunting or fishing 
to Interpret the game laws, as there 
a re  so many different acts covering a 
m ultitude of subjects. Senator Wal­
te r  seeks to  remedy this difficulty by 
the intrcductipn of a  bill calling upon 
the sta te  game, fish, and forestry war­
den to revise, consolidate and clas­
sify all tbe existing acts relative to 
tbe  protection of fish, wild animals 
and wild birds.

Senator DeLand, of Jackson, In­
troduced. by requesL a  bill to permit 
minors to  become members of build­
ing and loan aasoclatloos and to ex­
empt these organizations from the 
payment of a sta te  franchise fee.

If a bill introduced by Senator Tay­
lor becomes a  law, municipal heat, 
light and power plants' will be exempt 
from all taxation. Taylor’s .bill Is In 
the nature of an amendment of Act 
206 of tbe Public Acts of 1893. Sena­
tor Covert put in a bill to detach 
Lapeer county from the sixth Judicial 
circuit and providing for a  new Ju­
dicial circuit in Lapeer county. It is 
said th at there  Is too much work for 
one Judge in tbe d istrict as it now 
stands, and if tbe Covert bill passes 
Oakland and; Lapeer counties will be 
in separate Judicial circuit. W. R. 
Brown, of Lapeer, Is one of tbe spon­
sors of the bill to divide tbe Judicial 
clrcuiL

Senator Barpes offered an amend­
m ent to the  present law which pro­
vides th at where public ulilitles per­
m it a week to elapse before meeting 
their payroll th at there  shall be a 
penalty of ten per ce n t per day. 
Barnes wants this amended so th a t tbe 
penalty will be but one per cenL of 
the  total payroll per week.

Under the present law. should a 
public utility company whose payroll 
is $400 per^ week, have some dllB- 
pulty In raising money for the  pay­
roll, and the men should be deprived 
ot their w^ges for a week, $40 pen­
alty would ba added daily a fter the 
first week.

W ednesday night the^e was a  pub­
lic hearing on the bill Introduced in 
the  upper house by Senator Straight 
to give foreign corporations an oppor­
tunity to write liquor bonds, and 
Frank D. Elaman, of Detroit, and 
Jam es Lynch, of^Pontiac, appeared In 
behalf of the bonding company. 
Eaman eyplaioed th a t be was a  mem­
ber of tbe legal firm retained os 
counsel for the Michigan Bonding 
company, while Lynch said th at be 
was not on the  payroll, but approved 
of a  su re ty  bond for aaloona in pre­
ference to a  pesBonal bond.

Representatives o f a  number ot 
o ther bonding companies appeared be­
fore the comm ittee and declared that 
It was not their intention ^to engage 
in the business ot noderwriting saloon 
bonds, - even though the legislature 
paved the way. The representatives 
of tbe  outside bonding companies de­
nied th at there  waa an understanding 
between ' them  and tbe Michigan 
Bonding company whereby they 
trained from writing saloon bonds If 
the bonding company kept Its hands 
off other classes ot bonds.

Attorney Eam sn denied any partici­
pation- In . politics by the offleeri or 
directors o t the Michigan Bonding 
A Security company as an .organlxa* 
tion. H e said th a t he defleid anyone 
to prove th a t there  had^been any a t­
tem pts to dictate any political nom- 
inarions or app<^UDents.
Foster, a  member of the  senate  eom- 
m itte on liquor traffic, asked whether 
the bonding company had Interfered 
in any way in legislative ridctlons. 
At first Eaman coaid not recall such 
a  case, but Senator Foster recalled 
tbe le tter eent out by Archie Bnnting, 
one of ^ e  ettorneya for th e  company, 
in w hldi he urged the  election 6f Rep. 
Ashley, of Detroit, a s  speaker of tbe 
bouse of representatives. Eaman 
then declared th a t this le tte r  was not 
sanctioned by the' bonding eompapy, 
bot was purely a  personal m atter with 
Bniltlng.

