Secrete Sabstancee Fatal In

cealed in them deadly poisons, says
the New Haven Register.

.In tbe Alps Is a plant called tbe
laburnum, which puts forth large yel-
low blossoms so J>eautlful that they

have been likened to a fountain of
gold dancing In tbe sunlight And yet
the leaves, flowers, roots, bark and

seeds of this plant are exceedingly
poisonous. In fact even tbe grass be-
neath and around tbe blossoms is so
contaminated by the poison that cattle
must be kept from .eating it

And can you imagine blooms so
beautiful as tbe narcissus, hyacintb,
jonquil, snow drop and foxglove se-
creting deadly poisons? They do, how-
ever. and noxious liquors can be made
from them that will kill human life.

Even the lady’s slipper, the quaint
jack-in-tbe-pulpit and the apparenc}”-
innocent little buttercup are likewise
infected. Indeed, tho latter Is partic-
ularly deadly in Its poisonous seerw
tions. Cattle when grazing always
pass It by, for they seem to know by
instinct that it will kill them. Peo-
nies and larkspurs also contain toxic
fluids.

PUNTS TAXED TO UTMOST

Most of the Contracts for Supplies
Run for Two Yesri or Longer—
Goods Sold for Delivery Here
—Shipment at Buyer’s Risk.

New York.—A commOD estimate of
the war’s length' Is three years. In
tbe first six mootbs of tbe conflict
tbe United States sold about $400,-
060.000 In war soppUee. not taking
Into conaideratiOD foodetuffn designed
for civilian populations. By August t
our trade will reach $1,000,000,000; and
uplesa something occurs to check this
phenomenal  business  $3,000,000,000
will have poured into tbe United
States before the treaty of peace la
signed.

Even If tbe war should stop right
cow our trade In the mateiiala of war
wonld Boou reach a btUiou, for most
of tbe great contracta are wrltteu to
be fulfilled without regard to the
course of the war and run for two
years, or even longer.

Our gain would be even larger
could we supply both sides. As It is,
almost nothing is going to the Teu-
tonic allies.

The United States government of-
flclals are unable to give anything
like correct figures of tbe trade In
war supplies. A large proportion,
how large It la Impossible to say.
goes to Canada first and Is shipped
from there to England. France, Rus-
sia_or one of thelr allies.

There Is no pcnsity for misbilltng
exporta Much gunpowder Is going
out in cases marked sugar or aalL es-
pecially through Pacific ports to Rus-
sia by way of Vladivostok.

In the most authoritative circles it
Is estimated that the principal items
In the four millions of dollara’ worth
ordered here In the first six months
were: Motor cars. $25,000,000; arms,
explosives and tbe like, $105,000,000;
Iron and steel. $65,000,000; uniforms,
socks, sweaters, etc., $30,000,000;
chemicals and hospital supplies. $6.-
000,000; soldiers shoes, harness and
other leather products. $18,000,000;
mlifcellaneoua, including food sup-
plies known to have gone to the
annlea. $160,000,000.

. Tt can be said without fear of coo-
trsidictlen that tbe alllea have not
contracted for the entire output of
the arms and ammunition factories of
the United States, while scores of
concerns are enlarging tbelr plants
and running three shifts a day to ful-
fill their foreign contracts.

Many of these companies do not
know th”~ are tusning out goods for
a foreign power. They may surmise
It. but they do not care. 1liey dealt
only through a broker or agent and
with great secrecy.

Goods are sold for delivery here,
and shipment Is at tbe buyer’s risk..
The buyer enforces secrecy, because
the goods are contraband. The mu-
ttfacturers surround tbelr plants with
high fences ud troops of armed
gnards in order not only to cooper-
ate witb the buyers In maintaining
secrecy, but also to prevent m~dltng
by agents of governments bo”e to
the buyers.

Every section of the country where
manufacturing la a large feature of
business Is benefiting from war or-
ders, altbougb these orders lo many
cases are not large enougb to offset
the depression in domestic trade.

Many orders are from governments
which never before bought in tbe
Americu market and American busi-
ness men believe they can bold this
trade after the war Is over. They
argue that much of the work now
being done here for Great Britain, to
take an Inataoce, has previously been
done in Germany, and that the bitter
feeling after tbe war will preclude
Its being done there again.

