There Will Still, However, Be a 

Heavy Deficit-of the.World’s 
Normal Crop.

A grain expert wbo bas been watch' 
Ing tbe grain markets and tbe world's 
grain fields for a number of years, 
says;—

“There Is at tbe present time about 
two billion bushels ofwheaL the pro­
duction of the countries at war, tied 
np. This is about one-half tbe world's 
total' production of wheat, which la 
four billion bushels. One writer ar­
gues that, granting that the warring 
nations produce a one-halt crop In 
the coming year, a  deficit of one bU' 
lion bnsbels will atUl be shown. The 
three countries upon which tbe filling 
of this deficit of one billion bushela 
'Will rest are the United States,' Can­
ada, and Argentina. Tbe combined 
output of these three countries Is only 
1,249,900,000, their exportable surplus 
would of course be much-less, so It 
can easily be seen tbat the question 
is not one to be easily solved and ft 
behooves all the above couatFles to 
increase their respective productions 
as much as they possibly can, for 
when the war is over and trade begins 
to re-establish Itself and the nations 
undergo a process of rehabliitation, 
the demand for all breadstuffs will be 
enormons.

Sprinkle 
over it bread crumbs and grated 
cbeeee and bake brown. The aapara' 
gna can be cut into one-loch lengths 
for this dish.

Fried Aeperagua.—Boll the aspara- 
^ s ,  drain It. dip each stalk In beat­
en egg crumbs and try in. deep faL 
Serve with cibam aa-oca

Creamed.^—Cut' a  bench -nr two of 
asparagna Into one-lneh lengths' and 
boil until tender. Drain and pot Into 
rich, white aanoe, rather ^ Iqk . for 
the asparagus contains witer that 
thins It; beat thoroughly, season with 
salt and paprika and serve very hot

In Rolls.—Remove the center fron% 
stale, rather long, pointed rolls and, 
fry the. rolls golden brown la -deep 
fa t Drain on brown paper and keep, 
hot Cut a bunch of asparagus, In 
tbe meantime. Into one-inch lengths 
and boil until tender. Drain and put 
In a double boiler with a cupfnt of 
milk. Add the yolks of five eggs and 
stir'Until thick and smooth. Season 
with salt and a little grated nutmeg: 
and pour'Into the hot rolls. White 
sauoe may be used instead of the egg 
sauce If desifed.

Baked Asparagna—Cut asparagus 
Into inch lengths and boll. Drain and 
put a layer in a buttered baking dish. 
Season with salt and pepper, dot with 
bits of b u tt^ , sprinkle with crumbs 
and finely-miuced boiled egg. Add more 
asparagus and repeat In the order 
mentioned until the dish ' Is filled. 
Have crumbs on top and bake brown.

Served Cold.—Boil onttl tender 
stalks of asparagus and drain them 
Chill them and serve them with mayv 
onnalse, with bollandalse or with tar­
tar sauce. It can also be served 
with a sauce of oil and vinegar, 
sprinkle with chopped cucumber 
pickle.

Belled.—Boiled asparagus can be 
served with melted butter, pepper and 
salt, either on toast or without It; 
with drawn butter or white sauce, with 
a little hot cream poured over it or 
with melted butter and lemon juice.

Fruit With Frangipani Cream.

After adding to eggs place the mix­
ture In a double boiler aod cook until 
thick and smooth. When cooled add 
a gill of orange flower water and four 
crumbled macarpons; chill and serve 
with any preferred fruit In tall glasses, 
garnishing the top of the cream with 
the fru it Try this.

occasion of the year, for

—  y ■! from all parts of the 
Christian world, deeply 
reverent with the spirit 
of the season.

Here, in the setting of tbe moat pro­
found tragedy in tbe history of the 
world, is incarnated tbe eternal spirit 
that had its expression 2.000 years 
ago. defying time and death and 
sweetening tbe world with tenderness 
and love. Incense from fire and the 
Incense of prayer rise along tbe way. 
and hearts are hymned to tears, while 
tbe stolid Moslem looks on with im­
passive face.

Next to a pilgrimage to Jerusalem, 
the bathing In the river Jordan is one 
of the precious experiences of the 
peasants from Russia. Greece. Bul­
garia, Turkey and other countries. 
Thousands journey to this holy stream 
to bathe, that they may be washed 
clean of their sins. And tn the Joy 
of tbe cleansing, those who are com­
pelled to remain at home are not for 
gotten: So every pilgrim fills a bottle 
with' the sacred water to be taken 
^ack 'on the tedious Journey.

These reverent people even go to 
tbe extent of taking home branches 
and shrubs growing along tbe banks 
of tbe river. But one of tbe most 
picturesque sights Is the carrying 
away of sacred fire from the Church 
of the Holy Sepulcher.

parade go by.

Easter celebrations take on varied 
aspects ail over tbe world, with curi­
ous customs and usages In the rural 
districts and spots remote from the 
great Raveled highways. But it la 
to the foreign cities that one often 
sees the expression of the big. impres­
sively picturesque note. This is es­
pecially so of the Latin countries. In 
Spain, for instance, oue sees it. as 
well as In Italy and In France.

Put In ail countries, though It is 
the time of outpouring. It Is largely 
judged from an Individual standpoint. 
Raster in New York Is different from 
Easter in Rome: and so the contrast 
may be carried along baiwe^h many 
places. What is Raster to one man 
may not at all apiiroacb what another 
conceives to be the day—it may be 
too destitute of form a»id show, oi 
too prodigal of It.

