Republiean Candidate Is Supported By

In B itterest Campaign 
o f City.

Chicago—William Hale Thompson, 
Republican, was Tuesday elected may­
or of. Chicago over Robert M. Swelt* 
zer. Democrat, by an indicated plur­
ality of 140,000.

The election was the culmination 
of the most intense and bitter cam­
paign In Chicago’s history. In jection 
of the religious question was the chief 
cause for the bittemea^. The cam­
paign was marked by gfeat rallies, 
riots, s tre ^  fights, freaking up of 
rival meetings, destruction of prop­
erty 8ind sharp alignment of the vot­
ers on the religious question.

The vote was the biggest ever cast 
in a municipal election In Chicago; 
about 85 per cent of the 750,000 reg­
istered votes were cast. Of this num­
ber approximately 200,000 were cast 
by women. The total registration of 
women was 282,433.

Thompson owes much of his suc­
cess to the women 'who for the first 
time, were permitted to vote for may­
or. The returns indicate that be was 
given 66 per cent of the women’s 
votes. His woman watchers and 11^- 
tenants worked unfalteringly in the 
tough wards, despite the taunts and 
insults of river-rats, hoboes and bums.

The big plurality given TbompsoD 
carries in with him the entire Repub­
lican city ticket. This ticket was 
made up of Republicans, Progressives 
and Independents. ;

HE white • ank or “ter* 
mite" is one of the so- 
called Bocisl Insects that 
Urea In a  highly organ* 
Ixed commnnity where 
there are castes— r̂oyal. 
military, working snd 
colonizing. Unfortunate* 
ly for man, howerer, the 
caste system is designed 

to  aid ‘*wblte ant” communities In d^ 
stroying timber, and has helped to gain ' 
for It the reputation of being one of 
the most destructive pests. Crumbling 
walls, collapsing floors, breaking bean 
poles and weakened fence posts are 
■evidences of the ravages of this tiny 
insidious insect.

The term “white ant” la misleading, 
as  it causes mamy people to consider 
this insect merely a variety of the 
ordinary an^ and therefore scientists 
use the word "termite" In preference, 
to  describe the insecu As a matter of 
fact, the real ant is one of the ene­
mies most to be feared by the termite. 
The two insects may be commonly 
found inhabiting the same log or 
stump, and yet the former will capture 
■and carry away members of a coloi^ 
of termites If they are at all disorgan­
ized by being exposed. Such a help­
less colony will attract from a dis­
tance ants of several species and will 
offer little resistance to the marauders.

The caste system, which is such a 
distinctive feature of the life of the 
white ant, is evident only among the 
adults of a colony When the young 
have Just batched from the eggs, as 
soft white grubs, they seem more or 
less the same, but after a series of dor­
mant stages and molts they develop 
along particular lines.

The “workers" are probably the 
most Important caste In any colony. 
They make the excavations where the 
ants are to live, and help care ^or the 
royal couples and the young. •

Tile "soldiers" are more highly spe- 
clahked workers, but are functionally 
less Important than the workers. The 
soldiers are armed with a powerful 
head and "pinchers” which afford pro­
tection to the colony when there Is an 
attack made through the opening of 
the narrow channels leading to the 
nests. Their suit of armor Is not com­
plete. however, and their soft bodies 
are  quite defenseless when a colony is 
opened up and an energetic army of 
real ants attacks them.

The “colonists” are the winged mem­
bers of ibe community, who in the 
apring fly away In great numbers to 
found new colonies. These estabUsb 
themselves in pairs and Immediately 
•devote themselves to raising a new 
■community. Bach original pair be­
comes a "royal couple" In its new en- 
Tironment.

Among other social Insects, like the 
bee, the king of a new colony dies Im­
mediately after he baa fulfilled bis use­
fulness. However, the king te i^ ite  
continues to inhabit the cell with the

young trees—forest tree nursery stocK 
for example—eventually cutting the 
trees off near the ground, and exam-

honeycombed. This Is not necessarily 
due to tbs presence of dead wood near 
by, since termites will tunnel for long 
distances underground.

