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SENATE CONFIRMS SEVERAL OF 
GOVERNOR’S APPOINTMENTS 

OMITTING MR. HELME'S.

HOLDS DURING FER R IS ' TERM

Aa Adjeummtht Date Approachei tHe 
Two Houace Are Working to 

Clear the Calendara and 
Return Heme.

Lanaing, MIcb.—Tbe appoiotment 

of Jam es W. Helme as dairy and food 
commissioner th at was made by Gov­
ernor Ferris several weeks ago. will 
not be confirmed by tbe senate. Al* 
tbougb the senate went Into executive 
session Tuesday afternoon and cod- 
firmed another list of appointments 
from tbe executive oflice. no action 
was taken on tbe appointm ent of tbe 
dairy and food commissioner. Opposi­
tion to tbe confirmation of Helme is 
so strong in tbe senate th at the com­
m ittee on executive businesp refuses 
to report out bis name. However, 
as Helme’s term  automatically ex­
pires when Governor Ferris leaves of­
fice December 31, 1916, it apparently 
makes little differences whether tbe 
senate confirms him or not.

Tbe senate confirmed tbe appoint­
ment of John H. Robson of Ovid as a  
member of the  board of control of 
Ionia reformatory, and F. C. Warn- 
buts of Grand Rapids was confirmed 
a s  a member of tbe sta te  board of 
registration in medicine. Favorable 
action was taken on tbe appointm ent 
of Harry C. Davis of Traverse City, 
as a  member of the board of trustee 
of tbe  Traverse City sta te  hospital.

The senate unanimously confirmed 
Jam es K. McNaugbton of Calumet and 
W nilam Kelly of Vulcan as members 
of tbe board of control of the Michi­
gan College of Mines. W alter O. 
Briggs of Detroit for member of tbe 
Mackinac Island Park Commission, Dr. 
Reuben Peterson .« f  Ann Arbor and 
Emily McLail^blln as members of tbe 
s ta te  board of registration of nurses 
were also In tbe list confirmed by 
the  senate.

It is probable that a bill will pass 
the senate making a sta te  appro­
priation of JIOO.OOO to wage a cam­
paign against tuberculosis in Michi­
gan. Tbe bill was introduced a  few 
days ago, was referred to the finance 
and appropriations committee where 
it was immediately reported out and 
placed on general order. In commit­
tee of the whole Tuesday afternoon 
the senate voiced Its-approval of bis 
appropriation and it will pass on third 
reading with an immediate effect 
clause attached. Just what will hap­
pen to  this bill wben it reaches tbe 
bouse Is a  question. So far this ses­
sion tbe bouse has been tbe reaction- 
ery branch of tbe legislative body and 
a num ber of really meritorious meas­
ures have been slaughtered by the 
representatives for apparently no rea­
son a t all.

Senator Murtba, will make an ac­
tive fight for tbe passage of the 1190.- 
009 appropriation for a  campaign 
against' tuberculosis, when tbe bill 
reaches the bouse. Although be has 
served' his third term  in tbe legisla­
ture Senator M urtba has thus far de­
clined to  meddle in any affairs of the 
boose. This time, however, be says 
be is going over on tbe other side and 
urge bis friends to get busy. The 
money, if appropriated, will be extend­
ed under the supervision of tbe state 
board of health,

Senator S traigbt'8 '”dog'' bill met an 
untimely death In committee of tbe 
whole, and Senator Powell's amend­
ment to the mortgage tax law was 
referred back to the committee which 
means th at it Is dead for this session.

Representative W atU ns immediate­
ly a fte r  succeeded In passisg his 
amendment |o  the  general highway 
law by tbe  ecant m argin of 61 votea 
This bin makes tbe llabUity for I f fy  
jury  on tbe highways uniform among 
cities, villages and tow nships and does 
not affect any but cities. Tbe chief 
purpose 1̂  to prevent cities im.- 
muDizing them selves against action 
for injury. Under tbe present rule^ 
a  notice of defect in tbe  sidewalk or 
highway m ust bave been served prior 
to tbe injury before compensation can 
be bad. The W atkins bill wipes this 
out and provides for a notice 60 days 
afte r injury.

Tbe Kooyers bill providing for tbe 
appointm ent of reg istrars of probate, 
was killed, largely through tbe attack 
of Representative Edwards who called 
It unfair and a  violation of tbe spirit 
of home rule. But fourteen voted for 
tbe bill. The author blmself did not 
a ttem pt to defend it and Representa­
tive Edwards flayed tbe  s ta te  associa­
tion of Probate Judges for their part 
in the introduction of the  measure.

