X"aeing—Governor Ferris has sent
oat 131 letters urging the members of
Xhe legislature to return to Lansing,
May 19, the day before the final ad-
Murnment of the 1915 legislature and
anend the bill making an appropiia-
tlon for the state highway depax”ent
mo that the money will be availlable
this year.
The letter sent the Individual mem-
bers of ~e legisUtureis as follows:
A~ call your attention to a mistake
“-which occurs lh seaat€f bill number 96
file number 69 entitled ‘A bill making
an appropriation for the state high-
way depsirtment for the payment of
additional state reward on trunk
Une highways, the buildlgg or repair-
ing of bridges on auch bighways, mak-
ing necessary repairs on such hrgh-
ways, and paying the salaries and ex-
penses Incurred under the provisions
of act number 334 of the public acts
> of 1914, for the fiscal years ending
June 30, 1917, and to provide a tax
therefor.'

“In section two of this act it Is
provided: The auditor general shall
Incorporate in the state tax for the
year 1916 the sum of 6350,000, and
fOT the year 1917 the sum of $650,000.
which amounts when collected shall
be credited to .the general fund to re-
imburse the same for the money's
hereby appropriated.” These years
should have been 1915 and 1916, re-
spectively. -The appropriation will
fall for want of funds unless this mis-

* take is corrected.

T therefore most respectfully urge
you to return at the date to which
you adjourned. May 19, at 2 o’clock
p. m. in order that this mistake may
be corrected.”

This is the fir® time in years that
the governor has reQuested the leg-
islature to return and transact busi-
ness after tbe formal suspension of
business. If the members return they
will have to pay their own railroad
fare as they have already received all
the mileage that la coming to them for
the present session.

When the proposition of asking the
lawmakers to return and rectify their
error was first suggested to him, Gov
emor Ferris was of the opinion that
ft was a scheme to pass some of the
bills over his veto. While it is pos-
sible that this may be done, it is not
at all likely. Fifty one representa-
tives and 17 senators must return In
order to have a majority, while two-
thirds of the members elect would
have to vote as a unit in order to pass
any bills over the veto of the chief
executive.

TEINS STORY OF
LOSS OF SHIP

Bnt Ohe Torpedo Struck The
Lusitania Hitting Vitai Spot
Says Commander

JURY CHARGES GERMANY
WITH WHOLESALE MURDER

Experts Declare That Second Expie*
alon Heard By Passengers Was
An Internal One and Many
Pasaengers Were Killed
By Fumee.

| London-Captain Turner of the Cun-
anrIner, Xtusltania, which was sunk
last Friday off Old Head of Klnsale
by a German submarine, testified be-
fore tbe cOToner on Monday that the
ship was struck by only cme torpedo.
But this deadly missle found a vital
mpot and sent the liner to the bottom
In leas than 20 minates, carrying with
her more than 1,000 souls,

, At tbe conclusion of blrTretimony
the Jury brought in the following ver-
ict:

“We find that the deceased met
death from prolonged immersion and
mihaustion in the sea eight miles
south southwest of Old Head of Kin-
sale, Friday, May 7, 1915, owing to
the sinking of the Lusitania by tor-
pedoes fired by a German submarine.

“We find that this appalling crime
was committed contrary to “interna-
tignal law and the couventlons of all
civilized nations.

“"We also charge the officers of said
submarine and the emperor and g
ernment of Germany under whose or-

ders they acted, with the crime of
wholesale murder before tbe tribunal
of the civilized world.

‘We desire to express sincere con-
dolences and sympathy with the rela-
tives of the deceased, the Cunard com-
pany and the United States, many of
whose citizens perished In this mur-
derous BttOICk on an upai;med liner.'

Captain Turner, ip declaring that
one torpedo did all tbe damage said
the second exploelon which the pas-
aengers heard was an Intorhal one,
and that the engines, having been put
out of commissloD, it was Impossible
to stop tbe Lnaltania and permit of
her boats being lowered properly.

This idea of an Internal explosion
Is supported by naval experts who
point out that if the torpedo had ex-,
ploded on contact the steamer
would bave only been disabled or hod
one or two of her compartments flood-
ed.

