KILLED OM RAILROAD

NOURQt «H(IW APPALLING RgJ
SULTS OF TRESPASS. . 1

Use of Line,"” Right of Way In Thl,
Country Is Responsible for a
Death List That Has 6e-
rco'me Serious-

A circular issned by the New Haven
railroad says that It Is not so much
affected by the genus hobo as some
other roads in this country are, yet in
the last three years 42 persons have
been killed, and 394 Injured while tres-
passing on the company’s property. In
the majority of cases the persona
killed or Injured were not tramps but
‘persons who were using the reilroad's
right of -way as a public highway,
generally to make a short cut, or young
boys or men seeking to steal rides on
freight trains.

In 1dI2 152 persons falling under
the class of trespassers ”“n tbe New
Haven right of way were:killed and
108 injured; In 1913 172 were killed
and 160 Injured, and in 1914 118 were
killed and 126 Injured. During these
years the New Haven and other roads
of the country have been making ef-
forts to end the trespassing evil and
avert the loss of life, but seemingly
without su”ess.

The hea”est toll of life Is taken in
the summer. the|mortallty rising (ro”
the spring months with the tempera-
ture. For example, in the month of
January of this year on tbe New
Haven's line four trespassers were
killed, In February eight, in March fif-
teen, a gain of almost 100 per cent in
a month.

These figures form striking, con-
trasts when compared with the losses
of life through trespass on railroad
property In other countries. In Great
Britain between 1901 and 1910 only 4,-
344 persons were killed and 1,315 In-
jured. Great Britain, however, takes
strong legal means to preventa loss of
life through trespass on her railroads’
right of way, as is shown by tbe New
Haven’s statement, which says:

“If you walk along a railroad In Eng-
land, believing you can thereby see the
country better or get home.more quick-
I7> yoq are arrested and taken before
a local magistrate, who fines you $10.
In Canada you can be fined up to $50
and imprisoned for two months, and
there, foo, the law is strictly enforced.
In France unless you have a permit
you cannot walk tbe tracks wiithout
great danger of being fined and even
Jailed. In Germany the. penaltiea range
up to $25.

“Only 13 states in this country have
thus far followed the example of these
European countries in having laws for-
bidding such use of railroad property.
These ptates are Maine, New Hamp-
shire, Massachusetts,* Rhode Island,
New York, New Jersey. Wisconsin,
Virginia. Delaware, Georgia, Missouri,
Minnesota and Washington. The pen-
alties prescribed range ail tbe way
from a five dollar fine and ten days in
Jail in Maine to $500 fine end a year in
Jail in New York.

“In one to'wn In ConnecticuL where
the New Haven’s tracks were persist-
ently crossed at a number of pdiuts as
a short cut. the railroad erected a
standard wire fence in addition to put-
ting up warning signs. This fence was
torn down as fast as it was put up.
Finally, unable for this reason to keep
Che fence In repair so that It might
serve its purpose, the railroad aUerapt-
<d to erect other barriers. They were
removed in a similar manner, the last
one being torn down the very ne.tt day
af - T it was put up.

‘*What makes the problem an espe-
cially serious one for Ne'« England is
the very large contribution which in-
dustrial workers make annually to this
death tell. Probably no other railroad
in proportion to its length has so many
industries located close to tha rail-
road tracks as tbe New Haven, in
many eases the employees of these es-
tablishments elect to use tbe right of
way as a highway to and from tbelr
homes in disregard of ail warning
signs. 170 abate this evil tbe railroad
bas taken tbe matter up directly with
the beads of these concerns and has
asked for tbelr co-operation. It bas
also asked school superintendents to
caution tbeir pupils of tbe~dauger of
mwalking or playing on or near the rail-
road tracks.”

RAIL TIE AND FASTENER

One of the principal objects of the
invention is to provide a cross tie
with a rail- fastener having -means (or
securely iookihg the track rails against
the tie. An important object la to
provide a -tkstener adapted to clamp
the.tie so Ifinnly to the rail that all
vibration will be reducfd to a mini-

RAILROAD BOUGHT FOR $1

It la a Sixty-Mlle Line 'Located in
Kansas—A Record

Sale.

Here's how the Kansas Southwest-
ern railroad, eixty miles long, betweeu
Arkansas City and Caldwell, Kan.,
was sold a few months ago for $1, says
the Kansas City Star.

The road was owned jointly by the
AtchiuBon, Topeka & Santa Fe and
the SL Louis & San Francisco rail-
roads. It was badly Involved and in a
poor physical condition, Tbe gmimm
state public utilities commission had
Juat issued an order that $150,000
should be spent to put it in better
condition.

E. P. Ripley, president of the Santa
Fe, and W. B. Biddle, one of tbe three
receivers for the Frisco, met to talk
over what was to be done about the
commission's new order.

“How would you like to buy the
road?” Mr. Biddle asked.

“I'll name a price, give or take,” Mr.
Ripley said.

"Go ahead.” the Frisco receiver said.

"One dollar,” Mr. Ripley snapped

And that's the way the Santa Fe
acquired full -tille to the ownership
of the branch road: The story came
out when a Santa Fe official told it at
the John W. Weeks luncheon.

AIR SIGNAL VALVE

This invention provides a valve in
the train siymil air line which permits
thu actuation of a signal Ahen a re-
lief valve al one of a plurality of
points is opened, said signal prefer-
ably being in close proximity to a lo-
comotive engineer or to a motorman
of a motor car or train, reports the
Scientific American. The valve pre-
vents the signal actuation when the
train line is closed, regardless of the
pressure of air in the train line. Tbe
valve permits the actuation of the
signal of a pojrtlon of tbe air rushing
from the air reservoir as an open re-
lief valve.

W aste in Railroad Tickets.

Do'wn In the passenger and ticket
departments tbe ruthless band of the
economizer went, says the Sunday
Magazine of the Chicago Herald, and
before it wgs throngh a lot of dupli-
cate pasteboard used for tickets was
ponfiscated. There was such;a mul-
tiplicity of forms of tickets in use on
some roads that it took most of the
time of a private printing establiab-
meat to print them.

On a single branch line there were
six hundred different styles of printed
railroad tickets, and on the main sys-
tem upward of ten thousand. Most of
the big roads had as high as five thou-
sand standard forms of tickets, with
any number of special forms to be
printed from week to week. Every
excursion, special train, or conven-
tion gathering meant the printlag of
a tot of new special tickets

Simplified tickets have supplanted
many of these old duplicate and intri-
cate forms, and many of the roads are
adopting machines that, working some-
what on the principle of the cash reg-
ister. will stamp and date tickets In
Indelible ink and give the destination
just as plainly as if printed

Writers Seldom Successful In Produc-
ing Dramas That Long Hold
Public Attention.

To write a long list of plays which
have In their day figured as war plays
would neither prove nor disprove any-
thing except this—that they were so
written as to deserve recognition from
posterity, or not; if they were they
got It. and if they were badly, done,
nobody remembers them; certainly
the fact that they exploit a passage at
arms, a battle of war, never kept bad
plays out of tbe limbo of forgetful-
ness.

The cocoanut water Is allowed to
ferment for four or five days, after
which It can he used without further
delay as coagulating latex. One to
two onnees of the fermented cocoanut
water Is allowed to coagulate one pint
of the pure latex.

This Is said to produce a fine rub-
ber, superior to that procured with the
use of crude acetic acid. The color
of tbe rubber with acetic acid fermen-
tation is decidedly inferior to the oo-
coanut water fermeotatloo.

Is Most Probable When Cousins
Are Wedded.

Speaking of the possible hereditary
tendency to cancer. Dr. Charles B.
Davenport of the eugenics laboratory
at Cold Spring Harbor. N. Y- says
of the fact that the Incidence of cancer
Is highest In Maine; “I have no doubt
that this Is due to the presence of one
or more races In Maine which are non-
Immune to cancer.”

Doctor Davenport's studies "indicate
that resistance to cancer Is a positive
Idominant) trait and that nonresist-
ance appears In children only when
both parents belong to a nonreslistanu
race. And this result is commonest,
other things being equal, where cousin
marriages are commonest, because
that makes it probable that if one
parent belongs to a cancer race, the
other—the cousin—will belong to the
same cancer race. Now, in rural
Maine cousin marriages are extremely
frequent, especially in tbe Islands off
the coast, and here we have the con-
ditions for tbe result—the high inci-
dence of numbers of the cancer race
in an inbred community.”

Washington—William Jennings Bry-
an. three times Democratic candidate
for the presidency of the United
States, and aoihor of nearly 30 peace
treaties with the principal nations of
the world, resigned Tuesday as secre-
tary of state, as a dramatic sequel to
his disagreement with President Wil-
son over the government's policy to-
ward Germany.

The resignation was accepted by
the president. The cabinet then ap-
proved the response which had been
prepared to the German reply to the
Lusitania note.

Secretary Bryan returns to private
life, when his resignation takes ef-
fect. It was learned that he iniend-s
to continue bis political support of the
president

Unfair to Remain in Cabinet.

Rather than sign the document
which he believed might possibly
draw the United States Into war Mr.
Bryan submitted his resignation in a
letter declaring that *the issue in-
volved is of such moment that to re-
main a member of the cabinet would
be as unfair to you as it would be to
the cause which is nearest my heart,
namely, the prevention of war.”

The president accepted the r~signa-
tion in a letter of regret, tinged with
deep personal feeling of affection. The
letters constituting the official an-
nouncement of Mr. Brj'an’s departure
from the cabinet to private life, were
made public at the tVhite House at 6
otlock Tuesday night

Dramatically the official relation of
Mr. Bryan mwith the administration of
the man whose nomination he assist-
ed so materially in bringing about at
the Baltimore convention of 1912 came
to an end. It caused a sensation In
the national capiui scarcely parallel-
ed in recent years.

Ambassadors, minsters and diplo-
matists from foreign lands, officials of
every rank and station, heard the
news as it was flashed by newspaper
extras.  They interpreted variously
its effect on the delicate situatlpn that
had arisee between Germany and the
United States.

Warm Regard for Mr. Bryars

Officials of the administration were
unanimous in their expressions of per-
sonal regret. Secretary Tumulty is-
sued a statement to that effect, and
the president reflected the same senti-
ment In bis letter. Admiration and
praise for the courageous manner in
which Mr. Bryzn had fought for and
beM to his convictions were expressed
by officials on every side, including
those who bad been most vigorous
In their opposition to his policies.

The strong personal attachment of
the president and Mr. Bryan has long
been noticeable in their everyday con-
ferences. Even Tuesday as they met
in the cabinet room their greeting was
one of affection and regard.

It became known that twice before
In the two years and three months of
hIS term Mr. Bryan had offered to re-
sign to as to., save the president from

embarraM maxt, and each time the
president refused to accept the rea-
Ignatlon.

In domestlo affairs the tw<o men

who were at the helm of the Demo-*"
ersUo party in its first ascendency
Into power in 16 years, co-operated
most harmoniously. Often Mr. Bry-
an yielded some of bis own news,
as on the curreniey bill, and used bis
Infiaencc to assist the president's pro-
gram In congress

Robert Lansing, counselor for the
departmentof sute, becomes Mr. Bry-
an's temporiry soocetsor.

Governor Not Pleased With Attk
tude of cities That Do Net Wish
to Comply With Proviaions
of Covert Law.

Lansing—No action waa taken
the board of state auditors at its spe-
cial meeting Thursday relative to the
lighting contract for the state capitol
during the next two yearn. The Michi-
gan Power company has underbid the
municipal lighting plant of Lansing
and ~cording to Secretary Matthews
of the board of auditors, the bid of
the Michigan Power company is about
halt as high as the bid submitted by
the company two years ago.

In 1913 the board of auditors award-
ed the contract for electricity to tbe
municipal plant of Lansing and took
the heating contract away from the
power company. However, last year
the power company submitted a bid
for heating that was aatis®emry and
during the past winter tbe bolters in
the state house have not been oper-
ated..

When the city was awarded the con-
tract for electricity two years ago
special machinery was Installed for
the operation of the capitol elevators
and if the bid of the Michigan'Power
company is accepted, Secretary Mat-
thews sayf it will be necessary to tear
out tbe machinery. The auditors
praise tbe city service, claiming it
has been very satisfactory during the
past two years. It Is believed that
some action will be taken on the light-
ing bids at the next meeting of the
board.

The board of auditors divided the
contracts for paper to be used in the
state departments between Beecher
Peck & Lewis of Detroit, Dudley Pa-
per compEiuy of Lansing, Ibling Broth-
ers Everard company of Kalamazoo,
and the Union Paper & Twine com-
pany of Detroit

The contracts for stationery supplies
were divided between Ibling Brothers
Everard company of Kalamazoo, Allen
Printing company of Lansing, North-
rup Robertson & Carrier company of
Lansing, Remington Typewriter com-
pany of Detroit and thbe Dudley Paper
company of Lansing.

The lithographing contract was
(awarded to Dickinson Brothers of
Grand Rapids and the embossing con-
tract went to Ibling Brothers Everard
company of Kalamazoo.

With plans already under -Siay flor
the state-wide prohibition fight to be
staged in Michigan next year, the
Michigan Anti-Saloon League is out-
lining its campaign for local option in
a number of counties next spring and
it is the ambition of the league ofll-
cials to have at least two-thirds of
the state in "dry” territory when the
prohibition proposition is suh.mitted
to a vote at the general election In
November. 1916.

At the present time 43 of the 83
counties in the state have adopted lo-
cal option. At the April election the
upper peninsula, where the liquor in-
terests have been strongly intrenched,
yielded to some extent before the at-
tacks of the prohibition adherents and
Alger and Iron counties swung into
the “dry” column. Next year the
anti-saloon league forces will stage
another battle beyond the straits and
the counties of Mackinac, Luce, Bar®
aga. Schoolcraft, Delta and Menoml-
ness will be invaded.

Petitions have already been circu-
lated by tbe “drys” for the-submlssion
of local option in Jackson, Mackinac,
Luce and Baraga counties. Other
"wet” counties to be tackled by tha
"drys” next year according to Superin-
tendent Grant Huds<Mi of the Mieblgaa
Anti-Saloon League are Clare, Waath
tenaw. Lake, Manistee,'’Arenac, losco,
and Ogemaw. There Is a possibility

on attempt ‘wUl be made to sub-
mit the question in several other coun-
ties

option elections last spring the anti-
saloon league forces are confident that
the April election next year wlU /orti-

W arden Oates received the Indorse-
ment of 86 of the republican members
of the house of representatives, while
John Baird Ot Saginaw, who waa a
candidate for the wardenship, received
the support of many ot the <~d-Une
republicans of the state.

This is the first appointment of a
state game warden by the public do-
main oommission. Heretofore this
office has been at the dispt®l of the
governor, but the last legfirturq d~
cided to take the appointive power
away from thbe chief executive- and
the deiiartment 'was placed under the
Jurisdiction of the public domain com-
mission.

Governor Perris is not pleased with
the'attitude of many municipalities in
refusing to accept the provisions of
the Covert bill passed dpring the last
session of the legislature. This bill
provides that In all cities having full
paid fire departments the firemen
shsdl be entitled to a leave of absence
one day out of every twenty-four and
shall be given a furlough of twenty
days each year.

As there is no penalty
for refusal to obey it will be necessary
for some fireman to make a test case
and attempt to obtain a writ of man-
damus.

To this place 1 have come after a
trip of two days’ duration in a high-
powered military motor through about
twenty of the desolated and devastated

Oevastated

villages of Prance whblch lay In the line
of advance and of retreat of a great
army. In the df"s-to come, when there
ia a final recUonlIng to fix responsibil-
ity tor the destruction of these fair
places of Prance and for the kilung of
more than a few noncombatanta.
there will be a controversy as bitter aa
that which has marked the battling
from the Marne, the high point of the
German advance, to the Atsne. where
the German now is entrenched, with
the Frenchman on the offensive and
striking dally and boldly at hla front

Included technically within the field
of-war operations today is a large part
of France. Virtually all the scene of
the battle of the Marne is forbidden
ground to all persons except those who
go with proper credentials.

It la my Intention to take my read-
ers through some of these desolated
places of Prance; to tell a simple and
uncolored story of their condition to-
day am my eyes saw them, and to re-
peatf ocasionally the words of men and
of women who saw the acts of destruc-
tion and who have formed their own
opinion as to the reasons therefor.
One day the truth underlying all ibis
Bpeage will be known. The world
probsibly will contlnoe to withhold Its
judgment, but the fact remalus that a
score or more of thrivlug Preach vH-
lages have psriahed from the earth
A e r a manner that seemingly will not
admit of the excuse or the explanation
that it la simply the result of.the acts
of ordinary a” so>called civUlied war-
fare.

At
it is, Hnrlon Tlrtually has disappeared
from the face of the earth.

This village was proud of Its Gothic
Catholic church of SL Martin; which
has stood here for centuries. The
church is not beyond repair, but'to-
day It Is literally riddled with shot and
shell. Within is an undamaged shrine
of Mary the Virgin, and before it wom-
en were praying for the success of the
arms of Prance.

Not far from Hurlon stands the vil-
lage of Glennes, or, again*let me say,
what once waa Glennes. This village
was destroyed utterly by shell fire, ex-
cept in the cases of a few of the larger
buildings. The church Is badly dam-
aged, but, like the sanctuary at Hurlon,
It can be restored." 1 went into the
churchyard at Glennea. drawn thither
I think by a somewhat shadowed form
of curiosity. The shells bad fallen
thick and fast Into this place where
the villagers for centuries have buried
their dead. The church and cemetery
are pictures of gray and black desolap
tlou. Images and monuments are Miat-
tered almost to dust. Barely one of
the smaller tombstones In the cem”
tery la left untouched. Here, however,
one sees the frequent freak of war. A
great tomb stands almost In the cen-
ter of the churchyard. It dominates
the scene. All about It trees and head-
stones and footstones have been splin-
tered and smashed, and yet the great
tomb stands unmarred. Its escape is
one of the mysteries of the chances of
war. Within the tomb, as the Inscrip-
tion tells us, rests the family of Jesson
Bollleau. Jesson and his family still
sleep undisturbed.

Soldiers’ Sepulchers Everywhere.

After leaving Glennes, the country
is nothing but a great graveyard.
Soldiers' sepulchers are everywhere.
Single graves are the exception. Ger-

the newly sprung May flowers In these
fields of the republic. Nature Is cele-
brating Its own memorial day and Is
decorating the resting places of the
brave with daisies and dandellcms, vio-
lets, forget-me-nots and the while val-
ley lilies.

Cour-de-.Manges Is a village not far
from Glennea. In It only a few”bouaes
escaped fire or shot. Into the desola-
tion of thlq place the people are begin-
ning to enter. They scattered to the
four parts of Prance when the storm
broke, but this was their home, and
here few by tew they are coming back
and are seeking the means to build
again their houses as they already. In
the retreat of the enemy, have built
again their hopes.

The mayor of Course-Manges dwelt
In a handsome bouse with outlying
grounds closed In',by an Iron fence of
fine workmanship. ~Today,. there Is
nothing left of the official home but
Its foundation stones. Shell and fire
took their tolL  The outlying garden,
however, seemingly knew nothing of
the ravage of battle. It beea un-
tended since last autumn, but nature,
the restorer, today is m*iring it |o blo”
som with spring’s rare coloring. War
ahowed no tavorttlsm at Cour-de-
Mangea. The houses of the poor *nS
the house of the rich alike- were
mwept to swift destruction.

It is only a few miles from Cot"rde-
Manges to Prignleonrt. but the
ney la from DeeolaUon to Deeolatloa.

Faremont Is not far from Prignl-
court, and It was destroyed only In
part by artillery fire. A fine highway
runs through the heart of the village,
and It was along this highway that the
invading army passed. The booses on
either side of the road and immediately
confronting it have all been destroyed
while the houses back of them are In-
tact Gunfire from a distance makes
no such fine distinctions. The houses
along the street were set on fire by
band.

The old church of the village of
Faremont Is still standing. There is a
shell hole In Its tower, and more
breaches In the wall below.

From Faremont 1 passed through
Pavresses, Blesme and MaurupMe-Moo-
toy. There is little left of any one of
these places to give it the right to be
called a village. At Blesme there are
some corlouB contrasts. The lowly
homes of tbe villagers all were de-
stroyed, but close to them an old and
beautiful chateau stands unharmed
amidst its trees.

As If by Miracle.

At Maurupt-le-Montoy tbe bombard-
ment caused heavy damage to the vil-
lage church and churchyard. In the
latter, where tbe shells had fallen
thick, there is a stone cross bearing
upon Its marble front a.representa-
tion of Saint Veronica's bimdkerohief,
Upon whblch, according to the Catholic
belief, was Imprinted tbe face of tbe
ChiisL In curious workmanship, upon
the marble handkerchief in this ceme-
tery, the face of the Savior was Inlaid.
Almost alone, this cross and thla Christ
stand unlnjuiod In this shell-shattered
acre of God.

Frequently stress has been laid upon
the escape from Injury by shell fire of
representations of the Savior and the
Virgin, bis mother. 1 know, however,
that these escapes .are only accidental,
and while U may be pleasant for tbe
faithful to believe that immunity came
to the things they bold sacred, it ia
only tbe part of truth to say that |
have seen the same destruction vis-
ited upon crucifix and on shrine that
fell upon, other Images and other sanc-
tuaries of which Christians take less
account.

At Vaubecourt such walls as still
rear themselves from the ruins are
shaken dally and nightly by the thun-
der of pounding guns. At least one-

half of the Vaubecourt villagers have :

returned to their blasted dwellings
ready again to take up life where their
forefathers lived for centurlea. These
vlllagars give no heed to the trembling
of the earth under their feet Tbe can-
non abot does not disturb their
dreams. Hell came here last falL

There was terrific fighting at Vaube-
court and In the country all about It
and there Is still terrific fighting near
at band. The village has been bat-
tered from its foundations by shell and
shot. When the time comes for an-
swering the question of responslbUlty,
It is probable that no fine interroga-
tions will be raised as to whether this
place was swept from the face of the
earth by bombardment or deliberate
incendiarism. Here, the question will
concern itself'wUh the right of the In-
vader to put to death summarily three
French soldiers whom they found in
tbe village.

Were Shot as Spies.

The cure of VaubecourL a priest
who stayed loyally at bis post, told
me that the French soldiers were in
uniform and in advance of the enemy's
lines and that therefore they could not
have been spies. The Germans, how-
ever, have said that these soldiers
were spies and it was on this ground
they shot them.

The priest of Vaubecourt has gath-
ered a part of bis flock together once
more. He is I’Abbe PerrenoL He w£is
sentenced to be shot by the order ol
the commanding officer of tbe Invad-
ing army. He added that this officer
waa a good deal of a brute but that
bis immediate junior In command was
a soldier and a gentleman. The junior,
he Bald, secured bis release. So one
hears the stories and so one may or
may not pass Judgment as he will.

As things are. however, the village
of Vanbecourt as a village of homes
and booses Is no mors, but the people
mare coming back to find the May sun
shining on tbe ruins and showing forth
the ravages of a storm t”at has passed
on a ntUe way and which now vexes
priest and TIUuer only with Its noise.

CARE IN SELECTINQ SOTTON

Htatthful MeM May Ba Good er BM,
According to Condition Much '
Fat.Qeod. n

Mutton Is generally considered the
most healthful meat, and la eaten by
many, to the exclusion of any variety.
Consequently great care should be ex-
erdaed lu the selectIMi, and a little
time should be given to the study of
quality.

In buying mutton (or lamb) care
abould be taken to see that the fat Is
clear, bard and white, as mutton with
soft or yellow fat indicates too long”a
stay in cold storage. It might appear
that a great quantity of tat on mutton
signiflea waste; but the lean part is
much jucier and -more tender when
this is the case, so the wise' housewife
makes purebases with this in view.

The. leg has the least fat in propor-
tion to weight mNext comes tbe shoul-
der. Tbe color of lean mutton is a
deep red.

Lamb is good to eat when one year
old and Is much more digestible than
other Immature meat such aa veal or
young pork. Tbe wise housewife
knows the value of nntritiou, so she
wlU hesitate about buying lamb mere-
ly because It Is in market, aa it U gen-
erally expensive.

The meat of spring lamb abould be
a clear pink, with plenty of pure white

VINEGAR KILLS THE GERMS

Best of Reasons Why the Condiment
Should Always Be Used Liber-
ally on Salads.

Drs. Loir and Legagneax ot ParU
have been testing vinegar,as a de-
stroyer ot the germs ot typhoid fever.
That they are killed by a mixture'of
wine and water In equal parts has
long been known. These Investiga-
tors prove now that twenty germs of
vinegar to a liter of water kill the
typhoid bacillus In an hour and five
minutes.

"From this,” writes the Paris cor-
respondent of the Lancet, "a practical
Inference may be drawn concerning
salads. After washing tbe salad aa
usual, detaching each leaf, it should
be put Into water acidulated with ten
grams of vinegar to the liter and re-
main immersed in this liquid tor
about an hour _aud a quarter. All
vegetables ordinarily eaten uncooked
may be subjected,without any incou-
venlence to the same process."

A liter Is equivalent to about a
quart and ten grams are equivalent to
about a third of an ounce. So, if let-
tuce or other greens for salad be
placed In water to wblch about one-
third ot an ounce ot vinegar has been
added and be left for about an hour
and a quarter, all danger of typhoid
fever wUl be removed.

Try This Next Time.

A “spare” plum pudding, cooked and
put away, should on no account be re-
belled—4team it.
