It is greatly
tinctured with American thought due
to the close connectlpn brought about
by the return of emigrants from the
new world.

His majesty is also republican, with
a drift toward aociali*m. He has made
three leading socialists senators and
has shown In various ways his deter-
mination to solidify bis people by ex-
hibiting his tolerande of this most
radical section of his subjects.

He also requested jtbat bis name be
included in the listlot electors. He
Insists that he be ccbsidered an ordi-
nary citizen and he {never misses re-
cording bis eallot alt the polls after
the fashion of President Wilson.

Theodore Roosevelt.! He w'as a sick-
ly child. like the col|)nel. and brought
himself to a hardy fianhood by Spar-
tan methods. He ista man of almost
universal knowledge! interested in ev-
erything, much likq the Oyster Bay
leader. He possessed great energy.

Rarely has a sicklier crown
prince been seen. King Humbert
placed him under a stem military tu-
tor, Colonel Oslo, who put the little
prince through a most rigorous course.
He slept always in a cold room and
took a cold bath at daybreak. Then
came a frugal breakfast. Lessons fol-
lowed, with special emphasis on those
he disliked most. Before the morning
was over the prince was In the sad-
dle. No matter bow bad the weather,
he rode dally. Often he returned to
the palace soaked to the skin from a
violent rainstorm.

He disliked music, a predilection
which he retains. When he was ten
years old he remarked to bis piano
teacher. Signora Cerasoll;

"Don't you think that 20 trumpets
are more effective than that piano of
yours?”

In bis military studies hje made rapid
progress. He submitted” all Colonel
Oslo's harshness without a murmur.

He often relates as one of the pleas-
antest memories of his life, bis im-
pressions when King Humbert first
entrusted to him the command of a
company on foot, at the annual review
of the Roman garrison.

"The excitement interfered so great-
ly with my power of sight.” be once
said, “"that the only people | recog-
nized in the cheering crowd were my
dentist and my professor of mathemat-

Then a few years later he received
the command of the army corps at
Naples.  Frivolous and light-beaded
Neapolitan society looked forward to
a worldly-minded prince and rejoiced;
but it soon discovered Its mistake.

The prince, scorning pleasure, de-
voted himself exclusively to his pro-
fession and left bis barracks only to
go straight back to the Capodimonte
palace, where ha spent his spare time
in perfecting himself in the study of
military tactics.

The king and queen lead a very sim-
ple and informal Ufe' for the most p~t.
There is scarcely more ceremony than
in the White House. The king does
not spend much on his table. The
Italians often complain that his wines
are an injustice to the countr>*. What
be saves on bis cellar the king prob-
ably spends on charity, for he Is the
leader in every good cause.

As an illustration of bis actions in
an emergency an Incident of the Cala-
brian earthquake of 1905 may be cited.
When the news of this disaster ar-
rived, the king was holding a grand
ball in his castle at Racconlgi. With-
out an Instant’s hesitation be fiung a
cloak over bis uniform, hurried off to
the scene of action and tirelessly
helped In rescuing his hapless sub-
jects. So freely did he expose himself
that someone ventured to remonstrate
with him.

After giving rometbing of the history
of tbe K- of P. 'order and stating'wlmt
tbe emblems and colors represent, tbe
é)eaker took up bis subject, “The

lory of Charity.”” Defining tbe term
to mean love in its highest and I”st
form, be said, in part:

“We want to notice, first of all, what
the absence of charity means (n the
lives of men. For one thing it leads
men to misinterpret the motives of tbeir
fellows. He isa man who does a kind-
bess to a fellow citizen. Immediately,
men, who are uocharitable, declare that
be did it because he bad 'some axe to
9hnd.” There are implications that he
fe not sincere and that bis act of kind-
ness bad behind it some ulterior motive.
Envy and jealousy lead men to make
assertions that they have no right to
makr. How many times we say unchar-
itable things. 1f we do not see our own
failing in "this regard, we know that
men fail to understand us because they
are not charitable toward us. On every
hand we hear little, ntean, contemptible,
hurtful things which men say about
each other. 'Sometimes there is an ele-
ment of truth in what is said, but all
too often there is an absence of truth-
fulness and at leas- justice and fairness
are not considered. ~ When the glory of
charity is at work these things are not
so. Another thing that the absence of
charity brings is that it causes men to
hide tbeir hopes and ambitions. Be-
cause men are so unsympathetic and
uncharitable, men hesitate to tell each
other tbeir hopes and ambitions. TW
keep them within themselves. e
know that many parents crush tbe an-
bitions_of their children through their
uncharitable attitude. When the boy
comes.forth with his boyish dream, tbe
father, all too often, forgets that be was
a boy once and built hieair-castles, too.
Many a father has lost bis hold upon
his twy because he manifested no sym-.
pathy for bis son and his dreams. The
same is true of the mother and daugh-
ter. It is true also in friendships.
There ore very few real friendships,
where men reveal ti each other the
secret longings of their hearts. Why?
Because men are so uncharitable. They
do not try catch tbe point of view of
their friend. They treat confidences
with a lack of charity. So men lock
their secrete jo their hearts. Thbe glpry
of charity is that it opens that lock and
men see eye toeye and speak heart to
bsart. A third result of the absence of
charity is found in the fact that it leads

men to oondeten the sins of men and to day

overlook tbeir good points. Goethe is
reported to have said: 'There is some-
thing in every man’s heart which if you
only knew it would make you hate
him.” That was an uncharitable state-
ment. It miwht be true, but bow much
more charit*le it is to overlook his
weaknesses and emphasize hie strength.
e realize that many men, we ourseTves
among them, are worthy of censure and
condemnationr but it is unohantable in
any of us to act as judge over the rest
of us. Let us again heed the familiar
couplet:

Therg_js ao tDoob that Is good la tbe wimtt of
And so much that is bed in tbe beet of ut
Thatit bebooves aU of os to be caretul

Jnet what we saymboot the reetof os."

A fourth result is that men are led to
think of his fellow’s defeats rather
than his victories.* We see the sin man
commits. But there is something we
do not see—the sin be does not commit.
Per~nal experience teaches us this
U. We know_ that envy, malice,
hati”, lust, passiongrip us again and
aq". Sometimes, ml too often,
fall bef«»« their temptations. But
many times we have gamedthe victory.
These victories have not been seen be-
cause tbe battles were foughtupon that
inner battlefield where none is privi-
liged to see save God akme. So let us
be charitable and give our fellows cre-
dit for their silent victories in the heart
and not emphasize always tbe defeats
we observe.

"And, now, in the second place we
want to observe whatis the glory of
charity. 1Its glory is found™in “that
which’it can do for those who follow
her teachings. Henry Drummond has

iven us this in his exposition of the

3th of First CorinthiaiiB. And we are
led to see that the glory of charity
makes s man patient—"charity snffer-
eth kx”;” the gkiry of ebar:® makes
aman kind—"and is kind;” the glory
of dianty makes a man gem
“charity envieth not ” And so down
throiwb the list—humble, courteous,
ntaselnsh, good tempered, guileless, sin-
Surely, where charity hath her
perfect work sbe is [*oa<. And if
we wodld have chari” to reign in all
her gkny in our lives we must first bf
sDbedatable oursdves. We atost
remember to stwaya be charitable to-
ward each other and thus fulfill tbe law
of farotiieThood aad tbe law of Christ.

Important Paragraphs In Second Com-
munication On Loss of Ameri-
can Lives in Sinking of
Lusitania.

Berlin—President Wilson's second
note on the sinking of the Lnsltania
has been received here with a friend-
1j apirlt

It is accepted that Emperor William
Umself will have much to do with
the framing of the German reply.

Though there is no conOrmatlon
from official sources, the fact that
the bill text of the American rejoind-
er was rushed to the emperor at all
possible speed is talceu to mean that
be intends to play a very important
part in the drafting of Germany's an-
swer.

The official viewpoint probably can
he-correctly appraised only after con-
ferences of the imperial chancellor,
I>r. Ton Bethmann-Holleweg; the for-
eign secretary, Kerr von Jagow, and
representatives of the army and ad-
miralty, the naval and general staff.
The emperor, it is believed, will speak
the final word.

.Both the Lokal Anzelger and the
Vossische Zeitung hail the second Am-
erican note as opening the way for
further negotiations between Germany
and the United States, which both
profess to believe will straighten out
the situation.

lency expresses the fear that this in-

“It Is stated in the note that equip-

Fortunately these
are matters concerning which the gov-
ernment of the United States is in a
IK>sition to give the imperial German
government officials Information.

American Law Was Observed.

,“Of the facts alleged In your ex-
cellency’s note, if true, the govern-
ment of the United States would have
been bound to take official cognizance
In performing its recognized duty as a
neutral power and in enforcing its
national laws. It was its duty to see
to it that the Lusitania was not armed
for offensive action, that she was not
merring as a transporL that she did
not .carry a cargo prohibited by the

States is contending for something
much greater than mere rights of
property or privileges of commerce.
It is contending for nothing less high
and sacred than the rights of human-
ity which every government honors
itself in respecting and which no gov-
ernment is Justified in resigning on
behalf of those under its care and
authority. .

"The government of the United
States is happy to observe that your
excellency’s note closes with the in-
timation “that the imperial German
government is willing, now as before,
to accept the good offices of the Uni-
ted States in an attempt to come to
an understanding wjtb the government
of Great Britain by which the charac-
ter and conditions of the war upon the
sea may be changed. The government
of the United States would consider it
a privilege thus to serve Us friends
and the world. It stands ready aL
any time to convey to either govern-
ment any intimation or suggestion the
other may be willing to have it con-
vey and cordially Invites the imperial
German government to make use of
its services in this way at its conven-
ience. The whole world is concerned
in anything that may bring about
even a partial accommodation of in-
terests to in any way mitigate the ter-
;Iqrs of the present distressing con-

ict."

Position On War Zone Repeated.

“The government of the United
States cannot admit that the procla-
mation of a war zone from which
neutral ships have been warned to
keep away may be made to operat"
as in _any degree ah abbreviation of
the rights either of American ship-
masters or of American citizen's bound
on lawful errands as passengers on
merchant ships of belligerent nation-
ality. It does not understand the im-
perial German government to ques-
tion those rights. It understands it
also, to accept as established beyond
question the principle that the lives
of non-combatants cannot lawfully or
rightfull be put In jeopardy by the
capture or destruction of an unresist-
ing merchantman, and to recognize
the obligation to take sufficient pre-
caution to ascertain whether a sus-
ected merchantman is In fact of bel-
Iligerent nationality, or is in fact carry-
ing contraband of war under a neutral

INQUIRY STARTED TUESDAY

Survivor* and Relatives Express Dis-
appointment That Admiralty’'s w
Instructions Are Not Made
Public.

London—Fifty survivors of the Lusl*
tania disaster, with relatives of pas-
sengers who lost their lives, and pri-
vately-retained lawTsrs, attended the
opening session Tuesday of the board
of trade inquiry into the destruction of
the liner by a German submarine,
May 7, with a loss of more than 1,100
41ves.

The survivors and relatives of the
dead expressed disappointment at the
fact the testimony relating to the ad-
miralty's wireless instructions to the
Lusitania was given in private.

Captain Turner was principal wit-
ness. .He appeared to be In good
physical condition, and in full control
of his nerves. His voice was hearty
and film, bis manner brisk and his
answers prompt

Captain Turner denied emphatically
the Lusitania was armed.

The captain estimated that 10 sec-
onds after the Lusitania was struck it
was Impossible to stand on deck. He
said the three difficulties in rescuing
passengers were the list of the ship,
her headway, which carried her two
or three miles after being struck and
the lack of time.

The captain testified he had given
orders to look out for submarines and
to proceed at full speed if any were
sighted. He said the boats had been
swung out the morning of the day pre-
ceding the disaster. Two lookouts

The Canadian Pacific railroad, with
a total of 13.322 miles of track, has
the greatest mileage of any railroad in
the world.

Ireland's "Straddle” Railroad.

Running between Ballyunlon and
Listowel. In Ireland. Is a unique “peg-
leg” railroad, so-called because It runs
astraddle a single rail, elevated a
suitable distance above the ground.
The entire weight of the train Is car-
ried by this rail, guide rails being
arriged nearer the ground to keep
the train balanced. Each coach con-
sists of two compartments, one on
each side of the elevated riail. and the
engine hasfwo boilers, fire-boxes, and
smokestacks.

Northern Line Being Built.

An important railroad Is being built
northward from Petrograd to a point
on the Arctic ocean near the Norwe-
gian Citmtler. about five hundred miles
west of Archangel, on a portion of the
Arctic coast line, reached by the end
of the Qhlf stream, which makes the
climate at that point much milder
than at Archangel. A port will be cre-
ated there that should, It Is said, nev-
er become Iceboond, as Archangel is
In winter.
