W hether there  w iir be a  revival d u r 
Ing the -D^xt tew years of the domestic 
a rt of rnsi^ng wine is a  m atter of pure 
conjectnrp, but i t  Is interesting to 
recall that formerly many common
things th at grow around us were, util­
ized by tprlfty housewives In the pre­
paration bf "tipples” th at were more 
or less i^ild or more or less potent. 
Generally the wine-making poteotiall- 
ties of ttiese things a r ^  little thought 
of now, and in most - homes, even in 
country l^omes. wine-making procesaea 
have bee^ forgotten.

Reference has recently been made 
to tbe  making of dandelion wine, a 
sweet an|l potent wine prepared wl'Jt 
the aid bf the golden flowers of the 
dandelion. Elderberry wine and elder- 
flpwer w ^ e  were m ade in most of tbe 
niral boiaes In the Potomac country 
a ' g en eraU ^  or so ago; Blackberries 
were gatihered Industrlonsly by the 
children |for„ conversion Into jam and 
wine or bordial, and raspberries were
especially so i^ h t a fter th at wine could 
be made! from them. I t  Is probable
tb a ^ ln  tjhe minds of elderly persons 
to d ^  there is preserved a  better mem­
ory of raspberry vinegar than of rasp­
berry wltoe, for It was popularly b ^  
lleved that raspberry vinegar was su­
perior toi that made from apples.

In cherry time tbe fruit was treas­
ured b ^ h u se  It could be preserved or 
converted Into a  familiar tipple called 
''cherry bounce,” a drink which a t cer­
tain stagjes of Its “aging'' or develop­
ment was exhilarating and intoxicat­
ing.

The flavor of gooseberry wine was 
known and esteemed by most of the 
grandm others and grandfathers of 
present tVashingtonians.

On all the old farm s there was a 
little  distillery, though on some farms 
it was not so little, ju st as there was 
an Icehouse and a smokehouse, where 
tbe peaches and apples and grapes 
could be distilled into fruit brandy.

Cider-making was a  ceremony, and 
In the late fall when frost had pinched 
and somewhat shriveled the persim­
mons a strange potation called per­
simmon beer was-^made.

Parsnip wine was made by British 
housewives before emigration to 
America, set in. and the a rt  of making 
this wine was brought over by the 
early Imunlgrants. There was also In 
colonial times in - America a drink 
which was called pefipermlnt wine, or 
peppermint liqueur.

LETTUCE FOR THE TABLE
Much Depends on Its Proper Prepara­

tion  and Arrangement When ft 
la Served.

When lettuce comes from the m ar 
ket, clean in cold water and look It 
over carefully to see that all d irt and 
Insects are  removed. Place on 
piece of dampened cheesecloth, then 
roll up and put on the ice, when it will 
be ready for use and will often stay 
fresh for a week. Some persons com­
plain of sleepiness a fter eating let­
tuce. This is due to the lactucln In 
lettuc^, which the milky juice con­
tains. IThls juice may be removed by 
cutting from the lettuce the lower eiJd 
of the  beads or stalks and then stand­
ing the lettuce In cold w^ter for sev­
eral holurs before using. Keep the 
head in tact ■uheu you wish to quiet 
tbe nerves or to induce sleep.

The following is a pretty lettuce rel­
ish for luncheon or dinner and may 
be served In a small cu t glass dish: 
Line the dish with lettuce leaves upon 
which place either ripe or green olives 
and tiny red tomatoes. Chill with 
cracked ice. Tbe olives and tomatoes 
may be taken with the fingers at any 
time during the meal.

CLARK VISITS SCENE OF ONE OF 
MOST DESPERATE BAniES OF WAR

Correspondent Describes Plain o f Vaux-Marie, the Last Spot Con­
tested by the German Crown Prince in His Retreat After the 

First Advance on Paris— Shell-Tom and Fire-Scathed Vil­
lages on Every Side-^Spirit of French Is Undaunted.

On the plain from which I am look­
ing at the light smoke wreathing over 
the batteries there was fought one of 
the moat desperate battles of the pres­
ent war. This field is called the plain 
of Vaux-Marle. It marks the last spot 
contested by the crown prince in the 
retreat which he was forced to make 
to keep his lines in touch with the re­
treating ' arm ies on his right flank, 
Armies which occupied a long front ex­
tending from this place almost to the 
gates of Paris.

Dotted With Graves.
This plain, with Its dotting graves 

of German and Frenchmen, newly dug, 
and with its great gaping bolee made 
by the falling shells, marks the pres­
ent high tide In this section of the 
French advance from the Marne. The 
fighting, cigarette-smoklDg, almost 
debonair sc^diers of the republic on 
this battle front are still on the of­
fensive and a re 'th row ing  themselves 
forward daily under the cover of a 
screen of shell fire In desperate en­
deavor to drive their enemy from the

written something of my military com­
panion. His mother was an Amer­
ican. He stands six feet three in his 
campaign socks. He Is dressed today 
as always. In his “horizon blue." This 
color m elts Into the sky screen, and 
as my eyes seek the captain out when 
he is a t a  distance. I feel th a t no am­
bitious artillery man can make an ade­
quate m ark of him, loomlngly big 
though he is.

There are  so many shell-made cav­
ities in this plain that I wonder It 
was necessary for e ither French or 
German to pause here to use the 
opade for gravetmaklng for their dead. 
The fallen here are in great numbers. 
Many of the burials have bee'h made 
within a few' days. The sur\’lvors of 
»he battle lay their comrades away 
tenderly. At the head of one long, 
mounded trench there Is an inscrip­
tion which says that within rest fiT 
soldiers of France. Ou a cross at the 
head of the trench, rdughly written by 
some kindly hand which in the battla 
time must make h'^ste with Its task, 
a te  the word, “Honneur aux Heros."

Supplies Constantly Arriving.
From bases which I m ust not name 

and lying well to our rear., supplies 
constantly are being brought .up in 
gray motors and in heavy army wag­
ons for the French armies battling 
along this line from St. Mihiel to the 
Argonne forest- I know that the last 
French official report has reported 
gains in the r'»gion of the Argonne 
forest, which lies only a  few milea to 
my left and from which every few 
minutes I can hear the bellowing of 
heavy guns. It seems from what I 
hear that the high hope of every 
trooper In the forces of Generals Lan- 
gle de Carry and Sarrall Is that the 
effort and the success along th is  line 
will be Id keeping with the marked ad­
vances. which, rumor at least baa it. the 
French and the British arm ies are 
making In the far northwest, where 
flank on Sfnk as we bear It here, they 
are well Into the first stage of the 
long-heralded spring drive.

An arm y must still fight on its stom­
ach. and so this rackety Paris bus Is 
carrying a  cargo more serviceable 
than shells for the “seventy-fives.” 
and more useful. In a  way, than thewz- 
plosives for the sapper and the miner.

ants. They admired the spirit which 
prompted the aged ones and the wom­
en and the children to dare death in 
order to  m ake a full crop possible, 
but they did not think th a t a few ex­
tra  bushels of wheat or of potatoes 
would compensate France for further 
losses -among its  peasantry. I t  was* 
neceshary, therefore, to call a  halt on 
this fine but dangerous farm ing en­
deavor. Tbe tollers did not mind the 
bell of theU fire any more than the 
soldiers did. but there a re  some sac- 
rlflees which ,are  needlesa So it is 
th at the peasant toll of today must 
m anifest itself only up to the luslde 
limit of danger from dropping projec­
tiles. Thus it is th at the plain on 
which I am standing has not yet been 
turned by the plow.

Nature has been a t work here ever 
since it felt tbe first wanning touch of 
spring's BUD. This battlefield today Is 
covered with flowers, dandelions, 
daisies, forget-me-oots and violets. Tbe 
deep pits dug by the earlier fallen 
shells 'are now sunken gardens. White 
and gold, yellow and blue and crim­
son. enter Into the color scheme of the 
battlefield. I never knew before the 
knifellke sharpness of contrast. W ar 
and death are in the valley, and peace 
and life are on the commanding hill. 
The guns are  pounding while over ray 
head two skylarks are  soaring ami 
singing. The fast growing grass af­
fords the birds shelter for their nests, 
and above them always is the sky 
against whose foundations artillery is 
vainly used.

Reminders of the Battle.
AJl along the edges of this plateau 

ihe trenches are deeply c u t  They arc 
used for shelter by the men .of both 
arm ies during ,the sweeping fire on 
this open plain, Today they are some­
what back of the rearm ost trenches 
of the present fighting line. It is eas­
ily learned how sava.ge was the fight 
In this place where today one picks 
flowers and listens to the larks sing­
ing in defiance of the noise of the 
cannon. Reminders of the battle that 
has moved on apace are everywhere. 
German shells and French shells ex­
pended either vainly or to awful pur­
pose are an Incumbrance to one's foot­
steps. When one follows the track of 
modern war he wonders that any man 
engaged in it can live to write its 
history.

It Is hard to turn a-way from this 
field near S t  Mihiel. There have been 
horrors enough along the line of the 
way to make one hate war for all 
time, but yet there is something 
about It which grips the Interest and 
the imagination. This battlefield of 
Vaux-Marle Is one point of two meet- 
iifg lines of a triangle, within whose 
cbmpass the fighting has been a t its 
il(ercest and whose edge Is still fanned 
by the hot breath of battle. 1 have 
said tliat this triangle Is out of the 
present fighting, but one cannot so 
sense it while tbe ground shakes with 
the roar of artillery.

France Is hlgb-heartedly hopeful to­
day th at the line of this fighting will 
continue to recede northward and 
north-eastward, and that tbe recession 
will become quicker paced day by day 
as tbe spring and the summer ad­
vance. As it is the fragments of vll- 
leges within this triangle, and which 
are  still shaken by tbe gunfire, feel 
seemingly th at their future safety ts 
as assured as If they were removed 
a thousand leagues from the clashing 
armies in the valleys .of the Aire and 
the Meuse. The few villagers who 
have come back have full confidence 
in the prowess of the French soldiers 
who are  bulwarking the land.

More Desolate Villages.
N^ar this field of the .Ighting there 

are  several desolated places which I 
have seen, but of which I have not 
•written, so like Is their condition to 
th at of scores of other villages which 
I have visited and whose pathos ap­
pealed. Pretz anti Vaseincourt are 
gone. Louppy le Chateau Is a pile of 
ruins. At Revtgny nothing Is left but 
the walls of the church and one saint's 
statue, from which destruction in 
some way or another was warded off.

We see these places as we pass 
from tbe battlefield to a village still 
standing, a t  least in part, and where 
we may rest, and where we might 
forget war were it not for the distant 
rolling of the guns along the line 
where men are killing men. We are 
going back to Paris and' from there 
later r  hope to go under the same 
guidance to another part of France, 
where, as along this line, the armies 
are  a t  death grips.

GARBAGE MUST BE BURIED

W orkmen’s  C om ponsatien A ct H as 
Stood All Legal T ests  and W ill Con-

board of hsalth lias issued rules and 
regulations to be observed by cot­
tagers and other rlsitora and local 
boards oC bealth are being ordered 
to see to Its that they are enforced.

“Garbage must not be thrown into 
the lake," says the state board of 
health. “A garbage can or barrel 
with a By proof coA'sr should be used 
at each cottage. The contents should 
be removed two or three times 
a'eek and burled at least one foot un­
der ground. No pits, into which gar­
bage is being dumped, will be toler­
ated, unless each quantity of garbage 
is immediately covered with at least 
three inches of earth. The burning 
of garbage In bonfires is so seldom 
effective that It is not to be toler­
ated.

Throwing tin cans, bottles, or other 
rubbage or refuse on the beach or 
on the grounds is prohibited. A cov­
ered barrel or box should be placed 
at the rear of each cottage for re­
ceiving such refuse, which ehouid be 
removed to some suitable place and 
buried as often as may be found ne­
cessary.

“Cleanlnf fish upon the beach is 
strictly prohibited. It should be done 
back and away from the cottage and 
the refuse immediately buried. Refuse 
from lunch counters^ lemonade stands, 
pavilions, and otbe^ concessions must 
be treated as garbage and immediate­
ly buried. Throwing refuse of any 
kind into the lake is strictly forbid­
den.

"The emptying of drains or sewers 
from sinks, toilets, closets, etc., into 
the lake la strictly forbidden.

*'The relation w'hich Insanitary con­
ditions bear to the breeding of flies 
should be carefhlly considered and no 
material in which flies have an op- 
IK>rtunity to breed, should be exposed.

"Violations of these regulations will 
give rise to the establishment of nu­
isances which are detrimental to pub­
lic health, and violators will be sub­
ject to the law relating to the main- 
tennance of nuisances."

Tuesday Governor Ferris disavow^ 
ed any move on bis part, or any plan 
that be knew of to test the law. F r t 
day night State Chairman fi. C. 
Shields said plainly that he was not 
expecting to test the law and he did 
not think the Democrats would.

"I never said and never gave the 
impression," said Mr. Shields, "that 
I was going to test that law. I was 
.isked for tny private opinion and 
gave it. I represent nobody and know 
of nobody wbo is getting ready to at­
tack the law. I have thought all 
along and etlll think the law is not 
according to the constitution, but 1 
am not going to test It unless some­
body wants to test it and retains me 
as attorney."

The Kearney-Horton case will 
likely be submitted on brief and will 
not be argued, if present plans are 
carried out.

Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion Fred L. Keeler believes that the 
schools should remain open In all 
grades upto and including the eighth 
In every city in the state of more 
than 5000 population.

It is not Superintendent Keeler’s 
contention that the" attendance at 
summer schools should be compulsory 
but he points out that state laws 
make it impossible for the children 
to seek employment and he believes 
that the majority of parents would 
send their children to school during 
the summer' rather than have them 
On the slrbets.

Keeler believes that substitute 
teachers should be employed during 
the summer months as he would not 
ask the regular instructor to remain 
in the school room continuously for 
twelve months.

Although the workingmen's com­
pensation law passed ac the special 
session of the legislature In 1912 has 
been attacked from every conceivable 
angle, it has stood the test of the 
courts, and as It is considered highly 
improbable that it will ever be re­
pealed. this important measure will 
be a part of the statute law of Mich­
igan for many years to come.

In the decision of the supreme court 
rendered recently, the section of the 
statute applying to munlcipaTltles is 
not passed upon. This particular sec­
tion of the law was not before the 
court for consideration. The statute 
was attacked on general grounds of 
unoonstitutionality.

It was alleged by those who were 
Intent upon having the bill declared 
unconstitutional that it conferred Jii- • 
diclal powers upon the Industrial' ac­
cident board, that the title of the bill 
does not cover the body of the act 
snd that it discriminates against 
domestic, farm and casual employes; 
and that it is class legislation. It; 
was also claimed that it deprives a 
parent of right of action for injury 
to bis child and that it deprives an 

.Injured employe of the right to-be re- 
'presented by an attorney or agent of 
his choice in making all attorney fees 
subject to the regulation of the In- 
ttostrlal accident board.

Similar claims have been made by 
opponents of the measure ever since 
it was enacted into law at the special 
session three years ago. At the pres­
ent time there are 14.000 employes 
of labor In Michigan operating under 
the provisions of this law. More than 
half a million employes are protected 
under this statute and litigation along 
the^nes of personal injury caukes has 
befn materially reduced.

At the last session of the leglslkture 
attempts were made to make several 
apaendments to that the law would 
ije Improved to a considerable extent, 
hut no changes of any eort were 

^ a d e . The legislature did grant the 
Eward the right io appoint two deputy 
eommlasloners but ^  other proposed 
amendments were killed.

According to officials of the state 
game warden’s department the open­
ing of the bass season, Wednesday, 
at midnight, was accompanied by but 
few violations of the law. The depu­
ties in nearly all parts of the state 
have been heard from, and the reports 
all are that the fishermen waited un­
til the allotted time and did not catdi 
the fish too small.

"This simply shows," said Chief 
Clerk Charles Hoyt, "that fishermen 
are becoming educated to the laws 
and have learned that insofar' as pos­
sible we will make them obey them, 
The time was when we approached 
the opening of a trout or bass season 
with fear and trembling.

- Permission for use of the attorney-

G. Johnson, of Philadelphia, both are 
attorneys acting in behulf of the trust 
companies of Michigan to determine 
the right of the First National bank, 
of Bay City, to exercise the powers 
granted to It by the federal reserve 
board to act as trustee, executor, ad­
ministrator and registrar of stocks 
and bonds.

The purpose is to test the constitu­
tionality of that part of the federal 
reserve bank act which authorizes the 
federal reserve board to grant permits 
to national banks to do a trust com­
pany business.

period of 10 years for the schools to 
conform to the new conditions. It 
will seriously affect a large number 
of American and other Christian mis­
sionary schools which have been es­
tablished in Korea.

W ICHITA. KAN.—When, a year ago. Wlehita officials found.that weeds 
were going to take possession of a vacant plot as well as neglected city 

lots, a plsii was evolved by which It could be averted. A mao was engaged 
to prepare the lots for alfalfa at a
cost of 50 cents to the owner, to plow, 
harrow and keep mowed the crops, 
smd the weeds were obliterated in 
every instance. Many Wichita lots 
that otherwise would have been rank 
with unwelcome verdure, were turned 
Into a profitable small bay meadow.
The fifty cents that the city collected 
from tbe land owners was given to 
the man who prepared the land and 
be was well recompensed. The alfal­
fa thus raised was utilized in many 
ways b.v the owners and it made Itself more than pay for its raising. Weeds 
were unknown In Wichita last year^ where the owners of property bargained 
with the alfalfa man. And there was the fragrant odor from the growing 
alfalfa.

This year, while Wichita city officials named no official alfalfa sower’, 
the man who last year did tbe work has put in many alfalfa crops of small 
size and the weeds have been choked oft as a result. Tbe first cutting gave 
Wichita the odor of a great big bay field. It is estimated thnt more tban two 
thousand tons of alfalfa were cut from tbe numerous small plots In Wichita 
and as the price Is high It represented a goodly sum. In many cases men 
who raise home-grown alfalfa feed tbe crop to the cow or horses and chick­
ens. Hundreds of small transfer men who have a horse and a cow have 
found growing alfalfa on a small scale very profitable.

To overcome the dllOcuIty new employees have been required to report 
an hour earlier than .Is customary and go through a course of Instruction 
at the bands of some one of the older employees who was held over during 
thq hard times period.

The 'SVhlte Pass & Yukon railroad 
was built at the time of the famous 
gold rush and Is one of the most r^  
markable enterprises of Its kind In 
the world. Leaving Skagway it as- 
cmids the dreary and dreaded 'White 
pass to the headwaters of tbe Yu­
kon. from which in summer boat may 
be taken to Dawson City. While mak­
ing the surveys over tbe pass and 
subsequently during the work of con- 
Btruction, the railway builders were 
brought Into close relations with the 
bears, who were the original Inhabtt- 
anta of tbe mountain sides along which 
the line runs.

Prompted by curiosity and hunger, 
the bears used to investigate tbe 
camps of the railway, and soon be­
came so cunning and expert that noth­
ing edible was safe from them unless 
it was watched day and night. The 
continuous heavy blasting at first 
frightened the animals, but they soon 
learned how to shelter themselves 
from tbe falling rocks and stones. 
They also learned to recognize tbe 
warning shouts of tbe foreman and 
to post themselves so as to take ad­
vantage of the temporary absence of 
the men in order to steal the contents 
of their dinner palls.

Actual construction commenced In 
June. 1898, and trains were running 
by August 25 over the first 14 miles 
of the tine. The working force bad 
Increased to nearly 2,000 men August 
8, when the news of the gold discov­
eries at Atllo reached the construction 
camps and reduced the number to 
under 700 in two days. It was Oc­
tober before the working strength 
could he restored, by which time the 
work was sJmost entirely above tbe 
timber line and exposed to the full 
force of tbe Arctic winter storms. In 
many places the men bad to be roped 
while working In order to prevent 
them being blown off tiie steep moun­
tain sides, where tbe granite was so 
smooth and slippery that the only foot­
hold was often obtained from logs 
chained to thin bars drilled Into the 
rock.

The cold and action of the 
were so intense that the men bad to 
be relieved every hour, as longer ex­
posure numbed not' merely their bod­
ies. but their minds, so that they bad 
not sense enough left to tie a knot 
securely or do other simple things of 
similar nature. Throughout the winter 
the thermometer ranged from 20 to 40 
degrees below lero, and sometimes 
even lower, at the construction camps. 
Nevertheless, tbe work was pushed 
rapidly forward, and February 18, 
1899, the first train reached the sum­
mit of the White Pass, 2,865 feet above 
sea level and 20 miles from Skaguay.
