The success of the'submarine In
the Irish sea and in ths English chan-
nel, following the declaration by Ger-
many placing British waters In the
war area, would Indicate that Admiral
tgb Tlrpltz had comp'eted bis plans.

Undoubtedly the submarine at the
present time is the one overshadowing
Actor In the war. The Oennaos have
been reported to have a nnmber of
anrprilses up their sleeves. The one
most heralded ,has been the Zeppelin
airships. These, however, bare so far
proved disappointing.

On the other band, tfa¥r submarines
hare Aten a tremendous toll from the
British navy.

The submarine is the one Instru-
ment of warfare against which no de-
fease ezlsA. AtAcka of the aeroplane
and the Zeppelin have been success-
fully met. New high an?le *Are guns
have been Invented by alPthe oattons,
and a number of air craft have been
brought to earth by them. So far.
however; the German submarines bare
escaped unscathed.

To the existence of England’s great -
navy may be traced the Invention of
the " submarine.  Its attack on the
Amerlcao colonies during the Revolu-
tion brought forth what is generally
acknowledged to have been the first
successful under-water craft.

i%e Invention is accredited to Da-
vid BnshneU. a Yale student Ail

°‘through his college days, from 1771
to 1775. be worked steadily on a vessel
.that would sail under water. When
the Revolutionary war broke out he
had ready a submarine boat which,
on account of its shape, was called
the Turtle.

He was given a chance at the Brit-
ish fiwst under Admiral Lord Howe
while It was- blockading New York
harbor. The strange submarine was
launched In New York, but owing to
the fact that Mr. Bushnell could not
navigate the Turtle himself,.aa be bad
‘not suffletent physical strength, he

-was forced to turn It over to another

iinan. The *fnttle was propelled by
hand and had a maximum speed of
two mUes an hour.

Bxra Lee, the man chosen to make
the atAck on the British flagship,
the Eagle,, bad little time to ieam
how to operate the new craft He suc-
ceeded id getting the Turtle under-
neath Eagle, placing a torpedo
under tjfe ship’s hull, but was unable
'to It. as the E"gle was sheathed
.with copper. The torpedo bad a time
lock oft It which caused it to explode
within thirty mAutes. It was. how-
whver« cfrled away from the hull of
.Ae ;8a”e by the tide, and at the ap-
poAted time it exploded, sending -ip a
huge column of water not far from
the British flagship. The failure of
the enterprise disgusted the continen-
Al authorities and the whole matter
ended in ridicule.

A quarter of a century later Robert
Fulton took the Bushnell Invention
over to France and interested Napo-
leon 1 Ijr It. He was given a tiy at
the British squadron off the coaat of
Prance, but here agate the craft failed

Napoleon..itiring of 1A failure, dis-
missed Robert Fulton.

The British were aware of what
was transpiring and managed to open
negotiations with Pulton and invited
him to go to London. They quickly
grasped the fact, as true then as it Is
now, that Ae only defense against the
submarine was to run away. But Aey
also saw that. If the submarine should
be developed, their great naval
strength would vanish.

They offered Fulton a large sum of
money to pigeonhole bis Invention and
to return with It quietly to America.
This offer was spurned by Robert Ful-
ton, but the farseelng English states-
men and sea lords of Great Britain
had grasped the significance of the
submarine—that Its success would
mean the annihilation of British sea
power.

The second Impetus given to the
perfection of the submarine also came
from England. John P. Holland of
New Haven, Conn., worked for years
to perfect what was known as the

“Fenian ram." Lieutenant Holland
was an enthusiastic member of the
Fenian clan, -vhose cbiei object was
to precipitate a war between Great
Britain and America, it raised 150.-
000, and with this fund the first Hol-
land submarire was constructed.

Holland used practically Ae same
fundamental principles that were util-
ized by David Bushnell. The Germans,
likewise, concede to Mr. Bushnell the
original invention for the undersea
boats.

The- French begen 10 develop the
submarine about the year IHX fol-
lowing the Fashoda affair, which near-
ly brought England and France to
war In 178. In 1892 England awak-
ened to the fact that the submarines
had been pronounced a success, and
began building submarines after the
Holland type.

Germany did not begin to build sub-
marines until 1908. Since then It has
carried on an active “unterseeboote”
program. At present the Germans
have perhaps the largest and most ef-
ficient submarlaes in existence.

It has been reported that their lat-
est models have a steaming radlns of
almost 5,000 miles. The larger sh'are
of their boats have a steaming radius
of .2,000 miles. It Is with these that
they propose to enforce the “ockade
of Great Britain, despite the fact ti
England has the greatest war fleet
in existence.

The cost of operation of a subma-
rine is small, compared with that of a
battleship. The smaller sized subma-
rines have a crew of twelve men,
while the larger size carries not more
than twenty-five.

Through the invention of the peri-
scope by the French, observations can
be taken of the surrounding sea wblI*
the boat Is submerged In an ordinal
ily rough sea the periscope protnidmg
above the surface of the water camot
be discerned from any distanc” In
a smooth sea. however, the pemcope
leaves a triangular wake.

Submarines, while going under wa-
ter. are submerged abont thirty or for-
ty feet. The man at the lower end
of the periscope tube, with bis eye
%Iued to the glass, la the center of
the submarine's nervous system. When
the vessel Is not too far under water,
be obsen’es the position of the ene-
my through his periscope, which con-
sists of a series of lenses and prisms.
By means of a lever at hfs right, he
can turn the periscope at will and take
in any part of the horizon.

RAILROADS URGE LEGISLATION
TO CUT DOWN FATALITIES.

Figures Show That Large Number of
Deaths Are of Trespassers on ths
Tracks—tegislation Urged to
Put Stop to Practice.

The enormous and Increasing num-
ber of- fatalities on nilroads. due to
easily preventable causes, has led the
leading roads of the country to Issue
the accompany”g circular, with ex-
planatory diagrams: n

“Why not enact and enforce a law
similar to that recommended by the
National Association of Railway Com-
missioners—a copy of which is shown
below—to prevent this slaughter?

“A Bill to prevent trespassing on
the tracks and rights of way of rail-
road eompanlds operating within this
state and to provide punishment there-
for.

Wherefore, great loss of life and
limb results from trespassing upon
railroad property and rights of way.

Now. therefore. The people of the

state Of ..o enact:

Section L It shall be unlawful for
any unauthorized person to walk, ride
or drive upon or along the tracks or
within the right of way of any rail-
road company operating Its lines with-
in this state, or to cross such tracks
or right of way at any place other
than at a public or private crossing:
Provided, however, that none of the
provisions of this act shall apply to
employees or licensees of any railroad
company while engaged in the per-
formance of the duties of their em-

staff system on railroads

Method et Operating Single Tracksi
That laemployed en Southern
Paelfle System.

The old trick of passing a stlckj
from runner to runner is now used toi
order railroad trains on the Southeral
Pacific road. It Is known as the staff
system, and for years has cdntroUéd|
the traffic on one of the busiest single
track lines In the WesL It may bef
compared to a long walk way withj
self-locking gates, at each end of
which ia a gatekeeper with keys. He;
gives a key to the first man leaving;
who unlocks the gate and passes on
to the next, where he delivers his key
and gets another and different one
for the next gate. If another pedestri-
an should arrive at that gate first, be
would have to wait until the keybold*
er arrived to unlock the gate. In aotu-;
al use this key is called a staff, and;
Is Issued by electric machines which!
are located in pairs about three miles
apart, each pair having an operator.;
One machine issues staffs to the train
going into the next block, while the
other Issues It to the train going Into
the opposite block. When either ma-
chine Issues staffs the opposing ma-
chine three* miles away Is locked and
can Issue none till the coming train
arrives vdth the staff.

This Is then Inserted In the vacant
place of the machine and unlocks both
machines. Thus It Is Impossible o>
have a colHsion, the track always be-
ing kept clear both ways until the
train comes with the missing staff.
These staffs are picked up by passing
trains In much the same way that
small pouches are caught on the fly,
except that the engineer leaves on
the crane the staff he has obtained at
the previous station. If one train
should have to meet another the oper-
ator at the station guides the train of
inferior class Into a siding by.means
of fixed signals operated at this office.
If he should by mistake set his switch
controllers at both switches, the sig-
nals win stand at a “stop" position
and a buzzer will cal! attention to the
mistake.

The system has been used In Eng-
land for years. It is more costly thaii
the ordinary system, but It does awav
with train orders and arranges meeb
Ing points and side-tracking with a
minimom of danger. And this, says
the Technical World, has eliminated
accidents and damage suits, while the
added speed made possible from lack
of waiting has proved to be a poaltlve
and great factor in success.

COST OF STOPPING TRAINS

Large Items ef Railroad Expense
About Which the Onllnary Trav*
tier Knows Very Little.

Mr. F. W. Green, general manager
of the Loulpana ft Arkansas railroad.
has been Into the cost of
stopping and starting railway trains.
Assuming that the track 1s level, and
that the fuel costs three dollars a
ton. be finds that to stop a freight
train that weighs 2,000 tons and that
is going 25 miles an hour, and then to
start It and bring It to the same rate
of speed, costs the railroad 61 cents.
The coal costs nearly--half of the
total; the labor of the train crew
ten cents, and the wear and tear on
machinery 20-cents. The Engineer-
ing News, however, thinks that Mr.
Green has. If anything, underestimated
the expense. In Its opinion the time
lost will generally exceed the two and
a half minutes he alh>ws-*«speclany
If the stop Is made where grades or
curves are unfavorable. Moreover, al-
though stopping light passenger tralnq
Is comparatively Inezpeuslve, stoppin:
heavy trains would probably cost much
more than 61 cents; for although their
tonnage is less than that of the freight
train, much more energy has to be
expended to bring them quickly back
to the hlfgh speed they must attain
Finally, If the road has a heavy traffic,
so that trains follow one anotiier
closely, any unusual stop on the part
of one trsdn may bring several trsdns
behind It also to a standstill, with a
proportionate Increase of expense.—
Touth's Companion.

ADVERSE TO PROPOSED LAW

Masaaehiisetts Supreme Court Fr~
neuneee Against Lsgislstlen in In*
terest of Railroad Ejpptoyeea.

The supreme judicial court of Mae-
sachusetta has advised the senate of
that state that a proposed statute pro-
hibiting railroad corporations under a
heavy penalty from discharging an
employee by reason of information
touching his conduct until after he
has been given an opportunity to
make a statement In the presence of
the person or persons famishing the
Information, would violate the four-
teenth amendment of the federal Con-
stitution prohlbltfiig a state from de-
priving any person life, Uberty or
propery without due process of law,
since the ri?ht to contract or to pur-
chase or sell labor is part of the "11*
erty" guaranteed thereby, and would
also violate the Hassaehnsetts con-
stitutional guarantees of the right to
acQulre, poesess and protect property,
which rl”t Inelndes the right to make
reasonable contiacts. The senate wna

DEATH RATE FOR UST MONTH

t la Conaldered Likely That a Spe-
cial Grand Jury Will Inveetigata
Baraga County Liquor
Casea.

Lanslos—Fighting aa bd occapatloa
where as employers' property la in
danger, entltlea an employe to com
peneation under the workmen’s com-
pensation law, according to a decision
rendered by the industrial accident
board In which the flodings of the
board of arbitration are concurred in.

As a result of the decision of the
accident board Willis M. Clark of
troit will receive compensation at the
rate of glO per week for 100 weeks as
a restkt-of-the loss of an eye while
rotectins the property of his employ-
gi, David Clarﬁ, g b?,other. pley

The case is an unique one In many
ways, and the decision is liable to be
taken to the supreme court for a de-
cision.

Willis Clark was employed by bIS
brother, David Clark as superinten-
dent of the coDstnigtlon of a bouse.
Two Jots In Detroit were owned by
David the employer. On one a house
was in the course of erection. One
day some men appeared with wagons
of dirt which they proceeded to dump
on the vacant lot. Willis Clark act-
ing for what he thought was the best
interests of bis employer ordered the
men to desist with the result a row
was raised and one of the men got
a Mack eye from Willis. Next day
the man who bad obtained the discol-
ored vision appeared on the scene
again with the information he was
looking for a ticket which was lost
in the previous day's fracas. How-
ever, several other burly Individuals
occompanled him.

The man of the previous day's in-
jury started calling WIIUs Clark
names with the result both Clark
brothers came from their work on the
house and a fight was the result Wil-
lis Clark came out second best in this
aflray rustotiiing an Injury which re-
sxilted in the loss of an eye. Compen-
sation was claimed and the insurance-
company carrying David Clark's risk
under the law, denied liability. The
case was submitted to an arbitration
board who decided the insurance com-
pany was liable and the industrial ac-
cident board sitting as a full board
Friday concured in the decision on
the grounds that David Clark had told
hla brother to keep trespassers 0O the
property and protect it at any risk.

Willis took the risk by fighting the
alleged trespasaera, lost an eye and
will be paid compenaation for the loss
of one eye.

Two hundred and slzty-three per-
sons died from tuberculosis in Michi-
gan during June, according to the
monthly mortality report Issued by
Secretary of State Vaughn Saturday.
This Is by far the greatest number
of deaths caused from any one disease.
Cancer ranked second with 188 and
pneumonia third, with 142. Two hun-
dred persons lost their lives through
violence during the month, this Includ-
lug accidents, etc. Typhoid fever
claimed 21. diphtheria 23, scarlet fever
5. measles 13. whooping cough 19, and
there were three deaths from tetanus
and two from mumps. .

Tnbereulosls is a dangerous commu-
nicable disease, according to an oirtn-
lon handed down by Attorney General
Fellows.

The case arose In lonia county
where two such persons were sent to
the Howell Sanitarium for treatment
The state institution returned both
patients to the county a few days ago
on account of the fact they were un-
desirables at tbe institution.

A the suggesaoaa ot Governor Far*
rlsi and Attorney Gmieral Fellows are
carried ouL a grand jii® will be<calt
e4 In Baraga county™to clearlfy the
atmosphere relative to alleged viola-
tions of tbe liquor laws by certain
prominent politicians of that -county.'

Some time ago a representative of
the United States Indian service filed
with the governor a number of affi-
davits requesting the governor to In-
vestigate conditions at L*Anse, Baraga
county, where the United States rep-
resentatlva alleged certain poUtlclans
were guilty of violating the state law
by furolshing liquor to Indians tn or-
der to secure their votes. The gov-
ernor referred the matter to tbe at-
torney general and Assistant Attorney
General James A Green was sent to
make an Investigation. According to
reports from the executive office,
Green found that the alleged viola-
tions had never been placed before
the county prosecutor, who bore an
excellent reputation and that a spe-
cial prosecutor was unnecessary until
matters had been more fully investi-
gated.

However, In his report Assistant
Green says that the calling together
of a grand Jury would help undoubt-
edly to clear up matters to the satls-
factlon of all and this action ipay be
taken. The governor concurs in the
report as made to him by the attorney
general and will so advise the prose-
cuting attorney and other officials of
Baraga county.

While the state railroad commis-
sion has Issued no order as yet. a
decision has. however, been reached
by which the Pere Marquette railroad
will be given- the authority asked to
tear up the tracks on 14 miles of the
Kalkaska branch of the road operat-
ing from Stratford to Spencer. This
decision has been reached following
a hearing held Wednesday before the
cbmmisslou In which the Pere Mar-
quette showed conclusively that tbhe
14 miles of road was not a paying
proposition and never would he.

This will leave a large section with-
out railroad facilities, but the commis-
sion do not believe (bat a railroad
company should be compelled to main-
Lain a line through a territory which
does not even produce enough freight
shipments to warrant finances, ample
to oare even for track repairs.

State Fire Marshal Winshlp Is much
pleased by an opinion from Attorney-
General Fellows on one phase of tbe
laws concerning fires in this state.

The opinion is to the effect that if
fire whether deliberately started or
by accident or unavoidable circum-
stances and spreads to tbe property
of onother the owner of the letter
property may sue for damages unless
every possible effort is made to pre-
sent the spread of the flames.

Mr. Winshiﬁ declared that he ex-
pected that the opinion would prove
very useful in enforcing the state fire
marshal laws and local ordinances
tending toward fire prevention.

Among the bills passed by the re-
cent legislature, which will become a
law August 24th, is one which requires
all insurance agents to make applica-
tion for license to do busldess, to pass
a rigid test, the examiner being the
commissioner ot Insurance. This law
gives the state an opportunity to pre-
vent any agent the commissioner
deems unfiL from doing busioess.

The agenL aocording to the appli-
cation blanks sent out by Commission-
er John T. Winship. Is required to
make a full report of his activities In»
insurance and other lines of-work.
He is asked whether he expects to
engage in tbe insurance business ex-
clusively. and what else be Intends to
do. if anything. He Is also asked
what insurance companies be has rep-
resented In the pasL and if any ot
them have claftns against him.

In addition, the license-seeker must
be vooebed for by the insurance com-
pany that is to employ him. It is the
passage of the bill—the Insurance
Commissioners' Convention—thst this
new law will not only weed out In-
competent agents but will also pre-
vent the operation of dishonest ones.
A similar law~has neen enacted in a
number of other states and its rigid
enforcement, it Is declared, will-do a
great deal toward Insurance In gen-
eral.

In all, eighteen new laws were en-
acted at the last session of the legls-
Istore and wlU become operative, Au-
gust 24th, each touching upon some
phase of the insurance business.

PRESIDENT WILSON AND CABI-
NET MET TUESDAY AND
AGREE ON COURSE.

WILL BE BRIEF AND FINAL

Conduct of Submarines in the Future
Will Determine the Relations
Between the Two Coun-
trlesi.”

Washington—President Wilson and
his cabinet Tuesday agreed upon the
terms of what may prove to be the
last note to be sent to Germany in
defense of the right of Americans to
voyage on the high seas free from
the menace of attack by German sub-
marines.

The note reasserts the principles
on which the United States intends to
stand and makes Germany’s conduct
of her submarine operations in tbe
future tbe test of relations that are
to exist between the two govern-
ments.

The note will be marked by its
brevity and will carry a tone of final-
ity which will demonstrate the con-
viction on the part of this govern-
ment that further discussion of tbs
submarine issues along the lines of
the last two months seems futile.

The note will make it clear to Ger-
many that tbe future relations be-
tween the two governments will de-
pend upon ber observance of the prin-
ciples of international law upon which
this government has stood from tbe
first.

There is no bint as to what course
the United States may see fit to adopt
in support of this note. In fact, the
president and bis advisers have been
content to draft the note, leaving to
future developments a decision as to
the step that shall follow if Germany
persists in her attacks upon Ameri-
can lives.

PEACE CONVENTION CALLED

Bryan Invited to Speak at Meeting

to Be Held In Chicago.

New York—The call for a national
peace convention to be held Iff Chica-
go, September 6 and 6 has been sent
out by the organization which styles
itself “the friends of peace” under
whose auspices the peace meeting in
I!\/Iladlson Square Garden June 24 was
eld

The object of the convention, the
call states, will be to protest against
America’s entry into the. war. to ap-
point committees to visit the belliger-
ent nations In the hope of bringing
the war to an early close, and to urge
a special sesBion of congress to con-
sider an embargo on Ae exportation
of war supplies. The call states that
the principal sessions of the conven-
tion will be held in the Coliseum and
that overflow meetings will be pro-
vided for. Among those who have
been asked to apeak are William J.
Bryan, Jane Addams and numerous
senators and representatives. There
will be a peace demonstration on La-
bor day.

ZAPATA TAKES MEXICO CITY

Capital Again Pails into Hands Of
General Who Lost it Ten
Days Ago.

Washington—Dispatches  to  the
state department from Mexico Citv
late Tuesday announced that Zapata
forces reoccupled Ae capital Sun-
day fMlowing Ae evacuation by the
Carranxa army under General Gon-
zales.

Zapata officials were said to have
resumed full control of Ae city.-from
which Aey were driven 10 days ago
by Gonzalgxrwbo now has gone noith-
ward with his troops to meqt an ad-
vancing Villa force.

This unexpected development came
as a surprise not only to officials -of
the Washington govemmenL hut to
boA Ae Mexican agencies. It bad
been supposed that the Zapata army,
defeated and harassed on retreal was
operating along Ae railroad to Vera
Cruz, waiting aa opportunity to form
a function wlA Ae Villa column ap-
proaching from Ae norA.
