MANY DELEGATES ARE NAMED

Law Prohibiting Uae of Picturea of 
Cowa In Advertiting Oleomar­

garine la to Ba En­
forced.

Lansing—Into the eotiira of the big 
foreign Insurance companies there 
flowed from the pockets of Michigan 
men and women last year a stream of 
gold amounting to $16,447,706.04.

To this must be added $1,169,935.67, 
representing the amount paid In prem­
iums to the Michigan companies, mak­
ing a grand total of $17,617,641.71 that 
was expended with life insurance 
companies during 1914 by the men and 
women of the state who wanted to 
protect their families in case the 
bread winner should be called away.

These figures taken from the ad­
vance sheets of the report of Insur­
ance Commissioner Winsbip prove 
conclusively that although the prem­
iums paid in Michigan are Increasing 
annually, the losses are not advanc­
ing proportldhately.

One western insurance company 
alone received In premiums last year 
$2,006,405.56, while Its closest competi­
tor © the east was a New York com­
pany that drew down $1,088,359.

According to Insurance Commission­
er Winsbip policy holders in non-resi­
dent companies or their beneflclaries 
were paid $5,546,271.35, whUe Michi­
gan companies reimbursed their 
^Tents to the extent of $348,363.36.

The scope of the insurance business 
In Michigan is shown to some extent 
by the report of CommisBloner Win- 
ship which states that approximately 
50,000 policies were written by the 
foreign Insurance companies last year 
amounting © all to a little less than 
$100,000,000. The Michigan compan­
ies Issued 7,612 policies for a total of 
$11,106,844.22.

Non-resident companies doing husf- 
ness in Michigan pay a state tax of 
two per cent on gross jpremlums, and 
the taxes paid into the state treas­
ury by the 69 foreign companies ©st 
year totalled $324,579.98.

Four Canadian life insurance com­
panies are authorized to do business 
in Michigan and the Dominion com­
panies collected $807,837 and returned 
$162,543 to their policy holders. The 
Canadian companies paid state tax 
last year amounting to $16,155.

While the difference between the 
amount received by ©e companies In 
premiums and the total disbursed to 
the policy holders would Indicate tlfat 
the insurance companies were making 
enormous profits, Insurance Commis­
sioner Winsbip points out that big 
majority of the companies engaged In 
the life Insurance business at the 
present time are mutual concerns.

Then, too. he points out that ©e 
dlffereDCe between the premiums and 
the disbursements is not clear profit, 
SB the money is held by the com­
panies to pay the policies at maturity 
© case of death to the insured.

According to the latest available 
figures compiled by Secretary of 
State Vaugfaan, 73.058 births were 
regtetered © Michigan during the last 
fiscal year, while ©e total number of 
dea©e recorded was 40,827. The to­
tal number of marriages recorded was 
83.529, and 1.971 divorces were grant­
ed.

Lanstog—Reports from various pom 
dons of the state regarding ©e new, 
cattle disease, have upset the statei 
sanitary live stock board witbm ©a 
last few days.

Every member of the board who 
could be reached is out personally ©-, 
vestigating the trouble and State' 
Veterinarian Dunphy and Dr. Ward 
C. Gil©er, the M. A. C. expert are 
also looking some of the afflicted cat­
tle over.

Monday night, reports were received 
of cattle dying in one or two points' 
© Saginaw county. Tbeir death seem-' 
ed to tbe owners to be devoid of ex­
planation. Dr. Dunphy went at once 
and Tuesday morning by letter, by. 
wire and by telephone came reports 
from a dozen different places of more 
deaths from cattle. Many of the re­
ports came from people who were sat- 
isfied ©e disease was but a recurrence 
ot tbe foot and mou© epidemic, but 
from ©e descriptions as given tbe 
state board, ©is is discounted.

None of ©e cases reported appear 
like foot and mouth disease, and ©0 
experts here point out ©at with © at 
disease tbe cattle would not die so 
suddenly as © these latest cases.

The authdritles here are of ©e op©- 
lon, from descriptions written and 
telephoned, that the wet weather has 
caused the growth of some weed, 
w©ch under ordinar>* dry conditions 
is scarce, of a poisonous nature. This, 
coupled with the sou© grass, wet 
weather always produces, would bring 
about a forage poison condition which 
would act differently © different cat­
tle.

Worth does not re­
member tbe names of the men, but 
says they drove with him to the aban­
doned mine.

In a remote drift, he says, he was 
bound, gagged and tied to a piece of 
mine timber. The kidnapers attached 
a long fuse to one of his feet and an­
other to the end of a box containing 
dynamite. Tbe fuse was lighted, and 
one man told him:

"It will reach the dynamite In 12 
hours, and, If the rata don’t get you 
first, this will finish the Job.”

The rescuers discovered that the 
men in walking about bad accidental­
ly cut the fuse.

Bereft of Family, Man Dies on Anni­
versary of Slocum 

Disaster.

New York.—Eleven years ago 
Greenwich village mourned -with 
George FeldhauSen. His wife and all 
his children had perished when tbe 
steamer General Slocum was burned.

Increase Among Mixed Bloods Is
Much Creator Than Among Full 

Bloods—60 Per Cent Now 
Found In Five States.

Washington.—A much lower rate 
of growth for the Indian population 
than for the white; an increasing ad­
mixture of white blood; decreasing 
vitality bf full-blood Indians, Indicat­
ing a tendency to disappear altogeth­
er; increasing attendance at school 
and decreasing Illiteracy; an increase 
In the percentage of the self-support­
ing; a decrease in the number of res­
ervation Indians. 'These are some of 
salient facta set forth in the special 
report on the Indian population of the 
United States and Alaska, Issued by 
Director Samuel L. Rogers of the bu­
reau of the census, department of 
commerce, and compiled under the di­
rection of Mr. William C. Hunt, chief 
statistician for population. This re­
port brings together all the principal 
stitfsUcB relating to the Indian popu­
lation which were collected at the 
la ^  census!

The Indian population of the United 
States, exclusive of Alaska and the 
insular poaaeaalona, in 1910, was 266,- 

, representing an Increase of 17.- 
430, or seven per cent, over the 
number reported liv^^O. when the 
census bureau made ItsWrst enumera­
tion of Indians, Thus at the last cen­
sus the only Americans whose ances­
try extends further back than a cen­
tury or two—or three at the utmost— 
constituted leas than three-tenths of 1 
per cent of the entire population of 
country.

Sixty Per Cent In Five States.
Of the total Indian population, 74,- 

825, or 28 per cent, were found In one 
state. Oklahoma; 160.107, or 60 per 
cent. In live states, Oklahoma, Ari­
zona, New Mexico. South Dakota, and 
California; and 256,463, or 96 per 
cent, in 22 states, five of which—'Wla- 
coDsln. North Carolina, Michigan. New 
York and Mississippi—He east of the 
Mississippi river. In density of In­
dian population. Oklahoma again led, 
with 108 Indians per 100 square miles, 
while Arizona and South Dakota, with 
26 and 26 per 100 square miles, re­
spectively. held second and third 
places. The proportion which Indians 
formed of the total iiopulatlOQ was,- - 
however, greatest In Arizona, where 
Is was 14.3 per cent

There are 280 Indian tribes, com­
prising 62 linguistic stocks. The most 
ImpcHtant tribes numerically are the 
Cherokee, with 31.469 members In 
1910; the Navajo, with 22.456; the 
Chippewa, with 20.214; the Choctaw, 
with 15,917, emd the Teton Sioux, with 
14,284. These five tribes were tba 
only ones represented by more than 
10,000 members each; 44 tribes h 5  
more than 1.000 members each.

fifteen as he is later In life.

The practice of polygamy still ex­
ists. though to a comparatively slight 
extent, among American Indians. Ac­
cording to the enumeration of 1910 
there were 494 Indian males living In 
polygamy, and In S'? cases more than 
two wives were reported. Of these po­
lygamous males, 327 were Navajos.

Proportion of Mixed Bloods.
Of the total Indian population of 

the United States in 1910, 150,053, or 
56.5 per cent, were reported as full 
bloods, and 93,423, or 35.2 per cent, as 
mixed bloods. Fpr the remainder no 
Information on this point was given, 
but it is probable that the majority 
were of mixed blood. Of the mixed 
bloods, 88,030, or over 94 per cent, 
represented a mixture of white and 
Indian blood. The largest proportion 
of full bloods was found in New Mex­
ico, where It was 99 per cent of the to­
tal population. Other states In which 
the proportion were high were Utah, 
with 95.1 per cent; Arizona, with 94.2 
per cent; Colorado, with 93.4 per 
cent; and Mississippi, with 91.6 per 
cent. The lowest percentage of full 
bloods In any state having an Indian 
population of at least 1,000 was found 
In North Carolina, 19.1.

Fecundity and Vitality.
An Interesting and significant fact 

brought out by the statistics is that 
children bom of mixed marriages are 
more numerous and more likely to 
survive than are those bom of mar­
riages between full-blood Indians. 
For all classes of marriages for which 
data on fecundity and vltaUty were 
tabulated the proportion resulting in 
no children was 8.6 per cent; for mar­
riage between full bloods, 10.7 per 
cent; and for mixed marriages, 6.7 
per cent. Furthermore, the figures 
show that the greater proportion of 
white blood in any class of mixed mar­
riages the smaller the percentage of 
sterility. v

Another tabulation shows that the 
average number of children bom of 
mixed marriages of ten to twenty 
years' duration was 5.1, while for mar­
riages between full bloods the cor­
responding average was only 4.5.

With reference to vitality of off­
spring, the statistics show that for 
all classes of marriages the propor­
tion which the number of survlTlng 
children formed of the toal number 
bom was 74.7 per cent; for marriages 
between full bloods. 69.7 per cent; 
anff for mixed marriages, 79 per cent 
The greater the amount of white blood 
represented in any class of marriages 
the greater the proportion of surriv- 
ing children.

The section of the report relating 
to fecundity and vitality concludes 
with this significant statement: "The 
results of the studies on sterility, on 
fecundity  ̂and on vltaUty all point to­
ward ODe'concloBlon, and that is that 
the inci îaae of the mixed-blood In­
dians Is /much greater than that ot 
the full-blood Indians, and thai un­
less the/tendencies now at work un­
dergo a/dedded change the full bloods 
are destined to form a decreasing pro- 
portloa of the total Indian population 
and /iltlmately to disappear alto-

Seheel Attendance, 
e enrollment of pupils In Indian 

hools is increasing much more rap­
idly than the Indian population. In 

there were 246 such schools with 
an enrollmcBt of 16,377; In 1900, 329 
schools, with an enrollment of 26.- 
771; in 1910, 389 sdK>ol8, with an en­
rollment of 31,930.' These figures, 
which were taken from the reports ot 
the office of Indian aff^rs, do not. 
however, cover the attendance of In­
dians at other than Indian schools. 
The total school attendance of mem­
bers of this race In 1910, as ahown by 
the last census, was 49,543.

To quote from the report: “As com­
pared with the whites and negroes in 
the United States, it appears the 
Indian youth between six and nine 
years attended sebooi In 1910 In small­
er proportions than the children of 
elthw the white or negro race,' *>*̂ 1

This latter fact 
Is the result In part ot the more o r ' 
less compulsory attendance upon 
many reservatteos of the youth up to 
eighteen years of age." 
illiteracy and Inability to apeak Eng­

lish.
Tbe. percentage of illiteracy (Inabil­

ity to write In any language) among 
Indians ten years of age and over de­
creased from 56.2 In 1900 to 45.3 lu 
1910. Tbe correspqndlng percentages 
for other elements of tbe population 
In the latter year were: Native whites.

forelgn-bom whites, 12.7; Japa­
nese, 9.2 ,> Chinese. 1E.8; negroes. 30.4. 
The statistics show Illiteracy to be 
somewhat less frequent among male 
than female Indians, tbe percentages 
for the two sexes In 1910 being 41.5 
and 49.2, respectively.

When a comparison Is made ot tbe 
proportions for tbe 22 states each of 
which bad an Indian population of 
1,000 or over In 1910, it appears thal 
illiteracy among this race Is greatest 
in Utah and least In Kansas, tbe per­
centages for these two states being 
83 and 18.7, respectively. The pro­
portions of Illiterates are also large 
in New Mexico. Mississippi, Arizona, 
and Nevada—81.7, 79. 72.9, and 71.7. 
respectively.

When tbe various linguistic stocks. 
Or tribal groups, are compared with 
respect to Illiteracy, the highest per­
centage, 87, is found among tbe Zunls. 
who live chiefly in New Mexico; while 
the lowest, 21,7, is shown by the Iro- 
quoian stock, which comprises the 
Cherokee, Mohawk, Oneida, Onondaga, 
SL Regis, Seneca. Tuscarora, Wyan­
dot, and other tribes, living chiefly In 
Kansas, New York, North Carolina. 
Oklahoma. Pennsylvania, South Caro­
lina and Wisconsin.

Of the Indians ten years of age and 
over in tbe United SCktes, tbe per­
centage who were unable to speak 
English fell from 42.3 in 1900 to 31.3 
Id 1910. Among tbe linguistic stocks, 
the highest percentage unable to 
speak English, 81.6, was reported for 
the Zunls of New Mexico, and tbe 
lowest, 2 per cent, for tbe Maidus of 
California.

Occupations.
In 1910 there were in the United 

States 73,916 Indians ten years of age 
and over engaged in gainful occupa­
tions. this number constituting 27.8 
per cent of the total Indian popula­
tion and 39.2 per cent of tbe Indian 
population ten years of age and over. 
Among males, the gainful workers 
numbered 59,206, or 61.3 per cent of 
all males ten years of age and over; 
and among females. 14,710, or 16 per 
cent of all females ten years of age 

over, were gainfully employed. 
AH these percentages show Increases 
as compared with 1900.

The largest proportion of gainfully 
employed males ten years of age and 
over, 90.1 per cent, was shown by tbe 
Croatans of North Carolina. For the 
females, however, the highest percen­
tage among the larger tribes was 61.9 
for tbe Navajos, who are found prin­
cipally In Arizona and New Mexico.

Tbe occupations in which Indians 
are engaged are diversified In char­
acter. ranging all tbe way from un­
skilled labor to some of the highest 
proprietary, official, professional, and 
skilled pursuits. Among tbe Indian 
population are found manufacturers, 
bankers, United States officials, me­
chanical engineers, locomotive engi­
neers, telegraph operators, actors, ar­
tists, clergymen, college professors, 
physicians, surgeons, and lawyers. 
Tbe great mass of tbe Indian workers 
In tbe United States, however, are en­
gaged la a comparatively small num­
ber of occupations. In fact, 85.4 per 
cent of the total number of gainfully 
employed Indians were found in seven 
occupation groups: Agricultural la­
borers, 35.6 per cent; farmers and 
stock raisers, 29.2 per cent; lumber­
men, raftsmen and woodchoppers, 2.4 
per cent; laborers tn manufacturing 
and transportation, 6.3 per cent; bas­
ket makers and weavers, 7.4 per cent; 
launderers and laundresses, 1.9 per 
cent; and servants and waiters, 2.6 
per cent.

Tbe apportionment of congressional 
representation under the constitution 
Is made proportional to the popula­
tion of each state, "excluding Indians 
oot taxed." The census bureau, there­
fore, makes a classification of Indians 
on this basis. The term "Iiidlans not 
taxed" denotes Indians not isubject to 
taxation by reason of spedfle treaties 
or laws controlling their relations to 
the national government The great 
majority of them are on Indian reser­
vations.

The number of Indians not taxed 
has been decreasing froth decade to 
decade. In 1890 It was 180,447, or 76.3 
per cent of the total Indian popula­
tion: in 1900 It was 12^18, or 64.6 
per cent Oof the total; and by 1910 it 
had dropped to 71,872, or only 27.1 
per cent of the' to t^. The decrease 
between 1900 and 1910. however. Is 
accounted for almost en^ely  by the 
fact that the total for 1900 Included 
67.320 Indians not taxed In Indian Ter­
ritory (now a  part ■ of Oklahoma), 
whereas in 1910 all tbe Indians in 
Oklahoma were reported as taxed.
