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FUNDS IN TRIJIASURY ARE LOW
AND STATE MAY HAVE
TO BORROW.

GARNISHEE LAW NOT LIKED

In An Appeal of Gantley Case First
Test of Corrupt Practices Act
Will Be Made Before Su-
preme CourlL

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]

Lansing—Tbe state of Michigan will
have tomorrow funds to run the state
government within the next two
months. That is the word passed out
among stahe officers Saturday.

Auditor Geueral Fuller calls atten-
tion to the state's finances and makes
a comparison of the general fund fi-
nances a« compared with previous
years. September balances in 1910
showed a balance In the general fund
of $697,052: 1911. $624,558; 1912, $2-
266,142; 1913, $1,603,117; 1914, $3.-
008,691 and 1915, $1,027,735. At the
close of business Friday night, there
was a balance In the general fund of
$867,000.

State board of auditors Is authorized
to borrow an amount not In excess of
126,000 on direction of the governor
and this amount, with the balance
now on band, will have to run the
state'i business until January taxes
sre paid.

Advices from Detroit are to the ef-
fect that much fault is found in the
workings of tbe garnishee law In
Wayne county by Justices of the peace.
After dismissing a case brought be-
fore him Saturday, Justice Theodore J.
Richter took occasion to vigorously
denounce the law and announced that
be would endeavor to secure Its
amendment.

A few weeks ago. Justice Adolph
Marschner also expressed himself as
displeased with the methods of loan
sharks and Instalment bouses and
summarily dismissed a case which
was brought before him for trial. Jus-
tice DeGaw is also said to be iu ac-
cord with his colleagues and tbe three
will confer for .the purpose of formu-
lating amendments to be submitted to
the legislature.

GERMANY GIVES STRICT ORDERS
THAT SAFE COURSE BE
FOLLOWED.

AGREEMENT ON ARABIC NEAR

Commander* Are Instructed to Allow

Liners to Escape Rather Than

Run Risk of Error.

Berlin, via London—Commanders of
German submarines have been given
strict orders, it has been learned au-
thoritatively, that in case of doubt as
to the intentions of liners, they are to
take tbe safe course and permit the
ship to escape rather than run the
slightest risk of error.

‘This order supplements the instnic-
tlODS communicated to the Washing-
ton government by Ambassador von
Bernstorff September 1. There Ia
reason to I*lleve the new regulation
already is known to Washington, as
it probably was embodied In the mes-
sage of instructions sent to tbe Ger-
man ambassador a few days ago.

It is understood here that the Uni-
ted States already has been Informed
that various officers of the submarine
which sank the- Arabic agreed from
observations taken while the subma-
rine was on the surface and through
the periscope and while it was sub-
merging. that tbe Arabic was planning
an attack.

Nevertheless, officials concerned
may be found willing to admit that
the Arabic in reality was acting In-
nocently in spite of the suspicion at-
taching to her behavior and changes
of course. There is reason to believe
the settlement of the question of re-
sponsibility may be reached along
these lines.

Being an arm of Lake St. Clair, the
Anchor bay case will furnish the first
chance to use the 1915 law which en-
abled the public domain commission
to clear obnoxious flsb from the wa®
ters connecting with the great lakes.

*alian Faces Death With a Smile
and a Joke.

Austrian Officers Astonished at the
Easy. Cheerful Ways of Italian
Soldiers—Comradeship Be-
tween Officers and Men.

BY CAMILLO (IIANFARRA.
(International Newn Service.)

Udine, Italy.—A stay of a few days
at any of the sectors into which the
Italian front is divided will convince
the neotral observer of several
things. Two of these will suffice as
chiefly characteristic of tbe Italian
army, TIx; The good humor of tbe
Italian troops even In the face of tbe
most desperate straits: and the ex-
cellent relations which exist at all
times between tbe officers and men.

Shrapnel shells may explode at reg-
ular Intervals in and around the
Italian O'Okches. the roar of the guns
may be deafening and awe-Inspirtog.
the rain of bullets may raise clouds
of dost and send pebbles and chunks
of rocks hurtling through the air—
and yet tbe Italian soldier will al-
ways be rendy to get all the fun be
can out of the situation.

In tact the clammy hemd of death
may be lurking in every comer and
yet bls native smile will never desert
him, tbe unquenchable fire will never
leave bis eyes, he will always be
ready for a joke at the expense of
the onsnspecting comrade standing,
rifle In band, at his side, alert at the
first signs of real danger.

This good humor, the radiant smile
and tbe easy cheerful ways of the
Italian "Tommy.” even after the most
bloodcurdling operations. In which
he may have risked his life a dozen
times, excites the wonder of the Aus-
trian officers.

One of the latter in a letter to his
mother which was found on tbe bat-
tlefield declared that be could not
make up his mind whether these
Italian soldiers were cynics or en-
thusiasts.

"For a whole day." continued the
officer, who is a devout Catholic. "l
was prevented from training a gun
against a certain spot, because | saw
through my field glasses that an am-
munition wagon was guarded by a
priest armed with a long shining
cross.”

When the Italians evacuated the
spot it was discovered that the
priest was nothing more nor less than
a black cassock and a widebrimmed
hat. supported on two wooden sticks
and the cross formed out of a num-
ber of tin meat cans.

Music and singing, however, form
Che chief diversions of the Italian
troops, whenever and wherever the
officers allow IL As Colonel Dunn,
military attache at the American em-
bassy. remarked after a short visit
to the Italian front. "These encamp-
menta behind tbe firing line are more
Uka a picnic party than soldiers on
a battle front.”

Bvery contingent has its quota of
gnltar, mouthorgan and mandolin
playera, and night concerts follow
each other on every side until the
"lAst Post” is sounded and the regi-
ment retires under canvas. But even
than after the iiatrol has disappeared
toward the farthest end of the camp,
a tender and touching melody tteals
through the air. lulling the nearby
reetleas to Bleep.

The spot where the offi-
cer lay was quite a distance from the
trench and Vitelll was struck twice
In the hand and in the cheek, while
his comrade was slightly wounded In
the leg.

Nevertheless, the two wounded sol-
diers succeeded in carrying their su-
perior officer into the Italian lines.
At the hospital, where be Is now re-
covering. Vitelli related bis adven-
tures to tbe captain of his company,
adding that be was glad of the oppor-
tunity of proving the devotion he felt
for the gallant young lieutenant. Nat-
urally. the captain has recommended
him for the medal.

A shell came from the Prusslsn
side, which blew in a trench and cut
a telegraph line to pieces. The next
moment a signaler dashed through
with a layer of wire In his band, his
pincers between his teeth, and quite
an armory of other tools In hts pock-
ets. Then with shot and. shell playfog
round him be began to relay the bro-
ken telegraph line, fixed it up. walked
calmly back to hlb original spot,
wiped from bis face the mud and dust
with which It was covered, relit hla
pipe, and awaited his next job.

"U was the coolest piece of work 1
have ever seen," said the officer. Ho:
was a Judge, too. for he had seen alx
V.ictoria crosses earned, although tbe
signaler in this case did not get one.

Here is a sketch of the daily roui
tine of the signaler; He rises while
all the other soldiers are asleep, and
quietly makes his way to the place
where the new trenches are to be
made”stlmates the amount of mate;
rial “ecessary. thinks of the men be
can'spare from tbe work of repairing,
and then goes back to make all the
preparations needed, which must be
completed before tbe shell signal is
given that the artillery atUck has
opened.

He waits with strained- nerves, so
as to be at the heels of the rush of
infantry which is to capture tbe ene-
my's trenches; then, as the last Gen-
man Is bayoneted or taken prisoner,
even before the work of the Red
Cross section has begun, he start)
laying the telephones and telegraph
wires which are to keep the field
commanders In touch witb one an-
other.

Night work is not only difficult biit

dangerous. Apart from the discom-
fort of trudging through plowed
fields, often after heavy rain haB

made them Into huge quagmires, fall-
ing into deep ponds made by a big
shell, and running the risk of being
drowned where a cry for help may
mean wholesale death for your own
sector: dodging the star shells whlc?
the enemy send up to take a view Of
things, the signaler must always bear
In mind that the lines must be laid dr
repaired, and his own life is simply
a means for that end.

If be is killed after his work Is
done, then be can die happy knowing
that he has saved tbe lives of men.
If his work is unfinished, then death
has a new terror, a new agony. This
braces him up when a star shell lights
tbe sky. He promptly faces his own
trench witb his back to the enemy.
The pink patch on his face would not
only make him a target for a sntpor.
but would also give away tbe posi-
tion of bis regiment.

So be stands still, or else throv’s
hunseif face downward, running tie
risk of getting honorable wounds, {n
the back. By the time he has meas-
ured the ground for the new IfnQs,
given a look for the other lines In
use. and made a test or two. it Its
time to return to tals dugout Quarters,
crawl in for an hour or two’s rest, and,
perhaps, just as be has fallen com-
fortably asleep, be peremptorty
awakened by the news that tbe ene-
my has blown In one of our trenebes.
and the wires must be reiiaired or re-
lald at once.

Under no circumstances whatever
must tbe communications between
the artillery and tbe infantry secUems
be interrupted for a moment, for that
might mean disaster to the wbele
army.

DRAW MOISTURE FROM WATCH

Timepiece Is Not Necessarily Ruined
JfAUnforturihtely 1t Has Been
i W atac-Soaked.

W hat:'to do with a water-soaked
watch is often a problem when one Is
caught in the wilderness, or In a com-
munity where no Jeweler la to be
found. Lack of knowing what steps
to take often recults In much expense,
if not in the utter ruin of the watch.

Watches made with both a screw
face and screw back may be dried
easily by removing the front and back,
emptying the watch of as much water
as will mo out, reversing tbe crystal,
screwing it-on the back of the watch,
and then laying it where the sun will
have a chance to reflect through the
crystal.

Thbe beat of the sun on tbe crystal
will draw tbe moisture from tbe yorks
in fifteen or twenty minntes, says the
Technical World. ~ If water still
mains” in tbe works, tbe crystal may
be nnscrewed, wiped and replaced.
EUd the process repeated.

After the sun fails to draw say
more of the water out of the glass It
is safe to ccmclude that tbere Is no
more In tbe works, snd the olT'origi-
nally on them, warmed by the snn,
Inbrtcatea the parts.

There should be no more trouble
with the watch, altboogh It Is advis-
able to bave It examined by a Jeweler
at the earliest opportnnlty.

1 can speak only
in a general way. | will assume that
tbe writer of the foregoing letter la
correct when be says that his factory
is mismanaged and will proceed upon
that hypothesis. Whether It is or not.
It Is obvious that improvement would
be possible, and that our friend may
have some practical Ideas. 1 should,
however, advise him not to present
them unless he la reasonably sura that
they arc worthy of consideration. 1
should suggest that he talk them over
with  competent and trustworthy
frleuda. if be can. and try them out
theoreUcally, at least, before bringing
them to the attention of bis em
ployer.

The question Is, however, whether
tt is best to present them through the
foreman or direct to the owner of the
factory

If the foreman is a man of integrity,
can be trusted, and is fair and square.
1 should advise our friend to have a
frank talk with him. present his ideas
to him. and request him to bring them
to the attention of the proprietor, with
or without being accompanied by the
originator.

The foreman can easily obtain an-
audience. and will be given attention,
while the ortglnaltor. being a mecnanlc.

If. however, the foreman is not to
be trusted, gur' friend should present
bis ideas directly to the owner or to
one of them, either verbally or in
writing.

Id either case. 1 should suggest that
he write out these ideas, reulning a
duplicate copy of them, the original
to be given to the foreman or to the
owner, in connecllon'with a verbal ex-
planation.

For his own protection 1 should fur-
ther advise him that be acquaint one
or two of his trustworthy friends with
the facts, so ibau should his ideas be
appropriated without credit or re-
muneration for him. he would have
tangible evidence of being their orig-
inator.

If the carrying out of the system
suggested required machinery or fix,
tures of any kind, our friend should
protect himself by patent before ac-
quainting others except reliable
friends, with his discovery.

KNOWING TRAIN SPEED

*EEM8 TO BE LARGELY A MAT-
TER OF IP48TINCT.

Engineer* Can Tell Exactly the Pace
They Are *Traveling. Though
They Cant Tell How They
Knew IL

In answer to a correspondent who
inquired how nn engineer knows how
fast bis train is going, a technical pa-
per recently said: “He gauges speed
by the motion of the crosshead or
other movable part." His reply does
not meet with the approval of Railway
and Locomotive Engineering (CThica-
go). Says this paper:

"From long experience gained in
the locomotive cab, we are disposed
to think that tbe person wbo gave
that answer had no experience In
judging the speed of a locomotive. As
on most locomotives, the motion of
the cross-head cannot be watched
from the cab unless a person leans out
of tho window. It Is certainly a very
deceptive way of judging speed, es-
pecially on a dark night, or when tho
thermometer mercury has lost its way
down In the bulb. An engineer who
had to watch the motion of the cross-

Why Is It that seme disasters cause
a greater shock to the public than oth-
ers of greater magnitude?

They
do Bo by a sort of instinctive process,
various small things that to the un-
trained ear or eye would be meaning-
less supplying the means of judging
speed. Objects are seen differently
in a Clear night from whbat they are
in a dark night, and high wind or
heavy rain introduces their own con-
fusing elements; while a rough piece
of track would make a raw runner
Imagine he was rumring a terrific
speed when he was losing time. Tho
Instinctive power of training raises
the experienced engineer above the
influence of deceptive surroundings,
and In tbe worst night that blows the
click of the wheels on the rail joints,
the rumble of the wheels upon tho
rails, or the flash of light upon a
passing object, enables tho expert to
tell how he is getting along, but the
cross-head is seldom seen between sta-
tions."—Popular Mechanics.

KEEPS SNOW FROM TRACK

Device Should Be of Great Value to
the Railroads In Times of
Severe Weather.

To prevent the drifting of snow In
railroad cuts is tho object of an in-
vention patented by Benjamin F. Swe-
zey of Belliisibam, Minn. Tbe device
consists of a framework of notched
beams running parallel with tho sides

of the railroad cot In the notches are
placed strips extending at angles of
approximately 60 degrees with the
horizon. It Is claimod that when tho
wind strikes the strips the snow will
bo deflected downward around the for-
ward end of4bo device on one side of
the track and up under the strips on
tbe other side.

Testing Car Springs.

Car springs are tested in a macBIno
which alternately compresses and re-
leases them beneath a heavy woighL
thus Imitating closely the rocking of
a car In rapid motion. After thou-
sands of compressions, which are auto-
matically recorded, the machine is
stopped and the spring taken out axtd
measured for loss of elasticity and' for

LOCOMOTIVE IS CENTURY OLD

Piws operation In 1814 By

George Stephenson—Rocket Had
Speed of 35 MJles.

The first locomotive was completed
and put into operation just a century
n Jy George Stephenson,
Wylam, England,
yyii engineer at a
c.)lliery when he invented a traveling
engine to draw wagons along a tram-
way. Stephenson’s first locomotive at-
tained a speed of six miles an hour.
Improvement after Improvement was
made, not only in the locomotive, but
in the rnils, and in 1822 Stephenson
opened the first railway, which was
eight miles In length.

In 1S29 bis locomotive, the Rocket,
reached a speed of 35 miles an hour,
winning the prize of $2,500 offered by
the Liverpool & Manchester Railway
company. The entire system of rail-
way locomotion, with stations, signals,
tenders and carriages, was completed
with the Inauguration of the Liverpool
& Manchester line In 1830. -Stephen-
son was largely instrumental in estab-
lishing all the English and foreign
lines during the first period of rail-
roading. He died in 1848. The cente-
nary of steam locomotives finds those
engines improved and enlarged beyond
the wildest dreams of the inventor,
but already threatened with extinction
by the electric locomotive.

TURNS WATER BACK TO TANK

Locomotive Injector Attachment That
Does Away With Considerable
Annoyance.

In ordinary practice the overflow
from locomotive boiler injectors Is
discharged alongside and near the rail-
road tracks. In cold weather this over-
flow freezes, forming coatings of ice

near the tracks In railroad yards, re-
sulting oftentimes in very serious ac-
cidents to the railroad employees, and
causing constant trouble and expense
in removing it. This invention over-
comes these difficulties by providing
means for returning the overflow wa-
ter back to the boiler feed system,
thus preventing the promiscuous dis-
charge of the overflow alongside the
tracks.—Scientific American.

Farinerv and Autemeblles.

Take the 10 states of tbe Middle
'West known as tbe grain belt: 1lli-
nois, lowa, Minnesota, Nebraska, Wis-
consin, Missouri, Kansas, South Da-
kota, North Dakota and Oklahoma.
Four years ago these 10 states owned
130.000 automobiles; the proportion
of farm machines was perhaps one In
ten. Tbe number of motor-cars In
these 10 states has quadrupled In the
last three years and more than dcu-
bled in the last two years, so that on
January 1, 1915, by figures furnished
by the various secretaries of state, the
number of cars was 659,720. Of this
Imijiense total fully one-half belong
to farmers. The number in the 10
states is increasing at tho rate of
13.000 machines a month, 429 a day.
Tho average value of these machines
was $980.—Farm and Fireside.

No Power In Raw Gaa.

Itis not the amount of gasoline that
determines the amount of power to be
derived from a given-sized cylinder. It
is tbe amount that can be changed into
vapor and mixed with air to a proper
degree before ignition. In winter much
gasoline Is wasted by being carried as
liquid into the cylinders. Such mate-
rial burns very slowly compared to the
proper mixture, and leaves much of
the carbon deposited to the combus-
tiGkD chambers. This Is not economy.
