ANNUAL LOSS IS'SIX MILUON

Inauranee Department Also Pays Its
Respects to Certain Forms of
Accident Policies for Indus-
trial Workers.

[By Gurd M. Hayea.}

Lansing—State Fire Marshal John
T. Winship has issued a proclamation
dMIgning October 9, as state fire pre-
vMClon day. This date Is tbe anni-
versary of the Chicago fire.

“In accordance with the custom of
the fire marshal's bureau and la con-

formlty with the uniform action of]

farmer, oMnplalns that beavem”havs
eonstnieted olght dams on tha Snake
river- and that tba star has hacked
up and by flooding his land has ruined
his crop.

complete coverage as possible,

other states, 1 desire once more toiHe points out that the laborer buying

call the attention of the people of
Michigan to the observance of fire pre-
vention clay.” said Winship in his
proclamation.

"Few realize the great loss of na-
tional wealth due to the fire element.
Many erroneously believe that where
losses occur by fire. If they are In-
sured the damage is repaired. There
could be DO greater fallacy. Property
destroyed by fire, whether insured or
not. is gone forever, and can never
replaced. It Is so much national
wMIth dissipated. Tbe state of Mich-
gan last year lost $5,000,000 worth of
property by fires, together with bun-
dreds, of valuable lives. The most
regretable feature of this factTs thnt
most of this loss and disaster was
preventable, and it is for the people
themselves to take ibis Into their own
hands, and by carefulness eliminate
for the future much of this loss. We
spend millions of dollars to put out
fires and more millions to recoup
from monetary loss by Insurance. Why
not spend more time and thought to
prevent it ail?

"l 'strongly urge the people to ob-
serve fire prevention day by a general
cleaning up preparatory tor winter, by
removing rubbish, ashes and all waste
material from their premises.

"ljet everyone inspect bis chimney:
bis beating appaj”tue, bis electric wir-
ing. and see that it Is placed in prop-
erty condition for safety during the
coming winter's use.

"Let those In charge of public In-
stitutions, hotels, factories, and tbea-
ters, be especially careful in looking
over thelr property to protect the safe-
ty of occupants.

“L.et tbe municipal authorities give
special heed to all matters of their
character that may properly come nn-
der their Jurisdiction.

"Let the press, by editorial and
news articles, impress upon the peo-
ple the wisdom and thg necessity of
the actlra outlined.

“Let fire drills be held in schools
and similar institutions some time
during tbe week of fire prevention
day. as a means of reminding the pu-
pils of tbe importance of this occa-
sion.

"If we have to regard for cleanli-
ness and order; If we have no thought
of tbe loss of national wealth, there
Is a monetary consideration that
ought to arouse our people. Tbhe fire
loss for Michigein is enormous—great-
er In 1914 than any year In fifteen
years— exceeded only four times In
the last 44 years. Our fire Insurance

Insurance, wants a policy that will
cover the Illness or accident that is
apt to happen while he la engaged in
his dally vocation.

"There are raiUlons of pollcieh sold
In this county every year, to tbe in-
dustrial workers of the land, upon
which not the least particle of indem-
nity could be, collected for an acci-
dent happeninS” to the insured while
at bis or her work," said Commisslon-
or Winship." These imlicies are for
the most"part terme<k:”pecial limited
policies,” but they are- to reality a
‘travel policy. They provide some
high and very generous payments to
the insured, if be is killed or Injured
while traveling as a passenger on a
steam road, tir _an electric car. or
If he Is riding in a"|passenger elevator
or a public conveyknee, and to add a
little to the alhirement' to the far-
mer, It Is Bom”imea provided that in-
demnity will bV paid if he Is gored
by a bull. | sometimes wonder why
they don't say, kicked by a Jackass.

"These policies are sold b~the hun-
dreds of thousands, to men and wom-
en who work in factories, in work-
shops. in warehouses, in mercantile
establishments, in offices and In the
household. Thbe correspondence In the
files of tbe Michigan insurance depart-
ment teem with complaints against
fArmpanies for refusing to settle for
accidents happening to policy holders
does not cover them while engaged in
their daily vocation.

“A policy which professes to grant
Indemnity to a laboring man or wom-
an for loss of dally wage and not car-
rying coverage for that which is lia-
ble to happen to them: in the pursuit
of their dally wage. Is not Insurance
—its gambling.

“"When a man or woman in the be-
lief that he or she Is Insured for loss
of earning power due to disability, dis-
covers that for the particular illness
or accident he or she has suffered,
there Is no indemnity. It does not as-
sauge tbe disappointment to know,
that a good and liberal Indemnity
would have been paid for a disability,
contracted in a differebt way. The In-
sured would be much better satisfied
with a smaller Indemnity for every
disability, for be knows what the in-
demnity la. and he realizes that the
company Is carrying out its contract.

"Of the most conspicuous evils
that should be eliminated from the
health and accident policy Is the in-
troduction of so-called wfrlUs’ or talk-
ing points such as double Indemnity,

Insurance, etc., as well as

rates that are so unsatisfactory arel‘*®

due mostly to our high lo«» ralUo. We
can never expect a satisfactory in-
surance rate until this loes—this need-
less waste—ts reduced.. This tact
ought to cause us to observe fire pre-
vention day in all its deepest signifi-
cance.*’

ANQLO-VrenCH COMMISSION
CLAIMS THAT AGREEMENT
HAS BEEN REACHED.

INTEREST RATE IS HIGH

So Arranged That Bends Will Be Is-
sued in As Lew Denominations
As One Hundred Dollars.

New York—The agreement between
the Anglo-French financial commission
and tbe American bankers with whom
they have been conferring on the pro-
posed credit loan to Great Britain and
Prance has resulted In the formation
of a definite plan, it was (Aficlally an-
nounced here Tuesday night, for the
establishment of a $500,000,000 loan
Issue on five-year, five per cent joint
British and French boodt. payable
jointly and severally by tbe two na-
tions upon which the big loan will be
a first lien.

The bonds will be issued to the pub-
lic at 98, thus yielding approximately
5 1-2 per cent to the Investor, and to
the nation-wide syndicate of bankers
which will subscribe to the loan, at
96. Formation of the syndicate has
been left to J. P. Morgan & Co. and
“a large group of American bankers
and financial houses.” The bonds will
be issued In denominations as low as
$100 and subscribers thereto may pay
for them by Instcliment.

The premium to the Investor- will
be $10,000,000 and the commission to
the syndicate will be $10,000,000 more.

At maturity these bonds will be re-
payable in cash or convertible into
4 12 per cent Joint Anglo-French
bonds redeemable from 10 to 20 years
thereafter -by the two governments
Jointly and severally.

Sir Henry Bablngton Smith, a mem-
ber of the commission, made public
the announcement.

3,600,000 LIVE IN MICHIGAN

Statisticians In Department of Educa-
tion Compile Figures.

Lansing—The present population of
Michigan is 3,600,000, according to an
estimate made by statisticians in the
department of public instruction based
on the school census of last June.

The e”imate was made in order to
find tbe number of Illiterates. These
are estimated at 100,000, or 3.6 per
cent Only those who cannot read
and write English are counted. The
state of Michigan stands twenty-
fourth in the number of children in
the schools and tbe school population
has increased 10 per cent in the last
three years, but the percentage of
illiterates Is decreasing.

The figures were secured for the
superintendent of public instruction
who is sending out a letter to the
school boards In all cities of more
than 5,000 inhabitants asking that the
night schools be operated for the ben-
efit of all llUteratLS.

AUTOMATIC STOP FOR TRAIN

Device Consists ef Charged Third Rail
About 100 Feet Long, Placed
at Every Block.

The Gollos automatic train stop de-
7lce consists of a charged third rail,
about 700 feet long, placed at every
block. The energized track comes into
contact with a shoe fastened on the
tender of the engine which is suscepti-
ble to the slightest Influence. If there
is another train within a radius of ono
mile and a half. If there is a break in
the track, or anything wrong at all,
warning is given to tht engineer by a
shrill wistle placed near* his seat. If
he docs not slow down his train at this
warning, the air brakes automatically
set This air Is applied quickly, but in
a way that stops the train gradually.

Aside from the fact that the demon-
strations already given have proved
the practicability of the device, the in-
ventor claims that it is mere economi-
cal than automatic installations made
according to preeent practice. In addi-
tion, it has the advantage of. first,
train control; second, visible and audi-
ble signals; third, automatic record to
check the engineer, thereby holding
him to a close observation of.signals.

However, ac-
cording to the Electrical Railway Jour-
nal, “the general principle is that the
rails which are not in use are do™
pressed by a suitable mechanism,
leaving the through rails at grade so
as to give a continuous bearing sur-
face. The ends of the movable rails
are framed at an angle with each
other so as to form an interlocking
joint. The cost of manufac-
turing the section ia only slightly
greater than that of the ordinary one,
the additional expense tor most instal-
lations being that represented by the
cost of installing the operating mech-
anism."

The following description of the de-
vice and summary of the arguments in
its favor is taken from the Railway
Ago Gazette:

“The claims made for this crossing
Include the following: It prevents
shock, which with ordinary crossings
results in noise and in wear on equip-
ment and track work entailing addi-
tional maintenance cost. The main
-frame or body, when once placed on a
good earth or concrete foundation,
will last indefinitely, and all parts sub-
ject to wear can be replaced wi'thoui
disturbing the foundation. The rails
used may be of any cross-section used
in the adjacent track, and they are
subjected only to rolling wear without
shock. The crossing can be operated
from a tower, from a moving train by
electrical contact or by hand, air pres-
sure or ctherwise: It can' be applied
to any angle of intersection or to com-
bined IntorsectloDs of broad and nar-
row gauge track, or to a three-rail
intersection when both broad and nar-
row gauge tracks use one of he throe
rails in common. The rails cannot be
moved sideways by a force leas than
that which would cause the flange to
climb the rail; the rails cannot be
«clogged by snow or ice or by any ma-
terial dropped or placed on any part
of the crossing; there are no parts of
the operating mechanism exposed to
view or to the weather, preventing
their being tampered with.”
