Whooping Cough.
The Bureau of Laboratories of tbe 

New York board of health has been 
conducting an extensive Investigation 
of whooping cough, and Dr. Paul Lut- 
linger recently reported to tbe ’Medi­
cal association of tbe greater city of 
New York some of tbe results of that 
inquiry.

Among the most interesting con­
clusions reached is th at tbe early part 
of the disease lB<tbe most infectious. 
Tbe bacillus that is believed to cause 
it is rarely found in the sputum after 
the first week of the paroxysmal, 
whooping, stage, so "there would seem 
to be no necessity for the child to be 

l e p t  in the bouse for more than 
week after the whoop appears."

Doctor Luttlnger says phyaiclans un­
derestim ate tbe seriousness .of tbe dis­
ease and fail to report cases. Only 

. 26 per cent of coses In a certain area 
were reported, and "probably not more 
than 10 i« r  cent are reported In 
Greater New York."

Chicago.—Every soldier In the 
trenches and hospitals In Europe will 
be given an apple In the near future, 
if plans DOW being worked out by a 
committee of th,e apple trade through­
out the United S tates are  successful.

I t is proposed to have a vessel take 
over a  big cargo of apples to be dls- 
trtbnted free under the auspices of the 
Red Cross, and efforts will be made to 
g e t President Wilson and Secretary 
of S ta t^ lA q a in g  to have the several 
warring governments permit safe. Pas­
sage for portions of the big co^ign- 
ment to the various fronts and hos­
pitals where the fru it can be placed 
In the hands of the Red Cross for dia- 
trtbutlon, especially among the alck 
and wounded.

Apple growers and dealers who are 
endeavoring to send over the  big con­
signment have learned th at many of 
the fighting men are  suffering because 
of lack of fruit Juices, giving xise to 
scurvy and other disorders. Returning 
surgeons who have seen service In the 
European hospitals are  said to ap­
prove heartily the plan to provide 
more fruit Juices not only among the 
wounded bat also tor the men in the 
trenches.

"We are working on this undertak­
ing purely from hum anitarian mo­
tives," said one of the committee who 
is a  leading wholesale apple distrib­
utor. " I t’s  going to cost a  lot of money 
for the fru it alone, and we shall call 
upon all the people engaged In the 
apple industry to contribute a  portion 
of the expense. At first the trade did 
not take kindly to the plan, as It was 
feared th at vessels could not be found 
to .carry over the apples. Then the 
idea was conceived 6f chartering a 
ship which would take nothing but ap­
ples. and we believe tbatt when the 
purpose la disclosed to foreign'"govern­
m ents none will oppose free passage 
of our ship, for It will go on a mission 
of charity."

A local apple man who has interest­
ed himself Id the m atter, and who has 
figured out how It can be done, says: 
"It is a big proposition and will re­
quire skillful handling, but it can be 
done. The value of the fruit alone 
would approximate about 4300,000 
aboard ship a t New York. We under­
stand that there are about 23,000,000 
men actively engaged In the various 
arm ies end navies In ■ the European 
war, and probably as many more indi­
rectly  involved. To give them  all an 
American apple apiece would mean at 
least 60,000,000, and taking 500 apples 
to the barrel, which would mean me­
dium-size fruit, we Shalt have to pro­
vide 100,000 barrels or 300,000 boxes, 
a t  the lowest estimate."

|n  case of accident to the outer cov­
ering. there is an emergency a ir bag 
which may be blown up from the In­
side. In the bag one may remain In 
the water for from four to 'five  days 
without danger of sinking or death by 
exposure.

Brownsville, Tex.—It takes more 
qualifications to be a  Teium ranger 
than to be a soldier In the United 
States army. For one thing, you must 
be able to shoot 90 per cent average— 
very few soldiers can do th a t  And 
then, you have to  be more than five 
feet ten inches tall. ' You m ust know 
how to ride like a cowpuncher and be 
skillful In handling the la r ia t  You 
m ust be a man of unqualified nerve, 
and be ready a t all times to face dan­
ger without a  flinch.

It was my good fortune to be one of 
li party of ten rangers who left 
Brownsville early one evening In pur­
suit of some Mexican bandits who had 
recently raided an American ranch in 
the vicinity. •

I rode beside a tall, quiet, handsome 
boy of about twenty-two years of 
age. His face was as tanned as a 
.Mexican's, but his steel-blue eyes be­
trayed bis Anglo-Saxon nationality.

We had entered th at part of the 
country which Is covered with a net­
work of mesqulte brush, ten feet In 
height, as thick as any African Jungle 
ever could be.

I started to whistle an old familiar 
tune.

“Shut up,” said my partner quietly.
We came to a  small clearing and 

halted. The waters of the Rio Grande 
were dotted with reflections of the 
stars In the bright sky. Across the 
river was Mexico, and her rast, si­
lent prairies gleamed like <dlver in 
the starlight.

Council Had Busy Session
’The council had another busy session 

Monday evening. Aside from the reg ­
ular routine business transacted the 
m atter of the removal o f ' the two 
small buildings, one occupied by the 
Adams Express office and the other to  be 
occupied by a  shoe shop, and owned by 
Chas.

Also th a t some kind of 
an ordinance be enacted to prevent a 
reM tition of similar occurrences in the 
village. There is-no way in which the 
council could cause the reriioval of 
these buildings a t  the  present time, as 
there is no ordinance on the bo^.s cov­
ering m atters of this kind, lirustee 

: Tighe therefore offered a  motion to in­
s tru c t the villsge attorney to d raft a 
resolution providing for the opening of 
Gravel avenue from Harvey s tree t to 
Main s tree t, and which would necessi­
tate  the purchase o f the property upon 
which these buildings now s t^ d ,  as 
the only means by which their removal 
could be accomplished. The motion 
was lost.

The moving of these two small wood­
en buildings to a sightly location on'one 
of th e  most beautiful and prominent 
streets  in the village, does not enhance 
the beauty of the s t ^ t  by any means, 
and the council should enact an ordi- 
bonce a t  once eetablishing fire limits and 
building restrictions to prevent further 
unpleasant m atters of this kind from 
snsing.

GOVERNOR WINS HIS POINT

Lanelng—“The better the  conditions 
at the Bchool here, the better the boys 
will be when they leave tbe Inatltn- 
lloD,** was Governor Ferris ' parting 
statem ent to  the  board of M ntrol and 
superintendent of the  Industrial school 
for boys a t  fcdlowed a  two
hours* hearing 'ranraday a t which the 
governor severely criticized tbs meth­
ods employed a t  the  school.

The r e s ^ t  of the hesjing was two­
fold. Admission of every charge 
made by the governor, with possibly 
a tew excep tlons.^as gained from the 
boqrd. Superintendent Lawson will 
be given a  chance to carry ont tbe 
aew methods advised by the  governor 
and (allure of accomplishment means 
dismissal.

Not only was the governor prepar- 
sd with statem ents backed by affida­
vits in his position, but Fred L. K e^  
ter, s tate superintendent of public In- 
•traction, told th e  hoard members 
that the governor’s position with ref- 
szence to the teaching department of 
the school were absolutely correct, as 
an Investigation by him bad develop­
ed.

“Ton have 14 cottages a t the school 
here, which constitute 14 country 
ichools with no unity a t all,” de- 
siared the governor. “Your teachers 
are unfit for the work, are  nnderpald 
and are  not getting results.. The Idea 
that tbe boys in this Institution have 
to he taught differently than in any 
rubllc school Is nonsense. 'What I de­
sire U, it  you do not desire to  adopt 
the methods I have outlined, working 
through the  sta te  superintendent of 
public lnstra-;tion. call la  a  commit­
tee of three or five men who are  up 
oqf education and its methods and let 
them Investigate said report to you. If 
their findings do not coincide with 
mine, I am willing to resign as gov­
ernor of Michigan.”

Franklin Sayre, of Flushing, one of 
the three board members, took excep­
tion to  the governor's rem arks and 
said tbe school was one of the best 
conducted in tbe United States. Pinned 
down, the governor made him tom lt 
th at be had visited only one other 
Institution of a like character in the 
country.

Superintendent I.awson -was rather 
sarcastic a t  times, but ^ e  governor 
push a  hush to his rem arks when he 
fiatly asked Lawson what objection he 
had to  improving the school. Both 
Lawson and Sayre answered th at they 
had no objection, whatever.

Lawson admitted th at hut two tow­
els, changed only t-wlce each week, 
had been allowed 40 boys In a  cottage, 
but th a t cow they receive three tow­
els a  week.

Lawson also admitted th at the  boys 
a t the  school did not have a  single 
tooth brush.

Governor Ferris said Assistant Su­
perintendent Daymude was guilty of 
taking extreme m easures to discipline 
unruly Inmates, and it was tbe gover­
nor's suggestion th at Daymude be re­
lieved of further responsibility. The 
governor also said th a t he had relia­
ble information th at J. M erritt Hewitt, 
another employe of the school, was 
guilty of beating the boys unmerel- 
tnlly and th a t he should- not be per­
m itted to remain in a  position where 
he had ac  opportunity to exercise pun­
ishm ent This m atter will be taken 
up a t  another m eeting and ondonbted- 
ly both men will be called before the 
board and the governor to  answer 
charges made by the chief executive.

“There’s another m atter 1- want to 
call your a tte n tio n  to," said the gov­
ernor. 'T w ant you to see th at tbe 
teacbera desist from having the boys 
here m arch the lockstep, prison style. 
It’s  co t needed and should be abol­
ished.”

The 
compensation hoard awarded Mrs. 
Fitzgerald 97.21 per week for a  per­
iod of 300 weeks.

A c ^ e  of considerable In terest to  
Ingham county was decided when the 
suprem e court held th a t Mrs. Mary 
Thayer was entitled to  a  farm of 40 
acres in Anrellus township which had 
been to Edward Thayer, her 
brother-in-law, by the provisions of 
her divorced husband’s will.

W hen' Mrs. Thayer's divorced hne- 
bsnd, John Thayer, died, the farm 
property was left to his brother, but 
Mrs. Thayer eonteeted the will claim­
ing th at John was mentally Incompe­
ten t the  time of bis death. The 
circuit court of Ingham county award­
ed her tbe property and the supreme 
court affirmed the ruling of the circuit 
Judge.

In 1892 John Thayer left hla family 
and went .to -Sonth Dakota and after 
several years filed suit In tbe Dakota 
courts to divorce bis wife. She filed 
a  cross bill and was awarded tbe de­
cree. The court gave h e r the farm 
near Mason, but owing to the fact 
th at a court from another sta te  has no 
authority to transfer Michigan prop­
erty  this provision of the decree w te 
void.

This left Mrs. Thayer with tour 
children and no property. However, 
she ran tbe farm successfully until 
John Thayer's death when by the 
term s of his will the property revert­
ed to  his brother. Now, as  a  result 
of tbe  decision of the circuit and tbe 
supreme court tbe farm is the prop­
e rty  of Mrs. Thayer.

The sta te  livestock sanitary  com­
mission, with the help of ^Governor 
Ferris; has closed the s ta te  of Michi­
gan absolutely against cattle of any 
description,, coming from IlUnols.

Count von Bernstorff, to Secre 
tary  of State Lansing, disavows the 
sinking of tbe  vessel,, announces that 
It has so notified the submarine com­
m ander who made the attac'k, express­
es regret for the loss of American 
Uvea and agrees to pay an indemnity 
to  their famtllea.

Official Washington was hoth grat­
ified and relieved by the diplomatic 
victory. The communication delivered 
by the ambassador pursuant to gen­
eral instructions from his govern­
ment spread absolute confidence that 
there would be no more submarine 
controversies between the United 
States and Germany, for the document 
reveals th at stringent orders hav< 
b ^ n  given to submarine commanden 
to prevent a  recurrence of such inci­
dents as  tbe Arabic.

Since this case embraces the prln 
clples for which President Wilson 
contended in his notes followini 
the torpedoing of the  Lusitania and 
the Falaba, tbe concessions m.ade by 
Germany to  the American viewpoint 
were generally regarded Tuesday as 
paving the way for amicable settle­
ment of all the cases which have 
threatened severance of diplomatic re­
lations between the two countries.

Count von Bernstorff left here Tues­
day night happy - over the confident 
hope th at relations between Germany 
and the United States would continue 
to Improve.

U fen t

Great men a re ' simple, and their 
tastes a re  simple. They dress simply, 
never ostentatlonsly; their watch 
chains, If they h a re  any, a re  never 
la rg e  and conspicuoaa O ccaslonallr ' 
they  wear a ring, but only one r in g  
Their natural appetites crave simple 
rood, and not tbe  rich viands and the 
myaterious sauces which can tickle 
oh}y the palate of the epicure, who 
lives to eat rather than eats to live.

Tbe great authors, those who have 
written the living words which nevw 
die, write in simple diction, use lan­
guage as a  m eans to an end, not to 
m ake a  display of It.

Many years ago, a  then somewhat 
unknown man, by the  name of Dan­
ie l DeFoe. made a  story out of the 
experiences of a  shipwrecked sailor 
and called his hero "Robinson Cmsoe.” 
F o r a  generation this narrative was 
read by youngsters, and it was looked 
upon as a children's book. Today It 
has  passed beyond the Juvenile class 
and is considered one of the finest ex­
am ples of.'^lmple English narrative, 
having a place in the libraries of the 
world.

Lincoln was not tbe only orator at 
Gettysburg. Competing with him—It 
I  may put It th at way—was one of 
America's greatest scholars; yet the 
sim ple words of Lincoln have become 
a n  English dasslc , and mlUlons of 
people can recite the whole speech 
from memory, while the words of the 
scholar are  almost forgotten, and not 
one In ten thousand of the  men of 
today know what be said; in fact, 
m ost of them do not know th a t he 
spoke at all.

Simplicity lives. Its opposite dies 
young. Great meu of every class 
have been simple and their reputa­
tions have been built upon simplicity. 
They not only understand what they 
a a y .  but they say It so th at others un­
derstand i t

Education by Itself does not produce 
an  educated man. Education Is sim­
ply one .of the elem ents which go to 
round out a  man and make him a  bet­
te r  citlsen, enabling him to accomplish 
be tte r-resu lts . Education, academic­
a lly  speaklDg, fs not necessarily sim­
ple. It is more o r less complex. Tbere- 
fcwe, the educated man of use In the 
world baa mixed simplicity with his 
learning that it may be In a  condition 
to  be assimilated.

Not what we know, but what we do 
w ith what we know, counts; and we 
cannot distribute e ither leam lhg or 
experience, or use them to advantage, 
unless we have prepared them to meet 
th e  exigencies of the times, made 
them  so th a t they a re  of use.^

The greatest leveling poiiver in the 
'WOTld, th at which makes things .good 
for something. Is common simplicity 
mixed with .common sense. Tbe two 

' a re  practically synonymous, for one 
cannot exist without the other. Where 
they don’t  exist, all tbe learning In 
the  world, and all tbe experience pos­
sible for one to obtain, are like so 
much gold buried beyond the reach of 
man.

Be simple, be clear. Don’t swallow 
a  dictionary and exhale words, which, 
like dust, blind the  eye and clog tbe 
ear.

C O M P A N IO N S H IP .

Place the most liberally educated 
president of the h lg b e^  Inatltutlou of 
learning alone on a desert island, and. 
If he Uvea, be will soon become more 
•n lm al than man. perhaps crawling 
on  all fours, forgetting his native 
‘tongue, and becoming Intellectually 
Ibelow tbe domestic dog i n '  inteUl- 
•gence. .H e . will even forget how to 
ta lk  to  himself.

By ourselves we amount to prac­
tically  nothing.

Although the human brain does not 
lack  individuality, it Is pre-emtnpntly 
a  receptacle fbr the storage of what 
cornea to  it from the outside. Not 
w hat we posseas, but what we obtain 
from others, or. to put it differently, 
w hat we collectively receive by ex­
changing experiences with others, 
rounds out a  man and .lifts him  be­
yond tbe anlmaL

Man, collectively. Is almost all-pow­
erful; to  him tmpoaslbUlty does not 
seem tO‘exist. Int^vidually. he Is, or 
would be, a  worthleisa product.

One of tbe  principal causes of fnil- 
nre is the tendency to live too much 
w ithin ourselves, to  depend i^ o n  our­
selves. to  Judge for ourselves.

1 am  not asklnc anyone to give up

his Individuality, or to allow others to 
dictate his every action, but 1 am 
saying to  you, young man, and to you. 
young woman, that, if you would 
round yourself out In usefulness, and 
obtain a  character and a  reputation, 
yon must depend upon others, ex­
changing your ideas for those of oth- 
(srs, giving and taking, drawing from 
tbe  great world at large all th at It 
can give you, or, rather, all th at you 
can take of It.

Tbere is no other way.
The more trienda you have, t b e  

more you mix InteUlgently with Others, 
the more you get together, tbe more 
you will amount to. You will not for­
feit your Individuality, but. rather, 
yon wiU combine it wltb that of oth­
ers, making exchanges, swapping ex­
periences.

Depending upon yourself is laudable 
and to  be eucouraged. but when you 
carry th at self-dependence to the ex­
trem e. you will find th at you hare  
nothing back of you which will sus­
tain you, even in small emergencies.

You need companions, companions 
of your own k ind^you  cannot have 
any other kind.

To be an acceptable and useful citi­
zen and to succeed in business, con­
tac t with Your fellows Is absohdely 
essentlaL Progressive busluess men 
are members of boards of trade and 
chambers of commerce. They keep In 
touch with financial movements and 
are  never ignorant of those current 
events which have a  bearing open 
their vocations. Even competitors 
lunch together and exchange experi­
ences, realizing th at only in this way 
dan they keep abreast of the times.

This intermingling is as necessary 
In social Jlfe as It is in business. Un­
less you are  constantly In touch wltb 
your fellows, you will become too 
n isty  to be considered of any cons^ 
quence In any community.

The more you fraternize with In­
telligent and honest others, tbe more 
intelligent and tbe more honest 3 ^ 0  
will be. You cannot escape your fel­
lows. u ^ ea s  you shut yourself away 
from them ; and. If you do, you might 
as well Jump overboard and stay 
there, for the  world does not want 
you and there  is no reason why It 
should.

In conitm ctlng a  railroad viaduct a t  
Lewiston, Mont., a  wooden cantilever 
traveler which was used for handling 
the steelwork offers an Interesting ex­
ample of m odem  engineering methods. 
Except for the supporting guy rods, 
reaching from the  center tower to the 
outer end of the  long overhang, the. 
traveler was built entirely of timber. 
The heavy horizontal beams were 
about twenty feet above the track, 
and, with the two derrick booms which 
they supported a t  their outer ends, 
commanded a  reach of approximately 
one hundred and ten feet in advance 
of the finished work. These beams 
extended about the  same distance to 
tbe  rea r  th a t they did forw ard and 
held a  platform on w hidi the  hoisting

W ith Chicago, Boston, and several 
other large cities of the country dis­
cussing the electrlfleatlon of fhe rail­
ways entering the eitlea w ith a  view 
of elim inating a  large p art of the 
smoke nuisance problems, and the  
railroad saying it cannot he done 
because ot m e excessive cost, the 
Chicago, Milwaukee A St. Paul rail­
road is  preparing to electrify its  road 
from  Hsrlowton, Mont., to the Pa­
cific coast, a  distance' of 850 miles, 
not'because of the smoke from Its en­
gines, but as a  m atter of economy.

As federal engineers’ investigations 
into the most efficient uses of the nat­
ural resources of the coimtry have 
led them  to suggest t^e  electrification 
of th e  railways, the power to be sup­
plied from the  rivers and from plants 
located a t the coal mines, they are 
much Interested in tiie news that 
comes from the  W est concerning this 
railway. Plans have already been 
completed and contracts let for tbe 
electric locomotives, substation ap­
paratus ^nd line m aterial for 113 
miles of the  main line from Three

engines were carried. This j^ovtded 
the traveler with an adequate counter­
weight. The m aterial was delivered 
In cars a t the end of the track, car­
ried throgh the lower p art of the  trav­
eler and swung out, as may be seen 
in the accompanying photograph. In 
this m anner the booms were used in 
building up tbe bridge towers and put­
ting the short girders in  place. Tbe 
connecting members were swung into 
position by tackles attached to the 
overhang stinicture.—Popular Mechan­
ics.

Forks, Mont., to D eer Lodge, tbe first 
of four engine divisions from Rarlow- 
ton, Mont., to Avery, Mont., aggregat­
in g  about 650 miles of track, including 
yards and sidings. While this com­
prises the extent of track  to be 
equipped in the  near future, It Is un­
derstood th at plans are  being made 
for the electrification of 850 miles 
should tbe operating results of the 
initial installation prove aa. satisfac­
tory  as anticipated.

This Is said to be the first attem pt 
to install and operate electric locomo­
tives on tracks extending over sev­
eral engine divisions. The various 
o ther installations throughout the 
country have usually been made be­
cause of local conditions, but i t  is un­
derstood th a t  the electrification ot 
th is  road has been undertaken pure­
ly on economic grounds, with the ex­
pectation th at superior operating re ­
sults w ith electric locomotives will 
effect a  sufficient reduction from the 
present cost of steam  operation to 
yield an adequate return  on the large 
investm ent required. The power will 
be obtained from various rivers along 
the route.

The ielectric locomotives to be used 
will weigh approximately 260 tons, 
and have a  continuous capacity great­
er than  any steam  or electric locomo­
tive yet conatiucted. Tbe passen­
ger locomotives will be capable of 
hauling an 800-ton train  a t  a  speed 
of 60 miles an hour, and will be 
equipped with an oil-fired steam  heat­
ing apparatus for the  cars.

When the four engine divisions are 
completed. It is the intention to com­
bine them into two divisions of 220 
mile lengths, changing crews, how­
ever. at. tbe present division points* 
As the  electric locomotive needs in­
spection only a fter a  run of about 
2,000 miles, requires no stops for tak ­
ing on coal or water, or lay-over due 
to dumping ashes, cleaning boilers, or 
petty roundhouse repairs. It may be 
expected th a t the use of these loco­
motives will resu lt' in considerable 
change in the method of hauling 
tra ins now limited by tbe restrictions 
of the steam  en^ne .—W ashington 
Star.
