Raiiroaos ; by safety

Patalitiea Have Been Noticeably Few-
er Since Proper Precautions Have -
Been Instituted.

The records of the bureau of rail-
road news and etaflettes show that
Iduring the last three months of 1914
of the 230.S0n.000 passengers carried
7,834,000,000 passenger miles, not one
lost hip life in a collision. There were
only Ts fatalities altogether as a re-
sult of train accidents. Including pas-
sengers. employees on and off dnty,
and "other persons.” Fourteen persons
out of seventy-eight killed were tres-
passers. During the entire year of
1914 there were only 41 fatalities to
paasengers as a reeuJt of collisions.
Tbe third quarter of the year was a
bad one. 36 of the fatalities occi®ing
;during that period. But even so, the
jrecord is. better than for any other
lyear—except 1913—that showed any-
thing like the same mileage. Tbe to-
jtal of 78 deaths for the last quarter Is
lunequaled.

Taking the whole year, the record
shows 483 deaths from accidents af-
:feeling all persons, employeas as well
as passengers. This, too.  the best
showing made since 1901, when the
law requiring monthly accident re-
ports went into effect. Since 1910 the
deaths have been 1.058, 741, 803, 712
and 483. This achievement will be all
the more appreciated when it is re-
membered that in 1902. when the
deaths were 881. the railroad mileage
was 53.000 miles lees than in 1914,
when there were only 483 deaths. In
the latter year the roads carried 383-
000,000 more passengers than In 1902.
and 735.000,000 more tons of freight.
The increase in the number of passen-
gers carried one mile was 15,500,000,-
000.

Two factors bave operated in bring-
ing about this result—the safety-first
crusade and improved equipment Thus
credit is due to both companies and
employees. The safety-first campaign
should, of course, he continued, since
there are many people who do not
seem yet to have been touched by it.
Even the railroads may fall back into
their old ways if there is relaxation of
effort. Education'ought to continue—
since there are always new men com-
ing on—till there is created a habit of
mind favorable to safety and caution.
—Indianapolis News.

nels. Some of these bores are sev-
eral thousand feet In length and re-
quire a number of minutes to pass.
'Tbe men in the cabs of the rear, en-
Rines are continually in an atmosphere
heavily filled with the gases and smoke
given out by the locomotives ahead,
.and were It not for artificial means of
getting air it would frequently be im-
Ipossible for them to stay at their
jplaces. The breathing masks which
iare now being used are funnel-shaped
land designed to fib tightly over the
leiws, nose and mouth of the wearer.
I Attached to one of these is a mbber
those which is connected with the com-
pressed-air tank of the locomotive so
that all of the oxygen needed is avall-
,able.  The air Is usually passed
thro«s& a sponge and cooled by
bracked Ice before It Is taken Into the

lungs.

Train* tp Scoop Pasaengore On.

The Pennsylvania railroad has
adopted a device to aid belated i>aa*
seogers.

The new arrangement Is attached to
the steps of CMS, and Is a continua-
tion of the trap door. It bridges the
space between the train and tbe plat-
form. so that there can be no conceiv-
able reason for any one getting bis
foot canght in the small opening or of
any person slipping through.

The belated passengers seeing the
extensible still ouL runs, Jumps on it.
and, as the conductor gives the start-
ing signal, the contrivance gathers
him up and folds him neatly Into the
vestibule.

Use Powdered Coal.

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David Esaacson Hopes In Prison
to Invent Something for
Government.

MAN OF MANY PARTS

Had Premenitlon of Fate and Feels
He Will still Be of Some Use
—Believes in Uphold-

i ing Law.

Atlanta Ga.—David Esaacson. bowed
by age and troubles, poorlis a church
mouse, inventor, alchemist, dreamer,
swindler, on his way to the federal
prison here, boarded the steamship
City of Columbus at her pier In New
York city. Searching out Captain
Diehl of the steamer. Esaacson an-
nounced himself as a United States of-
ficer. charged with taking a prisoner
to Atlanta.

“And where Is tbe prisoner?" askei’
Captain Diehl.

"1 am the prlHoner." Esaacson re-
plied to the astonished captain. "I
am at once prisoner on parole and my
own guard, for I have given my word
that I will deliver myself."

Esaacson. sixty years old, was con-
victed in the. federal court In New
York city of having used the United
States mails to swindle many persons
through a manufacturing company, of
which be was president.  Esaacson
was sentenced to imprisonment of s
year and a day in the federal prison
here and to pay a fine of $200.

Not knowing who he was. Esaac-
Bon's fellow passengers were delighted
with him; hfs conversation proved him
a man of the world; the seascapes he
painted delighted the other voyagers.
Landing aj, Savannah. Esaacson dal-
lied there a day or two. then came
here and relieved himself of bis fluty
as a deputy United States marshal; he
delivered himself to the warden of the
Jail. Esaaesqn said:

“"Marshal McCarthy 1 one ol the
best of God's noblemen. He said to
me; ‘'Esaacson. 1am going to let you
take yourself to Atlanta, not because
1 am partial to you—for 1 would do
this for any man In whom | bad con-
fidence—but because your case has
appealed very strongly to me." Such
kindness from a man accustomed to
handling prlsoners penetrated the very
core of my being.”

Esaacson claims to have recltecov
ered an art which the ancient Etrus
cans practiced—that of enameling a

Birds of the White House Enjoy Shower Baths
W ASHINGTON.—Tbe featbered tenants of the WhU” House grounds have
discoTered the delights of the shower batb. And birds of manjf kinds
are taking advantage of the excellent accommodations provided by the rotary
lawn  sprinkler. The  blackbirds,
most tbqulsUtve and curious of all
birds, first found out about it. It may
have been accident that led tbe bird
Columbus in this exploit under tbe
spattering drops of water thrown off
by the sprinkler. If so he found it
good. Generous, or unable to keep bis
counsel, he spread the news. Other
blackbirds tried it with resulting de-
light. Then the tale s,.read of this ad-
vance in bird civilization.

after bird submitted itself to tbe pleasure of the bath. Tbe sparrows, who
inhabit two whole trees In the Wbfie House grounds wben they are at borne
for a night's rest, found it so good that t*ey quarreled for place and turn.

Then a few thrushes who live In tbe precincts acquired tbe shower-bath
habit And Anally tbe pigeons and doves, slowest to adopt new customs,
were converted. So the ahower-baib cult has grown among tbe birds

CAN BE BUILT BY CARPENTER

Comparatively Low In Coot Because
Work la All Straight and Expen-
live Ornaments Are Lacking-
Excellent Arrangement
of the Rooms.

The *construction of modern bunga-
lows I"as establiehed a characteristic
style of architecture that Is especially
or typically American. It has often
been said that there is no American
style of architecture, but such re-
marks date from earlier writers and
should be revised to meet strictly
modem conditions. The possibilities
of bungalow constructioiPsare extreme-
ly Interesting to men of moderate
means as well as to those who are
about to build extensively or expen-
Blvely.

The modest bungalow shown in the
accompanying illustrations represents
an easily built dwelling that a carpen-
ter with mile experience can handle
with credit to himself and with satis-
faction to the owner. At the same
time it possesses considerable artistic
merit and there is an air of home com-
fort about It seldom found, even in
more expensive houses. The effect is
due In gre” measure to the sensible
profile arfd the well-balanced propor-
tions of the building. The wide pro-
jection of roof, the style and grouping
of the windows, the front and side en-
trances. the pitch of the roof and the

wide white window and door all har-
monize to produce the desired effect.

It is a low-cost bungalow because
the work is all straight and there are
no expensive ornaments.

The floor plans as shown In the two
diagrams are especially interesting
because the bungalow contains five
bedrooms besides the necessare)/ living
rooms. This is accounted for by mak-
ing use of the large attic to secure
three bedrooms and an extra bath-
room In what would otherwise
waste space.

The heavy front entrancesloor opens
into a small reception hall which di-
vides tbe living room from tbe dining
room. The wide openings between

ball and tbe two large rooms may or
may not be closed, or partly closed
with draperies, according to the
wishes of the housekeeper or tbe gen-
eral style of furnishing the bouse.

By this arrangement of rooms It Is
possible to place the big chimney be-
tween the dining room’'so that the one
chimney can be used for the dining
room fireplace and the kitchen
range. A third flue in the same chim-
nsy is built for the furnace in the base-
ment .

Besides the living room, dining
room and kitchen, this floor contains
two bedrooms and a bathroom and a
very pleasant sun parlor.

At the end of thje house is a side
entrance built after the manner of the
old-fashioned New England stoop,
which makes a very artistic and pleas-
ing second entrance. [I'bis side en-
trance is naturally used by the family
and intimate friends It also makes it
possible to turn the sun parlor into an
office suitable for a farmer or physi-
cian without In any way interfering
with the main part of the bouse

The two bedrooms aud bathroom on
tbe first floor are Intended for tbe
members of the family, while the three
bedrooms and bathroom upstairs make
guest rooms, or, in case of necessity
they are rightly arranged for renting
porpgseo. .. N

The kitchen la this Interesting bun-
galow will meet with special favor
from all good housekeepers. 'The
kitchen proper is only nine feet by
thirteen and a half feet, rather a close
iH>mmunloa affair when compared
with some house kitchens, but it is so
compact and so thoroughly well ar-
ranged that the small size really la an
advantage, because it saves steoa.
The modem housekeeper does lei
work quickly by tbe aid of modem
conveniences near at hand instead of
traveling back and forth a thousand
times to reach inaccessible places.

This little kitchen is lighted by four
windows and a glass door which opens
on to a splendid rear porch. There is
an extra small door on this porch for
the benelH of the iceman or rather to
benefit the housekeeper by keeping
the iceman out of tbe kitchen. A

splendid kitchen sink la placed In
front of the rear window and next to
the jjpantry for the purpose of saving
steps at dishwa”ing time.

A‘great many bungalows are shy on
clothes closets. Storage room is al-
ways at a premium in a bungalow. But
this plan is a little differenL from tbe
fact that there are more clothes clos-
ets than usual.

Agreat convenience is the coat cup-
board opposite tbe big front door. A
similar convenience is arranged in
front of the side entrance which la in-
tended to hold an old-fashioned hat
rack with pegs to hang coats and bats
and a cupboard with a drop cover to
bold rubbers and other common ap-
parel that is only wanted occasionally.
Such bat racks usually have an um
brella stand attacliod at one end.

A bungalow like this needs consider

able embellishment in tbe way ol
climbing vines, shrubbery and flowers
The two entrance porches may be
made Into bowers of beauty by a little
work in selecting and planting a few
hardy vines and flowers that bloom
at different times during the sum-
mer.

The rear porch presents a different
problem. This should be made into
a kitchen annex. It is large enough
for a table and a couple of easy rock-
ing chairs to make it homey. To have
it right It is necessary to make the
columns square and plumb, then to set
panels of flne wire fly screen care-
fully between tbe posts to keep out
undesirable insects.

Ontslde of the screen and two or
four feet distant therefrom is the
proper place for tbe climbing vines of
the broad leaf variety. They should
be pruned carefully to develop just
enough shade and still admit a ray ol
sunshine here and there.

Comparatively Low In Cost Because

of the Rooms.

The construction of modern bunga-
lows has established a characteristic
style of architecture that Is especially
or typically American. It has often
been said that there is no American
style of architecture, but such re-
marks date from earlier writers and
should be revised to meet strictly
modem conditions. The possibilities
of bungalow construction are extreme-
ly interesting to men of moderate
means as well as to those who are
about to build extensively or expen-
sively.

The inodfsi bungalow shown In the
accompanying illustrations represents
an easily built dwelling that a carpen-
ter with little experience can handle
with credit to himself and with satis-
faction to the owner. At the same
time It possesses considerable artistic
merit and there is an air of home com-
fort about it seldom found, even in
more expensive houses. The effectis
due in great measure to the sensible
profile and the well-balanced propor-
tions of the building.

The two entrance porches may be
made into bowers of beauty by a little
work in selecting and planting a few
bardy vines and -powers that bloom
at different times'~uring the sum-
mer.

The rear porch presents a different
problem. This should be made into
a kitchen annex. It is large enough
for a table and a couple of easy rock-
ing chairs to make it homey. To have
it right it is necessary to make tbe
columns square and plumb, then to set
panels of fine wire fly screen care-
fully between tbe posts to keep out
undesirable insects.

Outside of the screen and two or
four feet distant therefrom is the
proper place for tbe climbing vines of
the broad leaf variety. Tbey should
be pruned carefully to develop Just
enough shade and still admit a ray of
sunshine here and there.

Demands for War Materlala
Springa Uj*Hazardeua Work
for Which Men Are Paid
Big Wages.

Philadelphia.—In order to flU vast
war orders.-a mighty high explosive
plant la being built In a valley near
the email town of Emporium. Cameron
county, Pennsylvania. Emporium for
yeara has manulactured powder and
dynamite, the explosives being used
chiefly for mining and blasting
purposes. An explosive company,
backed by millions of dollars, has
bought up the old powder and dyna-
mite plants In Cameron county and
has started the manufacture of gun-
cotton and other high explosives In the
plant now being brought to completion
near Emporium.

The coE”pany has huge war orders
to All and to All them on time It has
been necessary for hundreds of im-
ported men to work night and day In
building the new explosive plant, which
extends over one mile up the valley
and which is composed of over 100
separate buildings, the “cotton plant,’
as the guncotton department Is called
at Ehnporium, being the most extensive
of the new buildings.

At this time the creation of a great
Industrial plant near the village df Em-
porium has taxed the rooming capacity
of the town far beyond its limits. In
order to do the necessary building and
to start work In the buildings as soon
as completed, over 600 outside men
have been brought Into Emi>orlum. In
order to house the future i“ennanent
workers of the new plant, practically
a new town will have to be built, either
by the company or by local specula-
tors. Many new homes are now under
construction and many more are to be
built

Suspicious of Strangers.

On account of the filling of war or-
ders for high explosives the company
is suspicious of strangers who visit the
new plant On duty all the time at the
plant are 26 armed guards, deputy
sheriffs carrying rifles and revolvers,
who do not hesitate to bold up stran-
gers on the state highways near the
plant and question them as to their
business in Emporium. Naturally, tbe
company fears some fanatic might gain
entrance to the plant and do mischief
which ,might result in tbe killing of
workers and a delay in filling war or-
ders. The town of Emi>oiium was
thrown Into a panic a few days ago
by tbe report that an aeroplane was
seen hovering over the new guncotton
plant at night. From all the writer
could learn at Emporium tbe story of
the aeroplane a mere fabrication.
Nevertheless, the company leaves no
atone unturned to protect Its property
from strangers who might be bent on
making trouble.

' llex>orts have circulated throughout
western Pennsylvania and western
New Tork to the effect that there Is
work at Emporium for hundreds of

As s result, the little town has
been and still is deluged with Job seek-
ers. most of whom are fitted to no way
for the work the company desires done.
Ehnporium and towns near It have
raised many powder and dynamite
workers. These men have been glv”
employment In the new plant at great-
ly Increased wages and they are the
real backbone of the new industry. Ex-
plosive makers are not made over
night and tbe big company is not
hiring careless Incompetents to do the
work of filling Its great orders. Car-
penters and masona. concrete workers
and stearafltters, and various other
skilled workers have been tn demand
at Emporium and the demand has been
pretty well filled. There Is no place
therh. however, for tfie average com-
mon laborer who la out of work, for
the average common laborer cannot be
trusted with the handling of high ex-
plosives. j.

Attracts Mang Workers.

The boom at Emporium has attract-
ed many men In search of work, men
who would have been hired by the
company If they bad not lost nerve
after reaching the new explosive cen-
ter. Tbe making of high explosives Is
a hasardoua occupation, and many
men who would like to draw the good
wages paid by the explosive company
have given up their chances of employ-
ment St the last moment through fear.
There are men, too, who have come to
Emporium for work who have left the
place because they did not care to
work upon war orders. In fset. tbe
creation of the new plant, which will
bring great prosperity to the little
mountain town of Emporium, bas
played hob with tbe consciences ot
hundreds of people, it is one thing to
make powder for fiiiog shots in coai
mines and quarries sod -quite another
thing to make high explosives for the
use of an srmy or armies. In Em
poriuffl and in the neighboring larger
towns of Rldgway and St. Marys the
old-fashioned conscience has been dis-
covered even among big business men

The
presence of government Inspectors at
the big plant has given rise to this
rumor. Influential men to Emporium,
men who are supposed to know a little
of the inside workings of the explosive
company, are noncommittal as to the
government's Interest to the plant,
stating that it is perfectly natural tor
government Inqyectors to inspect the
manufacture of explosives st any plant
to the country and that It is not at all
unlikely that tbe government is having
guncotton made for future use, a tact
which would {iccount for the presence
of the federal Inspectors st the plant

A Gigantic Concern.

Thbe completion of the new explosive
plant at Emporium will have.been
done Id record time. Tbe company re-
cently raised the wages of all its work-
ers 60 per cent, promising them an ad-
ditional 60 per cent raise If the war to
Europe continues another year. It is
unofficially stated the company has
orders from Europe for 636,000,000
worth of explosives. It Is estimated
the Emporium plant at completion will
have cost 65,000,000. The company
has other plants, but tbe new one at
Emporium will be Its largest The
most modern machinery designed for
the making of high explosives has
been Installed to tbe plant at great ex-
pense. There are huge retorts weigh-
ing 21.000 pounds, which have been
put Into position lately, the biggest re-
torts ever used In the manufacture of
explosives. Everything about the new
plant is on a vast scale, a scale which,
dwarfs tbe old explosive plants still
operating in the Emporium district

If a guard encounters a sub-
plelous person to the road near the
plant, he at once notifies other guards
of the presence of the person if the
stranger elects to walk along tbe road
the length of the plant. The guard
system gives a very warlike appear-
ance to the new plant A ftate police-
man also patroll*the hl”way along
the plant dally, but does not inter-
fere with setae of the hi~-handed
holdups made by the deputized guards.

In Ideal Location.

Emporium is an ldeal situation for
an extensive explosive plant for it Is
to the heart of the great chemical dis-
trict in which Is made acetate of lime,
much of which goes Into the manutac
ture of high “plosives. Quite near at
hand are some of the wood products
factories in which acetate is made.
Emporium was formerly a lumber cen-
ter. The timber to Its vicinity bas
now been almost all cut off and With
tin passing of lumbering the creation
ofithe new explosive plant comes ss a
grMt business boon to the residents
jutrih” town. Since the town bas. been
overrun vrith new employees and with
men looking for work, the merchants
have taken on new life, Emporium ti>
day being one of the busiest towns of
its size in the Untied States. Its he-
tels are crowded to their limit. Its
boarding houses are overcrowded, and
many men have been forced to go
out into tbe country and put up at
farmhouses' in order to get the shel-
ter necessary for their comfort

The new plant presents a milo4ong
scene of great activity, such activity
as Emporium never before knew. Tbe
buildings are not close to each other
las a general rule, for, in case of ex-
plosions. the company desires to save
as many of its buildings as possible.
The recent explosion at Sinnemahon-
ing, not far from Emporium, in which
six men were blown to bits, drove ter
ror into the hearts of the new workers
at the Emporium plant. Some of tbe
new men left the plant In baste after
the Sinnemahoning explosion. The
company finds no difficulty at present
In filling up Its ranks of laborers, there
being men on hand at Emporium who
do not balk at the most hazardous
of jobs. WTiile there are men wllUng
to take their lives in their bands and
Join the working force at the plant,
here are residents of Emporium who
fear to drive past the new plant,
thinking they may be caught in an ex-
plosion. Of course, the business men
of the town are boosting hard for the
new company which bas been the
means of trebUng their business dur-
ing the past few months.

Peaceful Little Valley.

It Is a peaceful little valley in which
thbe giant explosive plant is situated,
a valley, however, which may be
shaken by a tremendous explosion
some day as might any valley which
harbors a guncotton factory. Pitched
dow'n as it is between mountains, the-
force of the possible explosion will be
somewhat broken I*fore it reaches the
town of Emporium. Nevertbelesa, the
Emporium folk, used to tbe presence
of smalt dynamite factories near their
town, do not feel as secure as they
Mice did as the magnitude of the new
plant has stirred their imaginations.
That is why they are “Beelng" air
sblpa hovering over the plant at night
and looking for spies from Europe
when strangers enter the tokm. It Is
necessary to make btgh explosives for
armies under tbe present scheme of
civilization and it may as well be
made at Emporium. Pa., as any other
place to the United States, but the
making of It there”is being carried 00
In terror and m”™ery, which 111 ao
cords with modeim civilization.

A statement given 6ut by the
Netional Geographic society describes
thin place, the famed “motber of Rug-
Bian cities."

Kiev -to beautifully situated on the
broed Dnieper among a cluster of gold-
en hills.  There are other cities to
Russia ,to dispute Its claim of being
the cradle of tbe modern empire, but
it Is tbe undisputed cradle of ortho-
doxy, the birthplace ' of Russia’s
church, and it Is still a first religious
center. Holy Kiev is known as the
Russian Jerusalem. It Is a clty -ot
many churches, monasteries, sacred
relief and of numerous saints. More
than a quarter of a million pilgrims
have regularly visited the holy city
each year during times of peace. As
a place of pilgrimage, Russian Kiev
ranks with Mecca, with Jerusalem and
wltii Rome.

It Is a prosperous city, a modern
and a progressive one. in its newer
parts the streets are broad and
straight, and are built up with fine
homes and public buildings. In tbe
old quarter there ar™ modern bnlld-
ings from three to six stories high,
which is a rare thing In Russia. The
Kroatchatik is a splendid thoroi”-
fare, cut upon the most approved of
western city plans. However, as to
Petn~rad, the wide, regular streets
of the southern metropolis are a heri-
tage from the founders.

Founded in Seventh Century.

Take away tbe churches, with their
turnip, pineapple and pear-shaped
domes, take away the pilgrims and the

visiting peasants, and Kiev bas little
that is typically Russian. With the
growth of its industry and commerce,
it has adopted tbe modem city habit,
a habit which is the same tbe world
around.

Despite its obtrusive newness, Kiev
Is an ancient city, its fortunes have
been intimately connected with the
fortunes of Russia. It was founded
about the beginning of tbe seventh
century, and Its authentic history be-
gins wMh tbe arrival of the two Scan-
dinavian knights, Askold and Dyr, who
left Novogorod to take poasession of
it. Kiev early became Christian, and
tbe Greek faith was carried to the
rest of the Russians from here. In
the eleventh century there are said to
have been 400 churches within its
walls. The relations between Byzan-
tium and Kiev were close, and much
of the Greek culture that bas mlfied
itself with Russian life entered the
empire by way of this city.

Klev has been badly battered to
more than 1,000 years of wars and In-
ternal disorders, but ibbas bad a 1
log way of quickly covering up Ita
wounds and beginning afresh with re-
doubled courage. At one time It was
the capital of the Russian state. It
was subject for more than two gener*
atlons to the Mongols, wben it fell to
the ptisaeaalflD of the Lithuanian prin-

It was under the sway Mi I'oiaud, and
was finally reunited to Russia to 1686.
It Is by far the most important city
to'tbe Ukraine.

SPEAK TO PEACE CONGRESS

Chinese Editor Tells of Preparation
for War by China to Defend
Herself ~ Against  the
Japanese.

San Francisco—Count Okuma, Jap-
anese piemler. and Dr. Ng Foon
('bew. a Cbineae editor of San Fran-
cisco. told delegated to the luterna-
tional Peace congress Tuesday that
world peace was yet. a.fantasy ard
will be until tbe militaristic order of
things is changed. - .

In a message to the congress. Cduat
Okuma said there was no hope fir
peace so long as there exist naUons
or individuals who believe or eiialt
themSblves- as absolutely superior to
others, and to assert their superiority
to not hesitate to appeal to material
forces.

On the floor of tbe congress to-
night Dr. Ng Poon Chew added to
Count Okuma's statement.

“There will be wars and more wars
just so long as there -are two codes
of laws and two standards of moral-
ity. one goveruing nations, the other
individuals.” he said.

War. the doctor said, was going
to keep rlgbt on in one place or an-
other. Even China was preparing. He'
blamed western militarism, which be
said had not only parcelled China,
but had destroyed her ideals”of peace,
and he called Japan the disturber of
peace of tbe Orient.

"She is essentially a military na-
tion. and she has in herself the per-
fect compilation of the militarism of
Germany and the navyism of Englaod.
Her ambition is boundless.

"With such neighbors what must
China do but prepare for defense?”

"Before the European war broke
out we imported a large number of
men. the followers of the Prince of
Peace, from Europe, the seat of
Christendom, into ‘heathen China.' If
you are pleased to call us so. to in-
struct UBto turn our plowshares into
swords and our pruning hooks Into
spears.”

Selfishness. Jingoism, yellow jour-
nalism and poUUclans are chiefly re-
sponsible for misunderstandings that
have existed between the United
States and Japan, said Kiyo Sue Imii,
R lecturer of the Japan society of
America.

WARNS AGAINST BAD SEED

M. A. C. Advises Farmers That Normal
Crop of Beans Can Only 8e Re-
stored By Proper Seed.

East Lansing—Michigan farmers,
who-this season suffered the loss of
minions of dollars worth of beans
through inroads made on the crop by
anthracnese and blight, are being
warned by the Michigan Agricultural
college to exercise extreme care this
fall in selecting seed for next spring's
plajiting. The warning is in the form
of a bulletin by Prof. V. M. Shoesrolth,
bead of the farm crops department,
who says:

"It is estimated from rather general
observation that the state crop,' after
being hand picked, will not average
more than 30 or 35 per cent of nor-
ma). and may be considerably less.

"Michigan bean growers may not
however, appreciate the serious con-
‘dltlon in*regard to a suitable source
of seed beans for planting the 1916
crop. In most cases the home grown
beans cannot be recommended for
planting, but on account of the high
market price of beans, there will no
doubt be a tendency to plant badly dis-
eased stock. The use of such beans
will very materially reduce the yield
and will greatly increase tbe percent-
age of cull beans.

"Jt is very much cheaper to buy
good -seed even much above tbe mar-
ket price, rather than to grow a badly
diseased crop and pay five to seven
cents per pound for picking ‘out by
band the diseased beans.
