A lter the  divers bad inspected 4he lo­
comotive they came up and selected 
the tools.they desired to use, compris­
ing different kinds of wire rope slings, 
hooks, eyes, clevises, hoist beams and 
yokes.

Then they went down and attached 
the  slings ~and lines to  tbe locomo­
tive. In  three hours the  submerged 
locomotive was once more on tbe rails 
and very little  the  worse for the  ex­
perience. ' Getting It out-of the water 
BO promptly saved it. from damage by 
ru st or prolonged contact with tbe 
river bottom.—From popular Science 
Monthly and W orld's Advance.

It Is Interesting 
to  DOt^ th at when the United States 
paid Russia $7,200,000 for Alaska al­
most everybody agreed It was one of 
the worst real e s ta te^ an sac tlo n s  ever 
consummated. Then came tb e  discov­
ery of gold, the famous rush to the 
Klondike, and icebound Alaska was 
found to be in  every sense of tbe word 
a  veritable gold mine.

$420,006,000 worth of products, repre­
sented mo8tl7  In m inerals and fur, 
have been taken out of the  country—■ 
certainly not a  bad return  on the 
monep invested.

pany as the most marked triumph of 
its communication by wireless tele- 
phone^from the naval radio station at 
Arlington to Pearl Harbor. Hawaii, a 
distance of 4.000 miles.

Tbe Inventor, who has won fame by 
his electrical Inventions, dictated this 
statem ent:

"The experts carrying out this brll- 
tiant experiment are  naturally de­
serving of great credit for tbe skill 
they have shown in perfecting the de­
vices. These are  of two kinds: First, 
those serving to control transmission, 
and, second, those magnifying the re­
ceived impulse. That tbe control of 
transmission is perfect Is plain to ex­
perts from tbe fact that the Arlington, 
Mare Island, and Pearl Harbor plants 
are ail inefficient and that tbe dis­
tance of telephonic communication is 
equal to that of telegraphic transm is­
sion. It Is also perfectly apparent th at 
tbe chief m erit of the application lies 
in the magnification of the micro- 
phonic Impulse. I t  must not be imag­
ined that we deal here with new dis­
coveries. Tbe Improvement simply 
concerns the control of tbe transm it­
ted and the magnification of the re­
ceived Impulse, but the wireless sys­
tem Is tbe same. This can never be 
changed.

‘"That it la practicable to project the 
human voice not only to a distance of 
5,000 miles, but clear across the globe, 
I demonstrated by experlmeots in 
Colorado in 1889. I t Is claimed that 
static disturbance will fatally Inter­
fere with the' transmission, while, as a 
m atter of fact, there Is no sta tic  dis­
turbance possible tn properly designed 
transmission and receiving clrcu lta 
Quite recently I have described. In a 
patent, circuits which are absolutely 
Immune to -jtatlc^^^d other Interfer­
ences—eo much so that when a  tele­
phone Is attached, there is absolute 
silence, even lightning In the immedi­
a te  vicinity not producing a  click of 
the diaphragm, while in tbe ordinary 
telephonic conversation there are  all 
kinds of noises. Transmission with­
out static interference has many won­
derful properties besides, first of which 
is th at unlimited amounts of power 
can be transm itted with v e ^  small 
loss.

"Another contention Is th at there 
can be no secrecy In wireless tele- 
phowe conversation. I say it is absurd 
to raise this contention, when it la 
IioslUvely demonstrated by experi­
m ents th at the earth  Is more suitable 
for transmiBBlOD than any wire could 
ever be. A wireless telephone conver- 
sattoo «̂ gp be made as secret as a 
thought.

"It's all a  wonderful thing. Wireless 
Is coming to mankind In its full m ean­
ing like a hurricane some of -these 
days. Some day there will be. say. six 
great wireless telephone stations In a 
'world system ’ connecting all the in­
habitants of this earth to one another 
not only by voice but by sight. It's 
surely coming.”

"W ithout food, without a  drop of 
fresh water, suffering Intensely from 
the semitroplcal midsummer sun by 
day and from the cold at night, halt- 
famished and nearly crazed from 
thirst, we clung to tbe rigging of that 
half-submerged vessel for five days 
and Rights.

"Time after time I was in tbe no­
tion of letting go and ending the tor­
ture in tbe cool deep of tbe sea. but 
each tim e the love of life was too 
great, and I held on In the hope that 
some time before my mind left me.

R ECO GNITION WAS DENIED

Officials of Road Refute to T reat With 
Committee Representing Organ­

ization and W alkout Fok 
lows.

Detroit—Refusal of the  Michigan 
Central railway officials to m eet a 
committee of tbe  Brotherhood of Rail­
way Clerks precipitated a  strike a t 6 
o’clock Tuesday evening. W'ork stop­
ped in the shipping offices of Detroit, 
Chicago and Toledo. In  more than  50 
sm aller places of the western division, 
including Kalamazoo, Joliet, Chicago 
Heights, Michigan City, Battle Creek, 
Bay City, Cheboygan and Wyandotte, 
all freight clerks, b'Sggagemen and 
ticket sellers a re  out and huslaess U 
seriously handloapped.

J o ^  A. Moffit, mediator for the Uni­
ted Sm tes departm ent of labor, had 
been working since Monday, trying 
te bring the two clashing sides into a  
conference. He gave up and left De­
tro it a t 6 o’clock Tuesday evening.

A t the same time tbe ultimatum Is­
sued by the brotherhood went into ef­
fe c t  Word was sent to the  30 clerks 
on the n ig h t,sh if t a t  the  Michigan 
Central freight bouse a t the foot of 
Third street and they walked o u t  The 
house was locked up. At 8:46 o’clock 
12 uniformed policemen were detailed 
to the  freight! offices to prevent any 
outbreak. They patrolled tbe streets 
adjoining all n ig h t hut there  was no 
crowd or any sign of disorder.

Trouble has been brewing between 
tbe Brotherhood of Railway Clerks and 
the  company elnce las t May. Tbe 
clerks demanded an Increase of about 
.20 per cent In wages and recognition 
of seniority rights, and made othef 
itlpulatlons. Some increases were giv­
en. but the clerks declared they were 
only sops thrown >o prevent a  break.

J. J . Forrester, of Cincinnati, inter­
national president of the brotherhood, 
came to Detroit a  few days ago to take 
charge of the situation. He requested 
th at the railway officials meet a com­
m ittee to discuss the demands of tbe 
clerks. The request was refused. E.
D. Bronner, general m auager of tbe 
road, said Tuesday night th at the  poli­
cy of tbe  company was to  bear any 
grievances from committees represent­
ing different cities, but that It would 
not tre a t with a  committee represent­
ing tbe organization.

iU  enormous adaptlhtllty the lisec t 
kingdom makes the human r a ^  ap­
pear Incredibly Inefficient.

Civilization has for the last twenty 
years and more been steadily over­
turning the balance of nature, which 
has kept the Insect kingdom down, aud 
th is  sd en iis ts  throughout the world 
have recognized. Within half that 
tim e what amounts to a  world-wide 
organization has been formed to find 
and make known to all who care 
the  best ways to cope with the fast- 
growing swarms which menace hu­
manity. I t Is recognized th at only by 
a  tireless, long and costly and dan­
gerous struggle will man be able to re­
tain  his dominance and freedom to de­
velop bis world.

T h e ja te s t  warning of this peril to 
hnmSHlty has been sounded In a  most 
rem ^k ab le  fashion by ProL C. A. 
E a lai^ , one of the foremost entomolo- 
f is ta  OC-the world and th e  late prin­
cipal of the East Anglian college of 
agriculture of England. Professor 
Ealand begins bis remarkable work, 
which he calls ''Inaects and Man." 
with the following statement:

“It la fortunate for m an that the In­
sect world Is a  bouse divided against 
Itae lt Except for this check the hu­
man race woul^ be extinct In flve or 
alx years."

Tbe fecundity of many Insects Is 
enormous. Huxley estimated that, 
m ishaps apart, a single green fly would 
In ten generations produce a mass of 
organic m atter equivalent to 500,000,- 
000 hum an beings, or as many as tbe 
whole population of the  Chinese em­
pire!

From the earliest times man has suf­
fered from insect damage to his crops, 
his live stock and himself. Locust 
plagues rivaling those of Egypt have, 
come to man from time to time.

Tbe United States suffers damage 
annually to the extent of, 140,000,000 
owing to the depredations of tbe Hes­
sian fly; the cotton boll weevil causes 
an annual loss of 130,000.000; the cod­
ling moth $15,000,000. and the chinch 
bug $7,000,000. Add to this the dam­
age done by gypsy and brown-tall 
moths and the San Jose scale, to say 
nothing of- the host of minor pests, 
and the total assumes alarming pro­
portions..

The struggle for supremacy between 
insects and man is a  very real one 
the world over.

Bat only by ceaseless struggle can 
m a a  keep bis dominance. In his fight 
against Insects and bugs he has ar­
rayed against him an Incredible fecun­
dity and power of destruction.

The majority of people—unscientific 
people, th at la—says.Fl^}fessor ElalaniC 
think that the locust is the most de­
structive InsecL This Is partly be- 
cipae of the  Biblical plague having 

'b een  fixed in their minds. Tbe lo­
custs have done more damage in South 
AM ca and hindered agricultural prog­

ress there more than anywhere else 
in tbe world. In one winter alone the 
locust damage in South Africa was es­
tim ated a t $5,000,000.

To cope with the insects tbe govern­
ment has established a central bureau 
for watching them. Flights can be 
predicted and m easures taken to min­
imize them.

In the latter half of 1912 locusf 
swarms did $10,000,000 damage In our 
bwn Island of Vlsaya, In the Philip-' 
pines.

While the locust is prolific the cot­
ton weevil beats him. Professor 
Ealand estimates th at one weevil lay­
ing her 139 eggs by June 10 would 
probably bring half th at number—aay 
75—to m aturity by June 29. There 
are  a t least four generations in a  sea­
son. and the second generation would 
number about 2,450; the third 86,750, 
and the last and final generation 1.- 
001.250, or a total of 3,089,520 Indi­
viduals as the progeny of a  single pair 
of weevils and their progeny in a sea­
son. That is to say. one weevil tor 
every square foot of area in a  75-acre 
field. As over 50 per cent are de- 
etroyed by' natural conditions. It is 
doubtful If the actual increase In one 
season from a single pair ever ex­
ceeds 2,000,000. Alarming figures In 
all conscience, exclaims the entomolo­
g is t

This Is only one of a vast number of 
Insects th at man has to fight against 
Next come the disease carriers.

F irst In deadliness Is the mosquito, 
which Infests man with malaria, yel­
low fever and fllarlasls. Many parts 
of th e  tropics and lo ^ i t i e s  otherwise 
most desirable are  practically unin­
habitable to civilned man, owing to 
tbe ravages of malaria.

Malaria has been held responsible 
for the wiping out of the  ancient 
Greeks.

Not health alone, but m an's very 
pockets are affected by-this overmas­
tering IncpbuB. The mosquito plague 
has been responsible for arresting' the 
development of tbe whole sta te  of 
New Jersey.

Malaria is a  country rather than a 
town disease. I t was once supposed 
to be caused by dwelling in dsmp 
and m arshy places, and even now the 
belief dies hard In tbe m ii^s  of many 
peopi^, but it has been proved beyond 
dispute th a t  by the bite of infected 
mosqiHtoes, and by th at meana/alone, 
can this dread disease be transm itted 
from man to man.

Various estim ates have been made 
as to the number of bacteria that may 
be carried about tbe body of a single 
healthy, active fiy. One Investigator. 
T ony , puts the number at 28,000,000 
In Its intestine and 4,500,000 on the 
outer surface. Esten and Mason, by 
careful experiment, found that tbe 
number of external bacteria varied 
from 550 to over 6.500,000; other ob­
servers have put the number as high 
as 500,000.000 per fly. Tbe numbers 
seem Incredible. That one house fly 
can carry about Its body as many as
500.000.000 germs is almost beyond be­
lief. yet tbe estimated number la not 
tbe result of guesswork, but of care­
ful experiment. Looking a t the mat­
ter from tbe most favorable point of 
view, and supposing each fly to carry 
only 550 bacteria from place to place, 
tbe supposition, says Professor Elaland. 
Is not pleasant.

Come next the arm ies of tlcss. It 
has been shown by experiment that 
one variety of these which feeds upon 
human blood will weigh after a  meal 
ten tim es its original weight. Some 
species Increase to th irty  tim es their 
original w eight Imagine, says Pro­
fessor Ealand, a  hungry 200-pound man 
weighing 6,000 poands afte r a  single 
meal, or even after many meals! Re­
lapsing fever, spotted fever, a  pecu­
liarly deadly disease called verrug^ 
are  given mao by ticks.

Then there are  tbe lice which carry 
typhus and a  form ot Inflammatory 
rheumatism, and the fleas, which 
transm it plague to mai^.

As for the hosts that a ttack tbe 
domestic animals and transm it to them  
disease, were It not for natural checks 
and tbe vigilance of man tbere would 
not be a single animal left In the  
world within-ten years!

I t  Is this & atter of natural checks, 
the equlUbrlem which nature has pro­
vided against these m ost prolific of 
her children, th at Is now most wor­
rying the scientists.

Up until comparatively recent times 
great quantities of Insects were used 
for medicine, for dyes and so on, but 
this use has stekdlly lessened, and 
with the lessening naturally the In­
sects have increased.

The practice of the control of insect 
pests by their natural enemies la one 
of modern times, for the earliest rec­
ord of work on anything approaching 
a commercial scale, dates back by 26 
years. It Is based on the assumption 
that all nature is in a  sta te  ot equili­
brium—th at la to aay, th at all life. In 
i ts  native home. Is kept In check by 
other forms ot life which prey upon 
I t  More than th irty  distinct parasites 
and sdven kinds of predatory beetles 
have been Introduced Into tbe United 
Btatea to wage war on the gypsy and 
brown-tall moths, says Professor 
Ealand.

It will be recognized, says Profes­
sor Ealand, th at unless a parasite 
shows greater fertility  than  Its h o st 
Its power ot controlling the latter 
m ust be very greatly diminished. In 
this connection nature has come to 
the rescue ini a marvelous m anner by 
endowing many of tbe parasites with 
the power of "polyembryony." a 
phenomenon th at Is unique In tbe an­
imal kingdom. Parasites so endowed 
lay eggs sim ilar in external form to 
those of their lees fortunate relations, 
but from each egg emerges In due 
course not one larva, but a number 
of larvae, and by this means tbeir 
fertility Is much Increased.

A second and still more modem 
method of natural Insect control Is car­
ried Into effect by means of fungoid 
disease of Insects. These fungoids are 
scattered over large plantations with 
a dusting machine. All the insects In­
fected carry the disease to their nu­
merous relatives.

Lansing—Durr Lincoln, state sealer 

of weights and measures, has asked 
Attorney General Fellows to  advise 
him as to whether legal proceedings 
shOQld be started  against ihe  coal 
companies o r the railroad companies 
for failure •to weigh carloads of coal 
in the propifr manner.

According to Lincoln coal dealers 
are  heavy losers each winter when 
they purchase carloads ot coal th at 
contain hundreds of pounds of frozen 
mud and Ice. I t  Is claimed by the 
dealers, and these claims appear to be 
substantiated by tbe investigations 
made by the sta te  sealer of weights 

''^nd measures, th at tbe printed weight 
of tbe car is used to determine the 
capacity of tbe  car, although the  car 
may weight several hundreds pounds 
more than the weight specified.

Investigations last winter disclosed 
the fact th at in several instancee coal 
dealers were compelled to pay for 
several hundred pounds of ice. One 
car. the weight of which was given 
as 86.000 pounds. In reality weighed 
41,000 pounds, tbe difference being 
made by ice and mud In tbe bottom 
of the car.

Lincoln says th a t tbe coal compan­
ies disclaim liability and the railroads 
say they are In the freight business 
and are  not responsibility for tbe 
weights. The sta te  sealer of weights 
and measures points out th at the coal 
dealer Is being defrauded and he wants 
the attorney general to advise him 
whether to proceed against the coal 
company or the  railroads.

Further Investigations by the state 
sealer of weights and measures have 
resu lted  in warnings being issued to 
several paint m anufacturers th a t their 
pint and quart cans of pain, do not 
contain full measures. Lincoln says 
th at the cans m ust contain full meas­
ure where they are  advertised as 
quarts and plots.

The state fire m arshal's bureau 
announced th at it Is somewhat dis­
turbed over advertisem ents th at are 
running In a  num ber Michigan 
newspapers, calling the  attention of 
housewives to a  method of home dry 
cleaning by the combination of certain 
chemicals with two gallons ot gaso­
line.

Tbe bureau takes no exception to 
tbe efficiency of this as a cleaning 
proposition, but Is rerj  apprehensive 
of the' danger to Hfci. should such 
cleaning be undertaken within tbe 
home. Cleaning a t  all by 
gasoline. within the ordinary 
household, the  tiureau deems 
dangerous, and espeqlally the use of 
such a  quantity of gasoline as two 
gallons. Tbe bureau, warns tbe pub­
lic against all c lean^g  of this char­
acter. except cooducked In the open 
air.

That tbe warning lb based upon full 
knowledge of tbe f ^ t s  is learned 
from tbe departm ent records which 
show that more th«n 20 women and 
children have heeiT sacrificed In Mich­
igan since January by tbe careless 
use of gasoline. j

Home cleaning Is all right, according 
to  tbe  department] but proper safe­
guards should be used and never a t­
tem pt to clean with two gallons ot 
gasoline In the home. Take It out on 
the porch or out in the yard is better 
yet and a still better plan Is not to 
fool around with two gallons of gaso­
line a t all.

S tate Game Commissioner Oates has 
provided for a tabulation of tbe  kinds 
and quantity of m igratory game birds 
observed In Michigan this season and 
reports from deputies In the  field indi­
cate an Increase over recent eyars, 
partlcularily In rails, plover, wood­
cock and snipe. Ducks also show an 
apparent Increase In number and kind. 
The gain is assigned to  the protective 
workings of the federal laws.

Ducks reported are: American, red- 
breasted and hooded m erganser, mal­
lard. green and blue-winged teal, black, 
"English'' ^local name) teal, bald-pate, 
widgeon, golden-eye, gaiNrall, Barrow's 
golden-eye, redhead, pintail, canvas 
back. lesser scaup, buffle-bead, ring- 
neck. and wood-duck. No aider, aco- 
tor. harlequin or squaw- ducks have 
been observed.

Brant appeared In Michigan marshes 
this season, mostly in lone pairs. 
There has been a considerable fllglit 
of the Canada or cackllnp goose, but 
Michigan seems to afford no fit resting 
o r feeding pieces for them. Several I 
flocks have been reportel as relaying I 
over night In tbe back-water lakes o f : 
tbe  power dams on the Au Sable and 
M anistee rivers.

Of the lesser birds, upland plover. 
Wilsons’ snipe, kllldeer, and sora ntil i 
show tbe greatest apparent Increase. | 
Sandpipers a re  numerous and greater 
and lesser yellow legs, kln$ rail, gold­
en rail and wl!let have been generally 
otwerved.

Greater New York has made a  great 
.mistake In closing Its night schools. Is 
the  opinion of Fred Keeler, Michigan's 
sta te  superintendent of pnhlle instruc­
tion.

Superintendent Keeler Cites Detroit 
a s  an example o i the  good of night 
ecboots In Michigan. Replying to  a  
query from a  New York paper on New 
York's action. Superintendent Keeler 
says:

Dairy and Food Commissioner Jam es 
Helme filed with the  suprem e court a 
brief In defense of tbe law passed by 
the leg isla tu re  two years ago which 
prescribes th a t any sausage manufac­
tured and sold within this state shall 
not contain more than  two per cent of 
cereal.

Carl Dehn of Bay City, who was con­
victed unde rthe  provisions of this act 
by the dairy and food department, con­
tends th a t  the  m easure Is unconstitu­
tional. a  directed verdict of guilty was 
ordered by the circuit judge of Bay 
county In order th a t the constitutional­
ity  might be passed upon by the s ta te  
suprem e court.

I t Is Dehn's contention th at the  act 
is unconstitutional because tbe addi­
tion of cereal to sausage Is in no way 
injurious to  health  and its prohibition 
prevents him  from selling sausage 
containing more than  two per cent of 
cereal and thereby destroys his prop­
erty  rights. '

According to  the brief filed by Dairy 
and Food Commissioner Helme tbe 
pure food laws have In view two ob­
jects: First, the prevention of tbe ad­
dition of any substance to a food pro- 
du;;t which will effect tbe heath of 
the person using the same, and sec­
ondly, the prevention of the.addition 
of certain substances to food products 
which, while not deleterious to health, 
lower the value of the  food product 
and thus constitute deception and 
fraud upon the purchaser.

I t is not claimed by tbe  dairy and 
food commiesioner that the addition 
of cereal to sausage in any way affects 
the public health, but It Is his con­
tention th at a  large amount of cereal 
constitutes fraud and deception.

"The record shows considerably 
testimony from butchers engaged In 
tbe manufacture of sausage claiming 
th a t tbe  use of cereal Is absolutely es­
sential to the making of good sausage, 
and Its addition la to make tbe sau­
sage more palatable and binding," says 
Helme In bis brief.

"Such Is not the case. As a m atter 
of fact we think the court will take 
Judicial notice of the fact th at so- 
called country sausage made In the 
days of our fathers upon the farm, and 
still made today, la conceded to be 
perfection"In tbe line of sausage mak­
ing. and no farm housewife ever 
thought of adding corn or potatoe 
flour to her sausage. As a m atter of 
fact, tbe main and probably tbe sole 
purpose of tbe addition of cereal to 
sausage Is th a t It allows th e  addition 
of a large amount of water. That this 
Is recognized by the trade Is shown 
by tbe fact th at the m anufacturers 
of this flour, in offering It for sale to 
the butchers, do j io t claim any su­
perior flavor for their flour, but the 
main m erit th a t they urge upon the 
butcher is th at their particular kind 
of cereal flour for sausage making will, 
absorb a  larger amount ot water thsA 
th at of their competitors.

"This Is clearly a  fraud upon the 
consumer and in recent years house­
wives have -been greatly  surprised to 
see tbe bulk of their sausage decrease 
over oife-tblrd In cooking when tbe 
added ■Water, for which they paid fif­
teen cents a  pound, was driven off by 
evaporation. It was to prevent this 
fraud upon the  consumer th&t this 
la ^  was passed. I t Is not a question 
of public health but a  question of pr>  
tectlng tbe consumer from deception 
and fraud."

This is tbe second time in recent 
years th at the  court of las t resort has 
been enllgbtened on tbe question of 
sausage making. In 1909 the sta te  had 
a  case against a  Chicago packing 
house, and the judges decided that 
when properly labeled under tbe pro­
visions of tbe Michigan food laws, that 
cereal might be placed In sausage.

A complete change In paying tbe ex­
pense of bringing crim inals to  Michi­
gan from other sta tes on requisitions 
will be adopted before long, if Auditor- 
General Fuller can fix m atters with 
Governor Ferris to change tbe regular 
s ta te  blanks.

A forgotten sta tu te  passed 20 years 
ago has been found by whlcA it Is in­
cumbent upon the s ta te  to pay tbe .ex­
penses ot county officers when they 
go on extradition cases. Nobody can 
find a  single case In which the state 
has paid any money.

A new blank will be drawn up la 
which tbe counties will be charged 
with, tbe expenses. There Is a clause 
In the law which says th at the state 
shall pay the expenses, "unless other­
wise arranged for by tbe governor.”

William J. Galbraith, prosecuting at­
torney of H e g h to n  county, caused tbe 
new deal. He recently went with bis 
sheriff to a western state for four men, 
then wrote asking what percentage of 
the combined expense tbe state would 
pay. The total bill was $600, and Mr. 
Galbraith was politely informed that 
the state would pay nothing. Hla sec­
ond letter contained a reference to tho 
law.

W hat Auditor-General'* Fuller Is 
afraid of is old claims. As a  claim 
against the sta te  is never outlawed, 
some counties would have a  pretty 
fair bill tb  present if they cared to do 
so.

W arning to commission men that 
the sta te  food department intends to 
enforce rigidly the “misbranding act" 
was issued Saturday by Eugene Ber­
ry ,'a tto rney  for tbe department.

“The 'm isbranding act’ prohibits the 
branding of articles of food a t  any but 
their correct weigbL" said Attorney 
Berry. "The shippers of Michigan are 
aware of the law and comply with U. 
But outside shippers who send food­
stuffs in here don't seem to th ink  they 
are  amenable to  IL'

In need of n ight aehools morsk than 
New York. I hope the night s& ools 
win be opened. N ight schools solve 
the  problem of Illiteracy. In Detroit 
there are  18 aehools w ith an hnroU- 
m ent of 10,000. The city haa made an. 
appropriation for a  term  of 100 
sights."

The passing generation win recall 
the days of the old red seboolhoaBe— 
which, by the way, was seldom paint­
ed red—when academic education was 
primarily confined to two distinct in­
stitutions: the common school, which 
did not then begin i^ th  a  kindergar­
ten, but plunged the pupil Immediately 
Into tbe 8 R's of learning; and the 
college, which confined itself to  the 
classics.

In those days only a  very small 
percentage of boys entered college, 
and there was no higher Institution of 
learning open to girls than the  semi­
nary, with a curriculum sim ilar to 
that of our present high schooL

The young man wbo desired to  en­
te r  a  technical trade or to  perfect 
himself for any vocation, had to learn 
this business, trade, or profession, “a t 
tbe last," BO to speak. Even the 
would-be lawyer read law In a  law 
office, and the dentist entered a  den­
tis t’s office as an apprentice.

Today educational conditions have 
changed, and there  are  Innumerable 
technical schools as well as those 
teaching some one concrete profes­
sion.

Tbe young man. then, may learn 
his trade either in the old way, by 
entering IL or by attending some In­
stitution specializing in the vocation 
which he Is to follow.

Which is the better way?
Both, 1 say.
If one la to take up a technical 

trade requiring a scientific or other 
special knowledge, he would better 
spend a few years In some Institution 
which teaches one this vocation, or 
those allied to it, and then finish his 
education in tbe workshop or the  
office of a concern devoted to i t

I t  la obvious that the factory or the 
office cannot as easily impart the fun­
damental principles of a vocation as 
can a well-equipped Institution.

While a t work the apprentice Is 
obliged to do many tblngs which are 
not directly contributing to his edu­
cation. Ho obtains experience, it is 
true, but he is not allowed to have 
th at broadness of view which would 
come to blm in sebooL

The atmosphere of a  schoolroom ta 
conducive to  efficiency. One has noth­
ing else to think about; and. there­
fore. can devote his entire time to 
obtaining a  better knowledge of the 
work he Is to do for a living.

In recommending the technical 
schools, I am aware th at many of 
them are altogether too theoretical or 
academle;'afid that they are, perhaps, 
too broad Inriead of specific; buL tor 
all that, tbe well-equipped technical 
school places before- its  pupils the 
great fundamental principles, which. 
If rightly understood and applied, are 
of untold benefit.

Certain lines, however, cannot be 
taught In school; but a  fundamental 
knowledge of tbe majority of tech­
nical trades can be Imparted in the 
schoolroom and laboratory.

Practically all ot our best technical 
schools. Including Institutes of tech­
nology, are managed by experts, wbo. 
fortunately, are  composite men. not 
only understanding science, but hav­
ing the ability to impart Its prin­
ciples.

A graduate of One of these Insti­
tutes, while be may begin close to 
the bottom of the ladder, and while 
be may work for a  year or morp 
alongside of the  young man who has 
not been favored with bis opportuni­
ties, will eventually, all things being 
equal, advance more rapidly than will 
one wbo entered tbe trade as an aih 
prentice without good technical school 
training.

While this school training does not 
wholly give tbe experience of the 
workshop. It will teach one. first, the 
fundamental principles, and. secondly, 
how more easily to apply them.

GUMPTION.

. Gumption consists of common sense, 
rational reasoning, attention to details 
and persistent observation, that one 
may see more clearly and act more In­
telligently.

OumptfOD, like common sense, 
oomes a habit. To some extent It may 
be Inherited, but tbe brand of gump­
tion th at i s  good for anything, that 
may be applied to tbe affairs of life. 
Is largely acquired and comes to one 
because be makes an effort to get I t  

Ask tbe successful business man 
what appears to be tho m atter with 
many of bis employees, and be will 
aay that the inefficient ones lack gump­

tion. are  uninterested. Inattentive, Oft- 
ambitious, and, as a rule, tault-Andlns. 
They do not m ake an effort to  asa  
what nature has given them. H m t  
waste their time and their talents. 
They are  indolent; they perform the 
duties prescribed, but avoid responst- 
blllty; they do not love their work, and 
they do what they have to do aa auto- 
matlcally as machines. Few o t theM’ 
think Intently, and most of Uiem i 
not amenable to reason. They 
always looking a t the clock, aeldoea 
realizing that autom atic action in Itself 
does not stand tor promotion, or tor 
more than ordinary acoompllshma 
Because they do not make strenuous 
effort, because they do not do Utetr 
best, their ability, even though It may 
be great, la below par In every markaL' 
They begin as clerks, and 
clerks, seldom rising above subordi­
nate poeltlona, allowing others o t no 
greater ability to  supersede them.

It Is obvious th at ability is not d l^  
tributed equitably—o r a t agy rate doi 
not appear to  be-—and some men ara  
undoubtedly able to do tblngs which 
others cannot aceompllsb; but It la 
neviertheless aa  Indisputable tact th at 
those who try  and try  hard, a re a  
though they may possess only ordi­
nary capacity, outpoint those of 
greater a b lll^  who plod along dlsaat 
lafled with everything save thems^vaa,*

Tbe man with gumption thinks whUa 
he works. Every effort he makua 
teaches blm to do the same thing bat­
ter next time. He is  faithful, but 
more than that—he la energetic and 
looks upon his capacity, whether it ba 
great or small, as a  commercial asiat, 
to be used as any other commodity.

Every man Is a  salesman of h lm stlf 
Unless be considers his ability a  mar­
ketable commodity, as he would s  saok 
ot flour or a keg of nails, to be sold 
a t an advantage, be la not likely to  rlsa 
above a mediocre state, but probably 
will remain at tbe bottom, or near to  
It, a  plodder, not a pacer.

Get gumption.
Tou can have gumption it you wlO: 

perhaps not as much of it as can ba 
obtained by greater ability, but enough 
of it to lift you beyond the ordinary 
and place you In the rising class.

You are m aster of yourself, evea 
though you have a  m aster. It is tor 
you. not the man for whom you work, 
to .say whether you wU! stay down 
or go up.

NO SYMPATHY FOR NEUROTIC

Medical Man Haa Placed Them in a  
Class That Might Be Called 

Hypocrites.

Don't use the word ''rjxeamattsm." 
for It means nothing. Tbe same may 
be said o t "neurosis." According to 
Dr. Louis Caeamajor, chief of the Van­
derbilt Clinic and Instructor in neu­
rology at Columbia university, in on 
address a t Bloomlngdale b o s p lt^  New 
York, 'Tbeumatism" Is a  term  "which 
has been spread. In popular and In ­
deed In medical use. tn such a 
layer to cover such a large number 
o t conditions th at it haa ceased long­
er to have a  diagnostic slgnlficsnca. 
and conveys now no more real moan­
ing than does tbe original word ‘pain* 
for which it is substituted. The same 
may be said of ‘neuritis,' merely an­
other way of saying pain—an explana­
tion which explains nothing, and when 
combined with the foregoing in Ttaeu- 
matlc neurosis' we have a tem^ df auf- 
ficlent Inaccuracy to satisfy, the moot 
fastidious neurotic."

Doctor Casamajor went on to assert 
a critical elpdy of a neurotic per­
son's talk "quickly reveals the fact 
th at it is a wealth of details with no 
point . . .  for If be should get the 
point be would cease to be a neuroilo. 
Possibly he might be something 
worse." Doctor Casamajor calls neu­
rosis an asset. "Every neurotic has 
something to gain by being a neu­
rotic, and he ceases to be so when 
tbls element of gain dlsappeara.
. . . At best It gives tbe Individual 
an excuse for leading a more or less 
easy life, Burroand«9d by tbe sympa­
thy which civilized people feel la due 
tbe sick.”
