different parts of tbe carcase, ont
make tbeir selectlODs of meat solely
according to babit or fancy. In fact,
little accurate data along this line
bas bitberto been available to those
who wished to buy meats on a rational

basfa As a result, a few well-known
cuts are generally In demand, and
the- remainder of tbe carcass Is a

“drug pn the market.” To such an
extreme has this condition developed
that a portion of tbe carcass (loin and
ribsl, forming only about one-fourth of
Its weight, represents nearly one-half
of Its retail cost. In view of the
jarge place which meat occupies in
the America diet, amounting to nearly
one-third of tbe average expenditure
for all food, the importance of an m-
ielllgent understanding of the sub-
ject on the part of tbe consumer Is
readllj apparent.

Not only are the foregoing state-
ments true of meat producers and
consumers essential to the.intlre beef-
cattio Industry, on the one hand, and
the economic welfare of the beef-eat-
Ing public on the other, that a more
intelligent undferstanding of the dif-
ferent cuts Of meat be acquired by
consumers -generally. An Increased
demand for those portions of the car-
cass “~-hlcb are now difficult for the
butcher to dispose of w.ould contribute
larr.ejy toward a more stable condition
of tbe trade and thus enable the pro-
ducer to operate with greater couh-
dence and economy. At the same time
It would effect a tremendous saving
to the consumer himself by more
nearly equalizing the market values
of the various cuts and by enabliug
the retailer to operate with a smaller
margin of profit, thereby helping to
solve the high cost of living, in so

fai' as meat is concerned.
Loin steaks average 59 pbf cent
lean. 32 per cent visible fat. anu 9

per cent boite. Sirloin steaks in gen-
eral contain a greater proportion of
lean and smaller proportion of fat
than porterhouse and club steaks.

There Is a
wide divergence In the way tbe rump
of beef Is cut. for instance, and the
way in which lamb and veal are cut
up ts Usp a matter' of the butcher’s
opinion. To illustrate, one butcher
In a small town cut lamb chops from
the forequarter, tbe first being
frenebed, and those near the shoul-
der, which- he called rack chops, be-
ing sold at a less price, for stewing or

braising. Not a block away was a
butcher who sold the entire rack,
from the first chop up to the shoul-
der. as French chops, at 35 cents per
pound, and recognized no difference
in thbe quality of the meat. There
Ip also another point to consider, and
that is the way the meat Is trimmed,
some butchers trimming closely be-
fore weighing. In which case the meat
may be well worth a cent or two a
pound more, and others weighing first
and trimming afterward.

Marketing should be done In person,
lo thia rule there is no exception. It
is for the purchaser herself to see
whether thj chops be large or small,
the slice of ham-of the proper cut and
thickness and what the proportion of
waste in the piece of meat she Is pur-
chasiug. It is too much to expect of
a busy marketman, who has hundreds
of customers, to put himself In the
place of such a customer and give
her exactly what she would have se-
lected herself. The only sure way of
getting exactly wbat is best for each
particular family Is for tbe house-
keeper herself lo Insp'ect and select
the meat and see it cut off.

As to the purchasing of pieces of
meat which will answer for more than
one dinner, such as roasts, It should
be found from experience jnst bow
many pounds are needed for the two
or three meals to be supplied, and
that much always purchased. It is
sometimes economy to buy a large cut
of meat. A small roast costing 60 or
75 cents might be enough for only
one dinner, where a larger one. cost-
ing |1, would furnish meat for two
dinners at an average cost of 50
cents, a saving worth while. It baa
been found better economy by expe-
rienced cooks and caterers to plan the
left-overs in this way than to buy
whatever tbe marketman offers, and
then utilize any left-overs there may
be. Tbe same rule applies to chlckea
or any other sort of meat.

BULDING STEHAL. CARS

WORK THAT, REQUIRES
SKILL AND MACHINERY.

FINK

Immense Shears That Cut Through a
Quarter*lneh Plate With Eaee-
Thouaanda of Rivets Used on
Every Carriage.

The building In which steel box cars
are constructed for a leading eastern
railroad—the Altoona Steel Car shop—
covers the space of a large city square
and looks as though it had been built
te be the mAimaoth of all convention
nails. The visitor’s first impression Is
Ihat he has entered a boiler factory.
This Is because every car Is put to-
gether with 6,100 rivets and every
rivet is driven home with a rattle of
blows from a pneumatic riveting tool
—unquestionably one of tbe most suc-
cessful noise-making devices ever in-
vented.

Someone with a taste for figures has
calculated that on a busy day the riv-
eting tools In this building strike 1.-
000.000 Impacts upon resounding steel,
or 25 to 30 per second throughout the
working hours.

A steel box car from the trucks up
>-Mat Is. the underframe, body and
roof—is built practically altogether of
‘riveted steel plates.

I These plates are first moved by over-
[head cranes to the shearing machines,
| of which there are several of different
sizes. Suspended in chains, so that
®hey may be swung and turned with
the least possible expenditure of hu-
man effort, the plates are seized by
gangs of men, who, combining skill
with brawn, guide them between the
blades of the shears, ~where they are
cut into the proper shapes. The larg-
est of the sheais can make a 10-foot
cut in a quarter-inch'steel plate

as easily as a tailor snips three Inches
from a piece of cloth.'

Next the rivet holes are punched.
On the longest pieces this Is done on
the “multiple punch,” a wonderful ma-
chine which bandies four pieces of
work at once and can make as many
as 160 boles through a half-inch steel
plate on- every movement.

After the punching, if the plates are
not Intended for parts of the car which
are perfectly flat—this is, if the edges
are to be turned for riveting, or If
they are to be bent Into th® "U” forms
used in giving rigidity to the under-
frame—they next go to the forming
presses. These are the most powerful
machines in the shops. The lajg'~st
of “em Is capable of exerting neatly
4,000,000 pounds pressure. It folds
steel so noiselessly and easily that
It is difficult to realize the enor-
mous power that is applied.

Fitting the center sills is the first
job in “erecting” a car. Then a gang
of men, armed with pneumatic riveting
tools, fasten the sills together as fast
as red-hot rivets can be tossed to them
from the forges.

Next in order, after tbe joining of
tbe center sills, Is the fitting and riv-
eting of tbe diaphragms and braces,
tbe application of air-brake equipment
and couplers, and riveting the sides
and ends.

The car Is then lifted from the small
erecting trucks and lowered on a set'
of regular trucks w-bich are placed on
a standard gauge track leading out in-
to the yards.

Tbe roof is next added. Tbe last
operation Inside tbe shop is riveting
on the side ladders and hand-holds
and applying the band-brake equip-
ment. The car Is pushed out into the
yard, where it is cleaned with benzine,
to remove grease. It is then ready for
painting.

After getting, all the
tects the .superintendent of the divis-
ion reported that the accident was
caused by the chance assignment of
three tfibral weaklings to the same
crew. The conductor bad been fired
once before fqr causing a collision
and was not a man of strong charac-
ter. The engineer’s record showed
three previous suspensions, and he
was known to Indulge occasionally In
gross Immoralities. The fireman had
been In trouble over a scandalous do-
mestic difficulty. The superintendent
summed up:

"Having In tbe service such men as
these, the best Way to frame up a
collision Is to get them together in
the same crew."

The Railway Age Gazette comments
on the gravity of this danger and tbe
difficulty of forestalling it, and sug-
gests that perhaps It would be a good
rule “to make sure of at least one
wholly trustworthy man on every
train." The point is that In this par-
ticular railroadingdoea not differ from
any other human pursuit having to
do with the hard facts of this world.
The basis of them all Is character and
lack of character means loss and peril
and death.—Collier’s Weekly.

Sharpshooter's Bullet Has Spe-
cial Formidableness.

For Hours the Sniper Pstiently Wafts
for the Opening of a Loophole
or the Sight of
a Cap.

British Headquarters.—It would be
Interesting, if such a calculation were
possible, to classify the agencies to
which the total dally casualties are
due. Whatever the statistics might
prove, the most formidable agency is
still the sniper’s bullet.

It is possible, perhaps even proba-
ble. that tbe majority of Britiah caa*
nalUes would be found to be attributed
to shell fire. It might be found that
along a particular line of trench the
bulk of the men are knocked out by
hand grenades. But tbe sharpshoot-
er's bullet has a special formidable-
ness of its own such as is enjoyed by
BO other weapon.

The.shell, the rifle grenade, the
trench mortar at least give some
warning to the ear; the bomb and the
aerial torpedo are visible as they come
through the air In daytime, and may
frequently be dodged. Tbe “listen-
ers” are generally able to give some
warning as to the operations and prog-
ress of hostile mloers, The bullet
alone is absolutely unobtrusive, Instan-
taneous, and unceasing. '

One may take a certain amount of
liberties, as It were, with shell Are.
A single man, or even two men. pro-
vided that they are not obviously peo-
ple of Importance, may risk a walk
along a stretch of ground in view of
the enemy’s guns, simply because it
la not worth a gunner’s while to -ihoot
at every individual enemy he sees.”

No such familiarity la safe with a
sniper. He Is always on the lookout
for UDconsidered trifles, and all the
more ready to fire that his ammuni-
tion is so cheap and plentlfuL

This static trench warfare has large-
ly curtailed the activities of the old
type of sniper—of the sniper, that Is
to say. who concealed himself tn some
neat piece of cover and thence, with
the aid of telescopic I'ghts, picked off
individuals at a long range. And this,
tor two reasons.

In the first place, ae soon as the
two armies realized that trench war-
fare was likely, to last for months,
they set to work very naturally to
elaborate their defenses, and have
largely defeated the sniper proper by
the very elaboration and multiplicity
of their communication trenches. And,
secondly, the immobility of the front
has meant that very mauy of the
anlper'a haunts have gradually become
found out and are ao carefully
VMtcbed as to be almost untenable.

The old sniper has thus been forced
more and more Into the background,
and finds It increasingly difficult to
get anything like a good day’s bag.

The other afternoon 1 was 'with
two snipers when they at last spotted
a German aonning himself in a field.
The distancs®aa made out to be Just
over 2,000 yards. Bach of my com-
panions was a weU-known big game
*hot, and they each fired a couple of
rounds at the enemy.

The bullets must have gone uncom-
fortably near the mark, tor, after each
shot the man stared about him with a
puixled movement, but be stalked off
unhiL This was, of coarse, an ez-
tssAHe range, but the marksmen were
aaeepUonally good.- and their failure
to find anything but ao onpromlting
a target”"ow e clearly mioagh that
the only poesible marks are frequently
eet at Tlrtually Unpoaalble rangea.

A mao, whom 1 will call "A," was
admittedly one of the first ball dozen
rifle shots in Great Britain. In the
early days of the war his special
value as a rapid flrer during the Ger-
man attacks In masses was great
"A" was later put In-a machine-gun
section, and was finally killed while
going to fetch water for the gun.
That, surely, was a Job which might
have been detailed to a less valuable
man. It would seem to be only com-
mon prudence that first-class shots
should be carefully busbtoided.

IS WRKOHRS

stretcher Bearer Gives Impres-
sions of Life at Front.

Is Nearly Overcome by Sight of First
Operation Till Given Slap by Sur-
geon—Dare Not Tell Men
Truth.

Vniers-Cotterets.—"We had "ust left
the hospital and bad reached the sta-
tion. We were exchanging glances of
Joy and shaking bands, saying "Paris!
We are going to see Paris again." The
train was waiting on a siding. We
climbed Into It; the hospital atten-
dants placed us In our seats.

There 1 heard a conversation that
struck me more than has any other
since the beginning of the war. One
of the soldiers In our carriage, doubt-
less in a confidential mood that day,
began to relate the impressions of bia
life as a military hospital attendant

“It was In the early days of the war.
| had' received a commission as
stretcher bearer in a hospital at Nice.
The first wounded arrived; long trains
were filled with them; they bad lain
on thbe straw of the cars throughout
the Interminable Journey across
France in slow military trains, which
were constantly delayed. Many died
on the way; others were landed here
and there in heaps. How feverishly
we had to work; there was not a min-
ute to be lost *

"I remember the terrible slap the
head surgeon gave me the first day be
entered the operating room, when |
was ordered to bold a wounded sol-
dier whose leg was being amputated.
The odor, the cruel siight of the opera-
tion, caused me to turn as white as
death, and | was about to faint. That
blow brought me ‘quickly to my
petneff: 1 tBtoo Seen worse sights
since!

"We spent some terrible moments
of anguish there. We had no anti-
tetanus serum; we had written and
telegraphed everywhere for It. but the
hospitals which bad it kept It Jeal-
ously and it was Impossible to obtain
any.

“l recall one of the finest men 1
have ever known, a charming com-
rade. who was wounded In the foot.
His wound was not serious; at the
end of two weeks It had healed. Then
one night be felt a stiffness In bis
neck; bis mind began to wander, his
muscles to contract. He was done
for. All we could do was to relievo
his suffering.

"Whenever a patie'nt had an attack
of this nature we dared not tell him
what It was. He was sent to a spe-
cial hospital; it wasn't a hospital. It
was a morgue. He went there to die.

"Finally, one day we beard that
serum could be procured at a fantas-
tic price in Italy. The doctor immedi-
ately requisitioned tbhe swiftest auto-
mobiles be could find In Nice. The
next day we bad serum and tetanus
disappeared.

“The recollection of this period Is
not more terrible than that of tbe
days | spent In Arras as stretcher
bearer during the fierce combats of
Notre Dame de Lorette. | wvs there
a month gathering the dead and
wounded: witnessing the most terri-
ble mutilations; my ears filled with
the groans of men. ‘fhe work was
b~rd; we bad to carry the men away
Cn our back*, for the approaches were
too narrow to permit of tbe use of
stretchers. More than one died on
mi back.

‘T am old; I'm forty-six. 1 was taken
from the trenches, and | am now one
of the conductors of this train of
wounded.

"Day before yesterday we bad a
wounded soldier whose bead was a
mass of bandages, with a little hole
In tbe place of his mouth. Another
hospital attendant and 1were curious
enough to raise bis bandage. His tag
Indicated that bis nose and tbe lower
part of his face had been tom away
by tbe splinter of a shell. By luck
he had not lost bis sight. His wounda
bad been cleaned and disinfected; n
piece of skin bad been removed from
bis back and applied to bis face; In
this a round bole was made through
which he was fed, and another
through which be breathed. Liquid
food was given him by means of a
rubber tube.

“And those poor unfortunates whose
limbs have been amputated! 1 saw
one whose two arms and a leg had
been cut off. He bad received more
than 200 shell splintera; the greater
pan were small, like pinbeada”

As we listened to this man. sad and
serious, a fine tall Moroccan, who was
wounded, got up from bis seat tils
eyes were filled with tears and be
started to talk with fierce energy:

“Why French take care boche
wounded? After war they go home-
have many children; begin war again
with children, and war no good.
French stnpld. Boebes, kin all, all
bad men. When no more bochea, m
more war. That good.”

GROWS RICHER EVERY YEAR

United State* Swelle Its Coffers With
Every Twelve Months Thst
Pan Into Oblivion.

In the past sixty-flye years the na-
tional wealth of the United States has
Increased 2,258 per cent, from 87.136,-
000,000 in 1850 to $187,730,000,000 In
1912. Theoretically, every man. wom-
an and child In the country Is worth
$1,965. In™1850 the per capita of
wealth was only $308. so every Ameri-
can’s theoretical equity In tbe coun-
try’s wealth Is six times as great as
sixty-five years ago.

More than 15 per cent of the na-
tional wealth, or nbont $12,314,000,000,
Is real estate and Is exempted from
taxation. This Includes public works
and property used for religious and
charitable purposes.

Of the present national wealth,
$98,363,000,000 Is In taxed real prop-
erty and Improvements; $16,149,000,-
000 represents railroads and. their
equipments;  $14,694,000,000 is In
manufactured products; $8,463,000,000
Is In furniture, vehicles and the like;
$238,000,000 la In live stock and $6,-
091,000.000 In manufacturing machin-
ery, tools and implements.

The richest state Is New York with
$25,011,000,000 of property wealth.
Then comes Illinois with $15,484,000.-
000, and Pennsylvania with $16,458,-

Britain’s national wealth was esti-
mated a year ago at $108,280,000,000,
and Germany’s In 1908 at $77,864,000,-
000.

MANY WIRELESS STATIONS
Germany Prepared for Emergencies
That Would Arise In the Day
of Conflict.

Part of German preparedness for
“the Day" was tbe erection of a world-
wide system of bigb-power wireless
stations. When tbe war started there
were in operation Gerfnan wireless
stations in Europe, Africa, America
and the South seas. Many have been
dismantled by tbe allies, but the three
greatest still remain and serve to keep
Germany in communication with the
outside world, even though the cables
be cut.

“he three greatest stations are at
Nauen, Germany; SajrviUe, L. I., and
“somewhere” tn Spain. The French
claim that there is a German wireless
station in every state In the Union.
Outside of tbe Sayvllle station there
are known to be four high-power sta-
tions in Mexico and ten In South
America, the latter having added ma-
terial” in the exploits of the German
sea Aiders in both the Pacific and the
48$"tlc.

The Spanish, Sayvllle and Nauen
stations are probably the most power-
ful tn tbe world. They are each sup-
posed to have a constant transmit-
ting poT~r of 6,000 miles, ocasionally
raised t” 7,200 miles. The waves are
BO powerful that they temi>orarny par-
alyze other aerial communications.

Waterproofing French Uniforms.

In the rainy season, which lasts well
Into tbe summer in parts of France
and Belgium, the French army author-
ities faced the necessity of providing
an inexpensive and effective means of
waterproofing the uniforms of their
soldiers. A chemist came to their
rescue with the information that the
fat extracted from wool while In the
process of cleaning it for manufacture
would serve their purpose.

Experiments proved that tbe chem-
ist was right The waterproofing is
done by reducing the wool fat to a
Ugnld by the use of a solvent and di-
lating It with benzine or naphtha.
The garment 1B soaked in this solution
for a few minutes. It dries In a short
time. Neither the color of the article
nor the fabric Is impaired by the treat-
ment. Y

VEut's naked-eye comet, known as the
"war comet," discovered at the close
of 1913 and destined to remain visible
for the next five years (from which
the superstitious might augur seven
years of war); (3) tbe transit of Mer-
cury on November 7, 1914; (4) the fall
of a 35-pound mete~t” in England
last October; .(5) the great Italian
earthquake of January 13, 1915; (6) a
“tricolored” star, of which ,M. Flam-
marion promises to flimish particu-
iars later; only remarking for the
present that it was an optical effect
much exaggerated by the popular
imagination; and lastly all sorts of
renkarkable weather, including a win-
try day in June of last year, with a
minimum temperature of 41 degrees
in Paris. It Would be too bad. adds
tbe Scientific American, to refute this
accumulated evidence of the futility
of modem science by seeking for pre-
vious periods of a year or so in which
similar omens were manifested and
no war followed.

IMPORTANT POWERS GIVEN

Petitipn for Voto On CentUtutional
Amendment Filed By the Fr»*
ternel  Amendment
League.

Lanalng—Figures taken from the
last annual report of the state rail-
road coromiasion show that during
7.914 the commission passed favorably
upon stock and bond iasues of public
utilities corporations amounting In all
to 1233,909.239.

Steam and electric railroads were
given permlssidn to Issue stock and
londs amounting to 1202,104,000.
Light, gat. water and power compan-
ies ipcelved the approval of the com-
mission for issues amounting to [30,-
677,600. The total amount authorized
for telephone companies was $769,239,
and misoellaneoua public utilities were
authorized to issue stock and bonds
amounting to $458,500.

As a result of the Increased author!'
ty granted the state railroad commis-
sion in recent years, this commission
is possessed of great power and is one
of the most important arms of the
state govomment.

It was only a few years ago that the
Btee struggled altmg with but one
railroad eommissibner. Several years
ago the ctate railroad commission,
composed of three members was cre-
ated and It was given authority- to
pass upon the stock and bond issues of
practically all tbe public utilities cor-
porations doing business in Michigan.

The present commission 14 com-
posed of Lawton T. Hemans of Mason,
who is chairman of tbe board, Charles
B. Cuno'ngham of Detroit and C. L.
Glasgow, of Nashville.

Hemans .is a lawyer and attends to
all the legal problems confronting the
commission. Glasgow Is a practical
business man and knows something
about the difficulties of tbe shippers,
while Cunningham, who for nearly 40
years vas a railroad employe, under-
Btapds thoroughly the practical side of
tbe railroad business. Tbe law pro-
vides that there shall not be more
than two of one politlcaKparty on the
commission. Hemans and C.unningbam
are democrats and-Olasgow is a re-
publican.

The republican member of the board
Is now serving his seventh year. He-
mans .was appointed four years ago
and Cunningham became a member of

; the cojiimisBlon in 1914.

Before any public utilities corpora-
tI(m can sell stock or Issue bonds, ap-
plication must first be made to the
comml-ssion. A date for a hearing is
set and the proposition Is thoroughly
investigated before any action is ta-
ken. In a majority of instances, es-
pecially where there is a large amount
at stake, an appraisal- of tbe com-
pany’s property is made, and If the
assets are Insufficient, the issue is re-
fused. The commission is supposed
to stand as a protector for the invest-
Ing~publlc and so far.no criticism has
been directed against its actions.

Although the deer hunting season
does not open until November Ib.
many nimrods have already obtained
licenses and are on the way to the
Lortb woods to open their camps and
be ready for tbe early shooting.

Under the law passed at the last
session of the legislature a hunter Is
permitted to kill but one deer during
a season.

With his license he Is given a metal
seal with an automatic lock. As soon
as he kills a de”r the hunter Is re-
quired to attach this, tag to the deer.
It is unlawful for a hunter to have in
bis possession a deer to which a seal
has not been attached. The seals are
number to correspondend with the li-
cense.

Many hunters have written to the
game warden's department asking
whether it is lawful to kill a deer and
eat it in camp and then kill another
for shipment. Game Warden Oates
points to the law which limits each
hunter to cme deer. If a hunter eata
his venison in camp he must return
home empty banded or run tbe risk of
a heavy floe.

It is believed that the one deer law
will reduce the number of hunters thfs
year and as each man will be anxious
to land a buck, it is expected that the
number of accidents will be less than
In prevlons seasons. Warden Oates
says that If each hunter would wait to
SM the home of the buck before shoot-
ing. that there would be leas fatalities
during the hunting sef~n

the last session of the legislature. The
Ogg bill requires all -fraternal bea”
flclary societlea to maintain rltoaligtio
form of government, while the pro*
posed amendment makes this feature
optional with the members.

The amendment requires tha legis-
lature to provide by general law for
the'Incorporation and regulation of fra-
tem” Deoefit societies, which socie-
ties are defined as, any corporation
without capital stock organized and
carried on solely for the mutual bene-
fit of Its members and their benefi-
ciaries, and hot for profiL and which
shall make provision for death bene-
fiu.

Under the terms of the proposed
amendment such socletlee may pro-
vide for t~ payment of benefits in
case of tem'porary or i>ermanent physi-
cal disability, either is tbe result of
disease, accident or old age, and for
the payment of last sickness and fu-
neral benefits. Any such society may
at its option have a lodge system, with
ritualistic form of work but neither
such lodge system nor ritualistic form
of work shall be compulsory, accord-
ing to the amendment.

Provision Is also made that no”law
shall be void which denres'any fra-
ternal benefit society the right to ex-
pend its funds, other than mortuary
funds, for the circulation of petitions
or otherwise promulgating laws and
constitutional amendments for Its own
protection. Tbe officers of the Frater-
nal Amendment League are located at
Grand Rapids.

A touring car or runabout remodel-
ed Into an automobile truck will be
classed as a truck and not as a tour-
ing car by the secretary of state, as
the.result of a ruling rendered by At-
torney General Fellows. When the
body of a car Is altered to meet truck
requirements the machine ~must be
classed as a truck, according to the
attorney general.

The state’s legal"department has al-
so informed the state board of health
that the captain of a boat may not
under ordinary circumstances bind the
company for expenses Incurred for
caring for members of the crew suffer-
ing from contageous diseases.

In another oplnipn the attorney gen-
eral says that sheriffs are not entitled
to a fee of thirty-five cents except on
the first commitment or final dis-
charge of prisoners.

George B. Hamilton, who was sen-
tenced to Marquette prison to ser\'e
from ten years to life for sending an
infernal machine to the sheriff ot
Houghton county in 1908, will be giv-
en bis liberty in 1918, and possibly
sooner if be can convince the pardon
board that he is entitled to clem-
ency.

In an opinion rendered Friday morn-
ing tbe supreme court held that Ham-
ilton was In reality sentenced for a
term of ten years, and as he was com-
mitted to Marquette In 1908 his term
will expire in 1918. Hamilton appear-
ed before the supreme court Last
spring intending to argue bis own
case, but finally induced an attorney
from St. Johns to appear for him.

He is~trong-
ly of the opinl(Hi that all Indians and
those of Indian descent are “foreign-
ers" and that the marriage of a white
man to a woman of Indian descent
causes him to forfeit all rights to citi-
zenship.

The writer of the letter whose name
and address the attorney general re-
fuses to divulge, declares that the gov-
ernment has always classed women
with Indians as far as the right to
vote is concerned and be claims that
this fact Is enough to disfranchise the
president.

WETS WIN AGAIN IN OHIO

Mairi Interest In Tuesday’s Contests
Centered About Amendments
Submitted in States.

New York—Woman suffrage was de-
cisively defeated Tuesday In all three
of thS states where the proposition
waA”submitted to the voters—New
York. Massachusetts and Pennsyl-
vania.

Early returns indicate that suffrage
was beaten In New York by not far
from 200,000. , The majority against
It'In New York city was 92,600.

The vote on suffrage from 2.467 dis-
tricts out of 6,713 in New York state
gave 241,928 for and 321,418 votes
against the measure.

In  Massachusetts the  majority
against was more than 100,000, vil-
lages. towns and cities returning fig-
ures of about two to one against the

suffrage proposition. Boston. Phila-
delphia, Pittsburg and New York
voted heavily against the gallantly

aspiring women.

In Pennsylvania, where suffrage re-
ceived considerable support in the
rural counties, the RepubUesm organi-
zation. swinging state and big cities,
smothered tbe suffragists. The count
of votes was so slow that no accurate
estimates could be supplied but the
opinion was that Pennsylvania voted
down suffrage by 250,000.

Everywhere the vote on suffrage
seemed to he cast quite irrespectively
of arty lines ,cr affiliations.

Weta Win Again In Ohio.

Columbus, O.—For the second time
in two years, Ohio voters Tuesday re-
jected a state-wide prohibition amend-
ment to the constitution.

Estimates based on returns received
up to midnight show that the proposal
was defeated by a majority vhich may
reach 40.000. Last year's majority
waa 84,000.

Incomplete returns from 55 counties
gave the following results;

For prohibition. 45,200;
120,500.

McCall Wins In Masaachusetta.

Boston—Samuel McCall. Republican,
was elected governor of Massachu-
setts by'3,600 plurality over Governor
Walsh, Democrat, Tuesday.

In many Instances the danc-
ing hall 1"connected with a saloon and is free, or the cost la nominal, the
proprietor finding his profit in the beer an” liquor sold. There is the peril
to those girls. Many of them have no mothers to guide them; others are so
A away from mothers that they are really alone.

Of course, business must be at-
tended to, and any social life which
interferes with the conduct of b,usl-
ness cannot very well be tolerated, but
there are forms of sociability which
the well-regulated store or factory
should recognize, and many of them

do.

. Fellow employees should be friends
as well aa business associates. They
should enjoy one another’s company
at work as well as out of hours.

A hearty "Good morning,” an ex-
change of smiles, a pleasant Joke, a
kind word, even during the beat of
business, helps to bring the strenu-
ousness of work to a livable level
and assists rather than retards the
action of business.

Get acquainted with your fellow
clerks. Know something of their per-
sonal life, as well as of their business.
Organize ball teams, associations tor
business and social betterment. Con-
nect with the employees of similar in-
stitutions.  Intermingle and inter-
change.

The greatest business men In the
world are members of boards of trade,
chambers of commerce, and other or-
ganizations. They lunch together un-
afraid of competition. ThA"r princi-
ples should be emulated by the em-
ployees, who, collectively, are as
strong a factor in success as are those
who command them.

Let your wife come Into this so-
cial end business life, if she will.

Do not draw too sharp a line be-
tween business and family.

Pass along the good things you have
to others, and”~hey will reciprocate.

The more you get together, the
greater will be your accomplishment.

Remember that you alone amount
to very little, that you as a part, of
a composite mass may bold great re-
sponsiblltty.

The successful man Is not a hermit.

Calculation
shows that there actnally was s solar
eclipse on th”~ date, hut probably not
in CBIna, though the elements of the
motions of the sun and moon are not
accurate enough to indicate certainly
toe path of sb remote an eclipse. The
authors are inclined to think that the
information flying the date of the
eclipse Is due to Chinese astronomers
of a later age, wbo calculated that on
eclipse occurred on that date and er-
roneously supposed that it was visible
in China.
