Notable Political Career.

He wae first elected to  the house 
of representatives, serving in congress 
from 1873 to 1876 and from 1879 to 
to  1883. In 1385 he again waa sent 
to congresa and was elected senator 
to  fill the onexpired term  of Francis 
B.. Stockbridge in 1894, while still a 
member of the  lower house. Governor^

CONFESSION IS  VOLUNTARY

Truth of Prisoner’s  Story Is Not Yet 
A u u rtd  But Some Features 

Have Been Verified.

NeT^^ifork,—Robert Fay, self-styled 
lieutenant in th e  German army, and 
by his own confession bead of a gang 
of bomb-makers th at sought to disable 
or destroy munltlon-Jaden ships sail­
ing from New York to  the Allies, told 
the story of his life Monday to Assist­
an t United S ta tes District Attorney 
Knox.

Fay talked freely, fully and of his 
own voliUoQ for five hours without 
interruiitlon. W hat he said was not 
made public but a t the conclusion of 
the session, Mr. Knox announced th at 
all Fay wanted to do now waa to 
plead guilty to  the ^government’s 
charges against hlpa and go to Jail.

The statem ent which the prisoner 
dictated carried him back to QMmany, 
alm ost to  the date of his birth, cov­
ered the high lights of hia service in 
tbe  German army, told lir^detail of hia 
alleged mission to America and re­
cited his movements and aetlvltlea 
here.

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HE American Thanks­
giving this year Is in­
vested with a pro­
found signtflcance. a 
blending of reverent 
appreciation for the 
b l e s s i n g s  o f  t h e  
twelvemonth, and a 

poignant regret that so many mem­
bers of the World Family are in the 
red agony of war. The Thanksgiving, 
definitely established after national 
stress and travail. Is tender with sym-1 
pathy and brotherhood, and. while  ̂
one gives freely of thanks to hla Crea-1 
tor. freely, likewise, does he give o r ' 
love for his fellows. .It Is the most 
human of seasons, in which man 
should, and does, follow the eternal 
lesson of the Great Teacher.

Thanksgiving is' elemental in the 
aonl of man and It probably found Us 
first expression, not in peace, but aft­
er conflict in the early twilight of 
history, when some of the hairy men. 
who had awakened to the mystery 
and ibajesty of the sun as the giver 
of good things, raised tbelr scarred 
arm s toward It. reverent and trl- 
nmpbant. their grateful gutturals voic­
ing thanks for victory.

And this primitive thanksgiving will 
be multtplted and lotenslflad a thou 
sandfold a t the expiration of the 
present war—and not for the rietory 
ba t tor the coming of peace. In tb» 
IntoxlcatloD of bloody triumph there 
can be Httle of the deep. splrUaat 
thanksglTing; for, despite the gigan­
tic  ilaagh ter that baa made this cen­
tury  the Crimson age, the  world Is 
■till one big family with interests so 
closely interrelated that none Is un* 
affected by the struggle. And none 
w in  give thanks, even with the prise 
of victory, for having made widows 
and orphans by the hundreds of thou­
sands

In the real thanksgiving there Is 
neither exultation nor pride; no re­
flection of bIttemeBs or bate; but a 
sweet realization of the kinship of all 
men before' the Great Father.

In certain early and oriental litur­
gies was-tbe Great Thanksgiving, now 
replaced by the preface and part of 
the canon. Then there is the General 
Thanksgiving in the Book of Common 
Prayer, i t  collect In the third place 
from the end of the order for morning 
and evening prayer, and of the litany. 
But the Thanksgiving which, while

the 8unn7  ligbtsomeness of good cheer 
and laughter, is that annually ob­

In the beginning of the observance 
was a  day set apart by tbe Plymoutb 
Pilgrims, In 1621. In acknowledgment 
of their first harvest In America. It 
was perpetuated In many sta tes by an 
annual festival appointed by the 
governor Its national celebration. In 
recognition of tbe year’s blessings, 
was first recommended by proclama- 
tlbn lS8ued*at the city of New York. 
In 1789. by George Washington, who 
set ap art for observance Thursday. 
November 26. of that year.

T h ^ w ar between the sta tes was tbe 
e v e n t^ h a t eatabitshed the national 
day. It has been, therefore, sanctified 
by tbe blood of brothers wbo died not 
In vain, for as a  recurring observance 
it was proclaimed by President Lin­
coln In October. 1863. wbo fixed tbe

last Thtirsday In November. It since 
has thus been observed

So It Is that In 1916 the people of 
the United S u te s  give thanks, not 
for a war over, with the combatants 
putting aside the science of murder 
for the science of constructive things 
and resolutely facing tbe future, but 
because the country Is a t peace'w ith 
Its world brothers and looks toward 
taking tbe impartial part In the bring­
ing about of the peace of Ehirope— 
and of the world. Dr. Carleton Simon, 
tbe distinguished neurologist, recent­
ly, while dlscQsslag '‘war as an acute 
nervous afOtetioD and Its treatm ent 
and Its cure.” made an intereattng 
diagnosis of the condition * of tbe 
United States. It may be reassuring 
to hear from such-an eminent author­
ity. who regarda the more than 90,- 
000,000 human beings In the present­
ment of a gigantic composite, that 
there Is no fear Of Uncle Sam "flying 
off the handle."

"Tbe .United States has escaped." 
says he. "That Is the special occa­
sion for thanksgiving. But may not 
tbe whole world come to find cause 
for real thanksgiving In the new spirit 
derived and nourished by the tragedy 
of this war?"

Contrast these typical rural Thanks­
giving pictures with some of the fam­
ily groups and Qf sustenance opera 
tions within tbe war-smitten terrUory. 
and. if you b e 'ap a rt from want, you 
will feel a pang of keenest commisera­
tion and a regret that all of tisa World's 
struggling family should not be shar­
ing tbe peace-and-plenty conditions

The grain crop of the three prov­
inces has now been harvested, and suf­
ficient of it has been threshed so that 
i t  is no longer a  m ailer of estimate as 
to tbe returns*. I t is safe to say that 
tbe entire yield of wheat will be up­
wards of 276.000.000 bushels, and the 
average yield well ovsr 25 bushels per 
acre. In proportion to tbe  aggregate 
this Is perhaps tbe largest yield ever 
known on tbe contfnont.

Most of this wheat will grade No. 1 
northern, and better, and with pres-, 
ent prices the condition of tbe farm­
er Is to be envied. Many individual' 
yields are  reported, a id  verified, and 
they are  almost beyond belief, but 
they go to show that under the  care­
ful system of agriculture that pro­
duced these 'yields Weiuern Canada 
would have far exceeded a 300,000,000 
production of -wheat In :19I5 had the 
system been universal 

It was riot in one ( r  two districts 
th at big yields have bc< n made known. 
The reports com e, from nil parts of 
the 24,000 square miles of territory in 
which the growing of wl cat Is car­
ried on.

Mr. Elmir Seller, a farm er south of 
Strassburg. Sask.. bas hsrv^sted 6,406 
bushels No. 1 bard wl eat from 160 
acres.

Jas. A. Benner, near Da?sland. Al­
berta. says his whe^t wen*» over 40 
bushels to the acre, with an all round 
crop of 33 bushels to the acre.

J. N. Wagner, near the same pl.ace. 
also lays claim to over 40 b isbels of 
wheat per acre.

A Norwegian farmer, j.amed S. A. 
Tofthagen. not far fron Daysland. 
had 23 acres of wheat which gave a 
yield of 47 bushels to Ihe acre.

Well. then, near Glelclun, Alberta. 
D. H. Engle of Humlwldt. Iowa. own« 
a quarter section of land. T h 's land 
was rented so that Mr. Ei gle should 
receive onc-third of the cron, and this 
gave him 8612.65. his net rental for 
the crop, and there was on.y SO acres 
in crop.

Scores of reports give yields fully 
as large as those given above. A 
large field of spring wheat near Leth 
bridge averaged 69 bushels, another 59 
and a third 66 bushels pei acre. On 
tbe Jail farm at Lethbridge 25 acres 
of Marquis wheat yielded 60 bushels to 
tbe acre and weighed 67 poiinds to the 
bushel. A test lot of one acre of Mar­
quis wheat when threshed yielded 
bushels and a 30 acre ftehf averaged 
60.1-3 bushels. This faroi had 200 
acres under crop to Marc/uls wheat 
and it is expected the avirrage from 
the whole will exceed 50 bashels.

In all portions of Saskatchewan and 
Manitoba, as well, rem arkable yields 
are reported, many large fields show­
ing averages of from 40 to 55 bushels 
per acre.

When the story of th ls 'year’s thresh 
ing is completed some extraordinary 
yields will be heard of. One fanner 
west of Unity, Saskatchewan, threshed 
ib.OOO bushels of No. 1 noribern from 
200 acres and auch tnatanccs will not 
be isolated.

Considerable of tbe wheat grown In 
W estern Canada Is finding its way to 
the m arkets of the United States, not­
w ithstanding tbe duty of ten cents 
per bushel. The m iller in the United 
States finds W estern Canadian wheat 
necessary for the blending ot the high 
class flour th a t Is demanded by some 
millers. Already nearly a  hundred 
thousand bushels of tbe 1915 crop has 
found Us way to  the Minneapolis. Du­
luth. St. Louis and o ther markets.

It was not In wheat alone th at there 
were extraordinary yields. A farmer 
living south of Wadena. Sask.. har­
vested 900 bushels of oats from ten 
acres. S. A. Tofthagen of Daynland 
before referred to bad oats which 
yielded 110 .bushels to the acre, while 
these of J. N. W agner went 90- bush­
els to the  acre.

As Is pointed out by a Toronto pa­
per Canada's great good fortune and 
splendid service as tbe Granary of the 
Empire are  revealed In the record 
harvest from her rich fields of wheat 
and other grains.

It Speaks well for oRr Canadian 
cattle raisers that they can produce 
stock good enough to top the Chicago 
market against strong competition, 
there being over 4.600 range cattle on 
sale that day.
