"The engineman and fireman stuck 
to their posts," or “the  engineman 
and fireman jumped."

Tbe account of: virtually every rail­
road wreck contains either one or the 
o ther of these statem ents. The men­
ta l struggles, all the m ore acute for 
their brevity, which lie behind those 
statem ents are  overshadowed by tbe 
magnitude of what follows. Yet to the 
engineman and fireman they often are 
the  beginning or the  end of all things.

W hat man dare say th a t when con- 
fronted with the necessity of making 
a  decision of life and death npon a 
second’s notice he will face death for 
bis responsibilities or th at be will 
throw duty to the  winds and think 
only of saving blmselt?

The ebaneef v e  th a t training and 
Instinct, as well as  sense of duty will 
keep the  englae crew a t Its post, yet 
many a driver of the  “iron horse" has 
isone to  his 4 ea th  by M low lng hla in­
stinct. when condltlons were such that 
sticking to his post could not have 
prevented the accident and when he 
had a  chance to  jump and save his 
life.

Comparatfvely few engineers ever 
a re  called upon to  m ake such snap 
dedsiODS, but as  sure as  the sun rises 
and sets a ceftain num ber of them  v s  
forced to  every year, and no man can 
say th a t he wlU not be next when be 
takes bis engine from the  roundhouse. 
I t  Is a  useless sacrifice of two addi­
tional lives for tbe crew  to stick  to 
tbe v b  when tbe accident cannot be 
avoided. I t  is likewise a  dereliction 
of duty for the two men to  Jump 
when, by sticking to their posts they 
m sy avoid, or lessen, the seriousness 
of the accident

The problem la worth solving. And 
it  has been solved by W illiam A. 
Uttx, a  F t  W orth Inventor.

The principle involved Is th at of an 
autom atic b it of mechanism which re­
lieves tbe engineman and fireman of 
tbe responsibility of m aking the  de­
cision. In the event of impending dis­
a s te r  the simple pulling of a  lever 
does everything tlm t the m en could 
do by sticking to th e ir  posts, and a t 
the  same tim e antom atically and in­
stantaneously . without necessitating 
any further action, even tbe mofting of 
a  musele, on their part, provides them  
with a  better and safer method of 
escape tbad th a t  of jumping.

ments of 131,000 a  year throughout a pe­
riod of three years. This It Is proposed 
to do by a  proeem af enUstmant under 
which tha acrvicaabla men of tba coun­
try would be asked to bind themselves to 
strve with tba ootors for purposes of 
training for short periods throughout 
three years, and to come to tbe colors 
at call at any tInM throughout; an addl- 
Uonal ‘'furlough" period of three years. 
This force of 400.000 men eroold be pro­
vided with peraoss! sceeutrements aa fast 
as enlisted and their equipment for the 
field made ready to be supplied at any 
time. They would be assembled for train­
ing at stated ibtervala at convenient 
places In assoristion with suKable units 
of the regular army. Their period of 
annual training would not neeeaaarily ex­
ceed two months In tha year.

It would depend upon tha patriotic feel­
ing of the younger men of the country 
whether they, responded to such a call 
to service of noL It would depend upon 
the patriotic spirit of the employers of 
the country whether they made It possi­
ble for the younger men In their em­
ploy to respond under favorable condi­
tions or not. I. for one. do not doabt 
the patriotic devotion either of oar young 
men or of those who give them employ­
ment—thoee for whose benefit and protec­
tion they would in fact enlist.

The program wblch will be laid ^ fore  
you by tBe secretary of the navy is g|ra- 
ilarly conceived. It Involves only a 
shortening of the time vrithin w b l^  plans 
long matured shall be carried out; but It 
does make definite and explicit a  program 
which has heretofore been only Implicit, 
held In the minds of the committees on 
naval affairs and disclosed tn the debates < 
of the two houses but nowhere formu­
lated or formally adopted. It seems to 
me very clear that It will be to the ad­
vantage of the country for the congrees 
to adopt a comprehensive plan for put­
ting the navy upon a  final footing of 
strength and efficiency and -to press that 
plan to completion within the next five 
years. We heVe always looked to the 
navy of tbe country as our first and chief 
line of defense: we have always seen It 
to be our manifest course of prudence 
to be strong on tha seas. Tear by year 
we have been creating a navy which now 
ranks very high Indeed among the navies 
of the rasritlgie nations. Wa shduld now 
definitely, determine 1 ow we sta ll com­
plete w htt we have begun, and how soon.

Program for tho Navy.
. The secretary of the navy la asking 
also for the Immediate addition to the 
personnel of the navy of 7,600 aallors.
2.M apprentice seamen, and LMO’ mkrines. 
This Increase would be sdlBClcnt to'care 
for tbe ^ ip e which are to be completed 
within tbe fiscal year UlT aifd also for 
the number of men which must be put In 
training to man tbe shlpe which will be 
completed early In 19U. It Is also nccea- 
sary tbat the number of midshipmen st 
tbe nsyal scademy a i  Annapolis should 
be Incrsssed by st Issst 100 In order tbst 
the force of officers should be more rap­
idly added to: and authority Is ssked to  
appoint for snglneering duties only, ap­
proved graduates of engineering colleges, 
and for service In the aviation corps s  
certain number of men taken from dvll 
Ufa.

If this full program should be carried 
out we should hsva built or building In 
1B21. according to the estimetes of surviv­
al and standards of classiflcstton followsd 
by the gensral board of ths department, 
ap effective navy consisting of 37 battle­
ships of the first line, six battle cruisers, 
25 battleships of the second line, ten er- 
mored cruisers, l3 scout cruisers, five 
flrat-claaa cnilsera three second-class 
cruisers, ten third-class cruisers. IM de- 
troycis. 11 fleet submsrtnes, t)7 coast sab- 
soarinss. six raonttors. M gunbeota, fOar 
•apply ships. U fusi ships, foar trans­
porta thres tenders to torpedo voesels. 
etgbt veaela of special typea and two 
amtnunltlon akipa This would bs a navy 
fitted to oar needs and worthy of our 
tradltloas.

Trad* and Shlpplitf.
But armies and lastrtuoeats of war are 

paly part of what baa to be eonslderod 
if we are to consider ths snprems matter 
of national aalf-safficleBey and security 
In aQ Ita aspseta There are other great 
matters which win bs thrust upon our at­
tention whether we will or noC There 
la. for example, a very pressing question 
of trade and ahlpplng Involved In tbls 
great - problem of nstloosi adequacy. It 
Is necessary for many weighty reasons of 
naUonaJ sfficlSDcy and dsvejopment tbat 
we should have a great ‘ merchant ma­
rine. Tbe great m ordant Oeet we once 
used TO make oa rich, tbat great body -of 
sturdy sailers who ased to carry our flag 
Into every sea. and who wore ths pride 
and often iht bulwark of ^hs nation, we 
have almost driven oot of 'gxlstenes by 
Inexcusable neglect aad tndlfferenoe and 
by a hopelessly blind and provincial pol­
icy of Bo-caltsd economic proiectloa;—It 
Is high time we repaired our mistake and 
resumed our eiMmnerclal Independence on 
the ssse.

a  sudden. St moat embark upon It by de­
grees, as the opportunltlss o f. trade de­
velop. Something must he done at once: 
done to  open routes and develop oppor­
tunities where they sre as yet undevel­
oped: done to open tbe arteries of trade 
where the cuivents have not yet- learned 
to run—especially between the two Ameri­
can coadoeots. where they are, singularly 
enoQgh. yet to be created and'quickened: 
and It la evident that only the govern­
ment can undertake such beginnings and 
assume the Initial financial rtaka When 
the risk has passed and private capital 
begins to find Its way In sufficient sbund- 
saee tnso these new channels, the gov­
ernment may wttbdraw. But It cannot 
omit to begin. It should take the first 
steps and should take them at ones. Our 
go<^ must not lie piled up at our ports 
and stored upon sidetracks In freight 
cats which are dally needed on the roads; 
must not be left without means of 
transport to say foreign' quarter. W t 
most aot await the pertnlulon of foreign 
ship owners and foreign governments to 
•sod them where we wUL

With s  View to meeting these pressing 
nseesaltlea of our commerce artd availing 
eofoslvaa at the earfleat possible moment 
of ths preesnt unparalleled opportunity of 
ttoktng t t e  two AsMrteas together In 
bonds of mutool Uitssast and service, an 
oppertanMy which may nWer return 
a^Un It we mies H now. propoeala will 
be made to tbe preoent congress for the 
purchase or oonatruetion of shlpe to be 
owned and directed by the government 
similar to those made to tbe last> con­
gress. but modified ta peoM esaentlsl par­
ticulars. I recommend tbsss proposals 
to you fof your prompt aeetptaaco with 
tbe more conOdeaee because every month 
that has elapsed elnce the former pro­
posals were made has made the necessity 
for 'such action gibre and more mani­
festly Imperative.

• Question of Finance.
Ths plana for tbe armed forces of the 

nation which I have ontitnedL aad for 
the general policy of adequate prepara­
tion for mobilixatlon and defensa. In­
volve of course very large additional ex­
penditures of money—expenditures which 
will considerably exceed the estimated 
revenuee of the governmenc It la made 
my duty by law. whenever tbe eetimates 
of expenditure exceed the estlinatee of 
revenue to call the attention of the con­
gress to the fact and suggest any means 
of meeting the deficiency that It may be 
wise or possible for me to suggest. 1 am 
ready to believe that It would be my duty 
to do so hi any case; suid I fesi particu­
larly bound Co speak of tbs matter when 
It appears that the deficiency will arise 
directly out o f th e  adoption by tbe con­
gress of measures which I myself urge 
It to adopt. Allow me, therefore, to 
speak briefly of tbe present state of, the 
treasury asd of the fiscal probleme 
which the next year will probably die-] 
clots. . *

On the thirtieth of June Isst there wss 
an available balance In the general fund 
of the treasury of CM,170,106.71. The to­
tal estimated receipts fer the* year' 1H4, 
on tha assumption tbat the emergency 
revenoe measure passed by the laet con­
crete will not be extended, beyond its 
pressnt limit, ths thirty-first of Decem­
ber, ni8. and that the preaent duty of 
one cent per pound on sugar wiR be dis­
continued after tbe flret of May. 19K, 
will be NTO.IB.ibo. '  Tbe balance of Jons 
last and these estimated revenues come, 
therefore, to s  grand total of 1774.635,eoaTl 
The total estimated dtabureements for the 
present fiscal year. Including tSS.MO.OOb 
for the Panama canal. CkOOO.OOO for<pr^  
able deficiency appropriations and I60.- 
000 for miscellaneous debt redemptions, 
will be 3753.891.000; end the belsnea Id the 
general fund of the treasury will be re­
duced to 00.644,609.76. The emergency 
revenue set. if continued beyond Its pres­
ent time Umitstlon, would produce, dur­
ing the half year theo remalnlAf. shout 
forty-one mflllona Tho duty of one cent 
per pound on sugar. If continued, would 
produce during the two monlba of the 
fiscal year remaining after the first of 
May. about fifteen mllllona These two 
sums, amounting together to 666,000,1X0. 
If added to the revenues of the second 
half of tbe fiscal year, would yield the 
treasury s t  tbs end of the year an avail­
able balance of 176.644.06.76.

Tbe additional revenues required to 
carry out the program of military and 
naval preparation of which I have s^ k -  
en, would, aa at prosent estimated, be 
for the flecol year 1917, tSl.m.000. Thoee 
Agureo. taken with the figures for the 
■present fiscal year which I have already 
glvsn, disetoaa oar financisi problem for 
tbe yeas 1917.

How shall we obtain the new revenoeT 
It eecBia to me a clear dictate of pru­
dent statesmanship and frank finance 
that In wbst ws sre now. I hops, aheut 
to undortoke we should pay os wo go. 
The people of ths country srs sntttled to 
know Juri whet burdens of taxsUoa they 
ore to carry, and to know from the outset, 
•ow. The new bills should be paid by In­
ternal taxation.

To what oourcos. then, shall we turn? 
We would be following aa almost nnl- 
vdrsal example of modern gevenm ents 
If we were to draw the greator port or 
even tlie whole of the revenues we need 
from the Income taxea By ■MDewbat 
lowering the present Bmfts of exemption 
and tbe figute at which tbe sortox than 
begin to be Imposed, and by incisoslac, 
step by step throughout the present grad- 
ostkm. tbe stfrtsx Itself, the Income A xes 
oa at predrat apportioned woOld yiold 
euiee sufficient to balance the' books of 
dhe treasury at ths end of tbe fiscal year 
1917 without anywhere making the bur- 
des amssaonoMy or oppresstvelj  bosvy 
The ptecles reckonings sre foBy aad nc- 
eOratOly set out is  the report of tbe sec­
retary of tbe treasury, wbleb w fl be, im­
mediately laid bofora yen.

There are 
cltlaens of the United States, I  bluih - to 
admit, born under other flags bnt welcoaod 
under our generous nsturslisatlon laws 
to tbe full freedom u d  opportunity 
America, who have poured the poison of 
disloyalty into tha very srtertea of our 
national life; wbo have sought to bring 
tbe authority and good noms of our gov­
ernment Into contempt, to destroy our In­
dustries wherever they thought it effec­
tive tor tbelr vindictive purposes to strike 
s t  them, sad to debase pur politics to the 
uses of foreign Intrlgua Their number 
Is not great as compared with the whole 
number of those sturdy hosts by which 
our nation has b^n enriched in recent 
generations out of vtrtic foreign stocks; 
but It Is great enough to have brought 
deep disgrace upon us and to have made 
It necessafy that we should promptly 
Disks use of processes of law by whteb 
we may be purged-of their corrupt dis­
tempers. America never witnessed any* 
thing like this before. It never dresnwd 
It possible that men sworn into Us own 
citlxenahip, man drawn out of great fPee 
stocks such as supplied some of tbe best 
and strongest elements of that little, but 
how'heroic, nation that In a high day of old 
staked its vary Ufa to free Itself from 
every enUnglehient that had darkened 
the fortunes of the older nations and set 
up a new standard here—that men of supb 
origins and such free choices of allegi­
ance would ever turn In malign reaction 
against the government and people who 
had wsicomed and nurtured them and 
seek to make this proud country once 
more a hotbed of European paeslen. 
little, while ago such a  thing would have 
seemed Incredible. Because It was in­
credible we made no preparation for IL 
We would nave been almost ashamed to  
prepare for it, as If we were euspicloaa 
of ourselves, our own comrades and 
neighbors! But the ugly and Incredlbla 
has actually come about and we are with­
out adequate federal lawe te deal with 
i t  I urge you to enact such laws at 
the earliest poestbte moment and feel that 
In so doing 1 am urging you to do noth- 
Ing less than save the honor and self- 
respect of the nation.

Must B« Crushed Out.
Such creatures of passion, disloyalty 

and anarchy must be crushed out They 
are not many, but they are Infinitely ma­
lignant, and ths hand of our power should 
close over them at once. They have 
formed plots .to destroy property, they 
have entered into conspiracies against the 
neutrality of the government, they have 
sought to pry Into every confidential 
transaction of the government In order 
to serve Interests alien to our own. It U 
possible to deal with these things very 
effectually. 1 need not suggest tbs terms 
In which they may be dealt with.

I wish that It could be said that only a 
few men, misled by mistaken sentiments 
of alleqtsDce to the goveramec'ta unoer 
which they were born, had been guilty of 
disturbing the self-possession and misrsp- 
resentlng the temper and principles of 
ihe country during tbess days of terrible 
war. when It would seem tbat every man 
who was truly an American would In­
stinctively make It his duty and his prids 
to keep ths scales of judgment even and 

<«rove himself a  parttaso of no nation but 
his own. But it kannoL There are some 
men among us. and many resident abroad 
who. though born and bred In ths Unlt- 
kI 'States and calling thsmsMves Amer- 
carvs. have so forgottsn tbemsolvss and 
tbelr honor as cIUmos as to put their 
passionate sympathy with one or t ^  eth­
er side In the great European 00afilet 
above their regard tor the peace and dig­
nity of the United Btateo. They alao 
preach and practles dlaloi^ty. No laws. 
I suppose, can rsoch corrup^ns of ttie 
mind and heart: bat X should not spesk 
of others without also speaking oX thsM 
and expressing ths even deeper bumlils- 
tloD end ecorn whkh every Mif-poaeeaeed 
end thoughtfully patriotic .AjnerlcfD must 
feel when he thinks of them and of the 
dlecaedlt they sre<dtoUr brlngtog otton us.

Many condltlona oboQt which ws have 
.repssfedry leglslatoi g ie  bsing altered 
ifrom d ead e to deegflg. It la ovidanL un­
der our very eyes, and are likely to change 
even more rapidly aad more radically In 
the days ItemedUttly ahead of us. when 
peace has returned to the world and nor 
lions of Europe ones more take up their 
casks of commerce and tadustry with the 
energy of those who must bestir them­
selves to boUd anew. Just what these 
changes wUI hs ao obe con artalnlT fore­
see. or conftdeotly predict There ore no 
aleulsb lo. bscauee no stable, elements In 
ths probisffi. The most we con do is to 
make certain that we have the aecesaorj 
inatrumentolltlee of Informstloq.constant­
ly at our servlM so that we be sure 
that we know exactly what Wei'ore deal­
ing with when we come to act. If 
should be firrsMiry to oot at oU. We 
must firto e e n o i^  know wbM It Is *>>*1 
we a n  eaeklng  to adapt oaraelvae to. t 
Dioy ask the prtvUsge a t s fifl^ sin g  you 
more at length on this taipMtant amttcr 
a  little totef to year asatien.

TranepoetaUesi FraMam.
The tronspertatiog problem Is so  «x* 

ceodlngty ssrhMs and prsoslng one tn this 
country. Tbsiw baa from time to time 
of lets bean reason to fear rb«» oor rail­
roads would not mneh longar bs able to 
cope with It Buceeasfnlly as s t present 
equipped and eeosdlaated. I suggest 
that It would be wise to provide for a 
commission of inquiry to ascertain by a 
thorough canvass of the whe^ queetlon 
whether -eur iawa os at preoent framed 
and administered ore as osrvleeable os 
(hay might be in tbe eolutlOB of the prob­
lem. It la obvioaaly a problaro tiist Ilea 
at the very foundatloa of our efficiency 
es a peopla 8«ch m  inquiry ought to 
draw out every droumstoaoe and opinion 
worth considering and we need to know 
all aides of the msttar If we mean t«l 
do anything in tbe field of feder 
Uon. .

“Oor whole trooble Ilea in the  fact 
tb at the leglalxture appreprlatea 
money and teUa its reelpiente they 
can have It long before the sta te  gets 
i t  The last seaslon of Uie legialatura 
appropriated money tor special pur- 
poeea and- made t ^ e e  apprc^rlationa 
available July 1. As it  supplied the' 
nedeesary authority for the levjrlng 
of taxes to m eet disbuEsements, the 
ieglslatnre figured Its work well done. 
But don't forget th a t the sta te  will 
not see a  cent of money come in as 
taxes until next January  16.

"In the m eantime the Institutions 
th at a re  to receive tb a t money cannot 
be bteaaed tor hounding me and for 
hounding ata te  treasurer for those 
appropriations. Tbelr olBclala argue 
rightly th a t the  legislature made their 
funds available July 1. But, of coarse, 
even tb e  legislature can’t  m ak e  avail­
able July 1 las t w hat we do not get 
until January  16 uexL

fiin not crttioUlng th is  laat legit- 
Igfcure. Economy was Its watchword 
and wisely, too. Every Inatitutlon was 

plainly th a t no special ^propt^ar 
ttona would be given unless abeolutaly 
necessary. All were c a t down to  the 
bMe. The Institutional ^ c i a l s  
thought m at beeauae they had kept 
tbelr demands low, 'they would get 
their money right off.

“For m onths I have been writing 
le t ta n  to  ofiScera of thS variona in- 
■tltntlona th a t they eoulff not get their 
special appropriations until afte r the 
taxofi began to  come La. Yet they 
come baek and tell me th a t the  mon­
ey Ifi abeolutaly necessary. They have 
now buildings to  put up te  house peo­
ple during tbe  winter aumthe, etc., 
etc. All of this is true, b u t I  cannot 
help them. Their only remedy is  to 
ehanga the  Mwa so th a t they would 
have the  money ready for them  In 
July or else know th a t they had no 
right te  demand It until later.

“If the gre&t balk of appropriations 
for special purposes could be made to 
read *Thli money not available until 
January 16 next.' a ll of th s troubles 
like ws have now would be ended. 
T ha t Is w hat ought to be done, and 
if we are  ever to quit th is  unbusinest- 
line method, will have to  be done."

Blue Sky Law Attaeked.
That- the  Michigan “blue iky“ law, 

new being tested ao to  Its oonatltu- 
tlonallty by federal Judges Dsnlaon, 
Beaslons and TuttlA  la alm oat identi­
cal with the South Dakota “blue sky" 
law, which was recently  doelared un- 
ssBftltuticmal by three fsderel Judges 
of the South Dakota circuit, is the 
ata tsm snt of Attorney Hal H. Smith, 
representing the  pialntlSB In the pree-

"The fire m arshal law provides tb at 

iny b q i l d ^  used for public purposes 
>f tiro  or more stories In height, in- 
Eluding all school buildings, theatres, 

opera house, auditoriums, lodge rooms, 
or In balls in which tbe public Is al­
lowed to congregate, m ust be equip­
ped with standard fire escapes, such 
fire escapes to be constructed under 
tbe BuperyJslffn. directlcm and approval 
of the state fire m arshal or tbe chief 
of the local fire department.

I t ia the duty of local officials, in­
cluding the fire eh iefa as well as tbe 
sta te  fire marshal to  enforce the law 
and in case of violation of this se^  
tlon any person or board may be pun­
ished by a  fine of |100 and impriaon- 
tnent in tbe county Jail for 80 days."

Report of S tats Superlntandant.
According to th s  seventy-eighth an­

nual report of the departm ent of pub­
lic Instruction issued last week by Su­
perintendent Keeler 47 county normale 
were in operation daring tb s  year and 
from these were graduated 607 teach­
ers for work in the rural schools.

In 1912 six per cent of tbe dlatricta 
of the state forfeited their primary 
money, while last year less than one 
per cent forfeited. D iitrlcta which 
formerly stored up their primary 
money are  using th a t money for tui­
tion and better salaries, or in some 
cases schools of one room are becom­
ing two room schools.

The report shows the attention th at 
Is being given to the work for the 
mentally dlflclent children In the 
state. A recent InvesUgatlon shows 
th at approximately ono-foorth of .th e  
cities 6U)d towns have special claesee 
for delinquenta back-ward, defective 
and late entering pupils, but only 
three per cent report classes fmr the 
exceptionally bright.

“W hile city superlntendenta are 
nearly unanimous in their approval of 
special classes for the former, they 
do not so generally favor classes for 
the exceptionally bright.” said Su­
perintendent Keeler. "Conditions - In 
the rural dlstricta and email towns 
prevent the organiaation of these spe­
cial etasoee.

"Open a ir schools and rooms tor 
tubercular and anaemic ch ild ren 'a re  
In d e ra t io n . These are  either in sep­
arate  buildings o r-o n  tbe roofs of 
other school bnlldings. It is evident 
th at .Michigan is keeping pace with 
tha other ita tee  in all affaire pertain 
ing to the d e v ^ p m e n t of tbe children 
of the state.”

“Bbooting'’ mistletoe bsB been in large 
part displaced, boweverr ^ ~ e g 11e boys 
wbo earn men's wages by climbing for 
tbe crop and carrying it to tbe ground 
in sacks slung from tbeir sbbulders. 
That preserves tbe foliage beauty by 
leaving tbe berries :*tact. When tbe 
bougbs are  ''harvested’* by tbe sbo:- 
gun metlirt tbe charge Jars many of 
tbe globules from tbeir tiny stems and 
tbe fall to earth but adds to tbe bavoc.

Mistletoe je tb e rs  are  growing more 
discriminating and pay top prices for 
well-preserved greens only, tbe,m arket 
varyiag day by day according to tbe 
quantity offered.

Tbe true  mlatletce Is a European 
evorgreen, but Us Amer^can_coasin 
resembles It so closely as to baffle all 
but botanists. T h j  leaves are  of tbe 
same ye!lo'w1''^ green and tbe blos­
soms. alike in color, give way in tom  
to tbe wax-like berries. Uotb are 
parasites, growing on tbe bougbs of 
deciduous trees.

Apple trees, poplars, m aples and 
elms seem to best support tbe vege­
table barnacle. Rut I t sometimes is 
found growing In tbe oaks and other 
forest varie ties Along tbe Pacino 
coast It freqoently Is taken from oak 
trees, although tbe yield in th at re­
gion is not prolific.

The mistletoe played a  conspicuous 
part in mythology. It Is symbolical of 
the spear with which H otbem s took 
tbe  life of Balder, the white sungod 
of summer, wbo shall be resurrected 
a t Raganarok, twilight of tbe  gods 
and doomsday of the worid, ao nm a 
tbe old Norse legend.

Among tbe Druids and the Celts the 
nUstletoe found growing upon an oak 
was believed to poeseee powers ol 
healing for many fils as well aa being 
potent for tbe working of magic 
charms. Small bits of berries were 
brewed Into love philters for prejudic-' 
ing tbe passions.

To tbe esteem In which tbe m tstle  
toe was held Is directly traceable a 
certain old English custom whicb sur­
vives today. At tbe  Christmas tide 
every ardent ewaln who *neatb its 
shadow lerlee tribute  of a  kiss and 
each half-resisting maid wbo pays, 
may know tbeir hearts only bow to 
rites ceetories old and born when 
Tule logs flickered through candle- 
lighted halls on wintry nights; when 
faJrlee ruled: when imagery held 
sway; wben mountain gods gave eurs4 
or blessing and tribute to tbe m istle 
toe was a  sacramenL
