Only Disturbanbes Are Caused by 
the Ever Restless Warlike 

Border Tribes.

TO ASK VOICE IN EMPIRE

One Effect of W ar WIU Be Demand 
by India for Greater Ddgree of Aa- 

tenotny—Mohammedanc of India 
Are Greatest Bulwark of 

the  British Rule.

London.—All efforts to  s tir  up seri­
ous trouble for the British in India 
have so far tailed signally. Tbe few 
seditious movements noted have bad 
th e ir  origin in Hindu organizations 
w hldi antedate the great war.

When It is considered th at tbe  pop­
ulation of Indla-r^S.OOO.OO—is more 
than  three tim es th at of the  United 
States, the relative insignificance of 
the few outbreaks In the last year and 
a  half Is evident.

In such a great nation disorders are 
inevitable, la  e ither war or peace, Just 
as the United S tates or any other na­
tion is never quite free from labor 
troubles causing loss of life or prop­
erty. All tbe information, official and 
otherwise, received here, shows that 
the  Indlzm empire is profoundly quiet, 
except for the ever-restleas, warlike 
border tribes of the NorthweaL 

The rulers of tbe  great native lode- 
pendent or seml-iodependent states, 
from the nixam of Hyderabad with bis 
14.900,000 people down, are  loyal to 
their emperor, King George Y  of Eng­
land. They have contributed liber­
ally of their public and private means 
to  assist Great Britain against her 
enem lea Many of their relatives are 
active members of the British army.

The Mohammedans of India, far 
from being an elem ent to be distrust­
ed, are  the greatest bulwark of Brit­
ish rule. This minority of 75,000,000 
has always sided with the British as 
Ita protectors against the  more numer­
ous Hindus. It Is stated here th a t no 
Mohammedan has ever been convicted 
of complicity In a  treasonable enter­
prise In India.

Just Quiet Farmers.
I t  m ust be remembered th a t of the

300.000. 000 people in India a t least
260.000. 000 are  quiet, uneducated, gen­
tle  agriculturalists, quite anlnterest- 
ed in politics, asking from their gov­
ernm ent only a  chance to till their lit­
tle  farm s in peace and caring no fur­
th er as to tbe character of their 
rulers.

I t m ust not be concluded from these 
fhets th at the world war Is without 
Im portant effect on India. Tbe Hindu 
intellectual leaders see tbe  grow­
ing prominence of Canada, South Af­
rica, Australia and New Zealand in 
the  empire. They know th a t these 

.B ritish dominions will soon ask  a 
place In the  cooncUs of tbe  empire, 
and a voice in the  peace congress 
which shall follow the  war.

They believe th at the  tim e bos come 
for India to have a  voice in the  em­
pire, too. They demand a  further de­
gree of autonomy for India,- something 
approximating the freedom of Eng­
land’s white depbndencles.

This was clearly se t forth by the 
Indian National congress a t  Bombay 
on December 30, which unanimously 
adopted a resolution demanding self- 
government for India.

A t the same tim e the delegates to 
the  congress heartily  applauded Baba 
Surendranth Bannerjee when he said: 

“India's devotion to the throne dur­
ing the war has been unsurpassed.” 

Fellow Feeling Among Asistles. 
India, like other eastem lnatlons, is 

pfism eated,'too, with the spirit 'o f  
“Asia for the Asiatics.” Despite the 
long hostility between certain  nations, 
notably China and Japan, there is de­
veloping a  fellow feeling in Asiatic 
ztatiotts against European dictation. 
An Illustration was an incident which 
occurred in Tokyo In December.

Two young Indians, British sub­
jects, received 86 hours' notice to 
leave Japan, the reason being their al- 
l e ^ ,  complicity in German plots to 
fomdfit disturbances In-India. The no­
tice #as BO timed that the only vessel 
by which the departees could sail 
was bound for S h ^ h a l , ''w b e re  they 
were liable to a rre s t by the British 
consul.

The Indians laid their hard case 
before sympathizers In the  Japanese 
press. Leading independent politi­
cians were approached. In a few hours 
a fonnidshle agitation was afoot. A 
deputation waited ou the foreign min­
iste r anil asked th at the order should 
he withdrawn or a ltered so as to per­
m it the  Indians to board a  ship bound 
for Aiherlca.

The m inister refused, whereupon 
th e  govenunent was defied. A lead­
ing mem ber j t  the diet who delights 
toi act the  p art of a 'Tonln,” or tree 
lance (UteraUy a  warrior without a  
lord), took the Ihdlans to hla home 
and kept them  .there  till the time 
apecifiad In the order n k j expired. 

Feared a  Flare-Up,
The aothoritiea a  cordon of 

police round hla heudk but did not 
riak en tertag  and remoTlng the  In*, 
dlana, NeXAnsocBlng they covered up 
their capltulaUan b ff 'm j 1i«  the  
diana hadruMppod e ^ tich nobody bo-

police in the  m atter of survelBaace 
being well known. The Indians prob­
ably ^ v e  sailed fot im erica .

Tbe Interesting point about thlSv de­
fiance of the  Japanese fovem m ent 
is tbe  ludicrouBly small means' by - 
which the great engine of government 
was stopped. The m ass o f  the  Jap­
anese o ^ o n  knew 'nothing of the 
Indians, and cared nothing. The act 
was the  work of a  handful o f  men 
on the  Tokyo press, backed by half 
a  dozen pdllUcai tree  lances. No qphs- 
tions of potfey were Involved. There 
w as,, in the official eye, nothing what­
ever to  make a  fuss abouL Why did 
the government climb down?

They feared a flare-up. They re­
membered th a t 18 months ago, over 
just such a  small m atter, Involving a 
couple of Chinese students, the  di­
rector of the political bureau of tbe 
foreign office w as. assassinated by a 
fanatic as he wa^ entering his house, 
and small but angry armed mobs ter­
rorized officialdom.

The beliefs which inspired the agi­
tation were (1) th at the Indians were 
not German agents, but hona-flde revo­
lutionaries, and (2) th a t the Japanese 
government was acting a t the  request 
of the British and not of its  own Ini­
tiative. Japan* Is England’s ally, and 
is bound in term s of the alliance to 
assist England If India Is attacked by 
a  hostile power. But the  Japanese 
people are  deeply jealous of all for­
eign infiuences in Asia, of which they 
consider themselves leaders. "Japan, 
lord of tbe Orient” is a  frequent 
phrase In the Japanese press these 
days.

l(o Serious Revolution.
Like sentim ents are  warmly wel­

comed In many p arts  of India. This 
cannot be denied. But as fa r  as ac­
tive revolution goes, Great Britain so 
far has seen nothing which looked for­
midable.

The most extensive outbreak since 
the beginning of the war occurred near 
Lahore, when as a result 24 Indians 
were executed and 27 others sentenced 
to Imprisonment for life.

The Native press were quite unani­
mous In ascribing the munitions agita­
tion to the work of a  band of. conspira­
tors located on the Pacific slope of 
America for several years. These con­
spirators are  declared here to havd 
sent emissaries to India who tried to 
s tir  up antagonism to British rule.

J t  is also known here th at between 
the middle of June and the middle of 
September of last year 17 Indian cav­
alrym en In the Punjab Bengal 
were sentenced to death for mutiny, 
making bombs, and cutting telegraph 
wires, and 71 others were convicted 
of other o^enses.

J . Ansten Chamberlain, secretary of 
s ta te  for India, stated publicly in the 
house of commons that the disloyalty 
of some of the native troops in north­
ern India was due to the activities of 
an anti-British association having ita 
headquarters In the United States. 
China Is another center for anti-Brit 
ish plotting.

Gaekwar Only Suspect.
As to the Hindu organization In the 

United States, It has been a t  work 
since 1907. I t  comprises natives of 
India who are  highly educated; also 
members of the Clan-Na-Gael, and of 
late many Germans and American p ro  
Germans. One of the  announced alms 
of the organization Is to s ta rt a  mutiny 
in India In 1917 to commemorate the 
"Diamond Jubilee of the  Mutiny of 
1857."

The Hindus In America have a 
newifpaper devoted to their Interest 
and siso a  school of instruction for the 
purpose of educating natives of India 
In the  use of arms. B ritish '’agents 
closely wstcb these activities. They 
are  still of negligible extent.

If a  revolution ever does gain head­
way In India, there Is only one Im­
portant native prince whom the Brtt-i 
Ish will have cause to  snapecL This 
Is the gaekwar of Baroda, well known 
In tbe United States, who is reported to 
have encouraged Hindus in anti-Brit­
ish view a The gaekwar is in ill so­
cial repute both in London and in In­
dia because be married a  dancer.

TERDOfl IN SEm
Guerrilla Chief Metes Out Stern 

Justice to  Evildoers.

"Executed" Man Escapes and Is Now
Safe hr '  America After Being 

S obbed and Thrown Into 
Vardar River.

Glevgell, SerbiA—One of the most 
pietnresgue figures o l tbe European 
w ar Is the' Serbian "komltadji” or 
guerrilla Ivan Stoikovltch, known to 
fame as  "Bebounsky." The name is 
drawn from the famous Babouna Pass, 
where recently the Serbs so long held 
tbe Invading Bulgarians a t bay. Ivan 
Stoikovltch comes from th at p a rt of 
Serbia and is therefore known to his 
followers and to the Serbian popula-. 
tion a t  large by a  nickname indicating 
the fa c t

A slight man, tall, with honest gray- 
blue eyes and the pale features of a 
student, he Impresses the stranger 
w ith anything but the terro r which Uls 
name inspires. Nor do his looks bells 
his real profession. For the redoubL 
able "Babounsky” was a schoolteach­
e r until fired by an ardent patriotism  
he gave up bis classes to gather about 
him a  band of intrepid spirits in the  
tight for the release of the Turkish 
p a rt of Serbia from the Ottoman yoke.

Ever since the first Balkan war 
be and his followers have been under 
arms. Unrecognized by the laws of 
war, they have taken their own risks 
Of capture and instant executloo- 
Thelr refuge is In the Serbian moun­
tains, and they have been willing- to 
tru s t their security to their own as­
tuteness and tbe impregnability of 
their numerous hiding places.

Especially since the complete 
breakdown of tbe Serbian adm inistra­
tion, has "Babounsky" become a  per­
sonage of prim e importance in Ser­
bia. Before the advancing German 
and Bulgarian arm ies town after town 
was evacuated, only the Turks and the 
Bulgarians remaining. While waiting 
for the arrival of the  arm ies of their 
compatriots they were not averse to 
going through the deserted Serl^an 
dwellings and acquiring a  few useful 
articles. "Babounsky” did not ap­
prove of this. Naturally the d e s e r t^  
dwellings and all In them  would fall 
Into the bands of tbe conquerors. 
That was all right—the 9hance of war. 
But th at former neighbors should do 
tbe looting was not In "Babounsky’s" 
code. And those who tried It were 
dealt'W ith in a m ost summary man­
ner.

Whoever among the Bulgarians was 
suspected of giving Information to tbe 
advancing Bulgar arm ies also received 
short shrlfL A story Is told of tbe 
first' Balkan war when a certain 
pseudo-Serb known as "Kechko),’ was 
suspected of treason to ,th e  Serbian 
cause. "Babounsky’s" ba:|id appeared 
upon the scene one j night and 
"Kechko” and four others were ar­
rested, tried in secret by tbe band at 
midnight and sentenced to be "sent 
to Saloniki”—th at is, taken t o ' the 
banka of tbe Vardar river, stabbed 
and thrown in, their bodies to drift 
down with the current to  SalonlkL 
Ail five were lined up on the bank. 
"Babounsky” gave tbe signal for the 
fetal blows to be struck. But unfor­
tunately “Kechko's” executioner, a 
lawyer from Belgrade, had never 
killed a  man before and bis band 
slipped. The five bodies were thrust 
Into the Vardar, but “Kechko” was 
Btill alive.

A week later the Serbian consul a t 
Sal<mikl was called to the  bo»pltaL 
"Kechko” Kold him the story of his 
escape from death, but begged th at it 
be' kept secret until after his depar- 
td re  ̂ o r the United States. Ultimate­
ly recovered from the unskillful stab 
of the Belgrade lawyer. "I^echko" 
quietly departed for America.

Whenever the allied troops |tav6 
need of fresh m eat or wood or mules 
one of the officers acquaints a Serbian 
with what is required. Tbe next day 
20 sheep, two cords of wood, or 
100 mules are  brought into Negotln or 
Kaphadar, as the case may be. by a 
Serbian p easan t The peasant col­
lects an equitable sum for the goods 
delivered, and in time each Serfataa 
who has been involuntarily levied up­
on for lamb or wood or mules re­
ceives bis payment.

Ever sincu the action of the electric 
light committee in the removal of B. J. 
Haverahaw as superintendent of the 
municipal electric light plant, and the 
subsequent resignation of M(. Haver- 
shaw, last November, there has been 
considerable discussion of the matter 
pro and oon. The climax in the situa­
tion came Monday morning when Pres­
ident Louis Hillmer took the matter into 
bis own bands and ordered Mr. Haver- 
shaw to take charge of the light plant 
and also lemoved Trustee George Rob> 
ineon as chairman of the electric ligh t 
committee and as president pro-tem of 
the council, and appointed Trustee A. 
V. Jones to fill both places. Mr. 
Haverahaw went to the light plant and 
be and bis *men remained on duty all 
day, together with the men who have 
been employed there. Marshal Springer 
was on hand to see that perfect order 
was maintained.

A special meeting of tile council was 
called by several members of the cuuncil 
for the same evening-to take some action 
in the matter. When President Hillmer 
called the meeting to order the council 
chamber was packed with interested 
spectators, who anticipated a lively 
session. Trustee Tighe, m emberof the 
electric light committee opened the 
argument of the evening, by asking 
President Hillmer what authority he 
had for re-instating Mr. Havershaw a^ 
superintendent of the light plant. Mr. 
Hillmer replied th at he had assumed 
the same authority that the light com­
mittee had in discharging him from the 
position. President Hillmer stated that 
he had no legal authority in the matter, 
but th at he had taken the action be- 
baluse he had been urged todosom ething 
by Dwny citizens who were not satisfied 
with conditions a t the light plant and 
the service.

Then came up the m.-itter of the re­
moval of Trustee Roinnson as chairman 
of the electric light committee and as 
president pro t*-m. Trustee Tighe 
argued that the president did not have 
the authority to remove Mr. Robinsoif 
from these positions. Mr. Hillmer took 
issue with him on this point and cited 
the law ^ v ern itig  matters of this kind. 
A lively discussion followed in which 
several of the councilmen took part and 
the m atter r a s  finally laid on^tbe table 
until the next regular meeting o f th e  
council. During the discussion of the 
question, Trustee Robinson asked Presi­
dent Hillmer why he had been removed 
from the nbairmansBip of the elecinc 
light committee and as president pro- 
tem. Mr. Hillmer declined to give any 
specific reasons other than he was act­
ing within his authority.

Trustee Jones stated th at complaints 
had reached him in regard to conditions 
a t  the light plant and the service. Peo­
ple wanted a change made, and many 
had urged the re-instatem ent of Mr. 
Havershaw as superintendent, and he 
would thereforejnuke a motion th at Mr. 
Havershaw be re'-instated as superinten­
dent. The' motion found support in 
Trustee Streng, but on being put to an 
aye and nay vole wa.s lost. The council 
voting as follows; aye: Jones and 
Streng. Nay: Tighe, Kobii.son and 
Lang. Todd nut voting.

Trustee Robinson then madn a motion 
which was supported by Trustee Tighe 
that Wm. Wil«on be employed by the 
council as superintendent and to em­
ploy bis own help. This motion was 
carried. The council also voted to em­
ploy Alfred Lyon to have charge of the 
outside work, but to do no other work 
0 0  toe time of the village. ^

Another important motion which was 
made and carried was that which makes 
it  necessary th at all employees a t  the 
light plant secure engineers papers 
witofb 30 days or be removed.

Mr. Wilson, the new superintendent 
has been in charge of the plant since 
Friday, January 21. He has been em-
eloyed there siuee Mr. Havershaw quit, 

ut has not been- fn actual charge.

“The company, 
however, is already In the hands of 
a  -receiver amd the bcrndbolders are 
bolding the  sacka  I am only a  small 
Investor. Indeed, It took some time 
for see te  save the $600 I thus tried 
to  lay ^ d e .  The state of Michigan 
permitted tbe Impression tfi be given 
me and other Investors t b i t  its regu­
latory body bad Investigated and then 
authorized the issue of bonds by this 
eompany."

There is  ao record either In tbe rail­
road commission or the office of tbe 
secretary of state that the  comiMiny 
Is In the hands of a receiver. The rail­
road commission ahthorlxed an issue 
• f  $30,000 in capital stock and $45,000 
In bonds November 13, 1913, and tbe 
company filed Its annual report with 
the secretary of state December 31 of 
that year. Since th at time it has fail­
ed to file an annual report and its cor­
porate rights have been automatically 
suspended.

■What the Indiana school teacher 
says about the  Michigan commission 
having authorized the stock and bond 
Issue of the Peoples' Light & Power 
company of Constantine is true, but, 
as Commlssiofler Glasgow says, the 
commission is without any authority 
to  guaran'tpe to the investing public 
th a t such concerns will be properly 
msaaged and will be paying ventures.

Dfader the  term s of the Michigan 
law the s ta te  railroad commission is 
required to authorise stock and bend' 
issnes to public utilities c o m p ^ e s  for 
any amount equivalent to the actual 
value of tbe physical property owned 
by the  corporation. —

In the case of the Peoples' Light & 
Power company, i t  was demonstrated 
tb  the satisfaction o! the. Michigan 
railroad commission th at the property 
of the concern was actually worth 
$75,000. In these m atters tbe word of 
the promoter Is not accepted. An ap­
praisal of the property is made by 
Dean Qeeley of tbe University of Mich­
igan or a member of his engineering 
department. W here the property is 
not worth the amount requested by tbe 
corporation, the application is denied.

Hardly a  week passes th a t some 
company desiriens to raising money 
dees net appear'  before the railroad 
commlssl<Hi with an inventory of In­
flated value. If the company's report 
does ne t tally with the report of the 
oslverslty engineers the promoters 
are told to  take their application and 
return home.

Cases sim ilar te  th at of the  Indiana 
school teacher have arisen in Michi­
gan. A few weeks ago a  farm er in 
tha  northern p art of the sta te  wrote 
Co the oemmlssion and told how he 
bad sold his farm for $8,(K>0 and in- 
vested i t  In the stock of a  telephone 
Mmpsoy, the Iseue of which bad been 
authorised hy the commission. He 

the stock was no good and he 
wanted tbe commissioners to  assist 
him In obtaining his money.

*T am sorry," said Commissioner 
Glasgow, " that some people take the 
asthoriiation of a  certain stock issue 
b y .th e  s ta te  railroad commission to 
tnesa th at It Is Isdorsed by the commis­
sion as an Investing proposition.

The State’s Forest Reserve.
W hen tbe public domain commission 

formally accepts -the policy of ref­
orestation which was given to it by 
State Forester Marcus Schaaf—and 
there is every indication th at It will 
do so within a  few months—Michigan 
will begin to  take rank with any Dt 
the sta tes im tbe m atter of reforesting 
waste lands.

For several years the Michigan for­
estry department has been slowly 
building up to the tlntfe when planting 
of trees In the waste lands of the 
northern peninsula and the northern 
part of the southern peninsula could 
become a  reality. The nursery which 
was establlabed a t the Higgins lake 
reserve is now on the way to the zen­
ith  of its capacity to turn out trees 
for planting. At the rate  the nursery 
is now going it will reach its maxi­
mum of productiveness in about two 
years, a t which time Mr. Schaaf says 
he will be able to  turn out 12 ,000,000 
two-year-old trees a  year.

I t  Is planned by the same time to 
get ready to plant about 4.S00 acres 
a  year and keep on working a t thd 
plan until all of tbe sta te 's land which 
can grow white and Norway pine Is 
covered. By the time tbe  planting of 
these lands is completed tbe first 
crops phould be ready for harvest and 
then the planting can proceed all over 
again.

The state now has control of about' 
625,000 emres, about one-half of which 
Mr. Schaaf Gtlnks can be used for 
planting purposes. Tbe res( he does 
not think Is good enough ground even 
for trees.

On one of tbe forest reserves now 
there are  pine trees 11 years old. This 
is the oldest which tbe state has ten­
derly watched and cared for. and the 
trees are  just beginning to loom up as 
real component parts of a  fo re s t Since 
1904 there have been plantings on a 
small scale each year so* th at already 
the  state has some .crops coming in 
rotation. The acreage which was 
planted each year has increased. Dur­
ing the spring and fall planting sea- 
sons last year 1,007 acres were plant­
ed.

To carry out the  plan for years to 
CMno It will be necessary for the  legis­
lature to  Incroase the appropriation 
som ew hat but Mr. Schaaf thinks be 
can get along with a  comparatively 
small increase. As ta r  as planting 

ihas proceeded, i t  costs about $6.60 an 
acre.

The sta te  now has six forest re­
serves, as fellow s:' ' Higgins lake (the 
headquarters-. Ogemaw, Luce county, 
Houghton, lake, Fife lake and Presque 
Isle. More sta te  lands which are  ex­
pected to revert to the sta te  within 
Bte next couple of years will increase 

lis t by two or three. 8 0  far. 
most of tbe work done on the reserva­
tions, with tbe  exception ef th at at 
Higgins lake, has been in fire protec­
tion. F ire lines, fire towers and all 
appliances for fighting forest fln^ 
have been installed.

W ith the system of fire protection 
as nearly perfect as It Is possible for 
human hands to make It, S tate Fores­
te r  Sqhaaf says th at planting on a 
large -scale should begin as soon as 
practicable. He has instated all 
along, however th at the protection be 

"fixed before the sta te 's meney is i»nt 
e n t In  trees.

Planting in the Luce county reserve 
will be started  next spring. I t  will 
be the next one to  be tackled, and ft 
is  likely th a t a  smrsery will also be 
started  a t reserve. The state has- 
maBT calls for trees fo r'p lastlng  from 
private Indlridsals, and If the Higgins

Paris—Germany has opened a vigor­
ous'offensive in Belgiup with tbe evi­
dent Intention of making a new drive at 
Calais and the English channel. After 
a  heavy artillery bombardment near 
Nleuport the Germans launched ah  In­
fantry a ttack on a front a  mile wide. 
They captured several French poai- 
tlons of the first line, but were expell­
ed la te r  from most of this territory. 
The new drive in Belgium says tbe 
cathedral of Nleuport and the Templar 
tower have been destroyed by German 
artillery because they were being used 
by the French as observation posts. 
Meantime German Aeroplanes have 
been bombarding Dunkirk, France, on 
the Straits of Dover, a  few miles 
northeast of Calais, killing five per­
sons and injuring three.

Reported That Wilson Will Have Free­
dom In Two Years.

W ashington—Granting of Indepen­
dence to the Philippine islands in not 
less than two years and not more 
than four years, may he favored by 
tha Wilson administration. Senator 
Hitchcock, chairman of the senate 
Philippine committee, discussed with 
Prosident Wilson a provision to  that 
effect which Senator Clarke, of Arkan­
sas, had introduced as an apiendment 
to the pending Philippine hill. Sena­
tor Colt, republican, says: "It is futile 
to talk of self-government iu the Phil­
ippines. To my way of thinking. It 
would be Infinitely better to cut loose 
from them right no;w and let them 
work out thqlr own salvation. I be­
lieve we should either adopt thi.'< 
amendment or let them know that 
they cannot acquire tbe capacity fot 
self-government in 50 years.”

Buffalo, N. Y.—Four persons are 
known to have been killed, several arc 
missing and four were injured in an 
explosion ‘th at wrecked tbe plant ol 
the Kelker Blower company, manufac­
turers of planing mill exbauBta and 
ventilators.

Charles Kelker. head of the firm, 
said th a t form 22 to 25 employes 
were in the plant and that 21 of them 
had been accounted for. The explosion 
demolished all the walls, letting the 
roof down on the ruins, which caught 
fire. Pieces of the foundation were 
throv.-n hundreds of fe e t  and tbe con­
cussion smashed nearly every window 
glass within the radius of a bioclt. 
Within 300 J^et of tbe Kelker plant 
is one of tbe largest grammar schoolA 
About 1,600 boys and girls were 
thrown into a  temporary panic, but 
the fieachers quickly marched them  to 
the street.

These lat­
te r  authorities do not object to the 
technical training, but teey would 
have the young man ground himself 
•In general culture. It 1 may put it that 
way, before be obtains a vocatlousl 
training, or during the time In which 
he ia obtaining it.

Many of the colleges are  followlDg 
out this idea, and adapting their cur­
ricula to it, kUowlng the student to 
study general subjects while be is tak­
ing up ooe or more directly lb the line 
of bis tviure work.

It has been said th at one cannot be 
too broadly educated. This is true, 
provided this education can be ob­
tained without too great a sacrifice.

If a boy is going to enter a  business 
where he cannot directly use the class­
ics or other cultural subjects, and can­
not obtain a knowledge of them ex­
cept a t enormous sacrifice, 1 advise 
him to forego a college educatlotr; but. 
if be Is in a  position to become lib­
erally educated, irrespective of his 
coming calling. I suggest for him a 
university course, or any other form 
of broad education, which will un­
doubtedly better fit his mind to absorb 
the technlQUe of bis trade.

If, however, one Is to enter a pro­
fession, this general broad education 
will be found of direct value to him, 
although he may not use all of i t  H it 
mind then becomes his working tools, 
and It should be trained along the 
broadest and most liberal lines, a 
training which is not as necessary If 
one is to enter business.

It is the man. more than the ednca- 
tion. The education a t  beat can only 
assist him In bis developmenL

In summing up. I would say: Gat 
all the education you can, cultural and 
otherwise, provided yon can do so 
without injury to your health or to 
your p ro m o te . If you are^ so situated 
th at you cannot wefl afford the time, 
because It is necessary tor you to be 
self-supporting a t an early age. I 
would suggest that you forego much 
of this education, which otherwise 1 
would advise you to obtain. i

When in doubt, get more education 
than you think you need, rather than 
less. It Is simply a question of wheth­
er you can afford to pay the {nice.

MAKING HOUSEW ORK EASIER

Modern Devices T hat Have Found a 
Place In Most of the Homes of 

the Country.

The sale of houseboyx and kitchen 
utensils is subject to all sorts of 
chances and changes from the fluctua­
tions in public taste and the m arch of 
improvement. Wood bowls and minc­
ing knives were once staples, but the 
invention of food choppers has seri­
ously diminished their usefulness. 
The growing popularity of* aluminum 
utensils has bad some setback be­
cause housekeepers find the metal 
harder to keep clean and bright than 
enamel ware.

The old-fashionte castiron pots, skil­
lets and frying pan# are out of date 
save in remote country districts, and 
have given place to wrought-steel 
utensils, much lighter and more last­
ing. Every modern kitchen baa like­
wise up-to-date small conveniences, 
such as mechanical lighters in place 
of matches, asbestos mats to keep 
things hot. soap contaioers for dish 
washing, cool handled stove lifters, and 
the like. One of the great changes 
that has come In the household Is the 
vacuum cleaner, taking the^ plere of 
the broom, the -carpet swMper and 
the carpet beater, and saving gfl-tbls 
hard hand labor, since the best and 
most efficient cleaner is electrically 
run and -needs only to be attached to 
the electric lighting plug.

§MALL, BUT CFFICiENT

REMARKABLE MODEL OF LOCO­
MOTIVE MADE BY BOY.

Engineering Department of Great Rail­
road System Surprised a t  the 

Power Developed by the 
Tiny Machine.

A m iniature railroad locomotive, 
complete in  qvery detail, which has at­
tracted the attention of the railroad 
Officials of several Pacific coast lines. 
Is the handiwork of Arthur Johnson of 
Portland. Ore.

This tiny locomotive, only 15 Inches 
In length, was built to  tes t a  new in­
vention of his on a  firebox. I t  is op­
erated by steam  generated by oil fuel, 
and is  equipped with a ir  brakes, an In­
terior throttle and reverse levers and 
gears.

The engineering departm ent of tbe 
Southern Pacific company borrowed

the  model and figured out its  weight, 
power, and ail other statistics in the 
same m anner that they would figure on 
a  full-size locomotive. To their sur­
prise they found th at the tiny engine 
developed one-quarter horse power, 
and on a  level track had a  haul ca­
pacity of one and a quarter tons.— 
Popular Science Monthly.

FRENCH DRIVERS BADLY PAID

Men gt the Throttle, With Enormoue 
Responsibilities, Receive Very 

Small Wages.

Edward Mott Woolley contributes to 
tbe Saturday Evening Post an article 
on methods of- earning a  living in 
Europe.

There are  many fast tra ins In 
France—or, rather, there were before 
the war an d 'th e re  will be,w hen the 
w ar is over. I am speaking here in 
term s of peace, says the writer. Rel­
atively there are  Just as many daring 
engine drivers in France as te 
America.

One of these engine drivers is 
Jacques Olivier—if you will perm it me 
to  take a  little liberty with his name. 
H»-hauled tbe-Nord express, train  de 
luxe on the Frente'TIoriBeni railroad, 
out of Paris  on its  Journey toward 
Berlin and what was then St. Peters­
burg. Tbe Nord express was as fast 
a  tra in  as most of the famous fiyers 
in  the United States.

The first stage of its  eastward Jour­
ney ended a t Saint-Quentin, 96 miles 
from Paris, and the running time giv­
en Olivier was 102 minutes. This 
m eans more than  a  mile a  minuto over 
m ost of the  distance. I t  meant, in 
sbots, 75 miles an hour, which, is the 
lim it allowed by the French law. Be­
yond Saint-Quentin Olivier's run 
reached to Charleroi, Belgium—in aH 
about a  hundred and sixty miles. It 
was comi>arabIe to  the run  from New 
York' to  Albany.

The Nord express, too. m ight be 
comparable to  the  luxurious trains 
th a t rush headlong between New York 
and Chicago. I t had corridor, sleep­
ing and restaurant cars and on it trav­
eled the aristocracy of Europe and 
America.

Therefore In France Olivier lived in 
the  same sort of halo of romance that 
hovers over the heads of the men who 
sit a t the throttles of our own limited 
tra ins and hau i'u s out into the n ig h t 
He had the same duties; the same re­
sponsibilities of life in bis keeping; 
the  same grim nerve.

F or th is  service Olivier received 
about ISO a month, including -the va­
rious extras for making time and lo r 
allowances on expenses away from 
home. If he were talcing a  fast train 
on a  leg o t  Its Journey from New York 
to  Chicago be would be getting today 
aomewbere around |225 a  month.

F irst American Locomotives.
Among tbe firms wblcb early under­

took locomotive construction was the 
one founded by M atthias Baldwin in 
Pnlladelphia, whose first engine, the 
“Old Ironsides,'' appeared In 1S32. The 
influence of George Stephenson of Eng­
land and his celebrated locomotive; 
the  “Rocket.'' was felt in the United 
States, but considering the undevel­
oped condition of American tedus- 
trie s  in a  surprtetngly small
num ber -#f English engines was im­
ported. The needs qt our railroads 
were mainly suppUea by our own 
foundries and shops. Nor were Brit- 
tah m odtls followed to  much exteuL 
American designers followed new 
Jtees te  order to m eet nbvel condt-- 
tions. They were so jucceesful te 

eugtees th a t would work on 
curves, and climb gradea th a t Ameri­
can locomotives soon began to be sold 
t e  England.''

TREES ALONG RIGHT O f WAY

Texas Railroad H at Started a  Meva< 
ment Likely to  Meet W ith Gsiw 

- oral Approbation.

•Word comes th a t  a  Texas railroad, 
running from San Antonjp to  the  GolL 
is  to  plant trees  all along its  right of 
way. and discusEilon of th e  proposed 
move is provoklnig much favorable d te  
cussioD. says the Los Angeles Times. 
T he object of such tre e  planting la 
to  Improve, the  scenery te general 
and the railroad property te particular, 
and to  show travelers a t  the  aame 
tim e w hat southern T e x u  soil and 
climate will produce te arboreal 
growth.

The trees to be used consist of date 
palms, figs, oranges and pecans; the 
la tte r  native to  Texas and one of the 
moat staple, natural and cultivated 
crops. It Is exi>ected th a t trees bear­
ing other fruits, nuts, etc., will be add­
ed, afte r the first planting, as the rail­
road will secure the  services and ad­
vice of tbe best experts to  be'found, 
with the idea of dem onstrating the 
fullest horticultural values of this por­
tion of th at tru l^  great state, great in 
many ways. Ornamental groupings 
will also be made around station 
houses, section houses, w ater tanks, 
and on railroad lands of any character 
along the entire route.

Railroad officials have had this move 
in  mind for some time and the work 
has not been ordered in a  spasm of 
momentary and transitory entbuslasm. 
•With tbe charm thus added to the 
landscape will go the profits to be de­
rived from orchard trees, and it is 
anticipated the resu lt will be an added 
influx of homeseekers to southern 
Texas. I t  will present a  continuous 
and uninterrupted argument for tbe 
fertility and snfflciency of th at sec­
tion. Tbe plan Is one th a t^ a s  been 
much urged of late for the alignment 
of tbe highways between Galveston 
and Houston and tbe City Beautiful 
man Is much gratified to  find th at auch 
a  fine example is to be set for all who 
th irs t and hunger for • more general 
landscape beautifying. There a re  no 
more potent factors in the building up 
of cities and surrounding territory 
than  good roads and scenic drives 
with miles upon miles of suitable trees, 
to relieve the otherwise barren and 
uninteresting landscape. W e most 
sincerely hope that not only tbe south­
ern part, but the whol,e of tbe Lone 
S tar sta te  may become one great 
checkerboard, laid off in lines and 
squares of living green.

GAVE HIS NAME TO TRAIN

Conductor on Missouri Pacific Rail­
road Who Was Long Held In Re­

markable Affection.

Running between Yates Center and 
Fort Scott on tbe  Missouri Pacific Is 
an accommodation train  th a t is known 
as "Bobby.” Railroad men. travelers 
and folk llylug along the line alike 
call It by th at name, says the  Kansas 
City Star. I t  is a  sort of memorial 
for one of the ^est-liked men th at 
pver carried a ticket punch.

For twenty years Bobby Reeves— 
nobody ever called him Robert—was 
conductor of the morning Missouri 
Pacific th at ran along this route. Most 
of tbe time the train 'n-ent as fa r  east 
as Rich Hill, but later its run was 
term inated a t  Port Scott. Reeves was 
a  big. Jovial man. He always had a  
kindly smile for the country boy who 
was taking his first ride "on the cars;" 
he could chuck a crying Infant under 
the chin and bring an immediate smile 
to  its  wry little  face, and be could 
swap a  Joke with any drummer along 
tbe  line. After a  while moBt everybody 
along th a t portion of the road came to 
kno,w Bobby Reeves and call him 
friend. Perhaps he made a few ene­
mies, too, but .If he did they  wore of 
a remarkably kilent sort, for nobody 
ever seems to have beard of them.

Last winter Bobby Reeves died. 
About tbe  Game time the Missouri Pa­
cific took off the  momli:^ train  along 
th at route. There was a n  immediate 
protest against the road's action by
every town along the line. The train
p ^b ab ly  was not badly needed, but It
had come to be a  sort of institution, 
and folks did not want to part with it. 
After a  while the Missouri Pacific re­
stored it in accommodation form. Tbe 
long familiar figure of tbe smiling old 
conductor is gone now. but folks look 
a fter the  train  a  bit wistfully and say 
"There goes ‘Bobby.’ "
