TRENCHES FIVE YARDS APART

Character of. Warfare That Haa En-
gaged Armies In Alaace for Seven*
teen Months—Capture of Ceme-
tery Costs More Dead Than
Were Ever Buried In it

London.—The following is published
In the London Daily Express from its
correspondent In Pans:

"When the snow-laden wind comes
roaring over the Alsatian hills, Its Icy
blasi chilling the body to the bone,
the ‘polluB,’ huddled together, many
feet below the ground, draw their
blankets closer around them, for the
blizzard creeps down every nook and
cranny, and the men. now experienc-
ing their second winter campaign in
the Vosges, mumur; ‘How cold the
Boebes must feel!"

“This note of cheerfulness prevails
throughout the French lines, and no-
where more than In this sector of the
front. 1 have chatted with Turcos.
who now see snow for the first time,
and with men whose extremities were
frost bitten last winter, but everyone
Is happy with the idea that, no matter
how much be feels the cold, the plight
of the” Germans must be much worse.

“Here we are in German territory;
there la no gainsaying that aid to
cheerfulness. How far we have pro-
gressed | am forbidden to state, bUt 1
can affirm that no fewer than twenty
Alsatian towns are now within the
penny postal rate of France. Every
yard gained Is a step nearer the Rhine;
but for every foot of ground conceded
by the enemy there is bloody fighting.
Hartmannsweller-Kopf bas become a
symbol of the conflict in Alsace; in no
other sector of the front, so the French
general staff say, has the fighting been
so severe, but the Importance of its
loss or gain must not be exaggerated.

The summit. It Is true, commands
a great portion of the plains of Al-
sace. but ever since the French first
reached the foot of the hill the whole
of Hartmannsweller-Kopf has never
been wholly In the possession of either
French or German.

Warfare in Black and White.

Here is warfare in black and white.
The black uniforms of the Chasseurs
Alplua are silhouetted against a back-
ground of snow. From an observation
post one sees columns of sure-footed
mules carrying parts of guns, and com-
panies ot men. like myriads of ants,
crawling through the mountain passes:

again, patches of black, vague
smudges, whirling over the ~now. More'
Chasseurs Alpins rushing on skis
over hill and dale, stopping, twisting,
firing and rushing on again; agile lit-
tle men who are the terror of the Ger-
mans’ lives in this sector.

“Tales of their daring are legion. It
Is not so long ago that a handful of
them crawled through the German
lines and brought back a munition
train! It was in the early hours of a
winter’s morning. They found the
train with steam up; the engine was
started, the enemy was taken com-
pletely by surprise, and the train was
brought to a spot near enough to the
French lines for the men to remove
the munitions and destroy the train.

"The Chasseurs, or ‘blue devils' as
they are called, were concerned in the
taking of Sudel farm, which opened up
the road to the Relnbach valley. After
some skirmishing between outposts
the French established themselves on
the River Sutz. The snow was fall-
ing thickly when the French began
their advance In the teeth of a hurri-
cane of shells that came from the
German batteries on the hlUs behind
Cemay. but uothing daunted the
"devile,” although they were-two days
on the way, sleeping in the snow.

“At dawn on the third day the French
outposts heard the sound of, firing. It
was cauud by the skiers, who had
been out- all night looking for the
enemy. They returned, bringing back
with them two wounded German offi-
cers and six men.

"The ruins of the Chateau Freud-
stein concealed the guns, and massed
In neighboring valleys were the Get-’
mans. Enemy airmen had been hover-
ing over the column since It set out.
and undoubtedly the enemy was tryluf
to draw the French into a trap, but
Tenton slyness went astray. Soon
the enemy found he had no chance of
ambushing the French, and he changed
his tactics and sent out one company
from a Baraiian regiment to wipe out
the ‘blue devile’ The epeed of the
men on ekis was too great.' however,
for the heavy-footed Boebee and they
were soon outdistanced. A French
battery of heavy artillery received a
telephone message giving them the ap-
proximate range, and after e period of
bombsuviment the guns In'the ruins of
the chateau were silenced.

Storming Sudel Farm.

“Then came the opiiortunlty sought
by the ‘devils;' they began their attack
against the center of the German posi-
tion. which was Sudel farm. They Ad-
vanced under cover to within aboufj
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they withdrew, but in good order, fight-
ing a rear-guard action until the ‘blue
devUa’ charged with the bayonet The
action terminated in a complete rout
of the enemy and about 300 unwound-
ed prisoners remained in the hands of
the French.

*A recent German communique
spoke of a repulse of a I"Yencb attack
‘near MetzeralL' but omitted to mention
that Uetzeral is in the hands of the
French, and has been so ever since
our gallant allies won one of the most
brilliant battles of this war. When
the French advance approached Metz-
eral the Germans began to make a
fortress ~of this little Alsatian town,
and the streets were barricaded with
barbed wire, and overturned cans
masked machine guns. The battle
gan by an attack launched against the
forest. Trees were uprooted in hun-
dreds by the French guns, and gradu-
ally the enemy was pushed out of the
forest, but it was only then that a
fresh surprise was sprung on ‘the
French.

"The enemy bad dug trenches in the
forest, which he filled with barrels of
tar; these were connected by elec-
tricity with a point behind the Ger-
man lines, and as the French rushed
through the forest the barrels were
ignited. Nevertheless, this did not
stop the advance. They reached the
outskirts ofMetzeral. and here the
fighting became furious. A number
of factories were defended by the en-
emy, and each had to be carried sepa-
rately by the attacking party.

“From windows machine guns
poured a hail of lead on the heads of
the French. The men had to break
down the doors and fight their way
up. story by story. South of the town
the enemy defended the cemetery,
which held up the attack for a whole
night. The tombs were already tom
away by the French shells, but the
vaults were the scene of fighting of
the grimmest description. The bandies
of coffins were wrenched off and used
as knuckle-dusters by the enemy, who
made a most stubborn defense: every
vault sheltered a small battle, and the
vaults themselves had previously been
mined by the enemy; when they be-
came no longer tenable they were
blown up.

Capture Metzeral Cemetery.

"The cemetery was carried in the
early hours of the morning, but not
before It held more dead than ever
were burled In it.

"The taking of this salient did not
complete the task set to the French
Practically every house in the town
was defended, and from cellar to the
top story the French had to fight their
way before Metzeral was finally In
their hands. Truly, the enemy has not
cause to make much mention of Metz-
eral In his official communications.

"At the same time that the French
were attacking In this sector, a sec-
ond successful offensive movement
was being carried out along both
banks of the Focht. Two important
hills. Nos. fiGo and fi9S. were stormed,
and eventually Slllackerwasen was
taken. From this point Munster was
bombarded, which led to the evacua-
tion of thia town.

"The progress along the crest of
Linge, about five miles north of Mun-
ster, led to the withdrawal of the
German troops here, although strong
re-enforcements bad only arrived
three days previously, but the terrible
fire of the French artillery paralyzed
the men fresh from the drive in Rus-
sia. They were, nevertbless, put In to
garrison the town, and there they prob-
ably remain, still bombarded by the
French, who are slowly but surely
creeping along the Munster valley.

"Altkirch was evacuated by the Ger-
mans two weeks ago, and not for the
reasons put forward by the Basel
newspapers. Tbe Germans have insin-
uated that tbe civil population was
withdrawn because of the arrival of
fresh troops to undertake sn offensixp
in this sector, but the truth is that
the lower part of the town is flooded,
as It usually Is at this period of the
year, and tbe French advance towards
Altkirch has made the town unhealthy
for the civil population.

“"Hartmannaweiler-Kopt is likely to
figure in the French communiques for
some time to come, for the Germans
will never give up their counter-at-
tacks until they are driven away from
their Bide of tbe blIL Surprise at-
tacks here are always to be expected,
for both Bides now know every Inch
of the gronnd. and on tbe summit of
the hill the German and French
trenches are only about five yards
apart. This seems Impossible, but It
must be remembered that It la tbe lo-
dtviduality of the soldier that counts
for everything.

Twelve BnCttee a Night.

“Very often a battle lasting some
hours will take place for the posses-
sion of a mere stump of a tree, and a
tree stump haa been Vnown to change
bands twelve times during the couree
of a night An account given to me
by a French soldier of a recent French
offensive on Hartmannsweiler-Kopt
U dramatic in its simplicity. This
man haa taken part In no fewer than
fifteen battles for the hill.

"'The CTMt of the bill was white
with smoke." be says. ‘For two days
both sides ixad left the top of the hiU.
because both our guns and theirs were
raking the ground. We had buried the
German dead the fInt time the'crest
came into oor posaesaion. but their big
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sheila, from a battery of Austrian
guns, 306's. disinterred their dead, so
that when we charged we stnilbled

over arms and legs aod limbless
trunks'
'‘Our attack was launched from

three sides; the first charge only took
us forward about 150 yards, aod then
we bad to return to our original posi-
tions: It was heartbreaking. Before
we could attack again the enemy sent
up re-enforcementa,. but something
must have gone wrong, for hundreds
of their men were cut doi®o by their
own artillery firing from the ruins of
the HIUstein chateau.

We ceased our attack when night
fell, but our artillery redoubled Ita fu-
rious bombardment of the enemy's
trenches. Their guna fired at ours,
and ours fired at theirs and at their
trenches. Thirty feet below the
ground, snug in our dugouts. we could
feel the earth trembling. Tbe Ger-
mans kept their men in the trenches
because they never knew when our ar-
tillery would cease firing and our In-
fantry attack begin again. That Is
why we captured more*than thirteen
hundred prisoners. They were hag-
gard and shaking when they were
marched into our lines, for no soldiers
on earth could staud what our artil-
lery gave them.

'We had very slight losses, com-
paratively. when we stormed the posi-
tions the next day. and if It bad not
been that the enemy bad a few ma-
chine guns undestroyed by our fire our
losses would have been very much
smaller. .

"I have been
wounded three times, and always on
the slopes of 'Vieil Annand." Terri-
ble?

Attorney Qeneral Fellows has been

The
tact that the stream on which the pro-
poaed power plant is located does not
contain sufliclent power to make the
plant a paying proposition, cannol' b*
taken Into consideration.

However, this Is of some importance
to those who will put up their money
or the bonds as was shown in the Peo-
ple's Light and Power company of
Constantine where an Indiana school
teacher inveeted |SOO In the com-
pany’s bonds. She never received any
Interest on her investment and she
claims the bond Is practically worth-
less.

Heretofore It has been supposed
that the state railroad commission kf-
(orded ecmslderable protection to the
Investing public, but recent disclos-
ures have shown that the law creat-
ing the board Is lamentably weak In
one particular. Commissioner Glas-
gow admits that the commission
should not be required to authorize
bond issues for companies when tiis
eozznalsslon is convinced that the con-
cerns will never make money for the
bond holders.

One state efflclol expressed the opin-
ion that the law creating the railroad
commission should slther be strengths.

Washington—Until it is decided
whether the German  commander
aboard the British steamer Appam
brought the ship to an American port
as a prize of war or as a converted
auxiliary cruiser of the German navy,
there will ba no determination of the
American government's course re-
specting the ship.

As to the disposition of the Appam
herself, if she held to be an auxiliary
cruiser, her commander will have the
option of putting to sea after a cer-
tain time to make repairs and take
provisions. If she le declared a priite,
the situation becomes' more complex,
and in that event It is admitted that
the United States will have to deal
with probably the most novel question
concerning its neutrality that has aris-
en during the war.

The parent should begin to study
his son when the boy has passed his
fourteenth or fifteenth year, i»erhapa
before; he should watch him care-
fully, talk with him In a friendly way,
and bring to his attention the advan-
tages and disadvantages of the sev-
eral callings, especially those for
which he thinks his son is fitted.

The father should go fprther, and
consult with his friends, those who
come in ccmtact with bis boy, that,
from composite counsel, be may be
able to advise him more definitely and
more carefully.

To push or to force the boy Into a
vocation, without careful thought and
considerable study, is as wicked as it
is to rob him of bis birthright;

Thousands upon thousands of boys
have been started wrong because of
self-opinionated fatbers, who. without

consideration, forced their sons into
vocations against their Inclinations
and ability.

Many a devoted mother and over-
ambitious father, wholly from self-
pride and without any real regard tor
their offspring, have attempted
coerce him into some profession, when
the boy had absolutely no liking for it
or ability to practice it. They would
have their son a lawyer when the boy
would make a good business man.
They would force him to become
teacher when he lacked the power to
Impart Information. They would make
a business man of a student who
loved his books more than money.

Remember, parents, that your boy.
on the threshold of life. Is soon to be
bis own master, and that you have no
more right to force him under your
will than you have to steal his over-
coat or shoes.

The boy of today Is the man of'to-
morrow. and what you do with him to-
day may make or break him tomor-
row.

In This Oil-Burning Locomotive, Which Is Designed Particularly Tor Con-
struction Work, a Full Head of Steam Can Be Ratted In 15 Minutes.

?An oll-buming locomotive of e new
type, designed particularly for con-
struction work, is equipped with a
boiler in which, It Is claimed, a full
bead of steam can be raised in 15 min-
iites. The principal feature about the
boiler Is the use of e large number of
half-inch copper flues, each about 16
Inches long. These locomotives are
made In sixes ranging from 2 tons

to 12 tons. On the five-ton size, which
has a two-foot gauge, the complete
boiler, with fire box and smoke box,
measures only 34 igches in diameter
and 37 Inches In length. The engine
Is equipped with ball bearings, and the
power is transmitted to the driver
wheels through gearing. Any kind of
fuel oil may be used.—Popular Me-
chanics.

EUROPEAN RAILROAD SYSTEMS
HAVE BEEN HIT HARD.

Many Trains That Had Become Fa-
mous the World Over Have Had
to Be Discontinued in the
Belligerent Lands.

“While the war has put all Europe
out of order, no better illustration of
Its disorganization could be. chosen
than that of Its chaotic railway ge-
ography, presenting an aspect.of dis-
rupted schedules, broken lines, and
reorganized routings on such a scale
as to give some idea of the confu-
ilon In the belligerent continent,” be-
gins a bulletin issued by the National
Geographic society. "Trains de luxe
are no longer streaking hosts of Amer-
icans over famous railway routes rich
in memories for the travelers ot
every country, taking them to historic
grounds, to curative springs, to moun-
tain grandeur, to centers of inter-
oatlona! smartness, to places for fash-
ionable winter sport, and to Mediter-
ranean resorts for springtime and sun
In winter. The trains de luxe of be-
fore the war are no longer running;
for hostile frontiers cross their net-
work in all directions.

“Of the 12 most famous European
express trains, only four are still able
to run. The four lines still open are
the Ostend-Vlenna express; the Ber-
Hn-Karlsbad-.Marienbsd ~ express, a
summer train; the South express,
Paris » Bordeaux * Irun-Madrld-LIsbon;
and the Siberian express, Moscow-
Krasnojarsk-Irkutsk-Vladlvostok. Serv-
ice was halted indefinitely for the
Nord express, with its compartments
coming from Paris, Ostend and Brus-
sels. which left Berlin for Petrograd
and Moscow, Its sectiona splitting up
for their respective destinations in
Russia at Warsaw. Tbe Nord express
was a brilliant European link In the
far-apanning trans-Siberian railway,

and, in peace times, it pulled out of
Berlin daily.
Further, the popular Berlin-Tlrol-

Rome-Naples and Egyptian express,
whose many sections were always
filled with travelers, beginning about
this time hf tbe year, has ceased to
operate.  Its conductors ' and en-
gineers. aristocrats among European
railroad men, with considerable stand-
ing in the bureaucracies of Germany,
Austria. FVance and Italy, are now in
all likelihood driving endless lines
of freight cars through war-scarred
country, m

'The Orient express was the first ex-
press in all Europe before the war,
a train whose French, German and
Austrian sections were not surpassed
by any other ot the Xralns de luxq.
It has DOW lost much of |Its Interna-
tional character; has changed Its di-
rection; and. In place of the wealthy
and the renowned, it has taken to
carrying soldiers and munitions.

"Before the outbreak of the war,
the Orient express ran over a line
east and west; now It runs northwest
and southeast. It was made up at
Parts, and Its route was Paris-Strass-
burg - Munich - Vienna - Budapest-Bel-
grade-Sofla-Coostanttnople, while one
of Its sections went to Bucharest. The
Orient express, probably, ran through
more Important capitals, eight of
them, and bore a more truly interna-
tional character than any other train
in the world. The stations of this
famous train were marked by the na-
tional cities of peoples, and jis way
halted at either end in earth’s two
foremost historic centers.

"The Parls-Karlshad express has
stopped. Thbe Pen”hsula express, a
speedy train through France, where
It rivals the Paris-Marseilles and the
Calals-Basel expresses, still has a
c I~ way on that stretch wherein It
Is known as the Peninsula express, be-
tween Calais and BrtndisL Its Dutch
and German sections coming from
Rotterdam and BerBn, however, -are
no longer tiding, behind IL The Pe-
trograd-Vlenna-Nice express and the
Christianla-Paris' expreee, have, also,

their schedules canceled by the
war for sa indefinite time.-Practically
all of tbe Black Diamond, Empire
State and Twentieth Century ex-
presses of Europe are war-stained,
