The village caucuses will have to be 
held earlier this year than ever before. 
Tbe Absent Voters act, enacted by 1915 
legislature is tbe cause of this. Under 
the law all caucuses, primaries and coD' 
ventions must be held a t  least 20 days 
before election, and tbe ballots for the 
elections, general or special, must be 
in, printed and in th e ' hands of 
clerks a t  least 12 days before the election, 
fb e  new law is going to cause a revolu­
tion among villages and small towns, 
where spring campaigns have been con 
fined to about one week. Village 
election takes place this year on Mon 
day, March 13, and tbe latest date for 
holding caucuses' is February 22. 
Township caucuses will have to be held 
not later than March 14. Candidates 
for v U l ^  and township officers will 
have to “get busy“  early.

The W orkingman’s caucus has been 
called for fM day evening, February 
18tb, and tbe People’s caucus has been 
set for Tuesday evening, February 15.

“ Absent voters’’ as defined by the 
law, includes electors who are in the 
military service of tne state or United 
S tates in time of war, insurrection or 
rebellion, members of the legislature 
while in attendanoe a t its sessions, 
commercial travelers and students in 
attendance a t institutions of learning. 
Any of these wbo expect to be away 
from their legal residence on election 
day should make application any time 
within 30 days preceding the election 
to the townsUp or village clerk a t his 
home place for an application blank on 
which be will ask lor an official ballot. 
A fter proper appUeation tbe ballot will 
be sent him by the clerk with instme* 
14ods for m aridng it ahd returning it. 
Applications for blanks or ballots may 
be made in person or by mail.

WATERS OF LAKES.

the  Year—Various M atters of 
Importance.

Lansing—In one of the most Im­

portant decisions rendered in recent 
years the  supreme court late Friday 
afternoon sustained tbe constitution­
ality of an act passed by the first 
Michigan legislature in 1837, giving 
the sta te  jurisdiction over the waters 
of the great lakes to  tbe iotem atlonal 
boundary, which on inland waters is 
one mile from tbe shore.

Had tbe  court rendered a negative 
opinion it  is claimed th at the police 
Jurisdiction of the state over tbe fish­
ing industry would have been de­
stroyed, and on this account, the rul­
ing of the high court is considered 
to be of considerable importance.

W hen the first Michigan legislature 
convened a  law was passed providing 
th a t tbe counties of Saginaw, Mack­
inac, St. Clair and Chippewa and other 
counties thereafter organized, should 
have Jurisdiction in common of all 
offenses committed on th a t p art of 
Lake Huron within the lim its of this 
state.

Provision was m ade th a t such of­
fenses might be heard and tried in 
e ither of these counties In which legal 
process against the offender should he 
first issued, and in like m anner, and 
to the same effect, as if the offense 
had been committed In any p a rt of 
either of those, counties. Jurisdiction 
over Lake Brie was given to  Wayne 
e.hd Monroe counties. Macomb and 
St. Clair counties were designated for 
Lake SL Clair. Berrien. Van Buren. 
Allegan. Ottawa and Mackinac coun­
ties were named for Lake Michigan. 
Cblppewa and other counties to be 
organized along tbe shores of Lake 
Superior were designated for that 
body of water. - •

Three years ago Robert E. Ellsworth 
of tbe  state game and fish department 
made a  complaint before a  Justice of 
the  peace In Bay county, charging 
Bert Andrews with violation of the 
fishing laws of the state, i t  being 
alleged th at Andrews had violated tbe 
law in Lake Huron. The complalqt 
was served upon Andrews in SL Clair 
county where he resided. Andrews 
petitioned the circuit court of SL 
Clair county for a  writ of habeas cor­
pus. and was released from tbe cus­
tody of the Bay county Justice court
when the St. Clair circuit Judge de-p  
elded Bay county had no jurisdiction * 
over the alleged offense.

approving tho expenditure of si 
funds for advertising tho products of s 
private concern, the board of aodltors 
ashed th a  attorney ganaral for 
opinton aa to  th s  legality of the pro­
ceeding. In an opinion the attorney 
general advised th s  board of state 
auditors th a t  Hehne's advertlalng bill 
was not a  legal claim against the  s ta te  
and sboQld be disallowed.

A. J. Do­
herty, of Clare, a  member of tbe sta te  
board of agriculture, la behind the 
propositioD to keep - tbe  college 
m achinery lo continuous operatioi^ 
and he says the idea haa been re­
ceived w ith enthusiasm  by acting 
president P rank Kedzle and other 
members of the agricultural college 
board. "We have a plant a t  East 
Lansing worth 16,000.000 and under 
tbe present system  it Is idle three 
m onths in the year.” said Doherty. 
"The present idea ia unbusinesslike. 
No private corporation would operate 
lo such a  manner. By elim laating the 
vacation i>erlod the  student would be 
able to complete his course in a short­
er time and arrangem ents could be 
m ade whereby a  mah could en ter a t 
any tim e during the year. I believe 
Michigan will take the lead among the 
agricultural colleges of the country 
In keeping tbe school open during the 
entire year. A few months ago I dis- 
cussed the plan with officers of tbe 
University of W isconsin and they were 
heartily in favor of adopting It in the 
W isconsin school."

W ants More Power.
C. L. Glasgow of the state railroad 

commission has declared th a t he 
la heartily in favor of legislation that 
will strengthen tbe powers of tha com­
mission in the m atter e t  regulating 
stock and bond issues by public util­
ities corporations, and Intimated that 
in tbe future no bond Issue would be 
allowed, without an appraisal of the 
property being made by a  disinterested 
engineer.

Southern MichigsJi Telephone com­
pany made under oath before the state 
railroad commission last summer thati 
th e ir  property was worth more than 
$1,000 ,000 , the state tax  commission 
assessed the telephone company for 
th at amounL Now representatives of 
the corporation claim the property 
Is worth .approximately $700,000 and 
during a  bearing before the tax com­
mission their attorney asked th at tbe 
assessed valuation he decreased to 
th a t figure.

Germany will say in effecting 
a eetttem ent:

That the siuking of the Lusi­
tan ia was an act of retaliation 
against Great B ritain 's riolatloo of 
ioternatloual law in attem pting to 
star^'e Germany's civil population.

That inasmuch as American 
llvoB were destroyed by this act 
Germany feels justified in paving 
the indemnity demanded by the 
United States.

That Germany regrets the kill­
ing of Amerlcuns, disclaiming any 
Intent.

That Germany stands by her 
p^e^iou8 assurances th at vessels 
will not be sunk without warning . 
L̂nd without safety of the lives of 

non-combatants, provided they do 
not try to escape or offer resist­
ance.

That Germany is ready to co  ̂
operate with the United States in 
efforts looking to better protec­
tion of neutral rights on the high 
seas and for the  disarmam ent of 
m erchant ships.

W ashington—The Lusitania con­
troversy between Germany and the 
United States was regarded as virtual­
ly settled following a conference be­
tween President Wilson and Secretary 
].,an&lng, a discusaion of the case later 
a t the cabinet m eeting and a  confer­
ence between Mr. Lansing and ('ount 
von Bernstorff, the German am bassa­
dor.

W hile the substance of Germany’s 
latest communication Is admitted to 
be satisfactory, minor changes to clari- 
fy^the wording and form which the 
finaJ formal document shall take 'were 
su g ^ s te d  to  Count von Bernstorff; the 
German ambassador, by Secretary 
Lansing.

The desires of the United States in 
this connection were made known to 
the ambassador after President Wil­
son had discussed the subject with his 
cabinet. Count von Bernstorff Imme­
diately Informed the secretary th at he 
saw no reason why the changes could 
not be made, b u t explained^ in effect 
that, as a  precaution, he thought he 
would be justified in submitting the 
entire m atter to his government for 
final approval. He did so in a dispatch 
sent to Berlin and within about six 
days the resulting formal communi­
cation is expected.

The bank clearings of 'Winnipeg for 

1915 were a billion and a half of dol­
lars. Think of It. Then, in addition, 
there were the bank clearings of the  
oLlier cities throughout W estern Can­
ada. Regina, Saskatoon and.~JMD0 6 e 
Jaw also, show big increase in m ^ r-  
ings. The Winnipeg statistics show 
that the city has done the biggest 
financial, commercial aud Industrial 
business i^ its  history in 1916. A 
billion and a half are  big clearings, 
representing business on a per cap­
ita  basis of over $7,000 per head for 
every man. woman and child in tb s  
city, and has gone aiiead of big man­
ufacturing cities like Buffalo, and 
runs a close second to  Detroit. I t  
has shown bigger bank clearings than  
the middle west cities of Minneapolis 
and Duluth, and has exceeded Los 
Angeles, Seattle and other noted ship­
ping centers. It is now side by elde 
with the ten biggest cities <in North 
America in amount of bank clearings. 
But because tbe war helped Canada 
recover quickly from a  natural eco­
nomic depression it does not follow 
that, a t the end of the  war. tbe  coun­
try  must suffer a relapse, and straight­
way return to a state of Inactivity and 
hard iimes.

A Winnipeg paper, with a well- 
known reputation for cons.ervatlBm la 
economic m atters says:

Canada’s undeveloped fields should 
prove a mighty factor a fter the war in 
adjusting the country's business troza 
one period to another. Tbe staggering 
figures of this year’s crop, showing in­
creases in production of 50 per cent 
over last year, give a slight idea*of the  
future wealth stored in vast stretches 
of prairie plain yet untouched by the 
plow. Tbe Northwest GraSn-Dealers'As­
sociation on September 1 estimated 
th at the w heat crop of the  three Prairie 
Provinces would amount to 250.800,000 
bushels. On ^November 10 that esti­
m ate was increased to “ 307.230.000 
bushels. The Dominion government 
on September 13 estimated the W est­
ern wheat crop at 276.772,200 bushels, 
but on October 15 those figures were 
changed to 304,200.o<i0 bushels. 
Monetary Returns for the W estern 

Crop.
And the amount of money which the 

west is receiving for its  grain has not 
yet been wholly appreciated. Up to 
the  10th of December the  Canadian 
west bad received some 170 miiUoo 
dollars for 182 million bushels of Its 
grain crop, of which 149 million trash- - 
els was w'heat. The average price of 
No. 1 'Northern wheat for Septembez 
was 93% cents; for October 
cents, and for tbe first three weeks of 
November $1.03%. On the 10th of 
December there w m  fully 120 million 
bushels of wheat to be m arketed. TU e 
would leave about 30 million buabele 
for local consumption In the P rairie 
Provinces.

O mai. in American bls- 
tory has carried hardens 
as heavy as those which 
Abraham Lincoln bore 
on his great, patient 
shoulders. Despite his 
reputation as a  teller dt 
humorous stories and his 
keel *T)preciation of the 

ludlcrooB in persons and situations 
th a t  bore the outward appearance of 
aitmost dignity and funereal solemnity, 
th e  m artyred president was a  melan­
choly man. The .whole course of his 
life  bad made him so.

Ill childhood he endured the most 
rigorous hardship in the wilds of 
sooth  era  Indiana and central Illinois. 
H is father was a  sort o f ne’er-do-well 
who somehow couldn't seem to gather 
any of this world’s goods together. His 
m other was a  patient. God-fearing toll­
e r  who held no hope of reward in 
m ortal life. This mother encouraged 
his. efforts a t  learning when he was a 
llttie  fellow, and Just when mother 
and son were getting to be chummy 
and have their tim es of reading aloud 
tt^ e th e r  she died—afte r only a week's 
Illness. The son's grief was lasting.

When he was twenty-two, Lincoln 
fell in love with little  Ann Rutledge, 
who was wearing her heart out in 
grief for a  faithless lover. After a 
time; Lincoln won little  Ann's regard 
and they planned to m arry—though he 
was desperately poor. Came a streak 
of good luck; be went to the legisla­
tu re  a t  Springfield ai^d' she went to 
Jacksonville. 111., to k w ung ladies’ 
■academy. Presently l a ^ n ln  got word 
th a t  she was ill. One w ^ k  later she 
was dead. This sorrow LidcoId added 
to  hla early grief.

Years later, the tall, awkward coun­
try  lawyer was elected president of 
th e  United States—an honor unsur- 
ipaasable. But with It- came the 
ghastly tragedy of civil strife. And to 
-Us sorrow and, his grief of old he 
added thia load of sadness. Four years 
■and more Lincoln plodded slowly 
along under the burden, a national 
mourner. Then through the clouds 
came a  ray of sunshine. The war was 
nearing an end. The president saw 
peace ahead. He planned to bind a 
nation's wounds—North and South 
alike. He bekisme happier—rather, he 
became less unhappy, for bis spii^t 
was expanding.

But once again tiie glittering lance 
of malignant fate shot out. This time 
d t brought down the victim it bad 
.played with for half a  century—A. 
L incelu!

The following telegram, one of the 
iinany instances of his works of mercy 
and compaaslon. was sent by Abraham 
jUncoln from the W hite House on Us 
las t birthday alive. It typifies the spir­
it of the  in the last days of Us 
life and is exemplary of the a ttitude he 
^bok, not only towards individuals but 
toward the peoples and the states who 
were opposed In arm s to the Union.

“Major General Hooker, Cincinnati. 
OUo;

“la t t  Lieut. Samuel D. Davia whose 
death sentence is commuted. If uot 
done, >et It be done. Is there hot an 
assoctkte of b is also in trouble? Please 
answer. A  LINCOLN.”

ThO' -military r ^ o r s  of the closing 
days of the war comi>elled harsh meas- 
t t i ^  not only in deUing with the ene­
my biA" in dealing with those within 
the  forpes of the North who were guil­
ty  of ^eaerUon. neglect or treachery, 
and the columns of the daily iiapers 
of the tim e were replete w i^  para- 

' graphs headrd, as a  rule. “Elsecutlon 
of the Conspirators,“ ‘T h e  Spies Shot” 
or "Execution of -  Deserters.”

A perusal of U s papers daring the 
weeks preceding and following hla

(2f'4^'CQ^/y (a  ̂ fcul^urv Jciws}z«f^

l^rthday, February 12. 1865, show that 
he was giving especial a ttr it io n  to. 
these m atters. In the month l>f Febru­
ary alone be sent at least ten  tele­
grams suspending or delaying execu­
tions or asking for full reports of the 
tria ls  for his personal examination.

In some cases be upheld the decree 
of the military courts, in others be is­
sued pardons, and It is said th at in at 
least one case the man who had been 
convicted was in reality a government 
secret service agent unknown to the 
m intary authorities who had convloled 
him for tho very acts he committed 
In the service of the Union-.

It has been asserted by some biog­
raphers of Lincoln th at he felt pre­
monitions of his death in the months 
following his second election and If 
this be true it is possible that the 
shadow over his soul may have caused 
him to be more clement than was his 
rule. All are agreed th at he was al­
ways compassionate and slow to con­
demn, but he was sensible of the ne­
cessity for stern  Justice and was not 
given to mock mercy of the weak- 
kneed, sentimental kind.

The president's birthday itself had 
DO special significance in 1865. It is 
doubtful if many outside his im­
mediate family realized when the day 
occurred. It would be a  small per­
centage of Americans today who could 
state the date of President Wilson's 
birth  and in the last s ta g ^  of the Civil 
war the nation was too sorely beset by 
pressing, vital problems, sorrow and 
anxiety to recognize th a  birthday of 
the man who himself was the vortex 
of all the maelstrom of-political, mili­
tary  and executive activities.

I t Is known, however, th at Lincoln's 
last birthday season saw the president 
more cheerful, more hopeful of a 
peace which should save the Union 
than he bad been a t any other time 
dunng the war.

Ha had recently m et commissioners 
of the Confederate goverpment on a 
steam er a t Hampton Roads and al­
though the interview bad led to noth­
ing, the  president felt th at the dissen­
sion evident between the commission­
ers from the South meant a  speedy 
conclusion of the conflict.

Nicolay and Hay. writing of the 
president's general feeling In Febru­
ary, 1865, says: "His Interview with 
the rebel commissioners doubtless 
strengthened his former convictions 
that the rebellion was waning in en­
thusiasm  and resources, and th a t the 
Union cause must triumph at no dis­
tan t day.' Secure In hla renewal of 
four years' personal leadership and 
hopefully Inspirited by every sign of 
early victory In the war. his only 
thought was to shorten by generous 
conciliatfcn the period of dreadful 
conflict. His tem per was not one of 
exultation, but of broad, patriotic char­
ity and of keen, sensitive personal 
sympathy for the whole country and 
all its  people, South as well as North. 
His conversation with Stephens, Hun­
ter and Campbell had probably re­
vealed to bim  glimpses of tbe imder- 
current of tbetr anxiety th a t fraternal 
bloodshed and the  destructive ravages 
of war might somehow c o m e 'to  an 
end.”

Just before tbe president's birthday 
the house of representsti-ves passed a 
resolution requesting the president to 
communicate to it su^h information as 
he might deem compatible with tbe 
public Interest concerning bis inter­
view with the  Confederate commls- 
eloners. The president sen t to the 
house a' message summarising the 
transactions on board the  steamer, 
whldh actually amounted to  nothing

a t all’ This message was received 
February 10 and a short discosslon oc­
curred in the house. According to 
Xlcolay and Hay: *

“It (the discussion) did not rise 
above the level of an ordinary party 
wrangle. The tew Democrats who 
took p art in it complained of the presi­
dent for refusing an annlstice, while 
the Republicans retorted with Jeffer­
son Davis’ conditions about the ‘two 
countries' and tbe more recent declar­
ations of his Richmond harangue, an­
nouncing his readiness to perish ^ o r  
independence. On the whole, both 
congress and tbe country were grati­
fied that the Incident had called |>ut 
Mr. Lincoln's renewed declaration of 
an unalterable resolve to maintain the 
Union. Patriotic hope was quickened 
and public confidence strengthened by 
noting once more his singleness of 
purpose and steadfastness of faith. 
No act of hla could have formed a 
more fitting prelude to his second In­
auguration, which was now rapidly ap­
proaching, and the preliminary steps 
of which were a t th is  time consum­
mated.”

This feeling throughout the country 
and in congress was becoming evident 
to the president on his last birthday, 
so much so th at he commented on It 
to bis friends and advisers. I t  showed 
him th at the nation was behind bim. 
and th at he would be supported to the 
completion of his work of cementing 
the Union.

Almost in tbe nature of a birthday 
girt came the formal annouucement to 
President Lincoln th at he had been 
elected president of the United S tatea

On the very day of Lincoln’s b irth­
day tbe first of the cotton ships Sher­
man had sent from Savannah put into 
New York and Newport, R. I. The 
newspapers of February 13 featured 
tbe dispatches aunoimclng the arrival 
of the vessels and commenting with 
favor on tbe prospects of getting great 
cargoes of cotton from the newly 
opened ports of the South,

The dallies were sUso filled with dis­
patches telling of the progress of 
Grant's campaign against Lee, which 
was beginning so to formulate itself 
th a t Appomattox should end the war, 
and th at Sherman bad completed bis 
m arch to tbe sea. None viewed the 
approach of peace with greater gratifi­
cation than did Lincoln, and it was 
with tbe spirit of this period of his 
last birthday , upon him th at be wrote 
bis second inaugural address, which 
is fraught with human sympathy, so 
expressive of tbe character of the 
man.

The sad story of the  great presi­
dent's death Is familiar to alL That 
It was to follow so closely on bis last 
birthday, so lightened by hope and 
gratitude for the  success of the Union 
cause, none could foresee, unless, as 
some writers decUu-d, the president 
himself bad forebodings of it.

all events, i t  la pleasant -to con­
tem plate th at .the closing months of 
Abraham Lincoln’s life were gifted 
with a  feeling of peace which for long 
he kad not known. It was during these 
months th at be conceived th at closing 
paragraph of his second Inaugural ad­
dress:

'“With malice toward ^none. with 
charity  for all, with firmness In the 
right as Ood gives us to s^e the right, 
let us strive on to finish the work we 
are  in. to  bind up the nation's wounds, 
to care for him  who shall h^ve borne 
the battle, and to r bis widow and his 
orphan—to do all which may achieve 
and cherish a Jnst and lasting peace 
among ourselves and with all nations.”

THE INVENTOR.

Statistics are misleading, but 1 may 
say in passing th at millions of patents 
have been issued, and th at thousands 
of new Ifiveutlcuis are patented yearly.

The patent office will grant a patent 
for a new <|lscovery or invention. Irre­
spective of\ its couunerclal or other 
worth, the patent examiners basing 
their decisions upon tbe newness of 
tbe thing patented entirely regardless 
of its intrinsic value.

InveutioDs have been made by .both 
sexes, and by people of all ages. In­
cluding the Immature youth. Some of 
them have brought fortunes; but tbe 
majority of patents are worth prac 
ticaily nothing, and many a  good dis­
covery or invention, through lack of 
development and exploitation, has uot 
contributed anything to its originator.

A successful invention is dependent 
upon two conditions: F irst, the com­
mercial or other value of the thing it­
self; secondl)^ proper development.

Comparatively few inventors or 
scientific men have business ability, 
and the majority do not understand 
the marketing of tbe products of their 
Ingenuity. They can Invent, but they 
cannot exploit. They can discover, 
but they cannot distribute.

While a  few great Inventions have 
been the r ^ u l t  of chance or accident, 
the  majority of profitable patents are 
the resu lt of education and training, 
combined with unceasing research. 
Mere brightnesB end ingenuity are  not 
sufflelenL 1 am Inclined to think that 
the  inventor comes by his talent nat­
u ra l^  and th at he cannot produce It.

If you are  Ingenious and original 
and would invent, first train  yourself 
along the line of your proposed course. 
Secondly, do not Invent In a haphaz­
ard manner. Study conditions by re­
search, ascertain  wbat Is wanted, 
what can be used, wbat will be used If 
properly presented. Then attem pt to 
m eet this demaud. Wben the idea is 
born, search the patent records, for 
the chances a re  th a t someone else has 
forestalled you. By quiet and more 
o r less secret Inquiry attem pt to dis­
cover whether or not what you have Is 
m arketable. Then consult a reputable 
patent lawyer or solicitor. It you do 
not know of one. ask the Judge of the 
court, or some high-class attorney at 
law, to recommend one. Place your­
self unreservedly In his bands, for no 
reliable patent lawyer or solicitor has 
ever been known to betray his clients. 
A fter 'the  patent is issued to you. get 
Into communication with concerns 
manufacturing sim ilar articles, or ap­
pearing to do so; and either sell your 
patent outright or arrange for a  roy­
alty. Tbe chances are  a thousand to 
one th a t you cannot properly handle it 
yourself.

Bear in mind one thing: the result 
of Ingenuity is worthless unless 
can be used either commercially or for 
the benefit of humanity. Financial 
profit comes only to those who pro­
duce something which will sell.

You may be perfectly convinced of 
the value of your invention, but, un­
less you can make tbe public realize 
its  worth, you cannot hope to win 
fame or fortune from I t  F irst, be sure 
th a t you have something which the 
world needs, then m ate  every effort to 
show the world th at you  have some­
thing very much worth ' its consldera- 
tloD, by placing it in the hands of m^n 
you can trust, men who have tbe capi­
tal and ability to develop i t  Don't 
try  to do it yourself unless you bave 
both money and business acumen.

Y E S  O R  N O .

Mr. C. E. E. Ussher Is the passen­
ger traffic m anager of the Canadian 
Pacific railway, the longest railroad 
In the world. He could not help be­
ing loaded with experience, for his 
activities extend acroM the continent 
and over two oceans.^

Tlie other day I a u ^  him to  say 
a  few words before one of my busi- 
n e u  classes. He made the shortest 
speech of the year—Just sixty word: 
and every one of them weighed a  ton? 
H e said:

“Young ladles a re  popularly sup­
posed ttf be cQ ^em ed  chiefly with 
the words ‘T e ^ M d  ‘N o;’ but, -Judg-' 
Ing by my forty years’ experience, 
you. who will be stenographers, are  
chiefly concerned with the  word ‘Not* 
If It be omitted, and the stenographer 
m akes one say ’I am wiUtng,’ when he 
really said T am not willing,’ great 
trouble rteu its .”

MllUons of dollars have been lost 
because a  telegraph operator wired 
a  stock broker to  buy. wben the  u 
sage read not to  buy.

Even more millions of dollars have 
b<»on sidetracked because some stenog­
rapher wrote “I will," Instead of “ I 
will not,’* and ber employer signed 
tbe letter without reading It—care­
less of him, of course—with a re­
su ltant tremendous loss.

The moral worldr as well as the 
business world, swings on “YeS” and 
“No." “I will" and “I will not."

Saying "yes” a t the right time may 
stand for success, and saying “No” 
a t the wrong time may encourage fail­
ure.

“I will do It” may be the phrase 
which carries you luto prominence, 
and “I will not do i t” may save your 
money and your reputation.

If you are a  stenographer, learn the 
use of "yes" and “no," "I will" and 
“I will not.” and never write them 
into a letter, or repeat them, unless 
you are  sure tL_it ’ you understood 
your employer aright; and then. If 
you a re  certain that you did, but have 
a  suspicion th at wbat he said was not 
what he meant, be careful.

The clerks who rise from the ranks 
are those who do not follow dlrec- 
tioDs blindly. They understand tbe 
why, and when they write out what Is 
told them, or speak tbe words which 
they have been ordered to deliver, 
they bave back of them  the certainty 
th at they are following directions, and 
tbe further guaranty, due to their 
judgment, th at what their employer 
said be meant to say.

F irst of all be accurate. In taking 
shorthand notes, use the utmost care. 
In delivering messages, use the ut­
most care. In carrying ou^ the most 
important orders, in carrying out the 
least important orders, use tbe utmost 
care. And with that care, employ 
your brains.

Think! If a  note, if a  message. If 
an order, seems strange to  you, think 
It over quietly. If it still seems 
strange after you have given it 
thought, if yoir can see no reason 
for it. go to the one -who Is responsi­
ble for it and learn tbe why, or a t 
least be assured th at you have made 
no mistake. No man wants an em­
ployee who does not think, nor does 
be want one who will follow orders 
blindly. He Is not infallible. Some 
day be may make a mistake, and be 
will then appreciate—perhaps substan­
tially—tbe clerk who thinks, and 
shows th at he thinks.

Rainfall In Hawaii.
The rainfall on the island of Hawaii 

varies greatly, ranging from the enor­
mous downpour of 353 inches a year 
in the upper Walplo valley to 20 inches 
a year on the northeast coast between 
Hilo and Kobala. The Walplo surface 
stream s on the island are  found ..along 
the northeast coast between Hilo and 
Kohala. Tbe only river, according to 
tbe United States geological survey, 
is the largest stream  on tbe island, 
and has been pzirty developed for Irri­
gation. At Kapoho, on the east point 
of the Island, warm water Sows from 
seams in ' the rocks. These “warm 
springs” flow into a  pool about 100 
feet long, 25 feet wide and 20 feet 
deep. The pool is entirely surrounded 
by rocks and its  color varies in sbade 
from a  beautiful blue to violet. Wala- 
pele, or Green lake, is a  body of fresh 
water in tbe pit of an old crater near 
Kapoho. This lake covers an area  of 
about five acres and is fed by springs 
below the surface. A pumping plant 
takes water from this lake for domes­
tic  use and for Irrigation.

Birds That Have Their Own Way.
The ways of birds are  hard to un­

derstand. For years the Canadian au­
thorities bave been trying in vain to 
Introduce the American quail, or bob- 
white, Into British Columbia. Last 
year a  few pair, perhaps half a  dozen, 
migrated of their own accord from 
the s ta te  of W ashington into the prov­
ince. and have . survived and bred 
there, and now bid fair to multiply 
rapidly.. Ou the other band, the 
willow grouse, which used to be very 
plentiful In th at region, have almost 
wholly disappeared.—Youth's Compan­
ion.
