European War News

TkrM shundred and seyenty-four
hyw were lost when the French cnUS'
er sAmlral Chamer waa eunh off the
Syrian coast Dispatches trom Paris
conflnninff the Joss of the cruiser said
that only one man out of 37S aboard
waa aared.

Turkish troops advancing on the
British port of Aden, the “GibraUar of
the East” inflicted a severe defeat
upon British troops and forced them
to retire at some i>oiht8 to the pro-
tection of warships’ guns, according
to advices received at Berlin.

Nearly half a mile more of French
trenches In Champagne were captured
by the Germans, making an advance
of a mile front in a violent battle last-
ing forty-eight hours. In addition to

the Germans captured 400 yards
of trenches~ni the Vosges.

An Austrian aeroplane made a raid
over Ravenna and the neighboring
towns of '‘Codigoro and Bottrlghe, in
northeastern Italy, near the Adriatic.
A Havas dispatch to Paris from Rome
says 15 persons were Killed and a
number wounded.

The following official statement was
given out at Paris: "The ministry of
marine fears for the fate of the cruis-
er Admiral Chamer, which has been
patrolingf the Syrian coast. February
s a German sabmarlne sank a French
warship.**

*& dispatch to London from Milan
says aU persons were killed and sev-
eral injured by bombs dropped from
Austrian aeroplanes which appeared
over the city.

A Reuter dispatch to London from
Athens ssys that Bulgarian forces
have occupied the Albanian town of
neii, about sixteen miles from Av-
lona.

One of the forts of Erzerum has
been captured by Russians. An offi-
cial report issued at Petrograd an-
nounces the first breach'in the de-
fenses of the Turkish stronghold of
the Caucasus.

The British cruiser Aretbusa struck
a mine QB the east coast of England,
according to a statement Issued by
the British official press bureau at
London. All ten men were lost.

England will reject proposals made

Lansing.—There has been-a gain of
$8,200,427.80 in aggregate business of
the Michigan State banks and trust
compaaies since November 10. 1915.
according to statistics now compiled
by Banking Commissioner Frank W.
Herrick.

In this report the figures were
taken at the close of business Decent
ber 3L 1915. At that time the com-
merclal deposits subject to checki
amounted to $126,128,693. Commercial
certificates of deposit totalled $22-
136.973.49. Savings deposits amounted
to $206,303,722, and the total of sav
ings certificates of deposit was $53,
838.708.83.

Since the last report commercial
loans and discounts have increased
$1,181,266.13. Savings loans and dis-
counts have Increased $261,873.68.
Commercial bonds and mortgages
have Increased $1,510,639.63. while
savings bonds and mortgages have in-'
creased $4.351>5r6.83. making a total
increase in loans of $7,351,596.83. In
the same period commercial deposits
have decreased $1,825,935.06 and sav-
ings deposits have increased $10,209.-
990.30, making a net Increase In de-
posits of $8,384,055.2".

Compared with the corresponding
report of one year agp the following
changes are noted: commercial loans
and discounts increased $12,707,431.
53; savings loans and discounts de-
creased $303,913.77; commercial bonds
and mortgages Increased $9,584,232.35;

savings bemds and mortgages in-
creased $22,321,576.90. During the
past year commercial deposits in-

creased $33,940,900. and savings de-
posits Increased $35,224,220.46. making
a total increase in deposits of $69-

THREE MORE ARE PARDONED

Band Help Make It a Gala Event—
Men Spared Threw Their Hata
in the Air and Cheered.

El Paso, .Tex—Three former Villa
soldiers, accused of theft, were exe-
cuted in Juarez in the presence of
more than 5,000 persons, several hun-
dred of whom -ftere Americans. The
executions were made a gala event.
The death march was headed by a
band playing popular airs. Behind
the doomed trio, several huudred Mex-
ican civilians formed a procession.

Two of the bandits faced death with-
out flinching, even refusing to be
blindfolded. ~Manual Rojas, former
bugler for General Villa aad tbe first
man to face the firing squad, weak-
ened slightly. He leaned against the
adobe house of the Northwestern rail-
road depot for support and accepted
a handkerchief blindfold. Rojas had
hardly crumpled to the ground in his
death throes than the second prisoner
was lined up in front of ~be body and
shot.

As the third bandit faced his execu-
tioners. he looked at his two dead
companions, uttered a prayer and
calmly said to the captain:

“Shoot when you like.
conirades."”

The 15 riflemen quickly ended the
third man's life.

Three other prisoners, sentenced to
be executed, were then placed in front
of the dead bodies and the soldiers
raised their guns. Then the captain
read a pardon from Commandant
Gavira. of Juarez. The three men
whose lives were spared threw their
hats in the air and cbeered.

POISONED SOUP WAS SERVED

A Chicago Club Chef Attempts to
Poison Distinguished Clergy,

Chicago—Virulent poison was found
by city chemists iu samples of the
soup served at the banquet in honor
of Archbishop Mundelein at the Uni-
versity dub Thursday night The dis-
covery, coupled with the disappear-
ance of a kitchen employe of the club,
and the finding of similar poison in
a private laboratory in bis room, to-
gether with literature classed as an-
archistic. led the police to believe that
the illness which overcame more than
a hundred of the diners was the result
of a deliberate attempt to poison tbe
guests.

Several of tbe distinguised guests
were so affected that they have not
yet recovered, Two are still confined
to their beds and a number of others
said that they still felt the effects »f
the poisonous soup.

The management of this railroad wants
to get at the causes wherever they exist,
and remove them

The starting point Is to get people who
do lack confidence In this railroad to say
so and to tell wh

Why does the railroad system ask you
this?

Santa Fe Line Makes Sure That
Coaches Are Capable of Keep-
ing Out Rain.

An artificial rainstorm has been de-
vised by Charles N. Swanson, superin-
tendent of car shops of the Atchlnson,
Topeka & Santa Fe railroad, as a
means of testing tbe roofs of new cars
and repaired cars before they are
being put into service to make sure
they are .alnproof. The apparatus
consists of a spraying device which
throws a very large quantity ot water
controlled from a little bouse at the

side of the tracks. The cars to be
tested are hauled under the spray
twice. Tbe cars are tben entered by
the Inspectors and all evidences of
leakage are chalked for tbe guidance
of the repair men. ‘When tbe cars
have been through the repair shops
they are again subjected to tbe rain-
storm test before they are put Into
service. The volume of water Is so
great that it la possible to locate leaks
in tbe side sheathing or ends of the
cars.—Popular Science Monthly.

Vhey're Vermin, Not Game, English
Timber Owners Are Now Be-
ing Told.

To encourage the growing of more
timber in England by organizing all
resources of labor, a committee has
been appointed by the government un-
der tbe chairmanship of Francis Ac-
land, the London Chronicle stadee.

Lord Selbome, minister for agricul-
ture, drew attention to this step at an
exhlblQon of English timber organ-
ized by the Elnglish Forestry associa-

tion at the Surveyora' institution,
Westchester.

He said that the committee was ap-
pealing to land owners and land

agents to let them see their iloods
and inake proposals for the purchase
of tliinber. The committee appealed
to the owners to give what help they
possibly could in the felling, conver-
sion and hauling of the timber.

NCE again, as tbe anniver-
sary of his birthday rolls
around, we contemplate
tbe life and accomplish-
ments of our nations fa-
ther. The United Sutes
of America is now In the
midst of a great crisis—one of three.
The first was the desperate struggle
)f tbe baby republic to maintain life
oetween 1776 and 1815. Tbe second
was Uie terrific fever which rattled the
bones of the half-grown nation from
1861 to 1865. The third is different.;
The hungry, blood-mad wolves of
war are snarling all about us. We are
charged with tbe problem of taking
means of defense against the time
when they may turn from their car-
casses to attack us. We must insure
for ourselves prosperity. For the good
of the whole we must'assifine the task
of harmonizing all the multitude
of discordant and misunderstanding
groups of people that compose our
body politic—men and wobien of a
great variety of racial anteceilr.nts. of
political tenets, of religious lwliefs. of
capital and labor, of education and
ignorance—and weld them into one
great patriotic mass. We must keep
friendship with rur neighbors to North
and South and across the sea-;

So in this lime of stress It behooves

us to keep our national temper and
deal fairly and mean what we say. It
is well worth' while to consi'dor the

historian Lecky's description of George
W ashington;

win the despondency of long contin-
ued failure. In tiie elation of sudden
success, at times when his soldiers
were deserting by hundreds, and when
malignant plots®'were formed against
his reputation, amid the constant quar-

rels. rivalries, 'and Jealousies of his
subordinates. In the dark hour of na-
tional ingratitude, and in the midst

of the most universal and Intoxicating
Mattery, Washington was always the
same calm, wise. Just and single-mind-
ed man, pursuing the course which be
believed to be right without fear or
favor,or fanaticism; equally free from
the passions that spring from Interest
and from the passions tbit spring from
imagination.

"He never acted gqn the Impulse of

an absorbing or wuncalculating en-
thusiasm, and. he \alued very highly
fortune, position, and reputation; but

at the command of duty he was ready
to risk and sacrifice them all.

"He was. (n the highest sense of
the words, a gentleman and a man of
honor, and be carried into public life
the standard of private morals.

"It was aj first the constant dread
lof large sections of the American peo-
ple that if the old."overnment were
overthrown they woulii fall into the
hands of military adventurers and un-
dergo the yoke of milftary despotism.
It was mainly the transparent integ-
rity of the character of \Nashiiiglon
that dispelled the fear."

There has rarely been a time when
the people had more need of the les-
sons of Washington's life than now.
We are in the midst of the uncertain-
ties visited upon us. as a people at
peace, by a conflagration which has en-
veloped a I'onttneiu in war. In a year
of peace, of sowing and reaping, of
the productive activities of market and
factory, we suddenly found ourselves
face to face with the peril of such a
panic as the world had never wit-
nessed. Industry withered as under a
blight; trade dried up at the roots;
our chief export crop lost for a time
iwo-thlrds of its value; specie pay-
ments were suspended In our financial
centers. Instead of having heavy trade
balances in our favor, we were called
upon for gold by the ton to pay for se-
curities sent back to us by foreign in-
vestors. Want and destitution ap-
peared where there had been plenty.

We have come far since those black
days, but a dangerous road still
stretches before us. Let us remember
W ashington, the commander In chief
of one battle.

That was Yorktown. Washington
took the command of tbe armies of
the colonies in July, 1775. He receiver)
the surrender of Cornwallis In Octo-
ber. 1781. more than six years later.
These six years were spent in avoid-
ing battle. There was one brlliiam
sortie—the battle of Trenton. Rut the
history of his campaigns Is the his-
tory of BKIlIfui retreats, like that which
followed Trenton, rear-guard actions,
defensive fights when attacked, disas-
trous offensive movements like that
on Germantown.

He had no government behind him
—only a loose confederation of colo-
nies, which refused to pay their levies

and left him at one time with a dis-
couraged remnant of only JOOO sol-
diers.
