Mr. F errli’ View ef Mr. Bryan—The 
S tate 's Printing Cost ■ Large 

Sum—The Tax Money

Lansing—Officials of tbe Michigan 

Anti-Saloon league were not surprised 
when it was learned th at the liquor 
In terests are  planning a ' counter a t ­
tack in tbe e la te  wide prohlhltlon cam­
paign in tbe form of another consti­
tutional amendment to change tbe lo­
cal option unit from the county to tbe 
township and city. F or some time 
those who have charge of the prohibi­
tion campaign bad expected a move of 
this sort and tbe “w ets'' showed their 
hand .when Secretary of State 
Vaughan was asked to approve the 
form of a  position for the purpose ol 
initiating au amendment to tbe consti­
tution for a sm aller local option unit. 
This method of attack  was employed 
by the liquor Interests of Ohio a few 
year's ago with g rea t success. In tbat 
campaign tbe liquor men not only de­
feated the prohibition amendment, but 
by elim inating tbe vital provisions of 
tbe  local option law, reclaimed as 
“wet” territory  many counties where 
the saloons had been banished by local 
home rule law

At the present time more than half 
tbe counties of tbe state have been 
made “dry" by adopting the local op­
tion law. However, in most cases It 
has been the vote in the rural districts 
of these counties th a t has resulted in 
victory for the tem perance forces. 
Should the liquor men succeed in de­
feating sta te  wide prohibition a t  tb e  
election next November and are suc­
cessful in putting through their pro­
posed amendment to reduce the local 
option unit, thousands of. saloons 
would spring up in cities and villages 
where the sale of liquor has been out­
lawed as a  result of the heavy "dry" 
majorities rolled up In the rural sec­
tions of these counties.

The reason for this bit of strategy 
on the part of the liquor men of the 
sta te  "is obvious. Unless some In­
ducement can be offered to the "wets'' 
In the  dry counties, the liquor inter­
ests of tbe state a t large could bardly 
hope to  enlist them in the campaign. 
However, they have sounded, or they 
are  preparing to sound tbe call to 
arms. Now there is a community ol

•Ferris and Bryan.
Governor- Perris, who has been a s  

enthusiastic supporter of equal auf- 
frage for women; is not in favor of 
a  plank In tbe national dem ocr^lc 
platform pledging the support of the 
adm inistration In favor of the suffrage 
cause.

last week.

Petitions to place Bryan's name on 
the  Michigan prim ary ballot in oppo­
sition to President Wilson are being 
circulated in certain sections of tbe 
state and word has reached Lansing 
th a t tbe  petitions will be filed spme 
time before the first of March.

Printing For the State.
' All of tbe s ta te  printing during the 
next two years will be done- by Wyn- 
koop Hallenbeck Crawford company 
of Lansing, while all of the binding 
will be done by Bludeau, Slebert & 
Gates of this city, with the exception 
of tbe work of the Michigan manuals 
and tbe Job work for tbe s ta te  library, 
which was given to tbe  Robert Smith 
Printing company of Lansing. The 
contracts were awarded by the board 
of s ta te  auditors. During the past two 
years the s ta te  has paid bills for print­
ing amounting to 1179,731.17, while the 
bills for binding totalled *58,139.32. 
Tbe printing and binding bills for the 
next two years will be considerably 
larger by tbe publication, of the com­
piled laws which will host approx­
imately *100,000.

Each year, according to the reports 
of tbe sta te  auditors, the printing bills 
have been Increasing. In 1906 and 
1906 the total amount paid for print­
ing was *79,305.55, while tbe binding 
bills for tbe same period amounted to 
*44, 129.82. In 1910 and 1911 the 
printers received *116,585. and the 
binding bills for those years amounted 
to *52,169.17. One reason for the big 
increase in the printing bills is the 
fact tb at practically every sta te  de­
partm ent issues monthly or weekly 
bulletins of some sort in addition to 
tbe regular annual reports. Some 
times these bulletins contain useful 
information and some times they con-

After Back Taxes.

the farm ,”  but “Stay on the farm .” The belief of all the government stu­
dents of agricultural conditions in  the United States is tha t if the fanning 
industry be made increasingly profitable'*and that if conditions of farm life 
be bettered the “Back to the farm ” movement will take care of itself. In  
other words, the- magnet will be on the farm  and it  will draw to itself the 
dwellers in the cities who are ambitious to  better their condition.

Secretary Houston was asked by your correspondent to give a message 
to those who are engagcfd in a comprehensive plan to show the boys of their 
communities that it  is advisable to stay on the farm instead of leaving it 
to go to thg hurly-burly and uncertainty of city life. Mr. Houston spoke 
feelingly on the subject. He combined a statement of what is being done 
by the federal and state governments to give the farming life holding quali­
ties, with a message on the growing opportunities for young men t;o make 
a signal success of agricultural occupations.

“ I t  is not so much a problem of bringing young men back to the farm 
as it is one of so improving agricultural conditions and rural life as to 
make it clear to the young men that they will be better off in the long run 
by staying where they are than by going elsewhere.

“The great problem eonfroiuing the nation is how to make agricul­
ture profitable and the rural life comfortable, attractive and healthful.

“ I f  we successfully attaick that problem we shall be relieved of the 
necessity of talking so nuj».li about staying on the farm or of going back 
to the fann. All the efforis of land-grant colleges and of this department 
are directed to this enil. The agencies are becoming consolidated in Ihe 
extent and efFiciency of machinery, and financial support has been forth­
coming from the states and the nation, which combined are spending at 
present $60,000,000 a year through the land-grant colleges and the state 
and federal departments of agriculture for the improvement of agiicul- 
lural and rural life.

“The aim is to increase production through plant and animal breed­
ing, better cultural methods, eradication or control of plant and a&imal 
diseases which are costing hundreds of millions a year; to study newer 
problems in agriculture j to improve distribution, e s ^ ia l ly  marketing, and 
to develop community co-operation and teamwork with a view to the better 
standarrlization and handling of products and a fuller knowledge of mar­
kets and market conditions and the transportation of products—in Ihort, 
a better organization of rural life.

“ In the interest of the young people we are organizing a large number 
of agricultural clubs, canning clubs, poultry clubs, com clubs, hog clubs, 
and so on. The work is being promoted by the demonstration force, now a 
co-operative machinery under the joint support of land-grant colleges and 
the federal departm ent

“ In many counties throughout the country there are county agents 
whose duty it is to work with the farmers on the farms for the improve­
ment of agricultural conditions as they affect production and distribution. 
Under the Smith-Lever act the states and the nation together will be 
expending in seven years $9,000,000 yearly for this extension of agricul­
tural education.

wiyi the improvements made by the farmers supplementing these agencies, 
that the opportunities for young men .to make a success in  farming will 
be increased gradually, and tha t now outside of the actusl business of 
fanning there is a loud call for leaders of all these enterprises in rural 
districts.

“ I  see no reason why an aspiring country boy should not direct his 
■attention to the opportunities p resen t^  in this great'field of effort rather 
than to those of the other industrial offerings presented by city life.”

Secretary Houston spoke strongly of three factors of the problem of 
how to keep young men on tbe farm. They are good rural schools, firsts 
class country roads and a more attractive social life. Schools and a bright­
ening of the social life arc wholly state and community problems. In  the 
m atter of the improvement of roads the federal government has a voice 
and power.

The secretary has a heartfelt interest in the solution of the rural- 
school problem. He believes, as others believe with him, tha t the boy and 
girl in the country should have the same opportunities for education that 
are given to the boy and girl of the city. The lack of proper educational 
facilities in country districts, he believes, ha^sent many ambitious parents 
away from the farms to the cities in order to’give their children the advan­
tages which the schools of the large centers afford.

It costs much more to live In the 
d ty  than  In the country. If a  man 
receives low wages he must find shel­
ter In low-class lodgings—crowded, 
dirty, garreUlke places In poor neigh­
borhoods where fresh a ir  Is a t a  p re­
mium and the constent noise madden­
ing. He caknot buy good, nourishing 
food but m ust get along on w hat he 
can afford to buy. Consequently hls 
health  suffers. He cannot afford to 
buy clothing of good quality, so he 
m ust wear shoddy. He can save noth­
ing out of small earnings, so slcknera 
or any o ther emergency need to r funds 
finds him  la  serious drcum stances. 
And to live s s  he m ust live is s  ooa- 
s tsn t lavitstion to  stekness.

The Unwary Girl.
And the young woman who wants to 

leave tbe old home town or the farm 
for the city? I t la much harder for 
her to get along than for the young 
man. Wages for women in the Indus­
tries are  very low and jobs • are 
scarce. Decent living conditions are 
beyond her reach unless she gets good 
pay. PitCalls for the unwary or unfor­
tunate young woman are  everywhere.

PECULIAR IRISH “MONO-RAIL”

Of tbe various quaint railroads in 
tbe world one is not so very far away, 
although you have perhaps never 
beard of it. much less traveled along 
its eccentric line, rem arks London 
Answers.

This Is tbe Lartigue railroad, at Bal- 
lybunlon. in Ireland, some idea of 
which you can glean from tbe picture. 
This strange train, you will observe, 
is  in duplicate, the engine and car­
riages being (louble, while tbe  line 
conslstB of a  central rail, which passes 
down the  center ot the train . To add 
to the humor of the  thing, passengers 
are  somdtlmea requested to change 
their seats from one side of tbe train 
to the other, so th at a  proper balance 
may be maintained.

O ther out-of-the-way railroads are 
sometimes used In o rd e r  to negotiate 
any very steep ascents or descents 
where tbe ordinary train  would come 
to  grief. In this connection wa find 
what are  known as "rack" railroads, 
more than one of ,which is used in 
Switzerland.

The rack railroad, instead of having 
ordinary smooth lines only, has a 
rack-rail in tbe center of the track, 
th is  rail being cut Into a series ot 
teetb, which jut out rather like the 
teeth  of a saw held upside down. 
Under the  engine ot the  tra in  itself 
there is fixed a cogwheel, which grips 
the  teeth  of tbe  rack-rail, and so pre­
vents the  tra in  from slipping back 
along tbe ordinary rails th a t  Ue on 
either side of tbe rack-rail.

Cars fitted thus are  able to  ascend 
and descend montalns on which an 
ordinary tra in  would quickly meet 
with disaster.

Another form of mountain railroad 
Is th at fun by means of cables. The 
cable principle is  roughly thla: Tbe 
cables wind round drums a t the  top 
and bottom of the slope. Then, as 
one train descends the other climbs 
up the hill, tbe process being reversed 
for the return Journeys.

A sensational train, which we may 
yet see in everyday work, is the Bren­
nan monorail, demonstrations of which 
were given by Its inventor a  few years 
ago. 7*be peculiarities ot this tra in  
are  th at i t  has only one rail, being 
balanced by means of a couple of 
gyroscopes.

There is also a  moving-platform rail­
road. which has been actually used In 
New York, and which somewhat re­
sembles tbe moving staircases now in 
use In parts of London. In th is  case 
the first platform Is stationary, but 
beside it there  is another platform 
which moves forward a t tbe ra te  ot 
three miles an hour. Next to this 
comes a  third platform, moving a t six 
miles per hour, while the fourth and 
last moves a t  nine miles per hour.

The Idea Is. of course, th a t passen­
gers shall step from platform to  plat­
form. according to  the pace a t which 
they wish to travel; it being in their 
power always to return  to the station­
ary  platform when they so desire. In 
leaving one platform for another, 
moreover, they a re  never changing 
their ra te  of progress by more than 
three miles. On each platform, also, 
there  are a  number of posts and hand­
rails to which passengers can cling. 
If nervous. Believers in this method 
of travel prophesy a great future for 
tbe invention; but whether their be­
liefs are  justified or not rem ains to be 
seen.

Locomotives and freight cars that 
run equally well with or without rails 
are  tbe latest loventions of Austrians 
in their war on R ussia.' Tbe wheels 
are  of the broad rim type th at will run 
well on rough roads or through mud. 
They are  fitted with a  centrally locat­
ed flange th at flts over the tracks 
when the 'strange train  la running on 
rails.

When tbe train arrives a t tbe end of 
tbe railroad line it can still be con­
tinued toward the front, unless the 
roads are in absolutely impaasable 
condition. Over good, solid roads tbe 
train runs alm ost as fast as over rails.

Tbe locomotive is a  benzine eater, 
generating its propelling power by tbe 
use of benzine. Tbe hybrid-wheeled 
freight train  has been used effectively 
by tbe Austrians, especially in tbe 
Carso district. It is expected th at the 
type will BopD become familiar on all 
fronts, as tbe usefulness of the Inven­
tion has been well demonstrated. This 
Austrian contrivance is one striking 
instance Teutonic resourcefulness 
not attributed to tbe Germans and is 
in m arked contrast with tbe bomb 
throwers, iron helmets, spring rockets 
and other adaptations o t ancient war­
fare which have lately marked the 
trench-deadlocked conflict on tbe west­
ern front.—Exchange.

C o u r te s y  i s  C a tc h in g .
Two great railroad corporations 

have placed posters about their prem­
ises emphasizing tbe desire to please 
Lhelr patrons. One Invites tbe sugges- 
clons. co-operation and friendship of 
the public in Its efforts to remove 
causes for complaint o r criticism. 
Tbe other enjolhs upon its  employees 
to  be courteous a t all times, that 
courtesy Is catching. Is a business as­
set, a  gain and never a  loss.

Such evidences of railroad anxiety 
to  be on good term s with the public 
on a  frank basis of mutual confidence 
a n d . co-operation will undoubtedly 
strike  a responsive chord in popular 
sentiment. There are  many little  de­
tails  th at affect tbe public irrlta tin ^y , 
but which may never have occurred 
to  railroad management. One of these 
m ight be removed by referring per­
sona intending to travel a t a  later 
date to  tbe  information windows at 
large stations, where they might be 
routed and instructed without Inter­
fering with the ordinary traveler who, 
as often aa not. reaches tbe station 
ju st In time to buy bis ticket before 
th e  tra in  pulls o u t

G e rm a n y ’s  O ld e s t  R a i l ro a d .
Tbe oldest railroad In Germany Is 

one of the shortest railway Hoes In the 
world. The Ludwig railroad, connect­
ing the cities of Furth knd Nurem­
berg, is Just th ree  and three-quarter 
miles long, and has never been ex- 
tended.-It was conceived by Johannes 
Scharrer, a wealthy bop m erchant 
The plan was first published In 1832, 
and as King Ludwig favored its  con­
struction It was named afte r him. 
There are  about ninety employees. 
The road carries about 4,000,000 pas­
sengers a  year.

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STORY OF FATEFUL NIGHT

Thrills o f th e Passing Hours Told by
A nxious Correspondent W atching 

From S h ip —**AM Off” Comes 
Word at 4:15 a. m.—Gun­

fire Bluffs Moslems.

Sydney. Australia.—Rigid censorship 
has withheld the story of how the Aus­
tralian and New Zealand troops quit­
ted the Gallipoli peninsula, but now 
with tbe few other correspondents, 
privileged to witness th at wonderful 
piece of work, Captain Bean, the 
cial press representative, has de­
scribed in telling phrases much of what 
was done.

Cabling from Anzac bay under date 
of December 19, Captain Bean says-

"The movement, which at thia mo­
ment is going On, is tbe one which, 
from tbe day of landing, everyone here 
has most dreaded. 1 heard it said on 
the day of landing, and It has been a 
commonplace ever since, th at although 
the experiences of landing were bad 
enough, one thing would be worse, and 
th at was if It ever fell to our lot to 
have to get off again.

“One read in the  papers speeches 
by members of parliam ent asking light- 
heartedly why the forces were not 
withdrawn from the Dardanelles, as ff 
the process Was merely one of picking 
up baggage and walking off. People 
talking like that, one knew, could not 
hare  the slightest conception of the 
‘conditions under which we have been 
holding on for eight months a t Anzac. 

At Mercy of Turks.
“Did they realize that the main 

beach, from which almost all the work 
of supplying Anzac had ^  done, 
was within 900 yards of tbe main cen­
te r  and pivot of the whole Turkish 
line; that if the Turks could fight their 
way 300 yards they would reach the 
edge of the  cliff, from which they 
would be able to look down, as from 
tbe gallery of a theater, ui>on tbe nar­
row flat, containing nearly all our 
stores, the ordnance depot, and all tbe 
parapherualia for landing and embark­
ation? Six hundred yards below them 
would be the north beach Itself—that 
is, the beach Just north of Ari Bumu 
Point, with, three of our five landing 
stages, and the solitary sunken tramp 
steam er which served us for a break­
water.

‘ J u s t  so u th  of A rl B urnu  P o in t In 
A nzac cove is ‘W atson’s P ie r,' built 
by tb e  A u stra iia tr  s ig n a le rs  soon a f te r 
th e  landing . B ut th is  so -called -p ler is 
w ith in  s ig h t of G aba T epe prom ontoiV  
and  th e  enem y can  see  It so w ell th a t  
th e  g uns of th e ir  b a tte r ie s  to  th e  south  
of u s can p u t shell on a n y  p a r t o f th a t  
beach  a t  an y  m om ent th ey  w ish  as 
easily  a s  you can  s tr ik e  an y  le t te r  on 
your ty p ew rite r. T h ere  a re  14 guns in 
th o se  p a r tic u la r  b a tte r ie s—th ey  a ll go 
by th e  nam e of 'B eacby  Bill’—and 
th ey  bad  m ade ’W a tso n 's  P ie r ’ and 
Anzdc beach  easily  th e  m ost unsafe 
p laces  on th e  peninsula.

“The only chance is to get the troops 
away without the enemy, of whom 
there  are 85,000 at Anzac and Suvla. 
having a  suspicion of it. The North 
beach is better hidden than  ’W atson’s.’ 
The enem y.cannot actually see the 
ground arodnd the landing point, but 
there is an' qfl-sboot from the main 
ridge to 'north , from which be 
could loolT over our inner ridge and 
Into Ari Burnu Point, and half of the 
North beach. It was known as 'Sniper’s 
Nest' because be habitually sniped 
from there at night with a  machine 
gun. From ’Sniper’s Nest’ h-e can Just 
see the tip of one landing step and all 
boats moving to or fro from them. In­
deed, he keeps a careful list of all sea 
traflBc. ' Suvla is even more open to 
shell fire, but at several miles distance 
from the nearest Turkish observer.

“Complete secrecy is the only meth­
od of preventing the most terrible con­
ditions on tba  beach.”

Departure Made in M oonlight
Captain Bean here plungeg Into his 

account of the actual retirem ent In 
this language:

“The moon is Just beginning to flood 
sea and land with a  light so clear that 
you can scarcely notice the  change 
from twilight Into n ig h t The bright­
ness of the moon Is one of our chief 
anxieties, for If the  enemy sees what 
we are  doing and attacks daring cer 
tain  stages of the embarkation before 
tonight la over, then nothing can p r^  
vent one of the most sanguinary ■ 
desperate fights in history. But at 
p resen t although everyone’n. nerves 
are  on edge with the proximity of tbe 
constant possibiUty of a great tragedy, 
there Is nothing whatever tn the gray 
shape of land there (the correspondent 
Is on a cruiser) to hint a t what Is go­
ing forward.

'T know that as a  m atter of fact cer­
tain  movements of troops have been 
taking place during the last half hoar 
which if careleaaly carried out would 
result In the discovery of our plan 
But,looking on with aU the apprehen­
sion in the  world one cahopt h iak e m t 
the least difference In the scene.

"8:27—Another distan t gray shape 

passing outward far io the southward. 
They are clearly getting away without 
tbe least bitch, and actually a h e a d  of 
time.

“A  big monitor baa Just been e ie o l-  
isg  In past us—a ship I bare  never 
seen before. She taiust be going In 
there to  enfilade tbe Suvla trenches, if 
anything goes wrong.

“Some gun has flashed down near 
our beach. PTobably it Is one of the 
guns which we are  leaving behind so 
that they can be fired up till tbe very 
last moment. Our bid Anzac position 
is 80 small th at a field gun, It placed 
Id  one of tbe valleys where it could be 
bidden from tbe enemy, cannot fire at 
the enemy's front trenches. They (tbe 
Turks) could fire a t positions 4,000 
yards away, but from the first, in or­
der to enable the Australian field guns 
to fire on the enemy’s trenches, U has 
been necessary to place them  right on 
top of the hills.

H eavy Fire Causes Brief Alarm.
By this artillery bluffing tbe Aus­

tralians and New Zealanders kept off 
the Turks.

“It is 9:30,’’ the correspondent goes 
on. “A very, heavy fire has suddenly 
broken out down there. It is ten miles 
away a t tbe least from where this 
cruiser lies, and yet I can distinctly 
hear the ripple of rifle lire and ma­
chine guns, punctuated by the thud of 
bombs. It Is tbe first time that I per­
sonally have ever heard rifle fire a t 
Helles from Anzac. I t  gave one a very 
big heart thump a t first, because It 
sounded almost like an attack on the 
Anzac right.

"The British made an attack this 
afternoon a t Helles. The Forty-second 
and Fifty-second divisions, th a t'ts , the 
Manchester and Ix>wland divisions, 
made a charge. We could see tbe 
Turkish shrapnel bursting -over them, 
the navy and land guns helping the 
British by one of the most tremendous 
shore bombardments I ever listened 
to. . . . Everything ashore is quite 
normal."

Prom this it would appear that by 
General Monro’s direction the evacua­
tion was helped by a demonstration of 
considerable magnitude a t Cape Helles. 
Captain Bean resumes:

"A message has Just been received 
by our captain from tbe naval captain 
in charge to say that tbe whole plan is 
working splendidly.

Turks Made Ready to Be Attacked. 
"10:05 p. m.—There are  sounds of 

very heavy.firing down south. I can 
distinctly hear their machine guns, 
first one, and then two together, then 
a continuous ripple. I know that tbe 
troops, who ac«rBOW coming off. are 
using not ouly tbe North beach but 
also tbe beach In Anzac cove, on to 
which 'Beachy Bill’ can put shells 
whenever he likes. He can m ake that 
beach almost impassable. Occasional­
ly when some small increase In tbe 
sniping from the trenches makes one 
hold one’s breath for a moment, I ro- 
member this—that ‘Beacby Bill' has so 
far fired ofily four or five shots during 
the whole night. And that la certain 
proof that he cannot even suspect that 
there is any unusual movement on.

■‘11:40—A collecUj|n of a few cutters 
with a steam boat^ is to gather at 
’Brighton beach’ In .order to bring off 
the latest party. We often land stores 
a t ‘Brighton beach,' so ‘B eacl^ ' will 
notice nothing unusual in this. A mes­
sage has-arrived from an officer, com­
manding the remaining troops, to say 
that the enemy has actually been seen 
strenuously employed In tbe trenches, 
putting up barbed wire. He must sure­
ly think th at our activity means an a t­
tack by us.

. a. m.—A transport Is moving in

"1:28 a. m.—Bomb on 'Apex;' 1:29.*. 

m.. bomb on ‘Apex:’ 1:30 a. m., bomb 
on ‘Apex.’

From this moment t h e  ‘A p e x /  t h e  
b l g h ^  point on the ridge is  our line 
which w a^won by the W ellington bat­
talion on Ahgust 8, and h e ld ,  though It 
cost Wellington 712 out of 7S3 men 
who went Into tbe fight—from this mo­
m ent the  'Apex’ is free to the enemy. 
His fire trench there  Is 59 yards from 
ours.

"1:45 a. m.—‘Beachy Bill' has fired 
again. T.be shell burst in the supply 
depot near 'Brighton beach.’ So be Is 
a t bis old games. That supply depot Is 
the favorite targe t of ‘Beachy Bill’s’ 
shells at night. This is the  first time 
they Will find nobody there. Two 
bombs a t tbe ’Apex.’ Our men have 
been gone from there a quarter of an 
hour. Those bombs m ust have been 
thrown by the Turks a t our empty 
trenches.

"1:55 a. m.—There has Just steamed 
silently past us- tbe small warship 
which I know contains tbe commander 
of our army corps. General Birdwood 
was ashore a t Anzac among o ur inen 
today. They were in splendid heart.

‘‘1:57 a. m.—Another bomb at tbe 
‘Apex.’ We bad tw o-tunnels out far 
beneath the Turkish trenches there In 
case of need, and Into these Che engi­
neers have put what explosive remains 
with them. The biggest mine we ever 
fired before contained less tlian five 
hundredweight. ■- Thia mine of three 
tons. If ‘we decide to fire It, should 
rend tbe ‘Nek’ to pieces. It is an ex­
traordinary ending to  a  fine history. 
‘Quinn’s’ (Post), the trench th at tbe 
Turks could never take a t  whatever 
cost, we have quietly left In the night. 
It now lies open to them.

Mines on th e Nek Blown Up.
'3:25 a. m.—Tbe trenches opposite 

the ‘Nek* have a t this moment been 
left. Tbe old Anzac line Is now open 
to the Turks along every part. Desul­
tory fire still continues exactly as on 
other nights from the far right to the 
far le ft

3:26 a. m.—Just now a huge red 
cloud rolled low across the ‘Nek.’ 
There was a low rumble. Presently, a 
still larger cloud curled low across the 
furiber slope of the same ridge, the 
angry revolving fumes glowing orange 
for an instant, then fading into the 
night. They were the two mines a t the 
Nek’ where our Light Horse once 

charged. A rattle  of rifies has started 
from the center. It is spreading thick­
ly to the flanks, and growing steadily 
Into a roar. The Turks evidently 
think they are being attacked, and 
they have started firing all along the 
line.

'3:35 a. m.—The firing is heavy, 
right (to the extreme southern end of 
the line. A message has been received 
to say that tbe Anzac wireless station 
has been closed and th at the last party 

tbe left is safely in the boats.
3:45 a. m.—Firing still heavy, in­

cluding machine guns. Suvla wireless 
station closed also. The navy must 
have timed the embarkation perfectly.

‘4 a. m.—The fire a t Anzac has al­
most ceased, except normal sniping 
by the Turks along the whole line. Ex­
cept at ‘Sniper’s N est’ I can see no 
flashes from their rifles, so they must 
be in their trenches.

’’4:10 a. m.—The ten ts and sforea at 
Suvla have just begun to burst into 
flame. Tbe flames are spreading 
swiftly along the line of beaches. We 
can see the torch of tbe mau who Is 
lighting them, going Just ahead of the 
line of flame.

“4:15 a. m.—A wireless has been-re­
ceived stating that the whole embarka­
tion has been completed. A naval of­
ficer next to me turns around and 
bolds out his hand. Thank God!” 

Thus it will he perceived th at this 
retirem ent was accomplished between 
dusk on December 19 and four o'clock 
on tbe morning of December 20.

Turks Bombard.
“7 a. m.—Day is just breaking.” con­

cludes Captain Bean. A quarter of an 
hour ago tbe Turkish batteries sudden­
ly opened a furious bombardment of 
the ridges along which the old Anzac 
line runs. The firing was extraordi­
narily h 'lrrled and wild, some shells 
bursticx low. others wildly high—four, 
six. d g b t  at a time.

7:15 a. m.—W atching the old Anzac 
trenches just now through glasses. I 
saw what I took to be a line of small 
pine trees growing over the crest of 
tbem. When 1 saw some of the trees 
move along the parapet of tbe trench 
southwards 1 realized that my pine 
trees were Turks. Evidently the Turks 
have been making an attack. They 
first bombarded our enemy line, and 
then charged across against the silent 
parapets. . . . They are swarming 
over the psirapets on tbe skyline, stand­
ing still for a  moment, then swarm­
ing farther south.

"7:20 a. m.—This ship let go two > 
salvos straight into the Turks on tbe 
sky line, and they have quickly disap­
peared Into our trenches. We have 
DOW turned wHh tbe rest of tbe fleet 
to bombard the few remaining heaps 
of stores on the beach. The valleys 
are  quickly filled with smoke and 
dust.

"7:37 a . m .— Our bombardment 
ceases. The fleet slowly turns toward 
the west, and Anzac, smoking in tbe 
dust our own guns have made, is re­
ceding behind u a  The huge fire is 
smoking a t Suvla. Even now the 
Turkish battery is bombarding a point 
on the beach where one of our bat­
teries used to be.

“7:45 a. ,m.—A message has been 
received that all of tbe wounded have 
been brought off as well as several 
more guns. Only five guns were left— 
three Austraiian and two old howit­
zers.

“The picket boata which went into 
the beach, did pick up one or two 
stragg lera  One boat went straight in 
to Anzac beach and steamed about, 
those oil board calling, ‘Anybody here?'

"Dec.: 20.—A  German flag h a s  a p ­
p e a r e d  t h i s  morning flying over Sovik.”

BROKOIMR-IŴ 
COSTS NINE LIVES

REAR.END COLLISION LAID TO 
DISREGARD OF CAUTIONARY 

SIGNAL.

F IF T Y  P E R S O N S  W E R E  HURT

Local Train W as Running Forty Miles 
An Hour When the Accident 

Happened.

Milford, Conn.—Disregard of a  cau­
tionary signal was probably respon­
sible for the rear-end collision on tbe 
New York, New Haven & Hartford 
railroad in which nine persons lost 
their lives and fully 50 were injured, 
according to Charles C. Elwell, of the 
Connecticut public utilities commis­
sion.

The sta te 's  investigation already 
is under way. but inasmuch a.s four 
railroad employes, the moat important 
witneesea, were killed, it will be diffi­
cult to fix responsibility.

Two passengers, a  man and a  wom­
an, were killed instantly when a  local 
train  running a t 40 miles an hour 
crashed into the rear of the Greenfield 
express, which bad been stalled be­
cause of a broken air-hose. Two other 
passengers died-in hospitals.

The official theory of the accident 
is th at tbe engineer of the local dis 
regarded or failed to see the caution' 
ary signal, and could not make bis 
brakes hold when he came in sight 
of the danger signal.

One of the heroes of the wreck w 
George L. Tourtellette. flagman, sent 
back from tbe stalled train, who stood 
in the path of the approaching local, 
frantically waving his red flag until 
escape was impossible and he was kill­
ed under the engine wheels.

EM PLO Y  M ILLION M EN IN NAVY

Navy Has 320,000 Officers and Men ta  
146,000 When War Broke Out.

London—The magnitude of the work 
going on In the navy is shown in a 
letter from the admiralty to Sir Gil­
bert Parker, answ'ering his inquiry tn 
the house of commons on the number 
of people, engaged in all branches of 
the navy and of naval work. The let­
ter states that the navy proper had 
146.00'0 officers and men when the 
war broke, out. which number has in­
creased to 320,000, with the authority 
granted for a further increase to
350.000 officers and men. besides
67.000 n a\al reserves. There are also
85.000 men engaged in work at royal 
dockyards and other naval establish­
ments and several times that number 
on admiralty work under contract and 
.«ub-contract. An aggregate of more 
than 1,000.000 persons engaged in var­
ious tranches of nuvai work is shown.

Hearing On Requisition For Officials 
of Eastland Likely.

Lansing--Hearings In connection 
with the charges against the officials 
of the company operating the steam er 
Eastland which toppled over in Chi­
cago harbor last July and more than 
800 lives were lost, may be staged in 
Lansing.

Ann(5uncemeni made in Chicago that 
niinois will insist on extraditing the 
Michigan defendants. President Geo. 
T. Arnold of Mackinac Island; Vice 
President William H. Hull of Benton 
Harbor, and General Manager R. W. 
Davis of Benton Harbor, is taken to 
mean that bearings before Gov. Ferris 
will be demanded.

At the time the indictments were 
returned Gov. Ferris said tbe requisi­
tions should be honored and if the 
attorney-general approved the legality 
of the papers he 'w ould honor the re­
quisitions. ,
