Foundry Plant
The Meeting Held a t the Village Hall, Tuesday 

Evening Was Largely Attended and Much 
Enthusiasm Manifested.

There was a very good atteodance at 
the meeting of the Plymouth Improve­
ment Association held a t v i lla ^  ball, 
Tuesday evening. The meeting was 
called CO hear the report of the com- 

" te e  appointed to interview the A. J. 
Detlaff Co. of Detroit, who are in the 
the field for the location of a  big found-

?’ plant, employing about ^  men.
he company is composed principaly of 

Mr. Detlaff. only ^lew  shares of stock 
being held by employes of the concern. 
Mr. Detlaff gave tbe committee some 
Excellent references as to bis financial 
standing and as to the volume of busi­
ness he is transacting. A t present Mr. 
Detlaff is getting all his castings made 
by outside concerns, but desirous of 
owning a  plant of his own and away 
froni the biĝ - city, where help in tbe 
foundry line is scarce and not a lw ^a  
reliable. He wants a building 7Sz7DO 
feet, built of concrete, steel and glass, 
tbe cost of which be estimated a t about 
$40,000. He bad no plans, these being 
now in preparation by engineers. He 
also wanted some four or five acres of 
land, located fo ' easy shipping facili­
ties and a sidetrack. He didn’t  sav so, 
but intimated frM  village taxes, light 
and water for a  time would be an extra 
inducement. Other cities are investiga­
ting this proposition and undoubtedly 
will f u m iu  u e  items mentioned, if Mr. 
Detlaff ooaeludes to locate there.

Mr. Detlaff will pu t from $15,000 to 
$20,000 in cash into the business. He 
will have a  msmager who will put in 
that much more and other parties in 
tbe city ready to put in stuck to bring 
the total up to about $75,000, for the 
jnirchase of machinery and fittings and 
as working capital. They will bring 
about twenty-five skilled moulders to 
tbe plant, lecn iftisg  tiie balance from 
outside, Mr. DeUon olaunlng three or 
four weeks’ workeoaohed by the skillful 
men would be sufficient instruction fur 
the QDskilled to become efficient work­
ers.

The Aviation Corps of the M. N. Q.
Tbe governor baa received a letter 

from the Aero Club of America by 
its president. Alan R. Hawley, of New 
York City, requesting him to commis­
sion an officer of tbe Michigan Nation­
al Guard to attend one of the aviation 
schools to be conducted by an eastern 
Aeroplane company. The Aero club 
will pay 340 towards defraying the 
expense of training the officer from 
Michigan, and according to tbe letter, 
it is planned to obtain an officer from 
each: of tbe forty-eight stales. Tbe 
Michigan National Guard has no avia­
tion corps, for the principal reason 
that it owns no aeroplane. However. 
Col. John S. Uersey- adjutant general 
of the state militia, has received word 
that a group of Detroit men have 
plans to buy an aeroplane and turn It 
over to the national guard. If the De­
troit sportsmen carry out their pro­
posed plan, a number of aviators will 
be recruited in that city and officers 
of tbe guard who are  willing to enter 
this branch of the service will be in­
structed in the a rt  of flying by men 
obtained through the Detroit organize 
lion. Col. Rersey says an aviation 
corps would be of great benefit to 
the Michigan National Guard. As a 
result of the plan presented by the 
Detroit men. tbe military department 
will not recommend to the governor 
that the offer of the Aero club-bs ac­
cepted.

The statem ent of W. J. Mickel. 

deputy state food and dairy inspector, 
which gives details of Mlchigar.'* 
mammoth public kitchen may interest 
many readers.

Mickel's report has been given Gov. 
Ferris through tbe channels of tbe 
sta te  food department and It was one 
of the documents th at was not de­
stroyed bv tbe fire th at attaeked tbe 
old capHol building.

Last year it cost tbe tax p ^ e ra  of 
Michigan just 11.671.840 to supply this 
gigantic public "kitchen" with food­
stuffs. In Mickel's statem ent of ex­
pense are grouped 18 public institu­
tions which are  dependent for exist­
ence on public appropriation and 
which consumed 1,200.000 pounds of 
beans. In addition to tbe soup that 
could be made from that great amount 
of beans tbe state used 1.000-000 
pounds of beef. *

Half a million pounds of better were 
consumed in tbe state "kitchen."
1.000,000 pounds of sugar; 20,000 
pounds of baking powder; 150,000 
pounds of coffee; 100.000 pounds of 
prunes; 100.000 pounds of other dried 
fruits; 20,000 pounds of fiour; 350.000 
pounds of lard and lard substitutes;
12,000 gallons of molasses; 600.000 
pounds of pork: 100.000 barrels of 
potatoes; 100,000 barrels of rice; 20 
gallons of extract; 7.000 pounds of 
spices; 60.000 pounds of tea; 15,000 
gallons of vinegar: 175.000 looa of 
coal: soap, soap chips and soap powd­
ers to the amount of 3100.000.

. LONG AND SENSATIONAL 

FIGHT.

Th e  VOTE STOOD 276 TO U 2

Republicans Join Democrats in Back­
ing Up the President On His Sub- 

fnarine Negotiations.

W ashington-President Wilson com­
pletely and decisively won his long 
and sensational fight to compel con­
gress to acknowledge that it stands 
behind him in the submarine negotia­
tions with Germany. To the rallying 
cries of "Stand by the president." and 
‘Is it {.Ansing and Wilson, or von 
Bernstorff and tbe kaiser." a big Dem­
ocratic majority and nearly half of 
the Republicans in the bonse. three 
times rolled up overwhelming votes 
against the movement to warn .Ameri­
cans off the armed .ships of the Euro­
pean belligerants.

The celebrated M<I.«more resolu­
tion. around which the anU-adniinis- 
■ ration forces centered their fight, 
was tabled, in other words, kilted, just 
as was the Gore resolution for a simi­
lar purpose in the senate last week.

From the very outset of the fight 
the president's supporters, without re­
gard 10 party, swept over tlie opposi­
tion. ,

On the fir.-'t vote, which was a par­
liamentary proposition to prevent 
opening the .McLemore resolution to 
amendment and unlimited debate, the 
administration forces carried the day 
256 to 160. On that 192 I>emocratc. 6.3 
Republicans and one Progressive 
voted to support tlie administration. 
Twenty-one Democrats, l:t2 Republi­
cans, five Progressives, one Indepen­
dent and Representative 1,/Ondoo. the 
lone Socialist of tbe house, voted 
against it.

This was the crucial votq, qf the 
fight, the one point on which admin­
istration leaders were uncertain. With 
victory in hand they moved on to the 
next proposition, the adoption of a 
special rule for four hours' discussion 
of the Mcl.<emore resoluton. Again 
they carried the day this time 271 to 
138. and then pushed their victory to 
a conclusion b.v tabling the McL,«more 
resolution. 276 to 142.

FRENCH INFLICT HEAVY LOSS

Steady Pour of Machine Gun Fire In­
to Enemies Advancing Army.

ixmdon -Germany's new drives at 
the two flanks of the French defenders 
of Verdun have siitcteded to the point 
of taking an important hill northwest 
of tbe fortress and the village of 
Fre&nes. on the southeast, in tbe 
Woevre region. On the southeast, the 
Germans took the village of Kre.snes. 
which ha.s been partially surrounded 
by them for several days. The town 
is an important highway center and 
is on the railway from Montmedy to 
Commercy. ^

To the weUT of the .Meuse, the Ger­
mans. pressing '^n from Forges, took 
positions' on both sides of the Cote 
de L'Oie. penetrating the Corbeaux 
wood to the west of the- Cote, and 
u k ing  Mill 266 between the Cote de 
L'Oie and tbe Meuse.

The French still hold ihe summit of 
tbe Cote itself, thus keeping a salient 
Which projected into the new German 
line at this point The French also 
are  still in po.tses.sion of the village 
of Betblncourt. tbe groves to the east 
of the Bois des Corbeaux and tbe Bols 
de Cumieres.

Tbe battle, which gave the Germao-s 
poBsessloD of Hill 265 was an engage­
ment of great intenalty between large 
forces. The German attack was 
made with a full division of 20,000 
men. A bombardment of extreme vio­
lence preceded the attack and was of 
marked effect on the Ffench defenses. 
The French artillery and machine 
gun.s poured a cencentrated fire Into 
the advancing ranks of tbo-Germans, 
inflicting heavy losses, but 'h e  Ger­
mans. by force of numbers, concentrat­
ed on a narrow front, drove on in spite 
of tbeir losses and the French were 
unable to hold the hill.

So Wisely Distributed That Tax­
ation Will Affect Farmers to . 

a Degree Practically , 
Unnoticeable.

So many rumors have been cfirv- 
lated regarding war taxation tu'- 
Canada th at the statement made by 
Sir Thomas \Yhlte, Canadian Mlniuter 
of Finance, of the (Jovenunent's plans 
for raising war revenue should be giv­
en the widest circulation. Sir Thomae 
made It clear that the revenue will be 
raised by taxing tbe profits of incor­
porated companies whenever those- 
profits exceed seven per cent, and tne 
profits of unincorporated firms or part­
nerships wben the profits exceed ten 
per cent. On all such excess profits 
these companies or Arms will have to 
contribute one-quarter to tbe Govern- 
mem. Transportation companiea. 
banks, mining. miUiog. and other com­
panies will be subject to this taxatioa. 
but life insurance companies, and com­
panies with less than fifty thousand 
dollars capitalization, and companies, 
firms, or individuals engaged In agri­
culture or stock raising, are exempt, 
a<td pay no part of this taxation. The 
only other additional taxation pro­
posed is an increase of fifty cents s  
barrel In the customs duty on apples, 
and one-half cent a gallon in customs 
duty on certain kinds of oils.

It will be noticed that this taxation 
is being applied in such a way that i t  
does not effect farmers in the sllgtat- 
est degree, except, perhaps, through a  
small increase in cost of apples and 
oil. The war revenue is to be paid out 
of the profits of the big firms and com­
panies with capital of over fifty thou­
sand dollars, and even these are aJ- 
lowed seven per cent in apme esaea. 
and ten per cent in others, of clear 
profits before they have to pay any 
part of this taxation. It will be seen 
th at the whole policy is to place the 
war exj)endiiure taxation on those who 
have beeu making l>ig profits and are  
able to pay it. and to encourage farm­
ing and atockraialng by exempting 
farm ers and siock-rataers from the tag- 
ation. This ought to set at reat every 
rumor that the farm er or the farm er’s 
land is being taxed to pay the coat of 
the war.—Advertisement.

BEnER THAN EVER
City Dwellers Struggle for Their 

Meager Comforts.

GOOD FINANCIAL PROSPECT

Wisconsin Official Shows Why Young 
Men and Women Should Stay In 

Country and Help Make the 
Nation's Real Wealth.

T E.V years ago—twenty years 
.ago—all the alert-, energetic 
farm boys were leaving the 
farm for the city. They did 

this because they wanted to make 
money, because they wanted to see 
life, if they stayed on the farm, they 
were not only sure to be lonely and to 
be in unattractive surroundings, but 
they were sure to be poor. But times 
have ebangeU.

Today, if you go through a  fairly 
prosperous farm ing community, you 
will find the telephone In nearly every 
farmhouse and a dally delivery of mail 
bringing the daily newspapers to 
every door. You will find many farm­
houses better fitted up with con­
veniences ami comforts than a re  the 
homes of the average city laborer. 
Because there are  better roads and 
better horses and better buggies and 
more automobiles, you will find that 
the farm er and his family are  no long­
er imprisoned in the farmhouse, but 
move about and have as imicb social 
life and as great an opportunity to 
meet each other as do the city man 
and his family. Many a farm boy 
who Is ten miles in the country, with 
bis artom obile. can and frequently 
does, reach town In less time than it 
takes the average man in the big city 
to reach his business from his city or 
suburban home. The boy who stays 
on the farm need no longer look ahead 
to a  lonesome, cheerless existence.

Prices Going Higher.
•Never before has the American farm 

boy had so promising a financial pros­
pect as he has a t the present time. 
Profits are  surer than they ever were 
and they bid fair to increase. Prices 
are  high aud they are  going higher. 
American consumers are demanding 
more and belter farm p iq u e ts  and 
stand ready to pay better prices. They 
a re  going more directly to the farm 
for what they want and the farm er is 
setting  a  bigger share of what they 
jiay. The war and the disturbances 
that have grown out of it have Inter­
rupted. if titey have not permanently 
cut off. the channels of trade for for­
eign farm pcoducis. so that the Amer­
ican farm er is likely in the future to 
have open to him the m arkets of the 
world as they never before have been.

' Skill and experience in handling 
soils, in rotating crops, in selecting 
seeds, and In planting and tending, 
is rendering a total failure of any 
crop unusual and unlikely. But as 
up-to-date farming is now carried on. 
the failure of a  single crop io no long­
er the disaster which .t formerly was. 
No one is now a  one-crop farmer. To­
day's successful farm er has not only 
a  variety of crops which constitutes 
reserve resources when the yield or 
the price of a  single crop falls him. 
but be now gets revenues from a 
score of sources, from his com  and 
oats and wheat and potatoes as of 
old, but also from his truck garden, 
from his orchard and email fruit, from 
his fat bogs and cattle, from his 
purebred stock animals sold a t fancy 
prices, from bis dairy products, and 
even from bis poultry.

Big Financial Returns,
In fact, the farm er wbo formerly 

was considered a plodder working at 
one thing, with one ides and one re­
source. is now getting to  be a  re­
sourceful business man. an admin!*- 
trstor. an a lert student of the  mar­
ket and finance, a well-read profession­
al man who understands the science 
of his profession.

The boy wbo stays on the farm to 
become a  successful farm er is enter­
ing into an occupation where brains, 
intelligence and study, energy and 
alertness are  getting as large finan­
cial returns as they are  In any hu­
man activity. Moreover, he is enter­
ing into an occupation where work­
ing and living conditions are  more 
universally a ttractive and healthful 
than are  the surroundings of any group 
of workers in the  world. What more 
can h e  hope for If be goes to the 
city?

COTTON FABRICS IN NEW WEAVES.

Displays of spring dress goods in 
the shops are  enriched by many beau­
tiful and novel cotton fabrics th a t are 
a revelation in the  a n  of weaving cot­
ton. They Include canvas cloths and 
basket weaves th at promise something 
of a  revolution in apparel for warm 
weather. There are  the sm art awn­
ing stripes in white with all colors 
and white with black, in which color­
ings and the arrangem ent of stripes 
are  both rew . They are  to be used 
for separate skirts to be worn with 
coats of a  plain color. Basket weaves 
are  most a ttractive In black and white, 
but are shown in many designs adapt­
ed to sk irts  and suits. Cottons, in 
fact, are  usurping the place of wool­
ens and Bilks by the force of the 

\ beauty and practicability of the new 
weaves.

Some of the fam iliar cotton m ate­
rials. like cretonne, in light weights are 
woven with reference to their use in 
dresses and suits. In suits, plain, 
coarse linens or cottons are used with 
them, made into coats finisbed with 
collars, cuffs, belts, pockets and other 
details of finishing, made of cretonne

w raps for spring are  merely capes. In 
one shape or another. Joined to collar­
e ttes made of the same material.

Besides these frivolous and dressy 
little wraps there are  innumerable 
cape collars of organdie or other sheer 
stuffs for iudoor wear.

One Is a  dainty and 
demure looking furbelow with a plain 
band about the  neck and a hemstitched 
edge. It fastens a t one side with a 
row of small crocheted buttons and 
is ornamented by an insertion of nar­
row ral lace very neatly set in about 
two inches from the edge.

We have thought to assist in this 
work, and to do so purpose giving, 
from time to time, actual experiences 
of Americana wbo have come to 
Saskatchewan during late years. We 
give the statem ents of two farm ers In 
this issue as follows: —

STATEMENT OF M. P. TYSDAL.
I lived near Lee, Illinois, for 46 

years. 1 came to Saskatchewan in the 
spring of 1912 and bought land near 
Briercrest. I have farmed this land, 
1.680 acres, ever since. I have had 
grand crops. In 1914 I bad 100 acres 
of wheat that yielded 40 bushels to  
tbe acre. I sold this wheat a t SI.50 
per bushel.

I like the country and my neighbors. 
My taxes on each quarter section (160 
acres) are  about S32 a  year. Thla cov­
ers municipal tax. school tax. hall In­
surance tax—everything. There i* no 
xoar tar. co-ra/led. I like tbe laws in 
force here. There Is no compulsion to 
m ' in any way. I am Just as independ­
ent here as I was In Illinois, and I feet 
th at my family and I are  Just as well 
protected by the laws of the  provlnce- 
as we were Io our old home In Illinois. 
What I earn here is my own. I have 
seven children and they take their 
places at school. In sports and a t all 
public gatherings the same as tbe 
Canadian bom.

H a g g erty , 
who has d irec t supervision of th e  P ly m ­
o u th  road, “ bad  business”  elsew here, 
so It was said.

H ow ever, M r. H ines, the com m issioner 
p resen t, received th e  v isitors m ost 
cord ia lly  and. readily  gave a ll in ^ re n a -  
lion a t  hand . A i t l^ u g h  every  trav e ler 
a long  th e  road is .o f th e  o p in io n tb a t the 
road h as  been k e p t in poor shape , Mr.

I t  w a s  a s t o n i s h i r g  a n d  s e e m e d  t o  i m ­
p r e s s  t h e  c o m m i s s i o n e r  t h a t  w a y .  A n d  
b e s i d e s ,  a l l  o t h e r  f a r m  p r o d u c t s  w e r e  
n o t  m e n t i o n e d  b y  M r .  R a v i l e r ,  m a k i n g  
t h o u s a n d s  o f  t o n s  m o r e ,  w h i c h  g o  t o  
f e e d  D e t r o i t e r s .

A ll p lans fo r 1916 are  m ade and  the 
com m ission will no t now dev ia te from 
them . P la n s  for 1917 will be considered 
by th e  com m issioners along  ab o u t O c to ­
ber 1st, nex t, and it will be im portan t for 
tb e  P lym outh  Im provem ent A ssociation 
and  all o th e rs  in te re ste d , to  ag a in  take  
up th e  m atte r of concre ting  th e  P ly m ­

missioDers a t  th a t  tim e. If  th e  com ­
m ission is  no t a lready  com m itted to i 
1917 p lan , som eth ing  m ay be accom 
piished .

Mr. H ines s ta ted  ev e ry th in g  was now 
in read iness to m ake rep airs  on the 
P lym outh  ro a d , a s  soon as tb e  w eather 
perm its. I t  is hoped enough m en m ay 
be p u t to  work to b ring  th e  roaiT up in 
d ecen t shape before next fall. M ean­
while le t P ly m o u th  keep  up an  a ttitu d e  
of “ W atchfu l W a itin g .”

German-Turkish Forces Expected to
Plunge Toward Canal—Veterans 

of GaINpolt Are in the Defend­
ing Army—Longing 

for a Scrap.

Cairo.—Egypt is waiting. It Is wait­
ing with the patience of a  country 
ages old that can afford tef wait. I t  Is 
quite conscious of its position in the 
war. It expects the Uerman-Turklsb 
forces to plunge toward tbe Suez 
canal, and it is ready for them. But 
It awaits the event with an eastern 
calm on which Is superimposed a 
British calm.

Here In Cairo I feel 1 am in closed 
territory. After being raced across 
tbe eastern M editerranean In a P. 
& 0 . liner wltb an honest fear of 
submarines, I was dropped at Port 
Said and there was an ordinary train, 
dining car and all, which bustled 
us on to Cairo, skirting the catisl and 
the desert which were not at all as 
ordinary. Once in Egypt I or anyone 
can move about anywhere. It Is easier 
to knock about on tbe delta of tbe 
Nile than In Prance or England.

Once you are off the delta the trl-^ 
angle with Cairo a t the apex, you run 
Into military zones. The secretive 
desert lids beyond and even the trains 
of padded footed camels snooping oif 
across tbe skyline, no doubt on quite 
ordinary errands, aud their Arab 
drivers add to the mystery. As to the 
Arabs most of them could tell a good 
deal if they cared to talk.

No Uprising It Likely.
One can spend tour and a half days 

going from Khartoum as easily as any 
tourist ever traveled the Nile, but If 
there Is one thing extremely unlikely 
to happen in E ^ T t  it is an uprising 
between here and (he Soudan; nor are 
any of the desert tribes likely to cre­
ate auy havoc along the river. Trou­
ble can come but from two directions, 
east and west. Both are under active 
military control and 1 am for tlie 
preseni not permitted to write about 
them.

But there is enough going on in this 
small, it'.iensely vivjil world to keep 
one from getting restless, For, re­
mote front the war as we are here, we 
are in it in a strategic pusitiun, and 
the parr of Egypt which counts 
siraiegiially  in a military sense is 
really quite small. It is ouly three 
hours 'from  here to .Alexandria and 
liv© to Port Said. Tiie situation has 
dramatic compactness. Beyond that 
there are only the considerable out­
post forces at the oases in the desert.

Egypt is staged in Cairo. Cairo 
has not given up any of its ordinary 
life, except tbe tourist trade, and is 
carrying off its military honors with 
quite an air. It can afford to let tbe. 
tourists go. because it has the 
Australians and they are worth more 
In a month than the tourists of ten 
years.

News From the Senuscl.
I happen to be waiting for some­

thing that lifts the curtain and re­
veals a com er of the stage. A British 
officer has located an Arab some­
where in the depths of Cairo, aud 
this Arab has Just come off tbe west­
ern desert and knows more than any 
other man on tbe delta about the do­
ings of the most-talked-of man in 
Egypt, the bead of the Senussi, tbe 
desert chieftain who is tbe unknown 
quantity In Egypt and that officer's 
report will mean much. I have seated 
myself, as many thousands of Ameri­
cans have done, on the terrace of 
Shepheard's hotel, but I have quite an­
other sight from tbe usual one before 
me.

Imagine the most European of 
Cairo's streets filled from tbe steps 
of tbe  hotel to tbe arcade across the 
way with swaggering men in khaki. 
They walk with a swing and a 
•cheero,’* their spurs Jangling, the 

1 Emu feathers in their hats waving.
I their level eyes a bead above even 
I the tedi Egyptians. To anyone used 
I to the areas of Europe they strike 
I you like a fresh wind off the moun­

tains. For those are the Australians; 
the roughest, toughest, fit and fight­
ing body of men I believe the world 
has ever seen. All the varicolored, 
fascinating life of Cairo is swept away 
by their virility. They seem fairly 
to swell through tbe streets.

Heroes of Western Romance.
Imagine this ancient aud secretive 

< ity bustling with tbe heroes of w 
ern romance, with their pockets full 
of money and itching to spend it—to 
blow it in in a large and <onspicuous 
manner. They fill the sidewalks, 
tlicking with their swagger slicks at 
the bare legs of tbe sons of tbe 
Prophet who wriggle among them keen 
on baksheesh and offering to sell them 
what they will.

The steps of the hotel are lined 
with military police, soldiers wearing 
the red and white brassard of tbe 
P. M.'s guard. They are  here, every 
night. For that m atter they are to 
be found everywhere in Cairo to the 

I number of l.oOu to keep the same im­

perial Austraiutn private in order. But 
tonight they are particularly vigilant, 
as  an order has been issued declaring 
Shepheard's and tbe Continental ho­
tels out o^ bounds for anyo.ie under 
th j  rank of an officer. Tbe order was 
issued because the Australfan privates 
were monopolizing the two best places 
in the town to dine.

Two of these Australian boys, lean- 
flanked horsemen from the plains, 
free men In tbe very carriage of 
their heads, started to m ount, tbe 
steps. "Pull them up!" tbe lleuten- 
ant of the P. M.’s ^ a r d  snapped out. 
For a  moment I thought we !would 
have a  scene, but the two boya, who 
had not beard the official order, lis­
tened with faces as cold as marble, 
and. without losiug a  trace of dig­
nity. turned and walked down- tbe 
stairs. ] wanted to cheer. Tbe land-  ̂
ing at Anzak was easier for them | 
than to walk down those stairs, but ' 
they did it like cowboys and men.

"King's" Son a Private.
Most of these Australians have 

plenty of money and there is uo tell­
ing by their rank how inucb money 
they have. One private has rented 
tbe most expensive house for rent in 
Cairo and has a retinue of servants. ' 
He is tbe son of a pearl king.

The democracy of this army shocks 
some British officers and delights 
some others. Usually they like it. be­
cause the type of British officer who 
has been sent to Egypt is usually a 
man who has knocked about tbe back 
countries and values men for being 
men. i spent the morning with a 
British major who had received or­
ders to work up a contingent to 
handle a camel corps; For corps cap­
tain he picked up an Australian who 
has not an "b" to bis name and 
swears beyond belief. But be under­
stands camels and that is all my 
friend asks. >le has been doing a 
largo share of his provisional recruit­
ing sitting In a cafe, and the word has 
passed around where he is to be 
(oundf And this is the British army!

An Australian told me a story on 
his colonel. They were fresh back 
from 'Gallipoli, aud ordered up for a 
review So the colonel gave them a 
few instructions, in the family circle, 
as to bow they were to behave, and 
ended by sayiug:

And for the love of Mike when 
the General is here don't call me 
Bill."

I can quite believe that story. After 
seeing the joyous Australians It does 
not seem a bit out of the way.

Longing for a Scrap.
Three of those mighty men from 

the .'.utipodos were filling on a sirpet 
car with me the other day aud three 
dapper effemli, with polished bouts 
and more than polished matnmrs, en- 
icri’d and sat down oiiposilo.

Otic of the Australians leaned 
acr<i5s to me ami remarked:

' Stranger, can't you do something to 
start a fight ’ I need exercise.''

The I'lT’-’ndi looked ili.suirbed but 
kept their seats.

The most typical of the stories I 
haveyhearti on pa.ssabie authority oc­
curred the night of the evacuation of 
Anzac, the particulac evacuation in 
which the Australians did not lose a 
man. Officers have told me that as 
they walked down that deadly slope 
to which they had clung for months 
they had not the slightest expecta­
tion of ever getting away alive. They 
hoped they might get some of their 
men off on the transports which had 
come up under cover of night, but to 
escape themselves they considered im­
possible.

That night, though everyone knew 
what was going to happen, was 
chosen by several mighty Australians 
to get dead drunk. They could not be 
moved. But In tbe dawn., hours after 
everyone else was gone, they woke 
from their drink Homerlcaliy, and 
swam out until they were picked up.

After First Effect, Ordinary Life.
Once the first overwhelming effect 

of -the Australians has passed, one 
sees from the terraces more of the 
ordinary life, tbe racing gharries 
wltb their shouting drivers bearing 
along Egyptian women with fine eyes 
and tbe thin white veijs, more a 
provocation than a protection, now 
In vogue in tbe East. Some of the 
ladles of the sultan's palace have 
also just passed In a  French llmou- 
slse, going three tim es as fast as 
anyone else, and i note they too wear 
tbe gossamer yashmaks.

On tbe sidewalk immediately be­
low the rail of tbe hotel, an Arab 
woman Is squatting telling tbe for­
tunes of two Australians. A‘’water 
carrier, dirty beyond belief, pushes 
along through the swarming porters. 
Officers are arriving, bag and bag­
gage. every half minute, and through 
the red fezzes comes a brighter touch 
of color as two British generals, red 
bands on their caps, red tabs on their 
lapels and strips of service ribbons 
with every color in the rainbow, pull 
up.

But through all this distracting 
color comes a figure in a white turban, 
and a white burnoose who dominates 
the sidewalk. A staff officer who has 
just descended the steps sees him and 
thrusts out a hand for him to shake. 
He gives it a quiet, dignified shake, 
and they pass a few compliments be­
fore they pass on. It occurs to me 
that this is tbe  first time I have seen 
an English officer shake hands wltb a 
native and tbe explanation is being 
e ip re s se d jlg h t behind me.

"A Bedoul^" an officer is saying, 
"the first' I've'aeen for some time, right 
off the desert, too. Isn't be a speci­
men for you? A man. by Jove, and a 
gentleman!"

And so I begin to understand why 
everyone in Cairo talks only of the 
leader of the Senussi, the chief of all 
the Bedouins.—Amo Dosch in New 
York World.

This caused a .short- 
ace ot nianufaciim d furs and also a 
decided iii-Tpase in the number of 
auimalB-availabU* this winicr. Fur- 
hearing animals, according to the 
wocdsnieti, were never so pleiuiful in 
this' part ot New Kngiaud.

Time was when only a few kinds of 
animals were much sought for their 
pelfs. Witli ihe increased demand, 
however, there is hardly anything 
that wears fur. from the bear to the 
muskrat and rabbit, whose skin is 
not sought. Even the humble house 
cat brings a priee. The muskrat was 
formerly considered one of the jioor- 
est of all furs. Now there Is a steady 
demand for it. and it appears in the 
fur shops as American brook mink.

Certain kinds of lamb pelts sell as 
Iceland fox. certain kinds of dogskin 
are In high favor as Manchurian wolf 
and quantities of catsklns are also 
offered under various names.

Beaver, coon. mink, fox and wesSel 
have no difficulty In finding a  sale, 
and .do not have to masquerade, as 
their fur la sufficiently well known 
and prised in itself.
