I t  was 
hoped Vf tbe committee th at -  they 
would be able to secure plana o f tbe 
building which will be wqoired, that they 
might get an es^mate as to tbe cost of 
erecting the same. Mr. Detlofl said 
tbe p l s ^  were being drawn by tbe 
architects, ba t would not be ready for a 
few days yet.

to their casualties in fruitless counter­
attacks.

The Paris war office statem ent re­
peats th at the German gain was slight 
and adds th at although the enemy 
advance has been checked, the battle 
is continuously on a large scale.

The statqaieqt from PqriR says tbe 
German artHfery a ttacks wfis broaden­
ed. but th at the French guns replied 
so vlgorouely that no infantry more 
was attem pted by the enemy.

In tbe eastern arena the Russians 
are  extending their battle front, a t­
tacking along the Dvina line from 
Riga to tbe region well soptfa of 
Dvlnsk.

Although Berlin declares the Rus­
sians were repelled, It is admitted 
that the Germans abandoned a posi­
tion south of Lake Norocz to escape 
the encircling fire of the enemy’s 
heavy guns.

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Tbe first and last commandment In 

earth road m aintenance is to keep tbe 
road well drained. To insure good 
drainage the ditches should be kept 
open, all obstructions removed and 
a  smooth crown maintained. Side 
ditches of ample capacity should be 
maintained with sufficient fall to dis­
pose of surface water. These ditches 
in most places can be constructed and 
repaired with a road machine. The 
road machine or grader may in gen­
eral be used effectively fo" this work. 
Tbe machine should be used when the 
soil is damp so tb at it will pack and 
babe into a hard crust.

All vegetable m atter, such as sods 
and weeds, should be kept out of the 
road, as they make a  spongy surface 
which retains moisture. Clods are 
also objectionable for they soon turn 
to dust or mud. Bowlders or loose 
stones are  equally objectionable-If a 
smooth surface is to be obtained.

A split-log drag .or some sim ilar de­
vice Is very useful in malntalniQg the 
surface afte r suitable ditches and 
cross-sections have once been con­
structed. Tbis drag can also be 
used to advantage on most gravel 
igiads as well as on earth road. The 
principle involved in dragging Is that 
clays and m ost heavy soils will puddle 
if worked when wet and set very hard 
when dry. Tbe little attention that 
tbe earth  road needs must be given 
promptly, therefore, and at tbe prop­
er time if the best results are  to be 
obtained.

In dragging roads^ only a small 
amount of earth is moved. Just enough 
to flit the ru ts  and depressions with 
a thin iqycr of plastic clay or earth

H r: Editor:—

Sinoe I received the 
nomination for Highway Commissioner,
I  tilink i t  best to express my views of a 
system for woiking roads, l  know that
every line of business that is a  profitable 
one u  conducted a fter a  profitable sys­
tem, and every busiaess carried on 
without a  system is a  failure. I t  has 
been tiie common wall of every com­
missioner for tbe last ten  years that we 
do not raise money enough to do the 
work. That may be true, but i t  looks 
to  me th at with study, we m ight im­
prove our system. W e could adopt a 
system which would accomplish more 
woik with the same amount o i  money, 
and th a t would mean better roads with 
tbe same funds.

Now to r  the system which I  would 
like to see tried out: In the first place 
we lose in this town by not getting our 
work done early enough in the  eeasbn. 
Usually the best time to wortc the rosds 
is  from the rniiWe of March, to the mid­
dle of April, W e -all know th a t you 
can do twice the amaiint of work when 
the  weather is oobl and before the 
ground gete hard. I believe-this loss o f 
time and money could be avoided by 
raising a  reserve fund to be drawn on
during the winfoT* spring months, 
preceding our spring election and notpreceding our spring election and not 

allowing the treasury to be drained 
during the three summer months when 
work cannot be done to advantage.

My reason for meUdng this statement 
is, havix« applied to do my road work I 
was t n m ^  down because there was no 
money in the treasu ij  as early as the 
middle of A ugust. If i t  is toe inclina­
tion of a  commissioner to do work out 
of season, we should have some restric­
tion ozr the time. ScHse say toe one 
mao system is a  failure, but 1 don’t  be­
lieve it should be, unless you have a 
dead one. Id o  not mean by this re­
mark th a t  one man sbould do all the 
work for I think there should be several 
men in different parts of tbe town resdy 
to work when toe time is right, but 
should W governed by one head. Sec­
ondly, work to be done in any p art of 
toe town should be done 'by labor in 
th at locality. Tbe law provides th at if 
any taxpayer wishes to work on toe  
highway toe amount of his highway 
taxes be oan do so and be allbwM the 
same in the oayment of his highway 
taxes. I believe this to be a  juet law. 
Thirdly, I consider it a  mighty pool 
system that allows an  overseer to draw 
his pay (or managing one or.'* two la­
borers at a  time. My policy la th at in 
doing a  job do it for a  profit, do it well, 
and then look after i t  if necessary.

In closing 1 would like to say to the 
voters who do not know me personally, 
that these are my ideas on road building 
and care of roads. If you cannot sup­
port these ideas perhaps you could 
suggest somethiug better. If so, we 
would be pleased to receive the sug­
gestions. On tbe other hand we feel 
grateful for your support.

Por years I  have tried to Impress 
upon my readem  the tact th at tbe 
prosperity of theuYllroada meant the 
prosperity of th e\v h o te  country. Jas­
per writes In Leslie's. I was struck by 
tbe extraordinary statem ent made, 
tome time ago. by a  leading railroad 
official to the  effect th at if the rail­
roads were prosperous they would 
spend a  billion dollars a year f^afive 
continuous years because of the need 
of replacements, repairs and exten-

See bow correct this statem ent real­
ly is. The ralTroads suddenly have 
found themselves crowded with busi­
ness. The sharp cut in expenses they 
wore compelled to make while earn­
ings were declining has placed them  
where every penny counts and, as a 
result, their increased business is re  
fleeted in in c re a se  profits. Now what 
are they doing with the first money 
they-earn? They are putting i t  into 
equipment.

Since tbe first of the new year the 
railroads have ordered 12,300 freight 
cars, against only 2,600 during Janu­
ary of 1915, and they are now nego­
tiating for 16,000 more cars.

This 
brings the Pullman employees up 
again to more than 9,000.

All over this country the railroads 
that.are  making money are spending it 
among their million employees, and 
these employees are spending tbe 
wages in the stores and the stores are 
ordering goods from tbe  factories and 
the factories are buying supplies of 
raw products from the wool growers 
and cott^u raisers, so that everybody 
is benefited when tbe railroads are 
prosperous.

and Employees.

The appearance of tbe bam  
yard—often such as to suggest That 
various old vehicles and farm Imple 
ments had taken fright and backed 
Into the corners—might be cbangeil 
for the better. Maybe there-is a com 
post' heap—rich in nitrogen, phos­
phorus and potassium and valuable as 
a . fertilizer if spread over tbe fields, 
but in Ua present place an incubator 
for Insects and dangerous as a possi­
ble source of fever.

Whitewash on poultry or other 
buildings will work wonders. Before 
the day's work Is done, prompted by a 
new pride in tbe place.

States. countiek, communities, 
churches, schools or farm ers' clubs 
may proclaim farm clean up days, but 
best of all each individual farm er may 
have his own.

Don’t  Neglect to Paint.
i t  is apparent to «ven the casual 

observer th at many property owners 
le t  their rented houoes, o r  houses for 
rent, go too long without painting. 
This neglect oiakes the bouses look 
unsightly but also bastenB the day of 
decay. A little paint is a  good lovest- 
m eat from every viewpoint. It pre- 
eerves tbe wood and It keeps the 
bouses rented. Tbe w riter visited an 
Qlhkois town last spring and after a 
careful observation found not a single 
beuBe which was not well and fairly 
recently painted. There bad just been 
a clean up and paint up campaign. 
The fmpresslpn left was one of a 
thriving town where a man would like 
to  live and bring up a family. Tbe 
yards were well kept, with lawns, 
flower beds and shrubbery, and each 
nouseholddr seemed to vie with bis 
neighbor in making his place look a t­
tractive.

It IB no new experience for settlers 
located in a  fertile countiy such as 
W estern Canada, where lands may be 
bought a t very reasonable prices, to 
harvest a  crop that in one season pays 
the entire cost of their farm. Undoubt­
edly this was the experience of many 
farm ers during  1915, but one instance 
may be quoted. A settler who came 
to Canada from the  United States 
some years ago decided to add to his 
holdings by buying an adjoining quar­
te r  section near his home a t Warner, 
a t  $20.00 an acre, with term s spread 
over a  period of years. He got the 
land into a  good s ta le  of cultivation 
and last spring put the whole quarter 
section in wheat. "When the crop was 
threshed he found tb at It only took 
half the w heat on the farm to pay tbe 
whole purchase price of it; in short 
a single year’s crop paid the cost of 
the  land, paid all tbe  expenses of op­
eration and left him a handsome sur­
plus a s  profit. This settler bad some 
adjoining land, and his whole wheat 
crop for the season amounted to 
over 18,000 bushels. He is now plan­
ning to  obtain some sheep and invest 
his profits in live stock whicTi will as­
sure him a  good living irrespective of 
what tbe  season may happen to be.

Canada's financial position is ex­
cellent. All speculation has been elim­
inated, and trading is done on a  cash 
basis, w ith restricted credit.

Detailed figures of Canada’s trade 
for twelve months ending October 31 
show how the war Is forcing Canadian 
trade into new channels. One of tbe 
m ost extraordinary changes is in com­
merce with the United States. A 
couple of years ago Canada imported 
from the  United States two or three 
hundred million dollars’ worth of 
goods m ore than  she exported. Tbe 
balance ■ of trade was all with the 
Unite States. The balance is rapid­
ly disappearing, and the present out­
look Is th at by the end of this year 
Canada will have exported to the 
United S tates mor than  she has im­
ported.

The figures for the  past four years 
are  Uluminating They are  as fol­
lows:

Four years ago, in 1912, tbe balance
uitf trade in favor of the United 
S tates was no less than two hundred 
and sixty-seven millions, and this 
year, th e  balance is reduced to only 
thirty-two millions. The figures are 
extraordinary and reflect the changed 
and new conditions in Canada. It 
looks as If for the first time lu nearly 
baU a  century this year Canada will 
sell more to th e  United States than 
she will buy from the Apiericans.—
