British Artiilery Has Qseer Trou­

ble in Arabia.

evolutions of Troops Aro Obscured^* 
8oe Infantry Like Trees Moving 

and Think Them a  Trans­
port Train.

Sheikh Saad. Arabia.—The ground 
between the Tigris river and the bills 
was the sceire of the battle of Sheikh 
Saad. The land is maliciously and 
fanatically sterile. Even the agoon 
and the kbamoog come to an end. It 
was over th is  rutty  ground th at the 
.transport wagons bumped and jolted 
with their freight of wounded on the 
evening of January 7-

It was evening when our steam er 
m o o ^  near the  battlefield. We went 
ont to  meet them as they stream ed in 
over the mud-colored flat, and gave 
what aid we could. Many wpre walk­
ing very erect, some of them with the 
stiffness of effort. These were the less 
serious cases. The stre tchers and 
transport wagons came in later. One 
was struck with the hardiness and 
stoicism of the British and Indian 
alike.

. “Beg your pardon, sir." says a Brit­
ish private: “can you tell me where 
the ambulance is?" and he deprecates 
the support of my shoulder, though bis 
calf is bandaged and It is painful for 
him to put his left foot to the ground. 
'T am all right, s ir; it's  nothing seri­
ous.”

He lifts up his sh irt and points to a 
puncture in his stomach. His face is 
bloody awd bandaged.

“ It la nothing." he explains; “took 
off a  bit of my guma."

He will not rest, but moves on to­
wards the d istant Red Cross flag and 
the  funnels of the steam er on the riv­
er. Here a t least should be rest, warm 
tea  and comforts tor his wounds. But 
in Mesopotamia it is a  ta r  cry to the 
smooth motor ambulances of France, 
the  rapid tran sit to the hospital, where 
an hour or two afte r he has received 
first aid doctors and nurses are ready 
with every saving device th at science 
can provide.

We have heard the guns overnight 
and again In the  morning as our pad­
dle steam er with Its attendant light­
ers forged up stream. The first shell 
disturbed a flight of sand grouse which 
came wheeling across the river in such 
m yriads th at we who were watching
from the roof of the bridge forgot the 
ahells and turned our glasses on the 
birds—a skein of plumage halt a mile 
long tying itself up in loops In the 
m ost complicated evolutions, the van 
suddenly wheeling around, while the 
rear, an opposite point, then converged 
In a hoop. They were dark a t one 
turn, silvery the next, as the sun 
caught their underwings through the 
black smoke of a monitor.

ROMPS IN THE TRENCHES
Wee W aif Is Adopted by British 

Soldiers.

Little Girl Found In Firing Line Plays 
in Safety on Parapet—Sleeps 

Peacefully Amid Bursting 
Bombs.

Finds Coin Minted In 1790.
Fredericksburg. Tex.—Arthur Kue- 

nemann found a sliver coin on his lot 
here which was found to have been 
minted in 1790 under Francis II. em­
peror of Germany, king of Bohemia 
and Hungary. The coin is the size of 
a  silver dollar and in a fair s tate of 
preservation.

London.—The story of how a little 
girl, found In the firing line, was adopt­
ed by a British regiment has been 
told by a soldier back from the front 
to a traveler who relates his experi­
ences In the .Northampton Daily Echo.

“About eight months ago,” he sald^, 
"the company was trudging along fOr 
the first line of trenches when one of 
the men—his name was Philip Impey 
—found the child in a ditch by the 
roadside. No one could go back, and 
the soldiers took the girl Into the 
trench and made her as comfortable 
as possible. In a  few days she bad re­
covered from the ill effects of the wet 
and exposure and was running up and 
down the trench, the pet of all the offi- 
cer^knd  men.

One day a bomb nearly filled In part 
of the trench. VV*hen the men had re­
covered from the shock the sergeant 
major asked a man to go and see that 
the child was safe. They had left her 
asleep In a snug com er, and there  they 
found her. still sleeping.

“The German trenches were about 
150 yards off. and the-lcvcl, open space 
between the two lines wasn't healthy. 
No man who valued bis life would go 
there unnecessarily, or recklessly put 
his bead above the parapet. One morn­
ing. to their horror, the men, through 
the periscope, saw the child standing 
above the trench on the German side. 
Cries came from the enemy, but they 
were not hostile. The sight of the girl, 
little  more than an Infant, bad touched 
their sentimental side, and she had 
offers of chocolates and invitations to 
go and see them.

"After that the girl went over the 
parapet quite often. She was as safe 
in that danger zone as if she had been 
behind the lines. No German would 
harm her, and once she went close up 
to their first line trench.”

The eight days' trench duty endejR 
the little daughter of the company was 
taken back and was not allowed to get 
between the lines again. She was 
taken charge of by the company store­
keeper, who had children of his own 
and was mightily proud of hia skill in 
dressing and undressing the child and 
hla strictness about the morning bath. 
All the men made a fuss of her, and 
she of them. The boys In khaki are 
her playmates and she goes up to 
any Tommy with a smile of complete 
trust.

A month a fter she was found the 
men thought that she ought to have 
a  name. Philip Impey. who found her. 
was now dead and they gave her his 
surname, with Phyllis a s  the nearest 
approach to Philip. After she had been 
six m ouths with the company the ser­

geant inajor was wounded and came 
to a  hospital in England. The girl 

le with him and stayed in the hos­
pital too. the pet of patients and 
nurses.

She has now been taken by her 
adopted “daddy”—the sergeant major 
—to Bedford, where she will have a 
woman's care and still be attached to 
the regiment.

The parentage of the child and how 
she came to be deserted in the ditch at 
La Bassee remain an unsolved mys- 
Tery. She was too young to know her 
name or to give any account M her­
self. There is a suggestion of terror- 
stricken flight in the fact that she Is 
sftiftid of a German helmet. For the 
khaki and bccapped soldier she has an 
affection, but if a Tommy puts a  hel­
met on she shrinks away as In fear.

If properly proportioned 
and managed bond issues are made for 
their Improvement, the roads them- 
aelves will pay off. the  indebtedness 
thus created through the utility which 
they afford and the saving which w3D 
result in the cost of hauling.

Reasons for Failure.
Instill ces are  not lacking where 

bond issues for highway purposes 
have proved failures. These fa i lu re  
are  due to mismanagement rather than 
to defective principle. W here coun­
ties have Issned highway bonds the 
proceeds of which have been spent 
to construct temporary road surfaces 
on unimproved grades and without 
proper drainage, failure has neces- 

-sarlly resulted. There are  on record in 
the departm ent of agriculture instances 
showing where the so-called macad­
am roads have been built with

money Is expended. In other cases 
the county supervisor or county com­
missioner has yie direction of expendi­
tures. The best resu lts  have always 
followed where such commissions or 
county boards have secured the serv­
ices of a  competent highway en­
gineer.

Guided ^7 the costly experletfce of 
many communities, it is now becoming 
common for counties to adopt this 
plan. Id all engineering construction 
it is customary to allow a  certain per­
centage of the  cost for engineering 
and supervision. There is no reason 
why highway, building should be made 
an exception to this rule. At least 
five per cent of the bond issue may 
well be set aside for engineering and 
supervision alone. Money spent to 
hire a competent engineer to m ake pre­
liminary investigations before bonds 
are  issued and to plan and supervise 
construction will bo well sp e n t It 
is not uncommon to find counties that 
will repeatedly ' postpone the sale of 
bonds in order to obtain an increase 
of one per cent in a bid for $100,000 
or less and then proceed to construct 
the  roads In a most haphazard and ill- 
planned manner.

pared. The sum to be Issued should 
not be fixed until it is' reasonably 
known what it will accampl-f^'.

More than  200 pounds of oil-soaked 
rags, wood, and shavings were recently 
ignited in a steel passenger car by the 
testing  departm ent of one of the east­
ern railroads in order to determine 
what effect flames would have upon 
the metal framework. The material 
burned with great heat, but without 
causing distortion or serious injury to 
the car proper. Some of the uphol­
stering, paint, and window panes were

damaged, of course, but this was ex­
pected, naturally. Tbe result of the 
experiment showed th at tbe car was 
capable of withstanding fire and there­
fore up to the standard demanded by 
the company in th a t particular. The 
incident furnishes an Interesting ex­
ample of the thorough m anner in 
which some railway companies test 
equipment and supplies before accept­
ing them.—Popular Mechanics Maga­
zine.

WON OVER OBSTACLES "^ve cut down fatalities

GREAT FEAT OF ENGINEERING ON 
ALASKAN RAILROAD.

Difficulties That at First Sight Seemed 
Insurmountable Overcome by the 

Courage and Skill With Which 
They Were MeL

The building ^f the Miles Glacier 
bridge, on, the route of tbe Copper 
River ralfway, may be taken  as a 
typical example of the  many and fear­
ful obstacles th at confront the  railway 
builder in arctic  Alaska, and is only 
one of many sim ilar feats th a t could 
be cited. This 1,500-foot structure of 
steel, consisting of four spans carried 
on m assive concrete piers, had to be 
erected ar-osn the river where It 
makes a doub^  turn  bttTTsen the great 
living glaciers Miles and Childs. Both 
present 300-foot cllffllke faces to the 
water for three miles and every spring 
precipitate Into the swift current an 
endless flotilla of icebergs, many of 
them as big as a  mansion. Here, in­
deed, was a  problem—the building of 
bridge piers strong enough to with­
stand these masses of ice being burled 
against them by a twelve-mile c u r r ^ t .

Everybody declared the  feat Impos­
sible, but i t  was carried through after 
two years' strenuous fighting against 
fearful odds. Great concrete piers, be­
gun through tbe winter’s ice, were 
driven 40 to 50 feet through the river- 
bottom to bedrock, and there anchored. 
They were built of solid concrete, 
heavily re-enforced with steel. A row 
of eighty-pound rails were se t a foot 
apart all around and the whole struc­
ture hound together within the con­
crete In an amazingly massive m an­
ner. Then above the piers ice-break­
ers of the  same construction were 
raised.

T h e  p ie rs  b e in g  finished. It w as now  
n ec essa ry  to  c o n n e c t th e ta  w ith  e ro a d ­
w ay  of s tee l, an d  th is  h ad  to  be done 
In th e  w in te r, s in ce  no fa lsew o fk  
w ould s tan d  a g a in s t  th e  m oving  Ice. 
I t  w a s a  fe a rfu l en d  try in g  ta sk .

W ork was hurried forward and the 
las t span was almost In place when It 
was seen th at the falsework th at car­
ried it  had moved a distance of 15 
Inches. The falsework that carried 
this span consisted of a thousand or 
two of plies driven deep into the'bot- 
tom .the river 40 feet below the bur- 
face. The ic0*was a  solid sheet sevefi 
feet thick, and It was borne on a 
twelve-knot current. Into i t  the  forest 
of piles was solidly frozen. But the  
spring break-up had begun on the riv­
er. and the icecap, lifted 20 feet above 
Its winter bed by theiflood, was mov­
ing. The falsework, carrying a mass 
of nnflnlshed steel, was 15 inches but 
of line and had to  be put back if com­
munication was to be established with 
the other side th a t winter.

Any moment, for all the  engineers 
knew, the falsework and span would 
be carried away. They knew it would 
be a  terrible tuBsle against seemingly 
overwhelming edds, hut they deter­
mined to see it through. Steam from 
every available engine was driven into 
small feed pipes and every man lu 
camp was put to work to steam melt 
or chop the seven feet of ice clear of 
the piles. And it was done. The holes 
were kept- open throughout the day 
and night and in the  bitter arctic cold 
hundreds of cross-pieces were unbolted 
and shifted while the river rose 21 
feet.

Then began the movement up 
stream. At first it was but an inch 
a day; then three or four inches. The 
melting and chopping went on almost 
unceasingly. Anchorages were has­
tily built into the ice above tbe bridge, 
and while a  gang thawed and choppeii 
a t tbe ice aroffnd the piles the whole 
450 feet of towering bridgework was 
pulled, dragged and coaxed inch by 
inch back into its  place. The engineers 
worked with feverish activity. I t  was 
midnight, a fte r  an eighteen-hour day 
of one shift, th at thq last bolt waa driv­
en home and tbe span settled dowp on 
Its concrete bed. At one o’clock tbe 
whole 450 feet of falsework was a 
chaotic wreck. The river had lost Its 
fight by less 'thiin a  single hour.

Qood Work of Railroads Has Been Ac­
tively Aided by the Interstate 

Commerce Commission.

SAFETY FOR ENGINE FIREMEN

New Device Is Designed to Prevent 
Death Plunge, Which Is All Too 

Frequent,

A common form of railroad accident 
is th at which often takes place when, 
by some accident to tbe coupling be­
tween them, tbe tender and the loco­
motive become separated. In such 
cases the  a ir brakes a re  automatically 
applied and tbe runaway train  brought 
to a step. But if the fireman is a t  his 
post on the tender, the sudden applica­
tion of tbe brakes is sufficient to  throw 
him off hla feet and he is hurled head­
long under the wheels of b is own train, 
which has not yet been brought to  a  
complete standstill.

Matthew J. S lattery and Charles A. 
Dlehm, two railroad men of Philadel­
phia. have been recently awarded a 
patent on a device which Is designed 
to save the fireman’s life In this emer­
gency, says the Scientific American. 
The apparatus consists of a metal net. 
carried beneath tbe floor of the tender, 
which Id  case of a  parting between the 
locomotive and tender will be released 
end drawn forward to provide a safety 
net to catch anyone who may be 
standing on the tender a t the  time of 
the  accident

The railroads have a good record In 
the m atter of safety, and they must di­
vide the credit with sta te  legislators 
and the in tersta te  commission. More 
than a  million cars were personally in­
spected last year. More steel cars are 
being used, the roadbeds are kept up 
better than formerly and the electric 
block signals are getting a  wider use. 
In 1315 the number of passengers 
killed was reduced 16 per cent over 
1914 and the number of employees 
killed decreased 36 per cent in tbe 
same year. Out of over a  billion pas­
sengers carried only 222 were killed— 
less than in any year since 1898. when 
only half a billion people traveled, and 
an average of p n a ln . e^ery. 450,000.

The p-uLHc nealtb service iB'anL<h<.'’ 
branch of the treasury department. In 
preventive work It is one of tbe big­
gest safety movements in the country, 
even though not one of tbe most spec­
tacular. Tbe quarantine stations which 
ring us round with a  sanitary wall 
against infection from abroad are part 
of the service, and tbe children's bu­
reau is another and newer offshoot 
from the same stem, though it comes 
under the departm ent of labor instead^ 
cf the treasury.

In co-operation with 
various industrial organizations, fire 
and police departments, and such 
bodies as the Y. M. and Y. W. C, A.’s, 
it has given a number of courses in 
first aid to the injured. The latest move 
along this line was a course for lum- 
birn^en. The departm ent is und erth e  
direction of Gre arr\y  medical corps- 
and its instructors are  competeut phy­
sicians.

New York Claims Honor of “ First” Convention City
N BPKf YORK.—Little old New York Is now the  “first" convention city In the 

country, outstripping Chicago, which for the last ten years has been in 
first place. Before tbe end of the present year more than 600 conventions 

will be held In New York city. Last
year CUcago had 470 to New York's 
442, but through the activity of John 
R. Young, m anager of the convention 
bureau of the  M erchants’ association 
of New York, Chicago has been pushed 
to second place.

And what conventions! We’re 
going to have the Scottish Deerhound 
club, tbe Dachshund Club of America 
and the American B.lson society here 
before the summer is over. And tbe 
AmericaL Assocfatlon for th-i Advance­

ment of Science will bold its annual convention here during tbe Christmas 
holidays.

The biggest convention of tbe year will be tbe National Education con­
vention. which will be held here In June. Fully 40,000 people from beyond 
the metropolitan zone will be in attendance, it la announced. Next in size 
will be tbe General Federation of Women’s Clubs, which is scheduled for tbe 
la tter part of May.

"W hat has made New York the greatest of all convention cities?” 
repeated John R. Young In the office of tbe convention bureau a t tbe 
M erchants’ association.

•'Well, first of all, New York Is the only city In the country which has 
never raised Its hotel rates. This Is a great point. When It comes to 
location, we're beaten by alm ost every other town; but once we get tbe 
people here we can take care of tbem better than any city in America.

’‘Of course, we lack glfeu'eat convention hall, but Madison Square Garden 
has a seating capacity of 1^000, and when the National Education convention 
will be held here Its seating capacity will be taxed to its utmost.

"And, of course, these conventions are  a great thing for the city. They 
bring ‘new’ money to town. A large proportion of those who attend the 
conventions bring their womenfolk, and the shopping they do is of enormous 
proportions. A Buffalo man attending a convention in Pittsburgh isn 't apt to 
buy much there, but tbe same man coming to New York is almost certain to 
make a  few purchases.

“When I lived In Chicago I used to think the Windy City was the great­
est convention city in the country—and It was. But having lived here three 
years, I'm proud to know th at we have left Chicago behind.”

THE TENTH (NEGRO) CAVALRY 
SURPRISE A GROUP OF 

VILLA'S MEN.

ENEMIE S HORSES CAPTURED

No Montlon of Amorican Lea* Wart 
Mada—Battla Took Plaoa 

at Aguaa Collantea.

San AatoDio, Tax.—Surprised dan 
Inc their siesta, ooe of the groups of 
Villa's force driven from Guerrero, 
las t week was defeated by a  squadron 
of the Tenth (negro) cavalry under 
Colonel W. C. Brown, according to In­
form ation secured by General Per- 
Bhlng and forwarded by blm to Gen­
eral Punston.

In this engagement, the second, the 
American troops have had with Villa's 
men. the  bandits' loss was estimated 
a t  from 30 to  40 killed.. No mention 
of American loss was made.

Colonel Brown's encounter with the 
Mexicans had not been reported to 
General Persblng when he made bis 
report to General Funston. bis infor­
mation being-gained from friendly 
Mexicans who had arrived a t a  point 
near Rubio, where Major Evans, of 
the  Tenth cavalry, halted.

M ajor Evans reported that Colonel 
Brown had encountered a  band of 
Villa's med and was pursuing them 
through San Antonio, Chihuahua Soon 
afterw ard. Mexicans who arrived from 
th a t vicinity declared th at be hai^ ov- 
ertaken the wandering bandits a t 'lh e  
village of Aguaa Callentee. 20 miles 
southeast of Bachlnava.

Villa's men, according to  their ver­
sion of the encounter, appeared whol­
ly unsuspecting o f 'th e  presence of an 
enemy a  minute before they were at­
tacked.

I t ' was about noon when Colonel 
Brown brought his cavalry within 
easy range. The Mexicans were ly­
ing about the place, many of them 
asleep and all their horses were graz­
ing, in many cases some distance from 
the  men.
I ^)etari8  of the action were not told, 
but the Mexicans said th at besides 
those killed, the  Americans captured 
-an equal num ber of horses. Geoeral 
Pershing added th at his reports of the 
•Dgagement lacked confirmation, 
though his credence of the  news was 
indicated by the fact th at be trans­
m itted It to  General Funston.

Six Plotters to Die.
' Juarez—Six Instigators of a  plot to 
tak e  Jnarez and declare It for Felix 
DUx will be shot in Juarez. More 
names may be added to the list.
' The names of the plotters were not 
given but ftll six 2 .f th^ men a re  in 
prison, knd a  ^ alf dozen more are 
under suspicion. The first six admit­
ted  their n iU  ^t the court of Investi­
gation, which has been in progreea 
Cor five days.

The plot originated In El Paso, and 
some persons on the American side, 
mostly Mexicans, were implicated. 
The instigators secured quarters op­
posite the  various barracks in Juarez. 
The method of a ttack was to have 
been to  watch the barracks until on­
ly a  few men were on duty and then 
to open fire. When the trouble began 
recruits for the rebellion would cross 
from El Paso.

Geoeral Gavlra said the execution 
would be public in order to serve as 
an example.

WETS AND DOTS

TWO WET COUNTIES CHANGE TO
THE DRY SIDE. BUT LIBERALS 

HOLD TWO FIRMLY.

SMITH IS GAINING ON RIVAL

Many Counties Havs to Bs Haard 
From to Ssttls “Miehlgan'a 

Favorite Son.'*

While the drys won but two new 
counties In Monday's election even 
the wets pxpbBbly will concede after 
looking a t the returns, th at the drys 
show an appreciable accretion of 
strength. Of the 13 counties voting 
nine were wet. The two that were 
wet and will be dry after tbe first of 
May are Baraga and Clare. Tbe first 
of these has a population of 6,217 and 
is equipped with 24 saloons. Clare 
has 6.240 people and four saloons.

These are small counties. It re­
mains to  be noticed, however, that 
one of them, Baraga, is in the  upper 
penlnsuL'i. proverbially "wet" terri­
tory, and the drys have now added 
their second county to the list above 
the straits. The other is Iron, which 
went dry a t the last election. Tbe 
only other try  the drys made this time 
above the stra its was in Schoolcraft 
and Delta, in both of which they lost.

It is reported from 
up-state th at in counties where the 
drys lost they reveal an increased 
proportion of strength as compared 
with previous elections.

and 23 townships of Wayne county, 
Henry Ford was leading United States 
Senator William Alden Smith for 
Michigan's Republican “favorite son” 
honors by a majority of 1,495.

Some of these, though certainly 
strange-sounding, are  a t least under­
standable. The “ Pow-Wow,” for in­
stance. which is the trench Journal of 
the Twentieth Battalion Royal Fusi­
liers, conveys some sort of an intel­
ligible idea to most people.

But tbe same <»uDOt be said of tbe 
"Lead-Swinger,” which, its  subtitle in­
forms us, Is “The Bivouac Journal of 
the  Third W est Riding Field Ambu­
lance.” Is “lead-swinger” Army slang 
for an ambulance man? Or wbat?

"Plp-Squeaka” Is another puzzling 
title, until one leam a incidentally, on 
glaclng through its inside pages, that 
"pip-squeak” is a special kind of small 
German shell, so-called by Tommy 
from the noise It makes when fired.

Tbe “Comb and Paper” reports and 
'•criticizes concerts and other similar 
entertainm ents a t  the  fro n t The 
“Hangar Herald” presents no dlfflcnl- 
ties to  anyone who knows that ’'han­
gar" is the name airmen give to the 
sheds -where their aeroplanes are 
stored. Tbe paper deals, as  Its name 
implies,, with the  doings of aviators 
a t tbe front.

Tbe “G ^ p a r” is a  paper published 
80 its  editor informs us. "for soldiers 
a t the base.” and be goes on to tell 
us, tncl<mDtaUy, th at “tbe base Is a  
place where trgops are  kept until they 
are  so up that they do not mind 
getting killed,”

Yet. another of these cunotwiy 
named venttu-es in active service Jour­
nalism is entitled “Dickey Scrapings." 
and its  substitute, which is s t  least 
self-explanatory, even If somewhat dif­
fuse. is as follbws: “The Only A»- 
thorized Version of tbe  Doings of the 
Honorable and Ancleut Order of the 
Cooks o . the A rtlsu ’ Rifles.”

Msy Be Longest European War.

lasts nntll tbe  autumn of 1918 It will 
have been longer than any g rea t war 
in Europe since the fall of Napoleon. 
Eahh of the  two Balkan wars of 
1912-13 was a  m atter of weeka So 
were the Serbo-Bulgarian w ^r of 
l9gS and the turco-Oreek war of 1897. 
The Crimean war lasted a  Uttle m ore 
than a  year, while the Fran co-Prussian 
war was practically decided In a 
montl^ although Paris was holding 
seven m onths afterward.

MUST NOT BE MALICIOUS SO 

SUPREME COURT SAYS.

ACCIDENT BOARD DECISIONS

The Supreme Court Makes Some Im­
portant Rulings On Compensation 

for Injured Men and As to 
Telephone Service.

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]
Lansing—In a decision rendered 

the supreme court reversed tbe Judg­
ment of the Grand Rapids circuit 
bench in the case of 'V’erde D. Har- 
baugh, doing business as the  Electri­
cal Service company ve. the Citizens 
Telephone company of Grand Rapids, 
and it is claimed the ruling of the 
suprem e court will have an important 
bearing on sim ilar controversies in 
the future. From the record i t  ap­
pears th a t Harbaugb’s telephone was 
disconnected by tbe Citizens company 
February 5, 1915,- It being alleged 
th at be was in arrears. Harbaugh 
brought suit against the company for
25,000, asserting th at his telephone 
was disconnected for a  week and that 
his business suffered as a  resu lt The 
circuit Judge offered to direct a  ver­
dict of Harbaugh for the amount of 
tbe rental covering a  period of seven 
days, but Harbaugh declined this offer 
and the court directed a verdict for 
tbe telephone company.

The case was appealed to the  su­
preme court, where a  new trial was 
ordered. "A review of all the  cases 
upon the subject leads us to tbe con­
clusion th a t In the absei^e of evi­
dence th a t the telephone* company 
acted recklessly, or maliciously in In- 
terrap ting  service, Harbaugh cannot 
recover punitive damages," says Jus­
tice Brooks. "H is actual diamages 
may, however, include a Just compen­
sation for such annoyance and incon­
venience as he may be able to ebow 
be suffered by reason of the telephone 
company's unlawful a c t  

“The contention of tbe Citizens 
Telephone company th a t Harbaugh 
was in arrears a t tbe time the instru­
ment was removed, is not tenable. 
The contract itself provides that by 
paying 76 cents additional, tbe sub­
scriber may pay his quarterly rental 
not later than the 20th of the  set^ffd 
month (February in this case). Tbe 
removal occured on tbe 6tb of Feb- 
ruar>', andrw as therefore unwarranted 
according to  tbe term s of tbe  con­
tract."

Some Accident Decisions.
On the ground th at his injury did 

not ri.-e out of the regular course of 
his employment, tbe supreme court 
deeded th at John Kennelly has no 
right to demand compensation from 
the Sterns Salt & Lumber company, 
Inasmuch as he was h urt while fight­
ing a forest fire under the direction 
of tbe sta te  forestry warden. Ken- 
uetiy was employed witb a  railroad 
construction gang and was on the 
payroll of the Stem s Salt & Lumber 
company. W hile thus engaged a  dep­
uty fire warden requested him to 
flgbt a forest fire. While fighting fire 
Kennelly lost tbe sight in one eye and 
tbe industrial accident board decided 
th at the Stem s company should pay 
him 25.02 per week for a  period of 
200 weeks.

The decision of the accident board 
In tbe case of James F. Robbins vs. 
Original Gas Engine company of Lan­
sing was affirmed. Robbins sustained 
a sprain while lifting an engine a 
year ago and was awarded 2167.08.

Tbe supreme court also sustained 
a Judgment of 21.009 given in favor 
of Mr. and Mrs. Peter Ptantenga of, 
Grand Rapids against the Grand Rap­
ids Terminal railway and the Detroit 
Grand Haven ft Milwaukee railroad. 
It was claimed the Plantenga prop­
erty was damaged to th at amount 
when the railroad company laced a 
side track  cm their land.

Stop, Look, Listen.
7%e supreme court of MlchigaJi 

emphasized the stop, look and listen 
rule for automobillsts In a decision 
rendered last week. John S. Sanford, 
s Battle Creek automobillst was hit 
by a  train  and s u ^  tbe Grand Trunk 
In the circuit court where be received 
2650 damages. Sanford claimed be 
stopped bis machine some distance 
from the tracks and the circuit Judge 
refused to take the case from tbe 
jury on the gronnd th at Sanford has 
exerciseii reasonable precaution. Tbe 
supreme court quotes a  federal court 
opinion to  show th a t Sanford stopped 
where there  was no danger and failed 
to exercise reasonable caution when 
he reached the track.

The case of Arthur C. Baxter 
against the  city of Lansing was dis­
missed. Baxter was injured while 
working a s  a  lineman for the muni­
cipal lighting plant several years ago 
and sued for damages. He lost in 
both courts.

Fund Is (^rowing.
Charles A. Durand, of Flint, has 

been appointed m anager of the sta te  
accident fund by Insurance Commis­

sioner Wlnshlp, to succeed B eB et *  
Orr, who taodered his rM lgnattaa. 
Durand has been assistan t gepnty ln> 
surance conunissiemer. Donald ^  
Baxter, of Bronson, assistan t actuary 
in the Insurance department, will snts 
ceed Durand as assistan t deputy.

According ta  Commlssldner 7W1n> 
ship tbe report made to the advisory 
board of the  sta te  accident fund in­
dicates th at the fund is In first class 
condition and growing steadily, and It 
Is W lnshlp’s opinion th at tbe  pros­
p e c ts 'a re  bright for Its future sue-

"The Michigan fund stands unique 
in this country among all s tate funds, 
not only in the character of Its sub­
scribers. but in tbe adequacy of pro­
tection and fairness in settlem ent of 
claims, both of which have been a t­
tested time and again by tbe In­
dustrial Accident commission.” said 
Commissioner Winship.

Republican State Convention.
At a  meeting of the republican sta te  

central committee beld Tuesday after­
noon. at which every member of the 
committee was present, either person­
ally or by proxy, it was unanimously 
decided to bold tbe republican sta te  
convention in tbe new Prudden audi­
torium in Lansing, Wednesday, May
3. The county convention where del­
egates to  the  sta te  and d istrict con­
ventions will be elected, will be beld 
in the various coujtties of tbe  sta te  
April 18. Arthur Vandenberg, of 
Grand Rapids, will deliver the key­
note speech and will preside as tem ­
porary chairman a t the s ta te  conven­
tion. The principal business of tb s  
spring cdbvention will be the election 
of four uelegates-at-large lo  the  re- 
p u b llcan ^a tio n a l convention. Mich­
igan is^ n tit le d  to th irty  votes in the 
national convention. Two delegatee 
will be elected from each of th e  th ir­
teen congressional districts and four 
will be elected in convention. The 
s ta te  convention will also elect a  
chairman of the republican sta te  cen­
tra l committee, nom inate fifteen presi­
dential electors and ratify  the nom­
ination of national committeemao, 
there appears to  be little  ^ n c e m  as 
to which candidate recelvW  the en- 
dotoement of the Michigan delegtr 
tion. Unless Justice Hughes refuses 
to ' accept the nomination, many mem­
bers of the committee privately ex­
pressed the opinion that Michigan’s 
th irty  votes would bo thrown to 
Hughes on tbe second ballot a t  the 
national convention.

The Auto Tax Again.
As a  friend of tbe court. Fred A. 

Baker, Detroit attorney has filed a  
brief In supreme conrt In support of a  
claim th at the automobile tax law 
cannot remove from the city assesa- 
m ent rolls, the personal assessm ents 
on motor cars. Mr. Baker presents a  
contention wbicb Harry J. Dlngeman, 
corporation counsel, refrained from 
offering: th at the law may be upb^d  
as a  license act and th at tbe portl<xi 
of it providing for tbe removal of the 
personal taxes may be held invalid. 
He says th a t Mr. Dingeman's claim 
th at the law attem pts to divert prim­
ary school money from Its proper use 
is unanswerable.

Explosives Cost Ten Lives.
Careless use of kerosene, gasoline 

and other explosives cost 10 deaths 
in Michigan In March, according to 
figures made public by the state fire 
marshal.

In addition. 17 persons were serious­
ly injured.

Of tbe deaths, six were children, 
between tbe ages of one and seven 
years, who met death in their homes 
during tbe absence of their parents.

Tbe fire loss for tbe month was 
close to 2600,000 lo buildings used for 
public purposes. Six schools, two 
hotels and one church were destroy­
ed.

According to Fire Marshal W inship 
the totals for the quarter Just ending 
rare 28 dead and 86 injured in ez- 
ploelve-caused fires. In the same time 
18 school, 10 hotels and 8 churchaa 
were destroyed.

Give Statem ent on Costa-
W ith reference to the statem ent as 

to expenditures of s ta te  departments, 
tending to show tbe per cent of in­
crease In expenses daring tbe past 
cade, the sta te  banking departm ent 
has issued the following statem ent:

“In 1905 there were in Michigan 
282 state bu lk s  and tru s t companies 
with aggregate lootings Of 2209326^ 
891.64. Tbe law -at th a t time required 
but one examination a  year, or 282 
examinations, each examination cosb 
ing 287.12.

According to the last report of the 
state banking department, there  wera 
478 banks and tru s t companies in 
Michigan, with aggregate footings of 
2485,740,242.61. The law now requires 
two annual examinations of each s ta ts  
bank.

During 1916 tb s  departm ent made 
978 examinations a t a  cos^ of 180.36 . 
per examination. In 1906 the avernga 
bank footed about 2743.000, while In 
1915 the average bank footsiL^^S.OM.

Tbe above shows th a t the  lacreosa 
in num ber of examlnatioas equals 348 
per cent, with an increase in assets 
to  be examined of 132 per cent, and 
with a  decrease of 7.7 per cent In tba 
cost of examining each bank, notwith­
standing the average size of each 
haTiV has increased during the period 

'33.6 per cent.

Following the report th a t F lin t has 
186 cases of tuberculosis and th a t the 
total is being increased a t the rate  
of 10 per month, the sta te  board of 
health has ordered a  survey of local 
conditions with respect to the disease. 
Three nurses employed by the state 
health  board will make the survey. 
“Tho 766 cases reported in F lin t may 
be more or less than  f f i r ^ e r  Mich­
igan cities, according to  Che ■ popula­
tion, hut i t  Is too many for any city
