Canada as a whole has enjoyed won­
derful prosperity in 19:^, from the 
products of the  farm, the  orchard and 
the  centres of industry- No country 
wrote a  brighter page of history in 
agrtcoltaral and industrial develop- 
m ent during 1915 than Canada. Nearly 
a  bfllion bushels of grain produced. 
Taxes to W estern Canada average $24 
and will not exceed f35 per quarter 
section, which Includes all taxes. No 
taxes on improvements.

When W estern Canada was faced 
w ith her enormous harvest last fall 
the  m ilitary authorities decided that 
aoldfers in Canada could give the Em­
pire Btv better service for the  time 
being than to assist in harvesting the 
crops.

The problem of m aintaining high­
ways constructed with borrowed 
money should be given as much con­
sideration as ts devoted to the more 
perm anent features of tbe roadbed. 
It has not been customary for offi­
cials .to face frankly tbe cost of the 
m aintenance and repair of bond-built 
highways a t  tbe time the bonds are 
Issued and before construction begins 
As a m atter of fact. Investigations 
made by the department show tbat in 
the majority of cases where bonds 
have been issued by local authorities 
there has been no provision whatever 
for m aintaining the roads when built. 
This is perhaps tbe greatest defect In 
the  method of building highways by 
issuing bonds.

Maintenance is necessary in order 
to insure to tbe community the maxi­
mum economic service by the road, 
and also to preserve the investment. 
Tbe cost of maintenance and repairs 
must, therefore, be studied a t the 
outset. In the absence of general 
data, the reports on m aintenance from 
sta tes which have highway depart­
ments should be of interest to  county 
officers preparing to issue road-build­
ing bonds.

Cost of Maintenance.
Tbe following opinions as to main­

tenance cost represent the results of 
careful analyses of s ta te  highway re­
ports. as well as much first-hand In­
formation gathered by the depart­
ment's specialists;

Well-constructed gravel roads will 
sometimes sustain several years of 
farm traffic without showing marked 
deterioration, even when there h** 
been no maintenance. Sneh roads 
sometimes actually improve during 
the second season; more frequently, 
however, they show ru ts or chuck 
holes. It cannot be expected tb at tbe 
average life of a  gravel surface will 
be greater than th a t of a  macadam 
surface, which in the New England 
and eastern sta tes is between six and. 
seven years. I t  a  sum equal to two- 
thirds of the original cost of the 
gravel surface itself Is provided for 
renewals a t six-year Intervals, ' '̂1t 
should be estimated e t from 1150'to 
$250 per mile per year. U $30 is then 
allowed for annual dragging and small 
repairs, the  total annual cost of re­
pair and m aintenance for gravel roads 
would be from $180 to 8280 per mile. 
The annual cost of maintenance alone 
Is sometimes below $30. In Ben­
nington county. Vt., during 1912. 175 
miles of gravel roads were maintained 
at a  cost of 129.70 iier mile. The an­
nual cost of m aintenance and repair 
oil sand<Iay roads, including all nec­
essary reeurCacing a t periodic in ter­
vals, should not be fixed a t  less than 
10 per cent of the original cost

What Figures Show.
The cost of repair and maintenance 

for water-bound i w r o a d s  has 
been determined with considerable ex­
actness from M assachusetts figures 
and checked by resurfacing chargee in 
other sta tes and In Oennany. Prior 
to  1913, from 8100 to 8185 per year 
ordinarily paid for necessary small 
repairs, such as  patching, cleaning 
culverts, etc., and from |400 to |4 f6  
per yesir was ,the necessary 
^ la rg e  in order to  resurface s t  pe­
riods varying from tlx  to Mveu yeara. 
’The sum of 8526 tier mile, on an aver^ 
age. should therefore maintain m a» 
adam rpads If changes and increases 
of traffic are  not excessive, i t  must 
be nnderetood. however, th at In many 
Inetancee where macadam enffleed for 
the  volume and character of traffic 
prior to 1906. i t  will pot w ithstand the 
action of tbe m otor vehicle traffic 
which has developed since tbat time.

Many miles of ordinary or water- 
bound -macadam road have been re­
surfaced with bituminous materials, 
and many miles of new bituminous- 
macadam have been-constructed. Tbe 
logical maintenance of such highways 
is a surface treatm ent with bitumi­
nous material and rock screenings, 
clean gravel, or sharp sand. Tbe cost 
of such surface treatm ent is from 4 
to 12 cents per square yard, and it 
may be expected to last from one to 
three years, according to tbe density 
of traffic and tbe success of the appli­
cation. Theoretically, perfect surface 
treatm ent would constitute absolute 
maintenance for a bituminous-mac­
adam road. Such maintenance is 
seldom or never realized and bitumi­
nous-macadam roads doubtless require 
resurfacing at intervals. The cost of 
such resurfacing is not yet known.

Repair and Maintenance.
The average cost for repair and 

maintenance of 7.300 miles of highway 
in Connecticut. M assachusetts. New 
York. New Jersey and, Rhode Island, 
for the year 1912. was about 8800 per 
mile. A large part of tbis money was 
expended for bituminous resurfacing 
and bituminous surface treatm ent 
There Is some question whether tbe 
expenditure correctly m easures tbe 
average cost of repairing and main­
taining bituminous-macadam roads. 
In the state of New York, however, 
for tbe years 1911 and 1912 the avur- 
age cost for repair and maintenance 
was 8724 per mile upon a  total aver­
age ot 2,861 miles. The annual cost 
of repair and maintenance on Massa­
chusetts sta te  roads for the years 
1910. 1911 and 1912 was, respectively, 
8642, 8647 and 8676 per mile for about 
860 miles. For the most p a rt these 
figures for New York and Massachu­
setts  represent the  cost per mile of 
resurfacing with bituminous m aterial 
and of m aintaining bituminous-macad­
am and water-bound macadam roads 
by surface treatm ent with bituminous 
material. It Is clear, therefore, tbat 
for heavy traffic trunk line roads $700 
per mile is not an excessive estim ate 
a t present for the annual cost of all 
repair and maintenance on bitumi­
nous-macadam roads.

Phenomenal Pregreta.
Tbe last 25 years have been years 

of phenomenal p ro g reu  In m aterial 
advancement, in science and inven­
tion. yet we are only on the threshold. 
Incredible as our comforts and con­
veniences of today, now commonplace 
to us, would have seemed to  tbe peo­
ple of the '80s, tbe children of tbe 
present may live to look back to tbe 
years of tbe great war as being as un­
enlightened as  we regard «the d a ^  
when the electrle lamp; the  trolley apd 
the telephone wars unknown. Indus­
tries yet undreamed o t may by then 
be furnishing emplojnnent to millions 
and earning incomes mounting into 
tbe hlllioDS.

FARMERS BEET SUGAR CROP

Th# Stabs Office Holders Give Their 
Views on Politics and the Selection 

of a Rspublleen National 
Candidate.

[By Gurd M. Hayca]
Lansing—As a  resu lt of tbe refusal 

of the  Public Domain com m ission'to 
give away the s ta te’s rights on min­
eral reservations of 1,500 acres of 
land in Preeque Isle county, vast 
stores of limestone may not be quar­
ried by the Michigan Limestone and 
Chemical Co. with ofllces in Buffalo. 
N. Y.'

A representative of the company 
told the  commission tb at it had con­
tracted to purchase 1,600 acres of wild 
lands bordering tbe lake shore, from 
a  private party  In Alpena, but that 
when the deeds were delivered i t  was 
noted th a t tbe sta te  had a  reserva­
tion of tbe gas, coal, oil and mineral 
rights. The question then arose 
whether limestone was a  mineral and 
considerable correspondence took 
place between tbe Buffalo offices of 
the company and A. C. Carton, secre­
tary  of tbe public domain commission.

The company contended th at lime­
stone was not a mineral and tb a t tbe 
state had no right to reserve such de­
posits. However the m atter was re­
ferred to tbe full commission, with 
tbe result the company was told the 
state would en te r into a  deal on a 
royalty basis. This the corporation 
was UDwIIllng to do.

Originally the land was purchased 
from tbe sta te  a t  $1 an acre, but after 
the law of 1909 had been passed by 
w'bich all s ta te  lands sold contained 
a clause by which tbe state reserved 
all coal, oil, ga.s and mineral rights.

Tbe public domain commission ts 
6ati.<ifled tb at tbe  s ta te  owns hundreds 
of thousands of acres of land which 
contain .deposits of value and on 
which they have reservations, but the 
commission is also aware that the 
sta te  has In the past sold for a  paltry 
sum of from 50 cents to  81 an acre 
lands together with the m inerals and 
anything else th a t may be underneath 
the surface.

How Crops Look.
Michigan w heat was damaged dur­

ing March, according to reports re­
ceived frpm a  majority of the crop 
correapondentB by Secretary of State 
Vaughan. W hile 214 correspoDdenta 
report no damage, 224 reports Indicate 
tbe crop w as.in jured  to some ex ten t 

The condition of w heat'A pril 1 was 
78 per c e n t  acconllDg to  the  crop re ­
port compiled by tbe  secretary of 
state. During tbe  month of March, 
102,404 bushels w ere m arketed In 
Michigan, while the  total for tbe post 
eight m onths is estim ated a t  7.000,- 
000 bushels.

The average condition of rye in tbe 
sta te  Is 84. meadows 89, horses and 
cattle  96, sheep and swine 94.

F ru it correspondents throughout the 
sta te  report tb at the w inter has been 
favorable for fru it and th a t present 
prospects are  above tbe average. The 
prospects for an average crop of the 
various kinds of fru it In the s ta te  is 
as foUows:

Apples 84, pears 81. peaches 76. 
plums 81. cherries 86 and small fruits 
87. Appointments and Parolee, .

Beet Sugar Situation.
Beet Sugar has gone from 84.95 

per hundred, wholesale, to 87.26 per 
hundred in lees than  six months, and 
the trend  is etroagly upward. Fur­
therm ore, even if the w ar should 
cease in the meantime, prices will 
also be high next seascm and the seed 
fopply is sho rt i t  is  claimed. The 
14 Michigan sugar fsctoriea which 
have been In operation for several 
years will divide among them  this 
season sben t one-third of th e  seed 

. which they had their growers plant In 
an ordinary season, A fifteenth ta ^  
tory, *>»** a t  M arine City, which has 
not been in operation fw  a  long time, 
is refitting and will allee beets next 
winter, providing i t  can find the  seed 
for 6,900 acres which it  wishes to 
plant.

The sugar men hope th a t  the  pr«> 
ductlen of sugar will no t be curtailed 
to  a s  g rea t an ex tent as  the  seed 
shortage would Indicate. Now they 
a re  sending their field men out to 
teach a  new doctrine: *rhat 10 pounds 
to the acre Is quite enough.

The high school chorus will not meet 
for the rest of the year, as it was found 
impossible to arrange the program so 
that it would not make an extra trip  to 
the school for a goodly number of stu­
dents; the year’s credit will be given, 
however.

A formality somewhat delayed brings 
a note of encouragement to the High 
school when most needed. Last fall, 
after the University inspector so 
thoroughly investigated our school, he 
recommended that we be placed, not 
only upon the University list for three 
years (the longest- period possible,) but 
also upon what is known in school $ir- 
dee as the **Norih Central Association.” 
Graduates from the schools on this list 
are admitted to all universities without 
examination, except to the few like 
Harvard th at examine all^candidates for 
admission. A letter confirmed this 
recommendation, but the report of the 
forma! action of the committee was re­
ceived just iu time to be read a t the 
mass meeting held Monday morning.

The Ion  ol the old building with its 
a'Bsocia^ons falls heavily upon all, but, 
upon none so heavily as upon the Seni­
ors. The last yeai in H. S. is the one 
a  student should be able to look back 
to as his beat and hanpiest year, for it 
is tbe one that in memory comes to 
stand lor all th at H. S. meant for him. 
Our Seniors feel tbe change deeply, 
but they are- rising to the needs o f 
tbe hour with a loyalty to the 
School that is inspiring. I t  is goifig to 
be doubly bard tor students to earn 
their credits under, the new conditions 
of study, and tbe danger of lowering 
the standard of sahoiarsbip must ba 
constantly guarded against; owing to 
these facts the Seniors have decided to 
sacrifice their class night play th a t has 
become tbe custom here since 1913, la 
order to save the immense amount of 
time, th at would have to bo expeuded, 
for study, thus m aintam ingthe standard 
of the school. This is thegreater sacri­
fice, in that they have an unusually clev­
er play nearing completion, in which the 
members ol tbe class were to appear in
the costut^es of their occupations, and

His exact burial spot 
Is referred to by many of the  natives 
in the vicinity of Satevo, who say 
th at his grave is located near Santa 
Ana, 20 miles southwest of Satevo, 
General Pershing's latest advanced 
base.

American aerial scouts have beep' 
ordered to the scene to attem pt to 
locate the grave.

HUGE ORDERS FOR COPPER
Great Britain and the Allies Buy 

200,000 Tons.

New York—Tuesday w-as the la s t  
day on which Great Britain and •b%r 
allies could exercise their options oiLf 
copper for delivery during the current 
year. In consequence, the British gov­
ernment, in her own and the others' 
behalf, has closed contracts within 
the last week for around 400,000.000 
pounds of the metal, for which it paid 
about 27 cents a  pound. All of this 
copper must be delivered by the end 
of 1916.

In cddltloB, the Allies have closed 
options on 50.000 tons of copper, or 
100.000.000 pounds. T bs price Is un­
derstood to V* about the same as 
th at paid by Great Britain. At around 
37 cents a pound. *thls represents a 
profit over the  cost of production of 
upward of 918 ,000.000  for the copper 
companies. The total amount of cop­
per already taken b y  the AJlIes Is in 
tbe neighborhood of 200,000 tons 
which, a t  27 cents or iberoabouts a 
pound, will bring in a  profit to  the 
copper companies in the neighborhood 
of $72,000,000.
