Some of the old negroes In the groop about the entrance e l tbe city ball 
on this bright day probably remembered being brought to Sarvannah by their 
owners and p la c ^  in safekeeping underneath the Pulaski b«<el. a  Savannah 
hostelry, about one hundred years old. This hotel Is within a  stone's thmw 
of the city hail, where this year's bounty was distributed, and It had a  great 
reputation In the days before the sixties as one of the big hotels of th e  South, 
where a  gentleman and a slave owner might carry hts charges and t o n  them 
over to the proprietor and his lackeys, with the knowledge th at when the time 
came for him to continue bis Journey his men and women would be turned 
back to him, well fed and well cared for. Tbe Pulaski made a specialty 
of this kind of patronage, and today Its cellar, far under the  ground.

Haa Caused Damage of Qrlevoua Kind
and W ith Peraistency That Seems

ta Know No Limit—Reward of 
$6,250 is Offered.

Paris.—On the bead of one mao in 
the-Trench army the German govern­
ment has put a price. This man has 
caused them  damage of a grievous 
kind and wifb persistency which seems 
to know no limit.

The sum o{ ZS.OOO marks (|€,260) 
will be paid for Captain X. of the 
French aviation service dead or alive. 
The French government has been very 
careful to avoid giving his name, and. 
It Is believed the Germans know him 
only by description.

It was Captain X. who three succes­
sive times went to bombard the Ger­
man powder and ammunition factory 
a t Rottwell, in W uerttemberg. On each 
occasion he performed an ex<i^ordl- 
nary feat.

The sobriquet of "corsair of the air" 
has been given to blm. Some ot bis ex­
ploits partake of the ruthless vigor 
of the true pirate.

Captain X. Is the principal leader 
ot the French bombing expeditions, 
and be seems like a  hero who has 
dropped out of a-romantic novel. Dan­
ger ia bis very life, and he plays with 
It BO th at his adventures during the 
war have been almost fantastic.

He began b y ‘being made prisoner 
as a result of an Injury to bis motor 
which obliged him to descend in a  neu-» 
tra l country, but he succeeded In ob­
taining his release. When be returned 
to Prance he was sent to the eastern 
frontier for active service.

Though he demands much from his 
subordinates, be seta a good example 
himaeif When he goes out with them 
for a  bombardment each of the  ma- 
ehlnea carries a  special sign. He takes 
bis position about eight t h o u ^ d  feet 
above the object to be destroyed, while 
his companions are discharging their 
missiles.

Through bis glasses he watches the 
results and notes the points which 
have b ^ n  struck and the actual dam­
age done and makes a record of it all 
in bis notebook. When the others 
have completed their work the captain 
descends in a spiral, aims with preci­
sion and delivers the final, and gen­
erally the most fatal, blows to the 
enemy property.

G u a rd s  H is  F lo ck ,
He waits to Judge the effects of bis 

work, and then be s ta rts  for home, 
escorting bis men and acting as 
faithful dog does to the Hock, hurrying 
to the assistance of those who may 
need It. It Is not without having run 
the most serious kinds of risks th at he 
has become the terro r of the Germans

During one bombardment he toughf 
with a large German aviatik armed 
with two machine gone. His whole 
machine was seriously damaged by 
shots, a  number of important parts 
of the  apparatus being cut and tom. 
but he continued on Into German ter­
ritory and went direct to a  railway sta­
tion and factory which he had set out 
to bombard, carried out bis mission 
and returned safely to bis base.

'The first time be went to a ttack  the 
powder factory of R ottw ^l was 
March 3, 1913. The journey ^lasted 
five hours and twenty minuteV Ten 
minutes after be began the attack on' 
the plant a conflagration was noticed 
beneath blm. and he realized th at he 
had destroyed a t least an .important 
p art of i t  He bad brought four large 
shells with htm and be descended very 
low In order to deliver bis attack so 
th at each of the shells struck home. 
One of riiem landed in the mixing 
basin of n itric acid and glycerine and 
the others fell on the buildings. 
Flames a t  once arose and the smoke 
made a  column forty-five hundred feet 
high.

His next impoitsmt bombardment 
was a t  the railway 'station which the 
French authorities indicated as  V. To

accomplish his task here he dropped 
dftfwn almost to the station roof.

Then came the eecond bombardment 
a t Rottwell. on April 16. 1915. Ten 
fouT'ineb shells were dropped on the 
powder factory and caused a fire and 
an intense black smoke which entirely 
hid the building from view. Captain 
X. remained for a quarter of an hour 
above hJs object a t  an altitude o t five 
thousand feet, tantalizing the two ver­
tical batteries which the Germans 
were aiming a t  him and the section 
of. 77 millimeter guns which had been 
placed around the factory for its  de­
fense after the first bombardment.

Damaged Two Zeppelins.
The French officer re tu rred  to b it 

camp with eleven sbrapnel fragments 
in his machine. In tbe same month 
he dropped six shells In tbe great shed 
which harbored two Zeppelins, both 
of which were seriously damaged. The 
three special batteries placed for the 
protection of the.sheds fired a t him 
constantly, but failed to in jure him, 
though they damaged bis machine to 
some extent.

A few months later be bombarded 
railway station indicated as C. He. 
started out a t four o'clock In the morn­
ing with five other machines and In 
the afternoon he was back a t bis base, 
took up eight more shells and returned 
to attaqk tbe station for tbe second 
time In the course of one day.

The flight. In which more recently 
and for tbe third time be attacked 
tbe powder fac to ir a t Rottwell, was 
the most tragic which he ever car­
ried out and a t the same time the most 
successful.

Four other machines were to have 
started with blm on that expedition, 
but one of them a  few days earlier 
bad attacked a train  from only fifteen 
feet above the ground and the pilot 
was still 111 af a consequence o t in­
juries be bad received. Another who 
was to have gone had trouble with bts

QUEER USE FOR LOCOMOTIVE
Philadelphia Man Rigs One Up to 

Furnish Power for Compression 
of Hay.

' Philadelphia.—A locomotive with a 
35-foot smoke stack is being used here 
for tbe compression of hay for the al­
lied arm ies of Europe. This plant, tbe 
first of its kind, is located on tbe banks 
of the Schuylkill river.

It Is another proof of tb^ fact that 
necessity Is tbe mother o'f invention. 
Orders for 60,000 tons of bay to feed 
tbe horses ot tbe allies were received 
by the owner of tbe plant. John H. 
.Irving. He selected the present site 
for bis plant and, expecting the Phila­
delphia Electric company to furnish 
power, bought the necessary machin­
ery to begin work only to find, when 
ready to operate, th at because of un-

I  i r i i j
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foreseen engineering dlfflcolfles tbe 
electricity could not be supplied.

In this emergency, Mr Irving turned 
to steam as a  driving power, but dis­
covered th at there were no boilers 
available. He then negotiated with a 
railroad company and bought a twen- 
ty-seven-year-old locomoCtve. mounted 
bis tall smoke stack and now his fac­
tory is  running smoothly.

m otor a t  th e  very beginning of the 
night and had to 're tttrn ' to  the 
.‘There remained consequently only 
three. Besides the c a p l in  there  were 
Lieutenant D. and Corporal P.

The three s ta rted  oB together and 
followed the Swiss frontier to tbe 
Rhine then  - entered tbe  Black 
forest and peaetrated in the direction 
of the Wueiikemberg planL All bad 
goop weU until they  w ere within a  few 
miles of the latter, when several Ger­
man chaser machines came out of the 
fog and spread themselves In fan 
shape to bar tbe way to tbe  French­
men.

An Easy Target.
They offered a relatively easy target 

and could not defend them selves very 
satisfactorily. Mr. Jacques Montane, 
who describes the incident, says tbe 
first to withstand tbe shock was the 
captain himself, who was attacked by 
a. large monoplane of the type of Lath­
am 's Antoinette. Two men were on 
board and the machine was well known 
by the pilots who operated on tbe Al­
satian  side. Tbe French officer replied 
with so much valor that the aggres­
sor judged It prudent not to insist 
and abandoned him in order to attack 
the machine of Corporal P.

Tbe captain endeavored a t once to 
go to the aid of his subordinate, but 
the adversary was much more rapid 
and afte r a  short fight succeeda# In 
bringing down the unfortimate cor­
poral. During this time the captain 
was turniag and swerving and did not 
lose a  single point ot the painful 
dram a of which be was a  powerful wit- 
n e sa  But be decided to avenge blm- 
a e ll

After the fall of P. be started off 
on the way to the powder factory with 
the determined purpose of making tbe 
Germans pay dearly for tbe loss of his 
fellow aviator. He Sew calmly, scorn­
ing the enemy who had gone above 
blm Id tbe hope of cutting him off and 
of attacking him, for the  first success 
had encouraged tbe occupants ot the 
big German machine.

Lieutenant D., who bad continued 
his way without stopping, now saw 
himself surrounded by enemy ma­
chines. One of them  brought him 
down; to the northeast of the town 
near u e  factoiy.

This death was considered a sad loss 
to th e-F ren ch  aviation service. 
bad distinguished himself several 
tim es in bombarding expeditions, often 
by night, and had been of a boldness 
worriiy of his chief.

The captain remained alone to ac- 
oompllsh h is  mission. Instead of turn­
ing back, as prudence might bave dic­
tated, for be still had a considerable 
distance to go before reaching his ob­
jective, he persevered all alone against 
tbe German machines and went and 
cast his eight shells slowly and with 
great care on the powder factory. All 
bf them struck true.

His hod Return.
A thick black smoke a t once arose 

to the sky, the black smoke which this 
same bold pilot saw  for the third time 
a t tbe same place within a year. He 
remained, according to  his custom, 
for ten minutes over the establish­
ment, In order to  make notes of the 
result of bis shelling, and then be 
started for home, along the same route 
by which he had come, not bothering 
to make a single detour to avoid -ene­
my maebinea.

The alarm, however, had been given, 
and when be arrived over the Black 
forest he perceived a  veritable curtain 
ot aeroplanes waiting for him. They 
all swooped toward him in (he hope of 
bringing blm down.

By cleVer maoeyvering be avoided 
half a dozen of them, and then be was 
obliged to engage in close combat 
with two. the secondy>f which awaited 
him above L. Tbe duel with tbe latter 
was particularly bitter and tbe captain 
ended It by forcing his adversary to 
take to fllghL

Quietly he resumed bis way toward 
tbe French trenches, mourning the 
death of his comrades. H ear tbe lines 
be pereelved French chaser machines 
which were awaiting the return of bis 
squadron.

One of them approached and made 
algns to inquire if the other aero­
planes were coming. Tbe captain with 

I a  gesture of desolation Indicated that 
there waa no one to wail. for. aa he 
WM the sole survivor o t the expedi­
tion. And a mlractitous survivor he 
.was, for when bis machine was ex- 
am ine(j'lt was found th a t the top and 
nacelle Vere riddled with biillefs: 
some of them had even passed be­
tween the captain 's legs. The sup­
ports were cat. the joints broken and 
tbe wlwgs torn by shell fragments.

When they spoke to the captain 
about these numerous injuries be re­
plied simply:

“Of course It was to be expected 
that they woald-«ait for me on nty re­
turn."

The follow ing day the German of­
ficial communication made this an- 
Doon cement:

"U nder, Officer B. on bis first trip 
succeeded In bringing down two ene­
my aeroplanes which wefe on a  bom 
bardlng expedition. The thifd suc­
ceeded in escaping.”

Tbe German under officer, it- is In­
teresting to note, soon became lieu­
tenant and received three decorations, 
one being the Iron Cross of the first 
class, which wsa given to him for tbe 
above expW t.

Recently this German GNfficer B. was 
flying In upper Alsace when bts motor 
stopped, the  machine tell and the pilot 
waa killed. Captain X. gallantly re­
gretted tbe nature of the accident to 
the German aviator and regretted still 
more th a t i t  bad not been left to him 
pereonaily to  avenge the death of Lieu­
tenant D. and Corporal P.

Legal Day of Rest.'
Tbe New York court of appeals has 

given a decision sustaining the ‘'otie- 
day-rest-in-seveu'' law that meets the 
strong approval of progressively 
minded citizens. Tbe following seu- 
tences are worth quoting: “We have 
no power of decision of the question 
whether it is the wisest and best way 
to offset these conditions and to give 
employees the protection which they 
n e ^ . ,  even if we bad any doubt on 
that Subject.

Receivership of the Pere Marquette Railroad and its 
pr^ecessors, was four years ol<L

Despite the earnest efforts of the Court, the R e iv e r s , the 
ownen of the Road and the officen and i employees, it has not 
been possitde to get the road out of bankruptcy.

The task is a tremendous one« and whUe progress has been 
made and is being made, success is not yet assured.

Sixteen million dollars of new money must be 
raised* Investbis whose money has gone into the property have 
evinced a wilfingness to make sacrifices. But this vast amount of new 
money and these voluntary sacrifices are not o i themselves enough.

There mwt be a reasonable prospect of keeping out 
of bankruptcy after getting out There is little use of 
making the effort to reorganize the Railroad if it is going back 
into a Receivership again in the course of a year or so.

And thia is where the question of 
rates comes in. It is safe to say that if a 
reasonable increase in passenger fares could have 
been granted at the last session of the legislature 

•a reorganization could have been brought about 
before this time. W hy? N ot b eou se  of the in- 
creased revenue so much, although that would 
have helped, but because it would have been an 
indication that Michigan was adopting a new 
policy— one less repressive, less restrictive, than 
the old. It would have been an encouragement to the man who 
must go down into his pocket for his part o f the sixteen millions.

For why should a man invest g c ^  money in rail­
road securitiea under conditions existing in Michigan 
today? H e can secure a greater and safer return in almost 
everything rise. As a matter of fact he is not investing in M ich­
igan railroads today. I*ast year in the whole state of 
imehigant but twen^-one and one half nailes of new 
main track were buirt. A very small devdopmem reprem t- 
ing a very small investment in a great and growing state.

'The d iie f hope for a reorganization of the Pere Marquette 
rests on a change in public sentiment already manifest in many

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W HILE The iDO»t terrible and 
extenstve war the world 
haa ever underirone is be­
ing waged In such well- 

known regions as Belgium. Prance, 
north Italy. Macedonia and Egypt, it 
la not surprising that less information 
should be available with regard to the 
theaters of the eastern campaigns, like 
Mesopotamia, various parts of Africa 
and Armenia. Few people at home 
know those regions, and even the 
names of places mentioned mean noth­
ing to them, says Sir Martin Conway 
In Country Life. The destruction of 
Louvain and Reims, the peril still to 
be evaded of other Belgian and north 
Italian cities—these horrors are  gen­
erally realized and deplored; but how 
many are  conscious of the danger that 
has threatened rem oter architectural 
f*‘®eaQres, some of them of an almost 
unigne Importance, and the more to 
be deplored because the threatened 
buildings have not been thoroughly 
studied, planned and photographed, so 
that If destroyed their lose would be 
total?

A glance at any map will show that 
the Armenian area is d iv id ^  into two 
main parts, a northern and 'a  southern, 
by the mountain range which culmi­
nates In Ararat

The fates of northern and southern 
Armenia, though similar, have not 
been Identical. Sometimes united un­
der a  single government they have 
ottener been divided; but they have 
passed through similar stages of clvlli- 
tatiOD and gave birth to closely related 
schools of art. Christianity obtained 
ascendancy over them at a very early 
date and took such firm hold th at all 
the  floods of Islam have not been able 
to  overwhelm it. Long before the tenth 
century every center of population in 
the country had Its churches and its 
m o n a s te i ie s .  built in a markedly local 
style of architecture of great merit. 
Numbers of these monuments have 
been destroyed, but the ruins of many 
(on^ a few still complete) survive, 
those of chief importance in northern 
Antfenla being at the deserted me-

mnre romplicated In plan than the 
rectangular exterior would suggest., U 
Is, however, the general aspect of the 
interior that is tbe most remarkable 
feature. At a first glance It looks like 
the inside of a  Gothic church. The 
pointed vault and arches, the reces'sed 
piers resembling clustered columns 
in effect—these and other details have 
an extraordinarily Gothic aspect, so 
that it is at first hard to realize that 
Gothic architecture had not appeared 
in its most rudimentary-form A>hen tbe 
Cathedral of Ani was built. Tbe most 
cursory inspection reveals the excel 
lence of the masonry, tbe good taste 
and restraint of the carved decoration, 
the fine proportion of parts. We are In 
presence of a work of architectural 
art. tbe product of no immature school, 
but of one fully equipped with a 
formed and flolshed style, which Is not 
that of tbe Byzantine nor of any other 
school, but belongs entirely to Ar­
menia and Georgia.

Unfortunately, the churcbes of Ar­
menia have not oply suffered from 
neglect and war, but many of them 
have been shattered by earthquakes, 
so that of the multitude that once ex­
isted few are now even as well pre­
served as this of Anl. Near to It. with­
in the walls of the same city. Is the 
scarcely less beautiful Church of St. 
Gregory, the dome of which Is still in 
large part standing, but tbe porch, 
with massive columns added to It in 
tbe Saracenic style in the thirteenth 
century, has mainly fallen away. The 
delicately sculptured arcadlng round 
tbe exterior of this church might 
stand comparison with similar decora­
tive work in any Byzantine building, 
though tbe style of it is pure Armenian 
at its best. .jfti

Churches a t Edgmiatsin.
At Edgmiatsin are several ancient 

churches still in use. Such, for in­
stance, is the venerated cathedral, tbe 
seat of tbe important functionary, tbe 
KatbottkoB. reverenced by all Ar­
menians. Tbe core of tbe building Is 
of great antiquity and the fabric of the

In tbe case of any group of works of 
a rt  of a single school It is always most 
Interesting to approach a study of 
tbem In chronological order. Lack of 
apace renders that method here Im­
possible. Let us therefore at once turn 
to one of the best examples of the  der 
veloped Armenian type of church—tbe 
tenth century cathedra) of Ani. It lies, 
pathetically abandoned, in a  bare space 
in the  midst of the ruined city. Noth­
ing could be plainer than its simple 
oblong form ; no external apse, no pro­
truding tru a e p ts .  no advancing 
porehea or o ther embelllabmenta. It 
wan. Indeed, once c row nM in the midst 
b y  -a small cylindrical dome covered 
b y  a  pointed root, but only a  fragment 
of the  dome survivea. Tbe external 
arcading deacenda directly from Saa- 
aaalan Perala.

A r c h i te c tu r e  la  O r ig in a l.
O ther elementa in the compoaltlon 

a re  derived from Syria, Heaopotamia 
and Conatantlnople. but are originally 
combined. The curio us paira of deep 
niches a t  the  end and side of the 
church coireapond to masses of ma- 
aonry within, which form the apse and 
tta  alda diapela. tor the  interior la far

wails of the central mass may date 
back to the seventh century, but the 
old Is BO hidden by additions, porches, 
chapels and so forth, that little of an­
tiquity is suggested by the exterior.

Far more interesting to the lover of 
a rt is the church of St. Ripsime In the 
same town. Its aspect is Injured by 
the porch which, in characteristically 
seventeenth century style, has been 
patched on a t one end. The Armenians 
of th at date bad a strange passion for 
building such porches and almost every' 
church still In use has bad one added 
on to it. W ith that exception and a re­
stored dome the rest of the main fabric 
Is old. if not dating back as far aa tbs 
year B18 when the church ia known to 
have been rebu ilt The h ig h  gabled 
projections with their deep pairs of 
niches can scarcely be earlier than the 
ten th  century. More authentically an 
cient is the church called Sbogbakath 
in the same city; it was built In the 
flftb decade^of the seventh century. 
The massive western porch, wide a a  
tb s  whole nave, ia surmounted by tb 
usual ball tdwer and both a re  remai*- 
a b le  works authentically dated 1683. 
The unlnatnicted eye would have 
guesaed them rather of the twelfth 
century!

NEW SWITCH ENGINE

ELECTRp-MAGNET EMPLOYED TO 
*FHE BEST ADVANTAGE.

To expedite the shifting of cars In 
railroad yards and to lessen some ot 
the  hazards how generally associated 
with th is  work, an ingenious Swiss in ­
ventor has called to his aid th e  elec­
tro  magnet. So sound were the prin­
ciples he employed and so practicable 
was hia equipment th at tbe installa­
tion is now in dally use upon the 
switch engines in tbe  busiest yard 
In Berne.

A form of storage battery  locomo­
tive has been built especially for this 
work. Instead of the usual buffers 
a t the front and rear, tbe trac to r is 
fitted with iron cylinders, two a t each 
end, and placed where they will be 
directly in line with the regular buf­
fers on ordinary cars. These iron cyl­
inders are  wound about with colls of 
insulated copper wire, and when an 
electric current is sent through the 
cylinder become powerful magnets, 
and exert sufficient force to  bold firm­
ly the rounded heads o f  the car buf­
fers th at fit Into tbe outer ends of 
these magnets. The ends of these 
magnets, by the way, have dished 
faces and. with the car buffers, form 
flexible joints th a t  perm it the trains 
to take curves and to allow, besides, 
for a  reasonable m easure of vertical 
movement.

W hen a  car is  to be shifted the en­
gineer runs bis storage battery  loco­
motive up against tbe first car of tbe 
train  to be moved, and Just before the 
four buffers come in contact the  elec­
tric current Is sent through the coils. 
The moment they touch the effect is 
as If the car and the locomotive had 
been coupled, because when the con­
tac t is  perfect each m agnet has a grip 
of quite 3,800 pounds.
'  The engineer, standing In his cab, 

has complete command of the move­
ments of his locomotive and of the 
gripping and releasing of the cars he 
is handling. To m ake or to break hia 
hold by means of his m agnet buf­
fers he has only to operate an electric 
switch. No one Is exposed between 
tbe cars, and shifting can be done 
with exceptional speed and ease, not 
to  mention greatly increased safety. 
The storage battery  locomotives at 
Berne have been found very practica­
ble, and are more economical than tbe 
steam  engines for this work.—New 
York World.

A railroad is projected for Finnish' 

Lapland in order to m ake available 
deposits of iron ore in th at region. 
The first part to be built, if the 
scheme materializes, will probably he 
from tbe village of Rovaniemi. con­
nected by rail already with the port of 
Kami on the Gulf ot Bothnia, and 
Sukuvaara. 87 miles distant. From 
Sukuvaara further extensions of tbe 
line may be built to the mouth of tbe 
Neida river on the  Arctic ocean, 
whence Finland would be enabled to 
export iron ore all the  year round. 
Eleven miles of this link would be 
in Norwegian territory. The" totol 
length of the  line, which would be one 
of the farthest north in tbe world, 
would be 280 miles.

“The don’t-care ni«n is a  burden,” 
said Pietro Matteo in a  recent address 
to his fellow countrymen on safety 
n rst in railroad work. And la that 
phrase Mr.. Matteo unconsciously set 
forth tbe reason Italians bare  become 
so successful as railroad men. Their 
rise In this particular field has shown 
th at they are  not "don’t-care men.” jf̂

Twenty years ago there were prA- 
tically no Italians employed on rail­
roads. • Today they may be numbered 
by tbe thousands. Out of 140,000 men 
working on the Pennsylvania railroad 
east of P ittsburgh 11,000. or more than 
one-fourteenth tbe total number, are 
Italians. Twenty years ago the few 
engaged in railroad work were labor­
ers. Today they occupy positions of 
tru s t and responsibility.

Italians have shown an aptitude for 
railroad work and an amazing versatil­
ity  in it. They have become actively 
interested in every branch of the serv­
ice. As an example of tbe range of 
their activities take the following list 
of occupations in which the 663 Ital­
ians employed on tbe W est Jersey and 
Seashore railroad and Camden Term­

One of tbe greatest eastern rail­
roads had 1,029 fires on its  propertlec 
last year. Tbe values exposed to loss 
were over 3350,000,000. The actual 
loss was 3278.730, or less- than eight 
cents on each 3100 of values exposed 
Of these fires 441 were put out by the 
company's own employees before tho 
arrival of the  public fire fighters.

Tbe employees a re  organized and 
drilled to fight fires. They are  provid 
ed with apparatus suitably placed and 
kept always In good condition. Doubt 
less these precautions cost something 
But it is evident th a t they "pay."

Enlightened self-interest has led the 
railroad to keep down its fire loss 
Unfortunately all property owners are 
not equally enlightened. Hence the 
need of stricter laws than we have foi 
enforcing care in fire prevention. II 
must always he remembered th at fire 
loss is a  total loss. Insurance merely 
distributes the loss from tbe ladlvld 

upon the community.sud

I have 
special sources of Information which 
prove these Atatomeots, surprising as 
they may seem.’’

Major W. J . Phillips, of Owosso, 
who is inspector of small arm s prac­
tice on the brigade staff, Michigan 
National Guard, made the above de­
claration H e continued: “Why? Be­
cause there is n o t a  county in the 
sta te  th a t  has not from one to ten 
civilian military organizations drilling 
wltlt m ilitary rifles because they 
want to be prepared. O ther sim ilar 
companies a re  being formed every 
day. Not In the  cities alone, mind; 
but In the bam lets apd country towns 
where rural sentim ent dominates and 
tbe retired farm er is supposed to sit 
up nights to talk  against prepared­
ness, a re  these companies thriving.

"The pioneer organization was in 
Detroit, where the battalion was or- 
ganized through the efforts of C apt 
I<Tederick M. Alger from among the 
city 's young business, professtonal 
and society men. I t waa good enough 
to win commendation from General 
Wood. Grand Rapids foUowed suit. 
Its battalion of representative cit­
izens formed by Mr. Sligh, turned out 
recently a t the corner stone z e ro is e s  
of Grand Rapids armory every man 
armed with a new Springfield rifle, 
the official weapon o t tbe arm y and 
natloual guard.

“ I am In touch with these com­
panies and all o thers like them  
through connection with the  na­
tional rifle assocaatiOD as s ta te  secre­
tary. W hen a group of men -feel the 
atirrlng of tbe m artial sp irit they 
write the war departm ent a t  W ash­
ington o r the ad ju tan t general, ask ­
ing bow they may get into the mili­
tary  service. It is explained to them 
th at they can form a  company and 
get modem rifles for drilling a ad  rifie 
practice by forming a  fourth-class, 
civilian, riflie club affiliated with the 
National Rifle association and are  
advised io get In touch with m t, a s  
I  am the organizer for Michigan.

“T hat is bow I know what is belag 
done. U is simply Impossible to 
keep a  supply of application blanka 
and pamphlets describing the organ!, 
zatlon steps, on hand. One day re­
cently, I sen t out 20 appllcatiena, 
most of which have come back, dnly 
signed, for the necessary member, 
■hip.

“Major William Sparks, o t Jackson, 
head of the famous W itblngton Zou-. 
aves, has organized a military com­
pany and rifle club within tbe past 
few days, and will purchase rifles. 
Tbe superintendent of schooU a t 
Nashville, Mich, ^ d r i l l in g  the busi­
ness men of his town. A lieutenant 
o f  the Grand Rapids battalion goes 
to tbe  village of Rockford twice 
week to bold m ilitary drills.

“Samuel P. Kyes of Lansing, brig- 
adeer-general of the Uniform Rank, 
Knights fof Pythias of Michigan, re­
cently sounded out his pychian or- 
ganizatlons to ascertain  bow many 
would like to secure rifles and drill 
as infantry companies. Eighteen a t 
once declared they, were just wait­
ing for the chance. Rifle club appli­
cations, so they m ay secure rifles by 
affiliation, have been sent a t  Mr. 
Kyea’ request, to cities like Lansing, 
Bay City, Saginaw, Flint. Grayling 
and a  dozen others.

Tecumseb has a  civilian rifle club 
which drills weekly: so has L'Anse. 
One Masonic lodge in Detroit has a 
alvUlan rifle club th a t drills with 
rifles. Prosecuting Attorney James 
L. McCormick of Bay City has Just 
forwarded an application for a rifle 
club there. So has Attorney- Frank 
Blsckman of Jackson.

“Neighborhood clubs are  springing 
up all over Detroit. I  strongly, s u s p ^ t  
th at the  m ajority of the men In one 
such club work in Mr. Ford’s planL 
L ssslng  has organized a civilian mll- 
itary  organization which is an ad -. 
junct to the batteries of artillery. 
F lint baa several clubs. To show 
bow they evolve one of tbe F lint 
clubs, which bas been In existence 
for a year, recently became the ma­
chine gun company of the 33d Mich­
igan Infantry.

“Adrian has a good military com­
pany and one ot tbe oldest and best 
rifle clpbs. in t^e state. W yandotte 
has a  good club whose members 
would undoubtedly volunteer In case 
of war and would- be  invaluable as 
sharpshooters. Laingsburg is form­
ing- a  rifle club and wants Spring- 
fields. Ironwood bas a company made 
up ot civilian riflemen who would 
like to ’ go into the national guard. 
Albion and F o rt Huron have flourUh- 
ing civilian clnba,

'Since the first of the year I  have 
^ n t  out about 300 applications for 
membership in the natiomU rifle as­
sociation by civilian clubs and most
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O t them have beeome affiliated. 1 
estim ate th a t  there a re  tu lly  aa  many 
Springfield rifles in use by civRlaos 
as  a re  in the hands of tb s  national 
guard of the  s ta te—about 3000.**

T u b e r c u lo s i s  S u rv e y .
According to Dr. Victor C. Vaugh­

an .president o t the Btate board of 
health, the tuberculosis survey now 
being conducted In the various coun­
ties of the state, has been productive 
ot good resu lta and o ther members 
of tbe board have expressed Rirnllar 
opinions.

Dr. William De Klelne, who waa 
placed In charge of the tuberculosis 
campaign , says: “The tuberculosis 
sur\-ey bo far has ben very success- 
fuL Jt surely has gone far beyond 
our expectations. I never dreamed 
we a’ould begin to reach as  many 
people as we are  doing. Neither did 
I realize th at tbe people everywhere 
would manifesc as much lu terest in 
the work as they are doing. The 
in terest has been so ebormous that 
i t  is impossible for us to satisfy 
everybody Many organizations that 
ask for our survey are  not satisfied 
with the assurance th at we will get 
to tfteir respective counties as soon 
as we can. They all seem to want 
us immediately.

“We are  able to examine many 
more people than  we ever thought we 
would examine. In the thirteen eoun. 
ties which we have umahed up 
tbe present time, we have actually 
examined a t  our clinics 5006 people. 
That is more than  1 believed a t  first 
we could do in a  whole year. I never 
imagined that we coidd Induce th at 
many people to come and be exam­
ined for tuberculosis. Our actual 
field work did not begin until tbe 
first of las t October. We have been 
a t  work only six montba and have 
already reached more than 5000.

“Out of th at num ber of examlna. 
tiODB, we have discovered 2,243 cases 
with e ither positive o r  enspiclous 
evidence of tuberculosis. Our nurses 
have visited tbe homes of those show­
ing symptoms of tuberculosis ' and 
they have been shown how to live 
and how to improve the actual home 
conditions which make for better 
health. Figuring on afi average of 
five people in each bom k both chll- 
dren and parents, i t  Is .fltfe to say 
we have already reached nearly 10 .- 
000 people who either have o r are  
exposed to .tuberculosla.

“Our success in this work varies 
somewhat in different ^ogintiev Some 
communities a re  more enthusiastic 
than  others, but every eommunity In 
every county has been a  splendid suc­
cess. Tbe work seems to  grow and 
Aoeomulate in size. We have vlqlted 
a  total of th irteen  counties. J ^ e  start-

Loodon—The Irish uprising In Dub­
lin bas been suppressed aud the d ty  
is now under British control, accord- 

an official statem ent Issued by 
the authorities. Serious dlsturbancee 
broke out in Dublin. A large party 
of men identified with the Sinn Fein 
party, mostly arraed^ occupied Steph­
en's Green and look possesion forcibly 
by the postofflee, where they cut the  
telegraphic and telephonic wires. 
Houses also were occupied in Steph­
en's Green. Sackvllle street, Abbey 
street and along the quays.

“Id tbe course of the day soldiers 
arrived from tbe Curragb and the sit­
uation is now well in band.

“So far as is known bere, th ree 
military officers, four aoldlera, two 
loyal volunteers and two pollcemm -^ 
11 persons in all—have been killed 
and four or five military officers and 
seven or eight soldiers and six volun­
teers wounded. No exact Information 
has been received of the casualties on 
tbe aide of tbe Sinn Peinen .

"Reports received from Cork, Lim­
erick, Ennis, Tralee and both Ridings 
of Tipperary show th at no disturb­
ances of any kind have occurred In 
these localities.''

New York—Local Irish leaders, tbo 
Evening Mail received a  cipher cable­
gram saying Dublin was captured Sun­
day by Irish volunteers after a  sharp 
fight.

Tbe cablegram reported th at Lord 
Wimbome. the lord lieutenant of Ire­
land: Under Secretary Nathan and 
General Friends, commander of tbe 
forces, and tbe whole British mili­
tary ataff, with aeveral hundred sol- 
dlera, are now prisoners in the bands 
of the  Ir*ab and are  being held a a  
hostages for tbe life of Sir Roger 
Casement.

Other important successes were won 
by the  revolutionists In other parts 
of Ireland, tbe cablegram said.

German submarines are infesting 
tbe sea to attack tbe British trans­
ports carrying troops to Ireland.

The cablegram said two British war­
ships were sunk by tbe German sub­
marine accompanying tbe German aux­
iliary which landed Sir Roger.

The first newg of the Dublin trou­
ble came when Augustine Blrrell, 
chief aecretary for Ireland, announced 
in the house of commons that grave 
disturbances broke out in Dublin. He 
added that troops bad been sent to 
the Irish capital and th a t tbe sltuatitm  
waa now well in hand.

Mr. Blrrell said th a t 12 persona had 
been killed before tbe disturbances 
were quelled and added th at tbe rebels 
were in possession of four or five dif- 
fe rra t parts of the city of Dublin, but 
they did not control the whole city.

TRADE MADE P U B L X

Waeblngton—The latest British note 
Id answer to American protests 
against Allied Interferences with neu­
tral trade, made public a t the sta te  
department, contends th at the prac­
tices complained of are  “Ju r id l^ Iy  
sound and valid," and th at the relief 
which neutrals seek is rather to be 
obtained by the mKig^tton of neces­
sary hardships than by "abrupt chan­
ges either in the theory or appUeation 
of a policy based upon admitted prin­
ciples of international law carefoUy 
adjusted to the altered conditi<ms of 
modern warfare."

It discloses th at "an im partial and 
influential commission" has been aj>- 
pokited to find waya to minimize de­
lays and pledges tbe Allies lo m ake 
their restrains on traiSe as little  bur­
densome to neutrals as possible.

Tbe note, in which tbe Freflch gov­
ernment concurs, reiterates th e  mili­
tary necessity of regulating commerce 
to neutrals continguous to  Germany 
and Justifies tbe  effectiveness of tho 
blockade which .was challenged by the 
last American note.

More diplomatic correspondence over 
the  issue is expected to  follow. *

At the outset the note suggests th a t 
the American complaint is not so 
much th at shipments Intercepted real­
ly were Intended for use In the Euro­
pean neutral countries to which they 
were dispatched as th at the dispatch 
of goods to Great Britain’s enemies 
had frustrated by methods net h ith­
e rto  employed by belligerents.

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THE WEBSTER-PARKMAN CASE.

No modem crime Is more celebrated 
than the m urder of Dr. George Park- 
man -by Prof. John W. W ebster of 
Harvard college. This because both 
tbe slayer and the slain were distin­
guished men. and also by reason of 
the grotesquely horrible circumstances 
attending the crime.

Doctor Parkman was a wealthy and 
widely known citizen of Boston, and 
a t  the time of bis removal was sixty 
years of age. He was a man of most 
peculiar appearance. His face was 
unusually long, and term inated in a 
sharp chin, protruding to such an ex­
ten t that It seemed a deformity. His 
.head was bald and down the center of 
it ran a huge cranial ridge, suggesting 
that his skull bad been soldered to­
gether by a poor workman. He was 
tbin and tali, enjoyed excellent health, 
and was rem arkably active and ener­
getic for one of hla years.

W ebster was an entirely different 
type of man. being short, round and 
heavy set, with a rosy and cheerful 
countenance. He was popular, not­
withstanding the fact that be wore 
side whiskers, and his attainm ents 
may be judged from the fact that be 
held the chair of chemistry a t Har­
vard. and also In tbe Boston Medical 
college; where he had private offices 
and laboratories.

It was on Friday. November 23. 1849, 
th at Doctor Parkman disappeared. 
He was a man of such regular habits 
th at the neighbors set their clocks by 
him, and when he failed to come home 
for dinner bis wife was much 

.alarm ed. She told the neighbors, but 
tbey laughed a t her fears, and per­
suaded ber th at nothing could be 
wrong. Next morning, however, the 
doctor still being absent, and no mes­
sage having come from bim, Mrs. 
Parkm an was seriously disturbed, 
and she notified tbe police. Then 
system atic search was conducted for 
'days together, but without results. 
T h e  doctor wias traced to the Boston 
Medical <kMlege» and there it, eeemed 
th at be vanished from tbe face of the 
earth.

It waa known th at the doctor and 
W ebster had some financial tranta&- 
tlons in tbe past, so the learned pro­
fessor was questioned, and be said 
th at Parkman had called upon him to 
collect a sum of money dne on a  note. 
He paid the money, and the note was 
canceled, and Parkman left bis of­
fice. and th at was all he knew about 
I t  Of course it was absurd to sup­
pose th at tbe professor knew anything 
more than be disclosed, but. Just for 
the sake of appearance, and to satisfy 
the public mind, whlcb was excited to 
the point of frenzy, tbe officers Mked 
permission to aearcb the professor's 
quarters a t the  college. The permis- 
aion was cordially given. The learned 
man showed the officers around every 
where, and begged them to make tbelr 
aearcb exhaustive, and they did.

Tbey searched his offices and labora­
tories three Separate times, and dls-

cq rlred  nothing suaplcioas. Mean- 
wiilie other officers were dragging 
evary pool and creek, and crawling 
under buildings, and orerturniag hay­
mows. In a  vain effort to find a  trace 
of the missing man. After a week of 
this sort of thing tbe police confessed 
them selves hopdieMly baffled, and 
freely expressed the opinion th at the 
m ystery never would be solved. 
Everybody had a  theory explaining 
tbe disappearance, and only one of 
a ll the theories entertained in Boston 
town caaae anywhere near the truth.

The Janitor of tbe  college was i 
man named LfttleAeld and he the 
qnnllflcatloDs of a  sleuth. As he went 
about hla work day by day he medi­
tated  and brooded over vorions things 
he had noticed, and be put two and 
two together in  bis mind, and (^m- 
eluded th at they 'made fonr, and he 
determined to Investigate. Why did 
the able and gifted profeseor keep h la 
doOTB lo e k ^  all the  time? Why did 
he keep up great Urea in the Msay 
fvnncee  a t  all sorts of miholy bovaT 
Thane things w ere soapleioaa. Wntch* 
Ing Ms opportnnltles, the 
htoke t h i e ^  n wall ln<

he examined the ashes and cUnkers 
from the faraaces, and foond n h a t  te . 
took to be bones. Among th e  thtegn 
found were particles of gold, a  hn- 
mao tooth, part of a set of false teeth. 
The abnormally long Jaw of the miss­
ing man made identiflcatlon easy and 
certain. Parkm an's dentist recognised 
the false teeth  a t  once.

When these discoveries were made 
known to the authorities, W ebster had 
gone home after a day of arduous toll 
In chemical research, and was resting 
tn the bosom of his family. was de­
cided to a rrest him  a t  once, and two 
or three officers went to hla home In 
a hack. They explained to W ebster 
th at they considered It necessary to 
make another search of his quarters 
a t the college and requested htm to 
go wltb them. He pretended to be 
quite at hla ease, and agreed to ac­
company the officers with his usual 
cheerfulness, but there is no doubt 
that be suspected the tru th  and real­
ized th at the truth waa known. After 
entering tbe hack with the officers he 
swallowed something, and when tbey 
arrived a t the Jail be was frothing a t 
the mouth and almost in convulsions.

Tbe poison he had taken, whatever 
It was, caused blm a  great deal of 
physical anguish, but failed to end his 
life, which was the consummation he 
probably wished.

His trial lasted eleven days, and the 
evidence against him, though clrcnm- 
stantlal. was conclusive. Many learned 
and distinguished men took the w it­
ness stand, testifying for or against 
the prisoner, among them being Oliver 
Wendell Holmes. W ebster was found 
guilty and sentenced to death. He ad* 
dressed tbe Jury and tried to explain 
sway tbe evidence against htm. ba t 
his talk was not convincing.

He was In great anguish of mind 
when '.eturned to his prison. The 
fortitude .ie bad displayed during tbe

trial deserted him, and be became a 
rather pitiable object. Application 
was ma(le to tbe  governor for a com­
mutation of sentence, and In support 
of this application W ebster made a  
confeMlon be declared to be true. He 
admitted having killed Parkman, bat 
Insisted th at the crime was unpremed­
itated, and th at he suffered great 
provocation.

According to his story he owed 
Parkman money which be was unable 
to pay a t  th at time. Parkman called 
a t his office on the fateful Friday and 
was very angry because W ebster didn't 
have the money ready. W ebster be­
gan to  make a s  appeal for more time, 
but tbe visitor was furiously angry, 
and upbraided him In tbe bitterest 
terms, applying tbe most contemptu­
ous epithets. “At last.” Mid Webster, 
“bis fury became almost maniacal and. 
unable longer to endure It. when be 
thrust bis fist Immediately in my face. 
I struck blm over the head with a 
stick. The blow was upon tbe temple, 
and he fell heavily to the floor. Every 
effort to resuscitate him was in vain, 
and in tbe agony attendant upon tbe 
discovery that I was a m urderer, my 
Oral thought was how to conceal tba 
body.”

His petition for clemency failed to 
move tbe governor, and one doleful 
day he walked in fear and trembling 
to tbe gallows tree, and hia name waa 
added to tbe long list of distinguished 
men who, through some moral or 
mental crook, have brought them­
selves Into that, shadow of dlagracf 
which “shall be lifted nevermore."

For American Potash.
The agricultural departm ent bas 

been devoting a great deal of atteotlott 
to tbe development of the  production 
of an American potash to take the 
place of the German article, the supply 
of which bas been cut off by tbe war. 
There are  several rather rich deposits 
In this country, but tbey have never 
been utilized, for one reason or anoth­
er. as tbe German product could be 
delivered In this country a t a  price 
whlcb made It Impossible to compete. 
The statem ent Is made th at about 108 
tons of potash are wasted dally by the 
twenty-five or more distilleries In the 
United States th at subject molasses to 
procfstes of fermentation. One New 
Orleans company is planning to Install 
the process of Mving the potash in dis­
tillery waste, recently brought to the 
attention of the  public by the burean. 
It ahould be possible to make fertilizer 
from the otherwise wortbleM material 
a t  a  price th at will m eet competlUoo 
even afte r the war Is over.
