The Nebraska State Joornal calls at^ 
tsDtlon to tbe fact th at Uccle Sam’s 
opening of a  4.000^ere trac t In the 
NorVH P latte irrigation district for s e t  
tlem ent practically winds up the “free 
land distribution" of tbe nation. It 
adds:

"Free or cheap land has been 
Che American safety ra lre . A 
population straining for self-bet* 
term ent baa had its own remedy— 
to go west and grow up with the 
country. With the government 
reduced to advertising an opening 
of forty-three farms, the safety 
valve may be considered forever 
dosed. Tbe expensiTe energy for­
merly exerted outward, m ust here­
afte r work Itself out Intensively. 
Increasing land speculation, with 
rapidly rlaing prices of land and 
proportionately Increasing dlsaat* 
tsfactlon among the landless would 
saem Inevitable. The tone of our 
politics and tbe Intensity of our 
social problems cannot but be yl- 
tally  changed under the stra in  h f 
dealing internally with a  social 
preesnre which hitherto  baa had 
the wilderness to vent itself upon.
“ *Land hunger’ wRl soon become a 

reality  In this rapidly growing 'country 
and the constant pressure of popula­
tion, Increasingly higher than the ratio 
of production, J s  bound to bring us 
face to face with economic problems 
th a t  we have heretofore considered r ^  
mote. Tbe far-aighted statesm an and 
publicist must devote bis thought 
earnestly  to the consideration of these 
questions if we are  to escape the ex­
trem es which curse the older nations 
of the world.”

In the above will be found one of 
the reasons th at the Canadian Govern­
m ent la offering 160 scree of land tree 
to  the actnal settler. There la no 
dearth  of homesteads of this size, and 
the land la of tbe highest quality, be­
ing such as produces yields of from 30 
to  60 bushels of wheat per acre, while 
oats run from fifty to over hundred 
bushels per acre. It Is not only a m at­
ter of tree  grants, but in W estern Can­
ada are also to be bad other lands at 
prices ranglDg from 112 to 130 per 
acre, tbe difference In price being 
largely a  m atter of location and dis­
tance from railway. If one takes Into 
consideration tbe scarcity of tree 
gran t lands In the United S u te s  It is 
not dlffleult to underatsmd why there 
has been most material advances in 
the price of farm lands.

A few years ago, land th at now sella 
for two hundred dollars an acre In 
Iowa, could have been booghc for sev­
enty-five dollars an acre or less. Tbe 
Increased price Is warranted' by the 
Increased value of the product raised 
on these farms. Tbe lands th at today 
can be had In W estern Canada a t the 
low prices quoted wlU In a less Qme 
than th at taken tor the Iowa lands to 
Increase, have a  proportionate in­
crease. In Nebraska tbe lands that 
sold for sixteen to twenty doUsrs per 
acre seven years ago. find a  m arket at 
one hundred and seventy-five dollars 
an acre, for the same reason given for 
the increase In Iowa lands. Values 
in these two States, as well as in oth­
ers that might be mentioned, show 
that W estern Canada lands a re  going 
a t a  song at their present prices. In 
many cases in W estern Canada today, 
there  are  American settlers, who real­
ize this, and are placing a value of 
Sixty and seventy dollars an acre on 
their Improved farms, but would sell 
only becam e they can purchase un 
Improved land a t such a low price that 
in another few years they would have 
equally as good farms as they left or 
such a s  their friends have in the  Unit­
ed States.

leand W here the Apoctle John Wrote 
Hie Book Haa Multiplicity of 

Housee of Worship.

Of deep Interest In the eyes of most 
of os is a  Uttle Island-called Patmos. 
Patmos has an entirely Greek popula­
tion of 6,000, moetly sponge fishers, 
and although In close proximity to 
Turkey, no Turks dwell on the island, 
and no mosque has ever been erected 
where John wma tn the spirit on the 
Lord's day. The only export frmn 
Patmos, according to  an oM geograph­
e r who visited tbe island a hundred 
years ago. was a t  that tim e cotton 
stockings, which were sent to Venice.

The same iu thorlty  ad d s 'th a t there 
were three hundred churches on the 
island, which, seeing th at the number 
of dweUing-houaea was ooty TOO. sug­
gests a  rather haadsome surplus of 
places of worship. The m onastery In 
which John’s aarae Is perpetuated is a 
m a s a l#  bnildlng flanked by towers 
like a  fo rtress, and the visitor is 
shown Inevitably the grotto on the 
mountain tn which It Is claimed th at 
John wrote his book. Over the grotto 
a  small church has been erected, n r e  
laoiithm  of the island gives a  pathetic 
Interest to  John’s descripUsn of the 
heevenly Jerusalem  when there should 
he “no more sea."

TRENCH WARFARE 
SHAnERS NERVES

Horror of It All Has Lasting Ef­
fect on Victims of the Ti­

tanic Conflict.

WEIRDSCENESARE DESCRIBED
Dr. E. Murray Auer ef Philadelphia

Says “Trench Dreams'’ of the 
Wounded Bare Horrors ef 

Modem Battles.

Philadelphia.—That tbe horrors of 
trench warfare, with its sudden alarms 
a t night, the bursting of shells and tbe 
burying of men by mine exploslone, 
have a lasting effect on the men who 
undergo them is the conclusion 
reached by Dr. E. Murray Auer of 
Philadelphia. Pa., who for some time 
was attached to tbe Twenty-second 
General hospital of tbe British expo- 
ditionary force, "somewhere la 
France."

In a paper which was read recently 
before the Philadelphia Neurological 
society, and which appears in the cur­
ren t issue of the Medical Record. Doc­
tor Auer gives the results of bis ob­
servations.

In practically all of the casee which 
were observed by Doctof Auer tbe sol­
diers received no appreciable physical 
Injury, the effect being purely mental. 
One each instance cited by the phy­
sician was found In a  boy Dlneteen 
years old. This boy had been fo r ' 
th ree  days under a suatained and 
heavy tiieil fire. At the end of that 
time he .was threatened by bis ser­
geant with courtm artlal tor sleeping 
while on sentry doty. This led to an 
examination and the sending of the 
boy to  tbe hospital. He was in a  stu­
por tor ten days. ’The same was true 
of another soldier who bad seen his 
chum blown to  piecea.

During tbe time of their coma, 
which in some casea lasted more than 
a  week, the soldiers gave the Impres­
sion th at they again were living 
through the experiences which bad 
caused the stupor to come on. This 
was evidenced by their terrified ez- 

'presslOQs. - They crouched, su rte d  
and stared wildly when spoken to. One! 
such man rose from his bed tn the 
middle of the night and recited In a 
one-sided conversation bis experience 
of a charge and burial 'by a mine ex­
plosion. and then relapsed Into his 
stuporous state.

Another result of shock, according 
to Doctor Auer's obseiwatlons. is a 
continued shaking of tbe entire body, 
accompanied by various palns-And un­
usually severe headaches. In some 
cases this shaking has been observed 
to last several days, and even weeks, 
altbougb in most instances -Its dura­
tion Is a  few hours. In one instance

this trembling came afte r a soldier 
had twice been burled tn a  mine ex­
plosion. had been through a  charge 
and under heavy bombardment tn a 
trench and finally was h it by a  piece 
of rock, which, while not lojoring him. 
knocked him down. In bis ease the 
trem or of the bead was marked, and 
lasted for some time.

Temporary loss of memory Is a  com­
mon thing with tbe men who have been 
through some extremely trying period 
or who have suffered a  sudden shock. 
In such instances the recovery of 
memory U ss  sudden as its loss. One 
such soldier, after being near a  thell 
which exploded, could remember noth­
ing th at happened to him uotll he 
came to himself, walking along a  lane, 
some time later. Another man in the 
hospital thought himself back in the 
trenches and became violent, moving 
his cupboard about as though it were 
a  machine gun and pointing It at 
his enemies. When he suddenly re­
turned to a normal sta te  be could re­
member sotbing of his experience.

One of tbe most common, and a t the 
same time most pitiful, of the many 
mental results of the struggle is the 
Inability to sleep soundly and recur­
rence of so-called trench dreams. It 
is not uncommon. Doctor Auer says, 
to see soldiers s ta r t  from their beds 
in tbe middle of the night, crying out 
and weeping, the bodies bathed In 
perspiration as they dream of being 
chased by Germans with bayonets, of 
being burled under debris following a 
mine explosion and of losing tbe 
trench In a  fog and being unable to 
get back.

The fear which Is commonly found 
is not the kind which a layman would 
expect. The soldiers do not tear in­
jury to themselves. They are  rather 
afraid of doing something wrong, a 
fear of an emergency In which cme

may fail or lose the confidence of hlg. 
comrades. In one instance tbe pa­
tient was afraid to go to sleep for fear 
he would not awake.

Blindness and deafness are  frequent­
ly found, but one of the most unusual 
of tbe  phenomena In this connection 
Is the presence of photophobia, the 
fear of looking. In many instances 
men are  found who complain th at 
they cannot see. In  such Instances, 
when their eyes are  opened for them, 
they can see without any difficulty. 
One Instance of th is  came as the 
result of a  trench dream In which the 
soldier again lived through bis bu­
rial by a  mine explosion four weeks 
before. When he awoke he com- 
plalnsd th at he could i^ot see and Im­
agined th a t bis sight had been lost as 
a  resu lt of the explosion. When the 
eyelids were raised he could see aa 
well aa ever.

Civilians as Well as Combatants at
Saloniki Know That Bomb Throw­

ers May Be Expected When 
Sky Is Clear.

Arnoldo Ftaccarolt, well known as 
correspondent of the Corriere della 
Sera, is a t present in Salonikl for bis 
paper, and writes the following Inter­
esting account of scendk and incidents 
in and around Salonikl, giving a 
graphic word picture of the Mtoatlon:

’'Sunday la bomb day," he says.
The sun brings tbe aviators and the 

aviators bring the bombs, but never- 
theless. the people like to  see the sun 
shine here. It puts new hope, new 
warmth In the blood. The soldiers a t 
once smile and laugh again; the cbUl 
ts taken out of the air. and even the 
telegraph poles lose their melancholy 
appearance. Who knows, perhaps tbe 
wire strung on those poles will now 
bring ns some good news? The lun 
is shining; the beautiful winter sun, 
and hope and lore are  revived, and the 
people begin to feel th a t things will 
be as they were before the war. How­
ever. th at those Gertnan aviators wilt 
again m ake th eir  appearance there Is 
no doubt They always come on sun­
shiny days, a j^  we have to put up with 
i t  I t  Is war. *The French aviators In­
spect the country from Qlewghell to 
Petrow, bombard the Oerman-Bid- 
garlan positions near the border, and 
the Oqnnan aviators come and bom­
bard us.

"I am Just now near the  first line 
trenches, a t  th at -angle where the 
trenchea ran  from west to  south to 
the  point where they connect with the 
British trenches, forming the right 
wing at this tronL which then r a u  
down to the golf of Orfano. N aaea, Of 
course .'!  cannot menUon, but I may 
say th at here  we a re  about forty kUe- 
m eters from Salonikl. W ork Is p r^  
grossing in the torUfleatfon of this i(an, 
which Is expeetad to wttjistand the a t­
tack th at the enemy will soon make. 
The soldlera on th is  front are  experts 
in the  building of trenches and dug* 
oota, and they were brought hm u tat 
th a t purpose, particularly from the 
Champagne and the Argonne.

“A b r^ad e  eommaeder tells me that 
they a re  convinced tbe alllea eventual­
ly wlU win. but to m ake an attack  our­
selves would be fooUah, aa  we are  not 
strong enough. This same commander

invited me to breakfast, and I was sur­
prised a t the luxury of the fumiahlngs 
in bis little room. He actually bad a 
real table of wood, some china plates.

few chairs and some tin  drinking 
cups. He did not object to my bring­
ing some preserves with me. and dur­
ing the meal they were quite welcome. 
Suddenly came the cry from the out­
side:

" T h e  aviators! The aviators!'
"The soldiers had_ slopped work In 

the trenches and were pointing sky­
ward. There In tbe blue ether a t a 
height of only 600 meters we saw an 
aeroplane, and as tbe aviator emerged 
from the shadow of a  cloud and the 
sun shone on his machine there was a 
cry of Joy:

‘"A  Frenchm an!'
“But other voices were beard:
" 'Yes, but see, there's another one 

coming, yes. and still another, and still 
another flying very high. There, those 
two fellows up there  are  Germans.’

"The four aeroplanes were flying to­
ward the  boMer. 'The two lower ma­
chines were FYeoeb. and they were 
rising higher, no doubt with the object 
of engaging the Oermana in battle. 
The Germans had oome from the df- 
rectlOD of SaloniU. wherOi no douhL 
they had thrown their bomba. Of 
cooree. the day was to  beautiful th at 
we could expect t h a t  In the  distance 
we eaw emoke and duet rtatng. fol­
lowed a  few momente later by the 
sound of an explosion Tlie soldiers 
are  shaking their fleta a t  (be German 
machines and cursing and swearing 
a t them. Again there is an explosion, 
then another—this time verjF much 
nearer to ua. Evidently the Germans 
have discovered our position and have 
come to bombard us. and they also have 
become aware of tbe fact th at we have 
no guns with which to reach them.

"Sure enough, the beasts’exe coming 
directly toward us, but we all remain 
standing where we are. “Why run? 
W hat's the use? All we can do is to 
separaie, so th at the bombO when they 
do tall do not tall among large groups.

"Tbo machings are  dlroctly-over ua 
now. and wo can bear the nolee of the 
motors. Bomohow we feel death hov­
ering over us. Some of the m at 
doable up, 00  to  apeak, and sink to  the 
groond in the natural Instinct to  pit^ 
tac t themsolvea. There l i  a  terrible 
crash, followed by rocks and stone and 
eartb  flying In the a ir  near oa. Groans 
and c rlo t a re  heard. A  bomb has fallen 
in our field kitchen, from which 
thick, roddiah smoke ts rising. W e can 
distlnculsh ten men lying on the  
ground. Five o r eiz are  able to  got up, 
but the others will never rlee agidn. 
One man had his bead icruahed 
another's chest wast stoire in.

THE WATCHMAKER 
TREUIL.

Monsieur Pel was not a popular 
man in Montreuil. His neighbors 
talked about him every day and ebook 
their beads gloomily when they did 
BO. Even the children bushed their 
chatter when he went by. and it is re­
lated to this day, by the old inhab- 
itanta, th at the dogs showed their 
teeth and growled a t the sight of him.

Black 
smoke belched from his chimney ts  
a  steady stream, and a t  nigbt a  red 
glare streamed from the chinks in 
the window boarding. It happened 
th at a young man of the neighborhood 
confessed to curiosity as his chief 
weakness, and his curiosity overcame 
his fear to such an extent th at he got 
a likdder, and quietly placed it against 
Pel’s  boarded window; then he 
climbed up and had a good view, over 
tbe top of the -boards, of the interior 
of tbe house.

The neighbors waited a t a dlqtarwe. 
marveling a t the boldneea of tbe  young 
man. and praying that be might return 
alive. He did. He came back to 
them and told them, in a  sobbing 
whisper, that be had seen more than 
he expected to  see. Pel was stoking 
his furnace furiously and anon throw­
ing strange fuel into it. The young 
man was sure th at this fuel was frag­
ments of a human body. Moreover, 
there were prints of hands on the 
wall, and these prints looked as 
though they might be In blood.

Nothing was done until morning, 
and then the officere went to the 
house. Pel's fire bad gone out. and 
there  was A heap of white ashes in 
tbe  furnace. But there was plenty of 
evidence th a t a great crime had been 
committed, and th at Elise Boehmer 
had been destroyed. Pel was taken 
to Jell, where he told one lie after 
another, trying to explain the wom­
an ’s disappearance. Then there ap­
peared a t tbe police station a woman 
who said th a t she had called a t Pel's 
house to see Elise Boehmsr, and had 
found her alone and In -convulsions. 
Elise evidently was dying, and the 
woman hurried away, and kept what 
she bad seen to herself, so great was 
her fear of tbe watchmaker. It was

he was a professor of the Sorbonne, 
and th at his cbemlcal discoveries had 
startled the world. A strange man was 
Monsieur Pel; so*strange th at be was 
a^nt to a  lunatic VYlum once and 
mained there for a  year or two. after 
which experience he resumed his 
watchmaking and his cbemlcal experi­
ments.

It was th irty  odd years ago that q 
woman named Elise Boehmer con­
sented to  accept a  situation as house­
keeper Id the  Pel establishment. This 
was Just after the watchmaker's sec­
ond wife and her mother had made a 
sudden and mysterious exit from the 
bouse. The second wife and her moth­
er were wretchedly ill when this hap­
pened. and they remained In the 
neighborhood only long enough to re­
cuperate BUfflclently to travel. They 
were not communicative. Tbe most 
they would say was th at they thanked 
Qod they had got away from th at 
honse alive.

This circumstance Increased the on- 
popularity of Pel. W hat was going 
on In his house, th at two women 
talk  th at way?

The friends of Elise Boehmer tried 
to p«nuade her not to  take the Job. 
I t wcmld be ta r  better for her to  work 
herself to death a s  a  charwoman than 
to  be associated in any way with a 
man who certainly was In league with 
tbe powers of darkness. But Elise 
laughed a t such advice. Bbe bad a 
mtpii of her own. The m ystery o( the 
PM borne attracted her. Motaover, 
she was a  big. strong woman, and the 
w stchnlaker waa thin and tra il, and 
If he attem pted any tunny boslneoa 
she would show him what was which.

Elise. had been thrifty  idl the daya 
o( her life, and had a  neati Uttle pack­
age of francs put away tO^ the rainy 
day. No sooner had she b»gajx work­
ing for Pel than he began borrowing 
her money. He was engaged in an ex­
perim ent which wonld make him rich, 
and everything she loaned him would 
be repaid a  hundredfold. After mak­
ing several loans th e  concluded th at 
tbe  a eeu ri^  waa too tbadowy. a n d a ^  
refbsed to  loosen up a n y  inore. Pel 
glared a t  her w ith his wicked red 
eyea and told her th a t abe waa read- 
lag  b s  own death warranL

In 1872 and 1873, bad dlaapi»eared and 
were seen so  more, after a short serv­
ice with him. There could be no 
doubt th at they had m et the  fate of 
Elise Boehmer. or something similar, 
but no great effort was made to trace 
tbe facts in these cases.

Pel was tried a t the Melun as­
sises, and a distinguished French an-, 
thor who was there wrote of tbe pris­
oner; "Those eyes never looked 
straight a t anyone, that shriveled 
mummy face sorely never smiled, th at 
Impenetrable mask bad had no youth."

Executive.

The aged bridgekeeper of New 
Hampshire who saw a president of 
tbe United States for the first time 
when President Wilson stopped to pay 
toll for crossing had an experience 
more novel than it may seem. How 
many people have ever been face to 
face with one of the country's chief 
executives during bis term  of office?

Grant. Arthur, Cleveland and Roose­
velt were "fam iliar figures" In the 
general sense of the phrase, but only 
a relatively small percentage of the 
population have seen a president. ^

Certainly many more Americans can 
say they have seen a presideot alnce 
Roosevelt and Taft put the  White 
House OD wheels, observes tbe Bt. 
Louis Post-Dispatch. As "traveling 
presidents" they set a  new precedenc 
But notwithstanding the publicity 
that attaches to the presidency, yet 
it is a position of comparative taola- 
tion as respects contact with the peo­
ple. Probably many more peraooa 
saw Lincoln during his debatee with 
Douglas than after be was Inaagu- 
rated as president.

Pew people outside of Virginia can 
have been able to say th at they have . 
seen Jefferson and Madison, and tbe 
same conditions were true for tbe 
Adamses outside of Msssschusette. 
Obviously the muHiplicatlon of trav­
eling facIMties and the disposition of 
presidents of this generation to util­
ize them has made the occupant of 
the White House more generally vis­
ible to his countrymen. Even so, It 
is somewhat out of the ordinary to 
‘see the president." and vast numbers

Philadelphia Church Is Built of Grindstones

P HILADELPHIA.—The dedication of Tacony Baptist church, Dieston. and 
Hagerman streets, m arked the  completion of the only church edifice In the 

world built of worn-out grindstones and finished a chapter of self-sacrifice 
on the part of the  pastor in securing 
enough stones to finish the building 

The pastor is Rev. George W. 
Tryon. I t  was through his own per­
sonal sacrifice th at tbe church was 
m ade possible and a building erected 
large enough to accommodate tbe 
greatly  increasing num ber of mem­
bers. W ith hip boots and pick and 
shovel the hustling pastor. In watci 
to his knees, helped dig the old grind­
stones which l^ad been buried for sev­
eral years under great piles of dirL 

The stones, which were used for the grinding of saws, were thrown to one 
side after they no longer were of use in the  business to lie in a  waste pile until 
Mr. Tryon, seeing th at the available stones would npt complete the structure, 
proceeded to locate the  burled stonee and thereby finished hie church.

McGilllvray of the game, fish and for­
est fire department said: "It is likely 
th at Noah sorted, his lumber for cen- 
stm ctlng the ark. th at Solomon segre­
gated his Lebanon cedar for the build­
ing of the temple, and th a t both knew 
th at ten-dollar culls would make as 
good a  com  crib as slxty-doUar se­
lects. The first distinctions In grad­
ing from a trade consideration of 
which we have definite -knowledge, 
however, cam e to us from^Stockholm, 
Sweden, about 1770.

"Evolution in Maine and lower Can­
ada brought the grades to the Saginaw 
valley about 1860 as good, fine-com­
mon, comioon, shipping-culls and 
culls.

"Present standard divisions are; 
Clear: F irst s'bi^ond and third; finish­
ing: A -se le^  Hselect, C-select, D-se- 
lect; factory: ’ A-select, B-select, C- 
select No. 1 shop.

Detroit, Buffalo or 
Chicago dealer buys from the northern 
mill yards or docks he recognizes 
only these grades. But alm ost every 
city and district have local deviations 
from these grades. W hat would only 
be a  No. 2 common in Lansing might 
pass as No. 1 common in ' some place 
more remote from tbe initial market.

"Siding, ceiling, flooring, shiplap 
are  not grades as the  layman Is led 
to believe. They are  simply forms 
of milling which may be of any qual­
ity of sound lumber.

VThlrty years ago In Michigan lum­
ber went in to  tbe mill burners as 
waste th a t is now bringing $20 per 
thousand feet In the  eastern market. 
There Is opportunity for conservation 
of lumber in Its proper utilization. 
W hen grades, are  mixed in exterior 
work, such as siding, tbe presence of 
the  better grades serve only to ac­
centuate the defects in the poorer 
boards. Thus the whole wall shows 
to a  greater disadvantage than if it 
were all low grade.

“Builders and users of lumber, even 
the federal government, have talked 
much of a lumber trust. There Is 
DO such thing in a  continental way. 
Local combinations are possible of 
course and doubtless some exist.

General Obregon is said to have op­
posed strongly any attem pt to keep 
tbe American troops In Mexico, but 
after an  exchange of telegrams be­
tween himself and F irst Chief Car­
ranza and the advisers of the first 
chief of Mexico, acquiesced to Ameri­
can insistence that the United States 
forces remain in Mexico, although pro­
testing that be feared it would not be 
poa.«ihle to control the Carranza forces 
if tbe American occupation continued 
for a long period.

Obregon Is said to have been insis­
ten t upon the retirem ent of the Amer­
ican forces completely and to have 
yielded only on strong pressure from 
Carranza and others In tbe Carranza 
government, who, in appreciation of 
the recognition of the Carranza gov­
ernm ent by tbe United States, wish to 
continue friendship.

FRENCH ARE STILL GAINING

T a k e  F iv e  H u n d re d  Y a rd s  o f  G e rm a n  
T r e n c h e s  in  L e n g th .

London—By pushing their counter 
offensive in the ’Verdun region the 
French have made further important 
gains in the recapture of trenches lost 
during tbe German offensive. Official 
and unofficial statem ents indicate that 
the French offensive Is increasing in­
tensity In both infantry and artillery 
fighting and military observers here 
would not be surprised if the French 
attack developed into a great battle 
over the entire Verdun front.

The French official statem ent re­
ports the capture on April. 29 and 
April 30 of German trenchw  near 
Dead Man hill, east of th e  Meuse, 
along a front of about three-fifths of 
a mile and a depth of from 300 to 600 
yards. In. a strong attack  southwest 
of Fort Douamont the French captur­
ed a first-line German trench more 
than 50 yards in length.

Berlin. In its official statement, does 
not refer to  the operations a t Dead 
Man's hill except to state the hand 
grenade engagements by advanced 
posts took place northeast of Avocourt 
but it declares th at in the Douaumont 
sector the French were repulsed af­
ter hand-to-hand fighting th at lasted 
several hours.

MANYKILLED IN IRISH REVOLT

It la Feared That Many Bodies Lie 
Under Ruins Still Unsearched.

Dublin—At least 500 rebels were 
killed and 1.600 wounded in the seven 
days’ fighting in the streets of Dublin, 
it was estimated by soldiers who com­
pleted a  canvass of the city. This 
estim ate Is conservative, officers said. 
Rebel bodies were found beneath the 
ruins of the general postofflee, wreck­
ed by British shell fire, in Liberty hall 
and In a  num ber of other buildings 
demolished by artillery or burned to 
the  ground. 'The num ber of casualties 
was far In excess of early estimates 
and many bodies are  believed to  Ha 
beneath ruins still uniearched. The 
Dublin hospitals a re  overflowing with 
wounded, including many women and 
children non-combatants. As rapidly 
as poealble p enons suffering from 
slight wounds are  discharged to  make 
room for those whose condition la 
more serioua.
