RAILROADS IN MEXICO

SYSTEM HAS BEEN BUILT IN COM-
PARATIVELY SHORT TIME.

To the Late President Porfirio'Oiaz
the Country Is Largely Indebted
for the Existing Linee"Eada”
Dream of Ship Railroad.

The railroads of northern Mexico,

the use of which was fraught with
grave moment to the punitive expedi-
tionary force under General Pershing,
‘because of the serious question of
transporting supplies, is the subject
of an informative bulletin Issued by
the National Geography society of
‘Washington.
1 "The railway system of Mexico has
a mileage which exceeds by 25 per
cent the combined mileage of all the
other countries of North and South
America, w'th the exception of Can-
ada. Che United States, Argentina and
Bratil,” says the bulletin. "This vast
system has been built up in 48 years,
for while there was a tiny track from
Mexico City to the suburb of Guad-
alupe as early as 1854, it was not until
1873 that President Lerdo inaugurated
the first important line, that which
runs from Vera Cruz to the national
capital. President Lerdo was opposed
to the building of railroads across the
desert plateaus of northern Mexico,
for be believed, it is said, that these
arid plains afforded a certain security
against the political, and commercial
Inllvence of the 'United States. Presi-
dent Porfirio Diaz had a far broader
vision, however, and during his long
regime railroad building was one of
his chief concerns, so that when he
retired from the .presidency these
steel arteries of commerce had
crossed the United States border at
six places—Laredo, El Paso, Nogales.
Eagle Pass. Presidio and Brownsville,
and 11,000,000 people wore carried
annually, together with 11,000,000 lons
of freight.

"One of the most iiitoresting fea-
tures of the railroad ~slcm
Diaz was his insistence that the Amer-
ican managers of the merged Mexican
national railroads should employ,
whenever possible. Mexican conduc-
tors, brakemen, telegraph operators,
flagmen and section foremen. In this
way he hoped to build up a substan-
tial middle class from among the
peons, one of the crying needs of the
country.

“The first railroad connecting Mex-
ico City with the United States border
was that to El Paso, opgned.by Presi-
dent Diaz 32 years ago. 'fhi's line has
been extended in recent years to Tam-
pico on the east and to Guadalajara
on the west, and now embraces a
system of 4.000 miles.

"The shortest line from Mexico City
to the United States (SCO miles) is
that of the National railroad, which
crosses the border at Laredo.

"When the four important railroad
systems known as the Mexican Cen-
tral. the National, the Intemational
and the Interoceanic were fused Into
the National railroads of Mexico, the
government retained a majority of
the capital stock of 615.000,000 pesos.

"All of' the railroads in northern
Mexico are equipped with American
locomotiY”~i pwseoger and freight
cars,"and Pullman accommodations
are to be bad on most of the lines.
The first-claka jpassenger rates are
slightlif highcrtlian on American lines,
but there is a lower second-class rate,
by whi.ch the lfeons profit. Distances '
are measure
cents first class and one and one-half
cents second class.
the important stations serve table
d'bote meals for one dollar,
trains usually make 25-minute stops
for breakfast, luncheon and dinner.

"fhe peons are like children in their
eagerness to ride on the trains, and in
the mining sectionB v~ ere small lines
axe used in handUnff'Ores it is a dif-
ficult matter to keep- the natives off
the cars.

"Although h~x” Pproduces a large
quantity-of cogl.u'ts of a cheap grade
and the rallreade ap a rule eith™ im-
port their fuel or elee burn oil, which
is produced In great abundance, es-
pecially in the Tampico region.

"The,lines in the north are operated
on Mexican time, which is 24 minutes
faster thaw American time at El Paso

3$ minutes faster at Laredo.

“The most Interesting railroad in
Mexico is that 192-mile stretch of track
which connects the Atlantic and Pa-
clflc seaboards across the Isthmus of
Tehnantepec. It was here that Eads
dreamed of a ship railroad which could
iift vessels by huge derricks from tbe
harbor at Salina Cruz and swing them
on trains which would transport them .
across the continent to Coatzacoalcos,
where they would be lowered into
the roadstead.

"The' proposed Pan-American rail-
road, being built by American capital.
10 expected some day to establish a
direct roll communication between
New York dty and Buenos Aires."

OWE MUCH TO PETER COOPER

American Builders of Locomotives Goi
Their First Ideas From Noted
Philanthropist.

It was Peter Cooper who started
and fostered the building of locomo-
tives in America, an industry which
has sarpassed that of any other coun-
try of the world, to the extent that to-
day the American locomotive is recog-
nized as the best In the world, and
the trade is international. We,are
apt today to think of the career of this
great philanthropist more as a "busi-
ness man than as an inveutor, and
the big New York' charities that bear
hIB name in a way have been respon-
sible for this.

But Peter Cooper was a mechanical
genius from bis youth. His ~career
was commenced in a HUle room in a
rear building on Broadway, NeW York,
and it was here be began to develop
his ingenuity and mechanical capacity,
and It was here be gave the first evi-
dence of bis inventive genius by mak-
ing a machine for mortising the bubs
of carriage wheels.

Later he made some admirable im-
provements in shearing machines, and

‘through this and other inventions be

gathered sufficient money to start in
a rather extensive way the manufac-
ture of giue, oil, whiting, etc. He
was credited with making the best
glue in the country. His business
was most -profitable and in 1829,-when
Mr. Cooper was thirty-seven years old,
be was quite a rich man and was able
to make large land purchases with-
in the limits of the city of Baltimore.

Here Mr.-Cooper eet up the great
Canton iron works. Two years later,
In 1830, be built the first locomotive
engine constructed in this country.
The subject of railroad building was
agitating the country, and the Balti-
more & Ohio Railroad compiiny was
organized for the purpose. This com-
pany was gravely experimenting with
a car which was carried before the.
wind by mast and sail, when sturdy
old Peter Cooper stepped in and final-
ly solved the motive power problem.
He knew to make bis iron company
profitable it was necessary to have
some satisfactory means of outlet.

Cooper's first locomotive cngijie was 1
called the "Tom Thumb "and success- j
fully demonstrated the practica'uillty i
of using locomotives on Ibo Baltimore '
& Ohio railroad, with its many sharp *
curvoe. The first locomotive'was too
small to be of much service, but it'
was very helpful as a guide in the con-!
struction of the locomotive “Best'
PTiend" at the West Point foundry, New |
York, which was the first one huilt in
the United States for actual service.
—Pittsburgh Dispatch.

His relatives were
pedtioomg for the appointment of a
guardian on the grounds that he was a
spendthrift.

The petitioB for the appointment of a

guardian, made by a sister, Mrs. Mar-
garet A. Cummings of Bad Axe, Mich.,
was filed April 3, and it was not until
Tuesday that Judge Command received
word that Thayer was in tbe bouse of
correction.
. Thbayer was arrested one month ago
in Plymouth, Mich., and tbe iustice,
finding_him guilty of being intoxicated,
sent him to tbe bouse of correction
because he couldn't pay a $20 fine.

Thayer, with at least $30,000 in the
bank, and another $500 worth., of per-
sonal property, realized when he sold
hl4 farm to real estate dealers, was un-
able to get word to bis friends, so that
the fine could be paid by them and his
release obtained.

Before bis incarceration, Thaye" had
retuned an attorney, Clarence G. Hill,
toirepresent him in the probate court.
As the bearing drew near. Hill began
to'look for Thayer, but no one knew
bis whereabouts. Hill received word
Tuesday from the Detroit bouse of
correction that Thayer was confined
thiere, and took immediate steps to
have him removed.

Before he sold his farm, Thayer was
a sober, industrious farmer, respect”
in. bia community, according to Henr
A. SarbinowsKi, a west side dry goods
dealer, who is an old friend of Thayer.
Sarbinowaki was in probate court Wed-
nesday afternoon to testify in favor of
Thbayer

Mrs. Cummings, who is said to repre-
sent other brothers and sisters of
Thayer, wants him committed to some
institution, but Sabinow%kS declared
that be should be allowed to'seitle on a
small piece of farm land, and that a
2:uardian should be appointed to care
“or his money.

Washington

The senate at Washington passed
the good roads bill, carrying
000 of which *75,000.000 will be avail-
able for federal aid to the states dur-
ing the next five years and $l0.ouo.iioo
for the construction of roads in the
national forests.

Minority members of the senate
commerce committee at Washington
denounced the $45,000,000 rivers and
harbors appropriation bill as “utterly
iudefensible” when the country is to
be so heavily taxed for the purpose of
the preparedness program.

Despite the fact that there was be-
fore them a letter from President Wil-
son practically demanding the con-
firmation ot Louis D. Brandeis of Bos-
ton to be an associate Justice of the
Supreme, court, the members of the
senate judiciary committee at Wash-
ington failed to set a date for a vote
on the question.

President Wilson In a formal note
dispatched from Washington to Ber-
lin has accepted as meeting his de-
mand the announced change in Ger-
many's submarine policy. Coupled
with this acceptance is a veiled threat
that diplomatic elations will be sev-
ered unless the new orders issued by
the German admiralty are scrupu-
lously observed. .

|* * *

The house™ of representatives at
Washington went on record as op-
posed to increasing the regular army
to 250,000. By a vote of 221 to 142 the
house instructed its conferees on the
army reorganization bill not to agree
to the senate proposal for an army of
a quarter of a million.

President Wilson has decided to ac-
cept Germany's reply as a compliance
with his demand that illegal methods
of submarine warfare be abandoned.
The danger of an Imminent diplo-
matic break is authoritatively de-
scribed at Washington as past.

President Wilson received an im-
portant message at Wasbhinnton from
Pope Benedict bearing on tbe estab-
lishment of peace in Europe. Tbe ex-
act nature of the message was not dis-
closed, but It Is understood the pope
urged President Wilson to suggest
negotiations at once.

Herbert Putnam, librarian of the
congressional library at Washington,
dismissed from officc Ement Brunck-
en, assistant register of the copyright
division, for remarks alleged to have
been disrespectful to President Wil-
son's policy.

All immediate danger of a break b»
tween the United States and Germany
has disappeared as a result of the lat-
ter's compliance with President Wil-
son's demand in connection with sub-
marine operations. The German gov-
ernment has immediately declared
and effected an abandonment of the
methods denounced by the president
in his semiultimatum of April IS.

The senate commerce committee at
Washington authorized Senator Clarke,
chairman, to rep”t favorably the riv-
ers and harbors bill carrying approx-
imately 143,000,000, an increase of
about $3,000,000 over the bouse bill.

Mexican Revolt

In an official statement issued at
Mexico City. Minister of Foreign Re-
lations Aguilar charges that the ban-
dits who raided Glen Springs and
Boquillas. Tex., last Friday night were
organized in the United States, and
that the raid was "staged" by ene-
mies of both countries.

Consul Blocker at Eagle Pass, Tex.,
reported to tbe state department at
Washington that tbe two Americans.

Crawford county, with 3 fires, bad
tbe lowest number.

In tbe explosive hazards there were
270 inspectors and orders. Gasoline
was tbe fault in 23S and dynamite
in 32 Detroit had eight gasoline
hazards but none from dynamite.
Theaters. Including “movies,” to the
number ot 1,335, were inspected. Li-
censes were issued to the number of
1225k while 85 were -ordered closed
and 13 were discontinued. Orders to
close numbered 25 in Detroit, 5 in
Grand Rapids and 3 In Port Huron,
and 2 each in Hancock, Mt. Clemens,
Newberry. Pontiac, Ann Arbor and
Battle Creek, while 3 discontinued of
their own accord in Grand Rapids.

Of tbe known causes of fires,
stoves and furnaces caused the great-
est loss and were responsible for
1,012 fires, entailing a foss of $562-
734,

according to Auditor General Fuller,
wilt exceed $2,000,000. A single check

for $1,221,538.89 was received from
the Michigan Central railroad. The

General OBregon Again |sked
to Have a Definite Time for
Withdrawal of Troops

NATIONAL GUARD OF
THREE STATES CALLED

There Will Be Nearly Forty-
Five Thousand Soldiers
Along the Border

El Paso. Tex.—Major Generals
Scott and Fuustc'ii, of the United
Stales army, and General .-Alvaro Ob-
regon, the Carranza minister of war,
met in conference in Ei Pa“o again,
at General Obregon's request, and at
the end of a discussion lasting three
hours and a half it was announced
that tbe conferees would meet again,
probably in what was expected to
be tbe last conference.

It is understood that General Ob-
regon again brought up the subject
of a definiie date for American troops
to withdraw from Mexico, and that he
again was informed that tbe Ameri.
can government is firm in its refusal
to make this concession. It was
added, also, that in view of the Big
Bend raid, the United States could
scarcely consider the Carranza gov-
ernment as fully capable yet of cop-
ing with the bandits. In the face of
this statement. General Obregon
asked for more time to consult Gen-
eral Carranza.

The conference, the fifth held, with
Generals Scott and Funsion and Ob-
reon and Juan Amador. Mexican sub-
wecretary of foreign affair®, taking
part A. J. McQuatters. a mining
man, who has participated in three
other conferences, was present at tne
beginning, but withdrew on complaint
of the Mexican representatives that
his business connection.s rendered his
presence undesirable.
