Holland Can Flood Great Area a t
F irst Signs of Invasion—Olffleult 

to Cress the Border—W riter 
Describes Some Scenes 

of the War.

M aastricht. Holland.—They t e l l  you 
In this town th at they have alm ost fo r.' 
gotten th at there  Is a  war Perhaps 
they have, for U has swept past them 
and nobody expects It to come back. 
The potteries and breweries, which 
are  the p iindpa i factors In the 
town's prosperity, a re  running full 
time and making money; business is 
good enough to  all appearances, and 
the walls are  plastered with the ad­
vertisem ents of Innumerable moving 
p ic tu re ' bouses where Ftencb war 
movies are  listed side by side with 
detective dramas filmed In Los An­
geles.

But Maasiricnv. saw and beard 
enough of the war )d those first few 
days. Little more than a mile to the 
west Is the  Belgian frontier; 20 miles 
on the other side is the German fron­
tier; 3fi miles to the southwest Is 
Liege. 'The town lies almost a t the 
extremity of South Limburg—the bot­
tle-shaped southward projection of 
Holland th at runs down for some 30 
miles before joining to the rest of 
the country by a  neck th at a t one 
point is hardly two m iles wide. And 
while its people may have forgotten 
th at there Is a  war now. It will be a 
long time before they forget those first 
days of August, 1914.

The Germans were coming west 
through Belgium--«verybody knew 
that. Nobody felt sure th at they 
might not find It more convenient to 
overrun South Limburg on the way; 
and the Dutch army, hastily mobilized 
the last day of July, was digging In 
along the frontier, while a  few miles 
up the Meuse, on that range of hills 
which borders the river at Liege as It 
does at M aastricht,General Leman and 
hls Belgians were sitting behind torts 
th at everybody thought were Impreg­
nable and waiting for the Germans.

During those days while the  people 
In MaastrlcbL as In Liege, were wait­
ing to see whether the war was com­
ing their way, there  passed through 
the town 5.000 German civilians ex­
pelled from their homes In Belgium at 
the beginning of the war, and already 
Belgians who thought th at Dutch ter­
ritory would be safbr than their own 
were beginning to move into the town 
and d istrict of Maastricht.

Rumors That Germans Crossed.
Limburg, of course, was not Invaded. 

A legend persists th at some German 
troops did cross the narrow neck of 
the bottle, but nobody has ever found 
any proofs. Prom Aachen, where the 
advance troops had been burriedly 
gathered together, General von Ec 
mlcb's army etarted west toward tha  
Liege forts. At Verviers and e ls^  
where they skirmished with the Bel­
gian outposts. Then they came to 
Vise, a village less than four miles 
from the Dutch frontier and little 
more than ten  from Maastricht.

Tho people of this town, who tell 
you th at they hardly know now that 
there is a  war, could see the sm'^ke 
when Vise was burned—burned so 
thoroughly th at the people who live 
along the herder will tell you there  is 
not a house left standing. That day 
there poured across the border a 
swarm of refugees of a  differoit sort, 
the precurson  of many others' in the 
day th at followed—what was left of 
women and children of Vise, who bad 
seen 200 of their men shot down in 
the streets, and scores of others made 
prisoner and started  on their way to 
Germany.

M aastricht heard the roar of the 
battle a t Liege, when the Germans, 
trying to rush the hills w ithout ade-' 
quate artillery support, weiw driven 
back wtlh the  loss of 10,000 or 12,000 
men, according to local estimates, and 
when for two or three days an excited 
world thought th a t the  terrible Ger­
man arm y had been stopped Just over 
the  threshold. And then one morn­
ing every window in the Dutch border 
c ity  rattled  with the deep roar of ■ 
new kind of gun. firing a t Liege from 
Just south of the frontier line. The 
new howitzers had a rrlred , and the 
Liege forts were Mown to pieces one 
by one.

10,000 Refugees In City.
Ten , thousand refugees were in 

. M aastricht before Liege fell—10,060 
strangers in a tow s of less than 40.- 
000. Most of them  had money, and. 
as hotels and jienslons were over* 
flowed, the natives drove a  thriving 
business for a  while taking in board­
ers. But eventually most of the  Bel­
gians moved on to Rotterdam, or Am­
sterdam. or The Hague, or Shtgland. 
and those few who remained, running 
out of money, went to  wurk in the fao- 
toriee th at were je s t coming back to 
life and were absorbed In-the routine 
of the town. They left behind them 
Btortee of Oennan atrqeltiee th at have 
affected sentim ent la  M aastricht to  a  
degree th at m ay be Indicatad by the

For months after the capture of 
Liege passage across the frontier was 
B fairly easy m atter. Then the Dutch 
GovernmenL which has prohibited the 
export of many articles and Is much 
exercised to prevent smuggling, began 
to tighten Us frontier guard, and the 
Germans began a  series of m easures 
designed to keep the Belgians in Bel­
gium, and everybody else ouL Today 
farm ers and tradesmen living near the 
frontier can gel passes across It, If 
favorably known to the authorities. 
But without definite and approved busi­
ness no man, no m atter who be may 
be, is allowed to pass the  barriera

Take a taxicab with a  trilingual 
driver arined with a iiass permitting 
you to approach the frontier and drive 
out along the road .northw est of 
M aastricht.' Through the mists of the 
wet, gray afternoon you can see off 
to the left the bills along the Meuse, 
and presently, little  more than a mile 
out of the city, you come to a  long, 
straight stretch cf road bordered by 
tall trees which U blocked in the dis­
tance by a bank of earth  straight 
across the thoroughfare. Your cab 
baits a t the barrier, and from a shabby 
brick house a t cue side of the road 
emerge a  customs inspector Hn muddy 
tweeds and half a  dozen blue-clad sol­
diers. Another soldier In an Im­
provised sentry box of straw  thatch 
on a frame of saplings, Is on guard 
across the  rood, and before you are   ̂
two embankments, one starting  at 
either side of the roadway and both 
stretching more than half way across, 
with only room for a single vehicle to 
pass between them.

Must Go No Farther.
Here you must halt; unless you are 

a  peasant with a  basket of eggs or 
an official of the Belgian relief com­
mission you can go no farther. Fifty 
yards down the road is another double 
embankment, and beyond that a 
wooden sentry box painted black, 
white, and red.

Here is the German empire, or, rath­
er. its Belgian possessions. The squat. 
Dgly village of tilmeermaes lies just be­
yond the frontier line—low. one-story 
brick houses, about which not a soul 
can be seen except a solitary German 
sentry clad in a  muddy uniform of no 
partlcnlar color, bis spiked beim'et cov­
ered in burlap.

there  are  not many soldiers left to 
this p a n  of Belgium, but those who 
are  left are  as businesslike as the 
men In the trenches.

Only two or three of them  are  to 
sight here a t  Smeermaes—the senti­
nel, and one or two others s  little dis­
tance away, pacing along a  high 
barbed wire fen'-e. This fence is the 
Belgian frontier—the first fence built 
along the border when the Germans 
began their policy of keeping the Bel­
gians a t  home. When they found that 
despite constant patrolling this bar­
r ie r was insufficient they built a  eeo> 
ong barbed wire fence all along the 
150 miieS of frontier, 600 yards be­
hind the first on'b—closely woven wire 
this time, high emough to  make>lt dlffl- 
cult even to throw letters over, and 
charged with electricity. That fence 
is Btudded from M aastricht to the sea 
with carcasses of dogs, rabbits, chick­
ens and cows.

And latterly  the Germans have bo­
gus the  construction of still another 
fence exactly like th is , one, but 600 
yards farther back. The fences are  
constantly patrolled, and a t nlgbt 
there are  searchlights. It is getting 
pretty  hard to  get into or out of Bel­
gium.

The taxi turns back through the 
town and out again toward the south. 
After passing another double barrier 
of earthen embankments and an In­
quisitive sentry Just outside.the city 
lim its you run along a road that fol­
lows the river perhaps 200 yards on 
the right, down through the cleft be­
tween the double veld, a  little  village 
where the Dutch troops acting as the 
frontier ^ a r d s  against smuggling on 
the much-traveled route are  quartered, 
and then on down the road toward 
Vise.

The ruins of Vise are  down yondet. 

beyond the mist-clad woods; and it 
is hardly more than a quarter of au 
hour's run to Liege. But it is the 
frontier; the driver shrugs his shoul­
ders: "W elter kann man nlcht." And 
as you turn back you pass a line of 
high covered carts filled With loaves 
of bread—bread made from American 
flour, sent across the frontier by the 
Belgian Relief commission.

Until quite recently it was almost 
as hard to get to M aastricht as to get 
into Belgium. The Dutch garrison 
was a strong one, and the traveler In 
South Limburg had to undergo hourly 
Inspection of passports and special 
permits. But repeated protests by 
Dutch business men bad its effect, and 
the reduction of the garrison removed 
much of the military need fo r restric­
tions; so th at today travel fe the 
southern tip  of the Netherlands Is as 
easy as i t  is tn Westchester.

Only a single regiment is left In 
Maastricht. The old bridge across the 
Meuse is guarded day and night, and 
beside Its parapets lie cbevaux-de- 
frise, tangled with barbed wire, and 
heaps of steel rails, ready to be 
thrown Into place and block the bridge 
on five minutes notice. But the plant 
of the Dutch general staff do not con­
tem plate any attem pt to defend South 
Limburg In the event—which Is every 
day regarded as lose likely—of an a t­
tack from Germany. The Zuyder Zee 
dikes would be blown up and a  great 
stretch flooded clear across the  coun­
try. Behind the area to be flooded, al­
most to the  center of Holland. Is Ut* 
reebt, fortified (Umost as strongly as 
the cities of the Vosges. Here the 
Di^ch would make their first stand. 
Behind th at still another area can be 
flooded, and then a  third, extending 
the submerged d istrict up to the  fort!- 
eeatlons of Amsterdam, which would 
be the last refuge of the Dutqh army, 
as Antwerp was sf the Belgian. Any­
thing east of Utrecht would be only 
outpost fighting; but the barbed wire 
entanglements th at are almost a  con­
stant feature of the landscape, and the 
marching soldiers th at can be seen at 
almost any glance from tbe car win­
dow. ^ ilicM e how sharp th at flglitlng 
might'bSfl^-

One of these outposts is Roermond, 
the  city Just above the neck « r  the 
bottle that is South Limburg. To the 
north of Roermond tbe railroad 
crosses the Meuse on a bridge which 
ia strongly guarded and mined, so that 
It can be blown up without an to- 
8tant>  delay whenever tbe word is 
given. But tbe extent to which the 
Germans are  prepared tor even unlike 
ly poealbilitles ta Indicated by the fact 
T>it to Aachen, a few miles over the 
border, there is an e x a n  duplicate of 
that bridge, part by part, ready to  be 
assembled and set up aa aoon a^ the 
roina a re  cleared away.

80  fa r  this year approxim­
ately $1^ 2 6 .000 , all ot^wblch will Sow
be turned over to the sta te  and coun­
ty highway funds and must be usbd 
only for tbe construction and main- 
tenance of highways. Secretary of 
S tate Vaughan is of the opinion that 
at least $2,000,000 will be ^received 
this year from tbe  eale of automobile 
licenses and as the number of auto-< 
mobiles In Michigan is Increasing 
yearly the state will have millions 
of doHars for the construction of 
good roads In years to come. Work

W hen the national progressives 
held their s ta te  convention a t  Jack- 
son. ther,e was every reaedn to be­
lieve th a t a plank would be adopted 
placing '  tbe delegatee on record In 
favor of sta te  wide prqhlbltloix Once 
before in sta te  convention the pro- 
g rw lv e s  of Michigan went on record 
-for prahJbUiOB and «Qual suffrage, 
but this year tbe resolotloiis adopted 
were silent on the question of prohi­
bition.

No one In sta te  political circles en­
tertains the belief th a t the democrats 
of Michigan #111 i»ay any attention 
to tne  liquor question this fall. Gov. 
e'mor Ferris has stated th at while he 
was strongly In favor of local option, 
he did not regard state- wide prohi­
bition favorably for the reason that 
he did not believe it  could be en­
forced. Many other democratic* lead­
ers share  the governor's view, and 
furtherm ore, they agree with tbe re­
publicans, th at prohibition is a  ques­
tion th at should be divorced from 
politics as much as possible.

In  disregarding the prohibition 
amendm ent the leaders of the three 
political parties a re  not antagonizing 
the officials of the Michigan AntL 
Saloon league who are  directing the 
sta te  wide prohibition fight., In fact, 
officers of the league have declared 
they do not want the endorsem ent of 
any political organization, as they 
are of the opinion th a t such an ea. 
dorsem ent would do more harm  than 
good, unless all parties declared bold- 
]y for their propaganda.

F o r e s t  F i r e  P re v e n t io n .
When Professor Lovejoy of the 

University of Michigan, attacked 
Michigan officials for not stopping 
forest fires, he, perhaps, did not 
realize th a t be was going to bring 
down about bis bead the wrath of 
those In state departm ents charged 
with fire preventioi|t and forest pro. 
tection.

W hen the members of th at public 
domain commission read th at .Pro. 
fessor Lovejoy bed said they should 
be charged with the fires and that 
he was willing to take a contract to 
prevent them  for 2 cents an acre, 
well, they smiled. ,

Auditor Keneral Fuller, a member 
of the commission, and chairman of 
Its finance comniltee, took the pro­
fessor's financial statem ent and 
stated emphatically th at be was 
willing to contract with him for 2 
cents an ache if he could produce the 
gooda

A. C. Carton, secretary of the pub­
lic domain commission, said be was 
surprised a t Professor Lovejoy’s 
statem ent, and declared th a t if every 
state official In every state should 
be sent to prison for life, forest fires 
would zu3t be prevented. ,

'Tbe m atter of forest protection is 
one of education and Is a part of the 
duty of the individual, who believes 
in good government,” said Mr. Car­
ton.

“^ ’hen the camper realizes that 
his duty is to put out every fire be- 

rfore he leaves it; when tbe raUA>ad 
companies realize th a t when tlaater 
is destroyed they will not have It 
to haul; when Che lumbermen and 
m anufacturers realize th a t the de­
struction of growing tim ber by -fire 
will shorten  the life of their opera­
tions, then we will have reached 
point where the loss from fire can 
be reduced to a minimum.

Dress for Graduation.
Superintendent of Public Inatruc- 

tion Fred L. Keeler urges the “sweet 
girl g ra d u a te ” to eliminate the cost- 
ly graduation gown in favor of a 
simple dress. He points to tbe  fact 
th a t many girls leave school on the 
eve of commencement because they 
are  not able to provide as good grad­
uation dresses as some of their more 
fortunate classmates, and Keeler ad­
vises school superintendents and 
boards of education to lim it the cost 
of griAuation to a certain  amount.

'At his time of tbe year high 
school throughout tbe state are  plan- 
Ding for graduation exercises and a 
large amount of our colleges and 
high schoois are simplifying their ex­
ercises, especially in the m atter of 
dress, in a  m anner to be highly com­
mended. The* elaborateness of the 
dresses In some schools makes the 
burden of graduation too heavy to 
be afforded by a large number of 
pupils, and often worthy girls and 
boys have dropped out of school rath ­
er than burden their parents with 
this expense.

“The public school is a democratic 
institution. One child has tbe same 
right and chance as another, and In 

case should any cbUd be deprived 
of graduation on account of expense. 
Some schools require the girls to 
m ake their own dresses as a  part of 
the  work in domestic science and 
lim it the price of the goods to a  cer- 
tain  amount. While ail schools do 
not have a  domestic science course 
some action should be taken by the 
superintendent and tbe board -of edu. 
catiJUi to lim it the cost of graduation 
to a certain am ount’'

Crops and Wages.
According to the crop report is­

sued by Secretary of S tate Vaughan 
the condition of w heat In Michigan 
is 81, as compared to 91' one year 

Five percent of the  crop -in 
the state was winter killed and will 
be plowed up. while three per cent 
has been damaged by the  Hessian 
fly. During April 137,932 bushels of 
wheat were m arketed In the state. 
During the past nine months 7,500,000 
buahels have been m arketed in Michi­
gan. After deducting 2,500,000 bush- 
elA for seed and home consumption, 
;{he sta te  departm ent estim ates th a t 
5,494,617 bushels of wheat la stlU In 

possession of Michigan growers. 
The average condition of rye Is 88, 
and meadows 91. The prospects, for 
a crop of the various kinds of fruit 
follows: Apples 87, pears 84. peaches 
79, plums 86. cherries 89, small fruit 
91. One year ago tbe average pros­
pect for peaches was 93. Tbe average 
monthly farm wages with board is 
$28.56, while the average dally farm 
wages without board is $1.74. The 
average m onthly'wages by the month 
w i^  board last year was $27.03, and 
the average wages by the  da% with- 
out board a year ago was $1.64.

Politics and Prohibition.
Although state wide'pwpffiliition will 

be one of the main issues before the 
voters of Michigan next November, 
tbe various political parties are  mak. 
Ing efforts to prevent the wet and dry 
proposition from being Injected into 
tbe campaigns this year, and in two 
state conventions held this year pro­
hibition has not been mentioned. It 
was not expected th a t the Tepublican 
s ta te  convention would endorse or 
condemn prohibition. For years the 
republican leaders have agreed t h a t ' 
the effect of making prohibition a 
political proposition could be seen In 
the decay of the regular prohibition 
party. W hen the party chiefs of the 
G. 0. P. clan m et In Lansing May 3, 
prohibition was mentioned only In the 
hotel corridors.

When the national progressives 
held tbelr sta te  convention a t  Jack- 
son there was every reason to be­
lieve th at a  plank would be adopted 
placing tbe delegates on record in 
favor of s ta te  wide prohibition. Once 
before in state convention the pro-. 
greesives of Michigan went on record* 
for prohibition and equal suffrage, 
but this year the resolutions adopted 
were gilent on tbe question of prohi­
bition.

No one in s ta te  political circles en- 
tertains the belief th a t the  democrats 
of Michigan will pay any attention 
lo the liquor question this fall. Gov. 
ernor Ferris has stated that while he 

8 Mtrougly in favor of local option, 
be did not regard state wide prohi­
bition favorably, for the reason that 
he did not believe i t  could be - en- 
forced. Many other democratic lead­
ers share  the governor's view, and 
furtherm ore, they agree with the re­
publicans, th at prohibition is a ques­
tion th at should be divorced from 
politics as much as possible.

In disregarding the prohibition 
amendment toe leaders of the three 
political parties are  not antagonizing 
the officials of the Michigan Anti- 
Saloon league who are  directing the 
sta te  wide prohibition flgbt. In (act, 
officers of the league have declared 
they do not want the endorsem ent of 
any political organization, as they 
are of the opinion th at sutoi an en­
dorsem ent would do more harm  than 
good, unless all parties declared bold- 
ly* for their propaganda.

— Even the Twentieth Century Limited

I t  Running on a Blower Sched­
ule Now.EXPERT ADVOCATES THEIR 

TRANSFERENCE TO CAB.

Engineers All Too Frequently, Through
No Fault of Thelrt, Fall to Inter­
pret Correctly the BIgnt Meant 

for Their Guldaneei -

As a  m atter of Justice to  the  operat­
ing officers of our great railroad sys­
tem s the public should be made more 
fam iliar with the block signal problem 
for the  prevention of collisions. It 
they ^ e re  better Informed there would 
be less,; unfair criticism, is  the point 
m ade In a  communication to  ftie New- 
York Times.

The recent fata l wreck on the  New 
York Central line in Ohio ana tiie one 
th at preceded It a  few weeks ago on 
th e  New Haven line both occurred on 
railroads th at have spent enormous 
sums of money to provide m odem sig­
nal systems to prevent Just such catas- j 
tropbes. They not only are  entitled to 
credit for keeping up to date in pro­
viding these safety precautions, but 
th e  public should also appreciate the 
fact th at the  railroad world h as 'been  
searching diligently for years for a 
method of eliminating the hum an ele­
ment so fa r  as possible in the  opera­
tion of these safety devices.

For years many minds have been 
working, and many a re  still working, 
to develop a  block system th at would 
place the  signals in  the cab ot tke  loco­
motive instead of-'.alongside of the 
track, where the en g in e s  often fails 
correctly to in terpret them  because of 
fog gr storm or o^ some m ental or 
physical failure of bis own.

They have also, through their signal 
engineers and inventors generally, 
been trying to find an automatic train- 
stop th a t would be safe and reliable, 
and which would provide a- “service 
application” instead of an "emergency 
application" of the brakes.
- I t took many years to develop the 
autom atic brake and the automatic 
coupler. I t has taken many years to 
develop the block system  to  its  present 
sta te  of efficiency, and It Is only a 
m atter, perhaps, of a short tim e until 
American, Inventive genius will trans­
fe r  the tijackslde block signals to  the 
engine cab and provide the e n j^ e  with 
a  thoroughly reliable and w o rk ^ le  
train-stop th a t will, m eet all thie re­
quirem ents of safety laid down by the 
signal authorities.
' One such signal and stop is now 

being tested out on one of the  moun­
tain  railroads of the  Pacific coast, and 
is  claimed to be an unqualified success,* 
The government Inspection is about to 
be made, and there  may be other in- 
venUons now undergoing tests  that 
will solve the problem in a  different 
way. 'Whether or not the  new prin­
ciple applied In the California tes t suc­
ceeds o r not. one thing semns certain 
—^the problem of removing the h&tard 
of the  human factor In seeing and 
obeying block signals, which h u  
caused such a  waste of life on our rail­
roads, cannot go long unsolved In this 
day an ^  age.
.  I t is a  common verdict th at so long 
as we have to  depend upon the  human 
mind to carry out safety precautions, 
and to see and obey signals in the 
open. Just BO long we will have rail­
road wrecks. This conclusion is sup­
ported h y  the fact th a t these human 
lapses not only sometimes happen to 
apparently a lert and reliable men. but 
engtneers bn doty have been stricken 
with apoplexy, and there are  many 
cases where they have died a t the  i 
throttle. I

The vital Importance, therefore, ot 
developing an autom atic block elgnal 
th a t be displayed in the  engine 
cab, u id  which will also stop the  train  
if the engineer does not ot>^ the alg' 
naL and which will record such fail- 
are. m ust be self-evident to  everyone. 
Bvda with the present signal systems, 
if a  thoroughly reliable autom atic stop 
were provided which would stand the  
required tes ts  o t the  xmilroad experts, 
a  tremendous advsnoe would be made 
in solving th is  taflitog Ufeeavlng 
lem. *

Until tills Is tonad. and the  railroads 
have had  a  chance .to te r i  and a p ^  it, 
i t  would become r il  of n a  to  be dis­
c reet in criticiring th e  roads th a t b a re  
already these m odem  and ex­
p e n s e  devices to promote th e  safety 
of the  traveling pabUe.

"Speed, service, comfort.”
For years an American railroad used 

the three words for advertising its 
passenger service. A few days ago 
the railroad 4»egan its advertising 
campaign for summer travelers. In 
all Its literature  the word speed or 
an asaertlon Ita trains are  fast can­
not be found. American railroads 
have unthroned the "Speed King."

The greatest war ever known 
among railroads, the speed war, will 
be abolished this year. Efforts to 
break records are  a m atter ot history. 
Competing lines have mutually adopt­
ed a standard speed scale.

The time of the  fastest train  in the 
Yorld, the Twentieth Century Limited, 
running between New York and Chi­
cago, has been increased two hours 
between the two extreme term inals 

Scores of railroads once believed 
the fastest tra ins would haul the most 
travelers. But the public didn’t  con­
sider it th a t way. Then a  western 
railroad announced that It would place 
the finest tra in  In the world on Ita 
ro ad . between Chicago and San Fran­
cisco and charge extra fare.

"E xtra  fare for speed?” casually in­
quired the railroad world.

"No. ^Extra fare for service," an­
swered Qie railroad. That was the be- 
glnunlng. Today If one wishes to 
break speed records h e  m ust hire a 
special train .—^Kansas City Star.

greatest center of agriooltural ednea- 
Uon a t  Bast Lansing.

The experiment was first made last 
summer when 39 boys from 23 coun. 
ties came for the first Farm  Boys' 
Camp. The Camp was so successfuL 
th at provision will be made to accom. 
modate one hnndred boys this year.

The Farm  Boys' Camp la more 
than a  mere camp; it is  a* combina. . 
tion of School and Camp. I t la a  
movement to give farm  boys a  taate 
of agricultural while they are  stUl In 
their teens—at the age when they 
usually have strong tendenoies to 
make their vocational choices. Bach 
morning Is spent a t real hard atudy 
of farm problems. No booke a re  
used; the College farm and to e  
College livestock constitute the labo­
ratory where these boys will do their 
• t u d ^ g
. The afternoon is devoted to  gsmea, 

lessons la ewlmmiag and varionn 
other recreational activltlea. In the  
evening toe boya gather around th a^  
campfire to listen to tha  leader'a 
talks, tell stories - and sing songa. 
There will be a leader for each group 
of ten  boys. These leaders are  teach. « 
ers of agriculture in the High Schools 
• f  Michigan.

This is bat another of the many in. 
novations to be included in M. A. C.*n 
growing summer school which In 
u n d e r'to e  aupervUien of Dean B. H. 
Ryder.

The Camp begins on July 10th and 
lasts ten dsys. Boys who are  mem­
bers of the Agricultural Clubs, ssper- 
Intended by the'C ollege are eleglble 
and the age limits are  from 12 to 14 
years.

» Creating a New Prefeeslen.
The new movement in rural Uto la 

erdating a  new profession, or, p e rh ^ a  
it should be said th a t i t  ia reganara. 
ting an old profeaalon, for olnce too 
beginning of the Boys’ and Girls' Ctnh 
movement, rural teachers and o thar 
runal leaders have been compelled to  
acquire a new training. They can no 
longer continue to merely "Keep 
School"; their communltlea a re  de­
manding some practical results in the 
nature of home projects connected 
with school work.

Last year there were 5000 boys and 
girls in Michigan organized Into 
.various kinds of clubs for the purpoeo 
o t'ca rry ln g  on home project work. 
The number Is Increasing a t  a  rapid 
rate. The demand 'right now ta for 
teachers and other leaders who a re  
equipped to d irect these clubi.

The summer sesslMis a t toe Michi­
gan Agricultural College will a ttem pt 
to m eet theee demands for new train- 
ing. A special school of lostrucUoa 
for club leaders will be conducted a l 
Bast Lansing from July 17th to July 
22nd. Those who attend this special 
school will be taught how to demon, 
s tra te  the new cold-pack method of 
canning. Instruction will be given in 
the methods of conducting com  cluba, 
potato clubs, bean clubs, gardening 
clubs, poultry clubs, garmeuLmaking 
clubs, etc. The demonstrations and 
classes will be under the supervision 
of those who have c h a ^ e  of toe club 
work in Michigan, assisted by some 
one from toe departm ent a t  ‘Wash, 
ington.

Dean E. H. Ryder /ot the Sum mer 
School announces th at this special 
school o t Instruction for club leaders 
Is to be conducted without cost to  
those who attend. The only expenso 
will be for board. Ten dollars wfB 
be sufficient to perm it anyone to  take 
advantage of this special school to r  
community builders.
