SAID PRESIDENT WILSON TO SEC"'
WHERE THEY STAND ON
PREPAREDNESS.

TO APPLY THE ACID TEST

Ninety.NIne Per Cent of the Buelneca
Men Profess Deep Sympathy for
Preparedness.

WasblIngtoo—President Wilson an-
ncuLced bis determination to put the
preparedness sentiment ot the btisi-
ness men of the country to the acid
test. Speaking to veterans of the
Civil war assembled for Memorial day
exercises at Arlington National ceme-
tery, he said the business men would
be called upon soon. *“I have been
Informed,” said the president, “that
In a recent referendum of commercial
associations of the country 99 per
cent of tbe business men professed
deep sympathy with preparedness.

"Wo ere now ,Ageing to apply the
acid test to tho”e men. WIU they
give the young men in their employ
(revdem to enlist. Are the business
men of this country willing to lend a
helping hand?”

Presldeoi Wilson defined the spirit
of foreign birth not to set themselves
against the purposes of the nation,
called upon young men to perform
voluntary military service, and de-
fended bis recent suggestion for an
alliance of nations to preserve peace.

While be declared he had no barsh-
Cess *u his heart for Americans of
foreign birth and expected them still
to love the sources of their origin,
tbe president said “America must
come first in every purpose we enter
tain and every mao must oount upon
being cast ojt of our confidence, cast
out even of our tolerance, who does
uot submit to that great grueling prin-
ciple.”

The pr's’dent said he was for “uni-
versal voluntary training,” but that
“"America does not wish anything but
tbe comptilsiou of the spirit ot Ameri-
ca”. He added that the people of the
nation were watching each other, and
that a great many men, even when
they did not want to, were going to
stand up and say “here.”

MAHHEW S. GAINEY DIES

The End Came Shortly After Reach-
ing the Hospital.

Detroit—Matthew S. Gainey, police
judge in Detroit since March. 1913t
died suddenly in Grace hospital Tues-
day. afternoon, less than four hours
after he bad been taken to the hospital
from his home at 237 PalUster ave-
nue. Judge Gainey was unconscious
when taken from his home In a spe-
cial ambulance and did not regain
consciousness. At the hospital, Dr.
Fred R. Reed, the judge’s attending
physician for many years, as well as
tbe hospital stsiff and other doctors
who bad. been hurriedly summoned,
declared his case was hopeless. Acute
uremic poisoning was tbe cause of
death. According to the physicians,
Judge Gainey bad no chance for bis
life from tlie time he became uncon-
scious. The death of the judge, who
was 40 years old, came as a distinct
shock to lawyers, police officials and
men who had ben associated with him
In the work of the city courts for the
last 20 years. Judge Gainey was a
well-llked man and had earned a rec-
ord on the Detroit bench for fafmecs
in his decisions.

SENATE PASS ‘PORK BARREL’

W ashington—The senate passed th«
rivers and harbors appropriation bill,
carrying approximately $43,000,000. by
a vote of 35 to 32. after adding many
amendments. Tbe bill will now go to
a conference ot the two booses. The

Bands of boys have been operating
la every section of the dty. despoil-
tag empty houses, churches and shops,
aad snipping telephone wires. As a
result, the telephone companlee have
employed an additional corps of private detectives to guard their property.

In the last few months neariy 200 junk dealera have been confronted by
boys in the Juvenile court and have been held for trial. Also 500 boys, caught
with stolen goods, have been arrested, and, as an example to others, many of
them have been committed to the house of detention.

More than 1100000 in damage. It is estlniated. baa been done by these
youthful thieves In three months, and offenses are continuing at an alarming
rate. Junk shops are being watched by police, and every Junk dealer has
been notified that buying metals from minors constitutes a serious offense.

International Secret Agents Fol-
low in Footsteps of All
Travelers.

HAUNT HOTELS AND CAFES

Attempt to Place Spy In American Min-
Isteria House FoiTed,— Marked
Fondnesa for Thinga Ameri-
can Among the People.

The Hague.—Holland Is full of spies
of all nations, but an overwhelming
majority of them are In the service of
the central empires.

In Rotterdam the German spy Is
everywhere—in the hotels, concert
balls, theaters and cafes. He. In turn,
to spied upon by the paid agents of the
opposing powers, and all of these spies
unite In looking Into' the affairs and,
when drcumstancee permit, the pri-
vate papers and correspmdence of
new arrivals. Not even tlie American
minister at The Hague la immune, as
only a few weeks ago he foiled a
scheme which had for its object the
placing of a spy of one of the belliger-
ent powers on his pay roll as a domes-
tic servant.

When | reached Rotterdam | went to
the ever crowded cafe attached to the
Grand Hotel Couymans, and while | sat
there, bewildered by the sound of
tongues that outbabeled Babel, a dap-
per. clean-shaven man, who might have
passed for twenty-five, but really was
about forty years of age. took a chair
next to mine and opened the ball by
asking. “Are you an American?”

Also German Agent.

During the next ten minutes he men-
tioned the names of a score of New
York business men who were—I| let
him tell it—intimate friends, and then
be sought to discover why | was in
Holland. As a regard for frankness
which rivaled his own, and therefore
revealed nothing, he warned me to
guard my papers carefully and never
to leave them In my hotel, as there
were hundreds of German spies about
who would not stop at.anything to
gain Information for the fatherland.
As he left the cafe a London acquaint-
ance dropped into his vacant chair and
whispered, “Do you know the man
with whom you were talking?”

“No,” | replied, “but I like his brand
of cigar.”

“Well.” said my Englishman, “be-
ware of him; be is a German secret
agent who poses as aa American.”

1 thanked him for his warning, ac-
cepted a cigar from him, too, and was
told next morning that be also to a
German agent.

“This Is no place for another ‘Inno-
cent Abroad,' ” was my thought, and |
quickly left for The Hague, only to
find that | had stepped from the fry-
ing pan Into the fire.

Here | have obtained first-hand
knowledge of the wonderful German
intelligence service which has succeed-
ed after nearly two years’ persistent,
unremitting labor, in coDvertlng a sec-
tion of the population—whose pockets
have been hit by the blockade—to
anti-British, though not pro-German,
views.

“Gott Strafe England.”

It must be said, however, that as a
general rule these propagandists are
shrewder than the agents who were di-
rected by Doctor Demburg, in the
United States, and they have concen-
trated their energies In the promotion
of a “Gott strafe England" sentiment
among the Dutch. If they have not
succeeded to the extent hoped for by
Berlin. It Is due. not to lack of zeal or
effort, but to the common sense of the
Dutch government and people, who,
when the German agents charge that
the English blockade Is forcing the
workers of the country into idlenees
and compelling the Inhabitants to eat
“war bread,” reply that, while England
is undoubtedly partly to blame for the
deplorable state of affairs, Germany,
which has torpedoed and mined many
Dutch vessels, is from this sskme Dutch
point of view quite as culpable.

There is- only one attractive thing
about these spies in Holland—their
money, which they spend freely.

IN THE TRENCHES NEAR LAS CRUCES,

that once reached here from London;

STOLEN ART COMING TO U. S.

Many Churches In Italy Robbed of
Their Treasures During
the War.

Rome.—The recent robberies of yal-
uable paintings from St. Peter’s basili-
ca at Perugia and Etruscan gold Jew-
elry from tbe museum of Cometo, as
well as thefts of minor jrorks of art
from small churches in Tuscany, are
suspected to be due to the increased
demand for Italian works of art
abroad, and especially In America.

In fact, despite the war, art dealers
in Italy are doing a profitable business.
Many American buyers for museums
and collectors In the United States are
now in ltaly. An ancient statue has
been sold for |16>.000 in Rome, two
figures by Donatello have fetched
$200,000 in Florence, and similar big
deals in paintings and sculptures have
been made In Venice and other cities.

It to admitted that buaineas transac-
tims In works of art with American
buyers have bevi aboveboard and le-
gal, but itis believed that art dealers'
agOtits resort to robbery to satisfy
their customers. Since mobilization
tbe Italian churches and museums are
not so well guarded as before. It is
probable that the fine art department
will suspend the granting of exporta-
tion permits during the remainder of
the war.

Little Frankie solved the problem—
not all at once, by any means, but
slowly and srith certainty. He took to
selling papefiB on the street The first
day he made 40 cents. Twenty-five of
this was expended for a room tor the
two of them In a cheap lodging house
and 15 cents for their dinner.

They never got very bright, except for
the sunshine that Frankie brought
home -401th him. along with his meager
earnings.

HOMES FOR DISABLED TROOPS

-Sale of ‘War Seals’ Provides Funds
to Endo” Flats for British
“"Soldiers.

London.—Harry Gordon Selfridge In
his strenuous business career never
hit upon a happier Idea than that of
the “war seals,” the little red paper
things which are sold tor a cent to
fasten letters. The money derived
from the sale of these seals goes to
the new “foundation” which Is In the
hands of Mr.' Selfridge. Oswald Stoll
and other leading business men for
building blocks of flats where the dis-
abled soldier or sailor can live with
his family on bis pension without
charity.

The sale has brought In nearly
$100,000 BO far. There will be forty-
eight flats In War Seal Mansions at a
rent of $156 a week. The disabled
man will get medical attention, beat
and light baths, galvanic treatment,
massage and so on. There will be a
big entertainment room.

It costa about $2,000 to endow a
flat, and people are asked to do so as
a memorial to relatives lost In the
war. It Is hop<” that clubs and so-
cieties all over the country will col-
lect funds.

LION SOOTHED BY PERFUME

Trainer Says Animal Whiffs Attar of
Roses and Then Becomes
Docile.

Chicago.—A new method has been
discovered for curbing the temper of
lions.

PLAYING CARDS LONG IN USE

Their Origin Lost in Obacurity—Have
Been Put to a Great Variety
of Uses.

The origin of playing cards is loet
in obscurity. They are generally as-
signed to the Orient, but they are
now almost universal In currency and
popularity. The backs of old English
caHs were generally plain, and thus
it waa that when paper was scarce or
exjienslve, old cards were too useful
to be destroyed. They were, on the
contrary, used for various purposes.

Thus they are often found In the
bindinga ot old books, where they
were preserved. The old cards were
also Bomettioes cut up for paper dolls.
They were also used as cards ot In-
vitation and as risiting cards. Thack-
eray refers to this in  “Henry

antedate the fiamous St Christopher
wood cut that la sbmetimes credited

SHOW TUNE’S ADVANCE

INTERESTING COLLECTIONS O
PHOTOS OF OU> LOCOMOTIVES.

Pictured History of the Dovelopmont
of the “Iron Horse” a Fad Which
Many Collectors Have
Taken Up.

Collecting photographs of old loco-
motives may seem a bit prosaic to
tame people. Nevertheless there are
a lot of people in this country who fol-
low this fad with, all tbe interest and
enthusiasm of the most ardent nu*
mlamatlst or phllatellalL In fact, a
comparison of stamps and coins with
original photogaphs of the earliest
American locomotives leaves, In their
opinion, the advantage all on the side
of the locomotive for points of Inter-
esL They treasure their collections
aa much aS any boy does bis stamp
album.

In comparison with those who col-
lect coins or stamps the number of
collectors of old locomotive pictures is
smaU, naturally. Yet there are in the
country several ChouaandB of these
collections. It la not a new collecting
tad by any means. Some of the col-
lectors have been at It twenty-five
years or more.

Very few railroad men are numbered
among the collectors.  Among the
owners of tbe largest collections of
this kind are a banker, an insaraace

a lumbennan. a botanist and a
clergjrman. Most of them worked up
an enthusiasm for the' locomotive back
in their boyhood days. This led them
to compile a pletinwd history of its
development. They have kept track
of almost every screw and bolt that
has been added since tbe days of the
old De Witt Clinton. The size and
type of cylinders, connecting rods,
smokestacka and tenders mean as
much to tbem as do the marks on
stamps and coins to those who c(dlect
such things.

This collecting fad baa its rules and
Its prices just like the others. Pic-
tures are traded and high prices are
paid for originals. The original photo
gxapha of tbe early locomotives—"tak-
en of coarse years after they had been
running, because photography was not
known in their early days—command
high prices. It is not unusual for a
collector to pay [25 for the privilege
of copying one of these originals.
Those who have gone into the fad ex-
tensively keep in close touch with one
another and know at all times the
state of the market and tbe proper
value to be placed on pictures which
they desire to add to their collections.

One of the largest collections of this
kind belongs to John W. Merrill, an
insurance man in Boston. It com-
prises over 3,000 pictures and has
taken him fifteen years to get togeth-
er. Mr. Merrill keeps the plctnree In
a safe which he had made for the pur®
pose and has given Instnietlons to
the local Are department that If his
bouse ever bums the safe la to be
saved even at the expense of-the
house.

Etemsl Vigilance Neceesary.

All the major railroads have given
their employees lectures on the prin-
ciples of safety, have filled the serv-
ice periodicals with Instmctlons, and
have utilized the motion-picture to
present memorable object-lessons in
the resnlts of csrelessneas. Yet ev-
ery new accident demonstrates thaL
for employees and passen”rs alike,
eternal vigilance is the price of safety.
A few months ago, for example, a col-
lision at Rockledge, Tenn., resulted in
the killing of 12 men and the serious
injury to 35; it was due to the failure
of a power-operated signal, put out of
order through the energizing bf a mag-
net by a foreign current.

“Safety Rrst" Working Well.

The Railway Age Gazette thinks it
possible that the reduced cumber of
fatalities may be due, in some part, to
the reduced traffic of last year os com-
pared with previous yeara. Such a
possibility seems hardly to be borne
out by the figures, since these disclose
a larger mortality and casualty list
In earner years when traffic was lees,
than In 1916. We prefer crediting the
improvement to the desire of raOroad
managers to respond to the public
beds and of efficiency, which can eon-
demand for tnatallatlon of all new ap-
plisnces all Improvement of road*

Ca’ie Feeding Proves Profitable.

A "eer feeding experiment, recent-
ly codcluded at the Michigan Agricul-
tural icollege. shows that steers can
be fed In Michigan at a profit.

Eighteen steers were sold on the
Chica”™ market for $1,978.17. Their
total icoet was $1,842.79, giving a
profit lof $135.68 or 7 per cent on the
Investment for five months. In flgui®
ing eo&L the cost of feeds and mar-
keting was added to tbe initial cost
of 7c per pound. Feed wms flgured
as follows: Cottonseed mekl. .00
per t/: alfalfa hay, $12.00; corn, 700
per busbeL corn silage, per ton;
cull beans $16.00 per ton. For tee
part <if this feed which a farmer could
prodiioe himself the price allowed fs
high ~eoBgh te guarantee a very good
profit OB Its production .as well as
gettiijg a profit from the steers fed.

Fox; tee purposes of experiment the
steers were <divided Into three lots ot
six steers each. Each lot wae given
tee stese feed except grain -wblcb was
cottonseed meul for one. bean meal
for one and cooked beans for the third.
It Is Intereetinff to note that tbe pro-
fits qn tee three lots were $68.90,
$41.58 and $35.20 respectively.

Th~ the -experiment Showed sute. a
goodj profit is -due in part to the
spre” of two cents bertwera tee buy-
ing and selling prlcu 'Had this dIf-
fereriee been but one and one-balf
cents 'the profit -would have ben about
3 per cent. This bears out tbe gen-
eral lbelief that In order to msike
money feeding cattle a difference «f
one *d one-half cents ‘betiveen cost
and isale price teenffd be >obtalned.

We are paying our operating expenses promptly, with
a payroll of about $8,000,000 a year and material and
Hupply purchases of $4,000,000 more. We are”aying our
« « taxes, this year a month ahead (4 time, and have paid up
all arrearages— altogether $1.00(),000 in two years.
We are catching up on our defaulted equipment notes
and will have paid $1,500,000 on these by the first of
July. Receivership creditors have had 75%, two-thirds
of which has been paid out of earnings this year.

We must finish
paying up the defaulted equipment
obligations. This will require $500,000.

Then there are $725,000 of Receivers’

Notes issued more than two years ago

to meet payrolls, $600,900 of Receivers’

Certificates issued two years ago to

obtain funds for materia! creditors,

$$05,000 of Certificates issued

four years ago to pay taxes, and

$3,500,000 of Certificates issued three years ago to cover
equipment notes and improvements, a total of more than
$6,500,000. This makes no allowance for new equip-
raent, an adequate working fund or for the payment of
1 ay rettm to those who have invested their money in
the probity—even first mortgagebond holders have had
no interest for two yearsand a half.

All tills indebtedness has had to be incurred be-
cause the Road has not been able to earn enough
to pay its way, and the Court has been obliged to
borrow money to continue its operation so that
.the people of Michigan could have service.

Although the better earnings of today may be tempor-
ary only, due to the unusual conditions prevailing on
account of the war, we are grateful for the larger income
while it continues. We are using it to keep the Road in
good condition and to help pay our debts. With good
earnings from operation and lightened burdens due to a
more liberal policy on the part of the State, we can even-
tually overcome the conditions brought about by low rates
and over regulation in the past.

We ask for the continued help of all to bring about
ultimate success. The succcs.sful policy of the future
must be constructive, not destructive. Co-operation
between the people of the State and the Pere Marquette
wi9 develop the State and build up the Railroad, and the
Road can in turn give more and better service than ever
before. The interests of each are mutual What helps
epe helps the other. A policy of mutual helpfulness
means development and growth. It means adequate
rates for service rendered, and adequate ser\-ice in retuni
for proper compensation.
