Never Have There Been 80 Many Ger-
man and AtMcd Troops on the
Western Front—Doctors Help
the Civilians

By FREDERICK PALMER.

British Headquarters, Prance.—A
correspondent who has been absent
for six months from the British front
la amated upon his return at the In-
crease in numbers of men, guns and
equipment The uumerous battalions
of the new army which have arrived
have engulfed the old regular army.
Not one officer in ten whom one meets
has had any military service before
the war.

Now one must ride a hundred miles
to pass the British front. Khaki Is
thick in the villages of the Somme
country as well as In those of north-
em Belgium. The British hold the fa-
mous "LsbyrInth”” as well as Ypres
and Loos.

In the course of the taking over of
a long section of the French lite.
which freed French troops for serv-
ice, hundreds of miles of wire had to
be laid, transport organized, head-
quarters moved, new corps and divl-
sloos created and commanders aj®
pointed.

In the last tow months new men
have come into positions of responsi-
bility. Men who entered the army as
second lieutenants have become cap-
tains without yet being old enough to
vote. Majors have become colonels
and generala

“We do not know when the war win
be over, but we do know that spring
is here." say the soldiers. The sec-
ond winter in the trenches is An-
Ished. Its chill, wet monotony is over.

Before winter—well, what
will happen this summerT The growth
of the army and the sun drawing the
moisture out of the mud emphasized
the universal gnestion. N

Face Big German Army.

Never, so far aa.one can learn, have
there been so many Germans and eo
many allied troops on the western
front as at tbt* time. Next to the

.J"erdon region, the German concentra-

tion la heaviest In face of the Brltiah
of any section from the North sea ts
Switzerland. No German troops have
been dnwn oM frost the British front
as re-enforcements for the attack on
Verdun.

One side or the other demolishes a
section of enemy trench hy exploding
mines or by artillery eopcentratlon.

Billy Thorin Caps Career by
Fighting in Legion After
Hes “Dead.”

TOXK TER TO &T THRE

War ts Just One More Thrill to Wan-
derer~”Shanghaled to Chile When
He Reaches Bordeaux—Chum
Killed In Row.

By PAUL ROCKWELL.

Paris. Prance.—A full chronicle of
the adventures on land and sea ot
Billy Thorin. American legionnaire,
would fill volumes which for absorb-
ing interest would rank with “Treas-
ure Island" or any of the widely read
stories of adventure and romance.

Billy was born on a wheat ranch,
near Canton, S. D, and was christ-
ened Daniel William Thorin. The
peaceful occupation of following the
plow or operating a steam thresher
did not appeal to him, however, and
at the age of fourteen years be ran
away from home to see the world.

The roving blood of hardy Viking
ancestors coursed madly In Billys
veins, calling him to the sea.' Reach-
ing the Pacific coast, he shipped as
cabin boy on a tramp sailing vessel,
and from that time on Billy followed
the sea with fair regularity for fifteen
years.

Marine on Chinese Gunboat.

Like ail sailors, however. Billy had
hla spells -of being tired of ordinary
seafaring. Once he enlisted as a ma-
line on a Chinese gunboat and fought
with desperate yellow pirates and
opdum runners.

He was a' member of Price and
Mosby's legion of soldiers of fortune
whkffi fought for first one Mexican
pretender, then for another.

HEROES” GROVE FOR GERMANS

Such :a Plan to Honor Soldier Dead
Has Popular Approval In
Germany.

Berlin—"How shall we honor oui
dead?" Is a question which is being
widely discussed in the Germsm press
just now. The majority of German
editors is averse to a repetition of
the erection of Innumerable “Krieger
Denkmale." soldier monuments, such
as were in vogue after the Franco-
PruBslan war. Nor does the plan to
scatter throughout the empire monu-
ments of the kaiser and the leading
generals find any approval.

The most popular proposal yet made
for the commemoration of those who
have fallen on the battlefield is the
formation of a "Haln." or grove, to
be called "Heldenhain,” or Heroes'
Grove,

finish. In a guerrilla battle with a
band of revolutionists Billy and a com-
rade decided to investigate a small
adobe. but which stood in the low
brush near a road.

After Billy recovered he went to
Australia. He left that country in
June, 1714, on an Italian vesset bound
for Liverpool. When the ship reached
its destination it was learned that the
great war had broken out.

Goes to Enlist, Shanghaied on Ship.

BlUy at once announced his inten-
tion of going to France and Joining
the foreign legion.

Jack Hodge, an Australian satior
who had shipped along with Billy,
decided to Join the legion with him
and the Italian captain offered to
carry the two men to Bordeaux on his
boat. At Bordeaux the two comrades
helped load the boat with a cargo for
Chile, then went into a cafe with the
captalp. who proposed a drink to their
success. One drink was followed "y
another, and when the two would-be
leglODDaires recovered their senses
they ir~re far out on the ocean en
route tor South America.

Somfs weeks later the ship sailed
Into the harbor of Arlca, Chile. Be-
fore going ashore Billy and his' mate
gave the treacherous captain a thrash-
ing that sent him into a hospital and
them ~to a Chilean prison for two
months.

After coming out of Jail the two
comrades had to wait around Arica
for several months before they could
get a ship back to France. There were
many Germans in Arica, who did not
relish the londly proclaimed inten-
tion of BIUy and Hodge of returning to
France to Join the legion.

One night Billy and Hodge had
been In a saloon together. Hodge
stepped out alone, and, bearing a com-
motion, Billy rnshed out after him.
He found his mate dying in the streeL
a knife stock in his back.

“Dead” in Battle, Soon Reeovera.

The next morning Billy sailed, and
m June, 1916. he reach” Bordeaoz,
and was enrolled in the legion. He
trained at Camp La Valbonne, and
went to the front with a detachmeut
of re-enforcementa Juat before the
Champagne offensive in September.
A few days after the legion's charge
in the Bols Sabot, on September 28,
| received this news in a letter from
Paul Pavelka:

“Early in the attack Billy Thorin
was struck in the head by a piece of
shrapnel. He refused to go to the
rear, but kept on. A few mITiKcfl
later be was again hit and toppled
over. 1knelt and looked at him, and
be was stone dead.”

But Billy was not dead. He came
to and; crawled alone to a first-aid
post, and later reached a hospital in
the tar sooth of France. BUly has

DONE WHEN A NEW LEGISLA-
TURE GETS IN ACTION.

GAINS MADE BY STATE BANKS

Seme Supreme Court Decielone of Im-
portance and Varioue Matter*
Worth Noting Just Now.

[By Gurd M. Hayee.]

Lao.<tiQs, Mich.—In exactly seven
months the legislature will again con-
vene in Lansing and the biennial law
malting will begin. Already state
clals are beginning to wonder what
the future holds In store in the way
of new legislation and how many of
the time honored bllle will again make
their appearance.

In many districts new candidates
for the legislature will appear and as
an excuse for foisting himself on the
state payroll the candidate wiU bave
a platform embodying as many new
Ideas as be can conceive and as many
of the old ones as be imagines will
catch the vote of his friends and
neighbors.

While it Is generally conceded that
there is no pressing need for a lot of
new and radical legislation, bills de-
signed to revolutionize the machinery
of the state government are sure to
make their appearance when the rep-
resentatives and senators make their
biennial pilgrimage to the state bouse
the first of the year.

In all probability tbe election Is«s
of the state will be changed to some
extent. The last legislature author-
ized Charles S. Pierce, clerk of the
bouse of representatives, and Dennis

E. Alward. secretary of the senate.

D codify aod revise the election laws
of tbe state. For several months Al-
ward and Pierce have been busy along
this line aod will have a new hill
whipped Into shape aod ready for In-
troduction on the opening day of tbe
session.

They bave received the co-operation
and advise -of city aod county clerks
and have received suggestions from
other election officials and they hope
to bave tbe election laws In workable
shape If their bill is passed ~ the
next session.

Similar steps have been taken to
codify the laws relative to Dsurance.
At the last seasion Senator Foster of
Lansing put through a bill calling up-
on the attorney general's department
to handle this work and if the next
legislature approves the work of the
state's legal department the arrange-
ment of the statutes relating to in-
surance will be a decided improve-
ment.

Should state wide prohibition be
adopted at the election in November.
It will be necessary for the next leg-
islature to provide the machinery for
putting prohibition laws Into effect.
This will be a gigantic task and liquor
legislation may furnish the big battles
of the next session. As a "safety
first” measure, wet leaders through-
out the state are attempting to pick
out candidates not In sympathy with
the dry crusade and tbey”ave trained
their guns on the senate. If the wets
9an elect 17 members of the senate
they can block all dry legislation for
the entire session.

In all probability the railroads will
again petition the legislature for au-
Aorlty to increase passenger rates
from two cents per mile to two and
one-half or three cents per mile. Last
year the senate stood ready to give
the railroads some relief, but the bill
was defeated In the bouse by a few
rotes. It Is believed the railroad
repreaeatativee will redouble their ef-
forts at tbe nhxt senlon.

Whether equ” suffrage will again
be an issue is a question that has not
been decided. If the suffrage leaders
should ask the legistature to provide
for the submission of a constitutional
amendment providing for equal suf-
frage, it D generally conceded that
the lawmakers would act favorably.
The last time suffrage was sn Issue
In the leglsisture It had a majoMty D
both honses.

The Ganslcjy Case.

Equally divided, the supreme court
affirmed th4 conviction of Jacob Gans-
ley of Lao”Ds- who was found guilty
of violating the corrupt practices act
by contributing $500 for tbe Lansing
Brewing company during the local op-
tion campaign in 1914. Justice Stone
wrote tbe opinion affirming Gansley's
conviction and it was signed by Jus-
tices Steers, Moore and Person. The
dissenting opinion was penned by Jus-
tice Brockei and was concurred in by
Justices Kfihn, Ostrander and Bird.

Tbe corrupt pr.d ises act of which
Gansley has been found guilty of vio-
lating was passed at the 1913 legis-
lature and “as designed to purify
Milobigan elections. There is a provi-
sion to the effect that no officer, dijec-
lor. stockholder, attorney or agent or
any other person acting for any cor-
poration oif Joint stock company, ex-
cept corporations framed for pollt.Ical
purposes shall pay any money of the
corporation! to any candidate or poli-
tical coomlittee for the payment of
election expenses.

Some time before Gansley violated
the law tbp attorney general bad de-
cided thatja local option committee
was a political committee. Gansley’s
contribution went to the Ingham
County Pe™onal Liberty League.

“I bave *ead the title aod the entire
act under jconslderation with great
care and 1am convinced that it was
not the legislative intent to include
local option elections within its provi-
sions”, says Justice Brooke in the
diasenting IOpinioD. "If this is the im-
pression Created in my mind by a
perusal of, the title and the act, it
seems enljlrely reasonable to believe
that Gaosltey may have honestly acted
under a sjmllar impression.

“No cit*en should he subjected to
fine and imprisonment for the viola-
tiooeof alstatute, the construction of
which is bpra to so serious doubt as
to its ap[>llcatioD as tbe one under
conaideralUon.”

In the prevailing opinion Justice
Stone sayp there Is no reversible error
aod that the law it a valid exercise of
tbe polled power of the state. It is
within the province of the circuit court
to Imposd a fine of 81<600 on Gansley
and Impr|s(Hi him tor two yeara.

ENGUND’S GREATEST
MILITARY ORGANIZER

The Party Was Bound for Pet-
rograd to Confer With
Russian Officials
Over War

London.—The loss of Earl Kitche-
ner, secretary of slate for war, Eng-
land’s gieaiest military organizer and
the conqueror of the Soudan, with his
entire siafl, when the cruiser Hamp-
shire was sunk off the Orkney is-
lands by a mine or torpedo, was
officially announced by tbe admiralty
Tuesday. Accompanying Eiari Kitche-
ner as bis staff were Hugh James
O'Belme, former councillor of the
British embaasy at Petrograd and
former minister at Sofia; 0. A Fitz-
gerald, Karl Kitchener's private mlll-
wry secretary; Brig.-Gen. Ellershaw
and Sir Frederick Donaldson. The
parly was bound for Petrograd lo
confer with Russian officials.

Hope that Lord Kitchener and his
staff escaped death was practically
abandoned when searchers along the
Scottish coast returned with no trace
of tbe British secretary for war.

intense gloom settled down over
England. Many public gatherings
were adj”rned.

Lord Kitchener stood next to Lord
Roberta as the most admired mili-
tary Idol iu the British empire.

He bad been secretary of state for
wHar in ibe British government since
August u, 1914, the day after that on
which declarations of war were ex-
changed between England and Ger-
many.

Neivs of the destruclion of the
Hampshire and the probable death of
Lord Kitchener and all the members
of bis staff came as one of the most
staggerlug blows received in England
since tbe war started.

Despite bis year. Lord Kitchener
was in tbe prime of his vigor and
was a tower of strength in yie grand
war councils that were held In Paris.

It was stated that Lord Kitchener's
trip to Petrograd was a “special mia-
sioD." It is believed to have related
to tbe Russian offensive on tbe east
front as an offset to the pressure
being exerted by tbe Teutons against
tbe Ttalians and against tbe French
at Verdun.

England was shocked too deeply to
give much thought to the question
of a successor, but there were quiet
reports on the street that David
Lloyd-George, the pres<mt minister of
munitions, might occupy the war
ortfolio.

The report to the admiralty of the
loss of the Hampshire was made to
the aarolralty by Admiral Sir John
Jelllcoe, commander of the British
grand fleet.

Lord Kitchener has been one of the
most conspicuous figures in the war.
It was be, who. in November, 1915,
went to the Near East aod inspected
conditions at the Dardanelles.

This trip led to the withdrawal of
the British expedition from Gallipoli
peninsula.

The war secretary left London on
November 6, 1915. He visited. Qalll-
poll and Salonika where be conferred
with the British and French generals
in charge. On November 20, Lord
Kitchener went to Athens, where he
conferred with King Oenstance, xmg
of the Hellenea. for at that time the
situation in the Balkans was looking
very black for the allies and it was
feared Greece might side with the
central powers.

Hippocrates, Father of Medicine.

SHOULD BE AUTOMATIC

GREAT NEED FOR IMPROVEMENT
OF “STOP” SIGNALS.

Cannot Be Considered Perfect Until
the "Human Element*” in Engine
Cab Has Been Entirely Done
Away With.

When one stops to consider, aside
from the loss of life occasioned, the
amount of momentary loss from dam-
aged and destroyed property, lawsuits,
etc., caused by railroad wrecks, it is
apparent that the railroad manage-
ments would gladly expend an equal
or greater amount to prevent them.

The question here arises, why do
the engineers disregard signals? In
the case of the Milford wreck, and
this applies equally well to others of
the same character, the engineer evi-
dently did not see the second or stop
signal, if he did tbe first, which was
set at caution. The oversight or ne-
glect of the caution signal might have
been through absent-mindedness, but
surely not that ot the second, writes a
correspondent of tbe New York Sun.
From former wide experience as an
observer in the locomotive cab | am
aware that through temporary absent-
mindedneBB or mental fatigue the
retina or eye picture ot a semaphore
In a certain position may not be re-
corded in the brain at the time of pass-
ing.

The habits of the locomotive engi-
neer are controlled now to a large ex-
tant by the railroad management. He
must be a man of temperate habits,
physically and mentally sound. His
work hours are so apportioned as to
insure freedom from physical and men-
tal fatigue. He is well paid. Elvery
possible precaution baa been taken to
Insure tbe reliability of this one man,
yet many investigations report that
“the wreck was not caused by a defec-
tive Bignhl, but through failure of the
dead engineer to obey the signal set
against him.” He might have been
suffering from falntneBS caused by tem-
porary indigestion or irregular heart
action, from one of a hundred human
equation contingencies. Any engineer
in bis right senses would no more pass
a “stop” signal than be would delib-
erately run onto a bridge which be
knew had been rendered unsafe by a
washout.

The safety of every passenger on a
railroad Journey is dependent.on an
esBentlal which is beyond the control
of any railroad nmnagement and which
is known as the human element. It
Is this element which constitutes the
final and essential feature of the suc-
cessful oiJdratlon of the present day
railroad signal system.

Considering the above fikets, it
aeems thaL of the different railroad
signals constituting a system, the Im-
perative “stop” should be BO designed
as to eliminate the faumamelemenL In
other words, that It should be so ar-
ranged as to stop the train irrespec-
tive of the action ot the man at the
throttle. That this not only pa-i be
but haa been accomplished by modem
day railroad engineering Is witnessed
by the fact that a successful automat-
lo train stopping device has been in
successful operation for three years
past on a i*lroad operating west out
ot Chicager and through the Rocky
mountains, where in extreme winter
blizzards tbe engine cab windows are
BO covered with ice and the air so
filled with flying snow that the en-
gineer would be obliged to bring hla
train to a stop in order to observe
whether a signal were sswagainst him
or noL

TRAINS PUY “LEAP FROG”

Englnesra* Ingsnulty Solved Prebletn’
of Rsilsving Congestion of Traffic
on cist’s Elevated Lines.

To relieve the swemiig traffic on the*
elevated lines in New York city trains
are now made to play “leap frog" by
an ingenious method of track laying.
A horizontal view of tbe completed
strueture would bear a strange reoem-
blance to the roller coaster railroads
BO much In evidence In nearly all of
America's amusement parks. Naaring
a station the express tralne tor vhSch
the new track is being designed, rise
swiftly on an Incline, so that they
play at a modified, mechanical game
of leap frog. Under tbe raised tracks,
or “bumps,” as they are technically
known, the local stations are situated.

The reason for the “leap frogging”
Is obvious. There are three tracks
in service already on the eleratad
lines, but the third track could not
be need for express service unless the
trains crossed over'and on tbe local
tracks to take on and discharge pas-
~gers. This would Involve delay
and a serious possibility of accident.

The stations s™ldited for the ex-
press stops are either re-enforoed or
renewed, and the middle track is
raised about 12 feet. 'The loading
platforms for the “extra elevated” ex-
press tracks are built over the exist-
ing local tracks, which are left un-
changed. Thbe length of the "hump”

is determined by the grade ot the .

present local tracks at that iMutlcf®
lar section, as tbs grade of the/ex-
press tracks never exceeds tbresr per
cent. The new platforms are about
350 feet long.

It Is expected that tbe cost of oi>
eratloo of the express trains win
somewhat decreased, as the headway
which they get on tbe incline will car-
ry them some distance before power
need be-applied. Trains wtU wmo be
able to stop quickly and smoothly be-
cause of the upward Incline aa they
enter the station.

Of the 8.621 persons killed by steem
railroads in the last year, 222 were
passengers and 1,594 were employees
on duty. 6,084 were trespassers. 1,163
were nontrespassers not Included in
any of the above claeies, and 343 were
victims of Indnstrial accidents.

Of the 162,040 persons Injured, 12-
010 were passengers, 38,060 were em-
ployees on duty, 840 were employeee
not on duty, 6,390 were other persona
not trespassing, 6,448 were trespasserv
and 99,192 were hurt in industrial ac-
cidents.
