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Man’s Existence on Earth
What are considered the earliest evi­

dences of man’s existence on this con­
tinent, and the estimated date of the 
same? Charles Conrad Abbott, arch­
eologist. after seeking all his life to 
find an answer to these very questions, 
wrote: “The literature of the subject 
Is enormous and stands quite as much 
a monument to our ignorance as tb our 
erudition." Archeologists have been 
unable to agree upon the time he first 
appeared here. Occasionally, says the 
Kansas City Star, a skull or a skeleton 
Is found, as the Lansing skeleton in 
Kansas, and a great controversy rages 
over it, some archeologists claiming 
for It great antiquity, and others class­
ing It as quite modern. It is safe to 
say that the majority do not accept 
any of the skeletons that have been 
found as conclusive evidence of man’s 
existence here before the Ice ages. 
And yet they generally do agree that, 
man was here before the led age, the 
date of which Is variously estimated, 
the average estimate being around 
20,000 years ago.

The “Ice age” was a period when 
the north part of this continent was 
covered with a cap of ice a mile or 
two thick. It extended south to a little 
beyond Kansas City in this region. As 
It gradually melted there were' great 
floods which deposited the deep earth 
banks hereabouts known as “loess.’

Mr. Abbott believes the only evi­
dences we have of man’s ancient exist­
ence here, which admit of no dispute, 
are o a f seacoast shell heaps, notably 
along the Atlantic coast That these 

and oysters were placed there 
4>y rnttri i* proved by the implements 
found in theto. In many places the 
base of the heaps are several feet be­
low the ocean’s surface at low tide, 
proving that the land has sunk that 
much since they began to be piled up. 
and this would place the beginning of 
tfcs ahfdt  heap* back nearly to tb* test

ice age. The age of the shell heaps Is 
also established as reaching back far 
from the fact that since they were 
deposited the same species of mollusk 
has gradually undergone an evolu­
tionary change.

The cliff dwellings of Colorado and 
elsewhere are not believed to be of 
great antiquity. The mounds of which 
there are so many, especially In the 
southern and middle western states, 
were built by modern Indians, many of 
them by the Cherokees. The ruins of 
Mexico and Central America, while of 
great age, are not supposed to go back 
more than a few thousand years.

As to the origin of man in America 
there are great divergencies of opin­
ion.

Eduard Seler, professor of American 
antiquity in the Observatory of Berlin, 
says: “Where the various prehistoric 
peoples of America came from no one 
knows. I do not think they came from 
Asia in comparatively recent times. 
Man is very old in America. I think; 
perhaps he antedates the glacial 
period. The cultures of the prehis­
toric peoples bear no trace of being 
Imported either from Asia or Europe. 
Neither their architecture hor science 
were brought from other countries. 
The architecture of the ancient peo­
ples of America bears no resemblance 
to anything we know in the old world. 
It is my belief that the architecture, 
the astronomical knowledge, the 
science and culture of prehistoric 
Mexico developed there without a hint 
of information from Europe or Asia.”

The contrary view is Insisted on by 
as eminent investigators who believe 
the evidence indicates man must have 
floated here from Asia, or crossed by 
way of what is now the Bering straits 
from Siberia, or- come by way of a 
ridge of land that once connected north 
Europe with North America.

More­
over, the Military Service Act, under 
which conscription is applied in Great 
Britain, affects only persons “ordinar­
ily resident in Great Britain.”

Americans and British subjects resi­
dent in the United States who de­
sire to visit Canada will find no more 
trouble at the border than they have 
experienced in the past, and upon ar­
riving they will be made as welcome 
as ever. War conditions of any kind 
will not inconvenience or interfere 
with them.

The immigration authorities sug­
gest tha t as a precaution against In­
convenience, naturalized Americans 
whose country of origin was one of 
those at war with the British empire, 
should provide themselves with their 
certificates of naturalization.

Presently Julie fell sick and then 
little Emile, and then Madame Juvet 

'took to her bed, suffering miserably. 
The doctors came and were puzzled. 
They seemed to recognize the symp­
toms of poisoning, but poisoning was 
impossible. Was not all the medicine 
administered by that gentle creature 
with the yearning eyes? There was so 
much sickness In the house that jEmlle 
was sent away, and his life was saved. 
Julie grew worse and died at Christ­
mas time, 1867, and a month later her 
mother died and almost her last word 
was an expression of gratitude to the 
faithful nurse who had been at her 
bedside night and day through so many 
weary weeks.

Meanwhile Marie had not been 
neglecting her other opportunities. 
During the lingering sickness of 
Madame Juvet three patients In the 
hospital died, and It was afterwards 
proved that their deaths were doe to 
poison. When Marie had finished her 
campaign she and M. Juvet and a 
couple of servants were the only sur­
vivors of the household.

Then Marie, still intent upon doing 
good, went to nurse a Madame Le­
noir, and the madame’s funeral oc­
curred a few days after her arrival. 
By tills time her reputation as a deuth 
angel was beginning to attract atten­
tion, and she found it difficult to get 
patients. The strange thing is that 
nobody seemed to suspect her up to this 
time. Time and again the doctors 
had found indications of poisoning in 
her suffering patients, and yet they

or manners. She was rather short 
and slight and her face, pale as mar­
ble, was lighted up by large, dark. In­
telligent eyes, and she had masses of 
beautiful black hair. Her voice was 
soft, gentle and caressing, and nil her 
actions seemed to indicate an affec­
tionate. sensitive nature.

When she was tried for her crimes 
and convicted, she looked so much like 
a martyr that the jurors couldn’t find 
it in their hearts to assess the death 
penalty, which was then the pre­
scribed punishment for murder, so she 
was given 20 years. The canton legis­
lators then reasoned that it would be 
unfair to bring any other murderer to 
the gallows after permitting her to es­
cape, so they abolished capital punish­
ment. So Marie did some good in the 
world.

She began experimenting with poi­
sons when a girl. She seemed to have 
a fascination for her. She always kept 
In her room a medicine chest, and was 
forever toying with its little boxes and 
bottles. One day her room mate, Ber­
the Berthet, complained of feeling ill. 
The helpful Marie opened her medi­
cine chest and said: “I know just 
what to do for you, my dear.” So she 
mixed up a tempting effervescent bev­
erage and handed it to Berthe, who 
drank it eagerly, and a few minutes 
later was in a paroxysm of pain. The 
landlady heard her screams and sent 
for Doctor Lambassy, who saved her 
life.

When Berthe had told him of the 
drink given her by Marie, the doctor 
said: “You have escaped death by a 
hair’s breadth. The girl made a mis­
take that would have been fatal had 
there been any delay in sending for 
me. She gave you belladonna.”

That usually was the verdict when­
ever Marie scored a victim. It was 
assumed that she had made a mistake. 
It was Impossible to believe that a 
girl with such a gentle, wlstfnl face 
could have administered poisons dellb- 
artitely.

For a time Marie dispensed her poi­
sons as occasion offered, but £he want­
ed larger opportunities, so she went 
into training as a nurse, and, although 
she did not finish her course, she had 
no trouble in securing employment in 
the desired capacity. Nature evident­
ly had designed her for service in 
the sick room, she was so quiet, 
gentle, so patient, her hands and voice 
were so soothing. She went to nurse 
iladame Chabloz, and promptly gave 
her poison, which brought her to the 
edge of the grave, but the madam was 
a strong woman, and she rallied.

Madame Juvet of Geneva conceived 
the Idea of establishing u private hos­
pital, and‘Marie applied for the posi­
tion of head nurse.

"I don’t  ask for a salary,” said the 
gentle, soft-eyed girl. “I have private 
means, and don’t need the money. My 
ambition Is t<i do what good I can, 
by mlnlsteringi\£o the sick and suffer­
ing.” *-

Madame Jnvet was sore she- had

seemed unable to believe that Marie 
could be anything but what she 
seemed. It Is this that makes the 
story of her career remarkable. She 
•was careless to the point of reckless­
ness. She would predict the early 
death of people In perfect health, and 
when these people died nohody seemed 
to see anything strange in it. It 
speaks much for her ingratiating man­
ner that she could so long be “shak­
ing from out her condOr wings' invisi­
ble woe," and still avoid suspicion.

When at last she was arrested, It 
was easy to secure the proofs of her 
crimes, and the indictment against her 
accused her of the murder of nine per­
sons. Her attempts at murder were 
too numerous for consideration.

She was an artist in crime. She 
had none of the ordinary motives. It 
was art for art’s sake with her. She 
never tried to profit by her horrid 
deeds. She was willing to work for 
nothing any time, if it would give her 
a chance to remove somebody. She 
was absolutely pitiless and enjoyed 
the sufferings of her victims. "Death 
had such beautiful moments,” she said, 
when asked why she committed her 
crimes. “There is poetry in poison,” 
she remarked, upon another occasion.

She died in 1884, in her little white 
cell, and to the last she retained her 
weird beauty. Her marble white face, 
with its beautiful dark eyes, haunted 
the memories of the thousands who 
journeyed to Geneva to see the 
strangest criminal of modern times.

Aladdin's Cave Outdone.
Half way up the Shenandoah valley 

are the Luray caverns, an underworld 
palace built by the busy hands of 
trickling waters, the National Geo­
graphic Magazine says. Aladdin, we 
are told, was once permitted to enter 
a cave which exhibited such decora­
tions that its glory both dazzled and 
affrighted. But Alladln never beheld 
anything more wondrously exquisite 
than the water-built architecture of 
Luray. The throne room is canopied 
with curtains woven of diamonds and 
pearls. The ‘Saracen’s tent has more 
than oriental splendors of richest dam­
asks and golden samite, which drape 
the crystal couch in festoons of magic 
beauty. Titania’s veil is woven of 
petrified spiders’ web, while the ball­
room seems as if to celebrate a mar­
riage between the gods. The visitor 
to Luray today shares the sentiment 
of another visitor of long ago, who ex­
claimed “Mortal hath not made the 
like, nor human fancy conceived a 
thing more magnificent!”

iiEDICAL CORPS TO STUDY: ALL
DISEASES KNOWN TO MEXICANS

There Will be no Change* in the State Military Board. 
All Five Member* Reported for Duty When Call 

Came and Have Been Accepted.

El Paso, Texas—Further assurance 
received that the Michigan brigade 
would remain on border duty for a 
long time to come brought expressions 
of disappointment on the part of the 
men and frank declarations from offl- 

'xers that they would resign their com­
mands if this meant interminable inac­
tion.

Both officers and men are willing to 
stay here indefinitely, or for say six 
months, If there were hope of any real 
action at the end of that time, but 
even those who realize that things in 
Mexico are as upset as ever do not 
believe the guard will be sent across 
the border.

Trevino’s reported defection from 
Carranza, despite repeated denials. Is 
taken here as a settled fact. The 
sources of information are so good 
that Ei Paso people are convinced 
the Carranza government is weaken­
ing. But even these people do not 
think the overthrow of Carranza would 
mean the v end 6f peaceful negotia­
tions between The Mexicans and Am­
ericans. Despite the fact that Trevino 
has been--admlttedly opposed to Car­
ranza’s conciliatory attitude toward 
the United States, they do not think 
he "would be foolish enough to start 
anything. Some of them even go so 
far as to say that his part in the 
C&rrlzal affair was taken not so much 
to Injure Americans as Carranza.

The complete overthrow by Villa of 
all is a contingency likely^ to arise 
that would upset President Wilson’s 
plans for a peaceful adjustment of 
border differences. Of course it Is. 
within the realms of possibilities yet 
that Villa may sometime be the Mexi­
can government. He is said to have 
plenty of money behind himt some of 
which id available in El Paso. He is 
intensely popular with the people of 
Northern Mexico and brigand cut­
throat though he may b€, he has a 
personal magnetism and capacity for 
leadership that is hard for the peons 
to resist.

But even so, the Michigan men are 
not looking forward to anything 
than a year of hard grinding drill and 
discipline. And they don’t like the 
prospect Many of the men will fake 
advantage of the fact that they have 
families to secure their release, and 
a  number jpf the officers have given 
themselves a fixed time to stick before 
they will ask to be relieved and go 
back to their Jobs and their business 
Interests.

Some of the high officers of the regi­
ment put it up cold to regular army 
officers still higher in rank today and 
were frankly told that the guard need 
not expect to be sent back home for 
perhaps two years.

In the meantime the most elaborate 
preparations for war are being made 
by the government all along the bor­
der. The militia is being organized 
into one big machine, and millions of 

. boxes of ammunition and supplies are 
being established and everything be-) 
lng done to prepare for almost any­
thing that may happen. |

In spite of the permanent aspect of 
the thing, however the war depart- j 
ment Is not entrenching its army in 
such shape that it cannot be - pulled 
out hx- a moment’s notice. j

Although everything has been going 
on so quietly and smoothly that local ■ 
people themselves have scarcely real-! 
lzed the transformation, there have' 
been other prepardness preparations 
that might make Mexico think she 
was about to be invaded on short no­
tice by this country at full strength. 
Along with the permanent buildings 
that are going up are also being built 
miles and miles of railroad running 
through camps where cars can be 
loaded for shipment- In short order and 
a  whole brigade permitted to leave 
the country over night.

But this is about the only hope the 
men have of active service outside of 
fighting a few border bandit gangs or 
stopping minor raids.

Capt. Roy C. McCormick, of Detroit, 
commander of cpmpany B, is the sec­
ond officer of the Thirty-first to be 
honored with a special detail by the 
regular army officers. He has been 
placed in command of a motor truck 
company and is permanently detached 
from his old command. First Lieut. 
Harry Cramer will assume command 
of Company B.

The medical corps received orders 
from the war department to study all 
diseases common to the people of Mex­
ico.

Cheered Along Route.
Colonel L. C. Coveil’s command( the 

Thirty-second Michigan infantry ar­
rived at the border with his four sec­
tions In perfect condition and was 
greeted all along the route where the 
troop trains passed and the men will 
long remember with inspiring memory

the send-off they received long after 
they are in camp across from terror 
stricken Mexico. From the moment 
the troops left Grayling for their trip 
across the state cheering men, wom­
en and children, honking automobile 
horns and blaring steam whistles 
made glad the hearts of the soldiers 
and flags were displayed.

Three weeks of the hard work at 
Grayling has left its imprint of effi­
ciency upon them and the second con­
tingent of Wolverine troops to go to 
the border is a soldierly-looking outfit, 
indeed.

Bay City was out in force to cheer 
the first section, but the following 
three trains received even greater ova­
tions. Saginaw was missed because 
the train touched only the Genesee 
street station, but Owosso did itself 
proud. The whole. city was out to 
greet the troops. It is the home of 
Captain Hume, of the Thirty-second 
infantry( of Major M. J. Phillips and 
several other guardsmen and officers.

An automobile truck loaded with 
things was waiting and when the train 
drew up, this was unloaded.

That Grand Rapids people had been 
informed of the train’s movements 
was apparent when the first section 
pulled in more than an hour late. 
Sprinkled among the Kalamazoo folks 
at the Michigan Central station were 
some Grand Rapids men and women 
who had taken this opportunity to 
catch a glimpse of the departing sol­
diers and say good-bye.

And Grand Rapids owes a debt of 
gratitude to Lieutenant-Colonel Jos­
eph Westnege. But for him, only the 
first section would have stopped, and 
the Grand Rapids folk waiting at the 
station, would have caught but a 
glimpse of loved ones in the car win­
dows as the train rolled past The 
railway officials required a written or­
der to halt the train, and he gave it.

The first section was just ready 
to leave Jackson when the second sec­
tion, carrying McCullough’s battalion, 
rolled in.

Ann Arbor Men Appointed.
Ann Arbor—Professor Paul Dekruif, 

of the bacteriology department, and 
Robert Novy, student in the University 
of Michigan, have been detailed by the 
headquarters at El Paso to taka 
charge of the bacteriologial depart­
ment of the army. Their offices will 
be on the top floor of a 14-story build­
ing. Professor Dekruif, who has spe­
cialized on tropical diseasesi will be 
chief of the governmental laboratory 
and will test out diseases and reme­
dies for the soldiers, by means of ex­
periments on animals.
No Changes In State Military Board.

There haa been quiet speculation 
since the national guard was called 
into the service of the United States, 
a:, to possible changes in the stata 
military board. All five members of 
the board, General John P. Kirk. Ypsi- 
lantl; Col. L. C. Covell, Grand Rapid*; 
Maj. M. J. Phillips, Owosso; Maj. D. 
W. Smith, Detroit, and Capt. W. H. 
Martin, Saginaw, were called upon by 
Uncle Sam, all promptly responded, 
and all have been accepted. One 
member of the board has already gone 
south with his regiment, and the 
other four will follow.

The board has arranged financial 
affairs In such shape that the adju­
tant general, and quartermaster gen­
eral of the state can conduct the rou­
tine military business properly for 
several months.

THE CA8H TRANSACTIONS 

FOR THE FISCAL YEAR,

WHY WARDEN SIMPSON QUIT

Matters of 8tate Wide Interest and 
Importance Gathered at the 

State Capital.

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]
Lansing. Mich.—A total of $20,929,- 

261.62 was received during the past 
year from all sources by the state 
treasurer, according to the annual re. 
port of State Treasurer Haarer sub­
mitted to the governor. For the 
same period a total of $17,927,106.39 
was disbursed by the state depart­
ment.

The largest single item that was 
disbursed for the year which ended 
June 30 is for the care of the insane 
in the state, $1,399,779.25, which was 
distributed among the various state 
hospitals as follows:

Eloise hospital, $120,623.09; Ionia 
state hospital, $84,595.96; Kalamazoo 
state hospital, $404,822.74; Newberry 
state hospital, $196,439.39; Pontiac, 
state hospital, $272,086.58; Traverse 
City state hospital, $321,211.45.

There is a balance in the specific 
tax fund of $6,532,735.98 which will 
be distributed among the various 
primary school districts this month 
and the report of Treasurer Haarer 
shows that 36 counties in the state 
received last year more primary 
school money than they paid in state 
taxes.

The corporations making up this 
vast sum to be paid the primary 
school districts for the support of 
teachers, the law specifying that 
such funds can only be used in the 
payment of teachers salaries, are as 
follows: Railroads, $4,535,616.07; fire 
Insurance companies, $294,709.04; life 
insurance companies , $351,356.15; 
telephone companies, $522,433.61; te­
legraph companies, $44,443.72 and a 
total of $478,146.32 oolle-cted from 
estates paying inheritance taxes.

The largest receipts are paid into 
the general fund and some of the 
larger items making up the vast sums 
received in this fund include $9,815,- 
989.23 in state taxes, $376,589.10 in 
mortgage taxes, $66,211.43 in bond 
taxes> $28,389.18 paid by hunters who 
secured deer licenses, $18,735.90 paid 
by anglers who were required to take 
out a license and $18,131.42 by com­
mercial fishermen. Al’. of the three 
latter funds are paid over from the 
general fund to the state game war­
den’s department for maintenance of 
that department, the reports showing 
that the department 13 self-sustaining.

The state banking department con­
tributed $45,277.07 in fees collected 
from state banks paid for examining 
such banks while the state Insurance 
department contributed $59,385.13 in 
fees collected from Insurance compan­
ies for examinationsi etc., the dairy 
and food department $12,765.12 in fees, 
Michigan securities commission $15,- 
763.27 in feeB, $1,336,192.09 from the 
secretary of state In automobile H- 
censes> and $43,492.81 turned over by 
the state oil inspector in fees collect­
ed for inspecting gasoline and kero­
sene.

Some of the larger disbursements 
from the general fund for the year 
were: Michigan Agricultural college, 
$450,000; Central Michigan normal 
school, $128,000; Western state normal 
school, $195,166.74; state normal col- 
lege> $270,516.74; University of Mich­
igan’. $1,076,000; state highway de- 
partmentpartment, $1,094,573.30; In­
dustrial School for Boysi $118,700 and 
Industrial School for Girls, $94,400.

The report which is for the fiscal 
year ending June 30, 1916, is already 
In the hands of the state printer, mak­
ing a record which no other state de­
partment can boast of, usually depart­
ment reports being from 30 days to 
three years later than the closing of 
the fiscal years.

Warden 8lmp*on’s Salary.
Failure to have authorized his ad­

vance in salary from $5,000 to $7,500 
per year, voted by the board of con­
trol and blocked by Auditor General 
O. B. Fuller, is thought here to be 
the main reason for the resignation 
of Warden Simpson of Jackson prison. 
The resignation did not occasion any 
surprise at the state capltol as it has 
been known for some time that Simp­
son would tender his resignation.

More than a year ago the Jackson 
prison board of control voted Warden 
Simpson an increase in salary of $2,- 
600 a year. This action had to have 
the approval of the governor, auditor 
general and state treasurer. The pa­
pers were sent to Lansing, approved 
by the governor and when received 
by Auditor Fuller he immediately 
blocked further progress by refusing 
to sign the increase claiming that the 
$7,500 salary a year voted Simpson 

i excessive; that state officers did 
not receive such an amount and that 
it was $2,500 a year better than the 
chief executive of the Btate received. 
The papers never reached Treasurer 
Haarer for ijils aignatur.

All sorts of pressure was brought

known that only a  few creeks .ago 
he was requested to alter-life opinion 
else'Simpson would.resign.

A $10,000 yearly salary was turned 
down by Simpson about six months 
ago from a private canning establish­
ment, Mr. Simpson believing that his 
first duties remained with the prison. 
While he haa accomplished what no 
other warden In Michigan has ever 
done, it Is thought among his clos* 
friends that had the salary increase 
been authorized he would have kept 
to his state job.

No Smoking.

John T. Winship, state fire marshal, 
has added a new section to the fire 
marshal regulations prohibiting smok­
ing or the use of matches in all gar­
ages. This action was brlught about 
by the recent fire at Charlotte where 
a life was lost beside large property 
da'iage, caused by lighting a match 
in a garage.

Crop Prospects.
The prospect for a crop of peaches 

in tl*e Michigan fruit belt this ar 
is n<'t ns good as last year acnoraing 
to the monthly crop report issued toy 
Secretary of State Vaughan. The av­
erage for this year being 61 per cent 
of a crop as compared to 73 per cent 
last year.

Berrien county haa the brightest 
prospect being credlated with 80 per 
cent while Ionia is credlated with 23 
per cent.

Other counties ^re as follows, these 
being classed as The Michigan Fruit 
Beit. Allegan 70,'Kent 43, Ottawa 55, 
Van Buren 72, Muskegon 59, Newaygo 
40, Oceana 67, Benzie 68, Leelanau 76, 
Manistee 63, Mason 75.

The prospects for a crop "of apples 
this year is 76 per cent of an aver­
age crop in the state, peaches ,67, 
pears 69, Plums 66, grapes 7?, rasp­
berries and blackberries 92. The re­
port shows that -only 38 per cent of 
the Michigan orchards are cultivated.

The average estimated yield of 
wheat in the state is given as 15.67 
bushels per acre with 766, &91 acres to 
be harvested. Estimates give 11,000,- 
000 bushels as having been marketed 
and used by farmers in the state dur­
ing the past eleven months.

Rye is estimated to yield 13.90 bush­
els per acre with 310,836 acres to be 
harvested. The condition of corn is 
but 68 per cent as compared to 71 a 
year ago with 1,987,154 acres planted. 
Reports show' 1,722,923 acres of oat» 
sown this year, and 80,029 acres ol 
barley.

More buckwheat sown this year is 
larger than last, 58,480 acres this 
year. About the same acreage 
beans was planted this year as last, 
443.587 acres and the condition Is 84 
which is fair.

The condition of potatoes is 87 in 
the state with 361,599 cares planted 
while sugar beets are reported with a 
condition of 84 and 86,761 acres plant­
ed. Clover condition is 100 per cent 
as compared with an average. More 
hay and forage will be harvested thia 
year than last, the report giving 2,231,- 
631 acres to be harvested this year. 
62,080 acres of peas were sown and 
the acreage is 97 per cent of l ^ t  
year.

This is the first season the state 
department has asked crop correspon­
dents for reports on cucumbers and 
the department says they are of the 
opinion that not more than 50 per cent 
has been reported, 16,720 acres being 
all at present.

Oscoda Makes New Record.
Oscoda county reports no warrants 

for arrests and no prosecutions for the 
past six months, according to a report 
filed by C. H. W. Snyder, prosecuting 
attorney of the county, with the at­
torney general. This is a record nevei 
before made by any Michigan county.

Infantile Paralysis.
The state board of health is in re­

ceipt of reports of InfantHe paralysio 
in the state. A three-year-old child at 
LaSalle, Monroe county, haa the dis­
ease and the report from’ the attending 
physician states that proper steps are 
being taken to prevent a spread 
the disease In that section.

Smallpox In Hudson.
Secretary Burkart of the state board 

of health sent Bpeci&l notices to ths 
city authorities at Hudson calling a t  
tention to a serious condition prevail­
ing at that place. Reports recently 
reaching the state board were to the 
effect that there were several cases ol 
smallpox in the city that were being 
treated as chlckenjox and that the 
houses were placarded with chlcken­
jox signs. A special representative o! 
the state department was sent to Hud­
son and has filed his report with the 
state board which bears out the re 
ports as made to the department. Is 
fact one case was found where a fam­
ily of eleven persons all had the dis 
ease yet the home was placarded with 
chlckenpox sign. The smallpox is re  
ported as being of a mild fonn and 
the state authorities believe can be 
stamped out with proper care the Hud­
son health officials and physicians. Dr, 
Bnrkart calls attention to the seriouo 
condition that confronts the city and 
a.‘:ks that immediate action b? taken 
by the city officials to stamp out the 
outbreak and orders all cases to be 
placarded not as chlckenpox but as it* 
"tine name, smallpox.

The state health board has long de­
sired to make a thorough survey of 
the sanitary conditions of the summer 
resorts of Michigan And the first stefr 
In this cherished plan was inaugurated 
by sending out Don W. Bingham, C. 
E. acting medical inspector, and three 
o tter competent inspectors, who will 
begin Operations on the west shore of 
the state, in Befrien county.

Every county north of t his point In 
which any resort is situated will be 
surveyed and charted. Particular at­
tention; will be given to water supply, 
savage disposal and garbage oolleo-'

tion and destruction systems. ' Pam­
phlets describing how to resuscitate 
person^ who have been drowned, il­
lustrated placards showing the meth­
ods to be pursued will be posted, in 
conspicuous places near the bathing 
and boating places. Other placards in­
dicating rules to be observed by cot­
tages and visitors relative to garbage 
and sewage will also be distributed 
and posted. The* health officer of the 
district ip which resorts are located 
will be called on to meet Mr. Bingham 
and reedive Instructions In sanitary 
problems.

Grand Rapids.—Albert Anderson, 
aged forty-eight, who came to Allegan 
from Chicago last fail, committed sui­
cide on his farm by cutting his throat 
with a razor and hanging himself.

Grand Rapids.-—J. J. Eckhart, presi­
dent of the Farmers and Merchant** 
bank at Lake Odessa, died of the heat, 
making the sixteenth victim in Michi­
gan in a week. Ten died In Detroit, 
two In Grand Rapids, one in Clarks­
ville, one In Big Rapids and one In 
Coloma in one week.

and a husband, being left alone in the 
world. The daughter died seven weeks 
ago after a short illness.

SL Joseph.—With Sheriff Franz as 
the only'witness called, Alderman Ed­
ward Warner of Benton Harbor and 
his business partner, Leo J. Dwan, 
former saloonkeeper, were arraigned 
before Justice Collier here on two 
counts of violation of the local option 
law.

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HOVEL WEED BURNER

Long 8 ti>etehe« of Track Can Be Cleared of Weeds in a Day’s Time With 
This Burner, Which Is Pushed Slowly by a Locomotive.

In order to  check the growth of 
Vegetation along: the tracks of the Soo 
line between Whitetail and Flaxton, 
N. D., a  weed burner has been de­
signed which accomplishes the work 
reasonably quickly, and at an expense 
that Is not prohibitive. Gasoline is 
used as fuel and supplied from a  tank 
mounted at the top of the contrivance, 
which Is carried on a low truck. Burn­

ers arranged bo that they extend across 
and along the track are held very 
close to the ground, enabling the 
flames to come in contact with the 
weeds. The central part of the device 
is covered by a  shield which fits, over 
the burners and prevents the heat 
from escaping into the atmosphere. 
When in nse It is pushed by a loco­
motive.—Popular Mechanics Maga­
zine.

FIRST LINE IN PERSIA REC0VE"S oĥ nd grease

RAILROAD CONSIDERED A WON-
dEr by t h e  n a t iv e s .

English Invention, It Is Claimed, Will 
Save Ninety Per cent of the 

Material Used.

American Attache Tells of the Initial 
Trip—Horses and Cattle Terror­

ized—Expected to Cause Com­
mercial Development.

Persia’s first railroad has been 
opened to traffic. It runs from Jhulfa, 
on the frontier of Russia Transcau­
casia, to the ancient Persian city of 
Tabriz, a distance of 93 miles. Speed, 
apparently, Is not its specialty. Com­
mercial Attache Henry D. Baker of 
the American legation at Petrograd, 
who has the distinction of being the 
first regular passenger, says that it 
took 12 hours for the train to travel 
from one end to the other of the line. 
By carriage, however, the trip would 
have taken three days, he adds.

Mr. Baker gives this'interesting ac­
count of the new railroad:

“Thousands of people, including all 
the- foreign consuls and other officials 
In the city, came to witness the en­
trance of the first train into Tabriz, 
and there was immense excitement as 
the blowing of whistles announced Its 
approach. In front of the locomotive 
was a huge emblem showing the Per­
sian lion with the sword, with the sun 
in the background. The train con­
sisted only of freight cars, the rail­
road being at present Intended not for 
carrying passengers, but for military 
purposes.

“The great crowds waited to see the 
train start on its return trip. Through 
the courtesy of the Russian military 
authorities I  was permitted to be the 
first passenger on this first train, on 
Its return to the International boun­
dary, one of the freight cars being 
specially furnished for my accommo­
dation. The train left Tabriz about 
five o’clock In the afternoon, and the 
distance of 93 miles, to Jhulfa. on the 
Aras river, separating Russian Trans­
caucasia from Persia, was covered by 
five o’clock the following morning.

“After the train left Tabriz It was 
Interesting to watch the excitement oc­
casioned. among the rural population. 
In the different villages the people 
climbed up on the roofs of their mud 
houses to see this great spectacle; it 
was probably the first time that most 
of them had ever seen a railroad train. 
The sheep and cattle and teams of 
horses along the route were greatly 
terrified.’’

The railroad may possibly be ex­
tended to Teheran, the capital of Per­
sia, and thence through Ispahan to 
Beluchlstan, where it would connect 
with the railroad system of British 
India.

I t is expected that the new line will 
bring an enormous commercial devel­
opment to the region of Persia which 
it  traverses, where there a r e ' many 
mines not worked up to now on ac­
count of transportation difficulties. 
The railroad will probably divert traf­
fic from the caravan route via the 
Black sea port of Treblzond to the 
railroad route via Tiflls In the Cau-

Tabrlz, terminus of the line, is the 
world’s leading carpet market*, and has 
about 200,000 Inhabitants.

Engine Treated Master Kindly.
A yard engineer at Van Wert, O., 

- left the cab of the locomotive, while 
waiting on a siding, laid down along 
the track with his head on the rail 
and went to sleep. A leaky, valve per­
mitted the engine to move three feet. 
The wheel pushed his head aside but 
Yuined the cap he was wearing.

An apparatus has been in use by an 
English railroad company by which 
it is claimed that 90 per cent of the 
oil and grease held in the pores and 
on the surfaces of waste, rags, and 
wipers used in keeping machinery 
clean is recovered. The arrangement 
is a skillful adaptation of the steam- 
turbine and the centrifugal, or hydro­
extractor, as it is sometimes called. 
The centrifugal consists of an outer 
containing fixed cylinder, and an In­
ner perforated cylinder, which is made 
to revolve at a high speed. The ma­
terial to be dried is placed In the per­
forated cylinder, and when the latter 
is revolved the material to be dried 
is carried by centrifugal force against 
the perforated wall of the cylinder, 
and fluid which It contains being car­
ried through the perforations Into the 
outer containing cylinder, from which 
it is drawn off. In the apparatus un­
der consideration the oily rags, etc., 
are placed in the revolting cylinder, 
which is driven by a small steam tur­
bine, the exhaust from which is led 
into the revolving cylinder of the cen­
trifugal, where It melts the grease, 
loosens the oil, and helps them to 
free themselves from the cloths. The 
waste wipers are also recovered, either 
directly after treatment in the centri­
fugal or where the cloths are dirty as 
well as oily, after subsequent washing 
by ordinary laundry machinery. Where 
clean oil is used only, the waste is 
ready for service directly Its oil has 
been squeezed out.

Powerful Headlights Ordered.
The Interstate commerce commission 

sustained the rule requiring that all 
railroad locomotives be equipped with 
1,000-feet headlights between sunset 
and sunrise.

At the several hearings held by the 
commission, railroad, officials said It 
would cost a t least $5,000,000 to put 
this rule into effect.

The rdle, which was favored by the 
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, 
follows:

“Each locomotive used in road serv­
ice between sunset and sunrise shall 
have a headlight which will enable 
persons with normal vision in the cab 
of the locomotive, under normal weath­
er conditions, to see a dark object the 
size of a man for a distance of 1,000 
feet or more ahead of the locomotive, 
and such headlights must be main­
tained In good order.”

The rule was promulgated on Octo­
ber 11 last year, but the railroad presi­
dents of the country asked for and 
were granted several hearings. They 
vigorously protested.

In addition to the heavy cost, they 
argued that the powerful lights would 
blind and bewilder persons crossing 
railroad tracks.

8peed of German Train.
The fastest German train 1b said to 

be the express train (D-Zug 20) be­
tween Berlin and Hamburg. It takes 
194 minutes to cover 17SL20 miles, and 
has consequently a speed of 55.16 
miles per hour. The express train 
(D-Zug 8) on the route between Han­
over and Prussian Minden takes 43 
minutes to cover 39.76 miles. The 
third fastest train Is the Munich- 
Nuremberg express (D-Zug 79), which 
has a speed of 54.86 miles per hour. 
Then come three exp ness trains mak­
ing the journey between Berlin and 
Halle at the rate of 54̂ 80 miles per 
hour.

here.

El Paso. Tex.—A party of mount 
ed Mexicans exchanged fire with L 
company, of the Ninth Massachusetts 
infantry. According to reports, the 
guardsmen were doing outpost duty 
when the Mexicans rode upon the op. 
posite side of the Rio Grande and 
opened fire. The guardsmen suf­
fered no casualties, but reported they 
believed they had killed one Mexi­
can.

Captain Hickey, of Dorchester, 
Mass., commanding the company, es­
timated the number of Mexicans at 
15, but asserted that he was unable 
to determine . whether or not they 
were soldiers.. . Approximately 50 
shots were fired on each side, It wag 
said.

Washington—The growing strength 
of the Villa revolution is creating a 
new condition that threatens to up­
set ail peace plans of President Wil­
son and General Carranza and pre­
cipitate a crisis more serious than any 
yet faced with Mexico.

With a new revolutionary move­
ment menacing Carranza in northern 
Mexico, the situation the United 
States faces was outlined In official 
circles as follows:

First, when the Pershing expedi- 
tion was ordered into Mexico to 
"get Villa” the latter had a force 
of 150 bandits. He is now reported 
heading a force of -8,000 revolution, 
lets.

Second, if the United States aids 
Carranza in suppressing Villa it will 
be placed in the position of send­
ing an army in a neighboring state 
•to aid one faction of Mexicans in 
subduing another faction. This not 
only might unite the Mexican fac­
tions in a war to drive the Ameri­
cans out but would be contrary to 
the position taken by President Wll- 
son In his Detroit speech, when he 
held Mexico had a right to fight out 
Its own battles.

BATTIE IN BALKANS BEGUN

Paris Reports the Bombardment of 
the Entire Front in Greece.

London—Announcement from Paris 
that a bombardment is in progrees 
along the entire front in Greece is 
accepted here as meaning that the 
long expected French-Britisfi-Serbian 
attack in the Balkans ha* begun. It 
is also the belief of military experts 
that this new move means that the 
general offensive of the Allies against 
the Germans, Austrians, Bulgarians 
and Turks from all sides is now fair­
ly under way.

These experts point out that with 
the British and French pushing a 
successful offensive In the west, the 
Russians driving the Teutons from 
their positions in the east and also- 
keeping up a vigorous warfare 
against the Turks, and the Italians 
more than bolding their own against 
the Austrians, only the opening of 
the Balkan battle is needed to make 
the chain complete.

Whatever the significance of the 
Paris announcement there te no de­
nying that the actual fighting of the 
war is now in progress on a scale 
not heretofore approached fn the 
great conflict. Today’s statements 
from the various war offices contain 
reports of battles of Importance ic 
six war zones—the Somme and Ver 
dun regions in the west, the Galicia

A few years ago a family of 20 
children, 37 of whom died at short in­
tervals, their parents attributing their 
deaths to witchcraft, came Into promi­
nence in Reading. Their parents gave 
credit for the survival of the three 
children to the use of charms and a 
powwow formula.

For years new 
extensions have been made and there 
are hundreds more users now than when 
the system was first installed, at which 
time we understand the water pressure 
was from 45 to 50 pounds.
