European War News

Italian troop9 landed at Salonlkl,
mays a Havas dispatch to London from
that point, and Immediately passed
through Salonlkl to the entente line
at operations.

Berlin newspapers declare that Rou-
manla already has joined the allies
and that plans are being laid for the
march of a Russian army through Rou-
manla territory. Major Moraht, the
German military critic, also believes
that Roumania la negotiating with
Russia and hints at an ultimatum to
Bucharest from Germany and Austria.

The Italian steamer Stampalla, for-
merly In service as a passenger liner
between New York and Italian ports
but more recently engaged as a troop
transport, has been sunk by a subma-
rine, according to reports received at
New York.

Two British light cruisers, the Not-
tingham and Falmouth, were sunk In
the North sea by German submarines,
while the vessels were searching for
the German high seas fleet, according
to an official announcement issued in
London. One German submarine was
destroyed by the British.

Bulgarian troops are advancing to-
ward the Greek seaport of llavala, it
was announced at Paris. They have
seized two Greek forts. At several
points along the front new engage-
ments have been fought.

UaJ. Norton Mottos, the Portuguese
minister of war, announced at Lisbon
that Portugal soon will participate in
the war, fighting on the side of the
entente allies.

General von Bothmer's Austro-Ger-
mon army, which retreated from the
Strypa river. Is making a strong stand
north of the Dniester, between the
Hota Lipa and the Narajowka rivers,
and furious fighting Is in progress In
that district, according to a dispatch
from Petrograd.

Passengers on the Cunarder \lau-
nia, which arrived at New York from
London, told of seeing a damaged Brit-
ish destroyer enter, followed by a Brit-
ish cruiser against whose free board
was lashed u shell-torn German sub-
marine.

Mexican War News

The National Guard will be retained
on the Mexican border uutil It can be
withdrawn without again endangering
American lives and property. Secre-
tary Baker so declared at Washington
In answering letters complaining that
the state troops wer being held In
service after the emergency for which
they were called out apparently had
passed.

General Funston In a telegram re-
ceived at the war department at Wash-
ington recommends the Immediate
withdrawal of the Pershing expedi-
tionary force from Mexican territory.

Washington

President Wilson reiterated to the
railroad executives at Washington his
demand that they accept his plan for
the settlement of the tffreatened rail-
road strike. The president pointing
out to the railroad executives that the
railroads ~lay an Important part In
the military preparedness of the coun
try and that as they are a vital part
of the Industrial framework of the na-
tion It was absolutely necessary to
keep them running at the present
time.

Investigation of reports from Pan-
ama that a 60,000-acre land concession
at the Atlantic end of the canal Is
being sought by a Spaniard named
Fernandez presumably for Japanese
Interests, was ordered by Secretary
tansing nt Washington. Mr. Lansing
refused to discuss the report In de-
tail, but It was considered significant
that the department should commence
Its action.

President Wilson vetoed the army
appropriation bill at Washington. He
sent to the house a message making It
plain that this action was entirely due
to the incorporation into the, measure
of the provision that retired officers
should not be subject to the articles
of war.

The chairmen of the "big four" rail-
way brotherhoods by n vote of approx-
imately 3 to 1 accepted President Wil-
son's plan to avert the threatened rail-
way strike.  Thirty-one executives,
representing ns many individual rail-
roads. heard this plan outlined by the
president at the White House nt Wash-
ington. The executives declared they
stood by the managers' committee and
were opposed to settlement by any
means other than, arbitration.

The child labor bill wns finally
passed without debate or record vote
In the house nt Washington. It now
goes to the president.

The administration bill, creating a
shipping board and appropriating $50.-
000.000 for Its use In government pur-
chase or operation of ships, was
passed by the senate at Washington
by a strict party vote of 38 to 21.

COLLEGE MEN NOT
ANKIOUS 7O QUIT

-Object to Order That They ‘Shall’

Be Musteredbut

BLAME PUT ON SCHOOL HEADS

Students Who With to Stay With
Troops Declare Institutions Are
* Simply Afjer Tuition
Fees.

El Paso, Tex—There are some men
In Company 1 of Ann Arbor, who are
lacing dismissal front the service
against theft- will. The recent ruling
of the war department was that all
university men who were members of
the guard “shall be mustered out.” It
didn't say “may." It said “shall."

There are a number of tnen In the
camp who don't want any such dis-
position made of their cases. They
want to stay on the border so badly
that Capt. .A. C. Wilson, their com-
mander, has decided to wire Washing-
ton for a different interpretation of
the ruling.

It is asserted that the colleges and
universities were the moving spirits
behind this ruling and that the col-
leges want the money they will get
in tuition funds. That may be the
reason the order was worded “shall*
instead of "may.” If that is the case.
It Is declared, the colleges will prob-
ably have as much influence In keeping
the word there as they had in putting
it there.

Want Married Men to Quit.

It is understood that Gus D. Pope
and Byres H. Gitthell of Detroit,
who have been here investigating the
status of soldiers with dependents at
home, will try to obtain the release of
]gvery man who has a family to care
or.

There are a lot of men with families
dependent on them who have made no
move to obtain their own release.
Their families have been taken care
of either by the patriotic committee
of Detroit or by the salaries the fac-
tories have paid families of employees.

There is a feeling In some quarters
that no married man should be kept
in the service at any expense to his
family. It is pointed out that Secre-
tary of War Baker should he taken
at his word when he issues the order
that nil men with dependents should
be released. ~While It hasn't been
the policy on the part of some offi-
cers to encourage married men to get
out of the service, most of them feel
this is no place for a married man,
that the government should support
its border patrol and that employers
or fathers of children should not be
made to bear an undue part of the
expense in protecting American prop-
erty from Mexican banditry.

So It will not be surprising if Mr.
Gitchell and Mr. Pope succeed in get-
ting a Jot of men out of the service
who haven’t thought of such a tiling
themselves.

Admits Taking Checks.

Harold Labuff, who has been In the
guardhouse under the charge of rifling
the letters of his comrades and ex-
tracting checks therefrom, confessed
to Col. Walter Barlow that he had tak-
en and cashed more than 20 checks.

Schultz didn* realize the seriousness
of soldiering. He went to Grayling
with the permission of Cuptaln Bas-
kerville to attend church. Ills pass
was good until noon as there was In-
spection in the afternoon. After the
services he motored to Higgins Lake
and showed up one day late.

Get Shoes at Last.

The government has purchased
about 300 pairs of shoes at $3 a pair
for the troops here. These shoes have
been iu the warehouse since the-
mobilization, and have been resting in
their boxes while men were drilling
practically without shoes.

The slices were purchased originally
by Major Waldo, of the First battalion,
Thirty-first infantry, for the use of his
men during the state camp. It has
been the plan of the state to buy at
S3 a pair. But there was no state
camp this year, and therefore no dol-
lar bonus. So the shoes merely rest-

They are good shoes, too, worth
now, Col. Walter Rogers, disbursing
officer, stated, $3.75 a pair.

But the government will lose money
even on this bargain. Government
shoes are chargeable to the tuen at
$2.50 a pair. Originally there were
350 pairs, but the government being
so slow, 50 pairs were sold before it
made up its tnind.

Impatient at New Delay.

News that the movement of troops to
the Mexican border has been in-
definitely postponed caused a feeling
of unrest and impatience among the
Guardsmen and It was expected that
there would be an Increase In the num-
ber absent without leave.

Major Wells announced that he had
received instructions from the war de-
partment asking that all troop move-
ments be suspended until further In-
structions. No reason for the order
was given by the war department, al-
though the belief Is that the National
Guardsmen are being held at the mo-
bilization centers, pending the settle-
ment of the differences between the
railroads and their employees.

A number of new cases of men being
absent without leave have been re-
ported almost dally. In most cases
the men have returned within ten days
and have escaped prosecution as de-
serters but the large number of cases
has caused the officers much concern
and trouble.

Company commanders have taken
charge of disciplining those absent
without leave. According to Maj. Guy
M. Wilsonr-court officer in the Thirty-
third, the punishment meted out by
the commanders proves more effective
than that imposed by a summary court-
martial. The company comrnunders
have been forcing the offenders to drill
in heavy marching ,order, do extra
fatigue work and forpgo certain privi-
lege permitted otheri'‘Guardsmen.

Must Return to Grayling.

A ruling received here by Major
Wells affects the Thirty-first and Thir-
ty-second regiments. This Is to the ef-
fect that all Michigan soldiers dis-
charged on the border must come »ack
to Grayling for their discharges. They
will be returned to Camp Ferrh* at
government expense and after being
discharged by. the man who must-retl
them Into the service, will be gives
travel pay at the rate of 3H cents a
mile back to their company station.
Thus, If the discharged man was from
Detroit he would ride about 2UJJ
miles with his fare paid by the gov-
ernment and then be given $7.50. or
S350 more than his car fure buck to
Detroit

This ruling clears np the Impression
that the soldier would receive travel
pay from the border to his company
station. It also makes quite a differ-
ence to the soldier, as travel pay Horn
El Paso to Detroit would have left
him nn excess of approximately $25.
or $10 more thun a month's pay It he
were a private.

Monroe.—A check of the 350 names
signed to the recall petition filed
against Mayor Engece C. Betz «shmvs
that five are illegible and forty are not
registered Voters. One signer previous-
ly withdrew, and this leaves the peti-
tion 35 names short of enough to set
the recall machinery in motion. What
action the petitioners will take and
whether they will circulate additional
petitions, for which the charter allows
them ten days, has not bet;n an-
nounced.

Adrian.—Ray Macceno, charged with
theft of,an automobile, and awaiting
trial In the circuit court escaped from
the county jail. He was arrested la
Coldwater by Lenawee officers, after
he had made two unsuccessful at-
tempts to get away from the Coldwa-
ter Jail.

EN BACK FIVE MILES.

BOTH WINGS OF ALLIES BENT

Rumania Has Cast Her Lot With
the Allies—Berlin Sends

Ultimatum.

London—The series of battles at dif-
ferent points along the Balkan front,
which began with the launching of the
Allies' offensive on August 19, are
rapidly developing into a gigantic gen-
eral engagement all along the 150-mile
.me. with the British, French, Russian,
Italian and Serbian forces, on the one
side, successful at some points, and
the Austrian, German, Turkish and
Bulgarian forces at others.

Both wings of the Allies have been
bent back by the Central Powers. In
the center, however, where the Allies'
main effort is being made at the en-
trance to the great Yardar valley,
Paris reports important gains. The
Serbians apparently have been the
heaviest losers and have been forced
back on their extreme left about five
miles from the Serbian Green fron-
tier. They claim, however, continued
progress on the other sections of their
front, on the Allies’ right, the British
and French who had crossed the Stru-
ma “towards the Bulgarian frontier
have been forced back on the river.

Rumania Enters Struggle.

London—Rumania is reported to
have cast her lot with the Entente
Allies. No formal declaration has
been made, but the situation is re-
garded so seriously in Berlin that the
Central empires are said to be pre-
paring an ultimatum.

Great importance is atributed to a
inference between the Rumanian min-
ister of war and the Russian military
attache at Bucharest. The Kreuz-
zeitung of Berlin is quoted in a Copen-
hagen dispatch as expressing the sup-
position that this -conference was held
to discuss a plan of campaign. Russia,
it is said, will send armies to co-
operate with Rumania in a march into
Serbia, taking the Germans and Bul-
garians in the rear.

“Germany must regard such a con-
ference as a casus belli," the news-
paper is quote as saying.

Hintg of the Austro-German ulti-
matum are being circulated by the
semi-official Wolffs News agency of
Berlin, according to Geneva dispatches,
which state the situation is serious.

The entry of Rumania into the war
on the side of the Entente would
mean the forging- of another link in
the chain of foes surrounding the Cen-
tral powers. The material aid which
Rumania could give would be of an
important character. She has had be-
tween 500,000 and 600,000 troops mob-
ilized for nearly a year and her army
is reputed to be one of the best equip-
ped and trained in Europe.

Two Cruisers Sunk.

London—Two British light cruisers,
the Nottingham and Falmouth, were
searching for the German high seas
fleet, according to an official announce-
ment issued by the admiralty.

“Reports from our lookout squad-
rons and other units showed that
there was considerable activity on
the part of the enemy in tfie North
sea. The German high seas fleet came
out, but learning from their scouts
that the British forces were 1a con-
siderable strength, the enemy avoid-
ed an engagement and returned to
port.

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THE FATE OF THE FORGERS.

On Tuesdny morning, March 7, 1773,
Mr. Robert I’erreau walked into the
banking house of Drummond Brothers,
at Charing Cross. He was greeted
cordially by the bankers, for Mr. Per-
reau, although merely an apothecary,
was a Napoleon among apothecaries,
and was a welcome”uest at the houses
of tiie great. Within a week the bunk-
ers hud seen him at Lord Eginont’s
and Lady Lyttleton's. On the occasion
Mr. Perreuu was full of business.

Producing ns security a bond for
$:)7.000. signed by William Adair,
whose signature would be honored at
any banking house, he asked for the
loan of $25,000.

The hanking brothers scrutinized the
document closely, aud Henry Drum-
mond said: “It doesn't look like the
signature of Mr. Adair.”

“It isn’t the signature of Wailliam
Adair.” agreed Robert Drummond. “1
have seen his signature a hundred
times and know it as well as my own.”

“There is no doubt about It," said he.
“It Is witnessed by Arthur Jones, his
solicitor, and by Thomas Stark, his
servant.”

“It Is an easy matter to settle.” said
Henry Drummond. “Let us go and see
Mr. Adair. He is In town now."

“Standing Over Her With an

If Perrenu’s heart sank into his boots
at this proposition he made no sign
He seemed quite willing, and an-
nounced that his coach was at the (joor.
So he and the Drummond brothers
climb’d aboard and drove to the resi-
dence of Adair, the rich array agent.
Arrived there, the Drummonds explain-
ed the business to Adair, who de-
nounced the bond as a forgery the min-
ute he set eyes upon it.

The Drummonds turned to Perreau
and sternly asked him how he came
into possession of the bond. By this
time the apothecary was uneasy, and a
cold sweat was on his forehead. “Send
for my sister-in-law,” he stammered,
“and she will explain.”

The sister-in-law, known to society
as Mrs. Daniel Perreau, was sent for
and soon arrived, a dazzllngly beauti-
ful creature. Although known through-
out the town as the wife of Daniel,
there never had been a marriage, and
her true name was Caroline Rudd.
The writers of the period describe her
as the prettiest, wittiest and most cap-
tivating woman in London. She must
have been charming, so many good
Judges of beauty praised her, but the
numerous pictures of her still in exist-
ence are disappointing to those who
have read the ecstatic descriptions.

Ushered into the Adair residence, the
situation was explained to her. and she
realized its gravity at once.

“l forged the bond,” she said. The
bankers didn’t think that probable, or
even possible, whereupon she asked for
a pen and sheet, of paper, and dashed
off a duplicate of the signature on the
bond. By this time Daniel Perreau had
nrrived, and also a constable, who had
been sent for by the bankers. But the
constable was sent away. Mrs. Rudd
made such an Impression upon the
Drummonds that they consented to for-
get the whole occurrence, and the Per-
reaus, with the woman who had saved
them, drove away.

Had the Perreaus let things rest
there, they might have got out of their
difficulties. But there were other for-
geries afloat, and discover? of the truth
might come at any time, so. In order
to protect themselves, and arrange for
a goat, they went to Bowstreet and
laid information against “the female
forger." This cowanR/ attempt to pro-
tect themselves at thw expense of the
woman who had risked everything to
save them, deprived them ot public
sympathy in the time to come, when
they needed it most. The.Judges took
the measure of Robert Perreau, and
sent him_as well as the woman to
prison. The next day Daniel Perreau
followed them. This Daniel was a
great fop. who cut a wide swath among
the macaronis. He and Robert were
twins, and greatly resembled each oth-
srAJn appearance, but Robert was a

keen business mao, a

while Daniel was + wastrel. Both
brothers were speculating in Exchange
alley, and it was this that led them to
forgery.

The story of what followed In the
courts Is too complicated to be de-
tailed in a brief narrative. Mrs. Rodd,
who had been the ally of the brothers,
was Infuriated by their treachery, and
became their bitterest enemy. She tes-
tified that she did sign the bond, as she
had confessed, but did it In fear of her
ife, Daniel standing over her with an
pen knife until it was done. She had
ommitted other forgeries under simi-

r conditions. These other forgeries
egan to turn up, and they totaled an
enormous sum.

The public interest In the Perreau

case was so great for a year that even
the rebellion of the American colonies
attracted comparatively little atten-
tion. The newspapers were full of the
case, and every man who could charter
a printing press was busy issuing
broadsides. A certain Admiral Frank-
land, known as “Old Shiver-Me-Tim-
bers,” used up gallons of Ink assailing
Mrs. Rudd, and thereby created sym-
pathy for her, which was the very
thing he didn't want to do. And Mrs.
Rudd had her champions among the
great writers of the time.
* In the course of time the Perreau
brothers were brought to trial, and
their gollt was so evident to the jury,
when all the testimony was In, that
they were convicted without the waste
of a moment, ilnd sentenced to death.
Many people believed then, and many
argue even at tills late day. that the
brothers were the dupes of the design-
ing Mrs. Rudd, but this theory didn't
appeal to the court.

Being convicted and sentenced, the
Perreaus were sent hack to Jail to
await the outcome of the trial of Mrs.
Rudd. The fact that sire was brought
to trial at all was the occasion of much
excited criticism at the time, for she
had confessed under promise of im-
munity from punishment. But she ap-
peared in the dock, “brilliant as ever.”
as Walpole said, and she conducted her
own defense to such good purpose that
she was acquitted. After her release
James Boswell called upon her and had
a pleasant talk, and Samuel Johnson
said that he would have visited her.

London. Yet thousands of people shiv-
ered In the blast for hours that they
might see the melancholy procession
which presently set out for Tyburn.
First thfcre was a hurdle, on which two
miserable coiners shivered as the rude
contrivance bumped over the stones.
Next followed a cart, in which George
Lee, the boy highwayman* wearing a
crimson coat and a cocked hat, endeav-
ored to convince the populace, by his
swaggering airs, that he rather en-
joyed an untimely end. He was accom-
panied by two housebreaker® who
wailed and wept all through the Jour-
ney. Following the cart there was a
steady mourning coach. In which sat
the Perreau brothers.

The storm had grown worse when
Tyburn vvus reached, so operations
were hurried. Daniel and Robert em-
braced each other and spoke a few af-
fectionate words, and their calm, he-
roic demeanor was talked of for many
a day. They clasped hands on the scaf-
fold, and their hands remained clasped
until they were unconscious.

Their punishment, which was out of
ail proportion to their crime, gave the
first Impetus to the sentiment against
capital punishment for such offenses
as forgery and that sentiment led a
few years later (though not until the
scaffold had claimed Dodd, Fauntleroy
and other victims) to the repeal of
brutal laws apd the substitution of
more humane ones

Early Dynamos.

The principle of electro-magnetic
induction, on which the operation of
the dynamo-electric machine is based,
was discovered by Michael Faraday
of London in 1831. The first machine
to give continuous current was that
of Sir Charles Wheatstone, in Eng-
land, in 1841. One of the earliest suc-
cessful dynamos was that of SiemenB,
1856.

GOOD MOP MADE AT HOME,

Serviceable and Necessary Implement
Constructed from Odds and Ends
Found Around House.

A mop is almost indispensable in
those homes that have polished floors
or linoleums, and one made at home
will be found to answer almost as
well as those expensive ones that are
to be bought.

To make it, collect together odd-
ments of cloth or flannel, anything In
fact from which rubbers or floor
cloths are made.

Now cut up the cloths such as flan-
nel or flannelettes, etc., into strips
about 8 inches in length and 2Vfe inches
in width

Some of the strips can be a shorter
length aud should be in the center
of the mop. When sufficient strips
have been cut (and this can easily be
told by bunching them up until there
is a nice fat bundle), tie them to-
gether about an inch from the top
with string.

This must be done very securely by
binding the string round and round.

A Home-Made Mop.

Now a long stick will be needed, like
a bamboo; if there is not one to ht >d
one can be bought cheaply.

To fasten the mop to the handle,
open it out like in the small diagram;
run the stick through the center of
it. This is easily done.

Now take one or two strips of the
mop and put over the end of the stick
and drive a nail through the strips
aud into the stick. In this way the
mop is well secured and is as firm as
a rock.

To work, simply rub the mop along
the floors, don't bend the back at all;
it is surprising how the mop will not

only take up -the dusf, but polish
the floors; it may be used with some
liquid polish if liked, and can be

washed again and again by simply
dipping it up and down in soapy water
and putting It in the open to dry.

A similar mop Is splendid for walls,
picture-rails, etc., but should be made W'
of white or lightly-colored material,
and, of course, used for no other pur-
jpose than the walls.

A trial of one of these home-made
mops will more than convince the
housewife as to its use, and best of
all, it can be made for nothing, which
in these times is a great consideration.

Auditor Gutman is
in charge of the completion of the tract
index system, by which it is planned to
save the taxpayers a great deal of mon-
ey. When the system is completed,
the citizen who wishes to know the con-
dition of the title to a piece of property
will be able for a small sum to obtain
from the county an abstract which at
present costs him considerably more,
since the 'abstract business in Detroit
and Wayne county is practically a
monopoly. Work on this tract index
began in 1914. The auditors believe
that it can he finished in three more

NOT MUCH MONEY IN POETRY

Prices Paid to Writers Have Not
Greatly Advanced With Its In-
creasing Popularity.

In this day of revival of poetry there
may be a natural curiosity to know
whether prices for poetry have gone
up in proportion to the apparent pop-
ularity. 1 am afraid not, remarks a
writer In the Buffalo Express. Masters
did not get a cent for the magazine
publication of the Spoon river poems,
but he will get a few hundred dollars’
royalty from the book, and since Its
success | understand he has been paid
as much as $100 for &single poem by
a New York weekly. The usual price
is $1 a line, or $25 for a very short
poem. And the "Spoon River Anthol-
ogy" Is the most talked about book In
America today, either poetry or fiction

The London Times paid Kipling $500
for the "Recessional,” and the same
for other poems at various times.

Walt Mason apparently Is making
more money out of poetry than any
other man in America today. He
writes a poem every day In the year
for a newspaper syndicate, and In a
recent interview he says he Is paid
$12 each On a yearly contract, which
Mr. Howells in the Editor's Easy Chair
figures oat to be $3,578 or thereabouts
a year. Mason says the most he ever
made In one month Is $375.

It was Moore and Byron who got
the really big prices for poetry. In
the days when the L)ublic gave the hon-
ors to long.! storylike volumes, such as
“Lalla Rookh,” for which Moore re-
ceived 8,000 guinea8. or about $15,000,
Tennyson was skid to have been paid

To Repair Damaged Mirror.

To restore a mirror from which the
silver backing has come off In spots,
proceed as follows: First remove
the silvering from the glass around
the scratch so that the clear space
will be about a quarter of an Inch
wide. Thoroughly clean the clear
space with a clean cloth and alcohol.
Near the edge of a broken piece of
looking glass mark out a piece of sil-
vering a little larger than the space
on the mirror; place a very minute
drop of mercury in the center of this
patch and allow It to remain there for
a few minutes; clear away the silver
Ing around the patch and slide the
latter from the glass. Place It over
the clear spot on the mirror and gent
ly press It down with a toft of cotton.
This is a difficult operation, and we
would advise a little practice before
trying it on a large mirror.

RIDER WINS VICTORIA CROSS

Six Killed in One Instance Before
Seventh Delivers Message—Trench
Pools Made Up Before, Di-
vided After Action

London.—The Daily Express
lishes the following;

William J. Itobiuson was born and
lived the first six yeurs of his life at
sea. You will have realized that he is
an American. He landed In England
on September 11>, 1914. He hud been
here before. He was still a young
man.

A year after be landed he found
himself without a Job. A few days
later be was a trooper In the Fifth
Dragoon Guards. He hud done no
soldiering before. He could not ride
a horse. He spent a few days in a

Sniping a Sniper.
After spending Christmas, 1914. In
the Ypres trenches. Uol>ins«  helped

second lieutenant in the Royal Engi-
neers to snipe a German sniper on the
Diekebusch-Hollebeke mail. As they
rode over n wooden bridge a bullet

whistled. Neither spoke, but on the
way back, three hours later, the offi-
cer said: “That blasted sniper has

potted at me once too often. We'll
leave the road here and sneak down
opposite the hedge under cover of the
trees.”

Tethering their horses, they crept
near the bridge, waittd until a wugon
passed and heard the sniper's shot,
from behind. They crawled a hun-
dred yards and waited. Soon they
heunl the rifle crack again, not far
away. Creeping a little further, they
waited again, watching the trees.
They came so close to the sniper,
without seeing him. that next time he
fired they heard the ejector fly back
and the bolt snap. Then they spotted
him. He was well up a tree, with his
rifle fitted on a tripod, so that when-

er he heard anyone on the wooden
bridg t he had only to pull the trig-
ger. But he had ended his sniping.
The lieutenant and Private Robinson
fired together, and “Mr. Sniper came
down like a thousand of bricks.”

The “British Tommy" of those days,
according to William J.. was a “"great
gambler” as well as a great fighter.
One of his forms of gambling was a
kind of tontine, known as a “trench
pool.”

About ten fellows got together.
ami each put ten francs In n pool Jus!
before they went Into action. They
left this money with someone behind
the lines, for they would he in action
nnywhere from six days to three
weeks. The Idea of the pool was this:
Those who lived to get back would
rake the money and split it evenly
among themselves. If only one lived

Daredevil Officer.

The Tommies kept canaries, rats,
mice. dogs. cats, goats, and even pigs,
ns pets, and would go hungry before
the pet hungered.

The “biggest daredevil” that Robin-
son heard of was known ns the "Mad
Major*—an artillery officer who kept

n aeroplane for range finding
purposes. When he wanted to cor-
rect n range he just flew over and
dropped smoke bombs on the particu-
lar spot he wanted his guns to hit.
Then he went back and set the guns
to work. One day. being annoyed
with a German 17-Inch howitzer, he
flew over with a 166-pound bomb, nose
dived to within 400 feet, dropped the
bomb and blew the howitzer to atoms.
He returned with his planes riddled
with ballets.

Mr. Robinson Indicates In a few
words what happened to two men, a
woman and two children when a
Taube dropped a bomb In the square
nt Poperinghe. It is enough here to
say that they were Kkilled, ami that
the bicycle one of the men was rid-
ing was found twisted and benl on
a lamppost about fifty yards away.
He also describes briefly the killing
of two officers in a motorcar by a
German 15-inch shell on the road go-
ing Into Ypres. The driver escaped,
but was sent nearly mad by the shock
His nerve was gone and be had to be
discharged.

REMARKABLE IMPROVEMENT
RAILROAD OPERATION.

IN

Few Casualties in 1915 Constitute a
Wonderful Record—Number of Ac-
cidents Are Showing a Constant-
ly Increasing Reduction.

The annual bulletin concerning rail-
way accidents has been Issued by the
Interstate commerce commission; and
the great decrease in fatalities and ac-
cidents noted has Inspired much com-
ment in engineering circles. It marks,
says the Railway Age Gazette, “the
greatest improvement in safety of rail-
road operalicn ever recorded in a
single vear.” raffic was exception-,

Ia)\y ,,,,Jlr iu 1913 Inlt the Gazette does
n||* overlook the fact that the num-
u ,r ftf arcid<.nts is always roughiy pro-
portionate to the volume of business.
The decrease is much greater than
could L>caccounted for by the early in-
dustrial depression. As the statisti-

cians have put it:
“The total number of passengers
killed in 1015, 222, out of approxi-

mately a billion carried, was less than
for any other year since 1S98. when
only 70S.000.000 were carried; and the
number injured was less than any
other year since 1900. The total num-
ber of employees killed was less than
for any other year since 1598, when
there were only about one-half as
many employees as iu 1915. and the
number injured was less tliun for any
other yeur since 1911."
Moreover, during the last few
months of 1915 there was a heavy in-
crease iu busines on all railroads, espe-
cially oast of the Mississippi; yet
there seems to have been only a slight-
ly longer roster of accidents than
usual in November and December. And
government figures leave no doubt that
tlie ratio of accidents to volume of
business has been steadily reduced In
he last decade.

GREAT RECORD JF aAFETT

Railroad Has Right to Be Proud of
the Achievement of It« Highly
Efficient Employees

Tn 1915, the third successive year In
which no passenger was killed in a
irain accident on the Pennsylvania
railroad lines east of Pittsburgh nud
Erie, 4.364,519 tests und observations
were made to determine how well !the
train operating rules and signals were
being obeyed. These tests covered
the work of both officers and employ-
ees

The results, which have just been
compiled, show that only one erroi
occurred iff every 1.110 trials, giving
a record of 99.9 per cent of absolute
perfection. In four classes of tests,
including obedience to various “stop”
signals, not a single failure on the
part of any employee occurred
throughout the year.

An exceptionally high record was
made in the observance of rules in-
tended especially for the protection
of the employees. These included such
mailers as precautions-in tire shift-
ing of trains and also the safety reg-
ainlions

governing men engaged iu
track work.
In tlie shifting of trains. 68.041 ob-

servations were made aud 17 errors
recorded.  There were 342991 tests
for obedience to the safety rules for
track workmen and iu only 73 cases
were these rules disregarded in any
way. That meant one error in every
4,690 trials. Last year, accidents to
employees were reduced 11 per ceut.

Only eight failures to follow strict-
ly the rules governing watchmen sta-
tioned at grade crossings occurred in
the 62,934 instances which wore ob-
served last year.

BUILT FOR HEAVY TRAFFIC

Locomotives of Immense Power
Draw Trains Over Mountains in
Southern States.

to

Throe locomotives which are sain
to ho the largest ever used in the
.South were recently delivered to the
Nashville, rinittanooga & St. Louis
railroad to pull heavy freight trains
over Oumhoriand mountain between
Nashville and Chattanooga. The en-
gines are lhe same in class and size,
each heing an articulated compound
of the superheater type and weighing,
with the tender, approximately 635.-
000 pounds. They have nearly three
limes the Irariive power of the biggest
locomotives previously used on the sys-
tem. It is not intended to put them
in service on regular runs, but tn use
them ehiefLv nt the mountain. They
burn soft coal and have carrying capac-
ity for 14 tons. Tn each case tlij?
wheel Imse of the engine and its ten-
der Is slightly less than 86 feet. The
locomotives were taken to Atlanta, and
in order to reach Chattanooga from
there they had to he detoured by way
of Birmingham so as to avoid n tun-
nel which they were too broad to en-
ter.—Popular Mechanics Magazine.

Coal Used by Railroads.

Wrriting in the Rock Island Employ-
ers’ Magazine recently. P. B. Sebas-
tian discloses a number of interesting
facts regarding the huge coal consump-
tion of this representative American
railroad, as well as the vast oppor-
tunities for economy and careful meth-
ods of handling In this branch of rail-
roading. He soys that the Rock Island
railroad annually requires approxi-
mately 100.000 cars of coal to operate
Its trains. The fuel Mil for tlie year
1915 wan $6,531,592. One shovelful of
coal sayed out of each ten shovelfuls,
which Is not a difficult or Impossible
achievement in view of the existing
wasteful methods of firing locomotives,
would effect an annual saving of $653.-
159.20 without impairing In any way
the efficiency of the railroad.
