One day. in th e  y ea r 1662. he 
w a s th row n  from  hi9 h o rse ; and as  a 
d irec t re su lt o f th is  accident he und 
seven of his d escendan ts, fo r a period 
of 200 years, w ere shunned  of men, 
ns though they w ere lepers, bearing  
upon them  th e  word “ unclean .”

t ’h a rle s  was th e  descendan t of a 
once illu s trio u s  house. H is fo rbears  
At ere  kn igh ts and so ld ie rs u nder the 
dukes of N orm andy, and had d is tin ­
guished them selves fo r va lo r upon div­
ers fields. T hey  took  p a r t In W illiam  
ih e  C onqueror’s li tt le  b ask e t picnic In 
E ngland  and m ight have rem ained  
th e re  in opulence, bu t re tu rn ed  lo 
th e ir  own country .

W hen th e  fa te fu l acc iden t happened 
C h arles  w as a lieu ten a n t In th e  arm y, 
h is  reg im ent being  s ta tio n ed  a t  D ieppe. 
H e w as abou t th ir ty  y ea rs  o f age. and 
handsom e and  prosperous. H is life 
had  been full o f ad v e n tu re , fo r he had 
sp en t several y ea rs  In th e  w ilderness 
of A m erica. He w as o f a buoyan t sp ir­
it and  ex trem ely  w itty , and th ere fo re  
a g re a t fa v o rite  w ith h is reg im ent, and 
a pet o f 'h i s  com m anding officer, the 
M arquis de L nhoissiero. H e also 
seem ed th e  pet of fo rtu n e , and It w as 
ag reed  by h is com rades th a t  he had a 
fu tu re .

T hen  one day  he w ent fo r a horse­
back ride, and , ju s t  a s  he le ft the 
tow n, w as ^thrown to  th e  ground, be­
cause of a broken sadd le  g irth . He 
w as unconscious fo r a time, und when 
lie recovered his senses he w as being 
ca rrie d  Into a l i tt le  d a rk  co ttag e  by 
a man of g ian t s tre n g th . He was 
p laced  upon a rude  couch, and re­

lit s  cousin 's  hIijhicSct. H is host o f th« 
little  dark  c o ttag e  w as th e  executioner 
»f Dieppe. H ad th e  cousin been wise, 
he’d have said  no m ore, but would 
have le t th e  lesson sink li«. But 
fe lt It h is du ty  to  p reach  aw hile. apd 
In th e  course of his re m a rk s he m ade 
som e sligh ting  rem nrks concerning 
M arguerite  Jouanne , th e  execu tioner’s 
unughttw . C harles' s tren g th  cnroe back 
us prom ptly  ns It had  d ese rted  him. 
Fils sw ord flashed In th e  sun.

“D efend y o u rse lf!” he c r i e d ; '“you 
a re  speak ing  of th e  lady I love?"

T hen th e re  w as qu ite  a duel 
C harles was a g rea t sw ordsm an, and 
th e  cousin avss In p a rlo u s  case, when 
a friend  cam e to  h is rescue. C harles 
w ounded both of them , and  9ent them  
aAvay bleeding and  w rithing.

T he n ex t d ay  when he ap peared  on 
du ty  all hfs old fr ie n d s o f th e  regi­
m ent m et him w ith  av e rted  faces. His 
felloAv officers looked all round and 
p ast him. and  couldn’t  see him. No­
body responded to  h is g re e tin g s  and 
people w ere silen t when he asked 
questions. H e understood  it all well 
enough. H is com rades knew  th a t  he 
Avas In love w ith  the execu tioner’s 
d au g h te r, and  he w as a p aria h . For 
m any days he endured  th is  ostrac ism , 
c.nd he began to  realize w hat such a 
hive as  his w ould Cost him.

GREAT HELP TO ARTILLERY

Flying Men, Ringed by White Puff
Clouds of Exploding Shells, Direct

Deadly Fire Upon Foe—Many 
Musicians Among Pilots.

London.—Mr. I'hilip Gibbs, u corre­
spondent with the British armies in 
riie field, sends to the Daily Chronicle1 
au interesting article dealing with the 
British supremacy in ilu* air uud its 
vital relation to the operations of the 
Smnme. lie writes:

"All through the battle of Picardy 
most of us have kept glancing up into 
the sky across the enemy's lines from 
day to day and looking for a Prussian 
aeroplane. It is u rure bird. *

"Now and again when our flying men 
are not out because the clouds are ly­
ing low aiicf it is a ‘dud day,' as they 
call it, a hostile machine sneaks 
through the mist and drops a few 
bombs and goes full speed back again; 
and more often, but not very often, a 
flight of Prussians will come In a gang 
through a clear sky and attack one or 
more of our scouts If they can be sure 
of having all the odds In their favor. 
Behind their own lines they are more 
bold (and there Is nothing wrong with 
their courage as individual lighters) 
and lie in wait in the crossroads of 
the air like modern Bluck Knights 
(with the Iron Cross as their badge) 
to defend their territory from ajl In­
truders—not.' however, with any great 
success—and to provide exciting com­
bats for our own knights errant. But 
across our lines they venture rarely.

"During the first week of the buttle, 
which began on July 1, the hostile ma­
chines were invisible, aud yet during 
all this time of fighting we cannot go 
up to the lines without seeing our own 
aeroplanes flying above the shell fire 
in Prussian territory.

Ringed by White Puff Clouds.
"The ‘Archies' are firing at them, 

ringing them round with white puff 
clouds, which burst very close, so close 
that one holds one's breath or speaks 
a whisper—'They've got him !'—until a 
second later one can see the aeroplane 
skimming onward steadily and quite 
cureless of these explosions which fol- 
•>w on the trail of his wings. Below 
ihese flying men of ours shells are 
crashing and smoke Is vomiting up, 
and villages are burning, ami there Is 
all the tumult of battle, but they circle 
round as aloof us the winged gods 
themselves. It seems, from all this 
earthly strife—yet not aloof, because 
they help to direct the thunderbolts, 
as some of the old gods did.

"So far from prowling on our sjde of 
the line9, these pilots aud observers 
make a dally habit of going for far 
Journeys in'y the enemy's zone, often 
us far as l^paume, which is a dozen 
miles beyond our own trenches, and to 
places like Martinpuich and Cource- 
lette and Flers. A few days ago they 
set Martinpuich on fire, and it was still 
burning when they flew over it again 
next day.

“On July 28 four of our aeroplanes 
paid a surprise call on Mona, the scene 
of our earliest fighting two years ago, 
and reminded the enemy of our ‘con­
temptible little army* of those days by 
flying low and dropping bombs on the 
rolling stock In the railway station and 
upon sheds full of munitions. They 
were leisurely in their cirelings, and 
stayed until fires had exploded at four 
different points and much ammunition 
had been blown up. Then they came 
home to dinner.

“Every day and all day long they are 
out and about, across the- Prussian 
lines, observing for our artillery and 
directing the fire of our guns upon the 
enemy’s batteries and other* targets 
which they have seen below with their

hawk's eyes. This work, so audacious­
ly and skillfully done, has given us nn 
undoubted mastery of observation, 
which the enemy no longer holds. The 
Prussluu gunners now have to shoot, 
mostly, by the map. and although they 
are very wise in science, it is not the 
same thing as being able to direct their 
tire by direct observation of results. 
Our airmen have been of vast service 
in tlie daily battle of guns, and it is 
largely due to their flights that our 
artillery has been able to destroy many 
of the enemy’s batteries.

“One day seven batteries reported 
active by one machine were all silenced 
in ten minutes and direct hits were 
made on five or more batteries.

"On July 2S one of our air squadrons 
controlled nine direct hits on the ene­
my's butteries.

"Those things tell. The knocking 
out of an opposing battery means less 
loss of life to our infantry and a great­
er certainty of progress. It is the hurd- 
« si blow that can be given, for this is 
a battle of guns, and every battery de­
stroyed is better than the taking of a 
trench, or at least the easiest way to 
take It.

"A machine of ours ranged howitzers 
on u battery of two C>.i> howitzers, 
which were destroyed, and another ma­
chine directed guns on another battery, 
destroying one emplacement and caus­
ing explosions which lasted nn hour.

"So the record runs from day to day, 
and the enemy is getting frightened 
for his guns anti withdrawing some of 
them at least to safer places.

"The fearlessness of our men Is not a 
virtue with them. It Is a nafqral in­
stinct. They attack unequal odds with 
the gusto of schoolboys who fling them­
selves Into a football scrimmage.

“Literally, the enemy is put to flight 
by these modern men of ours, as when 
th^other day one of our pilots dived 
at five hostile muchlnes attacking one 
of our Remits and drove them off; and 
as when, a day or two ago, two others 
attacked four Fokkers—‘the deadly 
Fokker.' as It used to be called—and 
drove them down Into their own lines.

“They are a new type of men, these 
pilots and observers of the Royal Fly­
ing corps. It is difficult to place them 
or to account for them. They seem to 
liuve been born to fly. For the most 
part they are very young men—boys of 
nineteen or twenty—though older men. 
twice their age and more, are found 
here and there, having come out of 
professions like the law and the civil 
service and taken to the air like ducks 
to water, but surprised with them­
selves. The younger men are clean 
cut. fine and delicately made fellows, 
ns fur ns I know them, rather highly 
strung and nervous in temperament.

“Flight the Music of Life."
"It is quite curious that many of 

them are men of great musical talent, 
In one squadron I know there ure near­
ly 20 men who are nil very full o  ̂
musical talent. One of them, a strip­
ling. came out of the trenches to volun­
teer as an airman, with long screeds of 
music which he had written down 'out 
of his head,' as children say, without 
hearing a note of it played until he 
came back. At night, when dusk creeps 
through the sky. and one by one the 
homing birds fly down (there is al­
ways an anxious question about the 
squadron commander, who is the best 
beloved), the flying men settle round 
the piano In the aerodrome, and one 
of them brings out his violin and plays 
It with a master touch, and another 
sings in a bass voice that may be heard 
one day at Covent Garden, and through 
the evening the men take turns at the 
piano, to play what comes Into their 
heads and out of their hearts.

“Tills link between music and flight 
may be a coincidence in the case of 
one squadron (though I have heard 
of It elsewhere), but it may be that 
flight Is the new music of life, and 
that the Imagination of the younger 
generation is soaring upon real wings, 
inspired by flight to the deep chords 
of emotion that in earlier days went 
into sound and color. The pity is that 
just now they are Instruments of 
death.

"They hav£ amazing adventures up 
there in the sky and learn strange 
things. They learn the look of the 
great country below, so that every 
landmark Is familiar to them, and any 
strange flash or shape is detected at 
once, and those things they must learn 
In three different scales of light, morn­
ing, afternoon and evening, because at 
each of those times the landscape and

“They fly above the bursting shells 
and the imnult of wur. but hear noth­
ing of it unless they come down very 
low. for the humming of their engine 
is a groat song in their ears.

"But they hear the ‘Arehies.’ which 
make the puff clouds above them, and 
sometimes, but not often. il>e scream of 
great shells golug by them.

FIX UP FRACTURED JAWS

Remarkable Work Being Accomplished 
by American Dentists In 

France.

Loudon.—The work accomplished by 
the American residents In Paris when 
they founded their great military hos­
pital at the Lycee Pasteur and opened 
it as “a gift to Immunity" Is bearing 
good fruit. In those days military sur­
gery was comparatively a young sub­
ject. but even then the keen judgment 
of the American dentists—notable that 
of Doctor Hayes—showed them how 
great a part dental und jaw Injuries 
were likely to play In the war and 
how essential It wns that these should 
be properly treated.

The jaw may be broken, a piece of 
bone may actually have been smashed 
out of it. The loss of that piece of 
bone, that tnolh socket, cun only have 
one result If left untreated—deformity 
of a permanent character. Many of 
these cases are now fn existence. One 
of them wns so bad that the deformity 
constituted a threat to breathing. The 
French. like the Americans, have not 
been slow to recognize these facts as 
the work of Doctor Frey ut the Val-de- 
Grnee shows.

The dentist comes upon the scene 
with a difficult task in front of him. 
For he has to devise methods of keep­
ing the broken portions of the jaw In 
correct position, cor reel I y spaced from 
one another, until such time as nature 
Is about to bridge the gap. and all the 
time he lias to work against the ten­
dency of the mouth to infect his work 
and ruin it.

Buf the problem can be solved, and 
It Is being solved. The work of the 
An. rlcans at the Lycee Pasteur and 
of the French have proved this, and 
if further proof be needed the exhibi­
tion of plates and dentures at present 
being held here at the Royal Society 
of Medicine furnishes it. The pic­
tures from Paris and elsewhere of men 
before and after treatment are elo­
quent testimony.
