Justice Kuhn will haVe served as 
chief Justice for n full month and sev­
eral days before he will celebrate his 
forty-fifth birthday. In his. career as 
a lawyer, since his graduation from 
the law department of the University 
of Michigan, In 1804, he has arisen 
rapidly. In the year of his graduation 
he was made circuit court commis­
sioner In Macomb county, which posi­
tion he held for two years.

Michigan 8plit Under -New Law.
Michigan counties- have been split 

and parceled out to five of the thirty- 
two districts into which the United 
States is divided under the new grain 
standards act, according to informa­
tion received by state officials here.

The central purpose of the act is to 
establish a form of warehouse receipt 
for grain, wool, flaxseed, cotton and 
tobacco which will make these receipts 
easily and widely negotiable as deliv­
ery orders or as collateral for loans, 
and therefore of definite assistance in 
financing crops. This purpose the act 
aims to attain by licensing and bond­
ing warehouses under conditions which 
will Insure the Integrity of the re­
ceipts and make them reliable evidence 
of the condition, quality, quuntity and 
ownership of the products named 
which may be stored with them.

Although attempts were made last, 
winter and in the cold, wet days of the 
spring to protect the game birds, it 
lias duwned on many hunters that the 
greatest destroyer of game bird life 
in the north woods, or in any of the 
woods where the birds can live, fs the 
red fox. Hunting parties this season, 
in the sections of the middle portion 
of the state, where partridge usually 
abound*, return practically empty- 
handed. And they blame It all on the 
fox.

TM shire game flepartment has had 
reports for months past to show that 
the fox steals the birds when they are 
young, and even In the winter time 
sneaks up on the old birds while they 
are roosting and mukes away with 
them.

The passage of n hill to place fox 
on the list of animals to be killed at 
any time will not receive any opposi­
tion at the hands of the state game 
officials. Some of them go so far ns 
to sanction a bill making a bounty on 
fox payahle by the state or the coun­
ties, as the law now reads in regurd 
to wolves.

ON THE morning of August 18, 
1847, there was committed in Paris 

a  crime which shocked the world, and 
contributed iargeiy to the revolution of 
1848 and the downfall of Louis Phi­
lippe.

On the previous evening the Duke 
and Duchess de Choiseul-Praslin re­
turned to their Pgr Is home, the' Horel 
Sebastian!, from their country resi­
dence, the chateau of Yaux, near 
Melun. This historic chateau was 
built by Fouquet, Louis XIV's famous 
minister of finance, whose complete 
ruin and death in prison followed a 
spectacular career. The duke was the 
representative of an ancient and hon­
orable family, and held his head high. 
Although powerful and Influential be­
cause of his station and wealth, he 
was not popular, for he was insolent 
and overbearing, and had the idea that 
this planet was created for his par­
ticular use, and that its inhabitants 
were designed to be his servants. The 
duchess also was of- a proud and fa­
mous family, her father being Count 
Sebastian), one of the great Napoleon’s 
famous generals. Although proud 
enough, the duchess was amiable and 
agreeable, and was much beloved.

For years she had been a martyr. 
The noble duke seemed to make it his

but, when the servants, regaining their 
courage, returned to the chamber of 
death, the duke appeared from his own 
room. When he looked upon his slain 
wife he seemed greatly affected. "My. 
God!” he cried, “who can have done 
this?”

He wrung his hands In his distress, 
and one of the servants noticed that 
those hands were bloodstained. One 
hand was lacerated, and the thumb of 
the other had been bitten, and both 
were scratched, as though by finger-' 
nails. The doctors and the police ar­
rived, and the latter, after examining 
the shambles for a little while, were 
forced to the belief that the duke must 
have a guilty knowledge. His explana­
tion of his scratched and bloody hands 
was unsatisfactory. He said he got 
them stained lifting th e rbody of bis 
wife, but tliut didn't account for the 
scratches and the bitten thumb.

In his own rodm there was fatal 
testimony. His dressing gown was 
stained with blood. He had made an 
effort to wash It. and there was a tub 
of reddened wuter on the floor. In 
ihe grate were the ashes of various 
papers and garments, and purt of a 
blood-soaked handkerchief.

The duke was placed under arrest, 
after a prolonged examination by a 
police official, bur. owing to Ids exalted 
station, he was not required to go to 
Ja'J. He remained at his own paluce, 
under the surveillance of police offi­
cers. A day or two later he fell sick 
and a doctor who was called in said 
he had cholera. Other physicians being 
summoned, they declared that he had 
tuken poison. It being evident that be 
was determined to destroy himself, it 
was decided by the authorities to take 
him to the Luxembourg, and he was 
hauled there in a sumptuous car­
riage, escorted by armed guards, for 
the people were frantic, and were 
clamoring for ids blood. It was the 
unusual deference shown tills red slay­
er. because of his pedigree, that mad­
dened the populace, and contributed, 
in no small measure, to the revolu­
tion.

After the French fashion, the duke 
was examined again and again, and 
the magistrate, at least, was no syco­
phant. He was merciless in his ques­
tions and comments, and the nobleman 
found It a torture. He persisted in de­
nying the crime, and told lie after lie. 
only to have ids falsehoods made ridic­
ulous by the keen-witted magistrate. 
And all the time he was growing weak­
er. and on August 24 he was so low 
that priests were summoned to give 
him the benefit of religion. 'His suf­
ferings were terrible, and at the last 
he made a full confession of his crime 
and then went to the reward ordained 
for such ai he.

This account may well close with 
the remurks of the magistrate, when 
he had read the letters of the unfor­
tunate duchess: ‘.‘They ure precious 
relics of one of the most beautiful 
spirits ever created by the Almighty 
for the honor of our age—an eternal 
memorial of the perversity of one of 
the guiltiest of men. At the same time 
they suggest the consoling reflection 
that Providence has sometimes seen 
fit to place beside the vilest natures 
their most angelic opposites, so that 
eyes, weary and offended with gazing 
on such guilt, may find thus close at 
hand a reassuring solace."

His Explanation of His Scratched
Bloody Hands Was Unsatisfactory.

life work to annoy and humiliate her. 
She loved him with an unfaltering de­
votion, as was shown by her letters to 
him, made public after the ; catas­
trophe. In those letters, which were 
numerous, she pleaded for his affection 
and confidence in a manner that should 
have melted the hardest heart But 
the duke's heart, If he had such an 
organ, was composed of concrete. No 
more pathetic documents than the let­
ters of the duchess ever were read by 
human eyes.

She was the mother of ten children, 
and was not permitted to have any 
voice In their education or upbringing.

He engaged governess after 
governess, and finally found one who 
suited him exactly. She was a Madame 
Deluzy, of whom the duke ;became 
■enamored. This Deluzy was In com­
plete authority, next to the duke, and 
•even the duchess was expected': to take 
orders from her. At last this condi­
tion became Intolerable, even to the 
long-suffering duchess, and she, backed 
by her father. Insisted upon the dis­
missal of the governess. The king and 
•queen used their Influence in the mat­
ter, and Deluzy had to go. And this 
•defeat stirred'up all the bile in the 
duke’s bilious system.

Such was the state of affairs when 
-the family returned to _ Paris from 

• Vaux. The duchess and the children 
. retired to their various chambers. £he 
duke went forth to make some visits,

: -and returned home about midnight. He 
went to his apartment, tfhlch was 
separated from that of his wife by a 
vestibule, dismissed his valet,: and the 
mansion was- sunk In silence and re­
pose. About four o’clock in the morn­
ing fearful outcries were heard from 
tne room of the duchess. They were 
followed by violent ringing o^ the bell. 
Various servants ran to the room, but 

/ the doors were locked on the Inside. 
They heard groans and * subdued 
•creams, and the trampling, of feet, 
mb though somebody was being pur­
sued.

The Useful Quail.
In a plea for the bobwlilte, W. L. 

Nelson, assistant secretary of the 
board of agriculture, states that a 
count of the seed In one bird's crop 
revealed that hobwliltes are known to 
eat at least 85 kinds of weed seed. 
For meat lie chooses among 57 kinds 
of beetles, 27 kinds of bugs, 9 kinds 
of grasshoppers, 13 kinds of caterpil­
lars and a variety of ants, flies and 
wasps.

Before.

Were Able I n  Four Hour* at Verdur*
to Regain Nearly All That It Cost

the Germans Five Months 
and Appalling Loss of 

Life to Win.

‘ Paris.—In four hours a portion of 
the French mobile army under General 
Nivelle has regained nearly all the 
ground won by the crown prince before 
Verdun during five months of continu­
ous* attack. It is a great French vic­
tory—such a victory as the Germans 
at this stage of the war would muke 
the occasion of a celebration, but here 
in France It has been received almost 
without demonstration.

More remarkable even than the vic­
tory is the way it has been accepted 
by the people of France. It has given 
a feeling of satisfaction and reassur­
ance, to be sure, and it is very timely, 
as France has been having an hour of 
nervousness over the fate of her new 
ally, Roumauia; but, far from being 
any shouting ubout it, there has been 
simply the ordinary interest in how it 
was accomplished.

Nothing could express more plainly 
how the French feel about themselves 
and about the war.’ It reveals au 
unconscious attitude of success that 
characterizes all French thought at 
this stage of the war, It Is u new 
phase In the absorbing question of 
French morale. There has certainly 
beeu no other time during the war 
when so signal a victory would have 
been accepted so calmly. To me, liv­
ing here In France and watching the 
state of feeling more closely than any­
thing else, it is entirely unexpected.

Went Off Like Clock Work.
The whole story of this attack is. 

in fact, extraordinary. The time of 
it was known to a day two weeks in 
advance. The preparations were made 
with hardly any attempt at secrecy. 
Visiting correspondents were told by 
the commanding generals just what 
was going to happen. Here In Paris 
It has been the talk of the boulevards. 
The Germans were so well Informed 
of details that they were able to bring 
np re-enforcements against the point 
whenever attacks took place, and it is 
to be presumed they did their best to 
check ft. But the advance went off 
like clockwork as scheduled.

It will be recalled that the Germans 
a few months ago were able to do that 
kind of thing pretty much where they 
pleased. Now they are able to do It 
only against green troops such as Rou- 
mania brought Into the war. To go 
no further back in the history of the 
waru the Verdun advances were them­
selves heralded from time to time, and 
except for the half-dozen announce­
ments made from Berlin that Verdun 
Itself was abont to fall, they usually 
made good on their prophecies They 
were able to do so because they knew 
what their preparations were and that 
the French had nothing to withstand 
them.

“T’other Way Round” Now.
Now it Is cutting the other way. The 

French had such preparations that 
they knew the Germans could not 
stand against them. And no one wants 
to be deceived by the Berlin claim 
that the French have retaken the 
ground at frightful cost. It may have 
cost one-tenth what it cost the Ger­
mans to take it, not more. At this 
stage of the war human cost can be 
figured accurately on the basis of shell­
fire and the number of hours the at-

wiped out by shell fire. When the Ger-1 
mans cry “?hto Is not war, it-to slaugh­
ter,” the French people simply rub 
their pa toe In self-congratulation. > 
They know they have the Job of driv­
ing the Germans out of France a jump 
at a  time, and if the Germans will 
jump back phead. of their shell, fire 
they are content. They have reached 
the cheerful state of mind where they 
are willing to go on making shells in 
larger and larger i numbers for au In­
definite period.— :

Verdun Front Secure.
Things may go ahead for a while 

on other fronts, but there is hardly 
a Frenchman living who thinks any­
thing disastrous can happen again on 
this front. I am with them in that be­
lief, and so Is everybody who knows 
anything about the present strength 
of the French array in men and shells. 
My confidence In the situation, gath­
ered from contact with ■'■the French 
people, is such that I am willing to 
write this and confide it to the slow- 
going mails when the French advance 
at Verdun Is hardly more than under 
way, and I have no fear anything will 
happen meanwhile to contradict i t

There is a common-sense reason for 
this, too. For the first time there Is 
an adequate supply of big new modern 
artillery before Verdun. The Germans 
nearly took Verdun becuuse France 
did not have a sufficient number of 
heavy fieldpleces to protect it. It was 
saved by the small .75-millimeter guns, 
the same guns that turned the Ger­
mans on the Marne, and the Germuns 
were stopped only when the French 
succeeded in bringing up fortress guns 
from the forts on the Italiun frontier; 
the French army was that badly off in 
artillery. There was new artillery 
euough for the Somme, but not for 
both the Somme and Verdun, so they 
advanced with the new on the Somme 
and held the Germans at Verdun with 
the old. Now the French have enough 
new heavy artillery for both the 
Somme and Verdun, so they are ad­
vancing at both spots.

Artillery the Big Factor.
It takes time to make artillery, nut 

It takes longer yet to remove fixed 
ideas, and even the brilliant men who 
have turned France’s military fortunes 
could not foresee what the war would 
be like ut this-stage and did not pro­
vide against the present necessity for 
heavy fieldpleces. It was Verdun that 
stirred tilings up. Verdun stands for 
many thiugs, but in elose-in military 
and political circles in France It means 
the point where France began to go 
in for heavy artillery on a big scale.

There are several different factions 
in France Just now claiming the credit 
for France’s growing artillery superi­
ority, and without casting any dis­
credit on the high command of the 
army it is genei 
French 
hand i
ings of French parliamentarians, for 
they were certainly snubbed at the 
beginning of the war, and they can 
point out now with perfect propriety, 
especially the senators, that they or­
dered aud voted the funds for heavy 
artillery when many military men In 
high position were Inclined to think 
the thing was being overdone. The 
credit for the new Verdun advance— 
at least that part not due to the sol­
diers and the brilliant French artil­
lerymen—will have to go to a sena­
torial committee that got busy months 
ago, when it was not very much en­
couraged, and made the new supply 
of big guns possible.

This whole matter is not talked 
about much here; it is simply accept­
ed. One no longer hears scornful re­
marks from military men about “med­
dling politicians." And the membei^ 
of parliament «nd all the civil side of 
the government they represent are 
wearing their regained prestige rather 
modestly. Bat anyone who ever feared 
a military dictatorship in France can 
now definitely putt that fear aside.

“Rained Crape on France.” f
‘At this time last year the more 

nervous Parisians were just beginning 
to believe that the Germans would 
never get to Paris. That had, in fact, 
been obvious since the battle of the 
Marne. Nevertheless, they had more 
confidence, and the army Itself had 
more confidence than the facts Justi­
fied. The Germans could not break 
through, perhaps, but they showed at 
Verdun that they could make it very 
expensive for France to hold its line. 
Verdun, as a whole, the loss and re­
gaining of Its outer circle of forts, 
has cost the French nowhere near so 
much as it has cost the Germans; but 
there Is not a French village, hardly 
a French family, where mourning Is 
not worn for someone lost at Verdun. 
Those families that escaped owe It to 
unusual luck. On the whole, Verdun 
has been a very bloody business—much 
worse than the Somme. The best proof 
of this is the comparatively few deaths 
on the Somme among one’s personal 
acquaintances and connections. Ver­
dun rained crape on France. The 
Somme has been no such slaughter 
house—for the French. But it was. 
there the Germans first began harping 
on the phrase, “This Is slaughter.’

It was slaughter, because the French 
for the first time opposed them with 
as much artillery as they had, and 
French artillerymen are superior' to 
any others. At the battle of the Marne 
itself, before the artillerymen had had 
all the experience the last two years

And men of this kind, 
in the midst of two big offeD-slves, are 
right now taking their ease. It shows 
that many other divisions have proved 
their mettle. The mobile army ol 
crack troops that numbered, perhaps, 
450,000 last Muy comes nearer being 
a million today. It Is not that the 
French army has grown in proportion 
—the new#nen who have gone into 
action sinc£last May number under a 
quarter of a million. The growth of 
the mobile army has come from men 
who have seen action since the be­
ginning of the war. The w.hole army 
is showing a tendency to grow In 
fighting power. It Is something in the 
French race. Napoleon made himself 
by developing the same characteristic.

RE MAKES FEW SUGGESTIONS
Further Legislation «ov Settlement and 
- Regulation o f Railway Labor Dia-

-putes Held Imperatively Necea- 
sary by the chief Magistrate.

Washington, Dec. 5 —The senate 
and house met in Joint session today 
and heard President Wilson's message, 
which was as follows:
Gentlemen of the Cohgriess:

In fulfilling at this time the duty laid 
upon me by the Constitution of com­
municating to you from time to time 
information of the state of the Union 
and recommending to your considera­
tion such legislative measures as may 

"be judged necessary and expedient I 
shall continue the practice, wbicn I 
hope has been acceptable to you, of 
leaving to the reports o f the several 
heads of the executive departments the 
eiab«watioo of the detailed needs of 
the public service and confine myself 
to those matters of more genera! pub­
lic policy with which It seems neces­
sary and feasible to deal a t the pres­
ent session of the congress.

I  realize the limitations of time un­
der which you will necessarily act at 
this session and shall make my sug­
gestions as few as possible; but there 
were 9ome things left undone at the 
last session which there will now be 
time to complete and which it seems 
necessary In the interest of the public 
to do at one*.

In the first place, it seems to me Im­
peratively necessary that the earliest 
possible consideration and action 
should be accorded the remaining 
measures of the program of settle­
ment and regulation which I had occa­
sion to recommend to you at the close 
of yonr last session in view of the pub­
lic dangers disclosed by the unaccom­
modated difficulties which then existed, 
and which still unhappily continue to 
exist, between the railroads of the 
country and their locomotive engineers, 
conductors, and trainmen.

Railway Troubles First.
I then recommended:
First, immediate provision for the 

enlargement and administrative reor­
ganization of the Interstate commerce 
commission along the lines embodied 
In the bill recently passed by the house 
of representatives and now awaiting 
action by the senate; In order that the 
commission may Be enabled to deal 
with the many great and various duties 
now devolving upon it with a prompt­
ness and thoroughness which are, with 
its present constitution and means of 
action, practically Impossible.

Second, the establishment of an 
eight-hour day as the legal basis alike 
of work and of wages in the employ­
ment of all railway employees who are 
actually engaged In the work of oper­
ating trains In Interstate transporta­
tion.

Third, the authorization of the ap­
pointment by the president of a small 
body of men to observe the actual re­
sults in..experience of the adoption of 
the tjrght-hour day in railway trans­
portation alike for the men and for 
the railroads.

Fourth, explicit approval by the con­
gress of the consideration by the In­
terstate commerce commission of an 
Increase of freight rates to meet such 
additional expenditures by the rail­
roads as may have been rendered nec­
essary by the adoption of the eight- 
hour day and which have not been off­
set by administrative readjustments 
and economies, should the facts dis­
closed justify the Increase.

Fifth, an amendment of the existing 
federal statute which provides for the 
mediation, conciliation, and arbitration 
of such controversies as the present 
by adding to it a provision that. In case 
the methods of accommodation now 
provided for should fall, a full public 
Investigation of the merits of every 
such dispute shall be instituted and 
completed before a strike or lockout 
may lawfully be attempted.

And, sixth, the lodgment In the 
hands of the executive of the power. 
In case of military necessity, to take 
control of such portions and such roll­
ing stock of the railroads of the coun­
try as may be required for military 
use and to operate them for military 
purposes, with authority to draft'Into 
the military service of the United 
States such train crews and adminis­
t r a t e  officials as the circumstances 
require for their safe and efficient use. 

Renews His Recommendations.
The second and third of these rec­

ommendations the congress immediate­
ly acted on: It established the eight- 
hour day as the legal basis of work 
and wages 1r train service and it au­
thorized the appointment of a com­
mission to observe and report upon the 
practical results, deeming these the 
measures most immediately needed;

I b u t tt-pdstpmiwl action upon the  other
suggestions untM an opportunity should 
be offered fbr a more deliberate con­
sideration of them.. The fourth rec- ■ 
ommendatloo I do not deem It neces­
sary to renew. The power of the In­
terstate commerce commission to grant 
an increase of-rates on the ground .re­
ferred to is Indisputably clear and a 
recommendation by the congress with 
regard to  such a  matter might seem <0 
draw. In question .the scope of the com- _ 
mission’s authority or its inclination to 
do justice when there Is no reason to 
doubt either.

The other suggestions—the Increase. 
In the interstate commerce commis­
sion’s membership and In Its facilities 
for performing its manifold duties, the 
provision for full public investigation 
and assessment of Industrial disputes, 
and the grant to the executive of the 
power to control and operate the rail­
ways when necessary in time of war 
or other like public necessity—I now 
very earnestly renew.

The necessity for such legislation ts 
manifest and pressing. Those who have 
intrusted us with the responsibility 
and duty of serving and safegaardmg 
them in such matters would find it 
hard. I believe, to excuse a failure to 
act upon these grave matters or any 
unnecessary postponement of action 
upon them.

Not only does the interstate com­
merce commission now find it practi­
cally impossible, with its present mem­
bership and organization, to perforin 
its great functions promptly and thor­
oughly, but it is not unlikely that it 
may presently be found advisable to 
add to its duties still others equally 
heavy and exacting. It mast first be 
perfected as an administrative instm 
menL

The country cannot and should not 
consent to remain any longer exposed 
to profound industrial disturbances for 
lack of additional means of nrbltra 
tlon and conciliation which the con­
gress can easily and promptly supply. 
And nil will agree that there must be 
no doubt as to the power of the execu­
tive to make Immediate and uninter­
rupted use of the railroads for the con­
centration of the military forces of the 
nation wherever they are needed and 
whenever they are needed.

This is 11 program of regulation, pr«?- 
vention and administrative efficiency 
which argues Its own case in the mere 
j^itement of it. With regard to one 
of Its items, the Increase in the effi­
ciency of the interstate commerce com­
mission, the house of representatives 
lias already acted ; its action needs 
only the concurrence of the senate.

For Control and Operation.
I would hesitate to recommend, and 

I dare say the congress would hesitate 
to act upon the suggestion should I 
make it, that any man in any occupa-. 
tion should be obliged by law to con­
tinue in an employment which he de­
sired to leave. To pass u law which 
forbade or prevented the individual 
workman to leave his work before re­
ceiving the approval of society in do­
ing so would be to adopt a new prin­
ciple into our jurisprudence which I 
take it for granted we are not prepared 
to Introduce. Berc the proposal that 
the operation of the railways of the 
country shall not be stopped or later-, 
rupted.by the concerted action of or­
ganized bodies of men until a public 
investigation shall have been instituted 
which shall make the whole question 
at.issue plain for the judgment of the 
opinion of the nation is not tccpropose 
any such principle. It is bashed upon 
the very different principle that the con­
certed action of powerful bodies of men 
shall not be permitted to stop the in­
dustrial processes of the nation, at any 
rate before the nation shall have had 
an opportunity to acquaint itself with 
the merits of the case as between em­
ployee and employer, time to form Its 
opinion upon an Impartial statement 
of the merits, and opportunity to con­
sider all practicable means of concilia­
tion or arbitration.

I can see nothing In that proposition 
but the Justifiable safeguarding by so­
ciety of the necessary processes of 
its very life. There is nothing arbi­
trary or unjust In it unless It be arbi­
trarily and unjustly done. It can and 
snould be done with a full and scrupu­
lous regard, for the interests and liber­
ties of all concerned as well as for the 
permanent interests of society itself.

Other Legislation Urged.
Three matters of capital Importance 

await the action of the senate which 
have already been acted upon by the 
house of representatives: the bill 
which seeks to extend greater freedom 
of combination to those engaged in pro­
moting the foreign commerce of the 
country than is now thought by some 
to legal under the terms of the laws 
against monopoly; the bill amending 
the present organic law of Porto Rico; 
and the bill proposing a more thor­
ough and systematic regulation of the 
expenditure of money In elections, com­
monly called the Corrupt Practices Act. 
I need not labor my advice that these 
measures be enacted Into law. Their 
urgency lies in the manifest circum­
stances which render their adoption at 
this time not only opportune but neces­
sary. Even delay would seriously 
jeopard the Interests of the country 
and of the government.

Immediate passage of the bill to reg­

ulate the expenditure <rf money In d e c  
twins may see m  to be less necessary t i  
than tlie immediate enactment of the 
o ther measure* to which I  refe r; be­
cause a t  toast two years will elapse ; 
before another election in which fed- j 
era! offices are. to be filled; but lit would 
greatly relieve the public mind if  this 
Important m atter were dealt wttfc 
while the circumstances and the. dag­
gers to the public morals of the  pres­
ent method of obtaining and spending 
campaign funds ■stand d e a r  under re ­
cent observation and the methods <ef 
expenditure can Ito frankly studied ta  
the light of present experience; and a  
delay ,would have the  further very se­
rious disadvantage of postponing *e- 
tion until -another election -was « t  hand 
and some special object connected with 
it might- he thought to be in  the mind 
of those who urged It. Action can toe 
taken now wltih facts  for guidance -and 
without suspicion of partisan purpose.

I shall not argue a t  length the desir­
ability of giving a freer hand in the 
matter of combined and concerted ef-' 
fort to those who shall undertake -the] 
essential enterprise of building up ooi 
exi>ort trade. That enterprise will 
presently, will immediately assume 
has indeed already asshmed. a magni­
tude unprecedented in our experience. 
We have not the necessary instrumen­
talities for its prosecution; it is 
deemed to be doubtful whether the; 
could he created upon an adequate 
scale under our present laws. We 
should clear away aTl legal obstacles 
and create a -basis of undoubted law 
for It which will give freedom -wlthouf 
permitting unregulated license. Th« 
thing must be done now, because the 
opportunity is here and may escape us 
If we hesitate or delay.

Porto Rico's Need*.
The argument for the proposed 

amendments of the organic law of Por­
to Blco is brief and conclusive. The 
present laws governing the island and 
regulating the rights and privileges ol 
Its people are not just. We have ere 
uted expectations of extended privi­
lege which we have not satisfied. 
There Is uneasiness among the people 
of the island and even a suspicion* 
doubt with regard to our indention? 
concerning them which the adoption of 
the pending measure wov.ld happily re­
move. We do not doubt wliat We wish 
to do in any essential particulAr. We 
ought to do It at once, 
f There are other matters already ad­
vanced to the stage of conference be 
tween the two houses of which it if 
not necessary that I should speak 
Some practicable basis of agreement 
concerning them will no doubt be found 
and action taken upon them.

Inasmuch as this is, gentlemen, prob 
ably the last occasion I shall have t* 
address the Sixty-fourth congress, 1 
hope that you will permit me to saj 
with what genuine phmsure and satis­
faction I have co-operated with you ir 
the many measures of constructive pol­
icy with which you hjtve enriched th« 
legislotive annals of the country. It 
has been a privilege to labor In sucb 
company. I take tl.e liberty of con­
gratulating you upon the completion ol 
a record of rare se-rviceablenesa and 
distinction.