C A U 8 E S  O F  IN T E S T IN A L  T R O U B L E

An I n t f i c ^  knowledge of the man­
ner In wbfcb profound changes In the 
mechanism o t^  the gastro-intestioal 
trac t may easily come about a t a  very 
early age la of the greatest Importance 
to  e rery  person desirous of endowing 
bla offspring with the fundamentals ot 
•  happy aod successful life. To all 
Chch persons an amount of study equiv­
alen t a t least to that required of the 
average Individual In order to attain 
the  knowledge and tecbnle necessary 
to  fit him to operate a sewmg ma­
chine o r an antomebile Inteiligeotly. 
and witbont risk of ruining the ma­
chine because of lack of th at required 
knowledge. Is m ost earnestly recom­
mended.

It Is argued--by many that such 
knowledge Is not necessary because 
natural instincts are  alleged to be a 
sufficient guide. Bat this Is not true, 
for humanity’s .environment has 
changed more during the last 50 
years than during the previous 299,950 
years of Its probable minimum exist­
ence. and "Instincts" do not count— 
we have not sufficient time to devel­
op ‘'instincts '' required by existing con­
ditions, and must, therefore, try to use 
reason Instead.

Particular attention is called to tbe 
large intestine comprising tbe cecum, 
the colon.'the sigmoid flexure and tbe 
rectum. Tbe cecum Is the blind 
pouch or sac In which tbe large lutes- 
tlne begins and into wbich, the Ilium, 
or small Intestine, opens from one 
side. Tbe vermiform (wormlike) ap- 
pendfk is attached to the cecum, and 
this Is tbe little body which makes us 
so much trouble under the  name of 
appendlcltla The cecum constitutes 
a  sort of cesspool or catch basin low 
down in tbe right abdominal cavity, 
and from It, running up tbe right side, 
rise s  tbe ascending colon. Turning 
a t  a  right angle, the ascending coleo 
becocnei the transverse colon, extend­
ing straight across the upper abdom­
inal cavity to the left aide, wbere it 
again turns and becomes the descend­
ing colon, following down the left side 
to the  left lower abdominal cavity, 
where It once more turns, forming a 
loop known as the sigmoid flexure, 
wbich loins the rectum. •

Every human animal stiU comes 
into the world a quadruped, a four- 
footed animal, and a  struggle extend­
ing over foorteen to twenty months Is 
required of every Individual before 
tb e  physical development required for 
tbe .general mechanical mastery or 
gravitation and tbe Idea a re  attained 
whereby we are able tc assume the 
vertical and walk In tbe upright posi­
tion. But It Is a grave error to as­
sume th at the attainm ent of tbe abil­
ity to overcome gravity enda tbe strug­
gle, because It does n o t  Gravity Is 
man’s Implacable enemy; It Is per­
sistently In operation tending to drag 
him down.

W ith this Idea firmly fixed In mind 
Investigation makes it very clear that 
there are  a t least six points In the 
large Intestine alone where the ordi­
nary mechanical laws may easily pro­
duce serious physical changes when­
ever there is the least tendency toward 
enervation. T h^  first point Is in tbe 
cecum, which may relax and sag un­
der gruvitatlonal pull in any weakefied 
physical state. The second Is a t the 
point where the ascending colon turns 
and becomes the transverse colon. 
Functional obstruction slniiUr to that 
resulting from a  sharp bend In a water 
boee Is not uncommon a i  this point 
Sagging of the transverse colon in tha 
middle, forinlng a  festoon, a d£ep 
curve Instead of a straight lloR tacm s 
the  abdomen, constitutes th f  third 
po in t The downw art' tom  ot the trans­
verse colon into the descending colon 
constitutes the fourth po in t which ob­
viously m ust be. more likely to kink

P R E V E N T IO N .

It is easy to live in good health, and 
to be bsppy If one gets tbe right 
start, because It then becomes simply 
a  m atter of continuing a fixed hab it., 
which is the very easiest thing one 
can do: tor we consist essentially of. 
an organism built up around a group 
of f lx ^  habits, all our fundamental 
vital functions being fixed habits. But 
If . you fall to secure tbe right sta it, 
never having experienced it. you find 
tbe pursuit oA health, like the (lursult 
of happiness, a vague, strenuoos and 
exceedingly unsatisfactory occupa­
tion, because you do not always know 
when you have either. The desired 
goal ever appears to be something Just 
a  few paces ahead and seems always 
to dissolve and vanish like tbe will-o'- 
the wisp Just as we would grasp I t

I t  Is perfectly obvious that any ma 
terlal change for tbe worse In one’s 
average state ot health Implies the 
necessity for a  change of one’s hab­
its. But so completely are we subject 
to natural laws tb at tbe first time any 
new point of view is affirmed there 
Inevitably muat be opposition to I t  
ft is tbe normal Inertia of the mind 
wblcb opposes such resistance Just as 
all m atter In nature is opposed to 
every change In the direction of Its 
forces. But, notwitbstanding tbe 
psychological - phenomena wblcb In­
fluence us all. the forces of fact are 
superior to every inertia and sooner 
or later must conquer. But always 
the pressure of material facts is re­
quired to drive us forward to change 
and improvement No real advance 
can be made, except aueb as may be 
related to some tangible and material 
evidence whereby it Is removed from 
the domain of opinion into that of 
fact.-changed from su b j^ tiv e  into ob­
jective. To array facts, then. In their 
most comprehensive form is without 
doubt the most direct road to tbe a t­
tainment of good health.

We know -that from the instant of 
impregnation to complete develop­
ment the human organism responds 
to definite rhythmic growing Impulses, 
each of which has Its specific reason 
and results both physical and chem­
ica l It should not be deemed a t all 
strange, then, that certain types 
should evidence definite tendencies all 
through life.

Measurements of a human infant 
will show tbat the essential stature— 
that is, tbe length of the trunk and 
bead compared with tbe total length 
from the heels to tbe top of the bead 
—exceeds the length of the legs, and 
the human Infant Is essentially a feed­
ing anim al Tbe first year tends to 
a maximum development of tbe diges­
tive organs with a  corresponding In­
crease in body bulk and fat. but where 
the subsequent development is normal 
maturity finds that a balance has 
taken place between these two sec­
tions, and they have become relative­
ly equal However, where this condi­
tion of balanced development Is not 
found to exist we find an Individual' 
tbat either Is robust or one tbat has 
been arrested In morphological devel­
opment and retains tbe type and all 
the tendencies ot a  younger age. with 
all its penalties, a . condition wblcb 
makes it essential tb at these unfor­
tunate individuals, to maintain a rela­
tive healthy, state of body, are com­
pelled to submit themselves to a  
severe hygienic regime throughout 
their entire lives. Unfortunately, 
our knowledge Is not of a  character 
tbat such steps are  generally per­
ceived to be necessary, and tbe Inevi­
table end is not recognized notll It has 
become a  facL These are tbe vic­
tim s of gout, "chronic rheumatism.” 
hemorrhoids and chronic liver, stom­
ach and bronchial dlfflcultlea All tbe 
vast array of difficulties falling under 
tbe bead of iithemla, an excesa of 
uric acid in the system, and supposed 
to be due to defective elimination, are 
without doubt to be attributed rather 
to ao excessive formation of these 
elements In tbe system because of a  
constitutional slowing down In tbe 
metabolic reactions from defective 
construction in the beginning, grossly 
aggravated by an imperfect and im­
properly balanced diet thereafter.

Tbe early recognition of these ten­
dencies Is the certain prevention of 
tbe development of a vast number of 
distressing conditions later In life and 
a strong argument for a sane regime 
in handling those already suffering 
from tbe natural results of a prior con­
dition. This would appear to  be the 
reasonable explanation of tbe number­
less bitter disappointments tbat have 
followed every alleged cure for these 
conditions since tbe very dawn of his­
tory. and a strong reason why an ear­
nest effort should be made for a solu­
tion of tbe problem along the lines 
suggested by the work of our many 
brilliant sclenUsts.

A great contrast Is afforded b ^  
tween tbe  Buenos Aires and Pactfio 
railroad from Buenoe Aires to Hen- 
docs, which rises only 2,405 feet in 
<39 miles, giving an average rise  of 
less than  one-tenth of one per cenL 
and the Chilean Transandean railroad, 
which rises 7,776 feet In a  total length 
of only 44 m llea Tbe highest point 
reached Is 10.512 feet above sea level 
in th e  center of tlf t international tun­
nel (10,390 feet long), wbich cuts 
through the  watershed tb a t forms the 
boundary between tbe  tw o countrlea

The line follows the  valley of tbe 
Aconcagua river, the  loequallUes of 
the fall of which It more or less re­
peats, reaching in tbe  upper sections 
a  maximum gradient of eight per cent, 
the steepest in  tbe world. The Ar­
gentine Transandean railroad Is simi­
lar. and th e  same rack system la 
used; but the  railroad ascends much 
more gradually up the  course of the 
Mendoza river, the  ^ a e  being 8,100 
feet In a  length of 111 miles and the 
maximum grade <Mily six p e r ce n t

The use of rack grades necessitates 
the stric tes t limitation of speed,, no 
tra in  being allowed to  exceed nine 
and one-third miles an hour e ither up 
or down upon the rack, while safety.ls 
further Insured by tbe provision on all 
tra ins of automatic brakes, non-auto- 
matlo control brakes, repression 
brakes and band brakes, ^ w e rfu l  
double adhesion and rack locomotives 
are  chiefly employed weighing ninety 
tons. Tbat tbe precautions adopted 
to  Insure safety are  efficacious la 
shown by tbe fact that since Interna­
tional traffic was started  in 1910 not 
a  single fatal accident has- occurred.

Tbe distance by tbe Atlantic route 
from New York to  Buenos Aires is 
about 6,670 miles, while th at from 
New York to Valparaiso-through the 
Fanam a canal is about 4.630 miles. 
The distance from Valparaiso to 
Buenos Aires by rail Is $76 miles. By 
th is  railroad Chile has been brouidit 
nearer to  Europe by ten  to  fifteen 
days and nearly 2,000 miles. The 
Journey between tb e  Cbtlean and Ar­
gentine capita ls occupies now only 
thlrty-elx hours, aa against tbe  fifteen 
days th a t were occu^ed by the 'voy­
age through the S traits  of Magellan, 
while the cost of th e  Journey haa been 
reduced from 1195 to $62.

U la reported th a t commerce has 
been greatly stimulated by this short- 
enlng of distance and tim e and th at 
not only baa tbe easier Journey In­
creased tbe  number o t visitors, partly 
on p leasure,,partly  on business, with 
a  corresponding Increase In the  inflow 
of f o re i^  capital, bu t it has reduced 
the  tim e required for correspondence 
and the  transmission of postal parcels. 
Tbe reduction of tim e on letters of 
credit results In a  corresponding re­
duction o t in terest payable upon them. 
Notwithstanding all the advantages 
th a t have been m ade evident in tbe 
four years since th is  service com­
menced It Is unquestionable th at they

Finally, in the  United States, a  Mal­
le t e n ^n e  w’lth ten coupled axles, 
having 245 tons' adhesive weight, 
has been put Into service on 111- 
pgnnd rails; tb at Is. tbe engine Is 
4.950 times the wglght ot tbe  rail a' 
yard. iDcldeotall^, th is  progrestlve 
increase in tbe  relative weight of the 
locomotive to  tbe rail shows how 
grea t has been tbe  Improvement in 
the  quality of steel rails.—Toath'e 
Companion.

Building the Kitchen Fire.
A good way to build a coal fire in 

a  range is to cmah paper and place It 
in the empty firebox, lightly placing 
on It finely split wood laid like lattice 
work. On this arrange a  second layer 
of slightly laxger kindling of hard 
wood. Replace the coven and light 
the paper from underneath. See that 
all dam pen are epea and checks 
eloeed.

When the wood begins to bum. 
which sbeaM be in about three min- 
utea, add twe shovq^fuls of coal so 
placed as  te  rest eu the burning wood. 
When this ignites add coal to fill the 
box to  within one or two Inches of 
the covfTi—never above tbe top of 
the oven, otherwise there will not be 
a ir  space- to  cause a draft.

In a  few minutes, usnally about five, 
depending on the strength of the draft, 
ckwe the smoke damper so as to send 
the  heated air around the oven and up 
the^ chimney. Keep the lower draft 
open d n  d ie coal beglnB to took red 
In a  tew places, then close all drafts.