A Philadelphia factory is making
swords for tbe British army. Such
a contract had never before been re-
ceived In this country. In the past
British swords have been made In
Germany.

Id tbe Pittsburgh district, which
includes Betblebem, many Germans
who formerly worked tor the Krupps
are employed. They are now making
war material for the allies, although,
of course, they do not know this
definitely. Tbe men In tbe factory
are not informed for whom a particu-
lar six-inch ebrapnel shell is being
made.

Some odd Items are reported. The
Ffenchb government 'baa paid New
England muiifacturefs $260,000 for
snowshoes. One concern In Phila-
delphia Is turning out a folding saw
with wooden bandies for cutting wire
entanglements. When the war started
the armies used steel pliers for this
work, with the result that many men
were shocked to death by high volt-
age electricity.'

Factories turned to New Uses.

All sorts of factories have been
pressed Into commission to make
things useful In war. A company In
Bridgeport. Conn., which
makes cemetery monuments of
bronze. Is now turning out forgings
for an auto truck concern which has
a large order from tbe allied coon-
tries. Bridgeport,’ by the way. Is en-
joying huge prosperity because most
of Its Industrial concerns are working
on war orders.

All  throngh Massachusetts and
Connecticut war orders are helping to
overcome the depressloa of the first
few months of tbhe war. The Pore
River Shipbuilding company It very
busy. It Is generally reported IL is
making ten submarines for tbe Brit-
ish nary, these to be delivered at the
end of the war. In addition, it is
making about 25 other submarines.

Demand for- many particolar ar-
ticles has been so great that the al-
lied governments have signed con-
tracts at prices most attractive for
tbe manufacturers. In addition, tt Is
pretty well established that middle-
men, brokers and agents are gather-
ing Id mlUiona In commissions, aome
of whleh are exhorbltanL

Pope WIll Lack Guards if Italy
Enters the War.

Entire Vatican Force Liable to Call to
Colors, and Unprecedented Situa-
tion May Arise—Law of Guar-
antees Silent

Rome.—In case Italy goes to war
one of the roost serious compllicatlona
which will follow in the relatione be-
tween tbe Italian government and the
Ho’y See will be In connection with
tbn papal army.

There la no provision in tbe law of
guarantees contemplating the eventu-
ality of war. When this law was be-
fore tbe Italian parliament in 1871 a
member proposed an amendment to
the effect that all privilegea accorded
to the pope should be suspended “In
case of’war between Italy and other
nations,, as also In tbe case of war
between foreign nations when Italy
had declared herself neutral, and in
every circumstance when such a meas-
ure should be necessary for tba inter-
nal and external security of the state.”
This amendment was accepted, but not
embodied In the law, which, it was
then explained, was concerned with
the rights of peace and not with those
of war.

Article 3 of tbe law of guarantees
deals with the pontifical army as fol-
lows:

"The sovereign pontiff can retain
the usual number of guards attached
to his person and eroplidyed for the
custody of the palaces without preju-
dice to the obligations and duties in-
cumbent on those guards by reason
of the laws In force in the kingdom.”

Tbe obligalloDS and duties men-
tloned lo this article are those of
every ltalian citizen’s llabtllty to serve
In tbe army, and thus tbe law explicit-
ly provides that pontifical guards can-
not claim exemption from military
service.  In fact tbe pontifical gen-
darmes. who are all Italian citizens,
are purposely recruited from men
wbo have served in the Italian army.
The Noble, guards snd tbe Palatine
gnards, who are nearly all ItaHan cit-
izens, not being on permanent duty
at the Vatican, but only called for
service when occasion requires, get
special leave of absence when called
for service In the Italian army.

In case general mobilization Is or-
dered in Italy practically all tbe 260
pontifical gendarmea would bave to
join the colors and thus tbe two per-
manent corps of the paphi army, the
Swiss guards, already redoced from
200 to only about eighty rank and file,
and the gendarmes, will be to all In-
tents and purposes disbanded. Nor
can the pope rely on the Noble guards
and the Palatine guards for the pro-
tection of hla person and'the custody
of. the apostolic palaces, as the great
majority of these guards will also be
called to arms. And.the hundreds of
men employed In the Vatican, the cus-
todians of the mnseums and tbe gal-
leries. the lay clerks In the depart-
ments and offices, tbe gardeners and
coachmen and caretakers, all these
win have to join tbe Italian army.

Such a contingency is unprecedent-
ed in history and without a parallel
in intemational law and it will serve
to prove the anomaly of a atate with-
in a atate. Strangely enongb while
the next smalleet army in the world
after that of the pope, existing like-
wise In Italy, will not be affected by
Italian mobilization, and not a tingle
dtlzen of the.diminutive republic of
San Marino will be compelled to fight
In the Italian army, the army of the
pope will practically cease to exist
when Italy goes to war.

Ths reason for this distinction be-
tween the two anniee le that San
Marino Is Italy’s ally while the Holy
See. although tU territory is only a
palace and a garden, le considered
Italy's enemy. Ofidally the pope ig*
Doree the kingdom of Iinly.

It is a well-known fact that many
nulical changes wiD follow as a re-
snit of this great war. OId nations
will disappear and new ones will be
tonaed; noondarlea .and peoples wfll
ehaage tbelr nationality, while Eu-
rope wOl be remapped. Oreat as all
tbeae changes will be their historical
Importance wflL however, be less than
4hat ot the great change which may
affect the Vatfoan. the oldest Institu-
tion In the WOT-d

Faormon ad Bedford
o be Disoontinued

The Michig_an State Telephone Com-
pany IB noti*ng its subwribers that
tbe free service heretofore furnish”
between Plymouth, Northville, Farm-
ington and Bedford has been discon-
tinued, effective Apnl 1st.

The telephone traffic between these
points bas for some time been in such
increasing volume that the toll pole
routes, toll circuits and exchange
Bwitobboarda are overloaded to such an
extent that tbe service htis become
impaired. There has been no charge
for mess”~es between the above men-
tioned points in recent years, althougih,
as is well known, a toll is charged-lor
the use of toll facilities between places
similarly located. Aside from this dis-
criminatory feature, tbe furnishing of
free service between certain exchan%es
and charging a toll rate between other
exchanges similarly located, the con-
tinuing” to_furnish this free service
would require increased facilities at a
considerable investment.

From the experience of the company
in other parts of the state, where free
service bas been disoootinued, it is
evident that free service of this kind-is
abused, as it has been found that the
telephone traffic between these points
immediately dropped off about 90%.
It would seem, therefore, that these
mess”es, which were not continued
after a small charge had been put into
effect, were of neither social nor com-
mercial importaoce. This means, of
course, that the Telephone company has

been obliged to handle a large number

of unimportant messages over its toll
lines, tw the detriment of the service.

For Camrege library
Editor Maa:

In a consideration of the value of a
public library, it will have to be ad-
mitted, first of all, thattbe presence in
Plymouth of such a building as it would
be, of necessity, would be an aisset for
Plymouth worth many times its cost.
A citixen would be attracted here the
quicker if he knew we bad a fine public
library; he would reoE”nixe our little
city would be a better plaoe in which
tp live than a city that had no public
library, other things being anywhere
near tbe same. A business niAn would
recognize that such an equipment in
any city makes that place better from
a business standpoint. Such a building
as we have been considering of late
certainly would have a great advertis-
ing value to Plymouth.

However, it is not a matter of civic
pride that appeals to me so much as the
great good the library would do the
children and the young people of Ply-
mouth. | am reliably informed that it
is the history of public libraries in this
country, that tbe majority of book tak-
ers are boys and girls of tbe age of from
19 down to 10 years, thatholding true
both in the small cities and the metro-
politan cities. Then what better thing
can we do for the boys and girls of Ply-
mouth than to put ourselves in position
to take advantage of the gift of the
library from tbe source that bas done so

much good in this country for the
youth?

If we can direct the minds
of the school boys and girls,

through the medium of good reading,
and none but good reading gets into
public libraries in these days, we will
more than have done our partto supple
mentthe importanfwork of the public
schools. The reading they would get
from the books they could draw and
land reau in their homes, and from the
;m;™azine8 and papers they would have
laccess to in the reading roonie in the
building, would be® the only valuable
helps some of the children of this city
would get in the years when their read-
ing habits would be forming. Reading
broadens the imagination, and that is
one of the great advantages we will find
in connection with our librarj*. Chil-
dren are amenable to that broadening
process, more than we older ones, and
if we afford them tbe oppiortunity of
good reading while they are young, the
cost to Plymouth will seem like the
mere bagatelle it will be.

Regarding the cost of maintaining
public libraries, the average' cost per
capita is- reported on government
authority' to be less than 30 cents a
year. Some libraries run at less than

per capita of ibe city’s population.
But even if the cost tb Plymouth were
one dollar per capita, 1 can easily see
that the investment for Plymouth tax-
payers would return good interest—in
the matter of the elegant building it
would give us,, tbe advertising value we
would get out of it, to say nothing of
the desirability of raising tbe general
level of reading here, especially among
the boys and girls. Thbe increased tax
rate would be so small as to be prac-
tically uoappreciable.

Great Stream of Business Rows
Into United States as Re-
sult of Viar.

PUNTS TAXED TO UTMOST

Most of the Contracts for Supplies
Run for Two Years or Longer—
Goods Sold for Delivery Here
—Shipment at Buyer’e Riek.

New York.—A common estimate of
the war’s length Is three years. In
the first six months of the conflict
the United States sold about 1400,-
060,000 in war supplies, not taking
into consideration foodstuffs designed
for civilian populations. By August 1
our trade will reach $1,000,000,000; and
unless something occurs to check this
phenomenal business  $3,000,000,000
will have poured Into the United
States before the treaty of peace is
signed.

Even If the war should stop right
DOW our trade In the materials of war
would soon reach a billion, for most
of the great contracts are written to
be fulfilled without regard to the
course of the war and run for two
years, or even longer.

Our gain would be even larger
could we supply both sides. As-It Is.,
almost nothing is going to the Teu-
tonic allies.

The United States government of-
ficials are unable to give anything
like correct figures of the trade in
war supplies. A large proportion,
how large It is impossible to say.
goes to Canada first and Is shipped
from there to England. France. Rus-
sia or one of their allies.

There Is no penalty for misbliHng
exporta Much gunpowder is goiug
out In cases marked sugar or salt, es-
pecially through Pacific ports to Rus-
sia by way of Vladivostok.

In the most authoritative circles It
Is estimated that the principal Items
in the four millions of dollars” worth
ordered here In the first six months
were:  Motor ears, $25,000,000; arms,
explosives andHhe like, 110Sfi00.000;
Iron and steel, $65,000,000; uniforms,
socks, sweaters, etc., $30,000,000;
chemicals and hospital supplies, $6.-
000,000; soldiers shoes, harness and
other .leather products. $18,000,000;
miscellaneous, including food sup-
plies to have gone to the
armies, $160,000,000.

Plants Run Night and Day.

It can be said without fear of con-
tradiction that the allies have not
contracted for the entire ontpnt of
the arms and ammunition factories of
the United States, while scores of
concerns are enlarging their plants
and running three shifts a day to ful-
fill their foreign contracts.

Many of these companies do not
know they are turning out goods for
a foreign power. They may sormise
It, bnt they do not csu®. They dealt
only throngb a broker or agent and
with great secrecy.

Goods are sold for delivery here,
and shipment Is at the buyer’s risk.
The buyer enforces secrecy, because
the goods are contraband. The man-
nfactnrera surround tbelr plants with
high fences and troops of armed
guards In order not only to ccHiper-
ate with the buyers In maintaining
secrecy, but also to prevent meddling
by agents of sevemments hostile to
the boyers.

The 75 firearm and ammunition
fkctMles In the United States ordl-
narlly employ 20.000 persona Now
their forces number 60,000 and are
Increasing.

The enormous demand for high ex-
plosive# has forced prices to high
levels.. Picric acid, need In
explosives, has risen from 26 cents to
12.60 a pound and the entlrn supply
on hand has been bought- up. Those
who still have gnneotton on band
which can be .delivered within 30
days are asking 78 cents a pound.
The usual price Is 20 to 26 cents. In
February the French government
tried to buy 24.000.000 pounds of gnn-
eotton. offering 66 cents. It wm* nn-
obtafnable. so contrsets were iilaced
widi a number of mills ronning over
two years

More than 10.000 automobile trucks
have been shipped to England and
Prance since August L.bnt from the
way new orders are coming In, this
branch of trade U only inat begin-

ning. The French war authorities
figure the average Hfe of an auto
truck Is only seven days

Thousands of Buyers.

There are thonsands of buying
agents for the foreign govemnttnts
all over the country, but the two
largest blocks of contracts are com-
ing through Charles Schwab of. the
Bethlehem Steel company and J. Pler-
pont Morgan, bead of the great bank-
ing firm.

Schwab has made two visits to Eu-
rope since the war began and has ob-
tained contracts amounting to more
than  $60,(KK},000. His Bethlehem
works are making even 12-inch guns
for the allies, but in addition to what
Is turned out here be has sublet or-
ders In a dozen different cities Mor®
gao Is'now' the ~gteneral purchasing
agent of the British government and;
all orders go tbri>ugb bis firm.

Every section of the country where
manufacturing Is a large feature of
business Is benefiting from war or-
ders® aJtbosgh these orders in many
cases are not large enough to offset
the depression In domestic trade. '

Many orders are from goverhments
which never befdre bought in the
American market and American busi-
ness men believe they can; bold this
trade after the war Is over. They
argue that much of the work now
being done here for Great Britain, to
take an Instance, has previously been
done In Germany, and that the bitter
feeling after the war will preclude
Its being done'there again.

A Philadelphia factory Is making
swords for the British army. Such
a contract bad never before been re-
ceived In this country. In the past
British swords have been made
Germany.

In the Pittsburgh district, which
Includes Bethlehem, many Germans
who formerly worked for the Kruppe
are employed. They are now making
war material for the allies, although,
of course, they do not know this
definitely. The men in the factory
are not Informed for whom a particu-
lar" six-Inch shrapnel shell Is being
made.

Some odd items are reported. The
French government has paid New
England manufacturei®s $260,000 for
enowshoes. One concern In Phila-
delphia Is turning out a folding saw
Tritb wooden handles for cutting wire
entanglements. When the war started
the armies used steel pliers for this
work, with the result that many men
were shocked to death by high volt-
age electricity.'

Factories turned to New Uses.

All sorts of factories have been
pressed Into commission to make
things Useful in war. A company In
Bridgeport, Conn., which usually
makes  cemetery’ monuments of
broDxe, It now turning out forgings
for an anto truck concern which has
a large order from the allied coun-
tries. Bridgeport,' by the way, is en-
joying boge prosperity because most
of Its Industrial concerns are working
on war orders.

All  throngb Massachusetts and
Connecticut war orders are helping to
overcome the depression of the first
few months of the war. The Fore
River Shipbuilding company Is very
busy. It is generally reported It. Is
making ten snbmarines for the Brit-
ish navy, these to be delivered at the
end of the war. In addition. It Is
making about 26 other submarines.

Demand for many particular ar-
ticles has been so great that the al-
lied governments have signed con-
tracts at prices most attractive for
the manufacturers. In addition, It Is
pretty well established that middle-
men, brokers and “ents are gather-
ing In millions in commlsslona, some
of which are exhorbltant

It Is said by a Chicago merchanL
for instance, that there is a well-or-
ganlxed band of extortionists, with
agents in all the big cities on both
mides of the Atlantic and headquarters
In New York, which is exacting a toll
of from 16 to 20 per cent on practical-
ly every shipment of war supplies
that leaves the country.

‘In general the agents of each gov-
emment maintain that thslr nation
U buylIng'ri*t. while stating a belief
ihat other nations are being, fleeced.

A well-known Russian exporter of
New York dty mys the Russian gov-
ernment is snSerlng the moct heavily
of all. He has sent over a report for
wide publl~tton In Rnssla in which
be says thM already $20,000,000 has
been lost through the exploitation of
American commissioners and brokers.

Enters the War.

Entire Vatican Force Liable to Call to
Colors, and Unprecedented Situa-
tion May Arise—Law of Guar-
antee! SilenL-

Rome.—in case Italy goes to war
one of the most serious complications
which will follow in the relations be-
tween the Italian government and the
Ho’y See will be In connection with
tbo papal army.

There Is no provision In the law of
guarantees contemplating the eventu-
ality of war. When this law was be-
fore the Italian parliament In 1871 a
member proposed an amendment to
the effect that all privileges accorded
to the pope should be suspended. “In
case of war between Italy and other
nations, as also In the case of war
between foreign nations when Italy
had declared herself neutral, and In
every drcumstance when such a meas-
ure should be necessary for the Inter-
nal and external security of the state.”
This amendment was accepted, but not
embodied In the law, which, it was
then explained, was concerned with
the rights of peace and not with those
of war.

Article 3 of the law of guarantees
deals with the pontifical army as fol-
lows:

“The sovereign pontiff can retain
the usual number of guards attached
to bis person and employed for the
cuBtsdy of the palaces without preju-
dice to the obligations and duties in-
cumbent on those guards by reason
of the laws in force In the kingdom.

The ohliRatlons and duties men-
tioned in this article are those of
every Italian citizen’s liability to serve
in the army, and thus the law explicit-
ly provides that pontifical guards can-
not claim exemption from military
service.  In fact the pontifical gen-
darmes. who are all Italian citizens,
are purposely recruited from merr
who have served In the Italian army.
The Noble guards and the Palatine
guards, who are nearly all Italian cit-
izens, not being on permanent duty
at the Vatican, hut only called for
service when occasion requires, get
special leave of absence when called
for service In the Italian army.

In case general mobilization Is or-
dered In Italy practically all the 200
pontifical gendarmes would have to
Join the colors and thus the two per-
manent corps of the papal army, the
Swiss guards, already reduced from
200 to only about eighty rank and file,
and the gendarmes, will be to'ail in-
tents and purposes disbanded. Nor
can the pope rely on the Noble guards
and the Palatine guards for the pro-
tection of bis person and tha'custody
of the apostolic palaces, as the great
majority of these guards will”also be
called to arms. And the hundreds of
men employed in the Vatican, the cus-
todians of the museums and the gal-
leries. the lay clerks In the depart-
menU and offices, the gardeners and
coachmen and caretakers, all these
will have to loin the' Italian army.

Such a contingency! Is unprecedent-
ed in history and without a parallel
in international law and it will serve
to prove the attorney of a state with-
in a state. Strangely enough while
the next emalleet army in the world
after that of the pope, existing like-
wise in Italy, will not be affected by
Italian mobillxatioa. and not a single
cftlsen of the diminutibe republic of
San Marino will be compelled to fight
In the Italian army, tie army of the
pope will practically cease to exist
when Italy goes to wir.

The reason for thisl distinction ho-
tween (he two armi” to that San
Marino to Italy’s aJlyCwhlle the Holy
See. although its .-teirltory Is only a
palace and a. ga“en, to considered
Italy's enemy. Officially the pope ig-
Doree the kingdom of Xtidy.

British Government’s Recognttlea of
American Tanker's
Captain.

Another striking Instance of the
value of oil as a life saver at sea was
recalled when the British government,
through the Liverpool marine depart-
ment of the board of trade, present-
ed Captain J. B. Johnson, master of
the Bttemshlp Lackawanna, and for-
merly chief officer of the Narragan-
sett (both steamers belonging to the
Anglo-American Oil company. Limit-
ed), with a binocular glass In recog-
nition of Ills services while on the
Narraganaett In assisting to rescue the
passengers and crew of the steam-
ship Volturno, which was abandoned
in tbe North Atlantic In «onsequ<ace
of a fire, says the Pall Mall QazUtte.

The steamship Narragansett first
received the S. O. &: from the Car-
mania. Immediately on arrival at
the scene the former vessel pumped a
large quantity of oil on to the tremen-
dous seas, thereby emoothing the
troubled waters and greatly JlacUltat-
ing tbe task of rescue-

celved a piece of plate from the
board of trade, and gifts were made
to other members of the crew by the
same body.

bulletin. Of the SLOfIO.OOO females
over ten years of age in the United
States, 24,000.000 are engaged In home-
making.

lamsing—General* George W. Stobe.
of Lansing; member ol the board of
managers of the Michigan Soldiers’
Home at Grand Rapids Is much an-
noyed by the action of the house com-
mittee on ways and mwns In cutting
out the 18.000 appropriaUon Item to
meet the judgments’ agsdnst the board
for recovery of moneys withheld from
pensions of inmates.

This money which was.turned over
Ato what was known as the post fund
and used for improvement of the
home buildings and. equipment was de-
ducted from each pension allowance
of the veterans at the institution and
was the su'bject of much litigation un-
til the practice was discontinued. For-
mer inmates of the home began ac-
tion in the Kent county circuit court
and' won out and the board Is now
called upon to settle claims aggregat-
ing some 17,606.

The reports show that the total
collected by the state, from old sol-
diers’ pensions for the post fund was
some $24,051. General Stone asked
originally for $17,000 for the purpose
of compensating veterans for money
hpld up from their pensions. The
senate committee asked him to modify
this to the immediate needs and be
agreed to $8,000. When the bouse cut
off the $8,000 his comment was caustic.
He pointed out that the state had'
had this money for years, had used
it to improve the institution and was’
in duty bound to pay it back.

He said the board had judgments
against it and would have to pay amd
the least the committee could do
would be to recommend the sum nec-
essary for the immediate demands un-
der the judgments.

vest quality. Only butter which scores
94 in the dairy and food department’
test can be stamped In
with the provisions of the Greger bill.

Enormous Yield Of Grain In U. S

Washington—An IAmericA warship
will take, to 'Yucatan money to finance
the movement of Mexico's sisal hemp
crop needed to make twine for bind-
ing the enormous wheat crop made
by farmers of the United States-this
year.

The money—$625,000 In currency
which manufacturers propose to ad-
vance to the hemp growers—is in
bank vaults at Galveston, Tex., but
until Tuesday no safe means of get-
ting it to Mexico had been found.

There is said to be some 250,000
bales of sisal' ready for shipment at
Progreso, the port, and Merida, the
railway center of Yucatan. Since the
United States government prevented
Carranza from blockading Progreso,
the chief obstacles in the way of mov-
ing this supply have been scarcity of
labor Sind shipping facilities. A num-
ber of ships are now awaiting car-
goes, however, and the labor situation
is improving, according to reports to
the state department. Arrival of the
American money is expected to result
in immediate further improvement.

FRICTION TRANSMISSION
SMALL LOCOMOTIVE.

Machine That Is Said to Make for
Economy in Operation of Railroad
—Can Haul Load of Twen-
ty Tons.

Friction transmission is employed
on a small four-wheel-drive gasoline
locomotive which Is being construct-
ed for industrial purposes such as
clay working. A fiber wheel operates
in contact with a friction disk, carry-
ing the power by chain fo a Jack-
shaft from which it is directed to the
front and rear axles. There is a flex-
ible connection between the friction
shaft and the engine which relieves
the strain upon the latter. The ad-
vantage claimed for the transmission
system In this use is that when
heavily loaded train is starting, suffi-
cient slippage may be allowed until
the locomotive pulls out easily, thus
avoiding a heavy strain upon gears
and shafting In starting. The locomo-
tive has a drawbar pull of about 800
pounds when traveling five miles an
hour, which means that It can haul a
20-ton load at that speed on a level
grade.—Popular Mechanics.

A “hot box” Is a sign that
the safety first rule is not practiced
by some car department men.

There Is no excuse for a “bot box"
after a car~Is seit out it the train is
carefully looked over at each termlnaL
Primarily, a “hot box" is caused by
poor waste and an insufficient “greas-
ing” at the time It ahould have been
done and there is no excuse t(Mone. A
“hot box™ ~ liable to cause a wreck,
and.a wr~k on most railroads costs
money, much more than thp price of
sufficient quantity of waste and oU
and grease to protect the Journals of
the car wheels.