Could^either Sit Nor Stand In Mud- 
^lied Ditches Under Heavy Fire 

for Three Weary Nights 
and Daya

London.—The discomfort and even 
actual suffering caused by doing only 
one turn in the trenches is described 
by a Canadian soldier in Princess Pa­
tricia’s Light Infantry In a letter writ­
ten at tbe front. Such was tbe condi­
tion of the troops that some jOf the 
men hardly were able to crawl from 
the trenches when the relief hour ar­
rived. With too much m ud. to sit 
dow'u and tbe trench too shallow to 
stand up straight, tbe troop was In a 
difficult position. Tbe letter, which 
was printed in the London Times, 
says:

*'We left tbe place from which I last 
wrote, marched 15 miles and billeted 
Fa a bam. The following day we 
marched IZmlles to within about three 
miles of tbe trenches, which we en­
tered late at nighL relieving some 
French troops. We stayed 48 hours In 
the trenches, or rather ditches, as 
they’re little better, and such a time 
I never experienced in my life.

“It was raining most of the time, 
aniplng was going on aU nighL and in 
the daytime we were subjected to a 
most awful bombardment, especially 
on tbe first day. shells exploding near 
my trench sometimes In bunches of 
six. Mud and pieces of shrapnel fell 
quite close several times. The shells 
from tbe German big guns burst with 
a terrible din and fairly made tbe 
earth quake, our trenches caving In In 
many places from the severe concus­
sions.

"We of ,-my platoon consider our­
selves very lucky indeed, as we suf­
fered the hottest shell fire along’ tbe 
line occupied by the battalion, but for­
tunately tbe German gunners had too 
much elevation, which resulted In the 
shells, with two or three exceptions, 
falling over and clear of the trenches. 
Tbe German trenches opposite our po­
sition were only 120 yards away, but 
very little rifle Are was indulged in, 
everyoDd on both sides keeping well 
under cover.

“The bottom of the trenches in most 
places Is Just ankle deep In mud. We 
sat on our equipment, which was soon 
smothered ih wet. cold mud, and In a 
deplorable state. But it saved us from 
aciually sitting In the mud. and one 
could not stand upright, as tbe trench 
was not deep enough. Of course sleep 
was . practically impossible, tbougb 
most of us negotiated 40 winks at in­
tervals when not on a'steb.

"Oup feet were wel through the 
Vflole time, also our nether garments. 
During the long nights we Just longed 
tor daylighL although we knew U 
would bring a renewal of the bombard­
ment Some of our men were hardly 
able to crawl out of the trenches 
when our turn came to be relieved.

“I bardly think human flesh could 
X>o68ibly stand the conditions prevail- 
ing.more than three days at tbe most. 
Tbe night we came out and into bil­
lets 1 put on dry socks, l had the most 
peculiar sensations in my feet all that 
night—a kind of pins and needles. 
This. 1 suppose, was tbe returning of 
circulation.

"My bands wer,« also much swollen, 
but two days' rw t soon put me all 
right again. 1 feel absolutely none the 
worse for my experience, hut some of 
tbe men bad to go to hospital, and 
others were unfit to march and bad to 
ride in transports. I myself have been 
able to stay with the best ot them, al­
though! am the oldest man in the sec- 
tlOD.

“We occupied the treneb'es on the 
night of the fifth and were relieved on 
the night of tbe eighth. Twenty of ns 
are billeted in what you would call a 
coDotry public house ond sleep in tbe 
kitchen''on the floor, by far tbe most 
oomfortable digs we have had so far.

“I was much struck by the behavior 
of the boys who bad never been under 
fire before; In facL I was surprised. 
Of eoorse we sU realise that we carry 
our lives in our bands and I think the 
most of us don’t worry. We fonnd 
time to laugh and joke while the shells 
were bursting overhead and quite a

Orange, N. J.—Completion of the 
first benzol plant built In the United 
States since tbe war has been an­
nounced by Thomas A. EkHsoo. It 
'ffks finished in tbe record time of 

days, from six to eight months 
usually being reqiilred<

Benzol Is . used In making aufUne 
dyes and syntberle carbolic acid. 
Practically the entire supply always 
has come from, Germany, aud tbe war 
bad not been long In progress before 
there was a scarcity.

Edison uses a ton of carbolic acid a 
day in making phonograph records. 
When the war made carbolic acid 
scarce be decided to make U synthet­
ically. But be needed benzol, and ben­
zol was even more scarce. So first 
be bad to make tbe benzol 

With characteristic directness, Edi­
son gathered tbe latest information 
on benzol manufacture. He decided 
OU tbe method of extracting It from 
coal gas in preference to the petro­
leum system of Prof. Waiter Rlttman 
of Columbia university. Then be de­
signed a system of apparatus that 
woDld comWne cheapness and speed 
of constmctioiL

So well did he succeed that the 
first plant, which is In Johnstown. Pa., 
and on which work was started twen­
ty-nine days ago. now is turning oat 
860 -gallons of benzol a  day. Edison 
U planning another plant la Sydney. 
Nova Scotia, and still another at a 
yet unknown location. The total ben­
zol production t\o s  is qxpected to be 
brought to '2,000 gaUonsj daily.