While usually confining their work 
to moist or decaying timber or to veg^ 
table material of any sort, and to 
books And papers that are somewhat 
moist, termites will attack seasoned, 
dry wood, provided there is access to 
moisture elsewhere; 1. e.. ther-. ase 
moist grass and earth in extending the 
burroNvs, thus creating more favorable 
conditions. In the southern, ^states 
termites wlU infest the bark and outer 
layers of the wood of the base of yel­
low pines killed by bark beetles before 
the foliage has fallen; trees that have 
been kllled In the spring and show red­
dish-brown needles and much fallen 
foliage being infested by the middle of 
August Trees killed In the spring 
will have the outer layers of wood of 
the base honeycombed by.the follow* 
.Ing December. Tbe largercelied. 
thln-walled, spring wood Is eaten away 
first, leaving the smaller-celled. hard­
er, summer wood uneaten.

The United States department of ag­
riculture has Issued a bulletin describ­
ing, the white ant from a scientific 
standpoint, and suggesting many rem­
edies for limiting the ravages of these 
little creatures.

While In a way they 
serve In a favorable role by converting 
the wood of dead stumps and trees 
into valuable soli material, this is 
more than offset by the damage they 
Inflict on Injured living trees, to say 
nothing of their Insidious borings in 
all manner of timbers, props, poles 
and posts, whlcl) often give way with­
out the slightest warning. White ants 
will Infest the beartwood of living 
trees Injured at the base hy fire, dis­
ease or other Insects, and sometimes 
In such trees they excavate upward 
throughout the dead beartwood. longi­
tudinal tunnels, irregular in diameter.

These Insects alw  Infest the roots 
of llvlDg trees, finding ingress through 
abandoned burrows of the large round- 
beaded borers. Sometimes they girdle

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Untruthful Reports Circulated by 
Interested Parties.

■Defaming a neighbor at the expense 
of the truth does not help thoee who srp 
gnflty iof the practice, and it may be 
ts id ' tha t thoee spreading re­
ports about Canadian lands. In the 
hope tha t they may aecnre customen 
for th rir own, will certainly fail ot 
thalr purpose. False statements ao 
maliciously circulated will sooner or 
later be disproved. And, ss  in the 
case of tike lands of Western Canada, 
the fertility of which is now so well 
Known to people ot every state In the 
United States, the folly of this work 
shows an exceeding short sighted­
ness the part of those guilty ot Che 
practice.

The present war has given some of 
tiiese people the opportunity to exer­
cise tiielr art. but in doing It they ^  
only' aronslug*- the cariosity of those 
who read the statements and a trifling 
Investigation will only reveal their un­
truthfulness.

A very foolish statement haa re- 
eenUy appeared in a  number of pa- 
perq, reading In part as follows:—

“It Is believed that as a result of the 
war tax on land Imposed by the Cana­
dian Government a number of former 
Dakota farmers who went to the Brit­
ish Northwest will be compelled to re­
turn to the United States. Informa­
tion has been received that the tax 
will amount to  about $600 for ^ c h  
farm of 160 acres, which In the case 
of many of the former residents of the 
two Dakotas would practically amount 
to confiscation.”

To show that the public has doubt­
ed, hundreds of Inquiries have been 
made the Government at Ottawa, 
Canada, only to bring out the most em­
phatic denl^. A full-fledged lie.of this 
kind has, of course, only a short life, 
and wUI tell in the end against those 
who forge it  and apread It. but, as a 
Winnipeg paper imlnts out, It is most 
complimentary to the agricultural pos­
sibilities of Western Canada to find 
that rival farming propositions need 
audacious mendacity of this descrip­
tion to help them.

What is the truth? The Saskatche­
wan Government has authorized a levy 
of $10 per quarter section on unculti­
vated lands owned by non^aidents. 
The Alberta Government has Imposed 
a Provincial tax of 10 mills on the as­
sessed value of all uneultirated lands. 
There are some special applications of 
these taxes, but the main provisions 
are as above. Those vacant lands 
held by non-residents 1q Western Can­
ada form a  grave problem. They are 
making for poor communities, poor 
schools and poor social and economic 
conditions generally. By having them 
cultivated the o w n ^  as wall as the 
districts In  which/ they are located 
will benefit alike. It is for this reason 
that the Goverament has recently 
asked the co-operation of the noo-resl- 
dents. The high price of grain for 
some years to come, and the general 
splendid character of Western Canada 
land will make the question well 
•worth consideration.—Advertisement

double variety, called "the golden 
fleece.”

Nicotina afflnis can be planted In 
this row early next spring and from 
year to year it will sow Its own seed 
and will come up so close to where 
tbe old plants grew that it will not 
often need transplanting.

Then we will have the hardy gail- 
lardia, gysopbila paniculate, or baby’s 
breath, lavender. Lychnis, rose cam­
pion. monarda dldyma splendens, al­
so called tbe bee balm and robin run­
away, the Chinese bell flower, the 
hardy perennial poppies and tbe gar­
den heliotrope.

A double border we will make of 
two heights of plants, setting tbe tall­
er ones a little back of tbe very low 
ones. The snap dragon, tbe double 
anemone, the mulleio pink, the eea 
pink, English daisies, the harehetl. 
Canterbury belle, the hardy double 
and single pinks, tbe polyanthus, the 
hardy primroses and the English cow­
slips all will help to make our hardy 
flower bed a "thing of beauty and a 
Joy forever."

The earth for a perennial border 
should be light and porous. Never 
try to raise flowers in soggy, wet soil. 
As soon as the plants are well rooted 
have a forkful of well-decayed stable 
manure spaded In well around each 
plant unless' they are very small 
plants, then use your own good judg­
ment.

Just before freeslng weather a 
mulch two or th ^ e  Inches deep of 
stable manure should he spread over 
the bed a little heavier about each 
plant, and if tbe plants have any 
spooky branches they should all be 
trimmed back quite dose.

ASHES DISCOURAGE BUGS

Especially among asters 1 And 
great value in ashes, containing as 
they do phosphates which tend toward 
sweetening the soU. No parasite will 
contentedly find courage to live in or 
enter cuch an unpleasant soil borne. 
Aabes are also beneficial In strength- 
euing and stiffening stalks and for 
this reason I advocate them for gladi­
olus beds—but not mixed with ma­
nure as some might do—rather strewn 
over the suitace soil after fertilisers 
have been well worked in. When thus 
treated they i^ m  to release the am­
monia of the fertlUser, relieving It of 
Its most valuAIe properties.

PHLOX FOR THE GREENHOUSE

Perennial jlblox makes splendid pot 
plants for the groenbouse when treat­
ed after the manner of chrysantb^ 
muma Hake cuttings as soon as the 
•hoots are about two inches long. 
Root them In small pots, moving them 
along Into six-tach pots and when 
these iare filled with roots feed with 
liquid manure. For potting soil use 
good loam -two parts and well-rotted 
manure one part Orow the plants 
outside, with the pots plunged to 
the rim in earth. Only put them In 
the green house t̂o Water
liberally throughout the summer.

O R N A M E N m  GRASSES

When planning flower beds and h e r  
ders, do not overlook the claims to 
bsanty of the ornamental 
llMy are easy to grow, beantifnl and 
graceful during th e  summer, and they 
can be cut when In "bloom” for deco­
rating tbe house In the winter time. 
Give them well-drained soils and pleo- 
ty of water.

Brother of Great Field Marshal W rites
Hie Biography— Served in War 

o f  1866 and In Franco- 
Prueaian War.

Berlin.—Some tntereeClng sidelights 
on the career of Field Marshal von 
Hindenburg are contained in a- biog­
raphy of the leader of Germany's 
eaetem forces just .issued by his 
brother, who takes the pen name 
"Bernhard von Burgdorff.”

The future hero of all Germany 
fought through the war of 1866 and 
later the Franco-Prusslan war. In­
cluded in the book are letters sent by 
Von Hindenburg to his parents from 
the front. Shortly before the begin­
ning of tbe war of 1866, Hindenburg 
wrote:

It Is high time for tbe Hinden- 
burgs to smell powder. Our family 
has been singularly neglected In that 
respect.”

Less than a week later he wrote:
“Sorry as I am for not having bad 

an opportunity to see you once more 
before going to the front, I am happy, 
on the other hand, when I look Into 
the future, so full of promise and real 
life. E^r a  soldier war la the normal 
thing, and I know that God watches 
over me.

Tf I die it will be tbe most beauti­
ful and most honorable death; If I am 
wounded I will have done my best 
and If I return unharmed so much 
the better!”

In another tetter written a few days 
later Hindenburg sajra:

“My highest aim has been reached;
I have smelled powder; I have heard 
the bullets whistle, all kinds of them, 
grenades, shrapnel, rifle bullets. I 
have been slightly wopsded and there­
fore am an interesting personality!
I captured five cannon! Hurrah!

'Above all, however, my beloved 
parents, I have experienced God’s love 
and mercy; to him be glory unto 
eternity. Amen!"

Soon after this was written Hinden­
burg came within an loch of being 
killed. He describes his experience 
as follows:

“A bullet pierced the eagle on my 
helmeL struck my head without 
wounding me severely and came out 
behind the eagle. I fell unconsclons; 
my men gathered around me, thinking 
me dead. Half an Inch deeper and the 
bullet would have penetrated Into tbe 
brain and I would be lying on the bat- 
tlefleM.”

A vivid description of the feelings 
of a soldier during bis first battle Is 
given in another letter as follows:

"If I had to describe tbe fuslings 
that permeated my soul just beforu the 
tetUe I would say they were these: 
iKnL s  certain joy that at last one 
is to smell the powder, tbea a besl- 
tatlng timidity and doubt whether, as 
a young soldier, one will do his duty 
snAclently and come np to expeeta- 
tlona

"Then If you hear the first bullets 
whistle (they are always accompanied 
by thundering ’Burrah!’) you are car­
ried awmy by enthusiasm; a akort 
prayer; a thoo^t of the loved <«es 
at home and of the old name—then: 
ForwardI

“With tbe tncreaaiikg number of 
wounded aronnd yon the enthusiasm 
yields to a certain ooW-Moodedness 
or even indifference. The real excite­
ment does not edme until after the 
battle, wben mU baa to see the hor­
rors of war In their most ghastly form; 
to. describe thk Is Impossible. My pen 
revolts. L*ter there will be a chance 
to tell abont this or t ^ t  striktaxg fea­
ture.”

On September 23. 1870, Hindenburg 
wrote:

“We are Btlll before Paris In our old 
position, from whlcb we can hardly 
move forward on account of the forts. 
Tbe decisive attack, to my mind, must 
come from the west, from Versailles 
toward tbe Bols de Boulogne.  ̂Today 
the good defenders of Paris are shoot­
ing salvos of bombs—of course with­
out hitting anyone or anything. The 
good people at least want to have done 
everj'thlng to defend themselves. Tf 
1 bad not so much to do life would be 
quite comfortable in tbe .-trenches. 
Tbe only thing we are in need of is 
candles.” 1

Undersea Raider Operated in British
Channei and Gave Each Crew Ten 

M inutes to  Leave T heir Ship 
Before U sing Bom ba

Berlin.—Tbe German submarine, 
'U-29, made a recent raid On British 
shipping off tbe ScUIy islands and 
within 24 hours sunk five ships and 
dbtnaged two merchantmen so badly 
that they were abandoned, by tbelr 
crews. The commander of the subma­
rine gave tbe crews of most of tbe 
steamships lime to leave their vessels, 
and In some cases towed tbe sbln's 
lifeboats with the crew to passing 
steamers by which they were carried 
to port

Members of the crew of the Auguste 
Consul, who were landed at Falmouth, 
stated that tbe German commander 
informed them that he had been away 
from his base at Cuxbaven six days 
and was planning to return after com­
pleting tbe work of destruction near 
Scilly islands. He declared his boat 
would be r^ laced  by another under­
sea raider.

Tbe British steamship Adefiwen was 
torpedoed by the U-29 In the British 
channel, 25 miles off Casquets. Next 
came the torpedoing of the Auguste 
Consul. On tbe next day tbe D-29 
claimed three victims In short order. 
They were tbe Indian City, the Head­
lands and the Andalusian. Tbe Flor- 
isan and Hartdale were wrecked so 
badly that they were abandoned by 
tbelr crews an sank later. Wben last 
seen tbe craft was pursuing a steam­
er out Co eea. It Is believed tbe sub­
marine' continued on Its journey tor 
Cuxbaven.
>> In the destruction of tbe British 
ships it Is believed bombs were used, 
especially on crafts from which the 
crews were taken by the Germans. 
The bombs are far smaller than tbe 
regular torpedoes and a far greater 
number can be carried.

The work of tbe U-29 was watched 
by scores of people off Blddeford, 
within sight of Hugbtown, on S t 
Marys Island. Immediately after the 
craft was sighted patrol boats were 
eent out, .but as they approached the 
submarine the latter submerged' It­
self and vras syen a few minutes 
later more than two miles away. In 
this manner it proceeded in Its work 
of destruction, outmaneuvering the 
■low merchantmen as they songht to 
xlg-sag out of the course of tbe speedy 
raider.

ARE HAUlEb BY MOTOR
KANM8 RAILROAD PULLS CARS 

WITHOUT LOCOMOTIVES.

English Woman of High Rank Doing 
Her Part In Ministering to 

the Wounded.

A tall, slim woman with glrltsh face 
and figure was moving about tbe hos­
pital—among wounded men and fever 
patients, says a correspondent In 
northern Prance. A French soldier, 
encouraged perhaps by ber face and 
kindly eyes, scrambled to his feet 
from amid the straw and walked to 
her bolding out hia battered arm. "Oh, 
madam, my arm; ob, tbe pain of It.” 
He was in a dreadful state. He had 
been out for days unattended, un> 
bathed. He could hardly stand up 
Sbe took hla arm—his undamaged arm 
—and led blm to tbe surgeon. Through 
her thick, black veil ! saw ber face. It 
waa MlUicent. duchess of Sutherland. 
She was down at the clearing bouse 
collecting patients for her hospltal- 
Malo-les-Bains, away on tbe coast Her 
motor-ambulance and her stretcher 
parties were outside stacking their 
vans with wounded. «

"Do have a look at It for bim, will 
you?" she said. The surgeon’s scis­
sors were soon through the rough 
bandaging of the wound and it lay ex­
posed—swollen and puffed, with a frag­
ment of a shell burled deep in the 
angry fissure.

A French officer was In tbe hospital 
detailing the cases to the various hos­
pitals in the vicinity. FrMich ambu­
lance men were carrying off man after 
man to. their ambulance outside. They 
coold not work too fas t Another 
trainload of wounded from the front 
was waiting outside—waiting for tbe 
straw and room of these maimed hun­
dreds lying on the w ar^onse flow. 
They had been waiting acme time. too. 
and other tielns were not far behind.

Recent­
ly the railroads bought ab^ut alxty- 
flve thoutan'd tons more raila. and 
Bte^ companies of the Pittsburgh dis­
trict report Increased Inquiries, with 
good prospects of some te g e  con­
tracts. Car buying Is becoming more 
prononneed daily, builders say. Near­
ly every ra llro ^  In the country baa 
participated loathe car-boyLng move­
ment, and np to date the orders ag­
gregate many millions of dollars.

ended. Westmoreland Is tbe county 
seat of Pottawatomie county and this 
was Its only railroad.

Tbe railroad was probably tbe poor­
est stretch of grade and track In the 
country. It was aa poorly equipped as 
any railroad, too, owning at one time 
two whole engines and three cars. It 
never paid dlvldende and some years 
had to borrow money to pay the in­
terest on Its bonds. ,

About five years ago the stockhold- 
sra gave up trying to operate tbe road. 
.The engines were worn oat and there 
waa no money for repairs. So train 
service stopped and a man waa sent 
sut to carry the mall on a handcar. 
Then, because the corporation was not 
fulfilling Its duty to tbe state, the 
state took over tbe property and C. E. 
Morris was appointed receiver.

Morris traded the two liKomotlves 
tor a  fairly good one and kept the 
trains going with reasonable regular­
ity. He tried to resign several times, 
but tbe court wouldn't let him. He 
flred a lot of conductors, station 
agents, passenger agents, freight 
agents and similar employees, who re­
ceived more honor and title than 
money anyway. He made the fireman 
act os conductor and brakeman and 
did all the other work himself. Morris 
also got a court order that let bim 
raise the freight rates and he charged 
five cents a mUe for passenger fares. 
Bat even this would not make the old 
road pay expenses with the heavy re­
pair bills to the engines and cars, and 
the cost of operating an engine and 
hauling only two or three cars at a 
time.

About two years ago Mr. Morris sent 
the old engine to the scrap heap and 
with tbe money be received from the 
engine as old Iron and steel, went to 
Kansas City and bought a six-cylinder 
motor car that was in first-class run­
ning order, but very much out Qf date. 
He drove the car overland from Kan­
sas City to Westmoreland. Then be 
sold the-Wheels and the rubber tires 
and hired a mechanic to help him fix 
up the car.

Everybody Rides the "Engine."
Tbe trucks of-a handcar were fitted 

to tbe front axle of the motor car and 
W o  of the front wheels of a  locomo- 
uve were fitted to tbe rear axles and 
the new locomotive was ready for use. 
It could haul six passengers, besides 
tbe driver, and could push or pull an 
ordinary freight car around. But the 
motor car was so low that th^ ordi­
nary freight cars were unsatlalactorlly 
handled. Receiver Morris went out 
and bought some more handcars and 
built bodies on them. He now has 
three cars, each with a capacity of 
two tons of freight, and the motor car, 
which la laige enough to handle the 
ordinary business of the line.

A new company was recently formed 
and tbe railroad has been sold. The 
company never Intends to  use 'any mo­
tive power except discarded motor 
cart that it can boy cheap aad with 
a little overhauling make suitable for 
h^^HHwg' the work along the twelve 
mllee of line. It can n ^  operate at 
a  small profit.—Kansas City Star.

Englneara Have Finally Thrown Struc­
ture Across Turbulent River 

I of India.

The recent completion of the great 
railroad bridge across tbe Ganges at 
Sara marks a new epoch in the his­
tory of tbe stream, which until ijow 
has not been bridged by any stracture 
worthy the name. Tbe bridge took 
six years to build and cost $15,000,000. 
It consists of fifteen main spans and 
six land spans, tbe total length being 
about a mile and an eighth. It was 
necessary to sink tbe foundations to 
a depth of 200 feet below high flood 
level, because the bed of the river 
consists of the finest sand, which is 
carried down from tbe Himalayas. An 
obstacle such as sunken boat or tree 
causes this fine sand to be disturbed 
to as great a depth as fifty feet. An­
other difficulty la tbe habit of the 
Ganges to change Its course rather 
whimsically. The point a t which the 
river has been bridged la. so far as 
could be ascertained from available 
records, the one place at which these 
deviations of the river have been at 
minimum. The,river la walled with 
stone three-quarters of a mile up­
stream and one-quarter of a mile 
downstream from the bridge.

BILL ESTABLISHING PROHIBITION 
IN LUMBER CAMPS 

PASSED.

APPROPRIATIONS PASSED

Meaaure to Replace County Boards of 
Supervisors . By Commisalbners 

Falls in Lower House.

[By Curd M. Hayes.]
Lansing—Michigan’s widening arid 

territory was further extended Tues­
day night by the action of the house 
of repreaeutatlves in passing Senator 
Damon's bill to prohibit the aelllng, 
giving away or delivering of any In­
toxicating liquors in lumber camps, 
yards, mills or along logging rsdlroads.

Representative Charles Culver, of 
DetrolL had the bill amended to bring 
within the scope of its penalties any 
person found with the liquor in his 
possession in- the restricted territory.

The bill DOW goes ba&k to the sen­
ate for action on the Culver amend- 
ment

Several appropriation bills for state 
Institutions were disposed of in rapid 
order. These bills provided appropri­
ations for: The Traverse City State 
hospital; the state board of fish com­
missioners, for ez(ra help for the at­
torney general's. bfiUce, . the Newberry 
State hospital, the Kalamazoo State 
hospital, the b|Icblgan State Normal 
college, and to pro,vide for a Michigan 
exhibit at tbe "balf-century of Negro 
freedom celebration." An amendment 
to the act creating the Michigan His­
torical commission, entered by Repre­
sentative Charles A. Flowers, was 
passed. Forty-seven votes were not 
enough to pass Representative No­
ble Ashley's joint resolution propos­
ing an amendment relative to abolish­
ing boards of supervisors and estab­
lishing boards of county commission­
ers instead.

Representative Roy M. Watkins' bill 
to permit tbe doubling of tbe SIS.OOO 
a year appropriation for the national 
gua/d armories, until the quota due 
Grand Rapids is exhausted, was pass­
ed.

A bill by Representative Place to 
provide for the publication of the rec­
ords of Michigan soldiers and sailors 
was passed, as was Representative 
Harry Whlteley's amendment to pro­
vide for an arrangement by the state 
with Crawford county for the con­
struction of highways leading to tbe 
National Guard maneuver grounds.

The house Tuesday night passed 
tbe Robertson bill to provide for the 
naming and numbering of state and 
county highways and for tbe placing 
of signa.

Lansing—Senator Walter still wants 
tbe legislature to pass a bill provid­
ing for stenographic reports of the 
legislative proceedings. Early In the 
session he introduced a bill along this 
line, which was passed by the senate 
but killed in tbe bouse. Last wreek be 
introduced it again and will try and 
get it through the house before the 
close of the session, three weeks 
away.

Senator Foster introduced a bill to 
authorize the attorney-general to pre­
pare a meaaure for the revision, con­
solidation and classification of tbe in­
surance laws of tbe state.

Senator Covert would increase tbe 
salary of the circuit court stenogra­
pher in the sixth judicial circuit to 
91,200 per year.

A bill introduced by Senator Odell, 
of Shelby, would change tbe judicial 
circuits of the state In several sec- 
tlcms. The bill provides that tbe elev­
enth judicial circuit be composed here­
after of the counties of Chippewa, 
SchoolcrafL Luce, Alger and Macki­
nac. This adds the county of Macki- 
aac.

The twenty-sixth circuit would be 
changed to include tbe counties of 
Alpena. Presque Isle, Alcona and Ios­
co. The present circuit is composed 
of Alpena, Montmorency and Presque 
Isle. The thirty-third to be changed 
ta include the counties of EmmeL 
Cheboygan. Otsego and Montmorency. 
The present circuit is composed of 
Cheboygan, Emmet and Mackinac 
counties. The thirty-fourth to be 
changed to Include the counties of 
Arenac. Crawford. Gladwin. Ogemaw,' 
Roscommon and Oscoda. The iires- 
ent circuit Includes the counties of 
Ar«iac. Cmwford. Gladwin, Ogemaw, 
Otaago and Roscommon.

Lsntlng—The "slush fund” has been 
put out of iu  misery. The final stroke 
was delivered at the end of the erl- 
dmice taken by the special Investlgab 
ing committee Thursday evening when 
the author of the much discussed 
"slosh fund" article asserted that be 
never had Intehded to convey the in- 
tlmattoD even that money was being 
used improperly to foster the case of 
the raOways before the legislature.

He stood pat on his original states 
meat that Rep. WUey bad used the 
term “sluih fund" and volunteered 
a clean bill of health for the railways 
with regard to oorrupt practices. He 
declined to be drawn Into a dtscuaeion 
of newspaper advertiiing ethics.

A. W. Towsley of the Ann Arbor, 
bead of the railway committee, was 
recalled and submitted figures of the 
contributions and expenses of the 
legislative campaign. The rumors of

Bthnlous retainers was quieted by tha 
showing that 96,000 would ct^ver all 
the atto ney fees, travelling expenses, 
clerk an j stenographic expenses for 
the entire session. For publicity, a 
tolal of 96,20!i.60 has been paid and 
incurred in unpaid obligations. The 
total cost of the campaign as shown 
b> the report of the treasurer for the 
lailway committee will be 915.283.S3. 
It was testified tbe amount' paid the 
Lansing State Journal which carried 
tbe now famous Cunningham inter­
view advertisement would aggregate 
9733 and had been paid.

Tbe report showed 910.401.60 al­
ready bad been subscribed by the’ 
railways; |3,280.80 spent for publicity, 
92,873.73 for salaries, rents, travelling 
expenses, eic., and 94.247.07 remains 
on hand of tbe 910.401.60. The unpaid 
obligations bring tbe total to the 915,- 
283.33.

Mr. Towsley asserted there had 
been no misleading advertisement and 
argued the question on specific cases 
with one or two members of the con^ 
mlttee.

Senator Tripp's bill to re 
peal the mortgage tax law and to fix 
the legal rate of interest a t six per 
cent was beaten in the senate Thurs­
day afternoon by a vote of 22 to 8.

Senator Tripp and Murtba made the 
fight for the passage of the bill, while 
the attack was auccessfully directed 
by Senators VerdlerHnd Ta^TorSi4j^ 
the course of his remarks Senator 
Tripp declared tbat Senator Taylor 
was opposing bis bill because he was 
tbe holder of 45 mortgages.

To this Senator Taylor declared 
tbat be owned but five mortgages anfi 
he would willingly donate the other 
40 to the Belgians or tbe Michigan 
railroads if Tripp could substantiate 
bis remarks.

Despite the determined opposition 
of tbe Wayne county contingent the 
Smith bill relative to a tax on auto­
mobiles passed tbe bouse, but a ma­
jority of the senate committee on taxa 
tion .oppose the measure and a move 
will be made to take it from the com­
mittee and have the proposition 
fought out on the floor of the senate. 
Senator Louis Kelley: chairman of the 
senate commltttee on taxation ap­
pears to be tbe only member of tbe 
committee in fav'or of tbe bill. Sen­
ator Hanley Is from Detroit and as 
be is a member of tbe taxation com­
mittee be is doing all in his power 
to beat the measure. Senator Roberts 
and Senator Smith, who are members 
of the senate committee oq taxation 
are not favorable to tbe proposition 
and it Senator Tripp jolnsathe oppo­
sition, Senator Kelley will stand 
alone.

On third reading tbe senate passed 
Senator Gansser's bill providing that 
permanent headquarters for tbe de­
partment commander of tbe Spanish 
war veterans shall be provided in the 
capitol building After considerable 
debate the senate passed tbe Gansser> 
De Land bill amending tbe working- 
men's compensation act. Opposition 
to tbe clause which provides that the 
attorney-general should defend tbe 
action of tbe industrial board in any 
litigation arising from its decisions 
was returned, despite the protests of 
Senator Verdier

Rep. Place’s bill which permits clvi> 
war veterans who have sufficient 
money to pay their expenses, to be­
come residents at tbe Michigan Sold­
iers home. Under tbe present law a 
veteran who is possessed of sufficient 
money to live outside the home is 
not admitted. The bill will be sent 
to Governor Ferris for his signature.

Several new bills made their ap­
pearance in the senate Thursday aft­

ernoon Senator Woodworth asked for 
an appropriation of 940,000 for the 
Michigan Stale Agricultural society to 
be used in paying premiums at the 
annual sUte fair, during the next two 
years.

An amendment to the eonstltution 
was proposed by Senator Walter 
which would require judges of the 
supreme court to pass upon the con­
stitutionality of all bills before they 
are enacted Into taw by tbe legisla­
ture. Senator Walter also iotroduce<^ 
a bill providing for a stenographic re-' 
port of the house and senate proceed­
ings. Senator Foster introduced a 
bill calling upon the attorney general 
to revise and codify tbe Insurance law 
of tbe state.

In a speech of not to exceed fifty 
words. Rep. Sheridan Ford of Detroit 
killed tbe Read antl-tlpplng bill in 
the house. Thursday afternoon. The 
hilt bad progressed to the order of 
third reading and just before the vote, 
tbe Detroit man rose and was recog­
nised ^

His talk was one of tbe oratorical 
gems of the session, all tbe more re­
markable for its brevRy. It was *"tfHl 
on'the simple text tbat "generdsUj ia 
one of the best ioveslments of life."