Representative Flowers' bill to reg­
ulate tbe rates of in terest to be 
charged for loans on chattel securi­
ties passed tbe senate Monday night 
by a vote of 18 to 11. This bill Is 
designed to take the place of tbe 
m easure declared unconstitutional by 
tbe suprem e court a few months ago. 
Under tbe  term s of tbe  Flowers bill 
money lenders will not be perm itted 
to  charge more tbao 36 per cent on 
loans of less than 8100 nor more than 
24 per cent on loans in excess of |100. 
Haid tbe bill failed to pass there 
would bave been no law on tbe sta tu te  
books to  regulate tbe so-called loan 
sbarks and they could continue the 
practice which is said to  be in vogue 
since tbe supreme court knocked out 
the  former law, of charging as high 
as 250 per cent on short loans.

Senator W alter's bill making a  de­
ficiency appropriation of 11,778 for 
tbe Industrial School for Boys was 
passed on third reading and Senator 
Powell's bill m aking an appropriation 
for tbe Ionia State hospital encoun­
tered no opposition. No objection 
was raised to tbe passage of Senator 
Verduer’s bill authorizing the board 
of s ta te  auditors to repair tbe Michi­
gan coat of arm s on tbe W ashington 
monument.

W ithout amendment tbe senate 
passed Representative Em erj' Wood's 
bill autborizlng the board of state au­
ditors to examine all claims of the 
city of Jackson against tbe sta te  for 
water furnished tbe Michigan State 
prison for the past several years. If 

r^be auditors find that tbe city of 
Jackson has a  just claim they are  in­
structed by the W’ood bill to authorize 
the payment of the claims. Two 
years ayo the board of state auditors 
rejected a b i ll 'fo r  several thousand 
dollars presented by tbe city of Jack- 
son.

Lansing—Tbe Straight statewide 
prohibition m easure was killed by tbe 
"drys” them selves In tbe senate Fri­
day. Tbe "w ets” were taken un­
awares and when a  vote was called to 
decide tbe fate of tbe bill Senator Cor­
liss moved a call of tbe senate and 31 
senators lined up for a vote. Senator 
Barnes, of Flint, a  "dry,” le ^ ln g  tbe 
roll call, voted "no." and was followed 
by other "drys” who, disguested a t the 
action of tbe "wets" in placing amend­
m ents in tbe  bill tb at meant MBde- 
feat, made up their minds to l ^ t b e  
legislature go and submit the proposi­
tion by tbe initiative.

W hen tbe roll call was completed 
Senators Fitxgibbpn. Gansser, Rob­
erts  and Wood were the only ones 
recorded for the bill, and Gansser and 
Wood changed tbelr votes to line up 
with the "drys"* before tbe final vote

Lansing—After fire hours of alm ost 
contlnuguB debate, the house of repre­
sentatives Tuesday evening by a vote 
of 56 to 45. killed the Taylor-Henry 
"slid ing  scale" bill to increase pas­
senger fares on Michigan railroads.

This may not end the railroads’ 
chance to obtain through tbe legis­
lature tbe relief tbey insist they need, 
but they are  already planning to take 
their case into tbe courts.

This was a  simple dlstilla- 
thm process. TT»e .experimental a-ork 
o4 Doctor Rlttm ap has been done at 
▼arlous ranges or pressure irom up to 
■ ••rly  600 pounds per sQuare Inch 
down to partTa] vacuum and a t ranges 
of. tem perature from 1,000 degrees ceo- 
t i r a d e  down to the lowest tempera- 
t n n  a t which the apparatus could be 
worked.

In hia laboratory at Hsvemeyer ball 
Kt. Columbia university be b^s an ex­
perimental apparatus which occupies 
<me end of a small room aud in which 
he can make experiments upon any oil 
under any conditions be chooses. The 
results a re  carefuhy tabulated and the 
products produced are analyzed. Be­
fore carrying out these actual expeii- 
ments, however, the problem was a t­
tacked from the purely theoretical

Working from a theoretical stand­
point. • the- expected results were 
mapped out and then the ezpeiimeuts 
were tried under the chosen condl- 
tkms In order to either verify or dis­
prove the prognostications. Using this 
general m.ethod of > procedure, the re­
search was carried on and the discov­
ery made of the conditions necessary 
to. produce larger yields of gasoline 
team petroleum. Later were found the 
conditions necessary for the produc­
tion ot toluol and benzol from petro­
leum. '

The consumption of gasoline by au­
tomobile^, motor cycles, aeroplanes, 
motor: boats, and the various types of 

-Internal c'bmbustioa engines used for 
power has increased enormously in the 
las t few years. The increase In the 
num ber of motor vehicles shows this, 
for, according to the best estimates, 
there  were, in 1910, 350.000 such ' ve­
hicles; In- 1912 there were^ 990.000, 
while a t the present time the number 
baa reached 1,500,000. Upon the as- 
svmption th at each motor vehicle uses 
ten  barrels of gasoline per year, the 
demand from this source alone would 
be 16.000.000 barrels of 42 gallons each. 
The; gasoline exported hnd that used 
for other purposes makes our annual 
eongumpUon reach a  total of about 
26,000.000 gallons, which Is the pres­
e n t produetloD.

The supply has not been increasing 
as  fast as the  demand, however, and 
ev ea  now It would be Inadequate were 
I t  not for the fact th at in the last three 
y sars many new processes have been 
IMtentei) for increasing most of the 
IwiMuctlaiL. These have had no com- 
n drcia l value, however, except one, 
the  Burton process, which is con­
trolled by the  Standard Oil company.

The situation which developed when 
th is  process was brought out three 
years ago was an interesting one. The 
sa p ^ y  e f  gasoline was so m arly  ex­
ceeded by the demand th at the sltua- 
Uon 4Fas very critical and the price 
was h l ^ .  There was a  real “gasoline 
problem." I t seemed Impossible to 
m eet the increasing demsnd with an 
.•dequate supply.
' Bensol was also put forward as a  
sahstitute. I t was found possible to 
use th is 'm a te ria l for m otor vehicles 
In Europe to -a  certain extent by em- 
ploylng special earbure ton , although 
It-w as not* entirely satl^actory .

A fter alh nothing was really able to 
take  the place of gasoline in being en- 
tlraly  satisfactory, nor was there an 
adequate supply of any other material. 
I t  was a t this time th at the  Standard 
Oil company solved the '‘gasoline 
problem" by ntlUxlng the Burton proc­
ess. which gave prospect o t an ^ n n -  
daace of gasoline for some years at 
Isast,

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ot gasollQe, and it is In this connec­
tion that Doctor Rlttm an's discovery 
will be of such great benefit. Not only 
will it be available to the Standard'Oil 
company, but It will be a t the dis­
posal of any reputable company in the 
United States.

The patents, when they are  issued, 
will be given absolutely to the people 
of the United States, and measures 
will be taken to insure th at the new 
process will never be- allowed to any­
one to use as a monopoly.

The discovery aa to gasoline is per­
haps exceeded In importance, how­
ever, by the discovery of the fact that 
such products as toluol and beuzoD 
heretofore obtained from coal Car 
alone, can now be made from petro­
leum.

In normal times there la produced 
an enormous quantity of benzol and 
toluol in Germany, where, aa In all 
Bnrope. the coke is made In by-product 
ovens, and the tar and its associated 
products saved. In the United States 
only about 25 per cent of the  coke Is 
made in such a way as to save the by­
products.

Benzol and toluol are raw materials 
In the m anufacture of many medicines, 
dyestuffs and explosives. The fact 
that the United States Is apparently to 
have a plentiful source of raw mate­
rial for the making of these will prob­
ably be a attmutus to the building up 
here of new industries. Up to the time 
of the present war Americans pro­
duced only a  small fraction of the ^ e -  
atuffs actually used In American - in- 
dustriee. The.fact th at since the out­
break of the war the United States has 
been unable to obtain an adequate 
supply ot dyes has had already an 
effect In causing effort to be made for 
lauucbing an Industry tor the produc­
tion of dyestuffs.

The Rittm au discoveries are  also of 
the utmost importance as to explo-’ 
elves. In case of a  war In which the 
United States would be shut off from 
an outside supply of benzol and toluol. 
It would be able to produce for the 
use of the arm y and navy from its 
large supplies ot petroleum practically 
any amount ot these m aterials desired.

Many of our modern drugs and medi­
cines are  made directly or Indirectly 
from benzol. The production of this 
latter material a t  a  cheap price would 
be a  great stimulus to the building up 
of a  large synthetic drug industry In 
this country. A t the present time Ger­
many has a  monopoly in thi« business.

The man who baa made these no­
table discoveries was bom  in San­
dusky, Ohio, December 2, 1S83.

In 1908 be received k bachelor of 
a rts  degree from Swarthmore college. 
In Pennsylvania, and in 1909 be re­
ceived his m aster of a rts  degree from 
the same place. During 1909 he served 
as chemist for the United Gas Im­
provement eompany of Philadelphia. 
He served as  lecturer and laboratory 
Instructor in Swarthmore from 1909 to 
1912, and continued bis studies In en­
gineering. so th at be was granted a 
degree ot m echan^al engineer in 1911. 
While a t Swarthmore. and especially 
during the last three years, he was 
Migaged te  professional chemical engi-

neerlog work, both lo chemical and 
mechanical lines.

In the Call of 1912 be came to Co­
lumbia university to do the work 
which got for him, in June, 1914, the 
degree of doctor of philosophy. The 
research work tor this degree was car­
ried out In the industrial laboraiortte 
of Havemeyer ball, Columbia, under 
the direction of Prof. M. C. Whitaker. 
The results of these Investigations 
were published In the May and June, 
1914, numbers of the Journal of Indus­
trial and Engineering Chemistry, and 
were upon the subject “Thermo-Reac­
tions In Carbureting W ater Gas." la 
this research work was laid the foun­
dation for the work which led to hia 
discoveries. This piece of research 
was so much praised that he was 
asked to take a position with the Unit­
ed S ta t^  bureau of mines a t P itts­
b u r g  as chemical engineer. After 
acceiitliig this position be continued 
to study the problem of -obtaining 
larger yields ot gasoline in the distil­
lation 'of crude oIL

He found that a t the laboratories 
in Pittsburgh there was not the kind 
of apparatus th at was required for 
the work which he bad In mind. The 
work which he had done in studying 
the thermal reactions in the carburet­
ing of water gas required a special 
piece of apparatus, and this had been 
designed and built in the laboratories 
in Havemeyer hall, so that it was de­
sirable that in the continuance ot hia 
researches he be able to use this ap­
paratus. Through the courtesy ot the 
university authorities he was able to 
take up his investigation for the bu­
reau of mines in one of the private 
laboratories ot the department of 
chemistry, where he could make use 
of the apparatus which be had for­
merly used as a graduate student.

While bis experimental distillation 
apparatus is not large enough to be 
called factory size. It is much larger 
than the ordinary laboratory size, and 
he was enabled to get results which 
gave indications that the process was 
feasible on a commercial scale.

Doctor Rlttman la modest in bis 
claims and desires to have time to 
perfect bis processes In larger size 
units :betore making any statem ents 
as to the cost of the production.

The' apparatus which has been used 
lb all of the experimental work Is prac­
tically the same as -that used in the 
research which won for him his Ph. D. 
from Columbia university last June/ 
The oil. which may be a crude oil. and 
which by the ordinary process of dis­
tillation might yield no gasoline a t ail, 
is introduced into the apparatus by a 
feeding device which controls the rate 
at which It is led Into the furnace. 
Besides crude oil It Is possible to use 
residues which rem ain from former 
distillations by the old process, and 
even the oils from the California oil 
fields, which yield practically no gaso­
line. As the oil enters the top of the 
furnace It comes In contact with 'a 
mass of hot steel balls which vapor­
izes the oil. The furnace Itself, Into 
which the oil vapor next passes. Is 
simply a piece of Iro'U pipe heated by 
an electric current which passes 
through a  coll qf rasistance wire sur­
rounding the pipe but separated from 
It by asbestos.

W hat actually takes place In the 
distillation process Is no doubt a 
breaking down of the larger and more 
complex mcdecnles of the oil used, into 
the gasoline molecule or the b e u o l 
molecule as the case may be. This 
process Is technlcslly known as "crack 
Ing" the oil.

The foreign patents which Doctor 
Rlttm an Is taking out will, of'ccurae, 
be bis own persoual property. The 
entire rights of the American patents 
wU! be vested in the public. Imwever, 
and be will receive no compensatloii 
except bis salary.

Fight.

London.—Christopher Pilklngton is 
making an official regimental record of 
the doings of the Scots guards a t the 
front. Armed with a cam era be has 
permission to go anywh4re and photo­
graph anything.

Lecturing before the Selborne soci­
ety Mr. Pilkiugton’B descriptions of 
the terrible fighting round Ypres were 
full of the realism possible only from a 
mao who bad lived with the Boldiers 
as one of them.

Of the 1,000 men who left the Tower 
with him on September 15 only 100 
cow remain and of the officers there 
is a rem nant of two.

Round about Ypres the Seventh di­
vision got into the thick of the German 
guns. "You continually heard men 
who had been through Indian cam­
paigns and South Africa say that what 
they bad been through before was an 
absolute picnic compared to what they 
had to put up with from the Germaus.” 
The battle of Ypres. which lasted for 
weeks and Is.not over yet. waa for Mr. 
Pilklngton a time of cycling about with 
bis camera, usually under shell fire, 
taking extraordinary pictures of 
smashed up bouses and anything par­
ticularly exciting that happened.

Mr. Pilklngton was so near the ac­
tual thing th at be would see a shell 
fall into a bouse full of sleeping sol­
diers. and a  few minutes afterward 
would rush In with his camera and 
take a photograph of the horrible mess 
inside. He said that after a time men 
became curiously Indifferent about the 
sbells, and he showed a pbotograpb- of 
some transport drivers calmly gaxlng 
round to see exactly where the shells 
were going to fall and If It was time 
to move on.

"Custom becomes, as It were, an­
other n a tu re"  People seem to have 
been living much as usual lu the 
bouses on the Menin road during this 
terrible time, and ten minutes after a 
shell had wrecked a bouse Mr. Pllklng- 
ton photographed people hunting for' 
souvenlrB. One thing that Bstonlshed 
him was the sight of some children 
playing with toys on a doorstep in one 
of the  hottest places.

He photographed a  soldier having 
bis hair cut by a  comrade with shells 
falling all around a t a  spot christened 
by the soldiers "Hell Com er.” He saw 
the French burying their dead In lay­
ers In a  big hole made by a  Jack John- 
son. “They were like herrings in a 
barrel." He Insisted that there is 
nothing picturesque to be seen, and 
his photograph of a  line of guardsmen 
advancing to  the' a ttack nhowed noth­
ing but a  few blobs of khaki in a mud­
dy field.

MOST ANCIENT RACE
C a v e  G ives Up R elics M any T h o u ­

sa n d  Y e a r s  Old.

Explorations by Nevada Archeolo­
gists prove Truth of Piute Leg­

ends of Lost Cavern—Sealed 
Up by Nature.

Kansas City. — Tbe archeological 
departm ent of tbe University of Ne­
vada has nearly completed the ex­
ploration of a cave in Nevada, sealed 
up by nature 3,000 years ago. It con- 
t ^ s  relics ot what is believed to be 
tbe ancient race from which tbe 
American Indians sprung, a  race far 
older than the Azteca Among the 
thing brought to  light is a skull der 
d a red  to be more than  5,000 years 
old certainly and possibly in existence 
several hundred thousand years ago. 
If these tnrm ises are correct it Is 
older than the Piltdown skull, found 
In Kent. England. ^

Along w |tb the skull found
many relics o t a  prehistoriiPrsce in a 
remarkable sta te  of preservation, be- 
cause they have been hermetically 
sealed In nature’s own presw ratives.

The first mention of this ancient 
dTiUzation th a t Is remembered by 
white men dates back to  1844. when 
General Frem ont led from California 
a  little  band-of wbltea across a  new 
tra il through tbe Rockiea H e fol­
lowed tbe  Humboldt river unto  be 
caone to  tbe shores of what Is now 
called Humboldt lake, a  half mile 
east of tbe  main H um bddt range of 
mountaino. and a  mJJe south of Love­
lock. Kev, In  tbe  reg ies of the lake 
be entered tbe  land of tbe Piute, the 
chief of whom was Winnemncca. Tbe 
trailm akers were m et by tbe Indian 
chieftain with open arms.

General lYdnont and bla party were 
guests of ^ e  P iute band for many 
days. gamlHartty with other tribes

bad taught Fremont a method of com­
munication by means of signs. He 
asked the Indian chief If be, in his 
great wisdom, could tell the white 
man whence came the red men—their 
origin. The aged chief by signs indi­
cated that the history of the Indians 
went back to tbe beginning of tbe 
world. It told how fals ancestors had 
driven a  whole nation into a huge 
cavern and sealed them there to per­
ish. ’

When years laU r Chief Wlnnerouc- 
ca had learned the white m an’s 
tongue tbe Piute legends spread 
among the pioneer miners and finally 
reached tbe ears of scientific men. 
At Wlnnemucca’s death his daughter 
Sarah became attached to the fam­
ilies of army officers, and through 
them the legends became public.

Her granddaughter, Sarah Wlnne- 
mucca, was educated in a reserva­
tion school. H er Imagination fired by 
the legends of her people, sbe re­
peated them to her Instructore, until 
finally Prof. J. C. Jones, chief of the 
archeological department of the 
state university, determined to make 
a  search for the lost cave. Tbe 
stories indicated th at It m ust be some­
where near tbe Humboldt lake. Sa­
rah Wfnnemueca picked a  spot as 
near as the legends could guide her, 
from which point the scientist# con­
ducted their search successfully.

A. Q. H a n m  Is a  farm er living near 
C lavet Bask., and as  an old resident 
ot Mlnneeota, takes strong exception 
to some of 'thp articles appearing In 
American papers disparaging the true 
conditions in W estern Canada. The 
"Cottonwood (jurrent” of Cottonwood, 
Minn., an important weekly paper in 
the southweetem p art <tf the state, r ^  
cw tly  publlsbied a  letter from Mr. 
Hansen, which is interesting reading. 
In his le tter Mr. Hansen makes a  
splendid case for W estern Canada 
against those who seek to deter farm­
ers in tbe S tates from settling in Can­
ada. He says: . "

"The dlstriot in which we live Is a 
fair comparlst^D to any other district 
In the  country^ made up mostly of set-: 
tiers from tb^ States. The majority 
here consists of Americans from Mih- 
neeota, Iowa and th e  Dakotas, with a 
few Canadlanp and an odd Engllsh- 
man. We halve been here eleven years, 
ever since this p art of tbe  country was 
settled, and the  majority have done 
well. If they have not. It is certainly 
not the  fault Of the country.

“There has not been a  crop failure 
in this d istrict since settled. This 
year was tbe poorest, caused by lack 
of rain, althoingb a. fair estimate of 
w heat is about twelve bushels per 
acre, average, and oats about ten. 
Some farm ers got as much as twenty- 
five bushels of wheat per acre, and we 
all got good prices.

"The laws ot Canada are  nearly the 
same as those of Minnesota, and we 
enjoy the same privileges.

"So far as the European war is con­
cerned, we suffer to a  certain extent 
aa all tbe world does. Canada is giv­
ing a  helping hand to her Mother 
Country, and we Amerlcan-Canadlans 
firmly believe it is Canada’s duty to 
do so. 1 h a re  not beard one Amerl- 
can-Canadlan who has expressed a dif- 
fMwnt opinion. Canada is not com­
pelled to send her soldiers. 'The serv­
ice rendered Is all voluntary service.

"The accusation th a t old settlers are 
considered undesirable citizens , and 
are forced ont of bUBinees, eveb in 
danger of being 'mobbed a t their own 
fireside,' is all filse. a  mere fabrica­
tion In tbe mind of badly iptoriDed 
correspondents. There are  a few ,who 
have been discovered carrying letters, 
otberif -papers and plans to prove them 
spfes',' and whose object is to conspire 
against tbe  government. These have 
Justly been arrested. Such a class of 
people cannot be considered good citi­
zens, whether living in Canada or in 
the United States.

"Some people are  failures wherevet. 
they are, and as an excuse for falluye 
In ^ e l r  country It may seem easy jto 
put tbe blame on the Canadian peopfie 
and the Canadian governm ent Fact 
Is, thoasandsiof people from the United 
States are  emigrating to Canada a t 
the present time, which shows tbey 
are  not afraid of the Canadian govern­
m en t

"Tbe government Is giving away, 
tree of charge, provision through the 
winter to fa ra e rs  in certain districts 
affected by the drought, and Is also 
sending seed grain to those in need 
of help. This Is very d lf fe r^ t  from 
driving settlers away from tbeL* own 
homes..

"I have always observed th a t tbe 
people who love their Mother Country 
most a re  those who make the best clti- 
sen i of tiie£r adopted country. Tbe 
idortoua 'S tars and Stripes’ will al­
ways stand fbr w hat is good and noble 
to  os, though we live in a  neighbor 
eountry wheye we also enjoy life , lib­
erty and tbO' pursuit of happiness.’