It Is evident, however, they say,
that if the torpedo penetrated the hull
and the charge of 420 pounds of ea-
ploalve was detonated !t would have
created an effect similar to the expto-
Bion of a magazine within a ship.

There is little wonder therefore,
they say,' that the Lusitania sank so
rapidly or that so many persons were
killed by the fumes of the explosive.

New Tork—The Lusitania, with
total of 1,251 passengers aboard, of
whom 179 Were Americana, and with
a crew of 816, sailed from here last
Saturday in the face of a warning
publish” on the day of her departure
by the Herman embassy, which stated
that travelers intending to embark
on British ships did so at tbe risk of
the ship’s being destroyed in accord-
ance with the German zone decree.

Former president Urges Calmnese and
Asks That Wilson Be- Supported. ~

Philadelphia, Pa.—Former President
William H. Taft urged patience an”
calmness in the present Internationa
situatkm and called wpon the cltizecie
of the country to stand by President
Wilson, In an address at the Unloh
league here Tuesday sight.

Refe”ing to the sinking of the
Lusitania, Professor Taft said the
“Inhumanity of the circumstances In
the case urges us on, but in tbe heat
of Just Indignation is not the best
time to acL when action Involves
such momentuous consequences and
means untold loss of life and treas-
ure.

“There are things worse than
war,” Mr. Taft* declared, “but delay
due to calm deliberation cannot
change tbhe situation or minimize the
effect of what we flually conclude to
do. With the present condition of
the war in Europe, our action, if it la
to be extreme, will not lose efficacy
by giving time to people, whose war
it would be, to know what they are
facing.”

“How It may be that a series of
acts of inhumanity and violations of
the laws of war, to our national detri-
ment and against our citizens, may
force us on and lead our people to
believe that whatever the coat no oth-
er course la open to us.

“But we must bear In mind that
If we have a war It Is the people who
must pay with lives and money the
cost of it, and therefore they should
not be hurried Into the sacrifice.

“A demand for war that cannot
survive the passion of the first days
of public indignation and which will
not endure tbe test of delay and de-
liberation by all the peoplet.is not one
that ahould be yielded to.”P

Reports from ‘Washington that it
was privately known in official quar-
ters that the Lusitaula was to be
torpedoed at the first opportunity,
gave color to the opinion expressed
in shipping circles Friday night that
the embassy's warning was intended
to apply particularly to the Lusitania.

Britain or any of her allies are liable
to destruction in those waters, at®
that travelers sailing in the war toue
on ships of Great Britain or her allies
do so at their own risk.”

Tbe number of persons killed when
the ship was sunk numbers about
eleven hundred. Of these 115 were
American citizens.

The Lusitania'a cargo was valued
at about $75000Q and contained a
large quantity of war snpplles.  Her
manifest included 280,000 pounds of
brass and copper wire, $66,000 worth
of military goods, and 5471 cases of
ammunition valued at $200,000, all of
which was contraband of war.

The ship Itself, Cunard officials said
Friday, was covered by $5,000,000 war
risk Insurance.

President to Act Carefully.

Washington—The first word from
President Wilson on the sinking of
the Lusitania came Saturday night. It
amounted to an assurance to the coun-
try that tbe president would deal with
the situation deliberately, but with
firmness.

This was the statement given out

g o'clock by Secretary Tumulty, af-
ter a conference with the President
at the 'White House:

“Of course the president feels'the
distress and the gravity of the sltuor
tlon to the utmost and is considering
very earnestly, but very calmly, the
right dSurse of action to pursue.

“He knows that the people of the
country wish and expect him to act
with deliberation as well as with firm-
ness.”

To those who are familiar with
President Wilson’s character of mind'
an'd his extreme conservatism as re-
gards foreign affairs, the brief White
House statement was significant The
fact that the statement was an ac-
knowledgment that strong pressure al-
ready is being felt at the ‘White
House from tbe general public for
vigorous action on the Lusitania out-
rage.

Olplomatic Communication Points Out

Berlin, via London—The following
dispatch has been sent by the German
foreign office.to the German embassy
at Washington:
